Alcohol as a Jttediciue..

I nteresting Discussion bt the Doc
TORS AT THE RECENT MEETING

of the Medical Society 
of N. B. at St. John.

At the afternoon meeting of the 
Medical Society, Dr. T. W. Masgrove 
read a paper on “ The proper use of 
alcohol as a medicine, and the respon­
sibility of physicians in pi-escribing 
it.” He pointed oat the effects ot in 
temperance, which, he asserted, were 
largely the result of improper admin­
istration of liquor by physicians. He 
thought the time bad come when a 
proper system of administering the 
drug should be devised. Liquor, he 
thought, should not be prescribed to 
persons in health, nor for chronic 
diseases or for fevers. Alcohol, he 
believed, should be taken as opium or 
any other drug. Moderate drinking, 
he declared, was-both unscientific and 
criminal. He produced statistics to 
show the evil effects of the drug upon 
the human system.

Dr. 8. Z. Earle, while agreeing 
with some of the speaker’s remarks, 
cast a doubt upon the correctness of 
his statistics.

Dr. Moore was of the opinion that 
alcohol had been used in the past very 
needlessly, and that every year the 
diseases in which it can be used are 
growing less and less numerous. He 
was considering it simply trom a 
medical standpoint. In such diseases 
ae diphtheria, low forms ot typhus and 
suake bites, alcohol might be success­
fully used. He moved lhat the ». em­
bers of the Society discountenance as 
far as possible among their patients 
the nse of alcoholics.

Dr. Barker, of 8t. Mary’s, seconded 
the motion.

Dr. Nevers agreed with Dr. Mus- 
grove’s views.

Dr. Daniel believed that alcohol 
was a valuable stimulant. He thought 
Dri Mnsgrove’s paper was better

Up this path I have toiled in order to 
familiarize myself with the country 
round abint, pausing anon to look 
back at the city which has played so 
important a rob in the drama of the 
nations. From near the summit of 
the mount the view of Jerusalem is 
really satisfactory—all lhat »ne could 
wish. The extreme top is, as I have 
said, clustered up with unattractive 
buildings, bnt one can hardly resist 
the tmiptation to reach the summit in 
order to command at once a view of 
the Jordan Valley, including the Dead 
Sea on the one hand and a view of 
Jerusalem and its environs on the 
other. In order to get a more detail­
ed view I paid sixpence and ascend^ 
ed the minaret of a mosque, and there, 
high above the offensive sights, sounds 
and smell of the place, viewed the re 
markable natural panorama to which 
I have alluded. One could stand 
there lor hours picking out sacred 
sites.

.Wanitoba’s Wheat Crop,

Land Commissioner McTavisti of 
the Canadian Pacific estimates the 
wheat acreage of Manitoba at SSOjOOO, 
which at 23 bushels to the aero—the 
average yield of 1883—would give 
8,000,000 bnshels. The estimated 
acreage of the Northwest territories 
is 65,000, yielding, at the same fifth, 
1,500,000 bushels, or a total for Mani­
toba and the Territories of 9,500,000 
bnshels. There should be deducted 
for home consumption 1,750,000 Bush­
els, and tor seed lor 1885, 1,000,000 
bushels, or 2,800,000 in all, leaving an 
estimated surplus of6,740,000 bushels. 
While the estimated yield is based on 
the crop returns of lastjyear—23 bushels 
to the acre—it is well understood that 
this year’s returns will be larger thfch 
those of 1883, all the conditions being 
more favorable.—Montreal Herald.

Jerusalem.

Christianity’s Capital Given up to
Decay.
While modern civilization expends 

its thought and wealth in the preserva­
tion of pagan and mediaeval art, pays 
tribute to the architectural conquest 
of the Moors, and treasures the very 
lachrymatories of ancient races, 
leaves Jerusalem, in sentiment the 
capital of Christianity, to crumble 
away under the hands of Mussulmans. 
Disease, filth, ignorance, bigotry, 
human degradation are the words one 
encounters most frequently in read­
ing accounts of visits to Palestine. A 
writer in the New Haven Journal 
and Courier says of the Holy City :— 

Jerusalem is hardly a disappoint­
ment, because I had my ideas rather 
low down. Many of the streets in 
remote quarters are abominably filthy, 
and I would not advise anyone to 
venture about in them without a 
clothes-pin on bis nose. Dead cats, 
rats and dogs are plentiful. I even 
ran across two dead donkeys just out­
side one of the city gates. There are 
many sacred (?) pools, which have 
stagnated from disuse, and would be 
rooted out by the health board of any 
well regulated city. Walkiugis diffi­
cult, as the narrow streets are paved 
with ugly cobble stones, which have 
become very slippery and are exceed­
ingly hard on shoe leather. Night is 
made hideous by the howling of hun­
dreds of hairless dogs, that seem to 
have nothing else to do. The braying 
of the donkeys is also something 
awful. A single bray can be heard a 
quarter of a mile, and there is no limit 
to the possibilities of a well-trained 
chorus.

The Mount of Olives is the greatest 
disappointment of all. In the first 
place it is hardly a mountain at all, 
and in the second place it is painfully 
conspicuous by reason.ot a paucity of 
olives. There are plpnty of other hills 
hereabouts that are much more thick­
ly wooded. In the third place the 
top is disfigured by a large number of 
tawdry mosques, dirty huts and 
manure piles. This may seem like a

had become imperative. Seventeen 
ot the 25 persons composing this ex­
pedition perished by starvation, at 
the point where found.

The bodies 
of the dead were buried in the ice 
fort with the date of death, aud 
where the bodies were not recovered 
are as follows:—Sergeant Rice, April 
9, 1884; Corp. Salem, June 3; Private 
Bender, June 16; acting assistant 
Sergeant Pavy, June 6; Sergeant 
Gardner, June 12, drowned while 
breaking through newly formed ice, 
while sealing; James Edwards, 
Esquimaux, April 24. I would ur­
gently suggest that the bodies now on 
board be placed in metallic cases here 
for safer and better transportation in 
in sea way. This appears to me im­
perative. Greely abandoned Fort 
Conger Aug. 9, 1883, and reached 
Baird Inlet Sept 27tb, following, 
with the entire party well. He aban­
doned all his boats and was adritt for 
thirty days on ice floe in Smith’s 
Sound. His permanent camp was es­
tablished Oct. 21, 1883, at the point 
where he was found. During nine 
months his party had to live upon 
scant allowance of food brought from 
Fort Conger, lhat cached at Hayes 
Harbor and Cape Isabella by Sir 
George Fares in 1876, but found much 
damaged by lapse of time; that cach­
ed by Beebe at Cape Sabine in 1882, 
and a small amount saved from the 
wreck of the “ Proteus,” in 1883, aud 
lauded by Lieuts. Garlington and 
Colwell on the beach where Greely’s 
party was found encamped. When 
these provisions were consumed the 
party was forced to live upon boiled 
sealskin, strips from their sealskin 
clothing, lichens and shrimps, pre­
served iu good weather when tney 
were strong enough to make exertion. 
As 1,300 shrimps were required to fill 
a gallon measure, the labor was too 
exhausting to depend upon them to 
sustain life entirely. The “ Thetis” 
and “ Bear” reached Cape York June

He is a man of inde­
pendent fortune, well educated—a graduate 
of Yale, I think—and here he has beee 
spending all his energy for three years at 
an inspector's salary upon work for whieh 
other men received the credit and got aU 
the money there was to be had, and what 
has been the result ? Absolutely nothing of 
value to the Government.” The lawyer 
was, as I suggested to him, mistaken in his 
estimate of the results of the investigation 
into the star mail service. His opinion 
that when the prosecution failed to obtain 
a verdict of guilty against Dorsey and those 
connected with him, there wae a total fail­
ure in the reason of its being, is a common 
one, but it is somewhat erroneous. The 
mistake is in estimating what were the gen­
eral results desired to be accomplished by 
the investigation. It was not the punish­
ment of this or that man that probably was 
under the circumstances a very laudable 
aim, hut at best it was ancillary to the 
grand object, which was the purification 
and reorganization of the contract office of 
the Poet Office Department. That has 
been completely accomplished.

It has been settled beyond dispute 
that the scourge which now prevails 
at Marseilles, and which is gradually 
but surely spreading to other points, 
is the true Asiatic Cholera, one of the 
deadliest varieties of this fearful 
disease known to the medical frater­
nity. Much is being done to prevent 
the spread of the disease, notwith­
standing which the death rate is on 
the increase, - causing a panic in 
Marseilles and the exodus of many 
thousands of the population, which 
still continues, the panic-stricken 
fugitives, in many instances no doubt, 
helping to spread the plague. There 
were twenty three deaths at Mar­
seilles on the 17th, the number in­
creasing to thirty nine two days later. 
The World’s cable says : It is 
estimated that 120,000 people have 
left Marseilles since the outbreak of 
cholera there, and the distress conse­
quent upon such an abnormal exodus 
from that city and Toulon is pitiful 
It is now feared that a similar panic 
in Firis is imminent, many of the 
wealthier families having already 
made arrangements to depart. D. 
Koch’s belief that cholera must 
spread throughout Europe is taking 
firm hold. In England great un 
easiness is beginning to manifest 
itself in the large cities, because of 
the negligence of the authorities in 
taking the necessary precautionary 
measures against the introduction of 
the plague. The Times’ cable adds : 
London is already in a bad condition 
as regards health. The number of 
smallpox cases aggregate 1400, and 
some of the slums are in a frightful 
condition, certain parts of Clerken- 
well inviting plague. The Medical 
News, of Philadelphia, says the prog 
ress of cholera in Europe during the 
week ending July 17 has been such 
as to warrant the belief that it will 
spread throughout ' the Continent 
during the next thirty days and may 
reach this side of the water at any 
time. Its progress can be arrested 
only by the most watchful care of 
those whose duty it is to see that the

under the circumstances ought to be 
made, for should the cholera gain a 
foothold on this side of the Atlantic, 
it is as morally certain that it will 
spread, as it is that towns where 
sanitary measures have been adopted 
will be less liable to its ravages than 
others where neglect to take pre­
cautionary steps in regard to cleanli­
ness has paved the way for its intro­
duction. In concluding this article 
we cannot do better than copy from 
the Toronto Olobe ihe following 
timely hints, to which all in autho­
rity, as well as the people generally, 
will do well to take heed and govern 
themselves accordingly.

“ Now is the time for our Boards 
of Health, whether local or provincial, 
to show what they are worth, and 
what they are able to accomplish. 
Cho'era finds its favorite place of 
resort and power. amid dirty sur­
roundings, vicious habits, foul air, 
impure water, personal and domestic 
uncleanliness and scant and unwhole­
some food. This means that there 
should be a general cleaning up on 
all sides. Every householder should 
make it a matter of the most sacred 
obligation to have every speck of 
impurity removed from his own 
domicile, should see to his drainage, 
and be very careful about what water 
be allows to be used, as well as food 
he sets before his family Every 
municipality ought to be equally on 
the alert. We are not alarmists, but 
forewarned is forearmed, and it there 
be not a general cleaning up and a 
swearing off from all practices and 
habits which give cholera its specially 
deadly character, then there will be 
a grave responsibility somewhere 
Hitherto next to nothing has been 
attempted, and therefore the more 
reason that whatever is done should 
be done quickly. Every householder, 
every municipality, every Board of 
Health in this country ought to be on 
the alert, and while anything like 
panic would be at once weak and 
unworthy, general and enlightened 
activity is pressingly requisite.”

tions to the danger of contagion. In 
each and every season these ports are 
visited by fully five or six hundred 
vessels, some of which arrive in 
ballast from the Mediterranean and 
ports in France, Italy and Spain 
where the cholera now prevails, 
establishing beyond a doubt the 
necessity of adopting precautionary 
measures In all the ports referred to. 
We are glad to find, according to the 
Montreal Herald, that this important 
subject was brought nnder the notice 
of the Minister of Agriculture some 
days since, by the Hon. P. Mitchell, 
who very naturally feels a deep 
interest in the welfare of the port of 
Miramichi, the largest and most 
important one in the section already 
referred to. The Minister at once 
acted upon the suggestions advanced 
by our representative, and orders 
have been issued to quarantine all 
vessels arriving in this river from

A correspondent writes to the Tele­
graph as follows :—

Fredericton, July IS.—Mr. D. F. 
Maxwell, C. E., Government engineer, 
has just completed for the Miramichi 
Valley Railway Co. au elaborate plan 
and profile of the western section of 
their line of railway now in course of 
construction between Fredericton and 
Boiestown. It is drawn on tracing linen 
three feet wide, on a scale of 400 feet to 
the inch, being for the 44 miles which 
it embraces nearly 50 feet long. It gives 
a beautiful idea of the location of the 
route, "showing the general topography 
of the country through which the line 
passes—the farms, villages, crossings 
etc. The railway will follow the main 
stage road from Frederiction to Boies- 
town very closely, and will in no place 
be over a mile distant therefrom. It 
will rise to an elevation of200 feet where 
it reaches its 25th mile from Frederiqton, 
at Cross Creek, and by the time it will 
be completed as far as the 34th mile it 
will be 400 feet above the level of the 
Fredericton terminus. Its maximum 
elevation of 600 feet will be on the 
highland between the Nashwaak and 
South West Miramichi, which forms the 
watershed for these rivers. The rail­
way will intersect and open up some of 
the finest lands in the parishes of St. 
Mary's and Stanley, but will not pass 
within less than four miles of Stanley 
village. The plan made by Mr. Maxwell 
will be forwarded to Ottawa for inspec­
tion at an early day.
Operations on the Eastern End of 

the Miramichi Railway.
When the construction of the Mirami­

chi Valley Railway, between Chatham 
and Gibson; was commenced, the com­
pany estimated that three years would 
be required to complete the work. 
Operations have been pushed forward 
so favorably this season, however, that 
if the Dominion and local subsidies are 
secured without delay, it is morally 
certain the entire road will be completed 
early in the fall of 1885. About 250 men 
are employed on the eastern end of the 
line, and Messrs. Ruel &Glendenningare 
endeavoring to secure as large a force as 
possible on the western section. This 
week the 13-mile section between Dawes 
Brook and Blackville, which has been 
surveyed by Mr. Maxwell, will be locat­
ed by the contractors and next week 
the laying down of rails on the western 
section will be commenced. At Chatham 
2,400 tons of steel rails have been re­
ceived, which will be sufficient to lay 
about 28 miles of the road. For the 
sidings 300 tons of surplus iron rails 
from the Chatham Branch will be used. 
The cargo brought out by the s. s. Hector 
is the last that will be landed at the 
Chatham terminus. Another cargo of 
about 2,000 tons is expected to reach St. 
John shortly, to be shipped to Gibson.
S. S. Falloden is now discharging here 
and a fleet of woodboats have been 
chartered to take the rails to Gibson. 
Some of the grades between Gibson and 
Blackville are quite heavy, but on the 
whole a very feasible route has been 
selected.

The 600 tons of 60-lb. steel rails are 
the heaviest in use on any line in New- 
Brunswick except a very small portion 
of the I. C. ft.—Tel.

The Summer Vacation.
The action of the Board of Education 

in rescinding the regulations respecting 
the extension of the summer vacation in 
country districts to six weeks does not 
meet with general approval. The mat 
ter might very well have been left to the 
discretion of the Trustee boards. The 
six weeks’ vacation is in our opinion 
short enough. The children need that 
length of time to rest from their studies, 
and we believe the four weeks’ rule will in 
very many instances result in a meagre 
attendance at the re-opening in August. 
It does seem to us strange that cities and 
incorporated towns are allowed to enjoy 
by law the six weeks vacation, while 
towns not incorporated are restricted by 
law to the four weeks vacation, no pro­
vision having been made for the exten­
sion of the holiday term by any Board 
desiring in this way to give the teachers 
and children the rest and recreation they 
so much need. There are towns in this 
Province, not yet incorporated, which 
are as populous and as important as some 
that do possess their Mayor and Alder­
men, proving the fact that the line drawn 
by the.Board in the above matter is really 
unnecessary, and ought not to have been 
established. It is not yet too late for the 
Board of Education to allow Boards of 
Trustees to extend the period where de­
sirable. In many places the extension 
would be at once granted if it could be 
done with the sanction of the povyers- 
that-be at Fredericton.

Mr. & Mrs. Chubbuck, the Singing 
Evangelists, arrived here from Amherst 
on Sunday morning last.

There was a 
large attendance. Mr. Chubbuck’s ad­
dress was very much enjoyed.

The President of the Club, Simeon 
Jones, Esq., in a brief opening address, 
congratulated the club upon having ob­
tained such an excellent play-ground. 
He thought it was an important day in 
the history of St. John. We needed a 
suitable ground for our boys and our 
young men, and he was glad that at last 
it had been procured. Not only 
can the grounds be used for cricket, but 
there Is also an excellent chance for a 
game cfflawn tennis. He was glad to see 
the Moncton team present and was pleas­
ed to know the opening game had been 
played with the Club nearest St. John.— 
He referred to the coming of the Halifax 
cricketers to St. John, and expressed 
the hope that ere long Canada would 
be able to send a cricket team to England 
to compete with the crack clubs there.

Now Brunswick and Great Britain.
Mr. Edward Jack, who is representing 

New Brunswick at the Forestry Exhibi­
tion, thus writes to the London Canadian 
Gazette ■■

New Brunswick and Nova Scotia have 
remained in the background owing to 
their riot bringing themselves before the 
public of Great Britain, through the col­
umns of some journal similar to yours, 
which I often see and highly appreciate. 
No later than this afternoon, when I was 
standing in the Forestry Exhibition 
building arranging my specimens, two 
very respectable mechanics stepped up 
to me, and looking at the device above 
my stall said, “ Wc hear a great deal 
about Manitoba and the North West, but 
we hear nothing about New Brunswick.” 
I am sure that if the Provinces of New 
Brunswick, Nova Scotia and Prince 
Edward Island forwarded to your journ­
al, reliable information weekly, or even 
monthly respecting their farming lands, 
minerals, and forest products, and made 
due arrangements to circulate the same 
as largely as possible through the news­
rooms, and news centres of Great Britain, 
a Vast amount of benefit would accrue to 
them all. Public institutions in great 
Britain do not generally deal much in 
papers from the Maritime Provinces of 
Canada. I failed, when in the Glasgow 
Exchange News Room, two days since, 
to And a St. John or Halifax paper there ; 
it therefore seems to me that information 
relative to the Maritime Provinces must 
reach the British public througli British 
papers, then and not until then, will the 
Maritime Provinces of Canada take that 
position in the eyes of Europe which 
their situation an .1 resources entitle them 
to. Did the Governments of the Mari­
time Provinces see or know the ignor­
ance prevailing about them and their re­
sources here as I have seen and know, it 
would not be long before they would 
give heed to this matter.”

Society of New Brunswick, Dr. Grant, 
of Ottawa, addressed the Society, during 
which he referred in the most compli 
mentary terms to our Province, and paid 
Dalhousie a high as well as deserved 
compliment.

The 
completion ol the six-mile branch to Dal 
housie will make it very much more accès 
sible to tourists than it has been in the past. 
By means of the I. C. R. the people lrom 
the Upper Provinces can very readily come 
to that point; and I am sure the people of 
New Brunswick will soon find, not a lew 
hundreds but many thousands from the Up­
per Provinces invading Ihe magnificent re­
sorts hi this portion of the Dominion ot 
Canada.

Last evening, at the close of the day's 
work, a notice was posted up, announc­
ing that the mill would be shut down 
until Monday week. This announcement 
is, because of the reason for it, a matter 
of the greatest interest to our citizens.

affairs, have decided that it is necessary 
to obtain an extension from their credit­
ors, and a meeting will probably be held 
in the course of a few days. We learn 
that the balance sheet, which has been 
made up to date, shows a surplus, and 
that there are nearly two dollars for 
every one of the liabilities ; but the 
surplus is locked up in buildings and 
machinery not immediately available.

It is believed that the necessary ar­
rangements will soon be made to enable 
the mills to resume, and we sincerely 
trust that such may be the case. The 
closing of this busy hive of industry 
would be a public calamity. For many 
years the New Brunswick Cotton Mills 
have been recognized as one of our im­
portant institutions, and our people have 
taken a just pride in the energy, enter­
prise and perseverance of Mr. Parks, 
who has built up in our midst one of the 
finest mills in the Dominion, and whose 
goods are so excellent that they, find a 
ready market from one end of Canada to 
the other.

Restigouche County Court.
JUDGE WATTERS PRESIDING.

This court opened on Tuesday, 15th, 
at Dalhousie. The only case entered for 
trial was the Queen, on complaint of 
John S. Bassett, Inspector of Licenses 
for Restigouche district vs. Thomas 
Murphy—an appeal from the Court of 
David Sadler, Parish Courts Commis­
sioner, in which Murphy was convicted 
of having sold to John Hamilton, in­
toxicating liquors. Various exceptions 
were taken by the counsel for the appel­
lant, and the conviction was quashed 
upon the ground that no notice ' was 
given to the appellant as required by the 
Act, of the interdiction of John 
Hamilton, or to restrain him from selling 
liquor to said Hamilton. The learned 
judge held that a notice to a licensee 
given through the post office, by the In­
spector, was not sufficient notice as re­
quired by the Statute, and therefore 
quashed the conviction with costs. Geo.

In the County of Laval, Quebec, Mr.

Dr. Gaboary had the 
solid Reform vote.

All the bodies have been recovered. 
Not one of those who were actually in 
the mine at the time escaped, those only 
escaping who were at the entrance, and 
some ol' those were badly injured.

The Post Office Savings Bank state­
ment for June shows deposits $628,000 ; 
Withdrawals $403,000 ; balance at credit 
of depositors $13,000,000, or about $1,- 
000,000 over last year.

The first M. A. degree ever taken by a 
lady in England has recently been con­
ferred by the University of London upon 
Miss Mary C. Dawes, her special subjects 
being classics and modern history.

An Ottawa despatch says it is report­
ed that the Dominion Government has 
arrived at an agreement with the New­
foundland authorities, and that herrings 
coming from Newfoundland will not be 
subject to compulsory inspection.

The Privy Council has decided that 
the Ontario award is not binding. It 
has endorsed the view that Sir John 
Macdonald has held, and condemned that 
of Mr. Blake and his confreres. The 
boundary is now as uncertain as ever. 

The Local Government of Nova’Wqnt.in 
in course of reconstruction. Hon. 

Mr. Pipes, the Premier, has resigned, 
and Hon. Mr. Fielding, editor of the 
Halifax Chronicle, has been called upon 
to form a new cabinet in which however 
he has not yet succeeded.

Sixty-nine men are at work building 
a new wing to the Dorchester Peniten­
tiary. Two tiers of cells are now finish­
ed. The work has been considerably 
delayed, owing to the contractor being 
unable to get stone from the quarries fast 
enough.

The new Rifle Range at St. John was 
formally opened on Friday last. There 
was a match for the Cup presented by 
the St. John Common Council, and 
money prizes presented by the County 
Association. Corp. O’Shaughnessy won 
the Cup, the veteran “Hunter” being 
second on the list of prize winners.

The Marquis of Lome and Princess 
Lousie visited the Canadian representa­
tives at Wimbledon. The Marquis ex­
pressed the hope that Canada would al­
ways be represented at Wimbledon. 
Their visit implied that if the emergency 
arose 20,000 Canadians would spring to 
arms to assist the Mother Country. 
The team had not come for the prizes 
but to show the unity of feeling in the 
British Empire.

The Twenty-fourth annual meeting of 
the National Rifle Association met at 
Wimbledon on Monday of last week. 
The list of competitors is much larger 
than last year and numbers over 3,000 
contestants. The Canadian team’were 
received with (he greatest courtesy, and 
occupy their old place near the entrance 
gate. The Martini-Henry rifle is to be 
used exclusively. It is to be hoped that 
our team will give, as usual, a good ac­
count of itself. We notice the names of 
Canadian marksmen among the winners 
in almost every competition.

An accident occurred on the Manches­
ter and Sheffield Railway (England) early 
last week. From the cablegrams it ap­
pears that the axle of the engine attach­
ed to the Express train broke near Pen- 
nishon. The train jumped the track 
and fell from the bridge, 25 persons 
were killed and 40 more or less serious­
ly injured. The scenes underneath the 
bridge after the train had fallen were 
most terrible. The carnages were re­
duced almost to splinters and the groans 
of men and the shrieks of the women 
and children were heartrending. Some 
delay was experienced before the vic­
tims were extricated.

The Sun says that on Friday evening 
the woodboat “ Alex. Gibson” loaded 
with 250 tons of steel rails from the 
steamer Falloden, started from Sand 
Point in tow of the tug Norman for 
Indiantown. When the boat reached 
the great iail or rip, the tide struck her 
and she careened over so that her deck 
load of rails went overboard, tearing 
the house to pieces. She immediately 
righted herself and was taken to Indian­
town where she will be repaired. The 
whole of the cargo ol rails was lost.

Sms.—As I have been appointed by the 

Executive Committee of the British Ameri­
can Book and Tract Society to collect do­
nations in aid of its funds in the Province 
of New Brunswick, I wish to make known 
through your columns something of the 
present Hate of its work, what it has done 
in the past and what it hopes to do in the 
near future.

During the year 1883 there were employ­
ed in New Brunswick fifteen men, for the 
whole or parta of the year, whose services 
were equal to one man’s time for eight years. 
They travelled about 20.000 miles and made 
about 25,000 family visits, including 1,500 
visits to Roman Catholics. They distribut­
ed bibles, religious books and tracts to the 
amount of $8,335, of which about $800 
worth was scattered gratuitously. They 
found 417 families with no religious books 
whatever excepting the bible, and 81 Pro­
testant families destitute even of the scrip­
tures. They had personal religious conver­
sation, reading of the script urea or prayer 
at over 8,000 of the family visits made by 
them, ami held or took part in SCO prayer 
and other religious meetings.

The stsff of colporteurs in New Bruns­
wick for 1884 will number twelve.

At a coat of $250 each—the lowest esti­
mate of donations required to support • 
colporteur for one year—the society will re­
quire about $2,60Q for the support of the 
work in this Province alone. This suppo­
ses that work will be done equal to that of 
one man for ten years. The amount re­
ceived in New Brunswick in 1883 applica­
ble to colportage was $1.882. The cum 
paid for colportage in New Brunswick in 
the same year was $2,000.

It is hoped that this year there will be a 
large increase both in tie number and 
amount cf donations.

By my own experience aa a colporteur of 
this society, I have been impressed with the 
importance of tnis branch of Christian work. 
In seven months work in one of the counties 
in Nova Scotia I found an amount of desti­
tution that surprised me and opened my 
eyes to the fact that there are many, very 
many families in our own Provinces who 
know but very little of the Gospel of the 
Lord Jesus and whose opportunities of 
hearing it are few and far between. I have 
had the privilege of supplying many of 
these destitute ones with spiritual food in 
the shape of good books and tracts and the 
pleasure of witnessing their gratitude, when 
in cases of poverty I supplied them gratis. 
While from the nature of the work I had to 
push forward constantly, yet behind me was 
always left some sound religious literature 
to serve as “ household pastors” in the 
homes of the people.

Washington, July 20. 
The. Secretary ot the Treasury bas 

ordered all vessels in the revenue 
marine service to patrol the coast o 
the United States as a precautionary 
measure against the introduction o 
cholera and yellow fever.

Toulon, July 20.
In the 24 boars ending six o’clock 

this evening, 46 cholera deaths have 
been reported. In the same time 171 
cases nave been received at the hospi­
tals. The refusal of the municipal au­
thorities to allow a procession of 
women in the streets, offering up 
prayers for the cessation of the scourge 
has created a bad impression among 
the populace.

Marseilles, July 20.
In the 24 hoars ending this evening, 

there were 57 deaths from cholera. 
The Chamber of Commerce has voted 
au appropriation of 10,000 francs for 
the relief of the sufferers.

Three deaths from cholera occurred 
at Brignoles to day.

Paris, July 20.
Two fresh sporadic cases of cholera 

have been reported. There is a 
noticeable fall in the temperature to 
day. It is regarded as thebest safe­
guard against the disease becoming 
epidemic.

The Pope has given 20,000 francs and 
President Grevy 10,000 francs lor the 
relief of the cholera sufferers.

London, July 18.
^ The Governments of Italy' and 
Switzerland have agreed to cooperate 
in measures to prevent the introduc­
tion of cholera into their territories. 
Switzerland has expressed her willing­
ness to guard the French frontier in 
order to examine all persons and 
goods crossing it. Hospitals for the 
accommodation ot cholera patients 
have been formed at Chiasse, Switzer* 
and, and Lui no, Italy .

Washouts.—Fredericton, July 21. 
—The heavy rain of yesterday caused 
two washouts ou the New Brunswick 
Railway between Gibson and'Cardi­
gan Stations. ' It is stated that the 
railway bridge at the latter place has 
been carried away. In consequence of 
this passengers were unable to leave 
this morning for Woodstock via 
Gibson. The river rose three feet 
yesterday at Springhill.

Mr. Levi H. Young, of St. John has 
secured the contract for the furnishing 
of bolts, nuts, etc., for the bridges on 
the Miramichi Valley Railway.

The Cholera in Paris is on the 
increase. At Toulon the epidemic is 
assuming a most virulent character. 
Nearly all the victims are dying sud­
denly.

At Toulon and Marseilles the typhoid 
epidemic has followed in a nomhej of 
choleraic cases. The doctors pro­
nonce the disease typhoid cholera.

There were 61 deaths from cholera 
at Marseilles on Monday. Total 
number of deaths at that citv no to 
Monday, 874.

The Boundary Award.

(Toronto Mall.)
London, Jnly 15.—The Judicial 

Committee of the Privy Conuril decid 
ed today the first point raised in con­
nection with the dispute as to the 
boundary between Ontario and Mani 
toba. The question pat for the 
decision of the Commit'ee was 
whether the award ot Sir Edward 
Thornton, Sir Francis Hincks, and the 
late Chief Justice Harrison, the 
Boundary Arbitrators, was binding 
upon Ontario and the Dominion.

THEIR LORDSHIPS HELD 
that the duty of the arbitrators was to 
find the exact boundary referred to in 
the Confederation Act, and not to 
make out or suggest a new boundary. 
It had not been agreed in advance that 
the decision of the arbitrators should 
be binding; and in the face of the 
Imperial Act it could not be binding 
unless the boundary was the true add 
indisputable boundary. It was there­
fore quite within the competence of 
either of the parties to object to the 
award, and in case of an objection it 
tell through. The award is

NOT A BINDING AWARD 
it having been claimed that Ontario 
must extend to near Hudson’s Bay, 
because the Hudson’s Bay Company s 
territory was the western boundary of 
old Canada, and because that Com­
pany’s territory extended no further 
inland than to the Company’s posts on 
the shore of the Bay, the committee 
dealt with that question. It refused 
to entertain the couiention in that 
regard, and insisted that the actual 
boundaries of the Hudson’s Bay Cora 
pany’s territory most be ascertained 
in orderothat tire true western boun­
dary of Ontario may be marked out. 
Since the rendering of tbe decision 
Mr. Mowat has abandoned all inten­
tion of claiming for Ontario any 
territory beyond that contained with 
in the award.

COMING TO CANADA FOR LAURELS—THE 
ANADIANS’ MERITS TO be ONCE MORE 

TESTED.

It will be remembered that a Cana­
dian artillery team went to Europe 
some time ago to compete with the 
teams at Shoeburyness for some prizes. 
Among others was one offered by 
Lord Lome, then Governor.General. 
This prize was ior a “ shift” of heavy 
ordnance in a peculiar manner. The 
Canadians, alter a very close and 
exciting contest moved and placed Hit 
gnu in proper position in an exceed­
ingly short space of time, thus carry­
ing off the prize. It is this competi­
tion that the English gunners now 
wish to renew. They believe they 
can win in it find are'coming out to 
ry at any tate.

Colonel Oswald, of the Montreal 
Garrison Artillery, who commanded 
the Canadian team in England during 
their visit, has just received a cable 
despatch to the effect that “The 
National Artillery Association ol 
Great Britain will send out a team of 
three officers and twenty-two men.” 
These are to compete against the 
Canadian Artillery in their compeli 
live matches, to be held at Quebec 
about the middle of September, and 
which are expected to be similar to 
the competitions at Shoeburyness.

There is no doubt that the artillery 
of Great Britain will send out picked 
officers and men from the whole ol 
their splendid volunteer artillerymen. 
Laurel hunting Englishmen always 
send their best. Oar Canadians have 
their work cut out for them. In the 
first place they will have to provide 
for hospitable treatment for their 
visitors, and our own Montreal 
Garrison Artillery men must take 
front rank in these pr ceedings. In 
the next place they must have a well 
chosen team or two competent to 
undertake a bout with the new comers 
in all the items of the competitive 
programme. Lastly they must make 
up their minds to arrange a pro­
gramme such as will test the avtiiler- 
est in a variety of ways.

Our citizens, too, must not forget 
that it will be (he first team oPBritish 
volunteers ever sent to Canada for 
any purpose. It will be for the people 
not only of Montreal hutoi all Canada 
to contribute to the success of the 
artillerists.— Witness.

My pittance of daily bread?

Diet and Drink.

During the hot weather of summer 
the fanner should be careful as to his 
diet and drink. Heating and stimu­
lating food and drink should he 
avoided. The temperature of the air 
being nearly equal to that of the 
body there is little loss of heat in 
maintaining the normal temperature 
of tbe body, as the severe labor re­
quired produces a large su plus heat 
that must he got rid of the best way 
that it can. If heating and stimula­
ting foods, like meats and rich food, 
he partaken of in large quantities, 
the heat generated in the system will 
be greatly increased and add per­
petually to the discomfort ami dangers 
incurred. A plain diet in moderate 
quantity is best for the hot season. 
Few farmers make as free use of milk 
as they should. On a diet of bread 
and milk a man can do as much 
work, and do it with less discomfort, 
than upon any other dieting. If 
farmers would more generally partake 
of bread and milk for their suppers, 
and breakfasts too, if they preferred, 
it would be much better for them. 
Meat shoi Id bo eaten sparingly in 
hot weather, and only once a day. 
Strong-coffee should he avoided, and 
weak tea or water taken for drink. 
Ice water should be partaken of 
sparingly, if at all. Hot, new bread 
should not be eaten. Its digestion 
too severely tries the digestive or­
gans, which are apt to be enfeebled 
daring the hot weather. Stale bread 
and butter, bread and milk, fruits 
and vegetables, plain puddings, fish 
and a moderate allowance of meat, 
will make a sufficiently good diet for 
the month of July.

Salt for Eire Slock.

“ What are those lambs doing 
around that black object over there ?” 
inquired a city friend who a day or 
two ago was walking through the 
sheepfold with us. “Oh,” we re 
plied, “ they are waiting their turn 
to get to the salt.” He was some 
what surprised when we reached the 
“ black object” to see a large, roof 
ed box with open sides, resting on 
wheels, and containing a lump of 
coarse, reddish rock-salt, weighing, 
perhaps, half a hundredweight, and 
so well licked that its surface was all 
curves and no corners. No doubt 
all stock-keepers who understand the 
cravings of horse-1, cattle and sheep 
take care that salt shall always be 
within tlKir reach, though it is sel­
dom necessary to force it on their 
attention. Young stock are parti­
cularly fond of it, and when lambs 
are folded on a rich green breadth of 
vetches, trifolium and winter barley, 
as in the case just referred to, or on 
cabbage or rape, they always appear 
to us to pay special attention to the 
salt box. We have seen a lamb go 
to the slat as often as once and even 
twice an hour ; he doesn’t take much 
of the mineral at each visit, simply 
licking the lump three or four times, 
then pausing and look round with au 
appearance of quiet satisfaction sur­
rounding him, and finally walking 
off for fresh supplies of green food, 
but oqiy presently to return again. 
A small modicum of salt in or with 
the food is essential to the life of the 
highest animals. It is composed of 
the metal sodium and the non-metal 
chlorine, the former being an indis­
pensable constituent of that impor­
tant digestive fluid, the bile, which 
is secreted by the liver, and the lat­
ter entering into the composition of 
the gastric juice which is poured into 
the stomach from the secretory cells 
of its lining membranes. The ele­
ments of common salt also enter into 
the constitution of the blood. Of 
the ordinary foods given to farm 
stock, common salt is most abundant 
in mangels, but even then in small 
quantity ; in grass and otter green 
fodder its proportion is even less, 
while in wheat, barley, oats and in 
meals made from these grains, as al­
so in potatoes, salt is absent. Vast

Packing Butter for Sale.

The style in which butter is pack­
ed and marketed has more to do 
witli its sale than many dairymen 
and shipppe-s arc aware of. In the 
Boston market there is a decided pre­
ference for a neat Eastern made 
white ash or spruce tub, netting fiom 
thirty-one to sixty pounds, and it 
always sqlls the readiest. The tubs 
should be well soaked in Urine be­
fore filling within half an inch of the 
top. Cover the top with a piece of 
clean new bleached cotton cloth 
soaked in brine, and tucked neatly 
down at the edge. In packing but­
ter and getting it ready for market 
neatness is indispensable, and be­
sides that it pays. Never pack two 
colors in the same package. Light 
colored or streaked butter always 
sells hard and at low prices. Use 
the best fine salt you can find. Tare 
your tubs correctly.

Treat your hens as well as you do 
yourself. If you want eggs protect 
your fowls and feed them. It’s the 
feed that makes the eggs. No feed, 
no eggs. Don’t forget that a hen is 
an egg machine. She takes food 
and converts it into albumen and 
shell. Contraction of feed means 
diminution of eggs supply. Then 
feed well, keep your fowls sale from 
bad conditions of weal her, interrup­
tions and accident. Put your mind 
and heart into the business and you 
will make money.
