An Ontario txcharge in referring to 
this subject says that—The Ontario 
Government has long recognised the 
importance of careful cutting and pre 
servation from Are, and there is a flre- 
ranging service in connection with the 
Department of Crown Lands. As forest 
fires are of yearly occurrence in 
this Province destroying vast 
quantities of valuable timber ou 
our crown lands, would it not be a 
good move for the present Serveyor 
General to follow Ontario's lead and 
create a fire-ranging service for this 
Province. If he did and the department 
performed its duty faithfully, much 
valuable lumber which is now annually 
destroyed by fire would be saved to the 
Province.

An arrangement has been made with 
the Allan line of steamers and they will 
again call at Halifax on their way be­
tween Liverpool and Portland and vice 
versa, the new arrangement to com­
mence on Saturday next, January 2nd, 
when the steamer Labrador will sail 
from Halifax. This is somewhat of an 
improvement to the flrst arrangements 
made Ignoring any and all Canaalan 
ports, but it is not yet what it ought to 
be. If a large snm of money is to be 
annually paid out of the Dominion treas­
ury to subsidize mail steamers their voy­
age should necessarily be made to ter­
minate at a Canadian port, both winter 
and summer, and not make Halifax sim­
ply a port of call for the delivery of 
mails and passengers and whatever 
freight the steamers may have room for 
after taking all the American freight 
offered at the ports of departure.

As stated by ns several weeks ago the 
most equitable arrangement which 
could possibly be made would be one 
making alternate trips to and from Hali­
fax and St. John direct, and with a 
grain elevator in St. John, (there is one 
at Halifax,) there would, we think, be 
no difficulty in securing lull return 
frleghts of grain, lumber and produce. 
Such an arrangement if even in slower 
vessels than those of the Dominion line 
would meet with general acceptance in 
the Maritime Provinces, and would tend 
greatly to the increase of business be­
tween these Provinces and the Mother 
country, and would be no detriment to 
the business of other parts of Canada 
with England.

One and all throughout the length 
and breadth of the land are wishing for 
snow and frosty weather just now. Now 
there is not the least doubt of the truth 
of what the scientists say that the grip 
and other diseases that are so prevalent 
throughout the land at the present time 
is due principally to the bacteria set 
afloat by decaying vegetation littered 
about the earth. In the good old 
winters of the past this mass ol decay­
ing matter was all covered with snow. 
Before spring it all soaked into the 
ground properly fertilizing it. Now 
the warm and unseasonable weather 
that we have had nntil the present time 
has set the malodorous and vicions 
matter afloat throughout the air and it 
has been owing to this cause that there 
has been so much sickness throughout 
the land for some time past.

School .Examination

The usual examination of the superior 
school of Bi/er Charlo took place on the 
18th Inst. Besides the ordinary 
branches of education taught in com 
mon schools the advanced class profess­
ed the flrst two books in Geometry, A1 
gehra to qnadrantal equations, Bailey’s 
Natural Science, Burn’s Physiology and 
Hygiene, and nearly all chemistry of 
common things. The examination was 
chiefly conducted by written exercises. 
The questions were for the most part 
prepared by the spectators, which were 
answered in a highly satisfactory man­
ner. The intelligent way In which the 
pupils demonstrated the various prepo- 
itions in Geometry, selected by the ex­
aminers deserves special commendation, 
Mr. U. H. E.lgetl, principal, is a tho­
rough and ardurons teacher. The juvenile 
department Is taught by Mr.AlexMcLean 
It was apparent to all that his classes 
were well drilled,

A new departure is proposed by the 
Trustees and principal of the school 
which is as follows :—A list of subjects 
to be selected, to be taught during the 
next term ; that a number of prizes be 
awarded to the best pupils in each grade, 
that a number of questions on each sub­
ject to be prepared by Inspector Mers- 
ereau and other competent persons, to 
be answered by the pupils In writing at 
an examination to be held at the close of 
the term, and that the papers be given 
to Mr. Rose, Principal of the grammar 
school, Dalhousle, for examination, 
who shall determine the standing ol 
each pupil. It is expected that such a 
plan will greatly stimulate the pupils in 
their studies, which is the outcome of a 
voluntary offer of a sum of money for 
prizes by Mr. William Fraser. It is 
pleasing to know that others have de­
clared their willingness to follow his 
laudable example.

Christmas In Campbellton-

The Campbellton Correspondent of the 
Moncton Times furnishes that paper with 
the following :—Xmas day was spent 
here in a quiet although a most unusual 
manner lor this part of the country. A 
few of our local sports a few days ago 
conceived the idea of holding a series 
of boat and canoe races and forthwith 
commenced preparation with that end in 
view. The races were set down for the 
afternoon at two o’clock and promptly 
at that hour the first rice of the day, a 
four oared one was called on. It was 
won by Messrs. Brown and O'Brien, 
steersman D. Desmond, in good shape. 
The winners showed a clean sheet of 
water between themselves and oppon­
ents. The second event was a canoe 
race double manned and was won after 
a hard contest by Messrs. Duff, and 
Mo watt. This was a beautiful race

THE QUEBEC CRISIS.

The dismissal of the Quebec govern­
ment and thediesolution ol the Legislature 
of that Province by Governor Augers’ has, 
during the past week grown to be the all 
absorbing topic of discussion iu tbe 
political circles of Canada as well as in 
the United Kingdom. In both countries 
there exists a strong difference of opin­
ion as to the legality of the act ; while 
one party asserts that he had good and 
sufficient reasons to justify him in the 
cottyse he has taken, the other affirms 
that it was a gross violation of Parli­
amentary procedure and should not be 

’tolerated. Among llie papers tin t have 
reviewed the subject at length are the 
London Times and the Pall Mall Gaxetle. 
The first which has always been a 
strong advocate for the privileges of the 
crown, says that ‘ the power which mon- 
archa dare not use in England is un­
hesitatingly wielded by the mere deputy 
of the deputy cf a monarch in Canada. 
Mr. Angers is not without responsibility 
for calling into existence a serious danger 
by raising the race issue.’ The latter in 
its article upon the subject says that 11 he 
action is of very doubtful wisdom aud 
can only be justified by success.’ 
Some of the other journals treat the 
matter more cautiously and show a dis­
position to await developments.

In the present quand the lieutenant 
governor represents the Queen aud Mr. 
Mercier the people. The governor de­
rives Ins position from the Imperial 
government ihroqgty the Domionion 
government, and, in law, his acts are 
those of the Queen because lie is the 
Queen's representative. Ou the other 
side Mr. Mercier was elected by the 
vote of the people thiough their repre­
sentatives iu the provincial legislature.

II Mr. Angers has the tight to remove 
the premier of Quebec from office, Queen 
Victoria has the same right to dispense 
with the services of the British premier 
whenever she is dissatisfied with the 
policy of the government of which lie 
is the leader. In England the assump­
tion of this power by the niouarc'i has 
long been obsolete and the Queen would 
not for a moment think ol reviving i'. 
It however has fallen to the lot of the 
lieutenant g ivernur of Quebec to once 
mo e galvanize into l.fe an arbitary 
power of the British Crown which has 
uot been used by a monarch since the 
eommenceiiie r of the eighteenth cen­
tury. The queston of the gu'lt or 
innocence of ex-Premier Mercier in the 
Baie des Chaleurs scandal is a matter to 
be decided by the people to whom he is 
responsible. If the g.vernmei t of 
which he was the leader was honeycomb 
with corruption, lire matter should have 
been brought before the provincial legis­
lature where he wou’d have been put 
upon his trial. If after hearing his 
defence that body voted him guilty, 
he am] his government would have had 
to resign in consequence. But that the 
crown, through its representative, can 
arbitrarily demand his resignation in­
dependently and in advance of any 
action of the people through their re­
presentatives, is a principle of public 
administration decidedly in opposition 
to the popular conception of the British 
form of local government. There is one 
thing we tuoy be assured that the ditfi-

©

culty^Wween the representative/ol the 
Clown and Quebec’s piemier will defin­
itely fix for llie present and the fut ure, 
and that is whether it shall rest with a 
lieutenant governor or a parlianrenlry 
majority of the pcop'es représentât: vi* 
to decide whether or not a ministry sh ill 
remain in power.

The Editor of the Union Advocate.
Dear Sir.—
I noticed a month or two ago in the 

Montreal Daily Stat, something of a 
Contract* to be entered into between the 
British Government, and the Canada 
Pacific company, for the transporting of 
troops, to England via Halifax. Events 
may occur at any time, which might 
bring this question very prominently 
before the politicians, of both countries 
which could not but result in showing 
to England a pcrfectlly safe route 
through the Dominion of Canada to 
India, and were in England tcmorrow 
lo be engaged in a war, the nearest safe 
port is tbe j orl of Dalhousie in Restigou- 
he which is second to none in the Dom­

inion. It is nearer to Liverpool than 
Halifax is, and is 366 miles nearer the 
Pacific coast,and at this date, tile 2i!nd 
•lay of December,, there is not a part icle 
of ice in the Bay or Harbor, and boats 
still cross the river and will likely 
•lo so fur sometime yet. Boats also 
crossed from Campbellton to Croespcint 
on the 22ml iusl; a distance of 16 ru les 
further up river, and to buck my asser­
tion as to onr port, Lotd'Dufferin, whose 
name is mentioned with such great res­
pect in all paits of the world that know 
him, and who never allows an idle word 
to orup particularly on great matters. 
In his reply to an address read to him 
on the occasion of the visit lo this port, 
remarked —that you have a port which 
some d ay must be taken notice of.

That day is now here, and I say with 
pride aud without fear of contradiction, 
that the whole British lieet could come 
into our port to day and turn round and 
go out again, and if so desired could go 
ihrutlvh the several sets of a quadrille, 
and wind up with the ladies chain with 
e ju.nl safety. You see, Mr. Editor, by 
coining to Dalhousie, 366 miles of mil- 
way travel is saved, which means less 
time, less risk, less cost, ect. and a sav­
ing in freight which, when all is sum­
med up it becomes so great au item 
that it should be noticed, as fur keeping 
ibis poit open all winter, all that should 
be necessary would be to put on on 
ordinary ice boat, and $1000 would do 
the rest, and keep it open for the largest 
ship in the Queens navy. The river 
doses each year about the 15th day of 
January, aud melts out about the 
middle of April, which is about 3 months 
this port is closed, that is where there 
’s no action taken to keep it open. I 
hive studied this mattei for years a id 
speak advisedly, and will at all times be 
pleased to give any information with te- 
l’erence to the same, as I firmly believe 
that by making the poit of Dalhousie 
the terminus between England aud the 
Pacific, the whole of the Dominion of 
Canada, would benefit greatly by it, and, 
in lime of war and England involved 
this route to.her would be the greatest 
possible advantage, for instance ; two 
troop ships leave Liverpool cne fur 
Halifax, the other for Dalhousie with 
troops booked for tire Pacific coast, each 
ship tunning tire same number of knots 
per hour. The one destined for Dal- 
Uousie would get in first and her troops 
have 366 miles of a railway start of 
their brother troops that are to arrive at 
Halifax, which simply means less travel, 
less trouble and danger, and less money, 
also less time.

Dalhousie is very nicely situated it 
being the most northern part of New- 
Bnmswick. In the county of Resti- 
gouche, agriculture is well attended to, 
vcgilatmn is somewhat more rapid than 
in other parts of the province, and the 
product is equal to any iu the Doinin 
ion- Domestic manufactures and dairy- 
produce is by no means neglected and 
shows up as fine as any in the province, 
the people are thrifty and well to do, 
pulling into the savings bank say about 
$200,000, per year, which speaks well 
for the second smallest county in the 
province.

To prove this I bought goods 
in Quebec, paid duty there paid New 
Brunswick duty when goods arrive 1, 
and the munufactuied machines whete 
sold again i:i the’ prull’mee of 
Quebec .w^Mr was a third duty 
pai l on my business, and the Canada 
notes were at a discount here, iylRÉii:t 
notes were at a discount there fivWper 
cent either way so you will see by this 
that you could not move far from home 
before you had a duty to pay or a dis­
count. Now we have Confederation and 
we cm trade free all over the Dominion 
of Canada, n»>o’ie to ask you to pay 
duty on goods bought anywhere in the 
whole Dominion; so much for Confedera­
tion. 1 mind years ago I was asked about 
the Quebec scheme. What did that 
mean. It meant free trade hetwe^^he 
ptoviuees. The Intercolonial IlfWIay 
and no discount on notes. Confedera­
tion lias done wonders for Canada, as 
the following will show; Now we have 
the I. C. R. and the C. P. R. we don’t 
need to ask the Americans now for leave 
to piss through their Country. We 
lia' e our own roads and can pass along 
from Cape Breton i.n the east to 
Vancouver on the west, a dista.ice ot 
about four thousand miles, what do you 
think of this friends. Has not Confed­
eration done wonders for its Y

If we had a water stretch on this long 
line, we could not get along in, winter 
time as the Grits proposed,in their pro­
gramme. Our friends in opposition must 
allow that the Liberal Conservative 
Party has built the Country up with 
railways and canals. By these means 
the whole North-west has been opened 
up for traffic and colonization.

ROOFED BARN-YARDS.

I', is in my opinion a successful 
way of making manure to make it 
iu a covered yard ; good manure can 
be made without question by heap­
ing in open space and forking over 
occasionally, but with less care a 
•.eider product is likely to be the 
average result when made under 
cover, whether enough better to pay 
the cost of the shelter is perhaps an 
open question ; if the shelter were 
only for the manute, the balance 
might be struck against it ; and if 
no coarse stufl goes into the manure 
pile (it is singular advice of one 
writer that it should noi) the balance 
would certainly be against it.

But the catil® may e-joy this 
shelter and profit hy it, sine i it gives 
to them 'a larger freedom to move 
about without exposure to storms or 
edd; and with the aid of their 
tramping a very considerable addi­
tion may ne made to the value ol 
the manure of the yard by working 
into the excrements the straw or 
other coarse stuff which, under con­
ditions ihat may often prevail, can­
not he profitably fed, there must, ol 
course, be so much of such maieiial 
that the animds will not be injured 
by too much wetness under foot. 
This coarse stud put directly on the 
land is worth very little for fet till­
ing ; when more or less decomposed 
in a well-aired mixture with animal 
excrements, it is worth much more.

FARM WORK FOR WINTER.

It was on«i advantage cf ihe oM- 
licoe syaten of farm work lira1, it 
made plenty for thé farmer to do in 
Winter. If nothing else there was 
at least always the clearing of the 
fores, and its preparation for culti­
vation to be done. It did not pay 
much, but it increased the value ol 
the faim, and so indirectly gave 
belter wages than one farmer in 10 
can now make. It is the do-noih- 
ing policy in Winter that is ruining 
thousands of farmers. They simply 
consume all they produce in Sum­
mer. To get ahead under such plan 
of operation is simply impossible. 
Every farmer should by feeding 
stock or in some other way calculate 
to earn something in Winter. If 
more farmers did this, farming 
would be more profitable than it is.

SPRINGS.

Ii is almost a universal notion that 
a spring which issues from the earth 
of its own accord, and which gener­
ally looks crystal clear, must be pure, 
but, though the water bas been 
filtered by passing down through a 
stratum of earih, it must be remem­
bered that there are two hundred 
and fifty times as mucb carbonic acid 
in the soi> as there is in the air, and 
that the water becomes aerated wuh 
it, and this aids in dissolving various 
substances, and consequently 
springs come to bave a great variety 
of chemical constituents In widely 
varying amounts. The strata 
through which water passes deter­
mine its purity or impurity, and the 
same want of sanitary care that 
would contaminate a well, will just 
as su-cly pollute a spriny. Typhoid 
fever has been directly traced to 
contaminated springs.

In cooking potatoes for the hens 
do not use the water in which they 
are boiled to scald tbe barn. Turn 
it off, and use clear water if any­
thing more is needed than is devel­
oped by mashing the pitatoes. 
Polatoe-water is not wholesome or 
cleanly and may even be poisonous.

Many poultry keepers are using 
the little band mils for grinding up 
green bones for tbeir poultry. 
There is no doubt that the fowl re­
lish them very much, and that they 
are good for them. Whether it pays 
for the labor of grinding them or 
not, is another question. Good 
clover rurnisbes lime at the rate of 
2 3-f ounces to the 100 pounds of 
clover, and they like good, bright, 
well cured hay.

Poultry should have a chance t d 
get out and exercise a little every 
da", while the sun is out. Even a 
small yard is better than confhemen 
to the house. That they may have 
their run when the ground is cover­
ed with snow there should be a small 
shed that they cen go into.

Do not try to keep 300 hens in 
the same space where it proved pro­
fitable to keep 50, or to keep them 
without devoting more time to them 
than was given to the smaller flock. 
Many a poultry keeper has learned 
in that way that a few hens pay w< 1, 
but it is easy to lose money in k ep- 
ing a large flock.

SMOKING MEATS.

In order to smoke a small quan­
tity of meat, where V-e party bas 
no smokehouse, a cheap but good 
an argement for smoking hams or 
shoulders, according to the Faimeis’ 
Review, can bè made by the use 
simply of a box and ban el. The 
box should be about 18 inches high 
and wide enough for a barrel to sit 
o.i it when it is tumid bottom side 
up on lie ground. Cut a hole 6 
inches square in tbe bottom near 
one end—cut a door place 1 fool 
wide and G rqches deep in tbe uppei 
edge of the o her end of the box. 
Then p'ace it in position on the 
ground an 1 set the barrel, from 
which both heads have been remov­
ed, over the hole in the bottom— 
but which is now the lop—of the 
box, suspend the meat from sticks 
across the top of the bairii, and 
cover with a blanket or canvaa to 
retain the smoke.

The smoke can be made in an 
ii on vessel just inside the doorway 
cut in tbee .d. This opening should 
be closed with a board to prevent a 
a ilraft, which would cause the mat­
erial to blaze. Hickory chips fur 
nieh the best material for smoking 
mea’s, hut corn Ci bs are good. 
Any such temporary and combust- 
fi la arrangement, of course, needs 
close care and watching to prevent 
bs taking fire, ^ut with reasonable 
care tbe danger is small. Never 
a'tempt lo smoke, meats in a barrel 
1 r. side oe any boilding. A ne'ghbor 
ol the wZTTer, a few years since, lost 
an expensive barn from its taking 
fire from a barrel arrangeaient for 
smoking. In smoking in a barrel 
or hogshead, with the fire in the bot­
tom there is al "aya danger of fire 
from the drippings of the meat upon 
if. In the box and barrel arrange­
ment above described, all such dan­
ger is avoided.

This dispositif 
of the bars is natural, anti can be 
noticed in any young horse’s mou'h 
ihe reader may choose to inspect. 
This imaginary disease is usually 
thought to exist among young horses 
and more particularly in those taken 
from grass and for the first time per­
manently located in a stable. Is it 
to be wondered that such sadden 
change of food from juicy grass to 
dry lodder should interfere with the 
general well-being of the equine 
sysiem, that the appetite sbou’d 
become impaired, or in other wor's 
that the horse should be ‘ off his 
feed ?’

When a young horse is ‘ cfl his 
feed,’ the groom usually epens his 
animal’s mou’h, and noticing the 
beautiful arrangement of tbe palate 
bars he at once diagnoses Ihe im­
aginary disease, lampas, and as 
often seeks their removal by the 
lancet or red-hoi iron, both which 
operations are injuriou», and conse 
qiiently most cruel. If the heated 
i.on be used, it is with the intent to 
burn away the imaginary disease
