CHAMBERLAINS VIEWS.
Mr. Chamberlain's declaration that 

Great Britain will net assent to Canada's 

commercial union with the United 
States, or to unrestricted reciprocity, but 

will throw no stumbling block in the 
way of annexation, is made to serve the 

purpose of the annexation element. We 
are told that Mr. Chamberlain speaks 
with the authority of an important posi­
tion, and, practically, that his voice is the 
voice of Great Britain; that we should 
therefore abandon all idea of commer­
cial union and proceed beyond this.

We are one of those who question the 
wisdom of many of Mr. Chamberlain's 

public declarations and utterances since 

hie appointment to the fishery commis­

sion, and this, his latest declaration, we 
look upon as the most ill-considered of 

all, and one that no British statesman, 
having the interests and welfare of his 

country at heart would make at this 
juncture. It is calculated i 
courage, among those who attach impor­
tance to Mr. Chamberlain’s views, dis­
satisfaction with British connection. It 
distinctly implies that, although Canada 

may consider it in her beat interests, and 
the interests ot British connection, to 

make a change in her trade policy, she 
must remain in her present relationship, 

or choose the alternative to leave the 
parental core altogether. It is also 
encouragement to an element in our pol­
itics which at this date has not the ap­
proval of a majority of the people of this 
country, and to whose forces it is not ad­
visable at present to make any ad-

We are not to assume, however, that 

Mr. Chamberlain expresses any other 
than his own views, and whatever evil 

hia declaration may be attended with, 

we are not justified in holding England 
responsible. Mr. Chaiubeilain was dele­
gated for the performance of a special 
duty—the settlement of the fishery dis­

pute. On this question he has no doubt 
the views of the home government, and 

of most leading British statesmen, and

In speaking of • the effect of “labor 

saving" machinery upon the laboring 
classes, Edison says : A hand worker 
can to-day buy four times as much with 

ten hours of work ae his father could 
fifty years ago. For the first time in the 
world's history, a skilled mechanic can 
buy a barrel of flour with a single day's 

work. The machinery in the United 
States represents the labor of a thousand 
million men, or fifty times as much 

labor as that of all the men in tho coun­
try. When motive power is still further 
cheapened—say in another generation— 

I believe that the unskilled laborer, if 
sober and industrious, can have a house 
of his own and a horse and carriage and 

a library and a piano. It is terrible stu­
pidity that leads some laboring n,en to 

suppose that machinery is their fo?. It 
is the thing that gives them indepen­
dence and even freedom. Without ma­

chinery society would drift into the con­

dition of master and slave. The multi­
plication of machinery m»aus for every 
worker more food, better clothes, better 

house, less work. In fact, I believe thaï 
the indefinite increase of nnclij 
going to solve what folks call “the labor 
question"—that is the desire of hand 
wovkgra-ttfget a bigger slice of the mar­
