EARLY BREAKFAST OR LATE SUPPER

Poultrymen are employing gseveral
systems of illumination which might
be summarized as follows:

1. Morning light.

2. Evening light.

8. Combination
evening light.

4. Night lunch method.

These possibly explain themselves.
Where morning light is used the lights
are turned on about 4.00 a.m. and off
at daylight. This system has an ad
| vantage where electric lights are used.
No dimming device is required as is
necessary with evening lights. Feed
and water can be put in the pens the
night before and the attendant gets
away from late hours at work. This
system has a strong appeal to the
hired man whose interests in the even-
ings are not in the chicken coop. |

The evening light is often used
where gasoline lanterns are used. The
lights are put in at dusk and allowed
to stay on until 8.30 or 9.00 pm. A
dimming device is necessary with this
system in order to get the birds to
roost. With lanterns this is accom-
plished by gradually turning down the
light

A combination system is commonly
used by farmers who make a practice
of turning the lights on in the morn-
ing when going to do their chores,
and again in the evening.

The night lunch system consists of
allowing the birds to go to roost as
usual and putting the lights on about
8.00 o'clock for an hour while the
birds are given a feed of scratch feed.
This system is economical on
fuel, the lights being on but for a|
short time. |

It is considered that a fourteen-hour
day is possibly the correct length of
lighting. We would not recommend
using lights in excess of that amount.

HEN-HOUSE LIGHTS HELP
POULTRY PROFITS.

At present we can find records at
most college plants and experiment
stations which all point in the same
direction—more winter eggs.

The underlying principle of artifi-|
cial illumination is a problem in feed-|
fng. It is said that the crop of a hen
will contain only enough feed to keep
the digestive tract busy for a period
of four or five hours. In other words,
in the short winter days a hen goes
to roost about 4.30 or 5.00 pm. We
have always attempted to send her|
to bed with a full crop, but now we see
that this supply is going to be well on
Its way before midnight. Then where |
Is the heat and energy to come from|
or body maintenance? We know that,
an animal body makes demands on
the food and stored materials first for
body maintenance. In other words,
heat must be supplied. Broken-down |
tissue must be replaced, energy must|
be supplied and the natural secretion|
must be kept up. These functions we
find take from three-fourths to four-
fifths of all the feed consumed. The
excess, If any, will be used for pro-
duction, or in the case of a hen, for
reproduction. We find that in the
short winter days the hen has a small
amount of excess food to be used for
{)roduvtion, due to the short feeding
hours and the long hours of inactivity.

The economics of artificial lighting
reveals an increase in winter produc
tion which means an increase in eggs
when the price is high. While a slight
increase can be expected in early pro-|
duction this is not great enough to!
add materially to the profits. We
really take the heavy spring laying
and distribute it over the winter
months while prices are better.

Electric, gasoline and kerosene
lights are used, but the most econom
fcal and successful is electric current.
We find many people using gasoline
lights and hawing excellent results
They are not quite as satisfactory,
however, for a large plant, due to the
labor in tending the lights. Kerosene
barn lanterns do not give very satis-
factory results. Automatic devices
can readily be arranged for electric
lights, thus reducing materially the
labor. Where electric current is avail-
able two forty or fifty W. T. lights
will light a pen 18x20 quite nicely.
These lights should be arranged at a
point slightly forward of the middle
of the house and spaced about evenly
from the ends. This reduces the
shadows to a minimum. A single light
tends to produce more shadows. The
lights may be fastened to a rafter or
joist. It is not necessary to drop the
light closer than six or six and one-
half feet from the floor. A reflector
will aid materially in lighting up the
floor area. One gasoline lantern will
illuminate a pen 18x20 quite effi-
ciently. |

Since lighting is essentially a feed-
ing practice it will be seen that it
must be very regular and never fail-
ing. This has led to the use of sev-
eral automatic devices being invented,
to turn the lights on and off. This is
practical only where electric lights
are’available. Many large plants use
a time switch. This is an instrument
designed to turn the lights on and off|
automatically.

FEEDING BIRDS UNDER LIGHTS.

Birds under lights must be fed more
than they otherwise would and must
be kept constantly busy. The birds
| are in heavier production and are ex-
posed to just as much severe weather.
The grain ration should be increased.
Fourteen pounds of grain per day to
each 100 hens would not be too much
This should be given in four feeds.
The common practice where morning
lights are being used is to feed the
night before for morning. Grain is
fed again at 8.00 o'clock, right after
dinner, and again before the birds go
to roost. The last feeding should be
the heaviest, with a liberal feeding in
the morning. If the birds do not con-
sume large amounts of grain they are
sure to lose in weight and go to pieces
in the spring. A dry mash is kept be-
fore the birds at all times. It is ad-
visable to increase the corn content
ten per cent. to aid in maintaining
body weight. The common practice
where evening lunch is being used is
to feed three times a day on grain. In
the merning about three pounds; at|
noon about two pounds, and at dusk|
about three pounds per hundred birds. |
Then when the lights are turned on a\
feeding of about six pounds.

In additoin to the above methods,
care must be taken to keep a supply
of clean water before the birds at all
times. This is sometimes difficult in
mornings when the water freezes over
night. If there is snow on the ground
dump the water in the evening and
fill the dishes with snow. This will
give very good results until water can
be supplied a little later in the morn-
ing. Do not neglect the green feed
and oyster shell.

How | Feed Plants.

| Plants grown in pots thrive much
| Plants that are kept in pots year after
year, like ferns and begonias, will re-
!quire constant feeding, as well as re-
potting now and then. It is better to
keep up liberal feeding than to repot
often. Repotting will always check
the plant some, provided it has not be-
come so crowded for rodt room that it
is already checked. 1 have known
ferns to be kept growing well, with
very little soil left in the pans, just
by feeding regularly and well.

I ncver feed a weak plant or a
sick one. A plant should be healthy
and growing normally if feeding will
benefit it, and a weak plant is likely
to be killed outright by even a light
dose of plant food. Neither do I feed
plants when the soil is dry. The
ngth of the solution should be
weak at first and gradually increased,
while an application once in two weeks
at first may be increased to weekly,
and with heavy feeders even to twice
a week.

For mixing into the soil, bone meal
is a safe fertilizer. Most of the pre-
pared plant foods have it as a base
Nitrate of soda and ammonia are good
nitrogen carriers, and will make the
foliage luxuriant and a deeper color
Too much nitrogen is likely to give
foliage at the expense of flowers, and
to dull the colors of some of the fol-
iage plants Bone meal is rich in
phosphorus, and has some nitrogen.

Correcting Faults—By Edith Lochridge Reid.

Many a well-meaning mother is
laboring under a false idea of what
really constitutes a training in right
habits and proper attitudes in her
child. Often she thinks she is cor-
recting a fault when in reality she is
only nagging at the child, or at best
shooting very wildly around the mark.
[ Here is Edward. He is careless with
his napkin. “I've been trying for six
months to get him to fold it and put
it In the ring,” his mother observed,
as we were clearing the table; “but
he does it only about one time in ten.”
Now Edward’s mother was actually
sincere in her remark. Imagine! By
her own admission she had struggled
six months on the one little point of
discipline. At the next meal I watched
Edward. It was noon, and before he
was quite through his lunch his boy
chum rang the doorbell and Edward
dropped everything and dashed to
school, of course, without folding his
napkin. At dinner that night, we
were going for a ride and everyone
hurried, Edward included, and no one
paid any attention whether he folded
his napkin or not. Without elaborat-
ing any further, you mothers geot the
point. It would have taken perhaps

week of time and patience to sit
right there at the table and keep an
active boy right thére also until he
had learned to fold his napkin auto-
matically. Anything worth while

takes time, but very few points in
children’s discipline require six
months if properly handled. If we
make a child do a thing himself one
time in ten, and then do it for him the
other nine times, it is absolutely en-
ergy wasted all around, just like sew-
ing the new patch on the old garment
which is too thin and worn to hold
the stitches.

Training children is like a business
proposition: we get just what we go
after. If we invest patience, time and
thought in the task of correcting a
child’s habits the results are inevit
ably successful. It isn’t always easy,
nothing worth while is;
spent in correcting a fs
attention and energy
for months with
achieved after all.

Another point is very important in
correcting faults. Be very sure the
fault is a real one, that it bears di
rectly on character training. If it is
not one on which you are willing to
expend time and patience to correct,
then why mention it at all? But if a
habit is really annoying and one that
will prove embarrassing to the child
and his friends through his life, then
attack it at once and definitely and
finally uproot it. Concentrate on that

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CANADA’S DAIRY
TRIUMPH

— |

For some time Canada has been
steadily climbing to dairy eminence,
rising step by step, through improve-
ment of stock, until for three succes-
sive times she produced a world’s
champion cow. Such superb stock has
been developed all over the Dominion
within the brief period of time since
the Dominion turned her attention
seriously to dairy cattle, that it has
occasioned a demand from many parts
of the world, and is yearly exported
on a substantial scale. . Nothing, how-
ever, has so summed up Canada’s po-
sition of eminence in the dairy field
as her triumph at the National Dairy
Show held recently at Syracuse, New
York.

At this show the best dairy cattle
that could be procured in FEastern
Canada came into corhpetition with
the superior herds of all the states of
the Union and a greater aggregate of
cattle than has ever ‘been drawn to-
gether in a similar event on the con-
tinent. A total of 1,829 dairy cattle
were cntered, and when it is realized
that in many cases only one animal
was entered by one breeder, it will be
see that the pick of the herds of Am-
erica were present to compete for
honors. For the purpose of the show
the provinces of Canada were glven
the standing of states, and Ontarlo
and Quebec had its “state herds” in
tho competitions.

THREE STATE HERD AWARDS.

The results of the competitions were
unprecedented, and gratifying to the
fullest extent from Canada’s point of
view. In addition to carrying off a
goodly number of first and seconds
and other prizes in the various classes,
Canadian herds won the junior cham-
pionship for bulls in Holsteins, and
the senior and grand championship
in the female section for Ayrshires.

The state herd award for Holsteins
went to the collection of animals of
that breed representing Ontario. The
similar award for Jerseys also went
to the Province of Ontario. The best
Ayrshire herd at the show was ad-
judge to be that from the Province of
Quebec. Thus the premier honors in
the three great dairy breeds were
brought home to Canada. This was a
very remarkable performance as not
more than two animals from any one
herd can be shown in these classes,
and probably indicate more than any-
thing else the average quality of the
pure-bred dairy herds in Canada, and
the showing leads to the conclusion
that the average quality of Canadian
pure-bred herds excels that of the
average quality of the herds in the
United States.

Altogether the in
which it entered Canada took away
sixty-three high awards, sixteen for
Holsteins, twenty-one for Jerseys, and
twenty-six for Ayrshires, against the
finest aggregation of dairy cattle ever
assembled in one show ring, and rep-
resentative of all that is finest im
dairy cattle on the continent.

Old Mrs. Wise,
who kept it, as her mother and grand
mother before her did, has dled and
she left no descendant to come for-
ward and claim a privilege granted by
the benchers of the Inn for some rea
son long ago forgotten.

New Safety Device for
Miners.

A “singing” lamp is the latest In-
vention to aid miners to detect fire-
damp, which they fear more than any
other hazard of their camn‘x.

Canaries and animals sensitive to
slight atmospheric changes have been
long used for this purpose, but now a
safety lamp has been invented that
combines the necessary light for the
underground workers and the giving
of ample warning of the approach of
the dreaded firedamp.

Firedamp leads to explosions;
breathing it i{s dangerous, and Its ap
proach is so insidious that the damage
may be done before it is discovered by
the men if they are not warned

A British engineer has improved the
Davy safety lamp by adding a peculiar
frame like a bunch of tuning forks, so
sensitive that even two per cent. of
firedamp in the air will cause them to
vibrate and sing.

As the percentage of firedamp in-
creases the lamp sings more loudly,
affording ample warning.

The device has been tried in some
of the deepest anthrocite mines, and
practical mining engineers of long ex-
perience say that it i{s the best warn-
ing ever devised.

At the annual assembly of the Bri-
tish Association, a demonstration was
given in connection with the talking
ray of the wonderful photophone.

The greatest advantage of this ap-
paralus is its secrecy: only persons to
whom the ray is directed can receive
the message.

A ray of light is reflected from an

electric lamp, and the vibrations of
the human voice cause the light ray
to tremble and oscillate slightly.
These tremblings are picked up at the
receiving end of the photophone by
selenium cells, and translated back
again, through a telephone receiver,
into intelligible sounds.
* Unfortunately, the range of the
lightphone is limited by the curva-
ture of the earth, as the source of light
must be in a direct line with the per-
son.receiving.

Press the edges to
gether like a sandwich, brush over
with beaten white of egg and dredge
with granulated sugar.

To make the fig paste
cook half a pound of figs in boiling
water to cover, and when tender and
the water is almost absorbed chop
finely, add one-quarter of a cup of
sugar and the grated rind and juice
of half a lemon. Cook for five min-
utes longer, cool and pack

Mock Mince Turnovers—Roll
pastry into a thin sheet and cut
circles. Place in the centre of each
two tablespoons of the following mix
ture: Mix together half a cup of
seeded raisins, a quarter of a cup each
of currants and shredded citron, the
grated yellow rind and juice of one
lemon, four tablespoons of melted but
ter and three-quarters of a cup of
sugar. Turn the pastry over into
neat half circles and crimp the edges
of the crust together with the tines
of a fork, dipped in flour. Lay in a
greased pan, brush over with beaten
egg, mixed with a little cold water,
and dust lightly with sugar.

But beds cannot be well made with
poor bedding. Sheets must be large
enough and of heavy enough material
to make it possible to pull them taut
and tuck them securely under the mat-
Pillow cases must fit the pil-
lows with something like precision.
Blankets must be of the right size,
neither too large nor too small.

Usually this depends more on care
and attention in buying than in the
expenditure of large amounts of
money. The housewife who is par-
ticular about her beds takes measure-
ments of her pillows, and then if they
are of various sizes has special pillow
cases to fit each pillow. It is simple
enough to sew a little tape on each
pillow with a letter, A, B or C, tc in-
dicate the size, and then mark the
pillow cases indelibly beneath the hem
with the initial of the pillow that
they fit.

No beds can be well made that have
loose and ill-fitting pads beneath the
sheets. Pads fit best that are exactly
the right length and width of the mat-
tress. If this is not possible then they
may be made to keep in place by se-
curing them with tapes attached at
the corners

POTS FOR HOUSEPLANTS.

Tin cans and old kettles and pans
have been called into use as flower
pots about as often as regular pots,
but pots are so inexpensive that if we
| can get them they will add so much to
the beauty of the window that it will
pay. If we cannot get pots conyen-
iently then we can use cans, but they
should be painted a neutral tint to
make them less conspicuous. If we
use cans it is best to cut the top off
just below the rim and -carefully
pound the edge into a little roll out-
ward. This rids it of sharp edges and
will permit plants being shaken oat
without danger to the roots.

The shape and size of pots should
suit the plants grown. Ferns will do
best in a shallow pan, and for bulbs
there is a half-depth pot made that
will give them plenty of soil and save
‘much heavy lifting. Some plants, like
geraniums, will bloom best in small
' pots_so. the roots will be pot-bound,
whiﬂ' others, like callas or chrysan-
themums, want plenty of rich soil.

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GERMAN SILESIAN FARM BUILDINGS '
~ AND MANSIONS-PREY TO FLAMES

Attempt by German Junkers to Force Towns and Cities to
Oppoze Chancellor Stresemann’s Methods by Stoppage of
Food Supplies Causes Invasion of Barons’ Domains
by Starving Victims.

A despatch from Berlin says:— The
sky of German Silesia is aflame with
the reflection of thousands of burning
{farmhoures and barns.

In the lurid light of this vast fire,
which is licking up in flames the fair-
est fields in Germany, innumerable
bands of uremployed from the towns
and cities of Silesia are plundering
the still smoking houses, and are driv-
ing off cattle.

Along the roads the rifles of tne
nolice are spitting fire and lead at the
continuous procession of plunderers
moving toward the towns with their
booty.

The Silesian Landbund, or fa 1
sociation, which is intensely National
istie, declared a food boycott at ¢
lau on Thur y night against ali
towns in Silesia until Chancellor
Stresemann and his Cabinet re
Immediately the town dw rs, and
particularly the unemployed, met this
challenge with fire, the only weapon
left to them. They began their op-|
erations in the morning. The proud
establishments of scores of p
and farmers are only ashes
the towns of Wornderf, Jauer, I.iay
nitz and Brieg, particularly, the un-
employed angrily streamed into the
countryside with blazing torches by
the thousand.

A few frightened, lonely farme:
who surrendered all their fooc and
all their cattle without a fight were
not disturbed. At the big Junker
estates armed farmhands tried to
fight off the invaders, but the latter
burned one farm building after an-
other. Houses were plundered and
everything taken, valuables as well
as food. Scores were killed

CAUSED BY FAKERS

“Doctor” G;;;e Sutcliffe of
Albany Faces Manslaughter
Charge.

Hartford, Nov. 25.—Wholesale in-
dictments of quack doctors for man-
slaughter as one result of the Grand
Jury investigation were predicted to-
night by two officials.

State Health Commissioner Osborn
announced that a painstaking exam-
ination of all death certificates in Con-
necticut for five years is revealing an
immense total signed by alleged quack
doctors. More than 200 of these, he
said, would be turned over to the
Grand Jury Monday.

Dr. Osborn, who was ordered by
the Grand Jury_ to select from the
official records all suspicious certifi-
cates or anything indicating potetial
manslaughter, said he had a special
staff of clerks on this task, and added:

“At least ten days will be required
to examine all the cards, and the sus-
picious cards submitted to the Grand
Jury may run into the thousands.
There is no exact method of estimat-
ing the number because some of the
doctors have been in Connecticut five
years. Also, I am finding more death
certificates from some than from
others.”

Dr. George F. Sutcliffe was located
to-night at the Bond Hotel annex,
where he is staying with his brother-
in-law, F. M. Dubbs, of Albany.
is wanted on a manslaughter charge
based upon his cans of ether to Albert
C. Hoody, who came to his office with
a crushed finger and died an hour
later on Sutcliffe’s operating table.

Suteliffe, who fled from Albany to
Toronto, escaped Canadian officers by
only two hours. He has confessed to
Gov.

KING GEORGE’S SONS '
TO BE CREATED DUKES |

Younger Members of Royal ~

Household to Succeed to
" Ancient Titles.

A despatch from London says:—
King George will create two more
royal dukes in ths persons of his
younger sons, Prince Henry and
Prince George, it is stated by some
court intimates. This step has been
urged for some time, as there have
been royal dukes in England since the
days of George III., whose ample fam-
ily supplied seven holders of duke-
oms.

This number gradually dwindled
until in the latter part of Queen Vic-
toria’s reign they were confined to her
three sons, and at the coronation of
George V. there were only two—the
Prince of Wales as Duke of Cornwall,
and the Duke of Connaught. At pres-
ent this has only been supplemented
by the creation of Prince Albert in
1920 as Duke of York, and the exist-
ing number is barely sufficient to offi-
ciate at the opening of bazaars and
the unveiling of monuments and to at-
tend to the other duties which fall
upon royal shoulders.

Current rumors have opened up
speculation as to the titles which will
be chosen from the list of those which
have been connected generally with
the royal family. The title of Duke
of Edinburgh is a concession to Scot-
tish pride and for several centuries
has always fallen upon some royal

| son. This title probably will be chosen

for Prince Henry. It was last borne
by the second son of Queen Victoria
and discarded when he assumed the
German title of his father, the Duke
of Saxe-Cobourg-Gotha.

The titles Duke of Kent and Duke
of Sussex, which were borne by Queen
Victoria’s father and uncle respective-
ly, and Duke of Gloucester and Duke
of Clarence, all of which are now in
abeyance, are expected to furnish the
necessary appellation for Prince
George, unless his Majesty decides to
break new ground with a hitherto un-
used name for his youngest son

TAKING BIG PART IN
ELECTION CAMPAIGN

Most of the Canadian Candi-
dates in Field Having a
Hard Fight.

A despatch from London says:—
The Empire in one way or another is
playing a big part in the general elec-
tion Premier Baldwin has been
greatly encouraged in his campaign
by messages of appreciation he has
been receiving from the Dominions,
Canada included. lLord Beaverbrook,
after apparent wavering, has
now plumped in his newspaper for an
out and out policy of Imperial prefer-
ence, no matter by whom expounded

Canadian candidates are in the field
for election and most of them are
having a hard fight. There will now
probably a three-cornered contest
in the Isle of Wight where a straight
fight 'between General Seely and Peter
MacDonald, a Canadian, had been ex
pected. Col. Maurice Alexander, whe
last year snatched Southwark from
Labor by 2,000 running
against his defeated opponent. Col.
Hamilton Gault has set himself a hard
task in Taunton, where Sir Arthur
Griffith-Boscawen was defeated a
year ago. Col. Gault in three weeks'
campaigning must bring about a turn-
over of 1,600 votes. If personality
counts for anything Col. Gault’s fight
may not prove altogether a forlorn
hope. In his whirlwind campaign he
makes good friends and wins votes
wherever he goes. He is waging his
campaign with the assistance of Gen.
