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heart grew so weak that it often seemed to 
have stopped beating. These distressing 
symptoms became more accentuated at 10 
o’clock this morning, but shortly after­
ward the Czar rallied slightly. He was 
fully conscious. He wished the sacrament 
to be given him in the presence of the 
family, and he received the viaticum with 
grateful fervor. An hour and a half later 
lie was seized with violent spasms. It 
seemed as if death had come, but he rallied 
again, and at 12:30 he appeared to be free 
from pain. But the weakening heart beats 
and breathing told his physicians that the 
end was coming fast. He was conscious 
almost to the last moment. At 2:15 his 
eyes closed slowly and he ceased breathing.

THE REMAINS.
The body will be embalmed in Livadia 

tonight, and will be exposed in the palace 
chapel tor a day or two. According to the 
tentative arrangements made tonight the 
body will be conveyed aboard the imperial 
yacht Star to Odessa. It will be escorted 
by the whole Black Sea fleet, which has 
orders to assemble at once off Yalta. From 
Odessa the body will be taken on a special 
train to St. Petersburg, and will be placed 
in the Cathedral of Sts. Peter and Paul. 
The final ceremonies will be held probably 
in about two weeks.

NICHOLAS II.
It is understood that Czar Nicholas II. 

will be proclaimed tomorrow, that the 
Grand Duke George Alexander the Third’s 
second son, now ill in the Caucasus, will 
be declared heir, and that the troops and 
state officials will take the oath of loyalty 
and allegiance on Saturday. State mourn­
ing is expected to begin on Saturday.

The ceremony of administering the oath 
of allegiance was performed in the square 
in front of the chapel in Livadia this after- 
noon. The grand dukes took the oaths 
first, then the high court functionaries, 
the court officials, the military officers and 
the civil officials.

THE NEWS IN VIENNA.
VIENNA, Nov. 1.—The news made a deep 

depression here, and the sadness seemed 
all the greater as the streets and restaur­
ants were crowded with people returning 
from the cemeteries after the All Saints' 
services. The Grand Dukes Sergius and 
Alexander crossed the Austrian frontier 
and continued their journey to Algeria, 
where the Grand Duke Alexander passes 
the winter on account of pulmonary 
phthisis.

CONSCIOUS AT THE LAST.
LONDON, Nov. 1.—The Daily News cor­

Telegrams of condolence are flowing into 
the embassy from all parts of the country.

so The Wreck of the Wiararapa.

Sydney, N. S. W., Nov. 1.—It was the 
Union line steamer Wiararapa, bound from 
this port for Auckland, N. Z., that was 
wrecked Sunday night on Great Barrier 
Island, off the northeast coast of New 
Zealand. The night was very dark, and the 
officers and lookout on the steamer were 
ignorant of the proximity of land until the 
steamer struck on the rocks.

Eighty-seven passengers and 40 of the 
crew were saved. The number of lost is 
variously stated. One account says that 
the captain, 20 of the crew and 58 passen­
gers were drowned. Another report says 
that the captain, 111 passengers and 23 of 
the crew were drowned.

The Wairarapa struck at night, when 
most of the passengers were asleep. They 
were aroused and rushed on deck in great 
excitement. Life belts were rapidly served 
out. There were many pathetic and heart- 
rending scenes, especially between parents 
and children.

Despite the confusion, there was no 
panic. A heavy sea was breaking over the 
vessel and the boats were launched with 
the greatest difficulty. The steamer, after 
she struck, settled rapidly, and was badly 
submerged, and this added to the danger 
and difficulty of getting the lifeboats away.

Most of the boats were capsized and their 
occupants thrown into the water.

Tile life rafts were cut adrift and many 
persons were saved by them. A large 
number sought refuge on the bridge. Many 
were swept from it by the seas. Others 
took refuge in the rigging, where they re­
mained until daylight, when two of the 
crew swan ashore with lines, by means of 
which a sort of breeches buoy was rigged, 
and a number of persons hauled ashore.

All who reached the shore were attired 
in the scantiest clothing. They remained 
on the rocks for 30 hours, subsisting on 
oranges that had been washed ashore. 
Maori boats discovered the shipwrecked 
people and obtained assistance for them at 
Fort Fitzroy.

ST. PETERSBURG, Nov. 1.—It is announced 
that the last public message issued by the 
Csar was a telegram sent by his Majesty to 
the troops of the district of Moscow, who, 
on the anniversary of the Czar's escape 
from death in the railway disaster at 
Borki, wired to the Emperor their con­
gratulations and good wishes. In response 
the Czar expressed his thanks for their 
sentiments in connection with an event so 
memorable as was that of his miraculous 
escape from threatened danger.

THE NEWS IN PARIS.
PARIS, Nov. 1.—The news of the Czar’s 

death created a sensation here and aroused 
a general feeling of sorrow. The first news 
came in an official dispatch to the Foreign 
Office. President Casimir-Perier read it, 
and after a long silence said: “He was 
France’s strong and loyal friend." Signs 
of mourning have multiplied ever since. 
La Presse, Le Jour and Le Sour issued 
special editions with black borders. La 
Presses comment was: “Ail French pa­
triots will be grieved by this sad news. The 
mourning will extend throughout France. 
The Czar was a sincere partisan cf peace 
and a devoted friend cf our country. Our 
sorrow is unutterably deep, but there is no 
reason for despair, as the heir of Alexander 
III. will recognize the close bond uniting 
France and Russia. The sorrow of France 
will be the most convincing evidence to the 
son and sovereign that the union of nations, 
which for years has assured peace, must re­
main and guarantee the peace in the 
future.”

President Casimir-Perier sent messages 
of condolence this afterneon to St. Peters­
burg and Livadia. All the Ministers in­
scribed their names in the callers’ book at 
the foreign embassy. Flags on all the Gov. 
erment buildings are at half-mast, and 
many of the buildings are draped with 
mourning.

:IN LONDON.
LONDON, Nov. 1.—The Foreign Office 

received a dispatch from the British em­
bassy at St. Petersburg stating that the 
Czar’s death occurred at 2:20. The an­
nouncement was officially communicated 
by wire from Livadia to Marlborough 
House, the residence of the Prince of 
Wales. The Prince and Princess of Wales, 
who are on their way to Livadia, were at 
the last station this side of Vienna when 
they received the dispatch announcing the 
Czar's death.

The news did not reach Balmoral until 7 
o’clock this evening. The Queen was not 
surprised, as she had been informed cf 
every phase of the Czar’s illness. Never­
theless, she was deeply moved when she 
learned that the end had come. She sent 
a long telegram to the Czarina and issued 
to the court officials the usual instructions 
as to mourning, which are to be published 
in an extra Gazette. The Russian embassy 
received its official news ot the Czar’s death 
from Lord Kimberley, Secretary of Foreign 
Affairs. Several Ministers called at the 
Russian embassy this afternoon.

IN GERMANY.
STETTIN, Nov. 1. —The Kaiser received 

news of the death cf the Czar while dining 
with officers of the Grenadiers at Stettin. 
His Majesty immediately wired a message 
of condolence to the Czarewitch at Livadia.

IN ST. PETERSBURG.
ST. PETERSBURG, Nov. 1.— The churches 

in Moscow and St. Petersburg have been 
thronged this afternoon and evening with 
men and women praying for the Czar’s soul. 
The streets are unusually full, and every­
body seems to be depressed. Near the 
churches many groups of weeping women 
have been gathering since nightfall. The 
crowds are quiet and mournful.

An officiai dispatch received by the Rus­
sian embassy this evening says that the 
( zar died at 2:15 o'clock. Press dispatches 
from St. Petersburg speak of the deep 
mourning throughout the city and great 
throngs in and around the churches. St. 
Isaac’s Cathedral was draped before 8 
o’clock this evening.

IN ITALY.
ROME, Nov. 1.—Premier Crispi and 

Baron Blanc, Minister of Foreign Affairs, 
called at the Russian embassy this after­
noon to express their sorrow over the 
death of the Czar. The Pope has sent a 
message cf condolence to Livadia, 

IN DENMARK.
COPENHAGEN, Nov. I.—Expressions of 

deep sorrow have come from all classes 
since the announcement of the Czar’s 
death. A memorial service will be held to­
morrow morning in the Russian church. 
All the members of the royal family will 
be present.

IN HOLLAND.
THE HAGUE, Nov. 1.—The news of the 

Czar’s death had a quieting effect upon the 
whole city. The Queen and Queen Regent 
have sent messages of condolence to Li­
vadia, and will send a delegation to the 
funeral.

Among those arrested are several 
students. The police have also obtained 
possession of incriminating letters.

Nicholas’ Preference.
LONDON, Nov. 1.—Dispatches from Odessa 

appear to cast serions doubts on Nicholas' 
fondness for France. He is reputed to be 
more Anglophile than Gallophile, although 
inclined to continue the same understand­
ing with France. The friendly relations 
between the countries, it is thought, are 
likely to be maintained, but anything in 
the shape of a written treaty deprecated,

The Wedding Must Wait.
LONDON, Nov. 1.—The sudden death cf 

the Russian Emperor will, it is understood, 
postpone the marriage of the Crown Prince 
to Princess Alix for at least one year, 
which will constitute the household period 
of mourning. The coronation of the new 
Emperor will not, it is understood, occur 
before the next twelve months; it may be 
delayed a year longer. The late Emperor 
was not crowned until years after his 
father's death, and the latter also waited a 
similar period after his accession to the 
throne.

In the Flowery Kingdom.
LONDON, Nov. 1.—A Central News dis­

patch from Tien Tsin says the Japanese 
have placed three bridges across the Yalu 
River and 15,000 Japanese soldiers are re­
ported to be in China.

A dispatch from Chee Foo says that Ad­
miral Freemantle, commanding the British 
fleet, has returned from Tien Tsin, where 
he paid a visit to Li Hung Chang. The 
Viceroy gravely offered to buy the 
Centurion and three other warships 
of the British squadron. When the 
admiral explained that the sale of the ves­
sels would be impossible the Viceroy per- 
sisted in his offer. The Chinese imagine 
that Admiral Freemantle is holding oft for 
a higher price. The Chinese fleet left Wei 
Hai Wei on Oct. 23, and a naval engage­
ment is expected at any time. There are 
only four foreigners among the officers and 
men who man the Chinese fleet.

Almost Sure to be Shot.
PARIS, Nov. 1. —The chase of Capt. 

Albert Dreyfus, charged with high treason 
in having sold information in regard to 
plans of frontier fortifications to agents of 
the Italian Government, and also having 
divulged the plans for mobilizing the 
French army in the event of war, was con­
sidered today by a Cabinet council. It ia 
the general opinion that Capt. Dreyfus will 
be shot after the formality of a court 
martial has been gone through with. It is 
also charged that he has sold to German 
agents information similar to that sup- 
plied to the Italian Government. The

Married Against Her Husband’s Will 
When Only 13—Stormy Career 

of the Young Couple.

Shanghai, Nov. 2.—It is quite true that 
the young Empress ot China has committed 
suicide. She was rebuked by the Emperor, 
who slapped her face, whereupon she took 
poison.

The married life of the young Emperor 
of China has not been a happy one. The 
Emperor, who is hot-tempered and 
spirited, bitterly resented the manner 
in which his consort was thrust upon him 
against his inclinations by the imperious 
and self willed Empress Dowager.

It was in 1889 that the Emperor married. 
He was then a youth of 18. For a year be­
fore the marriage was celebrated hundreds 
of fair competitors, all daughters of Man- 
chu mandarins of not less than the third 
rank, competed for the honor of sharing 
the imperial throne. After several inspec­
tions, in which the beauty, family influence 
and intellectual attainment of the young 
ladies were taken into grave consideration, 
the list of aspirants was reduced to 39.

The Emperor himself was deeply smitten 
with the charms of the daughter of a high 
Manchu military officer, and he expressed 
his intention to share his throne with her. 
He also selected another fair damsel whose 
beauty struck his youthful heart with ad­
miration for bis second wife. But the old 
lady who had so long and so nobly 
wielded the scepter during his minority 
had already decided on a match for him 
by which the throne would be shared by 
one of her own family. Accordingly, the 
lady selected was her niece, who was any­
thing but a beauty, from a Chinese or 
Manchu point of view, and after a great 
many ‘scenes" and violent altercations 
the Empress Dowager proved her authority 
by having the marriage with her niece 
celebrated. The marriage was the com­
mencement cf a bitter strife between the 
Emperor and the old lady. Ho never got 
over his disappointment, and ever after­
ward regarded both the Empress Consort 
and her imperial aunt with an antipathy 
which daily grew stronger.

The unhappy young Empress was at the 
time of her marriage only 13 years old. 
She was the daughter of Gen. Kuei- 
heiang, younger brother of the Empress 
Dowager, A marriage initiated under such 
unhappy auspices could scarcely prove 
satisfactory in any respect, and the past 
five years have been filled with quarrels 
between the imperial couple. Now the end 
of it has come. The girl Empress, com­
pletely broken in spirit by the humiliation 
to which she found herself constantly 
subjected, has chosen to face death rather 
than try to bear the burden cf her unhap­
piness any longer.

May we be consoled by the consciousness 
that cur sorrow is the sorrow cf the whole 
of our beloved people, and may the people 
not forget that the strength and stability 
of Holy Russia lies in her unity to us and 
her unbounded devotion to us. We,however 
in this sad and solemn hour, when ascend­
ing the ancestral throne ot the Russian Em­
pire, record our solemn vow that we will 
always make our sole aim the peaceful 
development of the power and glory ot 
beloved Russia and the happiness of our 
faithful subjects.”

The proclamation concludes by directing 
the oath of allegiance to be taken to him 
and also to the Grand Duke George, who 
is his lineal successor uutit God shall 
vouchsafe to bless with a son the union 
into which the Emperor is about to enter 
with Princess Alix, ot Hesse-Darmstadt.

The educational system of the city of 
London is now recognized as being among 
the best in the Province of Ontario. This 
is the view held by professional men, 
tourists, and men and women interested in 
the welfare of the rising generation. The 
Board of E lucation has again shown its de- 
termination to keep apace with the needs 
cf the times by opening public night 
schools for the winter months.

Night schools arc now looked upon as an 
absolute necessity by the majority of 
people. In these prevailing hard times 
hundreds of men are out of employment, 
and therefore nothing remains but that the 
children should be deprived cf complete 
education and sent to work in a factory or 
store of some description at an early age. 
These are the people for whose special 
benefit the schools have been opened.

Au ADVERTISER representative paid a 
visit to the Colborne strect school the other 
evening, and there found two large classes, 
the senior under Mr. W. F. May, the new 
principal at Park street, and the junior 
under Mr. S. T. Latta, lately appointed on 
the permanent teaching staff of the city. 
Each of these classes has on the roll up­
wards of 90 names, and the average 
attendance ill each is about 70. The 
ages of the scholars are anywhere 
from 10 to 25. Some of the boys 
are so small that they can hardly 
reach the desk; while there are big fellows 
whose chins are getting dark and rough 
and who have added to the burdens of life 
that of raising a young mustache. The 
majority of the boys are neat and tidy and 
all seem of respectable parentage. It is 
commendable in them that they should wish 
to better themselves as best they can under 
the circumstances. Some of them have 
passed the high school entrance; some can­
not read or write; some are boisterous at 
times and some are quiet. As a rule, how­
ever, they are attentive in their studies 
and make good progress.

The principal subjects for the lower form 
are reading, writing and arithmetic—the 
simpler forms in the latter, merely to rub 
the rust off and prepare the pupils for the 
higher grade. There the subjects mostly 
taken up are bockkeeping, business arith- 
metic, business composition, writing and 
shorthand. The methods adopted for 
teaching are similar to those of the

DANITRE --5=If the truth were known, there are sur­
prisingly few remedies in the market that 
would stand legislative investigation. This 
is made apparent, even to a layman, when­
ever it is proposed to require all proprietors 
to give information about their preparations 
before they will be allowed to offer them for 
sale. This suggestion, although prompted 
by public welfare, is as a bomb thrown in 
the midst of many remedies. This fact 
shows only one thing, which anybody can 
understand.

The public has a right to demand thorough 
investigation of everything sold to benefit 
health. If there is any reason wh tever 
why any preparation should be taken only 
on a doctor’s prescription, for the sake of 
public health this fact should be made 
known. If, on the other hand, a prepara­
tion is utterly worthless and will not do 
what is claimed for it, the public should not 
be allowed to be deceived.

How a Staten Islander Killed His Son- 
In-Law,

NEWDORP. S. I., Nov. 1.—Thomas S. 
Burke, who killed his son-in-law, Frederick 
Bergmann, Aug. 16, by means of a gun set 
as a trap in his hut at South Beach, pleaded 
guilty of manslaughter in the second de­
gree. He was sentenced to ten years in 
Sing Sing Prison, which term may be com­
muted to six years and six months for good 
behavior.

It had been expected that Burke would 
insist on a trial, and a panel of 150 tales­
men were ready when Justice Edgar M. 
Cullen opened the Richmond County Court 
of Oyer and Terminer.

countries. The consequence is that our 
butter has been placed at a disadvantage, 
and has not had full justice done 
it. The manufacturer and shipper alike 
are to blame in this matter. The former 
has been loth to sell his early summer 
butter at a price that would make it profit­
able for dealers to handle—while the 
shipper has bought it, perhaps, at too high 
a figure, and has been forced to bold it for 
better prices, which were not forthcoming. 
What is needed is the prompt marketing 
of all our butter on this side of the Atlan­
tic, and its shipment within a few days to 
the markets of the old world. Under no 
other conditions can we have prime Lutter, 

;or get a good price for that which is 
marketed.

Cheese is king at present in Canada, 
however, and Mr. Wheaton says the out­
look for successful dairying here is cheese- 
making in summer and butter-making in 
winter. This system, he asserts, will pay, 
despite the opinion of prominent dairymen 
in the United States to the contrary. 
There will be an increase in the number of 
cheese factories that will be converted into 
creameries this winter. But in Western 
Ontario the severe drought, which caused a 
falling oil in the milk supply and resulted 
in the feeding of winter feed to the stock, 
has deterred not a few dairymen from 
launching into winter butter-making.

The three winter dairy stations, operated 
by the Dominion Dairy Commissioner in 
Western Ontario for three years back, will 
not be continued this winter. Prof. Robert­
son will confine his work in this direction to 
the Eastern Provinces. Winter dairy sta­
tions will be managed by his department at 
Wellman’s Corners, in Eastern Ontario; 
Lennoxville, Quebec; New Perth, Prince 
Edward Island; Nappan, Nova Scotia, and 
one in New Brunswick. But the educa­
tion of dairymen will be looked after with 
increased interest this winter by the On­
tario Government. There will be two 
dairy schools in operation in Ontario. 
The successful Provincial Dairy School at 
Guelph will begin its third term on Jan. 15. 
Reports indicate that nearly enough appli­
cations are already in to supply all the 
students the school will accommodate.

A diary school will be established at 
Kingston in connection with the School of 
Agriculture and Mining, and at St. Hya­
cinthe, Que., another school will be con­
ducted by Dairy Commissioner Robertson's 
department.

NOT TWO CF A KIND.
The registration of voter for the bye 

election for the Legislature in this city or 
Nov. 20 is proceeding smoothly and satis­
factorily. Though there yet remains to- 
night and tomorrow upon which citizens so 
entitled may register and secure their right 
to vote, the results have already more 
than justified the patting in force cf the 
new law, despite the opposition of the 
friends of Mr. Essery, who preferred the 
old, incomplete, and therefore unfair list. 
The system of registration on the eve of an 
election is infinitely superior to the old 
Ontario law, while the Dominion Franchise 
Act, with its inquisitorial provisions, and 
its discrimination in f vor of the rich and 
against the poor, is in so marked contrast 
with the new law that surely no Londoner 
will ever again be found advocating that 
measure.

It is evident to the experts in these 
matters who are in attendance at the poll­
ing places, or who in committee examine

The principal topics for 
discussion at these meetings will be the 
butter fat system of paying for milk, 
winter dairying, butter and cheese making, 
while considerable attention will be given 
at one or two of them to the hog in connec­
tion with the dairy, and such subjects 
as will be particularly beneficial to the 
patron.

The butter fat system of paying for milk 
has arrived at a somewhat critical stage. 
It has been in operation long enough for 
people to discuss intelligently its merits 
and demerits. Experiments recently carried 
on have tended to unsettle the minds of 
many of our factorymen as to the best 
methods of carrying on the system. There 
is no doubt that the system is a de­
cided improvement on the old “pooling” 
system, but many are in favor of changing 
the present basis of making up the ac­
counts.

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OUTLOOK FOR CHEESE AND 
BUTTER.

Though the majority of the cheese fac­
tories in Canada shut down on Oct. 31, the 
open weather has moved not a few in the 
older dairy districts of this Province to con­
tinue running, and it is probable that they 
will be operated for another month. The 
summer dairy season generally continues 
from May 1 to Oct. 1, but some of the 
larger factories run for nearly eight months.

Now that the dairy season of 1894 is 
over a brief review of the results from the 
pen of Mr. J. W. Wheaton, the energetic 
secretary cf the Western Ontario Dairy- 
men’s Association, will interest many cf 
our readers. Mr. Wheaton points out that 
our dairymen have had a very successful 
season as regards the price for cheese, 
starting with from 10 to 104 cents for April 
and early May goods, and continuing through 
June and July at from 9% to 93 cents. The 
exceedingly dry weather of July and August 
caused the milk supply to fall off from one- 
third to one-half in the factories, covering a 
district as far east as Kingston, con­
sequently the price of August goods ran up 
to a very high pitch about the middle of 
September—the highest known for many 
years. The buyers were freely offering 104 
cents for Augusts, while some select factor­
ies sold as high as 11, 11g and 114 cents. 
The factorymen were greatly elated and 
saw 12 cents looming in the distance. But, 
alas ! it was only in their imaginations. 
After a week or two the market went down 
ilmost as quickly as it had risen, causing 
many of the factories to sell at 1 and 3 less 
than they were offered. It is hoped that 
our factory salesmen will profit by this 
little experience, and see the advantage of 
selling whenever their goods are readv for 
shipping. By doing so there will be less 
shrinkage in weight and the patrons will be 
better satisfied in getting the money regu­
larly. Too many of our factorymen meas­
ure everything by their own local condi­
tions and fail to recognize, especially in 
reference to a drought, the vast cheese pro­
ducing area in Canada and elsewhere, 
which is not under the same conditions.

The good things that can be said of the 
cheese season of 1894 cannot be said of the 
butter trade. The market for creamety 
butter has been very dull this season, 
making it difficult for our butter mon to 
compete successfully with the cheese fac- 
tory. Special efforts are being put forth to 
improve the selling of our creamery butter. 
It has been largely the practice, heretofore, 
to hold the early butter ou this side till 
the fall, when prices are higher. It is

I Screaton & Co.!THE STOCKING LEG WAS LEFT. PRE-RAPHAELITES-
Algernon Charles inburne and His As- 

sociates.
Back, perhaps twenty years ago, two 

young men, with very radical ideas about 
art. went one day to paint some frescoes at 
Oxford. One of them bore the strange 
name of Dante Gabriel Rossetti. The 
other was Burne-Jones. "While they were 
at work a young man with a shock of fiery 
red hair, a broad, pale brow and a diminu­
tive frame came to watch them. He was a 
young poet with the soul of a Greek. He 
had not then published "Laus Veneris.” 
This was the beginning of the famous pre- 
Rephaelite school. The three young men, 
Rossetti, Burne-Jones and Swinburne, 
were afterward joined by Rossetti’s bro­
ther and sister, by William Morris, George 
Meredith and Millais, and together they 
revolutionized English ideas about art, 
and perhaps, literature as well. Dante 
Rossetti is now dead. During his life the 
school almost entirely confined its energies 
to art and literature. Later, after his 
death, it developed radical political ten­
dencies. Its present leaders are Morris 
and William Rossetti.

England never saw a stranger apparition 
in literature than when the star of Alger­
non Charles Swinburne first swung into 
its ken. With a long line of aristocratic 
ancestors, Swinburne had the least of here­
ditary influence in making him into the 
born revolutionist that he was. His father 
was the Admiral Swinburne known to 
history. If not rich, his estates were ample, 
and he had leisure to travel and study as 
he liked. He left Oxford before he had 
taken his degree, owing to some disagree­
ment with the authorities of the college. 
He had already written some poetry, and 
he sought Walter Savage Landor in the 
latter’s retirement in Italy. It was not 
likely that at the feet of this great and 
much misunderstood poet, who had quit­
ted England because he could not live in a 
country which had so little appreciation 
of beauty, that young Swinburne was apt 
to have his radical notions curbed.

But it is through his thrilling "Songs 
Before Sunrise” that Swinburne revealed 
the ardent revolutionary spirit which pos­
sessed him. It is a dead soul who can read 
these -stirring paeans with an unmoved 
pulse. They throb and quiver with a re­
volt against tyranny, a passionate thirst 
for freedom and a hatred of oppression 
which rank them with the finest specimens 
of revolutionary verse in the language. 
Swinburne was in his youth strongly 
tempted to become a radical in politics as 
he was in verse, and he at one time con- 
templated standing for Parliament as an ul­
tra-liberal. As matters then stood lie would 
unquestionably have been elected. But it is

—Heavy Penalties lor Crookedness.
NEW YORK, Nov. 1.—The election cam­

paign in New York city is being vigorously 
pushed by both parties. Among other 
literature scattered through the election 
districts is a circular setting forth the 
penalties for violating the election laws, 
as follows:

Repeating, five years in prison.
Placing a mark on a ballot, one year.
Unfolding a ballot before the count, one 

year.
Electioneering in a polling-place or within 

150 feet of a polling-place, one year.
Going within the guard-rail and refusing 

to depart when ordered by any inspector, 
one year.

Going into a voting-booth or opening the 
door of a booth with intent to watch a 
voter unless authorized to assist a blind or 
physically disabled voter, one year.

Bribing voters in any way, shape or 
manner, five years.

Using force or threats to influence a 
voter, one year.

The following individuals are entitled to 
have aid in voting: Persons totally blind; 
persons having lost both hands; persons 
having total inability in both hands so 
that they cannot use either hand for ordi­
nary purposes; persons physically unable 
by reason of crippled condition or disease 
to enter the voting booth alone.
