Hon. E. C. Drury, premier of On­

tario, will soon take shelter beneath 
the broad and generous folds of the 
Liberal banner, while the U. F. O. 
will be practically eliminated as a 
powerful factor in provincial politics.

This is the consensus of opinion 
today wher over focal party chiefs 
and whips were discussing the latest 
development in the Morrison—Drury 
vendetta with the official pronounce- 
ment by United Farmer delegates in 
convention in Toronto yesterday, de­
nouncing the premier’s now-famous 
"broadening out" policy.

Long threatened, a serious split in 
the ranks of the U. F. O. is now in­
evitable, argued many local politici­
ans this morning, chiefly in the Tory 
encampment, who see today the be­
ginning of the end for the Farmer- 
Labor administration at Toronto. In 
their opinion, there is but one alter­
native for the “man from Crown Hill" 
—gather around him his faithful fol­
lowers in the House and bolt to Lib­
eral headquarters, where he will be 
assured, they assert, a hearty wel­
come.

It is the belief among local Con­
servatives at this moment that E. 
C. Drury can be the new Liberal 
chieftain in the province of Ontario. 
The laurels are to be his, only for 
the asking, opine the jubilant Tories, 
who foresee the utter defeat of the 
present government, and a trium­
phant return of the old-line parties 
to Queen's 1ark next year.

Labor Is Undisturbed.
The local Labor element, aligned 

with the party in power, seemed 
quite unruffled by the latest turn, 
and are quite content to view the 
entire affair as a domestic row that 
will bear no direct influence upon 
coming events.

Washington, Dec. 15.—A tabulation 
obtained today in United States 
naval circles, showing the relative 
positions of the British, United 
States and Japanese navies in cruiser 
and submarine strength, apparently 
shed light on the situation which led 
the house appropriation-committee to 
propose that President Harding ne­
gotiate an international agreement 
to check competitive building in 
these types.

The figures credit Britain with 45 
light cruisers of the first line built, 
building or projected, and aggregat­
ing 206,480 tons; the United States 
with 10 ships building. 75,000 tons, 
and Japan with 11 ships built and 
21 building and projected, aggregat­
ing 191,450 tons. In addition the list 
shows Great Britain to have 13 light 
cruisers of the second line, 69,230 
tons. Neither the U.S. nor Japan is 
credited with any ships in this classi­
fication.

This was the understanding In 
London today following Harvey’s an­
nouncement he had been called to 
Washington.

The American ambassador will sail 
on the Berengaria a week from to-, 
morrow to report direct to the presi­
dent at Washington upon the general 
reparations and economic situation.

He will tell Mr. Harding of Anglo- 
French divergencies and confer on 
the subject of American Intervention, 
based on the outcome of the pre- 
miers’ conference, which is to be re­
sumed at Paris Jan. 2.

Montreal, Dec. 14.—One woman 

Miss Eva McGinnis, a trained nurse, 
lost her- life, and damage estimated 
at over $150,000 was done in a Are 
which destroyed the Corinthian 
apartments. Bishop street, in the 
early hours of this morning. Nine 
families resident in the block had 
narrow escapes from the flames, 
which, after an explosion of unknown 
origin in the basement, spread 
through the building by way of an 
air shaft with remarkable rapidity. 
They all rushed from the place in 
their night attire. A blinding snow- 
storm and near-zero weather pre- 
vailed, and made the work of the 
firemen fighting the blaze and res­
cuing occupante of the building par­
ticularly hazardous. Miss McGinnis’ 
body was found in the apartment in 
which she lived. She had apparent­
ly been suffocated by the dense 
smoke. The occupants of the apart­
ment-house were rushed in taxis to 
a nearby hotel.

F. McGregor, owner of the apart- 
ment, who lived on the ground floor, 
states that he was awakened by an 
explosion, which seemed to be in the 
basement. He found the flames 
sweeping up the airshaft, which had 
recently been metal lined. Apart­
ments on the top floor were already 
burning.' 

Four persons, members of the two 
families residing on th etop floor, 
were at their windows calling for 
help when the firemen arrived, and 
one woman tried to jump before the 
ladders could be erected. She was 
restrained, and with the others was 
carried down the ladders by the fire- men.
So far as Mr. McGregor was aware 

all the occupants had escaped from 
the building.

Farnham, Que. Dec. 15.—Unofficial 
figures available this morning of the 
referendum held in Missisqoi County 
yesterday to determine whether the 
Scott prohibitory law shall remain 
in force or whether the sale of liquor 
under the Quebec liquor act shall be 
allowed, indicate that the latter policy 
was indorsed by the voters.

Berlin, Dec. 15.—Industrial leaders 

of Germany planned today to co- 
operate with the members of the Cuno 
cabinet in working out a fresh repara­
tions proposal. Hopeful of aid from 
outside in view of statements by 
Bonar Law, Lloyd George and Ram­
say MacDonald, in the House of Com­
mons yesterday, and taking some 
stock in current report of American 
intention to re-enter European af­
fairs, Germans are anxious to settle 

with the Allies before the next repara­
tions crisis falls due Jan. 15.

Former Chancellor Wirth, desirous 
of laying the German case before the 
American people, much as Clemen­
ceau did for France, said today: “I 
am still looking forward to making a 
lecturing trip in the United States. 
However, it is uncertain just when 
political circumstances will permit me 
to go.”

Wirth predicted a shake-up in Ger­
many's political situation, with a 
coalition, including Socialists, sup­
planting the Cuno government. He 
hinted that this would come in Janu­
ary, and that he himself might have 
a considerable role.

Ottawa, Dec. 15.—Official notifica­
tion that the embargo bill had re­
ceived third reading in the House of 
Lords was received by the prime 
minister, Rt. Hon. Mackenzie King, 
this morning.

It is now possible, under the new 
act, to ship non-breeding animals 
from Canada to Great Britain and 
fatten them there.

enemies of the Fatherland!" This 
is the watchword of a great subter- 
ranean movement now threatening 
the surface calm of the new Ger­
many.

In hatred of all republicans, with 
desires to see a kaiser once more 
upon the throne, secretly in league 
with Ludendorff and other former 
idols, there has grown up mysterious­
ly a secret society full of sinister im­
port. known as the “Consul" organ­
ization, whose purpose is to strike 
terror into the hearts of all who are 
politically opposed, and to remove by 
means of the bullet or the dagger ail 
who actively strive against its re­
actionary doctrines.

Police Shadow Suspects.
Great efforts are being made by the 

government to .destroy this organiza­
tion. Copies are being sent broad­
cast throughout the country to en­
deavor to get in touch witli promi­
nent members; the police are as­
siduously shadowing all men of stand­
ing known to be in sympathy with 
the ex-kaiser.

Members of the organization who 
have fallen into the hands of the 
authorities are being closely con­
fined and subject iu searching ex­
aminations with the object of ob­
taining the names of their leaders.

That this society is determined, 
that its members mean what they 
say, when they cry "death" to their 
enemies, is proved only too well by 
incidents of the last few weeks.

Plan to Avoid Betrayal.
The hidden hand of the “Consuls" 

has slain Herr Erzberger, Dr. Rath- 
enau, and made a desperate attempt 
upon the life of Maximilian Harden, 
The slayers of Dr. Rathenau took 
their own lives when capture seemed 
imminent, but their accomplices are 
now on. trial in Leipzig.

It is feared by the still unknown 
leaders of the gang that this trial will 
bring terrible revelations to light. As 
evidence of the power of the "Con­
suls" and their desperation there is 
the remarkable poisoning attempt at 
Leipsig.

By order of the leaders of the gang, 
it is alleged, poisoned candy was 
passed into the prison where the ac­
cused men are now incarcerated. So 
great was the fear of the "higher- 
ups" that one of the men now under­
going trial might betray them, that 
a deliberate attempt to seal the 
prisoners’ lips forever was made.

Unfortunately for such plans, medi­

Sarnia, Dec. 15.—The Sarnia police 

commission met yesterday afternoon 
for the purpose of investigating a 
charge against Police Constable Rus­
sell Oke of conduct unbecoming a 
police officer.

Constable Oke denies the 
charges and will be legally represent­
ed when the investigation is opened 
on Wednesday next. At the same 
meeting the police commission de­
cided to refrain from purchasing an 
automobile at present from surplus 
funds, following the expressed dis­
approval of the city council to such 
a purchase. /

It was announced this afternoon 
that William Gilchrist, superintendent 
of the Sarnia refinery of Imperial Oil 
since 1916, and a servant of the com­
pany for 39 years, including 25 years 
at the Sarnia plant, will retire at end 
of present year, in accordance with 
the superannuation provisions of the 
company, and will be succeeded by 
Charles B. Leaver at present super­
intendent of the Montreal Refinery 
and formerly on the staff of the 
office. Mr. Gilchrist came to Sarnia 
25 years ago, when the building of 
the oil refinery was about to com­
mence. He was formerly with the 
Standard Oil at Olean. N. Y. He 
was appointed superintendent of the 
Sarnia plant in 1916, and at the 
present time is head of a staff of 
1,200 employees of the company. He 
is extremely popular as a business­
man and a citizens, and intends mak­
ing his residence in Sarnia.

Lausanne, Dec. 15.—Although Tur­
key was conciliatory yesterday on the 
great question of accepting some 
form of supervision from without on 
the general treatment of the Chris- 
tion populations inhabiting Turkey, 
she proved adamant in insisting upon 
the deportation from Constantinople 
of the supreme patriarch of the 
Greek Orthodox Church. This is one 
of the most important issues of the 
Lausanne conference. Around it 
surge all the historical and religious 
differences between Christianity and 
Mohammedanism. As the Turks con­
sider Constantinople their sacred 
city they resent that its soil should 
serve as the permanent seat of the 
pontiff of the Greek Christian 
church; they maintain that Athens 
or Rome or some other avowedly 
Christian center should be chosen as 
his place of residence.

At the meeting of the sub-com­
mission an the exchange of popula­
tions this afternoon the allied dele­
gates somewhat diffidently brought 
up the question of the Greek 
patriarch. Immediately the Ottoman 
representative arose and insisted 
that the patriarch must go. because 
he had been mixing in politics, to the 
detriment of the Ottoman state.

Animated Debate Ensues.
A debate of considerable asperity 

ensued. The Greek delegates warned 
the sub-commission that Greece 
would never agree to the deportation 
of the patriarch, and would prob­
ably refuse to sign any treaty which 
authorized such a step. The meeting 
was somewhat hastily adjourned, 
but another attempt to reach an 
agreement will be made in a day or 
two.

By announcing today her inten­
tion of joining the League of Na­
tions as soon as peace is signed at 
Lausanne, Turkey virtually admitted 
that she would accept the League ot 
Nations’ "supervision over the Chris- 
tion population in Turkey."

The powers have been advocating 
the appointment of a special inter­
national commission to exercise con­
trol over the status of the Greeks. 
Armenians and other Christians in 
Turkey, but are happy over Turkey's 
willingness to accept supervision by 
the league.

Today's developments, despite the 
Turks' impracticability on the ques­
tion of the patriarch and exechange of 
populations, have created the im­
pression that peace will really be 
signed at Lausanne. Lord Curzon 
said he expected Turkey would join 
in the League of Nations in a few 
weeks, which means the Lausanne 
agreement should be drafted and dis­
posed of before the middle of 
January.

Liverpool, Dec. 15.—Thousands of 

American land birds, blown out to 
sea by unfavorable winds, sought 
safety on the decks of the Cunard 
liner Scythia on her last trip from 
New York, and stayed on board until 
she docked in Liverpool.

When misfortune overtook the 
feathered travelers they were mi­
grating, probably from the north At­
lantic states to the warm lands bor­
dering on the Caribbean.

Now many of them again are free, 
but in England, thousands of miles 
from their destination, and those sup­
posed to be wise in bird lore have not 
yet been able to give satisfactory 
answers to the questions of interested 
passengers as to whether the birds 
would still endeavor to reach their 
summer haunts in the West Indies, 
or join the robins and linnets of Eng­
land in their winter flight to South­
ern France and Northern Africa.

The great flock, several thousand 
in number, settled on the Scythia’s 
decks when the steamer was about 
400 miles from the American shore, 
and transformed her into a floating 
aviary. Wild canaries, robins, lin­
nets, thrushes, sand pipers and 
juncos, fluttered around the decks, 
perched on the rigging, and even 
penetrated the lounges and engine- 
room. The passengers and crew 
cared for them, giving them warmth, 
food and shelter, but even so many 
of the smaller birds died from ex­
haustion. Three owls and a score 
of pigeons were easily captured.

ANCIENT HOUSES
FOUND ON ISLAND

Ottawa., Dec. 15.—(By Canadian 
Press).—Canada's import and export 
trade for the month of November this 
year was $56,108,781 greater in value 
than for November, 1921. Figures is­
sued this evening by the department 
of customs and excise show that the 
grand total of Canadian trade for 
November was $208,020,232, as com­
pared with $151,911,451 in November, 
1921. Both exports of domestic mer­
chandise and imports show an in­
crease over November, 1921.

In the case of the former the in­
crease in value totaled $44,262,811, 
while in the latter the increase 
amounted to $11,922,816.

Domestic goods were exported last 
montli to the total value of $130,- 
796,673, as compared with 86,533,- 
862 In November, 1921.

Merchandise was imported last 
month to the value of $76,194,250, 
while in November, 1921, the value 
of imports was but $64,271,434.

Exports of foreign merchandise 
during November this year were 
slightly over a million dollars In 
value, or about the same as in No­
vember, 1921.

When the figures for the eight 
months period of the fiscal year, 
which ended on Nov. 30, are com­
pared with a similar period in 1921, 
the increase in the grand total of 
Canadian trade is found to be $123,- 
778,790. This is largely due to a very 
large increase in the total value of 
domestic goods exported from Can­
ada.

Berlin Papers Declare Object

of New Public.In order that, members of the Can­
adian Officers’ Training Corps may 
qualify for lieutenants’ certificates, 
a special course in field tactics and 
map reading will be added to the 
syllabus commencing Thursday night.

Houston, Texas, Dec. 15.—Formal 
claim for possession of over 1,500,000 
acres of land located in the Panhan­
dle section of Texas, will be present­
ed to the Texas Legislature at its 
next regular session in January, by 
attorneys for the Texas, Cherokee 
and other kindred bands of Indians.

The huge tract of land involved 
is one of the richest portions of 
Texas, and is valued at more than 
$200,000,000.

Heart of Oil Sector.
The land is dotted with thriving 

villages, and is in the heart of one 
of the richest oil-bearing sections 
in the United States.

Berlin, Dec. 15—The French espion­
age system overruns Germany, Eastern 
and Central Europe, according to the 
Deutsche Tageszeitung here.

The system is assisted by French of­
ficial commissions and control commit­
tees, and ferrets out the economic, 
political and military secrets of Euro­
pean nations—especially Germany—the 
Tageszeitung claims.

“Well Known,” Paper Says.
That the French have covered en­

tire Germany with a widespread espion­
age system Is well known," the news­
paper asserts.

The entire French information service 
in Germany is guided by a special divi­
sion of the French general staff in Paris, 
the paper charges. It continues;

It works in closest co-operation with 
the Belgian, Polish and Czecho-Slova- 
kian espionage, and controls the chief 
positions in the various control commis­
sions in Germany—the French and Bel­
gian general commands in the occupied 
regions, the French general commands 
in Strassbourg, the French legation in 
Munich, the chiefs of the French mili­
tary commission in Warsaw and Prague, 
the French high commission in Memel 
and the French representation in Dan- 
zig—all of which work together. Be­
sides these there are Information bu­
reaus in neutral foreign countries in 
Basle, Amsterdam and Copenhagen.

"These chief centres of French espion­
age naturally control the wide-flung 
lower organization. The inter-allied 
military control commission member, 
Nollet, possesses this control of the 
separate under-commissions in the en­
tire republic; the information bureaus 
of the French and Belgian high com­
mands control their sections in Mainz, 
Wiesbaden, Dusseldorf and Duisburg 
The occupied territories are also cover­
ed with so-called bureaus de reseigne- 
ment. Each of these bureaus is under| 
the guidance of an officer who con­
trols a great number of male and female 
agents.

Object of the Spies.
"The French espionage organization 

must give the French general staff and 
Its government the necessary material 
for upholding the arguments, for the 
impossibility of a French demobiliza­
tion and for the necessity of a strong 
defense power and also furnish the 
control actions in Germany.

"It extends, accordingly, to all mili­
tary economic and political measures 
and plans of Germany, and seeks above 
all things to get in touch with the 
military authorities, the police, the gov­
ernment bureaus, and with the political 
parties, in order to gain possession of 
the most important documents, plans 
for development and the original orders 
regarding the details of the army or­
ganization of the republic."

MRS. C. M’FARLANE DIES
Treaty in 1836.

On Feb. 23, 1836, Col. Sam Houston 
and John Forbes, acting as commis­
sioners ot the Texas Republic and 
number of chiefs of the Indian tribes 
met at Col. Bowles village and drew 
up a treaty, which recognized and 
guaranteed the boundaries of this 
huge tract upon which the Indians 
were to rule.

Then, after the bill had been 
signed and the agreement had been 
in effect a few years, the Texas Re­
public began to survey and locate 
the lands in violation of the act. 
When the Indians protested this 
violation of the treaty, they were 
driven out of the territory by the 
military forces of the republic, 
without compensation for their 
lands, they claim.

A suit for recovery of the lands 
mentioned in the treaty of 1836 will 
be held up pending action by the 
Legislature on the claim of the In­dians.

Successor to Republic.
The suit will be based upon an­

other agreement which the early 
pioneers made with the Indians 
while the State of Texas was still 
a part of Mexico. The Indians 
claim that when the Texans estab­
lished a provisional government 
and threw oft the yoke of Mexico, 
they made a pact with the Indian 
tribes of Texas, decreeing that the 
Indians had a just claim to the 
lands they were then occupying 
and signed a pledge renewing the 
bond of fealty between the two 
races and establishing the right of 
the redmen to that tract of land 
This was done, the Indians claim 
to gain the support of the Indian 
tribes in the hostilities with Mex­
ico.

Besides the Cherokee Indians 
other tribes that are partv to the 
proposed suit are the Shawnees, 
Delawares, Choctaws. Kickapoos, 
Alabamas, and several smaller tribes.

The Indians claim they have the 
right to sue the State of Texas as a 
successor to the old Republic ot Texas.

WITNESS FOR STATE

Police Take Special Precau­
tions At New Jersey Mur­

der Trial.
Port Arthur, Ont., Dec. 15.—The re­

mains or homes believed to have 
been used by prehistoric copper 
miners, have been found on Isle 
Royale, in Lake Superior, says Wil­
liam P. Ferguson, archaeologist, of 
Franklin, Pa.

"Mining was in progress there at 
least 1,000 years ago; how much 
longer we do not know," says Fer- 
guson. “We found pine trees six 
feet in diameter growing on the 
ancient rock dumps. There is an 
area two miles long and half a 
mile wide, over the whole of which 
we found remains of human habita­
tions.

“There were larger pits which had 
been dug for homes. They rai red 
from eight to ten feet deep and 
were protected by carefully built 
stone walls which kept them free 
from water. The people incidentally 
used communal dwellings in some 
instances, as several of the pits 
were 20 by 40 feet, and one, which 
may have been a fort, was 20 by 
50 feet.

“These people mined in solid rock 
the whole island over, but did not 
dig their shafts more than 20 or 
30 feet deep. Their tools were black 
egg-shaped stones of great hard-

Consequently, officials said, much 
weather that originates in that vast 
stretch of land is unobserved until it 
is right down upon us. For this reason, 
it was added, cold waves often bear 
down from the north in winter and our 
weather bureau can give only scant 
warning.

Showers Swept Down.
A recent example of this sudden and 

unforeseen change occurred in a series 
of showers that ended the long coun- 
try-wide drought that gripped the 
country during August, September and 
early October. Continued dryness was 
predicted for some days, because con­
ditions were sluggish and no changes 
were observed within the scope of th 
reporting stations. Between two days, 
however, sudden showers swept down 
from the uncharted regions, freshened 
up the entire Atlantic seaboard and 
the Southern States, quenched destruc­
tive forest fires in Canada, and 
brought an end to the drought.

If there were more stations further 
north. It was said, the change could 
have been foreseen far ahead of its 
actual arrival. Instead of about two 
days or less, and the farmers to whom 
weather conditions arc important could 
have had longer warning to prepare.

I want to acquire in the short time 
at my disposal a great deal of in­
formation about wages, industrial 
conditions, schemes of social welfare 
work and other kindred matters in 
the United States. I want to see at 
first hand how they deal with their 
labor problems."

"You do not propose," said The 
Advertiser, “to make any appeal to 
the American people?"

No American Appeal,
“Indeed not, most certainly not. 

The Americans have just been lis­
tening to a series of speeches from 
my old friend and political enemy 
Clemenceau, and if another French­
man were to come along and offer 
them more advice they might become 
suspicious and annoyed. I am here 
in North America to investigate, not 
to educate."

"A final question, M. Thomas." 
said The Advertiser. "Not exactly 
germane to your mission. It has 
been suggested that if the assembly 
of the league of nations were to hold 
a meeting in Ottawa, where every 
facility, including a bilingual cleri­
cal staff could be provided, it might 
have a very valuable effect in edu­
cation of the American people to the 
real value of the league. Would you 
favor the idea of such a meeting 
here?"

"The .suggestion," said M. Thomas, 
"is novel to me, and most interest­
ing. But it is not for me to offer 
my opinion about it nor undertake 
to urge it upon the league. Firstly, 
your government would have to give 
the invitation, and then the dele­
gates of the countries adhering to 
the league would have to consider 
the project. The decision would be 
in their hands. I am an official, and 
have nothing to do with such ar­
rangements. But the suggestion is 
very interesting."

At this point Mr. Tom Moore, who 
was acting as timekeeper, intervened 
to intimate that the audience was 
waiting, and with that Thomas has­
tened off to meet his hosts.

Windsor, Dec. 15.—If ratepayers of 

Sandwich, Ford and Riverside in­
dorse the plan of Essex Utilities 
Commission to build a filtration plant 
that will have sufficient capacity to 
serve all border municipalities, con­
struction work will start at once in 
order that the winter unemployment 
situation may be relieved. Officials of 
the commission today expressed con­
fidence that the plan will be given 
unanimous indorsation of all the in­
terested municipalities. Windsor and 
Walkerville, which will assume the 
largest proportion of the cost, al­
ready have passed bylaws authorizing 
debenture issues for their apportion­
ments.

Ratepayers of Riverside will vote 
first Monday in January on two 
methods of obtaining water. One 
bylaw proposes to purchase a half 
interest in the Eau Claire water­
works at a cost of $33,000, and the 
other is the Essex Commission’s pro­
ject. The last named will save the 
municipality nt least $10,000, com­
pared to the Eau Claire scheme, town 
officials assert.

How the business of Walkerville 
section of Niagara Power System has 
grown since 1914, when first meeting 
of local commission was held, is 
shown by a statement issued today 
by Manager H. J. McHenry. At the 
end of 1915 the commission had 1,426 
customers, who brought in annual 
revenue of $64,981.

Acting Before Knowing.
Several weeks ago the city council 

decided that the busses should be 
assessed $100 a year. The police 
commission was notified to that 
effect.

Three days before the election a 
special meeting of the commission 
was held, and ft was decided to 
assess the bus operators $10 a seat, 
and allow the busses to carry only 
such passengers as could be seated; 
no person to be allowed to stand.

When this information became 
public a couple of days ago the bus 
owners held mass meetings protest­
ing the suddenness of the act. They 
now ask for the suspension of the 
bylaw until January, when they say 
they will be in a position to present 
their case to the police commission­
ers or city councillors, talk the mat­
ter over, enter Into an agreement 
with the city, and agree to the city's 
directions as to routes, fares, etc.

This was denied by Mayor Wilson 
and members of the finance com­
mittee Wednesday night.

The finance committee also de­
cided to file a communication from 
the city solicitor, together with a 
copy of the bylaw Just passed by the 
commission, the majority of the 
members agreeing with the mayor 
that no further action was necessary.

The fee becomes effective January 
1 it nothing else develops in the 
meanwhile to halt it. The busmen 
intimate that they will test the case 
In the high courts, as was done in 
Hamilton, when the bus owners won 
under similar circumstances.

While the majority of the finance 
committee voted to drop the ques­
tion, it is problematical what the out­
come would be if the subject were to 
be Introduced for discussion at the 
last meeting of the council Monday 
night next.

Aldermen, not members of the 
committee, are quite frank In their 
claim that the mayor is wrong when 
he says that the police commission 
can fix the fee, and not the city 
council.

There are other councillors who 
also maintain that the action by the 
police commission should be sus­
pended and the entire problem re­
ferred to 1923, when all the trans­
portation problems will be consid­
ered at length.

The' city solicitor and the city 
clerk both state that there is a sharp 
difference of opinion among the 
municipal authorities of the prov­
ince as to the meaning of that clause 
of the municipal act which deals 
with the granting of licenses to 
motor busses.

Only one case has been in the 
courts recently, when Judge Snider 
of Hamilton threw out similar legis­
lation passed by the police commis­
sion of that city, terming it "prohibi­
tive tariff," and nothing short of 
“class legislation.”

It would be much better for Lon­
don to have all the points of legality 
well ironed out before a move of 
this nature is made. This business 
of passing bylaws from commission 
to council, with the accompanying 
discussion as to which body has the 
right to deal with the matter, can 
lead to only one conclusion, viz., that 
the civic authorities are dealing 
with a matter of which they are not 
masters.

A touch of finality, based on legal 
and municipal knowledge, would 
head off a lot of useless agitation and 
possible litigation.

The Controversy Is On.
Lloyd George is no longer premier 

of Britain, but he is shaking Europe 
through the English, American and 
Canadian press.

Premier Poincare of France has 
taken a hand in the debate, and his 
reply comes with a vigor that is 
quite up to the standard set by Lloyd 
George himself.

The London Daily Mall, comment­
ing on the Lloyd George article, 
says: “It is unfortunate that in this 
crisis, when the French patience Is 
being so cruelly tried by Germany’s 
bad faith, an article by Lloyd George 
should have been published in Eng- 
tend and America which is regarded 
in France as an imputation upon the 
French nation of greedy militarism. 
, . . The realities are that if 
guilty Germany is let off, injured 
France will be ruined."

The London Times, on this subject, 
says: "It has not been altogether a 
misfortune that the article by the 
late prime minister should have had 
the effect of drawing from M. Poin- 
care an emphatic denial of the exist­
ence of a desire In any party of his 
countrymen to perpetuate their hold 
upon the Rhine. We heartily wel­
comed this declaration of M. Poin- 
care, which should greatly facilitate 
the discussions still proceeding."

The statement of M. Poincare, 
premier of France, is quite ex- 
plicit: “Lloyd George says there is 
an important party in France 
anxious to annex the left bank of 
the Rhine: This party never ex­
isted except In Lloyd George’s im- 
agination. There never was a 
French government, minister, sena­
tor or deputy to have a plan so un­
reasonable, nor willing to compel the 
German population to undergo 
French domination."

The French premier goes farther, 
and says the Lausanne conference 
has proven that it is possible for ; 
England and France to come to a 
satisfactory agreement on Near East 
policy.

Then, is this publicity good or 
bad? It is having the effect of 
making diplomats come out in the 
open, and that is where all right- 
thinking people want to keep them. 
The world paid in blood and treasure 
the price of allowing diplomacy to 
turn the key In the door and tell the 
people of the nations to watch the 
bulletin boards for results.
. It has already had the result of 
making the leaders of nations have 
recourse to the open in a public 
declaration of national alms, as well 
as forcing them to announce the 
geographical boundaries of their 
territorial ambitions.

Go back a few years and find if 
there ever was a time when state 
affairs were given the publicity they 
are receiving today. The premier of 
France comes out openly and states 
there is no party in his country 
wanting to annex the left bank of 
the Rhine. That has been said in 
such a way that Germany can hear 
it, and it le well that Germany and ! 
France should understand each 
other.

The statements of Lloyd George 
are pointed, and they are given with 
a tone of authority that compels at- 
tention. If his writings have the 
effect of making the nations of 
Europe stand up in turn and pub­
licly declare their purpose, he will 
have done a great day’s work, and 
the press will have moved up In its 
station and established itself as an 
agency that can bring out in the 
open things that were formerly de­
cided behind closed doors.

The attack may come on suddenly 
and be so severe that the patient can 
hardly turn himself In his bed.

Lumbago is not usually associated 
with fever or constitutional symp­
toms. The local symptoms subside 
in a few days. Recurrences, how-

victim of one attack of lumbago may 
be obliged to suffer a good many 
other attacks.

You have not gone to the bottom 
of your study of lumbago unless you 
give attention to your general con­
dition. It is considered nowadays 
that some sort of infection is respon­
sible for most cases of rheumatism 
and neuralgia.

The teeth must be examined by a 
competent dentist. If there is sus­
picion of trouble at the roots they 
should be X-rayed. If pyorrhoea is 
present it must receive attention.

The tonsils sometimes contain 
centers of infection. This theory of 
so-called "focal infection" has been 
over-emphasized in some quarters, 
but its importance Is being over­
looked by many. On this account, the 
tonsils and nasal sinuses should be 
inspected by some one competent to 
pass judgment on their condition.

Intestinal indigestion, or sluggish 
intestinal action, may be responsible 
for the absorption of toxic sub- 
stances, and the onset of the lum­
bago. No treatment is complete un­
less difficulty here la corrected.

The kidneys and skin must be ac­
tive. Imperfect elimination by these 
organs may be responsible for the 
lumbago.

I speak of all these causes to en­
able you, if you chance to suffer, to 
analyze your own condition. When 
the exciting cause is removed the 
lumbago will disappear as by magic. 
You should, of course, have the at­
tention of your family doctor.

The pain of the acute attack may 
be relieved by hot fomentations. Ap­
ply a large towel wrung out of water 
hot as you can bear. Change this 
every few minutes, keeping up the 
treatment 15 minutes out of every 
two hours.

Capsicum vaseline rubbed on the 
back before applying the hot com­
presses may be helpful. Likewise, 
various forms of electricity have 
been successfully employed.

The patient should be in bed during 
the acute attack. A few days of quiet, 
and hot compresses will usually end 
the trouble, for the time at least. Re­
moval of the underlying cause will, 
bring about a permanent cure.

Clemenceau and Dreyfus.
The visit of Clemenceau to 

America recalls the case of Alfred 
Dreyfus, one that stirred not only 
France but the whole world In 1894. 
For dramatic intensity and human 
pathos, plot and counter-plot few 
cases have ever presented greater 
possibilities.

Dreyfus, it will be remembered, 
was arrested while a member of the 
French general staff and charged 
with selling military secrets to Ger­
many, He was sentenced to public 
degradation and exile on Devil’s 
Island. He was paraded, handcuffed, 
before his former comrades with the 
insignia of his rank, and a fellow- 
officer pronounced the doom: “Drey- 
fus, you are unworthy to wear the 
French uniform." Then he was led 
away with the mob trying to attack 
him. The tears streamed down his 
face, but he walked with his head up 
and cried. "I am Innocent, ‘Vive la 
France.’ ”

The sequel comes in the remark- 
able performance of Georges Clemen- 
ceau, who discovered some time later 
that the Judges had based their de­
cision upon the scrutiny of a docu­
ment which they did not permit 
either Dreyfus or his lawyers to ex- 
amine. Clemenceau saw the injus­
tice of the situation, and for three 
whole years, with the exception of 
one publication day, he hammered 
away In his newspaper, calling for 
justice for Dreyfus. He followed 
documents tirelessly through a maze 
of departments, fought with officials 
and lawyers, and was cordially hated 
by many.

At the end of three years Clemen- 
ceau had thrown an atmosphere of 
doubt and suspicion about Esterhazy,

A slice 
actually fried in the warehouse re­
vealed a flavor which was equal to 
the very best Danish. Yet it is 3d 
to 4d per pound cheaper than Danish. 
It is to be hoped that this enterpris­
ing Canadian experiment will be suc- 
cessful.”

Yet this country this year 
shipped 40 per cent of England’s 
bacon requirements, while less than 
12 per cent went from the entire 
Dominion of Canada.

Denmark was almost forced into 
the bacon business in the first place. 
Before 1880 it was a grain-growing 
country, but in the eighties the sur­
plus corn of United States reached 
Europe and flattened out prices to 
such an extent that Denmark, with 
Its comparatively poor soil, was out 
of the running.

It was soon seen that the by- 
product of butter production, skim- 
med milk, along with imported corn 
and home-grown grains, would form 
the basis of a hog industry. By 1914 
Denmark had, per hundred of Inhabi­
tants, 83 hogs, Belgium 20, England 
8. France 11, Germany 83 and Rus­
sia 10.

Right from the start the Danes 
started to study the British market 
and breed their stock accordingly. A 
harbor was built at Esbjerg with the 
sole idea of quick shipment to Brit­
ain. In the year 1894 X-Da isl bacon 
was 63 per cent of the total English 
consumption.

The idea of co-operation has gained 
a very strong footing with the Danish 
producers. Denmark wisely draws 
in corn and oil cake from sections of 
the globe where it can be bought to

Berlin, Dec. 15—A famous document 
of considerable historical importance is 
published for the first time in "Bilder 
aus der letzten Kaiserzeit,” the new 
volume of memoirs from the pen of 
Otto Hammann, for many years head 
of the press department of the German 
foreign office. It Is a telegraphic report 
to the Chancellor Bulow by the kaiser 
on the conversation on the naval ques­
tion which the latter had just bad with 
Sir Charles Hardinge on the occasion 
of King Edward's visit to Kronberg 
Castle in August. 1908.

This was one of several serious at­
tempts made by English statesmen 
during the decade immediately pre­
ceding the war to persuade Germany 
to modify a naval policy which con­
fronted Britain with the alternative of 
grave danger or ruinous expense. As 
given in the appendix to Hammann’s 
book, the imperial telegram plunges 
headlong into the burning topic. It 
opens as follows:

"After dinner Sir Charles Hardinge 
spoke to me about our military arrange­
ments, and after a short conversation on 
the army, passed on to the navy ques­
tion. He spoke of the ‘grave apprehen- 
sion‘ with which the building of our fleet 
filled all circles in England. To my 
astonished question, ‘Why, since it was 
legally restricted, and the law had been 
published eleven years ago?’ he replied. 
‘Because it was always concentrated at 
home.’ I rejoined that we needed our 
fleet for the protection of the rapid 
growth of our trade.”

Only a few weeks later the prince 
wrote to Hammann asking if something 
could not be done “unostentatiously" to 
draw public attention to an article in 
which Admiral Galster urged that, in­
stead of building so many battleships. 
Germany should put her money into 
smaller war vessels of a specifically de- 
fensize type.

On Christmas Day. 1908, Bulow wrote 
to Tirpitz a long letter (printed textually 
in Hammann’s book),cautiously ingquir- 
ing whether both naval and political con­
siderations did not justify the serious 
consideration of “a slowing-down in the 
carrying out of our present naval pro­
gram." The chancellor polntèd out the 
probability that, in the event of war. 
the German battle fleet “would be kept 
blockaded in our ports," Would "do the 
enemy no damage," and consequently 
"would not bring about a favorable 
Issue" of the conflict. Admiral Tirpitz 
answered the chancellor's pleas point 
for point, and clinched the argument 
by announcing that a retardation in the 
carrying out of the building program 
would bring with it his resignation. As 
Prince Bulow, like his successor, lacked

life is the Amoeba, the simplest form 
of life known to science, just a little 
piece of jelly, almost shapeless, yet 
with powers of individual movement, 
and with a simple form of apparatus 
that allowed it to capture and digest 
food, to breathe, and to a certain ex­
tent to feel.

The lecturer illustrated by means 
of a most interesting set of slides, all 
the various processes by which this 
rudimentary animal lives, and moves, 
and how it reacts to various stimu­
lants. Composed of a single cell, filled 
with protoplasm, it is almost a liquid 
jelly, and it moves along by putting 
out false feet Into which the fluid 
body runs, and by repeating this pro­
cess indefinitely, the Amoeba suc­
ceeds in traveling.

As to its ability to move in a given 
direction, diagrams were shown of 
the movements made by these tiny 
beings in their effort to avoid certain 
unpleasant chemicals placed near 
them, and their equally vigorous at­
tempts to gather together in any area 
that was attractive to them.

They multiply by means of split­
ting up, the single cell divides into 
two, and this appears to be an inde­
finite process, in fact the Amoeba is 
the rearest thing to everlasting life 
that we have so far discovered, Proi. 
Robertson saying that it was almost 
immortal, and that the original 
ancestors of the Amoeba of today 
were probably still alive.

At the conclusion of the lecture 
proper, the audience were invited to 
proceed to the laboratory, where 
microscopes and slides had been ar­
ranged.

This psoved an exceedingly inter­
esting part of the program, the sight 
of the living object bringing home to 
everyone the theories and facts that 
the lecturer had just described.

CONSERVATIVE QUEBEC IS AT WORK
While the Conservatives emphasize 

this one aspect, a Nationalist seizes 
the Garneau case in general.

Armand Lavergne, young, fiery, 
clever, became counsel for Roberts, 
and appeared before the royal com­
mission which was formed to clear 
the government of all the deliberate 
withdrawals of investigation. He 
daily declares that he will show that 
throughout the case the government 
had never done its duty.

Lavergne Interviewed.
The Advertiser’s representative in­

terviewed Lavergne last evening and 
asked if the murderer of the young 
girl had swept him into a political 
issue.

"Bah," replied he, and his aristo­
cratic moustache bristled over thick 
lips.

“Why should I meddle with poli­
tics. I who am the last of the Na­
tionalists?"

But though he would not consider 
aiding the Conservatives, he would 
not deny that he was working for 
the downfall of the government.

Before the royal commission, he 
was allowed to cross-examine every 
witness, in order that he might show 
that Roberts did not violate the dig­
nity of the house in his article.

Thus, while Sauve states in a ses­
sion of the legislature that the gov­
ernment has made a blunder, La­
vergne stands in a crowded court­
room and declares:

“I will prove, and I believe I have 
proved, that the government has not 
done its duty in this case. I do not 
pretend to say that Mr. Taschereau 
is guilty of murder, but I do say 
that he is at the head of a depart­
ment which is guilty of negligence in 
connection with the murder. And if 
the murderer of Blanche Garneau 
has not been found it is because of 
a rotten system."

Followed by Public.
The declarations are followed by 

the morbid interest of citizens from 
all parts of Quebec, people who have 
votes. The crowds grow each day. 
They mill to get into the courtroom. 
They burst into laughter while 
Lavergne picks apart the govern­
ment with barbed jokes.

They solemnly watch members of 
the legislature and their sons appear 
and clear their names, which, coupled 
with the crime, were smirched. They 
hear unmoved that the government 
had called into service special detec­
tives.

But Armand Lavergne rises, bends 
in a half bow, and speaks to all:

"That the detectives should have 
done more than to spend the time on 
the telephone between here and 
Montreal congratulating each other."

And excited cries of “Sit down!" 
come from the grey-haired court 
constable, Doolittle, to quell the 
laughter.

Thus while Me. Sauve speaks of 
the Garneau case in a few of the 
legislature’s sessions and his words 
fall on the ears of his four confreres 
and 71 Liberal members, Lavergne 
rakes the government before an 
ever-changing audience during every 
sitting of the royal commission.

Special to The Advertiser.
Quebec, Dec. 14.—The death of a 

young working girl in 1920 threat­
ens the life of Quebec’s government 
in 1922.

The mysterious murder of Blanche 
Garneau has grown to such propor­
tions in two and a half years that it 
has become a political issue. Quebec 
believes that the central factor in the 
general elections which are expected 
next March will be the Garneau case. 
And it will be the Garneau case in 
all its phases, which are many and 
varied.i

Under M. Sauve, the opposition to 
the Taschereau government are im­
passioning one particular element, 
the Roberts bill. On October 27 John 
Roberts, editor of the Axe, pub­
lished an article in which he brought 
to a head rumors that had been cur­
rent throughout Quebec for two 
years—that sons of members of the 
legislature were implicated in the 
murder of Blanche Garneau on July 
22, 1920 and that, knowing this, the 
government had not instituted a 
thorough search for the perpetrators 
immediately.

Two Charges Laid.
Two charges, one of seditious libel, 

which later became a libel suit, and 
one of "violating the dignity and 
honor of the legislature,” were laid 
against Roberts. On Oct. 2 he ap­
peared before the bar of the house, 
but refused to give the names of the 
men whom his article suggested, and 
refused to apologize for his action. 

.The government believed themselves 
confronted with an unprecedented 
situation and so acted without pre­
cedent.

Premier Taschereau introduced a 
bill to throw Roberts into prison for 
a year, and though opposed by the 
five members of the opposition it 
eventually passed a third reading, 
and awaits the lieutenant-governor’s 
signature.

From November 2, Roberts lias 
been held in detention in a secret 
chamber in the parliament buildings. 
He will continue to be held there 
until he apologizes or until the lieu­
tenant-governor signs the bill or un­
til the house has concluded its ses­
sion.

End of Government.
And this is what M. Sauve and his 

few followers hold up to the public 
as the culmination of the govern­
ment. They say this is a preposter­
ous piece of legislation and this is 
why the Taschereau government 
should be swept from power. Sauve 
and his men believe that, even if the 
Liberals are not dethroned, people 
will see that this was a poor ex­
ample of Liberal legislation.

It is the evident opinion of the 
Conservatives in the house that there 
will be more strength for them next 
election.

They would never have had their 
strongest plank for the next election 
if a young girl had not been 
strangled to death while going home 

• from work two and a half years ago.

SUGGESTS $10,000 GRANT SIX-DAY QUARANTINE REPUBLIC ALSO GAINS
Government Committee Ad­

vises Immediate Action 
to Aid Countrymen.

AN QUENTIN, CAL. PRISONERS
HOLD ANNUAL FIELD MEET

Diseased Cattle To Be Ex­
cluded After Examination 

at Port.

Dominion Will Now Be Placed 
on Equal Footing With 

United States.

OTTAWA MOTORIST FINED $200

G. A. Boynton, a returned man, 

lately back in the city from Old 
London, is authority for the state­
ment that there are in London, Eng­
land, just now at least two thousand 
Canadian ex-service men, who by 
reason of the serious economic con­
ditions prevailing, are unable to get 
work and are in consequence in a 
state bordering on destitution.

Money has been granted periodical­
ly to relieve this situation, which has 
at the time been sufficient, he says. 
But as things are, a much greater 
sum is required if these men are to 
have enough to eat and a place to 
sleep.

A report has just been issued by 
the special committee appointed by 
the Dominion parliament on March 
30 of this year, to deal with this 
matter of Canadian soldiers and 
their dependents, who are stranded 
in England. This report states in 
part:

"At the end of the war there were 
20,000 Canadian soldiers, who elected 
to take their discharge in England. 
As long as the conditions of em­
ployment remained good these men 
were able to earn a living, but just 
as soon as the imperial troops were 
discharged in large numbers, work 
became increasingly difficult to get. 
And while these men had no legal 
claims on the Dominion government 
it was thought advisable, on com­
passionate grounds, to grant some 
measure of relief.

"This was done by several grants 
of money, and offers of reduced fares. 
And things were tided over for the 
time being. Each grant, however, 
was gradually exhausted, and at the 
present time there is undoubtedly a 
need for aid."

This committee advises that a fur­
ther sum of ten thousand dollars be 
granted immediately for relief pur­
poses, and it only remains for par­
liament to give its sanction to this 
recommendation to put it into effect.

The House resumes its sittings in 
January, and the committee will 
urge the early consideration of their 
report.

Canadian Press Cable.
London, Dec. 15.—The bill to lift 

the embargo on Canadian cattle has 
been read a third time in the House 
of Lords and has received the royal 
assent.

London, Dec. 15.—The Franco-Cana- 
dian commercial treaty was signed in 
Paris today.

While the exact nature of the agree­
ment is not yet ascertainable, and 
probably will be kept dark until the 
agreement is laid before the French and 
British parliaments, the Morning Post’s 
Paris correspondent gives what purports 
to be a broad outline of it.

He says that so far the regulations 
as to commercial travelers’ samples, 
company laws and the treatment of 
the respective nationals are concerned, 
the most favored nation treatment will 
be followed.

The work of the negotiators of the 
new commercial treaty between Canada 
and France—the Canadian negotiators 
being Hon. W. S. Fielding, minister of 
finance of the Dominion, and Hon. 
Ernest Lapointe, minister of marine and 
fisheries—has been rendered difficult 
owing to complicated customs rules in 
Canada.

The new agreement includes an ap­
pended list setting forth special condi­
tions under which French products will 
be admitted Into Canada. A large 
number of French products will have 
the benefit of an intermediary tariff, 
which in many cases will give them a 
reduction on import duties of from 10 
to 15 per cent.

France will be afforded a better 
outlet for her wines, automobiles, 
laces, feathers and other de luxe mer­
chandise.

Canadian exports to France will be 
admitted on a notably better basis 
than that formerly prevailing. One 
hundred and twenty-eight articles 
are accorded the French min­
imum tariff, 326 are given the inter­
mediate tariff. These intermediate 
tariff articles are allowed to enter 
France on the same basis as exports 
from the U. S. under the Franco- 
American commercial agreement 
1921.

In return for this, a large number of 
Canadian products are to be given the 
benefit of the French minimum tariff on 
Canadian imports into the French West 
Indian Islands. Canada will also benefit 
considerably as well by the export of 
foodstuffs consigned to French colonies 
which are too distant from France to 
be revictualed by that country.

What the Canadian negotiators have 
principally striven for has been to 
secure for the products of the Dominion 
exported to France equally favorable 
treatment with that accorded to 
products from the United States, and 
It is understood they have been suc­
cessful in this.

The passing of the bill by the Brit­
ish parliament to lift the Canadian 
cattle embargo removes a grievance of 
long standing on the part of Canadian 
cattle shippers. The embargo had 
been in force for about 30 years. It 
was instituted under the diseases of 
animals act by the British Parliament 
to keep out store cattle from the Do­
minion when there was fear of dis­
eased animals from Canada entering 
Great Britain.

Several Turkish 
delegates are here with their wives, 
who are fashionably gowned in the 
latest Parisian modes, and are the 
centre of interest at the afternoon 
teas in the Lausanne hotels.

A foreigner who engages a Turk 
in conversation will learn sooner or 
later in the course of their chat that 
Turkey first of all wants complete 
sovereignty over the Ottoman terri- 
tory, and that secondly she seeks 
western culture. In short, Turkey 
desires to become a real member of 
the comity of nations. If she joins 
the league, which step Ismet Pasha 
said yesterday she would seek to 
take if peace was signed here, Tur- 
key can walk into Europe by the 
front door and make herself at home.

Government Offers Prizes For 
Good Homes—Middlemen 

Attacked.

British Conservative Mem­

Gothenburg, Sweden. Dec. 15. — 
Sweden is making a determined ef­
fort to stimulate the deep sea fishing 
industry of the west coast, and at 
the same time to increase the na­
tional consumption of fish throughout 
the country. The state and local au­
thorities are helping and encouraging 
fishermen in the purchasing of new 
boats and fishing tackle, and they are 
constructing up-to-date fishing 
ports.

The government fisheries board 
is extending its research work on 
the habits of the fish and the where- 
campaign to stimulate the public 
demand for fish as a more important 
part of the daily fare has been in­
augurated, and certain newspapers 
are calling attention to the exploita­
tion of fishermen by the middlemen.

An interesting feature of this drive 
is the revival by the government of 
a custom nearly 100 years old, of 
granting prizes to the mackerel fish­
ermen of the west coast for the best 
mackerel caught, sorted and packed 
for export.

Swedish fishermen take pride in

Toronto, Dec. 15.—The temperance 
question as a party issue holds no 
interest for the Ontario Liberals, ac­
cording to a pronouncement which 
members sent yesterday from a cau­
cus at the Parliament Buildings to 
the Moderation League. The Liberals 
had been asked by the moderationists 
to state their views on the matter.

The answer which the Liberals 
drafted stated that so far as they 
were concerned, the temperance ques­
tion was outside the realm of party 
politics and existed only as an iso­
lated question to be settled by refer­
endum. The law in the matter ex­
isted at least nominally as the will 
of the people, and any government 
would have to undertake Its enforce­
ment until the people had expressed 
an opinion against it and had ex­
punged it from the statute books. It 
could not, therefore, the letter con­
cluded, enter as a plank in any party 
platform.

Another question which the caucus 
debated at length was that of propor­
tional representation. No definite 
opinion could be formulated by the 
informal conference, so that the mat­
ter was placed in the hands of a com­
mittee which was instructed to ren­
der a report in the near future.

DAUGHERTY CASE PAPERS

CODFISH EXPORTS TO CUBA.
The danger of the return of the 

Cuban codfish market to Norwegian 
firms, through the failure of Cana­
dian fishermen to meet Cuban re­
quirements, is pointed out in a re­
cent report. Writing from Havana, 
Canadian Trade Commissioner G. R. 
Stevens states that latest available

Juvenile, 
junior and intermediate or senior as 
they elect to rate the latter, will be the 
three series run for a start.

It offers 
the ordinary chances to any teams and 
a good deal more competition to basket- 
ball players generally. Those who favor 
the idea will even concede the associa­
tion may not be anything this year but 
"city league" in a disguise They do 
maintain, however, that It has bigger 
ambitions than the old city leagues used 
to have, and that a start has to be made 
somewhere.
IThe juvenile age limit will be under 
113; the junior under 20 years.

Motion To Increase Roster To 
50 Is Lost—Optioned 

Players Increase.
©

New York, Dec. 14.—Major league 
baseball magnates in joint session to­
day jammed the brakes on late season 
sales and deals and thus checked at 
least for a time, the outcry against the 
“buying of pennants." This was ac­
complished by the. passing of a rule 
which prevents the transferring of 
players from one club to another in 
the major leagues without waiver 
process after June 15. Heretofore such 
deals were possible up to Aug. 1. Under 
the new regulation the manager of a 
team which by June 15 is not a strong 
pennant contender cannot increase the 
playing strength of his club except by 
purchase of players from the minor 
leagues.

To offset this rule the clubs next sea­
son will be permitted to carry a roster 
of forty players up to June 15, in place 
of May 15, and the additional month 
will enable them to experiment and 
ascertain the value of younger players 
who heretofore have been shunted back 
to the minors unless they flashed ster­
ling form during the pennant race.

An effort to increase the maximum 
number of players permitted any one 
club previous to June 15 from 40 to. 50 
was lost after the National League had 
voted in favor of It and the American 
League against it, when Commissioner 
Landis voted in the negative. How­
ever. major league clubs hereafter will 
be permitted to have fifteen players 
out under optional agreement in place 
of eight, but the proposal to permit a 
player being held under option for three 
years in place of two was defeated.

Most Outstanding.
These were the outstanding changes 

in the code governing the regulation of 
the National and American Leagues 
from the standpoint of the fan. In that 
they aftect the distribution of playing 
strength once the pennant races are 
straightened out and the real battle 
for the flags begun.

There was no discussion of the sug­
gested return to nine games in place 
of the present seven in the world’s 
series, and no agreement was reached 
between the two leagues to open upon 
the same day next season. As the situ­
ation stands at present, the National 
League is down to begin the 1923 play 
on Tuesday, April 17, and the American 
League on Wednesday, April 18.

It was decided that the draft rules 
should be amended to permit the draft­
ing season to commence the first day 
of the world's series each year, and 
that the draft meeting shall be held in 
the city where the first world series 
game is played. The waiver rules were 
changed to provide that a club asking 
waivers on a player and then with­
drawing such waiver request must do 
so within 48 hours after notice of 
claim, or forfeit right to such player.

It was also decided that the major 
and minor league meetings for next 
year should be held in Chicago the 
second week in December.

The so-called barnstorming situation, 
which resulted in the suspension of 
"Babe" Ruth and other players early 
last season, was remedied by the adop­
tion of a rule that no player shall par­
ticipate in exhibition games after Oct. 
31.

The compension to umpires in the 
world series was changed from a per­
centage of the players’ share to a flat 
sum of $2.000 each per series.

A proposal that the draft price be 
increased from $4,000 to $5,000 was de­
feated, but it was decided that here­
after a club securing a player by draft 
should immediately and in full pay 
the draft price, instead of the 50 per 
cent now stipulated.

Players returned to minor leagues by 
the majors, regardless of whether such 
leagues are within the draft or non- 
draft class, shall be subject to draft.

New York, Dec. 14.—Efforts of the 

American League to make a home run 
a home run hardly will interfere with 
the operations of Babe Ruth if the swat 
king has any operating left in him.

The club owners of Ben Johnson's 
circuit, in acting against the fluke 
home run. took cognizance of the in­
creasing apathy of the fans toward the 
theft of Ruth’s stuff by the ordinary 
hitters. In joint session with the Na­
tional League today, the American 
League magnates will propose that a 
home run must be a drive of three 
hundred feet and that pop files into 
right field stands in many places around 
the circuit be held down to doubles 
and triples.

It was brought out in the discussion| 
that the moguls were not trying to im­
pose a handicap on Ruth and that they 
were not meaning to make light of his 
ability. It was pointed out that few 
of the swat king’s drives were less than 
300 feet and that he would get just as 
many under the new rules if he has not 
lost himself.

While the American League had de­
cided that promiscuous home run hit­
ting should be stopped, the opinion Is 
by no means general among baseball’s 
high minds. Commissioner Landis said 
in Louisville that the fans like slugging 
and that he was not In favor of doing 
anything to stop long-distance clouting. 
National League hardly will approve of 
any decision to slow the home run hit­
ting. In addition to comment upon 
slugging under false pretences, the 
American League magnates discussed 
such vitally important things as the 
necessity for the use of clean uniforms 
on the road and the danger of allowing 
liquids to be sold in bottles during the 
season. It will be remembered that 
Whitey Witt, Yankee outfielder, hit 
himself with a bottle In St. Louis last 
fall and was nearly ruined.,

This incident was not discussed, how­
ever.

UNIQUE PLAN PROPOSED
TO BUILD UP COMMERCE

Chicago, Dec. 15.—Printing of foreign 
gold standard currency as a means of 
building up foreign commerce was pro­
posed by George R. Meyercord, presi­
dent of the American manufacturers 
Foreign Credit Underwriters, at the an­
nual meeting of the Illinois Manufac­
turers' Association here yesterday.

Mr. Meyercord said the plan was ap­
plicable to ail foreign countries with a 
gold standard and with depreciated 
currencies.

"The plan contemplates that the 
United States actually print foreign gold 
currency to build up the commerce be­
tween our country and European 
nations," he said. "Prominent bankers 
say the plan is feasible.

"The plan could be adopted by the 
United States with each one of these 
countries Independently, and would not 
require the consent of the allied 
powers."

Formation of a London and District

They do 
maintain, however, that it has bigger 
ambitions than the old city leagues used 
to have, and that a start has to be made 
somewhere.
.The juvenile age limit will be under 
18; the junior under 20 years.

Motion To Increase Roster To
50 Is Lost—Optioned 

Players Increase. Uray€

New York, Dec. 14.—Major league 
baseball magnates in joint session to­
day jammed the brakes on late season 
sales and deals and thus checked at 
least for a time, the outcry against the 
"buying of pennants." This was ac­
complished by the. passing of a rule 
which prevents the transferring of 
players from one club to another in 
the major leagues without waiver 
process after June 15. Heretofore such 
deals were possible up to Aug. 1. Under 
the new regulation the manager of a 
team which by June 15 is not a strong 
pennant contender cannot increase the 
playing strength of his club except by 
purchase of players from the minor 
leagues.

To offset this rule the clubs next sea­
son will be permitted to carry a roster 
of forty players up to June 15, in place 
of May 15, and the additional month 
will enable them to experiment and 
ascertain the value of younger players 
who heretofore have been shunted back 
to the minors unless they flashed ster­
ling form during the pennant race.

An effort to increase the maximum 
number of players permitted any one 
club previous to June 15 from 40 to 50 
was lost after the National League had 
voted In favor of it and the American 
League against It, when Commissioner 
Landis voted in the negative. How­
ever major league clubs hereafter will 
be permitted to have fifteen players 
out under optional agreement in place 
of eight, but the proposal to permit a 
player being held under option for three 
years in place of two was defeated.

Most Outstanding.
These were the outstanding changes 

in the code governing the regulation of 
the National and American Leagues 
from the standpoint of the fan, in that 
they affect the distribution of playing 
strength once the pennant races are 
straightened out and the real battle 
for the flags begun.

There was no discussion of the sug­
gested return to nine games in place 
of the present seven in the world’s 
series, and no agreement was reached 
between the two leagues to open upon 
the same day next season. As the situ­
ation stands at present, the National 
League is down to begin the 1923 play 
on Tuesday, April 17, and the American 
League on Wednesday, April 18.

It was decided that the draft rules 
should be amended to permit the draft­
ing season to commence the first day 
of the world’s series each year, and 
that the draft meeting shall be held in 
the city where the first world series 
game is played. The waiver rules were 
changed to provide that a club asking 
waivers on a player and then with­
drawing such waiver request must do 
so within 48 hours after notice of 
claim, or forfeit right to such player.

It was also decided that the major 
and minor league meetings for next 
year should be held in Chicago the 
second week In December.

The so-called barnstorming situation, 
which resulted in the suspension of 
"Babe" Ruth and other players early 
last season, was remedied by the adop­
tion of a rule that no player shall par­
ticipate in exhibition games after Oct. 
31. '

The compension to umpires in the 
world series was changed from a per­
centage of the players' share to a flat 
sum of $2.000 each per series.

A proposal that the draft price be 
increased from $4.000 to $5,000 was de­
feated, but it was decided that here­
after a club securing a player by draft 
should immediately and in full pay 
the draft price, instead of the 50 per 
cent now stipulated.

Players returned to minor leagues by 
the majors, regardless of whether such 
leagues are within the draft or non- 
draft class, shall be subject to draft.

The club owners of Ben Johnson’s 
circuit, in acting against the fluke 
home run. took cognizance of the in- 
creasing apathy of the fans toward the . 
theft of Ruth’s stuff by the ordinary i 
hitters. In joint session with the Na-i 
tional League today, the American 
League magnates will propose that a 
home run must be a drive of three 
hundred feet and that pop files into 
right field stands in many places around 
the circuit be held down to doubles 
and triples.

It was brought out In the discussion1 
that the moguls were not trying to Im­
pose a handicap on Ruth and that they| 
were not meaning to make light of his 
ability. It was pointed out that few 
of the swat king’s drives were less than 
300 feet and that he would get just as 
many under the new rules if he has not 
lost himself.

While the American League had de­
cided that promiscuous home run hit­
ting should be stopped, the opinion is 
by no means general among baseball’s 
high minds. Commissioner Landis said 
in Louisville that the fans like slugging 
and that he was not in favor of doing 
anything to stop long-distance clouting. 
National League hardly will approve of - 
any decision to slow the home run hit­
ting. In addition to comment upon 
slugging under false pretences, the 
American League magnates discussed 
such vitally Important things as the 
necessity for the use of clean uniforms 
on the road and the danger of allowing 
liquids to be sold in bottles during the 
season. It will be remembered that 
Whitey Witt, Yankee outfielder, hit 
himself with a bottle in St. Louis last 
fall and was nearly ruined.

Famous Orlov Diamond, 
Stolen From Temple, Brings 

Woe to Varions Owners.

Military in Great Disfavor in 
Newest Swing of Popular 

Opinion.

It is an admitted fact that certain 
world-famous gems have brought to 
their possessors failure, disaster and 
death, and one of the most famous of 
such gems is the great Orlov dia- 
bond.

The Orlov diamond adorned the 
imperial sceptre ot Russia. It was 
stripped from the regalia by Lenine 
and now lies in Moscow, the ancient 
capital of Bolshevik Russia.

In its rough state it was originally 
the eye of an idol in a temple at 
Trichinopoli, in India. It was stolen 
from the temple by a Frenchman, 
who was an escaped convict. He 
fled with it to the Indian border, 
and lay there awaiting a chance to 
get into Persia. Time after time he 
was on the point of being captured, 
but after many privations he man­
aged at last to enter Persia with his 
prize, and at length—at Basrah—a 
Jew named Stein offered the ex- 
convict $5,000 for the stone, and be­
came its owner.

The first thing the Frenchman did 
was to leave the country and return 
home. Stein, however, held on to the 
diamond, believing he could sell it in 
the bazaars or perhaps to one of the 
Persian princes. While he was 
negotiating tor Its sale ho was scared 
by the discovery that the news of the 
theft had been sent through from 
India to the shah, and that the Per­
sian authorities were issuing a re­
ward for the capture of the thief.

Stein broke off the negotiations he 
had begun and in terror of the law 
—which then demanded the head of 
anyone found with stolen property—■ 
sold it secretly to an Armenian mer­
chant named Shafras, reputed to be 
one of the wealthiest diamond 
brokers in Persia.

For many months Shafras re­
mained quiet about his diamond. 
Finally he sold his business and 
started out on his long journey dis­
guised as a merchant.

Shafras cut a deep wound in his 
left calf and there embedded the 
stone, afterward sewing up the cut 
with silver thread. He pretended 
that he had been wounded by falling 
on a sword, and he rested in an inn 
until the wound was so far healed 
that the thread could not be drawn 
out.

.. Ho was unaware that by this time 
the diamond’s movements had been 
fairly accurately traced. The Jew 
Stein had been questioned under 
torture by the authorities, and he 
had told them not only how ho had 
obtaine 1 the diamond, but also where 
he had sold ft—namely, to an 
Armenian merchant whose name he 
did not know.

Shafras, of course, was ignorant of 
this incident, and when he reached 
the frontier and was questioned as to 
who he was and whither he was 
bound, he boldly replied that he was 
an Armenian merchant, and that he| 
was bound for Russia to meet rela­
tions.

The suspicions of the authorities 
were aroused. They arrested Shaf-

Tokio, Dec. 15.—The popular swing 
in Japan against militarism® is going 
to the extreme, so much so that the 
army is put on the defensive. The 
minister of war has had to issue a 
general order to all army officers 
exhorting them to so regulate their 
conduct that there can be no com­
plaint on the part of the civilian 
public over swaggering sabre car­
riers or swanking uniform wearers.

Gen. Yamashina also urges these 
officers to conduct a sort of a mild 
propaganda with the public, to lessen 
the many criticisms leveled against 
those who bear arms.

Is Great Comedown.
This is a decided reversal of what 

was the case a very few years ago 
when the Japanese army officer not 
only regarded himself as infinitely 
better than any civilian, but had 
that honor conceded by the average 
civilian. Today many of those young 
men who have chosen the army as 
their profession are finding it diffi­
cult to win wives, the girls, aided 
and abetted by their mothers, spurn­
ing the uniform. The fact that the 
average officer is not well paid may 
have something to do with this, how­
ever.

Another feature of the anti-mili­
taristic. spirit being fostered through­
out the land Is the fact that objec­
tions are being voiced to some of the 
more prominent and famous monu­
ments commemorating Japanese vic­
tories on land and sea, with requests 
that these tributes to militarism be 
removed or made less conspicuous.

One famous monument in Tokio, 
created to honor a hero of the Russo- 
Japanese war, is soon to be removed 
to make way for a street car track, 
while a few years ago the track 
builders would have very humbly 
built around the statue, saluting it 
as they did so.

Criticize Ear Tomb.
This was Japan’s second invasion 

of Korea, and practically the only 
serious setback the arms of Japan 
have ever received, the Japanese 
navy having been twice defeated and 
wiped out by the Korean navy, when 
the latter produced a turtle-shaped 
ironclad, the first ever afloat, and 
did to the Japanese ships what the 
Merrimac first did to the wooden 
frigates of the north in the American 
civil war, and what the little Monitor 
very quickly afterwards did to the 
Merrimac. However, when the Jap­
anese came home they brought a few 
tons of human ears, cropped from 
Korean battle corpses, and these 
were triumphantly buried at Kyoto.
