POSSIBLY A “HOLD UP"

Nothing that has taken place (in 
the Legislature is more remarkable 
than the antics of Mr. «Pettypiece, 
the member for East Lambton, ‘on 
the subject of the taxation of rail­
ways, comments the Mail-Empire. 
Some years ago Mr. Pettypiece be- 
gan to pose as the friend and cham- 
pion of the farmer. He said he had 
found that the railway companies 
were not contributing with sufficient 
generosity to the municipal revenues, 
and that the private taxpayers were 

, contributing too much. This in- 
justice disturbed his peace of mind, 
and he undertook to remedy ét. With 
that end in view he introduced a 
bill adding to the municipal levies 
upon the various steam roads.

After the bill had received con­
sideration in the House—and was duly 
withdrawn—Mr. Pettypiece took to 
the platform and expatiated upon the 
enormity of light taxes for corpora­
tions and of heavy taxes for indi­
viduals. He declared himself an un­
relenting Reformer. His heart beat 
warmly for the people, and his desire 
to get after the companies in their 
behalf new no limit. The earnest- 
ness with which Mr. Pettypiece pur­
sued the companies was a subject 

. of universal comment. He went after 
them in a style far more vigorous 
than that employed by him when he 
attacked Mr. Dryde n and his Dakota 
ranch, and in language more severe 
than that used by h.m—and subse­
quently retracted—when he char­
acterized Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s Grand 
Trunk Pacific scheme as insane (and 
fraudulent. Everybody was entitled 
to suppose that the member for East 
Lambton would stand by his reform 
to the bitter end. But far from do­
ing so, he has been engineering to 
have the thing killed, and on Tuesday 
he actually voted against his own 
bill in order to make sure that it 
would not become law! The Weekly 
Sun has been pinning its faith to 
Mr Pettypiece on this subject. It 
regarded him. as a really sincere man. 
But its last issue indicates that it 
has lost confidence in him, and it 
gives the reasons why. First, he in­
troduced his bill this session and then 
failed to press it as he should have 
done. Secondly, he voted against the 
motion last Wednesday to have the 
bill threshed out on the floor of the 
House. Thirdly, he had the bill sent 
to a committee, failed to secure a 
quorum of the committee, and even 
absented himself from certain meet­
ings. Fourthly, when he was present 
at a meeting he refused to support 
Mr. Clark’s motion, demanding im­
mediate action on the .bill, and agreed 
to a proposition making for the de­
feat of the measure. This catalogue 
of eccentricities is, however, not com- 
plete. The crowning act is not given. 
That act was the recording of Mr. 
Pettypiece’s vote against his own 
proposition, and the declaration in 
favor of a commission to repeat the 
enquiry which the Assessment Com­
mission made months ago, and which 
th© Legislature Committee was also 
authorized to undertake.

Why is it that this member of the 
Assembly campaigns fiercely during 
the recess in favor of his scheme and 
then devotes all hi® energies in the 
Legislature to defeating it, and even 
votes that it is wrong ? Possibly, in­
curable insincerity, or a desire to hum- 
bug his constituents, 'is the explana- 
tion of the phenomenon, so far as he 
is concerned. Again it may be that 
he is sincere enough, but that the cor­
rupt Government is using his proposi­
tion as a “hold-up” or club with 
which to beat campaign support out 
of railway companies. Whatever may 
be the fact, the petition of Mr. Petty- 
piece is unprecedented for its infidel­
ity, and no doubt his constituents will 
so inform him.

Theory as to Sinking of Petro­

pavlovsk—Emperor Fled.

Persistent rumors are circulating that 
Grand Duke Cyril is dead, but the cor­
respondent of the Associated Press 
cannot secure any confirmation. On 
the contrary, Lieut.-Gen. Prince Gal- 
litzin, master of the Grand Duke 
Vladimir’s household, is the Associ- 
atedated Press’ authority for the 
statement that the telegram received 
this morning reported the condition of 
the Grand Duke Cyril as being better.

The naval staff has no information 
confirming last night’s rumor that 
the Japanese have succeeded in block­
ing the entrance of the harbor of Port 
Arthur.

The wife of Capt. Jakovleff, com- 
mander of the Russian battleship Pe- 
tropavlovsk, who was on the bridge 
with the Grand Duke at the time of 
the catastrophe, has received a tele- 
gram from Rear-Admiral Grigoro- 
vitch, commandant at Port Arthur, 
saying that her husband is wounded 
in the head and that several of his 
ribs are broken. He was unconscious 
until yesterday, but is improving.

The admiralty, authorizes the As­
sociated Press to deny Vice-Admiral 
Togo’s claim that the Japanese sank 
the Petropavlovsk in a fight off Port 
Arthur. The officials declare posi­
tively that there was no naval en­
gagement, excepting the torpedo boat 
destroyer fight, either preceding or 
following the loss of the flagship.

Russia has formally acceded to 
Japan’s request, made through the 
United States, to allow 600 Japanese 
refugees and the Japanese consular 
staff of the island of Sakhalin to 
return to Japan. They will be taken 
off in a neutral ship which be ar­
ranged for by the Washington author, 
tiles.'

Gold and diamonds; . pearls and 
precious stones. Easy to conceal; 
readily converted into cash. Will ho 
become a thief for their sake, revel 
for a brief time in unwanted afflu­
ence, and ever afterwards hate him- 
self for his folly, or will he win re­
spect, confidence, and an enviable 
reputation by adhering to the prin­
ciples of strict integrity?

This is the question to which 
young Harold Webster, the Ellis 
jewelry pilferer, gave the wrong an­
swer, says The Toronto Mail and 
Empire. His case is typical of many. 
In all lives the choice must sooner 
or later be made. The bait is not 
always the same, but the hook is 
ever there. It is worth while con­
sidering, from a purely business 
standpoint, what it costs to be 
caught by the snare, and what it 
means to avoid it.

Debt and Credit Account.

There is no greater fallacy than to 
suppose that anything in this world 
can be obtained for nothing. If it is 
earned one gives his labor. If it is 
bestowed as a gift one assumes an 
obligation which he will be bound 
to discharge. If it is stolen, be it of 
great value or small, the highest 
possible price of all is paid. The 
thief gives his character in exchange 
for his booty. That character may 
not be worth much in the later 
stages, but at the outset it is a 
priceless possession, the very best 
that any man has to give—better, 
indeed, than life itself. Let us, 
therefore, place on one side of the 
account a man’s character, his fu­
ture, his entire life’s earnings, and, 
on the other side of the account, 
whatever the circumstances of the 
moment may place within his power. 
This, no doubt, is lowest in the 
plane on which the subject may be 
discussed, but it does not prevent 
one from rising to higher considera­
tions. It enables one to declare with 
unqualified certainty that ill-gotten 
gains demand a sacrifice representing 
in hard cash ten times, a hundred 
times, nay, a thousand times, their 
apparent value.

Value of a Character.
What shall a man ask in exchange 

for his character—the one asset that 
is greater than all other assets? In 
every walk of life the man who is 
sought after is the honest man. To 

I him all things are possible. Not only 
in banks, but in every branch of the 
manifold activities of business and 
of daily life, the strictly honest man 
is indispensable. He may have many 
good points, but unimpeachable in­
tegrity is his great qualification. 
Confidence is the corner-stone of 
business. Reputation is the super- 
structure, and it can be raised only 
on a well grounded foundation.

Slavery as lis % erst.

But the worst of all fates is the 
slavery of the dishonest. One false 
step may have been taken, and re­
gretted so soon as taken. How often 
does it happen, however, that in tak­
ing that step a young man places 
himself within the power of another 
who is older in crime and has less 
scruples? Then exposure is threaten­
ed unless there are other betrayals 
of trust. Thus in the end the unwary 
become the slaves of those who are 
lying in wait to goad them to dis- 
honesty and profit by their folly. In 
all such cases, and they are numer­
ous, the bulk of the profit, if indeed 
it can be called profit, goes to the 
more crafty and experienced partner 
in the venture. The middleman es- 
tablishes a supremacy over the oper­
ator, and reduces him to a condi­
tion of abject, trembling slavery, 
forcing him by increasing demands 
nearer and nearer the brink beyond 
which are ruin and desolation.

Value of self-Respeet.
Whether the wrong is immediately 

detected or not, the greatest penalty 
paid for the crime is the loss of self- 
respect. A man may be misjudged 
by his fellows, he may pass as genu­
ins coin when he is really counter­
feit, but in his own unerring con­
sciousness he is known as he really 
is. What is to be compared in mere 
dollars, or their equivalent, to the 
ability to look the world unflinch­
ingly in the face and to fear none? 
The folly of the thief who hopes to 
escape detection is past understand­
ing. He is his own detective, his 
own judge and his own jailer. Be he 
ever so bold, there are nameless ter­
rors for him on every street corner. 
Every eye penetrates into his secret. 
Every footstep alarms him.

Honesty as a Pelley.
Better reasons for unvarying integ- 

rity ‘might be advanced. There /is 
the eternal command, and also the 
altruistic aspect of the question. 
But the point that is emphasized by 
daily experience, repeated over and 
over again, is that a life that is 
not steadied and guided by an hon­
est purpose is doomed to become a 
worthless wreck, and that character 
is the pure gold coin of business 
life, that nothing can compensate for 
the sacrifice of reputation, freedom 
and self-respect. This means, of 
course, as the old proverb has it, 
that honesty is the best policy. It 
were better that men were honest 
for honesty’s sake, but whether that 
suffices or not, it is always well to 
remember that honesty is the watch- 
word of business success.

Why Young Men Fall
Young men fall because they fail 

to weigh in the balance the ulti­
mate cost of the first wrong step. 
They fall because they mistake the 
real source of happiness in life, and 
strive to acquire that which is not 
so precious as good reputation, with 
its accompanying pleasures—peace of 
mind and the confidence of their 
fellow-men. Money is not wealth. 
The greatest assets are a clear con­
science and a good character. These 
conceded, all that a man can rea­
sonably desire, certainly more than 
can be dishonestly acquired, is sure 
to follow. The prohibition of covet­
ousness is not a meaningless law. 
He who is content with what he has 
or what he honestly earns is avoid- 
ing a great temptation, and is pre­
paring for riches which no man can 
dispute, and which he can enjoy as 
long as life lasts.

OLD CLERKENWELL’S INTERESTING 
VESTIGES OF OLDEN TIME.

Ite Theatrical Representations Founded 
Upon Scriptural Subjects— As Haglish 

salem Established There as Early ae 
1100—Hed Lien Street to Be Rebuilt- 
Spirit ef Fanny Kemp.

Few parishes possess more inter­
esting vestiges of olden time than 
Clerkenwell. It derived its name 
from a spring en the western side 
of the green called Clerk’s Well, en 
being the antique form of the plur­
al. Thither went the London parish 
clerks, who annually used to exhibit 
theatrical representations founded on 
Scriptural subjects.

Yet probably long before parish 
clerks acted en their wooden stage 
outside Clerkenwell green events had 
taken place in the district giving it 
unique interest in ecclesiastical and 
political history. The circumstance 
leading to such importance was the
settlement in the locality of the

tiges of it remaining in wonderful 

' preservation. They chiefly consist of 
: the walls of the present church of 
'St. John and its noble crypt, and 

St. John’s gate. Canadian visitors 
desirous of full information ab At 
these historic monuments should 
consult the illustrated guide of 
"‘The Remains of the Ancient Priory 
and the present parish church of St. 
John at Clerkenwell,” by the Rev. 
T. W. Wood, rector, and Mr. H. W. 
Fincham, one of his churchwardens.

St. John's gate is one of the pic­
turesque landmarks of old London. 
The south postern of the Priory, it 
was erected in 1504 by Prior Doc- 
wra, replacing an earlier gate. After 
secularization the edifice passed 
through many vicissitudes. In the

A cen­
tury later it became a tavern, the 
chamber above the archway being 
the resort of various literary aad 
musical societies.

The most noteworthy point la the 
modern history of the Clerkenwell 
gate was its purchase in 1870 by 
the late Sir Edmund Lechmere. By 
his interest and sympathy, and that 
of co-workers, the postern of the an­
cient Priory was again made the 
home of the Order of St. John of 
Jerusalem in England. Their prede- 
lessors were originally sent forth 
for the object of ministering to the 
needs of sick and weary pilgrims vis­
iting the Holy Sepulchre. Even when 
the ancient Knights of St. John 
grew into a powerful military body, 
becoming famous for their prowess 
as crusaders, works of love and 
mercy werq never overlooked. The 
sick and wounded, whether foes or 
friends, were diligently and affec­
tionately tended. In this spirit of 
humanity their successors in the 
resuscitated order earnestly labor. 
They have established an ophthalmic 
hospital at Jerusalem; maintain a 
system of supplying nourishing diets 
to hospital convalescents; and send 
out nurses to tend the sick poor in 
their homes. But the most notable 
work in connection with the order 
is that carried through by its ambu­
lance brigade. Its service in the 
highways on great public functions 
has often been the subject of com­
mendation. More than two thousand 
ambulance volunteers went out dur­
ing the South African war. Sixty-six 
never returned. There is a memorial 
to them to St. John's Church.

the County Council. One of the most in­

teresting thoroughfares, Red Lion 
street, in which St. John’s rectory 
is situated, will probably be rebuilt. 
The street was erected in the early
part of the eighteenth century by 
Simon Michell, a barrister and mer- 
chant, who built the houses for rich 
city people. Later they were tenant­
ed by the prosperous watch manu­
facturers. Michell was an important 
person in the district. He bought the 
building, now St. John’s parish 
church, restored it (it had been used 
by Presbyterians), and sold it to the 
Commissioners appointed under an 
act of Queen Anne for building fifty 
new churches in the metropolis. 
Michell also sold them one of his 
Red Lion street houses, which be­
came the rectory. There the child 
put forward as a medium of the spir­
it of Fanny Kemp, alias ‘Scratch- 
ing Fanny,” of Cock lane. Smith- 
field, was watched. The story excited 
great curiosity, even that of .Dr. 
Johnson. The ‘‘Cock lane Ghost” 
was a miserable imposition.

A curious link with old Clerken­
well is the memorial of Gilbert Bur­
net to St. James’, removed from the 
old church. Outside the modern 
building (consecrated in 1792) is the 
spout of the pump which supplanted 
the famous well in Ray street.
