Reverses Blenheim Magistrate’s De- 
eision and Sustains Appeal, Crown

Attorney and Mr. Richards do 
Battle. Do YouG. T. R. and P. M. Railways to be 

Made to Remedy Hog pen and Head 
St. Spur Nuisances.

Chatham cannot afford, at the 
present time, to appoint an officer 
to attend exclusively to the city’s 
health. At least the Council last 
night decided, by a close vote, that 
this was the case.

A by-law was presented for the 
Council’s consideration, the gist of 
which was that Dr. Hall should be 
appointed Medical Health Officer and 
inspector of plumbing at a salary of 
$1,200 per annum, his duties com- 
prising the visiting of all cases of 
contagious disease, weekly inspection 
of schools, periodical inspection of 
slaughter houses and dairies, the in- 
spection of all plumbing and, gen- 
erally, devote his time to the pre- 
servation of the city’s health. The 
by-law provided that the doctor 
would relinquish his private practice, 
except consultation with other doc- 
tors and might increase his salary 
by acting in a similar capacity for 
the surrounding townships.

Ald. Westman voiced the senti- 
ments of those who opposed the by- 
law. He stated that the qualifica- 
tions of Dr. Hall were not in ques- 
tion. The difficulty was that ex- 
penditures were increasing enorm- 
ously and, in succeeding years they 
would not be fortunate enough to 
to receive another contribution from 
a railway or any other source to 
decrease the rate, as had been the 
case this year. Moreover, the pres- 
ent system was quite satisfactory and 
the proposed duties of the new of- 
ficer were covered in part by the 
present sanitary inspector. The 
Mayor and Ald. Marshall, Edmondson 
and King were ‘also of the same 
opinion.

Ald. Austin was strongly in favor 
of the by-law. He thought if econo- 
my was necessary it should be prac- 
ticed in other departments. Precau- 
tions taken to guard the health of 
the city would tend to the city’s 
prosperity as much as pavements- 
a reputation for health was neces- 
sary. The Rouse case, he pointed 
out, was an example showing the 
necessity for such an officer to visit 
all cases of contagion. Furthermore 
he believed Dr. Hall would not per- 
form the present partial duties with- 
out an increase in salary of $300. 
Ald. O’Keefe, Dunn and Ainsworth 
supported Mr. Austin.

The Mayor—A person would think 
we were absolutely without any pro- 
tection. The present system pro- 
vides very good protection.

The by-law failed to pass, there 
being one of a majority against it.

During the course of the evening 
Ald. Westman called the Council’s 
attention to the heavy expenditures 
of the Board of Health and thought 
this department was carelessly run. 
The present system of treating con- 
tagious diseases at an isolation hos- 
pital he thought unnecessarily expen- 
sive. He advocated that a commit-, 
tee be appointed to see what ar- 
rangements can be made to treat 
them more satisfactorily and at less 
cost to the city. A committee, con- 
sisting of Ald, Westman, O’Keefe and 
Austin was appointed to look into

Following a strenuous forensic 
struggle, between Crown Attorney 
H. D. Smith for the prosecution and 
Barrister W. G. Richards for the de- 
fence, in which bulky legal lore and 
burning words of eloquent advocacy 
provided the broadsides, his honor 
Judge Dowlin this morning sustained 
the appeal of Wm. J. O’Brien, of 
Blenheim, and quashed the conviction 
of Magistrate Greenwood, of that 
town, that intoxicating liquor had 
been sold to a minor over O’Brien’s 
bar on the 24th of May last.
His honor held that on all points I 

of law the prosecution had succeeded, 
but found upon the merits that there 
was much room for argument. He 
stated that there were many extenu- 
ating circumstances, even if the of- 
offence were proven, and recommend- 
ed the authorities in Blenheim to be 
more careful before undertaking a 
cose of this kind. The judge was I 
sorry to say ne had little, faith in 
some of the evidence given. The de- 
cision must rest on the question as 
to whether the young man by being 
supplied with unintoxicating liquor 
had furnished a violation of the act 
or otherwise. If the fact of his being 
supplied with "soft" drink was suf- 
ficient, then His Honor purposed sus- 
taining the conviction and reducing 
the fine; if, on the other hand, the 
statute were not to be so construed, 
he would sustain the appeal and 
quash the conviction.

Both Crown Attorney Smith and 
Mr. Richards made earnest and able 
arguments and cited many cases in 
point, and the debate became quite 
warm. The judge, however, held un- 
der decisions of Judge Snyder, of 
Hamilton, and Patterson J., and Osler 

J., that the offence was restricted to 
the sale of intoxicants. He found on 
the facts as in evidence that the 
young man had not been furnished 
with intoxicants and accordingly al- 
lowed the appeal without costs. The 
conviction of the magistrate was ac- 
cordingly set aside and O’Brien main- 
tains his clear record.

NEWEST IN MODES.DISEASES. CANADIAN PIONEERS.

Reminiscences of Mr. Robert Clarke en
Hie Diamond Wedding Day.

Mr. and Mrs. Robert Clarke, of To­
ronto, have been receiving the con- 
gratulations of numerous friends upon 
the celebration of the sixtieth anniver- 
sary of their wedding day. Mr. and 
Mrs. Clarke still enjoy the use of all 
their faculties and the blessings as) 
sociated with a healthy body and sound 
mind.
Mr. Clarke was bom in Ireland in 
1819. His parents came to Canada when 
he was but six months old, and settled 
near Toronto. Nine weeks were occu­
pied in crossing the Atlantic, and three 
weeks from Montreal to Toronto. In 
this connection it may be interesting 
to note that the first boat propelled 
entirely by steam crossed the Atlantic 
in 1835. The first railway in Canada, 
from La Prairie to St. John, was open­
ed la 1886. The Grand Trunk Railway 
was commenced in 1847. So that both 
Mr. and Mrs. Clarke have witnessed 
the passing of the forest with its deni- 
zens, the ox team and the stage coach, 
and the inauguration and development 
of steam and electrical transportation. 
They have passed from the mounted 
messenger to wireless telegraphy, from 
the flint and steel to the parlor match, 
and from the tallow dip and candle to 
the electric light, transformations and 
transitions truely marvelous, and the 
more so when they have occurred with­
in one’s lifetime and recollection.

Mr. Clarke remembers very distinct­
ly a rail fence on King street, almost 
opposite the King Edward Hotel, en­
closing a "field" in which stood a black­
smith shop. He has seen timber wolves 
within two and one-half miles of To­
ronto Junction, has shot deer with­
in eight miles of Toronto, and has seen 
the red sea salmon taken from the 
Humber River.

On the 18th of June, 1845, he mar­
ried Annie Wilson, of West Gwillim- 
bury, in the County of Simcoe, the 
marriage being solemnized by the late 
Canon Osler, father of the famous Dr. 
Osler. Doubtless Mr. Clarke consid­
ered this event his “Waterloo” and 
himself the “Wellington," for his wed- 
ding day was on the date of the an­
niversary of that famous battle.

Mrs. Clarke was born in Toronto in 
1823. The young couple commenced 
life in the Township of York, where 
for forty years they carried on suc­
cessful farming operations, retiring 
from active life just twenty years ago. 
While yet a young man Mr. Clarke was 
appointed a Justice of the Peace. At 
his old home in Downsview he was for 
many years superintendent of the Sun­
day school, trustee, steward and lead­
er in the Methodist Church, Public 
School trustee and postmaster. In 1853 
he was appointed ensign to the 2nd 
Battallion of the York Militia by His 
Excellency the Right Honorable James, 
Earl of Elgin and Kincardine, and again 
in 1856 by His Excellency Sir Edmund 
Walker Head, Bart., to be ensign to the 
Province (Upper Canada).

During his earlier life, when Toronto 
was known as "Muddy York,” he, to­
gether with several pioneer neighbors, 
cut a road through the woods from 
Bathurst street to Spadina avenue for 
their own convenience in going to and 
from market. The road is now Bloor 
street. Mr. and Mrs. Clarke both tell 
Interesting tales of the Rebellion of 
1837. Mr. Clarke is the eldest and 
last surviving member of a family of 
six.

Why the Wooden Ones Were Better 
Than Those Built of Iron.

The sailing ship when I knew her in 
the days of her perfection was a sensi­
ble creature. When I say her days of 
perfection I mean perfection of build, 
gear, seaworthy qualities and ease of 
handling, not the perfection of speed. 
That quality reached its highest ex­
cellence in the discovery of hollow 
lines and departed with the change of 
building material.

None of the iron ships of yesterday 
ever attained the marvels of speed 
which the seamanship of men famous 
in their time had obtained from their 
wooden, copper sheeted predecessors. 
Everything had been done to make 
the Iron ship perfect, but no wit of 
man had managed to devise an efficient 
coating composition to keep her bot­
tom clean with the smooth cleanness 
of yellow metal sheeting. After a 
spell of a few weeks at sea an iron 
ship begins to lag as if she had grown 
tired too soon. It is only her bottom 
that is getting foul.

A very little affects the speed of a 
ship that is not driven on by an untir­
ing propeller. Often it Is impossible to 
tell what inconsiderate trifle puts her 
off her stride. A certain mysterious­
ness hangs around the quality of speed 
as it was displayed by the old sailing 
ships commanded by competent sea­
men. In those days the speed was 
still a matter for the seaman's care. 
Therefore, apart from the laws, rules 
and regulations for the good preserva­
tion of his cargo, he was careful of his 
loading, of what is technically called 
the trim of his ship. Some ships sailed 
best on an even keel, others had to be 
trimmed quite one foot by the stern, 
and I have heard of a ship that gave 
her best speed on a wind when so 
loaded as to float a couple of inches 
by the head.—Joseph Conrad in Har­
per’s Weekly.

They Didn’t Shoot Straight.

An Incident in which the Italian 
cruiser Umbria was concerned at Van­
couver, B. C., has given rise to an 
interchange of notes between London 
and Rome, and has been exaggerated 
out of all proportion to Its importance. 
Commander Corsi of the Umbria ask- 
ed and was given permission by the 
naval authorities at Esquimalt to prac­
tice his gunners at the targets on Pen­
der Island. It is said that between 
sixty and one hundred non-explosive 
shells landed in the fields of the farm­
ers and in the camp of a party of sail­
ors from H. M. survey ship Egeria. A 
picturesque account of the affair was 
sent to the London papers, and Com­
mander Corsi was a good deal aston­
ished to find on arriving at this port a 
cablegram from the Naval Department 
at Rome asking him for an explana­
tion.

It was the purest accident. Com­
mander Corsi said, and liable to hap­
pen to any ship in gunnery practice, 
that some of the shells reached shore. 
Nobody was hurt, and no damage was 
done to property.

Some naval men are inclined, how­
ever, to take a graver view of the 
matter than the Umbria's captain. 
The same thing, they declare, might 
happen again, and may- then result 
in fatality. They say that there are 
no targets on the island, and they 
hint that what the Umbria's gunners 
fired at were buoys placed near the 
shore by the Egeria for use in hydro­
graphic work.

As the French vessel» took up their 
anchorage parallel with the line of Brit­
ish warships, all of which were man­
ned and dressed, they fired a Royal 
salute in honor of King Edward, whose 
standard was flying from the Royal 
yacht Victoria and Albert. The mass 
of spectators ashore and afloat gave 
the hearttest greeting to their neighbors 

■ from across ' the channel.
Yesterday afternoon was spent in 

ceremonial calls, commencing with the 
visit of Admiral Caillard, other French 
admirals and captains, to King Ed­
ward. His Majes y subsequently re­
turned the visit on board Admiral Call-

In cake making the question of flour 
is important. No two flours thicken 
exactly alike. It is largely a matter 
of experience—this knowing when a 
batter Is just right. More pastry flour 
is required than when bread flour is 
used, the difference being about two 
level tablespoonfuls to the cup. Too 
stiff a batter makes an undesirable 
cake, whether too much flour or too 
little milk is used. When a cake bat­
ter is between “a drop and a pour” it 
is generally about right. The consist­
ency can be controlled by the use of 
milk, and with everything else care­
fully measured a little more or a little 
less milk can be made to cover the 
difference in flours.

The elephants round us were drag- 
ging the logs to the mill to be sawed.

Against All Save the Owner the Find- 
er’s Title Is Perfect.

In common law finding is a qualified 
source of title to goods and chattels. 
Briefly, the law is that the finder has a 
clear title against all the world, except 
ing the owner. The proprietor, of à 
coach or a railroad car or a ship has no 
right to demand property found on his 
premises. Such proprietors may make, 
in regard to lost articles, regulations 
which will bind their employees, but 
they cannot bind the public.

The law of finding was declared by 
the king’s bench more than a hundred 
years ago (when it was the supreme 
court of common law In England) as 
follows;

A person found a wallet containing a 
sum of money on a shop floor. He 
handed the wallet and contents to the 
shopkeeper to be returned to the own­
er. After three years, during which 
the owner did not call for his property, 
the finder demanded of the shopkeeper 
the wallet and the money. The latter 
refused to deliver them upon the 
ground that they were found on his 
premises. The finder then sued the 
shopkeeper, and it was held, as stated 
above, that, against all the world save 
the owner, the title of the finder is per­
fect. The finder has indeed been held 
to stand in the place of the owner. 
Thus A prevailed in an action against 
B, who found an article which A had

Chatham, Windsor and Detroit The Baby Beetle’s Cradle.
If at almost any time of the year we 

walk through the woods where the red, 
scarlet, black or pin oaks are growing- 
that Is, where we find those that ripen 
their acorns in two seasons and there­
fore belong to the pin oak group—we 
shall probably find on the ground fall­
en branches that vary in size from that 
of a lead pencil to that of one’s thumb 
or even larger. These at the broken 
end appear as if cut away within the 
wood, so that only a thin portion is 
left under the bark. Within the rather 
uneven cut, generally near the center 
of the growth, is a small hole tightly 
plugged by the “powder post” of a 
beetle larva. Split open the branch or
