An Act to facilitate the settlement of
uncultivated lands in the Townships
of Lower Canada, and for other pur-
poses therein mentioned.

WHEREAS it is expedient to adopt Preaumble
every possible means to facilitate the
settlement of uncultivated lands in the Town-
ships of Lower Canada, and a large portion
5 of the sard Townships 1s in the same state as
it was when Letters Patent were granted to
divers persons, contamning conditions that
have not been fulfilled, and a great number
of lots have been purchased for the sole pur-
10 pose of cutting lumber thereon, and it 1s
necessary for the advancement and prosperity
of Lower Canada that the said lands be
cleared and cultivated :—Be 1t therefore en-
