While |n;‘1n_y pharmacopwias authorize a higher percentage of free Todine than do
the British Pharmacopwia, none prescribe a lower amount I have considered it per
missible to allow samples to pass as genuine, in which the free lodine does not fall
helow 2 per cent.

Five samples are found to contain less than 2 per cent. of free lodine ; and it i
nu‘n\\nth.\' that all of these are made with Wood spirit (mcthyl aleohol) instead of

lithyl Aleohol, as prescribed by all the pharmacopwias.  One sample (No. 26394) con
tains no free Todine. Of course such a Tincture possesses none of the disentient
properties of the pharmacopwal tincture.
