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WHAT THE MISSIONARY HAS DONE
FOR INDIA.

The testimony of an Indian Christian
leader, Prof. S. C. Mukerjee, who for
some years has been Secretary
of the All-Indian Ghristian

Conference.

The Missionary has come to India at
the bidding of his Lord anq Master. . He
has been commanded to go’and teach all
nations, baptizing them in the name of
/ the Father and of the Son and of the

Holy Ghost; teaching them to observe

all things whatsoever He has commanded

him. The Missionary has therefore &
twofold function to discharge wherever
he goes. He mnst teach and he must

build. He must give to the people a-

rhong whom he works the highest prin-

ciples of Christianity—love to God and
love to man—and buiid them up as fit
~citizens of the kingdom of heaven on
earth. In obedi to 'the issi
he has received from his Master he has
to teach men their duty to_ God and to
their fellow-men. The whole life of man,
therefore, falls within his pur-view. Pol-
itics loses its narrow and exclusive mean-
ing and anything that touches the life of
man concerns him.
The 'Missionary has been working in

Sduth India for over 200 years, and for -

over a century in North India. During
this time he has tried to give to the peo-
ple of India the truest conception of God
as it is in Jesus Christ, and that of their
relation to their feilow-men. .

Broadly speaking, the Missionary has
taught them three great -principles:

1. He has taught them liberty—i.e.,
freedom from the bondage of sin. He
has devoted his life to free men frot
spiritual and moral slavery.

x 2. He has taught them equality—i.e.,
freedom from the bondage of man. He
has taught them that 'slavery in any

form whatsoever is i istent with the
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highest tegching of Christianity, Social
slavery, as we find it in the caste sys-
tem, or political slavery, as we find it in
the domination of one nation over an-
other, is against the very spirit of Chris-
tianity, and the missionary is therefore
continually waging a crusade against
every form of slavery. “Self-determin-
ation”—whether in the life of an indi-
vidual or & community or a nation—is
the only possible consummation accord-
ing to the highest principles -of Chris-
tianity.

3. He has taught them fraternity. Di-
verse forces—such as Education; the
English language as the common med-
jum of communication; great facilitics
in travelling from one country to an-
other; the great iﬂpu:t of Western civ
ilization on the East; & body of uniform
laws; great national institutions, such as
the Indian National Congress, are in con
stant operation—bringing about a con
mingling of races in India. But the big
gest force which has contributed towards
the awakening of a sense of brotherhood
among the different races in this country
is the conerete presentation of the Cross,
which is the highest symbol of self-sac-
rifice. Nothing hag go much revolution-
ized human thought, and therefore hu-
man society, as the gradual realization
of this great truti; that the real value
of a man’s life is determined by the a
mount of sacrifice he makes for his fel
low-men. : -

True liberty lies not in domination but
in service, not in self-assertion but-in
self-effacement. . The Missionary has
been teaching this great truth of the
Cross—viz., the truth of crucifying the
Self—since he has undertaken the task
of s lizing this ¢ try. He has.
therefore, rendered & most signal service
in making the ,4nnumerabie classes of
people in this country gradually< realize
that they are brothers in the gight of
God, énd must therefore bear one anoth-
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or's burdens. - They have begun to real-
ize mow 'that they are their brothers'
keepers. . This leavening, permeating,
pervasive process is having its effect on
the life of the people, It is dealing 2
death-blow to all kinds of communai and
social “shibboleths, and bringing into ex-
istence an Indian nationality.

The Misgionary has therefore played
a very important part in the life of the
people of India. He has touched their
life at aimost every stage. His colleges
and schools are the great nurseries where
he has the proud privilege  of dealing
with a nation in its infancy and adol-
escence, Here hei has the'great advan-
tage of moulding the life and thought of
a people in its most plastic state. He has
proved himself to be the biggest educa-
tive factor.

The Missionary, again, has come into
the closest *~ possible contact with the
masses—the depressed classes, the un-
touchables, and the Panchamas—and day
by Gay he is tgying to bring the sunshine
of comfort and peace into their life. He
has thereby proved himself to be the big-
gest elevating factor.

It may therefore be said in all fairness
to the Missionary that he has been try-
ing to discharge faithfully his twofold
function of teaching and building.

if T have correctly described the part
the Missionary has taken in moulding
the iife of the people of India, then it
must be conceded that he has contributed
a very fair amount in bringing about a
transformed India. This transforming
process has been slowly but steadily
going on for one hundred and fifty years,
and the Christian Missionary has played
a very prominent part in it. He is there-
fore to & iderable extent responsibl
for the new era that is being ushered in-
to Indin. He has had a big hand in cre-
ating the present situation. There is at
the present moment a great unrest and
discontentment prevailing in the coun*
try. This unrest and discontentment in
India ig the legitimate outcome of the
educative process that has been going on
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all this time. The demand for self-gov-

{ rnment and self-dctermination is the
necessary resuit of the gospel-of liberty,
équality and fraternity that has been
preached to the‘people. Education is at
first a disintegrating and disruptive and
then a leveling force. It will not toler-
ate any form of slavery, whether spirit-
ual or temporal. It will not tolerate the
domination of one class or one race over
another., The Brahmin and the Chandal,
the Zemindar and the ryot, the capitalist
and the laborer, the aristocrat and t he
cemocrat, the Eurcpean and the Indian,,
must stand on a footing of absolute
equality—provided there is ability and
capacity on the part of each and both.

few Sundays ago, while in church, a boy
came to tell me that he was very ill and
asking for me. I went several times to
see him, and although he was too ifl to
talk, it seemed a great comfort to him
to see me. The next Sunday he died, and

to my heart came a real sense of loss, for,

he was one of my boys.

A few days after his death, the boy
who was his special chum, anc has a big
place in my heart, came for a quiet talk,
saying thit he had asked Satyam to-ask
what were the benefits of Christianity.

lNDIAN WOMEN AND PUBLIC
SERVICE.

Al who know India, says the writer—
President Ellen MeDonald, of Madras
Women’s College—are thinking with
sympathetic goodwill of the new verture
in self-government on which she is start-
ing. ‘It is & great moment in the history
of our modern world when this enormous
group of ancient peoples, inspired for the
first titne with-the ideals of seif-govern-
ment and pubiic responsibility, takes its
first sbep alorig the road leacing towards
a complete self-control. A part of the
problem as yet little ‘considered is the
effect which the changes are likely to
produce on the ‘haif ‘of the population
which consists of women, As to giving
Indian women the same enfranchisement
as men, this has been, discussed but de-
layed for the present, though the grant-
ing of such powers is only a question of
time. Meanwhile, far ‘more important
will be the sﬂect of the changes on their”
position, and that of their co-operation,

which is essential to the working of the °

new scheme The indirect influence .of
women on the Indian world is very great,

and it may be full of canger and disad-
vantage, Only one per cent. of Indian
women possess even the rudiments of
Bchool education, and their ignorance of
ali that lies beyond the range of personal
relations is almost unrelieved. The dan~
ger of such widespread ignorance in a,
responsible nation cannot be overlooked.

India is just now at the most difficult
and dangerous stage of her political edu~
cation, As long as the population was
admittedly illiterate, little interest was
felt in public affairs, government seemed
like the weather—an incalculable force—
and the good and evil were accepted with
no very lively sense of gratitude or re-
sentment. Now India is crossing the
space between the safety of ignorance
and the sagacity of elear knoyledge. A
fairly large number of men are now able
to read the dangerously simple and clear
statements of political malcontents, but
are not sufficiently trained to master the
necessarily . more complex language of
the government enactments sgainst
which they are urged to protest.. Ignor-
ance and misunderstancing are resp
sibie for a very large part of Indian dis~
content; to arrive at a fact is a work of
patience and effort but fear and indigna-
tion are never far to seek.

All this is still more {rue about women,
whose illiteracy and lack of experience
render them even more readily than men
to be misled by blind guides. Education
is the only remedy. India is now suffer-
ing from the cefective and limited diffus-
‘ion of education among her men, and we
are forced to fear that she may have to
pay a heavy penalty for her long contin~
ued neglect of the education of women.
The moral force of Indian women is very
great, and few things have proved more
dangerous in the history of every nation
than a combination of moral force and
ignorant judgment. Few women would

-be more capable of rendering cevoted

and unselfish service to the national wel-
fare; few could be so easily misled by
appeals to their highest feelings, into
heroic adhesion to a bad cause. If India,
therefore, is to avoid the great dangers
of impulsive and ill-considered action, in-




»

" stigated by

emotional. appeals, it is es-
sential to widen by a hundredfold the
scope of women's education. A begin-
ning has been made by the present gov-
ernment and by Christian missions, and

 the initial difficulties have iaf many parts

of India been overcome, but the move-

ment is stiil small and weak. (Here is a

tremendous appeal for the increase of
our mission schools. This article is pro-
foundly significant, ‘indicating that the
hour for Christianity has struck, if the
church is ready to plant adequate schoals.
—Ed.) s

The writer goes on to point out how
women ought to be on the boards of
health and education, and should take the
Teading part in the management of girls'
schools. Here is a fine characterization
of Indian ‘womanhood.

“The great strength of the Indian wo-
man is her capacity for personal

- tionships. Within the circle of her own
. scquaintance she is admirable for devo-

tion, feadiness to serve, helpfulness, sym-
pathy, and self-forgetfulness. Hitherto
she has had little opportunity for im-
personal service, for the spending of
time and effort on people whom she does
not know by name, for the kind of work
which is done on boards and committees.
1t will long seem to her unnatural to be
‘roubled about matters so remote as the
sanitary condition of a different part of
the town from her own, unless she has a
friend or relative living there. This is
not selfishness but the natural result of
the system which for g tions has
