New York, October 1.— Steamer chartering was
light in all except the grain trade for which three
boats were closed at slight advances in rates over the
basis recently prevailing. There is yet a steady
moderate demand for coal, grain and petroleum car-
riers for fairly prompt loading, but tonnage, although
in ample supply, is sparing tendered at the basis of
rates recently current. Long voyage freights of all
kinds have become scarce and there is but little in-
quiry in either the 'West Indian or South American
trades. The advance in insurance war risk rates is
probably responsible to some extent for the falling
off in the demand in the long voyage and South Am-
erican trades.

In the sailing vessel market a limited amount of
chartering was reported, all of which was for either
West India or coastwise account. "The demand for
additional vessels is light and rates are low and de-
pressed. The supply of tonnage is more than suffi-
cient for the current requirementy of shippers.
