prayer book. It is true that a devout
nrayer, spoken from the fullness of the
heart, even spoken in the lisping
voicee of childhood, is worth a hundred
prayers perfunetorily read  from a
prayer book. A prayer book after all,
is merely the record of some individ-
ual’s particular way of talking to God;
while a prayer, even inarticuately said
by a man, is a prayer from his own
heart : yet to hold the attention, to en-

able to suggest new thoughts, to
teach one how to reverently ad-
dress God, to enable one to
learn the words of the saints,
a prayer  book s most use-
ful. And especially is it use-

ful for children, Every parent should
see when the child starts for Mass
on Sunday morning that it has its own
little prayer hook. For by means ol this

insistence the children will uncon-
sciously  bceome imbued with the
belief that  the churches and
the services conducted in

chureh are not mere meeting pla
mere compulsory exercises, but are the
places and the services where in a
special manner God is to be honored.
And then from constantly reading the
book certain formulas, certain appro-
priate words will become f wtened in the
memory, and such a memory-help will be
of incaleulable assistance in later life

when the inevitable difliculties and
doubts arise. The father and mother,
therefore, must not consider  their

daties done when they have made their
children presentable and  suiliciently
dressed to attend Mass., They must,
as the final preparation, put into the
hands of the child the prayer book that
will help it reverently and
sincerely to the God into Whose temple
they are about to enter.—New World.
