HIS RECEPTION IN DUBLIN,
Freeman’s Journal, Sept. 5.

The reception at the Westland row
Terminus assumed the form of an
immense demonsiration, representing
all classes, Long before the hour at
which the train was expected, olergy-
men, members of Parliament, deputa-
tions from various societies, and promin-
ent citizens, gathered within the station
anxious to obtain good places on the
arrival platform. Some uncertainty
existed as to the side at which the
special train would draw up, and as the
barriers leading to the platform devoted
to the English passenger train were
closed, and a strong y -of police
guarded the approaches to it, many of
the clergymen and 'aity were for a con-
siderable time embarrassed by the situa.
tion. The entry of the Lord Mayor and
Corporation was marked by warm cheer-
ing. The civic body attended in state,
the Lord Mayor and members wearing
their robes of office and the attendant
officials bore the ancient sword and
mace, The body of police who were
Ereseut were utterly unable to keep

ack the crowd, who forced their way
across the rails and swarmed upon the
platform from all portions of the spacious
terminus, and considerable confusion
was thereby occasioned., But all was
good nature, and it was evident that
only one timought animated the vast
masses of the people. The crowd

ressed forward with such eagerness that
it was with very great difficulty the
members of the Corporation managed to
retain their places. Every available
point of vantage was speedily taken pos-
gession ot, and by the time the train was
expected to arrive all portions of the
station were censely packed with spec-
tators. As the train containing the
ArcLbishop glided into the station cheers
were again and again renewed, and a
perfect forest ot hats, caps, and hand-
kerchiefs waved the greeting of the
enthusiastic epectators. A small space
was cleared with the utmost difliculty to
allow of the presentation of the address
prepared by the Corporation, and it
required the utmost eflorts of a strong
body of police to keep back the crowd
of Yersonu who pressed forward, eager to
welcome his Grace as he alighted from
the platform.

THE CRREMONY PERFORMED BY ARCHBISHOP
GIBBONS OF BALTIMORE—A RED LETTER
DAY IN THE CATHOLIC CALENDAR.

Sunday, the 25th inst,, will ever be a
memorable day in the minds and hearts
of the Catholics of Washington, for on that
day another link was added to the un-
broken chain of apostolic succession in
the elevation of Father O’Sullivan to the
Episcopal dignity. Like all other great
cities, Washington can boast of its numer-
ous Catholic population, and this great
event being a novelty, inasmuch as it was
the first ceremony of its kind that has
ever taken place in the American Capital,
the Catholic populace turned out ¢n ma sse.
The ceremony was performed in St.
Peter’s Church, of which Father Sullivan
was the late pastor. Long before the
appointed kour for the commencement of
the ceremonies the avenues leading in the
direction of the church were densely
crowded, and the church itself was filled
to its utmost capacity. Owing to the
fact that admission was by ticket the
number gaining entrance was limited.
Thousands were unable to gain admit-
tance and had to rest satisfied with seeing
the procession and listening to What they
could hear from the outside. The weather
was favorable for the outdour exercises,
the sun shone in its golden splendor and
with its effulgent rays brightened the
scene, the rich robes of the ecclesiastics
sparkled in the sunlight, not a clond
obscured the native hue of the ethereal
vault of heaven, everything moved alonq
with the most perfect order.

The world, in the sense of those who
war against the standing and the spread of
the kingdom of Christ on earth, has from
the beginning of the Christian era raged
sgainet the Cross, and this is only natural.
For it was by the Cross, the symbol of the
last humiliation, the hard death-bed on
which the worst class of criminalse were
tortured and broken in the sight of all.who
chose to see, that the Saviour of men
lifted himself above the world. It was on
this gibbet of fearful degradation and suf-
fering that He gave up the ghost before
the eyes of His Mother, of His disciples,
of the multitude composed of the Phari-
sees and their emissaries, of His foes, of
the curious and the doubtful, and of the
representatives of the world’s Empire,
Rome. There took place, in the sight of
the world, the last act in the life of the
completest self-sacrifice that the world ever
knew or ever will know. There began
the new birth of the human race, the ex-
pansion of the divine truth and religion,
and its distribution from a chosen but a
stiff-necked people, who had become eaten
up with narrow pride and self glorifica-
tion, unto all mankind, The brother-
bood of man and the opening of the king-
dom of God to all who accepted the Gos-
pel of the Divine Man, whose divinity
was proclaimed by His works and words
through all His life, was there proclaimed
and consecrated forever. Bat the world
bated this high altar of sacrifies, that dared
substitute humility for pride, mortifica.
tion for vain-glory, universal charity for
selfishness ; in & word, erected the seven
contrary virtues against the seven deadly
sina that had hitherto been worshipped by
the world, which worship led men into ail
the abominations of idolatry and the ab.
errations of paganism. The Crucifixion
was the eternal condemnation of the

Those, then, who profess to love, obey
and venerate Christ while they revile and
wonld desecrate His sacred image, lay
false claim to the name of Christians,
Christ Himeelf foretold that the Cross
would be a stumbling block to ml:ﬁ,
while proclalming that when He sho!
be lifted ng‘ then would He draw all men
to Him. There were Iconoclasts claiming
the foremost place in the body of the
Church ages before Protestantism was in-
vented. From time to time in the Chris.
tian era the same bitter hatred breaks out

CONVENT AT CHEYENNE, WYOMING TER,

There has always been & warm Sght
sgainst monachism. It began with the
first monastery, and will not end until the
last one has ceased to exist. The world
claims that every man and woman is put
here clothed with certain duties, and that
to withdraw from the world is to shirk
these duties, and to adopt a life that is
unbarmonious with its existence. On the
other hand, the monachists insist that the
world is but a training school from which
one graduates into heaven or hell. That

O'Do‘lm considered him “a fine fellow,
fellow,” and was glad to hear

of & split between Mr. Davitt and Mr,
Parnell were to be disappointed. Mr,
Parnell must not be op ; there must
be no dissension, but of course Mr,
Davitt was fully entitled to hold his own
opinion on any particular subject.

went out, 25 years ago, They had been

building ug the state since then, and it was
daily and hourly prospering.’ In no single
instance had home rule proved a failure.
The venerable “integrity of the empire”
argument applied to the case of Ireland
excited his ridicule. The Australians
have native Parliaments, elected on uni-
versal -uﬂnqob ballot, and they were
thoroughly Io to the crown. They
carried on their own government without
interference, and imposed protective tariffs
as ﬂnlt England, In one case an Aus-
tralian Legislature compelled England to
do something which involved the breakin
of tnmonnf treaty with China, If a
this was possible in Australis and Canads,
be could not see why it should "not be
possible in Ireland, He bad heard
that the corporation of Dublin purposed
conferring the freedom of the city on him,
and he evidently appreciated the homor.
He had not heard that the lord mayor
proposed to invite him to a banquet at
which he would meet Mr, Parnell. He
expressed the great pleasure it would be
to him to make the acquaintance of the
Irish leader. He was nos tired of reiter-
ating his admiration and respect for Mr.
Parnell and the Irish party, Dr,
O’Dohert{, in conclusion, said that he
hoped to have an_opportunity of deliver-
ing a lecture in Dublin on “The Irish in
Australia,” and believed it would interest
the people at home to learn how people
are getting on at the Antipodes.

THE APOSTLE ISLANDS,

Cor. Chicago Herald.

Steam-boats run every day from Ash-
land, Wis,, to Washburn, Bayfield, La
Pointe, and the Apostle Islands. The
latter lie just off the coast, and, though
some of them are peopled by Indians and
half-breeds, they are for the most part in
a state of nature. Viewed from the main-
land the islands are wonderfully beautiful.
All are heavily timbered; and as their

en shores rise many feet above the sur-
ace of the lake they stand out as bold
and clear-cut as gems in costly settings.
Besides their natural attractions the
islands bave a historical interest which
endears them to many travelers, The
largest of the group, now called Madelaine
Island, was in early days s head-quarters
for the Algonquin tribes, and on its wide
plateaus thousands of the aborigines have
fttlmed in council on many occasions.

t was here that they assembled to receive

Lewis Cass and other American Commis-
sioners two generations :fo, and on this
island also was performed the ceremony
of digging up the hatchet preparatory to
the great war with the Sioux, which
resulted in driving that powerful tribe
.i:!y from the great sea beyond the Mis-
sissippi.

Bss‘;dea the Indian traditions with
which this neighborhood abounds, there
are interesting evidences here of the early
labors of the Jesuit miesionaries, Just
west of Bayfield, on the mainland and
near La Pointe, on Madelaine Island, are
pointed out the places where those in-
trepid forerunners of religion and civiliza-
tion planted the cross in the wilderness
and taught the children of Gitchee Guma
the ealvation and the life, So firmly did
these pious Fathers build that though the
centuries that have passed have destroyed
the last trace of their rude chapels and
habitations, their faith still endures in the
descendants of the races with whom they
labored, and on every hand may be seen
at this day little white mission churches
bearing n(oft the cross. Most of the Indi-
ans and half-breeds in this neighborhood
are devout churchmen, and thelr attend-
ance at services of every kind is large and
regular,

On the 33rd ult. was celebrated at the
little church on Madelaine Island the two
hundred aud twentieth anniversary of the
establishment of the Mission of the Holy
Ghost at La Pointe. Hundreds of the
faithful from the mainland, as well as
from the islands, were present, and several
high dignitaries of the Church from points
south were also in attendance. Two
churches now stand at La Pointe, but one
of them is not used. The church erected
by the first missionary, Father Allouez, in
1665, is in dust, The one which is now
abandoned was built by Fatber Baraga in
1835, when he came here and found that
time, war and famine had scattered the
early missionaries and their successors so
that at that time there was no priest here
and not even a church. The Indians and
half-breed descendants of the French
voyageurs of early days recelved him with
reat joy, and in one week’s time they
gnd erected the church which now stands
deserted, and he had baptized more than
one hundred and fifty converts. This
church stands on the eite of the first
mission, and 1t was on this spot that Father
Marquette preached to the Indians when
he made his tour of the South Superior
shore. Around the old church are several
very sncient cabing, now ocenpied b
fishcrmen, and near by is a grase and weed-
rown grave-yard, in which repose the
gones of men and women who have been
dead for two hundred years and more.
Only & few of the graves are marked, and
on such stones as still remain the inscrip.
tions are almost worn away. In most
cases the stonea appear to have been carved
and put up bx the unlettered relatives of
the gud, and those that are decipherable
reveal some quaint expressiona. Oane of
them announces that it was erected to the
memory of & French voyageur who was
killed by his brother, as a token of
esteem, and on another it is asserted that
the one whose memory it is intended
to perpetuate was killed by thunder. In
the new church, which stands on higher
ound, are preserved many relics of the
rat mission, and they are ly shown
to travelers by the priests in charge.

Over in Bayfield a new church ard
monastery etand on the aite where Father
Marquette planted his mission two cen-
turies ago, and from these head quarters
missionaries of both sexes are still sent
out into the woods and the islands bear-
ing balm for hungry soula, A few miles
north-west of ﬁnyﬁeld stands Hermit
Island, a lonely spot, so called because
many years ago it was found that a white
man was living there all by himself.
Where he came from or who he was has
never been known, He had few wants,
and in his long life on the island he
appeared to shun his fellows as he might

savage beasts, What the disappointment
was that drove him to such a place and
such a life was never discovered, People
avoided him as an evil spirit, and
thus he lived and died, One epring,
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after a winter of unusual severity
® party was made up on the mainland
to go over and see if the old man had
weathered the biting cold, They ay-
rmuhed his den cautiously, and, on open-
ng the door, found the tenant a corpse.
He was buried close by, and his ca in,
crumbling under the action of the ele-
ments, now molds upon his grave. He
left no name and no story but this, but
the island is on the maps and will always
be known as the Hermit,

MARE WE TO HAVE A PROTESTANT
ASCENDANCY IN CANADA?

Not with a little surprise—if any one
oan be surprised at the utterances of
that journal—did we recently read in the
eolumns of the Toronto Telegram the base
attack on the Catholic minority of Onta-
20, Not alone was it insinuated but
boldly and clearly stated that the gov-
ernment of Ontario was at the mercy of
the Catholios of this province. The
,partioular statement made in corrobora-
tion of this charge is that a certain
township 1n the Ottawa Valley is to be
throwa open, on the suggestion of influ-
ential friends of the government, to
settlement by people of all classes,
oreeds and races desirous of complying
with the legal regulations on the subject.
The Telegram makes it a crime against
the government and the Oatholics of
Ontario that it was proposed to have
this township called Lorrain. This
name, the Telegram tells us, is that of the
“YVicar General” of Pembroke, whereby
we suppose he means the Vicar Apostolic
of Pontiac, one of the most respected ot
the Catholic prelates in this country.
Now in all fairness we beg to ask, not of
the Telogram, for questions in fairness
«cannot be asked of that “independent”
Jjournal, but of the respectable, intelligent
and patriotic people of this provinee, in
what is Lorrain more objectionable for a
Township than Ashby, Bagot, Bastard,
Qarradoo, Flos, Hinchinbrooke, Korah,
Lobo, Moss, Pelee, Zone and Zora?

When it is recollected that the Hon.
Dr, Sullivan is a lite-long Conserva-
tive, that he enjoys the contidence of his
leader, that he has made great sacrifices
for his party, that he deserves well of
his country because of his good citizen-
ship and patriotism, it will be seen at a
glance what this outburst of Kingston
Orangeism really means. It means the
exclusion and the ostracism of Catholics,
It means that they are to be treated as
the veriest serfs and helots, the very
hewers of waod and drawers of water to
a bigoted, besotted and despotic major-
ity, These Kingston resolutions are in-
tended to cover the filling up of nearly
all the important positions in the Domin-
ion with Orangemen or pronounced Pro-
testants, It is notorious that the.cus.
toms oftices of Ontario and Manitoba are
almost entirely filled with Orangemen.
The postmasters in the cities and almost
all important towns are Protestants and
with the exception of that worthy gentle-
man, T. Hefferman, Esq,, of Guelph, there
is not a Catholic collector of customs in
this province, The sheriffs of Ontario,
with but two exceptions, are all non.
Catholics, S0 also with the Registrars.
The sujiérintendents of the Lunatic
Asylums and of the Iunstitutes for it
blind, are all Protestants, and so are ‘ﬁhe
assistants. The judges of the Superior
Courts are, and have beeu, every one
Protestant, until last year, when the first
Catholic in the history of this Province
was appointed to the Superior Court
bench. Of the forty-one County Court
judges all are Protestants, but as a very
great act of consideration and condes-
cension, we have, though numbering
one-sixth of the population, two junior

County court judges.

These fanatics talk of wanting a party
who will deal even handed justice out
to the country. This is the last thing
they want, Their object is to blindfold
the people to the injustice from which
they know that Catholics suffer, and to
create here on this virgin soil of Amer-
ica a party as odious as that vile ascend-
ency faction which #o long ruled over
Ireland, to the bane of that fair country
and to their own lasting disgrace.

These very Kingston Orangemen are
the men, or descendants of the men,
who, when the late James O'Reilly, Q,
C., was appointed to the bench of the
County Court at Kingston, forced the
government of the day to cancel the
appointment and threatened that unless
this were done, to oppose the Hon, Alex.
ander Campbell in his next contest for
the legislative Counoil. Mr. O'Reilly,
we believe, out of a generous spirit of
self sacrifice, was good enough to with.
draw his application or to consent to the
annulment of his appointment. If the
Orangemen of Ontario are to rule this
province the Catholics may as well at
once leave it, This we have no inten-
tion whatever of doing, not at least
without a struggle that will show all
parties and governments that there is a
length to which fanaticism may go, but
cannot go further.

But it is not alone in Ontario that the
spirit of fanaticism is abroad and ram.
pant, From the St John, N, B,, Globe,
Sept. 5th, we take the following ;

Then, in Quebec, we have a fanatical
minority calling upon their co-religion-
ists elsewhere to assist them in wiping
out the French. This invitation, though
not responded to for many excellent
reasens, has been, however, taken deeply
to heart by many in Ontario and other
provinces, who believe that the French
language and the Catholic religion are
the originators and protectors of small-
pox and other such unwelcome visitors,
Violent and fanatical appeals to preju-
dice are, we know, to-day in order with
the Protestant minority in Quebec and
with many of their co-religionists else.
where. It is time that the Catholic
people of this Dominion opened their
eyes to the critical times and the periious
days that are ahead. We have submitted,
as in duty bound we felt, facts and state-
ments ofour owa to which we defy contra.
diction, We have also laid before them
the solemn and deliberate declarations of
the enemy, and asked them if it be not
time for them and for all good ocitizens
to be on the alert in preparation for
ocoming danger and the gravest of perils.

THE RIGHTS OF LABOR.

When we lately wrote in favor of the
exclusion of Chinese labor, we did not
expect that the question would be to soon
brought into ominous prominence by an
outbreak esuch as that which recently
occurred in the territory of Wyoming,
resulting in the massacre by white miners
of a number of Chinamen. Discussing
that deplorable event, the Toronto News,
while approving the course of the Amer-
ican press, without distinction of party,
in denouncing the murderers of the Chi-
nese and insisting that they should be
brought to justice, remarks that, as a rule,
the papers across the line have no word of
censure for the monopolists who drove
the white miners to extremities by con-
tinuing to import and employ Chinese
laborers at wages with which the white
man cannot compete without sinking to
the eame low level as the Oriental, The
News then argues that “the very brutality
and wantonness which inspired the mur-
ders was probably begotten of the degra-
dation due to this canse. If men are
treated like brates, by and by they will
act like brutes. If men’s prospects are
rendered hopeless and desperste by a
steady diminution of their means of
subsistence and a deprivation, owing to
low wages and over-work, of all

those influences which go to eciv.
ilize, Christianize and enlighten man-
kind, what wonder if they become
degraded and barbarous in their actions,
It surely did not need the Chines+ mas-
sacre of Wyoming to inculeate this truth,
If men are to respect the law, if they
are to have regard to the interests of
soclety and of the welfare of their fellows ;
if they are even to have a concern for the
preservation of their own lives, social
institutions and their own share in them
must be made worth something to them,
Anarchy has no terrors for the man who
has nothing to lose, and who feels that
life is not worth living, The erimes of
the Wyoming miners, like those of the
French revolution and mapy other popu-
lar uprisings against oppremion, were be-
gotten by the neglect and injustice of
society towards its weaker members,
This phase of the question seems to be
completely lost sight of by the msjority
of the superficial scribes who treat of
the Wyoming outbreak, Rightly viewed,
instead of being regarded as a causeless
and entirely unaccountable outbreak, it
is the strongest possible argument against
a system, the inevitable tendency of which
is 80 to lower and brutalize the white race
by the conditions of life it imposes on
them that such manifestations of savagery

These views, thus tersely propounded
by the News, are quite sound, and entitled
to earnest consideration. The great evil
that Jabor has to bear with is the heartless
ipjustice of monopoly. The monopolist
cares not what injustice he inflicts on
individuals or on society so long as he
fills his own purse by the importation and
employment of Chinsmen, White labor-
ers cannot live as do Chinamen, without,
as the News justly contends, becoming
equally as degraded. Isit mot the duty
of every good citizen to prevent so great
» misfortune, s misfortune that must, in
its far-reaching consequences, involve the
whole community in ruin? Christian
civilisation and Orlental degradation are
incompatible, The introduction of the
latter into America has in certain portions
of the eountry worked almost irreparable
mischief.

The white laborer is entitled to protec-
tion against the unjust competition of the
Oriental serf, The latter is owned and
treated by his employer as a beast of bur-
den—the white laborer ocannot be 0
treated. The Wyoming masmsacre was in
all regards & most deplorable occurrence,
but no other result could hardly have
followed the inhuman action of the em-
ployers of Chinese labor. They brought &
crowd of semi-civilized workmen—ready
to toil for wages in which a white laborer
must starve—to compete with and finally
drive out of work altogether their white
employees. With the latter it was, then,
made an issue of life and death, Ina
moment of anger they took the law into
their own hands and committed s most
grievous crime, Their acticn cannot be
justified, but its causes and motives may
be very easily understood and explained.
The national legislature is to tlame for
not having rendered it impomible for the
heartless monopolist to put Chinese in
competition with white labor. Aslong as
he is permitted to do o, there will be dis-
content, misery, and, occasionally, we fear,
murderous uprisings such as that which
Iately took place in Wyoming territory.
Our legislature must clearly understand
that lsbor as well as capital has its rights
and that to the welfare of every civilized
community it is essential that these rights
be respected and secured sgainst aggression
of every character.

A STRONG CLAIM,

Under the above heading the Irsh
Canadian states that Renfrew has been
declared a port of customs and that the
collectorship was claimed by the late
Mr, Felix Devine, of that town, on the
ground that he held the office of collector
of Inland Revenue for many years under
the old government of Canada, up,. in
fact, to the time of oonfederation. Mr,
Devine,our contemporary states,was then
deprived of the only emolument to the
.office, viz., the issuing of hotel, saloon and
steam boat licenses, The Toronto jour-
nal further adds that this deprivation
was made by the local government of
Ontario at the instigation of the then
member for the south nding of Renfrew,
the present Auditor General, John Lorn
McDougall, We may state without
knowing exactly what Mr, McDougall’s
action may have been in this matter, that
as he was not a supporter of the govern.
ment of Mr, Sandfield MoDonald, formed
in 1867, and retiring from office only in
1871, we cannot see how Mr, McDougall
should be held responsible for this act
of evident injustice, We may, however,
state that we heartily concur in the
view expressed by our contemporary :

“That as Mr. Devine never resigned,
his son—Mr, J. J. Devine—should have
the appointment to the present office, it
being, to some extent, a revival of the
one held by the father prior to Confed.
eration. Nothing could be more just—
nothing more graceful as an acknowledg-
ment of faithful lpmy service—than the
appointment of this young man, He
has all the qualifications necessary for
the position; and as he is the main sup-
port of his widowed mother and her
eight children, the Minister should see
in this fact alone the best of reasons for
confirming his appointment, and thus in
some measure lighten the burden which
Du:?nq' always brings in its mournful

Our contempetary also calls attention
to a fact of which we were not previously
aware but for the statement of which we
have no doubt it has good authority :

W. F. Crafts, of New York, remarks :
“The statement on our second page in
regard to the very large proportion of
those in our prisons who have been
members of the Sunday-school is a start-
ling one.” Startling indeed is Mr. Crafts’
article to those who pledge their
faith on the Sunday-school as the
mainstay of Christian morals and educa-
tion. He quotes from a leaflet on “The
Conversion of Children,” published by
what he calls “the careful and conserva-
tive Children’s Special Service Mission of
London.” The leaflet stated that “nine-
tenths of the criminals were once Sab-
bath-school  children.” This was pub-
lished here, without comment or question,
by the Methodist Tract Society. Mr.,
Crafts has made “careful inquiry of many
familiar with criminals and victims of
vice in regard to this matter.,” The chap-
lain of Sing Sing writes to bim that the
prisoners ‘‘who are Catholics may be
safely put down as having attended Sab-
bath-school, and most of the Protestants.”
The secretary of the Bowery Branch of
the Y. M. C. A. writes: “Very many of
the vicious and criminal Protestants have
been members of Sabbath-school.” The
Rev. J. G. Bass, chaplain of the King’s
County Penitentiary, [Brooklyn, writes
that in his labor among prisoners twenty
years ago, it was a strange thing to find a
person arrested for crime who had been
an attendant at a Sabbath-school. “Now,
and for some few years past, seventy-five
per cent., at least, of the inmates of our
prisons, and the suspected persons out of
prison, have been scholars of Sunday-
schoals.” He learned from the more in-
tel].isent risoners that ‘“they attended
Sunday-school, but not church service,”
His remarks, of course, do not apply to
Catholica. As the children grew up and
lost the attraction for Sunday-schools in
the shape of “inducements,” and wearied
of “the jingle of the chorus of the hymns,”
they dropped out,and, “not being anchored
anywhere by church attendance, they
drifted into Sabbath-breaking—bad com-
y, bad habits, vice, crime.” To Mr.
m’. mindl one of the most important
uestions béfore the church should be,
“How can'we induce our young people
to attend church services!” By sending
them to irreligious schools, of course.
“The youth and young men of to-day,”
he adds, “are not, I think, lhfﬁu, ut
peglecters of the means of grace.”

Anyhow we
mean to give them an opportunity of
ruaking up their minds now whether it is
tobe peace or war between the two
countries (cheers). At present, as Mr,
Healy tells you, there is a truce, a lull in
the troubles, and I hope the truce may
continue; but I hope the English people
will not mistake the present attitude of
the Irish people. As Mr, Healy told you,
the Irish people were not afraid to be
extreme in the days of Earl Spencer and
the Crimes Act, in the days when being
extreme meant persecution and calumny,
the prison, the plank bed, aye, even the
gallows in some cases (cheers). We were
not afraid to be extreme then and we are
not ashamed to be moderate now when it
would be quite eafe to be extreme
(cheers), The English never made a
greater blunder in their livesif they think
that Mr. Parnell, in the next session of the
“next Parliament, is going to have a grand,
showy Home Rule debate, and that after
making his speech, and having a division
and getting beaten by five to one, I
suppose, he will meekly bow his head
and trouble the English Parliament no
further. No; he will keep his eighty
Irishmen fastened in the flank of the
English Parliament, tormenting and
rankling them like a spear-head (cheers),
And if they do not want peace, why he
will give them war (great cheering), He
will give them such a war as 50 Irish
members can carry on in the heart of the
English Parliament, and such war as the
Lrish people are able to carry outside of
Parliament with the weapon of the fran-
chise and the weapon of the boycotting
pike, as they call it, orany other weapons
the time or opportunity may offer ue
(great cheering). And so from those who
come after us from generation to genera-
tion (cheers). For it will be carried on
until the fabric of Irish Freedom shall
rise side by sice with England, or on the
ruing of English greatness or of her
empire (cheers). I do not myself attach
much imporiance to what they say in
England on those matters, All their
screaming at Mr, Parnell at this moment,
all their talk about dismembering the
Em‘Fire is simply & Whi% dodge for dis-
erediting the Tories at the general eleo-
tion, for they believe that the Tories are
going to get the Irish vote,and their only
chance is to try and arouse English greed
and English prejudice and English ignor-
ance against Ireland and against the part;
who is accused of being in alliance wit
them (hear, hear). Ido not believe that
there is a promivent statesman in England
at the present moment with @ything like
a future before him who does not feel
in heart and soul that Mr, Parnell is
going to win (cheers), and that nothing
except the madness on the part of the
Irish people can defeat him (cheers).
Therefore we need not trouble ourselves
to look to the gnbble of Foglish news,
apers, or of English Liberal spouters,
hat we have to look tois to ourselves
alone (cheers)—to our own isation
and our own determination (cheers). We
have to show that the Irish people know
their own mind, and are determined to
stick to it to the death with the courage
and the determination of an army in :ﬁe
field (loud cheers). It is freedom alone
that will enable the farmer, the labourer,
the artisan, and the shopkeeper to dwell
in peace and happiness and plenty, and
in their own fair land (cheers). That
vision of freedom, thank God, is rising up
around us stately and beautiful as we
saw the Killarney mountains rise up to.
day through the mists (cheers); and if we

are only true to ourselyes the pun
