ANNUAL MEETING.
(Continued from last Wesleyan)

Rey John McDougall was the next
speaker called. He said : While Bro.
Dove has told you he bas come from

the shores of Newfoundland and is cool- |

ed by the stormy breezes of the Atlan-
tic, | come from the high lands of the
western part of the continent, where ve
are blessed with the balmy breezes of
the Pacific. I am gratefu{ that I bave
been preceded by so many speakers.
You have been talked to in such a strain
that the spirit of the meeting is one in

tensely missionary. I come to you a
Missionary ; I cowe to you as one who
would be a traitor to the example of
those whom hLe loved best and most
highly esteemed in this life, if I were
not missionary in heart and missionary
in spirit. I want to ask your indul-
gence while I talk to you in my own
way, of the missionary work of the
North-west—tbat land which we have
ouly recently learned so much about.
Only five years ago, in one ot the public
buildings™ of the capital of the Do-
minion, one of our cabinet ministers, a
man who, it is presnmed, ought to have
known something of the geography and
natural resources of this country which
he, in common with his colleagues, was
called upon to legislate for, made the
statement that the whole North-west
was but one big white elephant. Iam
glad to say to-night that I have lived
to see the day when these words should
be recalled. I believe that the man
who uttered those words would now take
them back. Many thousand people
from the older provinces bave gone out
to the North.west, and they have en-
dorsed, heartily endorsed, opinions of
my own, given years ago,when very little
was konown of our western country—
that fv is a goodly land, bringing to
this Dominion a rich heritage, and all
that we have to do as a people and asa
Churehb, is to go up and possess it in
the name of the Lord Gnd. Iaman
Indian missionary, and my talk to-
night will be principally in connection
with our work in the North-west. I
I want to tell you what you know little
about ; that is as to our influence in es-
tablishing law, order and peace 1n that
immense territory. Some nine yegrs
ago the whole land was afflicted by the
terrible scourge of small-pox, and the
dead and dying were to be found every-
where—at the mission stations, at the
Hudson Bay posts, out on the plains,
and 1n the Indian camps. As the trav-
eller approached an Indian village he
would find the dead and the dying lyin z

inside and outside of the huts, and the
wild beasts praying upon the bodies.

While this was the condition of affairs,
from the boundary line up to Atbabaska
Lake on the north and one-half of the

population were taken, the buffalo dis-

appeared from the northern plains and
went south. Not only were the Indi-
ans suffering from the scourge of dis-

ease, but the source from which they

decived their food was taken from them.

At this period they began to think that
there were reasons for this calamity

coming upon them Not having the

light, that it was the Lord who

rules tbem, they look around with-

in the range of their own vision, and

they were led by men who were dis-

loval to the British throne, to believe

that the whites were the origin of

the scourge. The Indians then be-

gan to think that the sooner they got

rid of the white men the better ; the

sooner they got into the Hudson’s Bay |
forts and the settlements and swept |
them off the face of the earth, the bet- |
ter. They talked the matter over

around therr counc:l fires, and by-and |
bye they arranged that away out at End |
Hills they should concentrate, and as |
soon as they could obtain provisions |
enough to organize they would carry
Into execution their desire for vengeance. |
While this was taking place on the
Saskatchewan River, the traders at the
Hudson Bay posts were wondering why |
it was that the Indians kept aloof on
the plains. By-and-bye the hunters
bevan to come in from different points
with rumors that the Indians were con-
contrating for some purpose, and that
purpose not a good one. We had our
hands full at home. The disease was
all around us. Our people were dying
and our families suffering, so that there
was plenty to do. By-aund-bye the ru-
mors were confirmed that the Indians
were concentrating at the End Hills,
and the President of the Hudson’s Bay
Company came round to my father’s
house to consult him. Presently I was

|

sent for, and, said my father, *“ Word
bas come in that the Indians are
gathering at the End Hills and Mr.
Simpson wants me to confer with them,
He askes if be will send men out with
| you, will you go and see the Indians ?”
| Thrs was about noon. I got ready at
| once, started with twelve men - well
equipped, and on Saturday night near-
ed the Indian encampment. When I
heared the dogs bark and the noise of
the camp I said to my men, * Stop be-
bind and let me go on alone.” It was
& dangerous time to go among them, but
we put our trust in Providence. Pre-
sently I saw some one coming out of
the camp, and the news flew round
that the young preacher had come. In-
stead of meeting with violence or any-
thing like it they.shook hands all round
and said of all ‘men in the west they
were glad to see me because they knew
I came as the harbinger of good news
and peace. One of the head wen said,
' We bhave been thinking that the white
men are our enemies ; that the Hudson’s
Bay Company people have forgotten us;
that they will no longer be our frienas;
that the missionaries are turned against
us also, and we have been talking of
what we shall do in the matter.” One
old man said, * We are glad you have
come because you can tell our young

men what has really taken place as they
thought the whitemen were raising their
hands and their medicine against us.”
I told them the news that we in
our missions had suffered also from the
small-pox, and that we looked \upon it
as a visitation of the Great Father
above because of our sins. I also told
them that the white man felt for bis In-
dian brother ; that the missionary fely
for them : that my father bad never
hesitated for a moment that he »aid,
“ Go my son,” when I asked to go and
see them : and I bavenever felt any. fear
of coming to.them; that the Hudson’s
Bay Company bad come to toeir rescac
with all their wealth and power, and
that we wanted to shake hands with
them. A reconciliation took place; and
they soon began to come into the forts
again. They say to this day that tbat
which might have taken place in the
spring, and which would bave result-
ed in & masacre of the whites, was
averted by the action of the mission-
aries at that land. That was prior to
the Government of the Dominion taking
hold of the coantry. Subsequently the
Government began to turn their atten-
tion to the North-west; the Pacific
Railway was projected and prospecting
parties were sent out to explore for a
rout. When I came home one day after
several months absence, I found a sealed
package lying at my _place. My wife
said, “ Hear is a package, and although
you have been away all summer, [ am
pretty sure that it contains something
to take you away again.”  Sure
enough it contained a commission
from Mr. Sandford Flemiog, asking
me to come down to the Tuch-wood

as the Indians dreaded very much

In faet, there came a
report next day that some of them had
been stopped, and great trouble was

anticipated. Three months had elapsed
since the sending out of this package,
and as [ was away from home at the
time it arrived, time had been lost. In
the meantime my father happened to be
going home from Canada. Assoon as
he reached Winnipeg the Government
gecure.. him, and sent him out to the
Indians as their agent. He travel
ed post hast to the south branch,
struck ont from Fort Carleton, and

of the true nature of tbe case. They
said that was what they wanted. and !
if they bad only known the reason at ‘
first, there would have been no d'tﬁc_ul. i
ty at all.

ises. Previous to the mounted police |
going in there, I also recieved a com. |
mission. 1 was out on the plains to |
the Blackfeet camp at the time. A |
courier brought the package post haste

Hills, 700 miles east of the mouaatains |

from Edmonton. My instructions
were to tell the Indians why it was
that the mounted police were going
amongst them. I went amongst the
Blackfeet bands, and it was, und er the
circumstances, taking one's life in his
own hand to do so. The traders were
selling whiskey all through the country
and by means of it were robbing the
Indians of their robes, their horses,
their furs, and everything they bad.
It was while this was going on I reach-
ed a camp of the Blackfeet. I never
wish to spend anotber night such as I
put in there, They were all drunk and
at their worst. @ sat in our tent
watching their orgies, not knowing the
moment we shou'd be attacked, but the
Lord was on our side. Then came a
terrible thunder storm, and the In-
dians who were able had to take to the
brush and into their tents for shelter,
while those who got thoroughly wet
were sobered up a little. In the
morning some of them were sober
enough to go on with us to the large
camp, and tell the chief that “Mission-

make is this: The Government knew
there were no men who would be so
received by the Indians on the plains
or by the Ohristian Indians of the west,
as the representatives of the Me-
thodist Church in that country. We
haveseveral missions in the North-west.
They have all been doing a good work.
We have one up at White-fish Lake,
one at Victoria, one at Woodville, one
at E lmontou, and one at Fort McLeod,
Just now the principal missions are at
Whitefish Lake, Edmonton and Morley.
A few years ago the site of the mission
at Whitefish Lake was a wilderness.
The Indians come there occasionally,
and their encampment was a constant
scene of gambling, quarrelling and
violence, frequently resulting in stab-
bing and shooting. The medicine man
might be sean with his rattie and drum
trying to conjure the sickness out of
some poor wretch, when iu reality he
was only senling them mere quickly
out of the world. While thus engaged
a runner would bring the news that the
' Blackfeet were close by. Down would
| go the tents and the whole camp would

They are his slaves, bis property—he |
had nurchased them. Until the mount- |
ed pf)li('e came in, the Iudiancould shoot
one of his sqnaws down, or take his
knife and cut her nose off, and no man
eould interfere. I bave seem many of
them mutilated in that way. Although
many of the bands bave bad no mission
aries amongst them 4s vet, they have
been indirectly affected by the example
of their Christian brethern, and are !
taking but one wife and no more. |

I have picked them up mysel
and taken them to the camps of their
undatiful children, and so shamed them
into a sense of their responsibility tbat
they have taken them home and cared
for them. Tc day such g thing would
be considered a very uncommon occur-
rence,because the Indians have been ed-
ucated up to the responsibility of their
relation to their aged parents. On one
occasion I had been away some time
from the mission, and on my return I
found that the Indians were exasperated

Evaus, who gave to the Indians of
the North-west the syllabic character,
which has been largely taken hold of
by every missionary church that is
working through that country. By
means of the syllabic character the In-
dian may be taught in a few days to
read the Bible and hymn book in his
own tongue. The Indians of Slave

They were |
a nation of robbers. We WO'Illd not expect ‘w
to see any nowadays carryingon such a :

men have sown and laboured. What
would men say to a thief who, going into
his neighnor’s house or store did not satis- ;
fy himself with taking what pleased bim, |
but abused the owner for not casting away
what he did not admire P Gideon was
raised up to deliver Israel from the ypke
of Milian, and we take the field against
the spiritual Midianites with the old bat-
tlecry: “ The sword of the Lord and of
<Gideon,” Among the many “ vagabond
, exorcists,” or religious Midianites, none
are more unscrupulous than those whose
teaching and conduct I profess to exam-
ine. I feel happy in looking at this mat-
teras I am congdent that all that is need-
ed to prove the unscripturalness of much
of their teaching is a quiet reference to
God's word. A plain and simple argu-
ment is all that is rcequired, and if that
can be found in Scripture our opponents
cannot object, as they profess to base
their theories upon that. ‘¢ To the Law,”
then, “ and to the testimony : if theg speak
not according to this word, it is because
there is no light in them.”

This strictest of the sect is but of re-
cent origin. As evidence that I have no
desire to say anything unfair of them let
us glance at their origin, and at some of |
tkeir avowed principles. In the year 1812,
Alexander Campbell left the Presbyterian ;
church, and was immersed. He then join-
ed the Rodstone Baptist association ; from
which he separated at the end of ten years.
Because his new fangled notions were not
entertained he went over to the Mahoning
Association of Ohio. This was the be-
ginning of the sect of Campbellites. They
cail themselves * Disciples” or * Chris-
tians :"" but that they do not adhere to the
teaching of Chuiist, I sball endeavour to
prove.

They started with the idea that there
were no christians in other churches.
Think of that will you. For over eighteen
centuries the just and holy God bad al-
lowved men to live and die, in at least par-

tial daikness. ignorance and sin : the
mass of professing Chbristians all
astray until the year 1828, when tor-

Am I wrong in saying that they
teach that other churches are unchris-
tian ? Perhaps you fancy their opinions
bave changed. Not at all. If you doubt
this I refer you to a published report of
a discussion between Mr. Blunes of the
Christian church and Mr. Archibald of
the Presbyterian church. They don’t re-

ard any man a Christian till 1mmersed.

If these are the disciples of Christ how-
ever much they differ from others the
will agree among themselves aad all teac
the same things. We have a right to ex-
pect this from their high pretensions.
Their professed aim is to restore primitive
simplicity. In the Acts we
early Christians “ continned steadfastly
in the apostles’ doctrine” or teaching;
but these Campbellites do not. If they
do not agree, then some are wrong, but
they rob themselves of any excuse, all
their members bave been immersed, and
therefore according to them, regenerated.
They teach that those who have departed
from primitive simplicity, are not Chris.
tians ; they themselves have so departed ;
therefore they are not Christians. This
is their own argument.

II. Let us examine their teaching in refer-
ence to the personality and Deity of the
Holy Ghost. No doctrine of Scripture is
of greater importance than that of the
Holy Trinity. The Bible teaches most
plainly that in the unity of the Godhead
there are three divine persons. The book
that teaches us to denounce, to abhor,and
flee from idolatry, cannot inculcate 1dola-
try. It cannot threaten the heaviest pen-
alties against those who wmultiply gods,
and then claim our faith and worship for
the Father, the So». and the Holy Ghost,
unless these then are one in substance,
power, and eternity. We must renounce
our reason or accept our creed. We are
shut up to the faith. The catholic faith
is this, “ that we worship our God in
Trinity and Trinity in Unity, neither con-
founding the persons, nor dividing the
substance. For there is one person of
the Fatber, another of the Son, another of
the Holy Ghost. But the Godhead of the
Father, of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost

' is all one the glory equal, the majesty co-

eternal.”” These Campbellites accept the
truth as to the Father and the Son, but
deny the proper personality and divinity
of the Holy Ghost. They teach that apart
from the word there is no Holy Ghost,
and that to offer divine worship to Him
is idolatry. In directing your attention to
this part of our subjeet, let us inquire
first—What is a person? “A person is
one who possesses personal propertics.
But what are personal properties P Such
as indicate the possession of mind or in-
telligence. A person is an intelligent
agent. That which contrives, whi:h'c.an
design, must be a person. These gualities
constitute xmulity; for they imply
consciousnéss and thought.” If we prove
from Scripture that the Holy Spirit poe-
sesses these qualities, His personality will
be beyond doubt. |

1. In proof of the Spirit's personality, I
remark that present qualities are ascribed
to Him. Active intelligence, as we have
just seen, is a prime pereonal quality, but
this appertains to the Holy Ghost. * For
what man knoweth the things of a man
save the spirit of man which is in bim P
even so the things of God knoweth no
man but the Spirit of God.”” “ Now we
have received not the spirit of the world
but the spirit which is of God that we
might know the things tbat are fully

As a divine ordinance, baptism holds
the same place in the christian economy
as circumeision did in the Jewish dispen-
sation. They are both appointed as rites
to initiate mankind into the visible church
of God. Both were commanded of God;
bat neither of them was to be r«lied on
for salvation. The Apostle expressly de-
clares that * He is not a Jew who is one
outwardly; neither is that circamcision
which i8 outward in the flesh ; but he is a
Jew who is one inwardly, and circumcision
is that of the beart, in the spirit, and not
in the letter, whose praise is not of men
but of God.”

If circumcision had no more efficacy
than this it cannot, with any show of
reason, be contended that baptism bas :
for both hold the same place in the cove-
nant of God with man.
represented as an experimental blcssing
realized in the heart by the agency of the
Holy Spirit, and therefore, it cannot con-
sist in any external forms.

The notion of baptismal regeneration
is disproved also by facts. These “ dis-
ciples” tell you that you must be immers-
ed in order to be saved ; that unless you
are immersed your salvation is impossible.
Let us test this in two ways. If baptism
“ consummates regeneration,” if a man’s
sins are remitted and his heart changed
when he is immersed, how was it that after
baptism Ansuias and Sapphira continued
the subjects of pride, avarice, and deceit
they were before ? How was it, that, after
being baptised, Simon Magus remained
in the gall of bitterness and bond of ini-
quity ? Yea, how is it that so many of
these modern disciples, after immersion,
live just as in their unregenerate state P
It is a melancholy fact that many have
been baptized who never were regenerate.

But if baptism cannot change the char-

acter of its subjects, neitber, on the otber |
hand, did tbe want of it prevent Cornelius |

and his company from receiving the joys

of salvation, and the gifts of the Holy |

Ghost : for these blessings were bestowed

before the sacrament of baptism was ad- |
ministered.
