. FARM PAPERS THREATENED

The whole agricultural press of Canada is
in danger of being siiddled with heavy bur
dens as a result 8f new regulations whieh
Postmaster-General  Pelletier  threatens  to
put into force.  Readers of-The Guide who
have followed our Ottawa correspondence
will remember that the Senate, towards the
close of the recent session, caused the defeat
of u bill which would have taken the power
to fix postage rates away from Parliament
and placed it in the hands of the PPostmaster
General,  Mr. Pelletier, as a result, is con
siderably peeved, and he now elaims that the
rate  of postage which has been charged
for the carriage of newspapers for many
years past is contrary 10 luw and that he has
{hie power to change the regulations in such
a wayv as to increase the rates 1o something
like five times the present charge on papers
like the Grain Growers’ Guide. At the pres
ent time weekly newspapers sent out from
the office of publication are carried thru the
mails in Canada at the very low rate of a
quarter of a-cent per pound, while daily
newspapers pay one cent per pound. This
nominal charge was established muany years
ago because it was considered to be in the
general interests of the country that news
papers should be ag cheap and widely circu
lated as possible. It is because of this cheap
postage rate that weekly papers such as The
Guide ean be published at the low subserip
tion price, including postage, of %1 a year,
which is less than 2 cents per copy, and there
can be no question that cheap newgpapers
have done a great deal to inform and educate
the people of Canada not only on matters
connected with the farm, but also on political
questions and on the doings of the world at
large. The Postmaster-General -however, for
comi reason or other, is proposing to repudi-
ate this prineiple, and to read the present
Jaw in such a way as to do away with the
bulk rate on newspapers and charge a quar-
ter of a cent for every copy instead of for
every pound: He also proposes to class farm
papers as business papers and make them
gubject to 4 still higher-rate, in fact he geems
to be looking for every possible means of
imposing a burden upon weekly newspapers
in general and farm papers in particular, If
he succeeeds, of course, it will mean that the
subseription price of the papers affected
will have to be inereased, and the result of
that will be that many people will have to
buy less papers.

BACK TO THE LAND

This 18 the first time for many years that
the cities of Canada have had large numbers
of unemployed at this séason of the year. It
is. however, the natural result of a cause, and
we have only to go back a year or two to
find it Then we had the three large raillway
companies stretehing their branches at g
rapid rate throout the entire  country.
Thousands upon  thousands of  unskilled
lnborers were ergaged upon this work. To
day construction work of this nature is
almost nil, and so these men rush to the
cities,

We ask, why this falling off of railway
construction? and the answer is, that rail
way development was going on at a more
rapid rate than the real development of the
country warranted.  Investments were be
coming too great for returns and a halt had
to be inade.  In other words, there was not
cnongh bisiness to keep the roads busy. It
was 4 false prosperity maintained for a short
time upon bhorrowed capital, and under the
circumstances we had, sooner or later, to
arrive at the only result which could reason
ably be expected.  What has been said of the
ratlways might be said of minor industries.
Canada has been developing too  rapidly
along many lines, on borrowed capital.

The present situation, while it is hard
for many a breadwinner, is simply a period
when wethave to take stock, and in the pro
cess have found that our expenditure in
many ways was out of all proportion to our
mmcome.  Itois a lesson we all have to learn,
bhoth as individuals and as a nation.  Outside
of the unskilled laborer, Canada presents
today just as great opportunities as ever she
did. We still have large areas of wealth pro-
ducinge virgin soil, and still untold wealth in
our other natural resources. There are just
as good opportunities for the farmer to come
and seceure a piece of our fertile prairie land
as there were twWo or three yvears ago.  Mar-
kets for all kinds of farm produce are
ecqually as good, if not better. The man with
a little ready money can do better in West
ern Canada today than he could three years
4o, :

[t 708 quite true that, in our feverish
condition, land values, both rural and urbin,
soared to unwarranted figures and the inevit
able set-hack has brought hardship on many.
Nothing hut a few years of wholesome de-
velopment can rectity these conditions. That
process has been going on: for the past two
vears and the outlook 1s brighter and will
continue so to be if the unprincipled and
wild-cat . manipulator is gfven his quiectus.

Canada stifl has ample room for millions
of thrifty and useful citizens and can still
hiold out golden opportunities for such, espe-
¢lally to the agricultural class. “In the mean-
time, - however, we have the unemployed

nroblem before us and some. practical steps
should be taken to try and solve it. It would
be a eredit to the Dominion Government, and
vould pay the countrs if 1t would take hold
and grapple with the question.

Those who were at the Manitoba Grain
Growers’ Convention list January will re
member the facts, A farmer at Vista, Man.,
placed his name on the car order hook and
afterwards sold the grain which he intended
to load to an elevator company.  When his
turn for a car came he had no grain to load,
and the car should have gone to the next
person on the list.  The elevator operator,
however, took the car, loaded it, and billed
it out in the farmer’s name.  This being con-
trary to the Grain Act, a member of the
Vista Grain Growers' Association took pro-
ceedings against the clevator operator and
summoned . him before a magistraté.  The
facts were not disputed, and it was clear
that the elevator man had seeured a car out
of his turn, but the magistrate decided to
He ac-
cordingly wrote, stating the facts, to the
Attorney-General’s department at Winnipeg,
and received in oreply a letter from the
Deputy Attorney-General, 1 which a fan-
tastic interpretation was placed upon the
law, by which it was made to appear that
no breach of the Act had been committed.

FREEDOM OF SPEECH

In spite of the hot sticky limp kind
of weather we are having, | fecl right
cous indignation bubbling up within me
every time | betake myself to the read
ing of political news, Why is it, | want
to know, that our newspapers are so
contemptibly persomml in their attitude
to their political wpponents?  One can
understand that the man who offers him
welf in the politied]l field as’a candidate
for offiec leaves himpelf open to any
snmount of abuse, and that his private
life will be hauled inte the limelight
and its faults carcfully inspected thru
a magnifying plass Well and good
the man who enters the political arena
tales hiv ehance of this sort of thing.

But what | am exercise 1 to find out
just now is why a private citizen can’t
express an opinion publicly coneerning
the political issues of the day without
leaving him#elf open to having a tor
rent of abuse heaped upon his un
deserving head? It seems to me that it
in about time our newspapers ceased to
insult the publie intelligence by offer
ing this sort of retort to those whose
opinions meet with their dignpproval.

The only effeetive rebuttal of opin
jons that are not well founded is to
point out their unsoundness, and if they
are fundamentally mistalen the publie
will come to see it just as surely and
quickly without the necessity of black
gunrding the one who gave expression
to them.. Would it be an unkindness to
mention here that men, being, aceording
to their own way of it, the logical sex,
might have been expected to realize
that when John MeGuinness says that
education is heing sadly neglected in
the Provinee of Manitoba, it is no an
gwer to the eharge of neglected educa
tion to say that John MeGuinness is a
partisan, an intellectual prostitute, a
favor-hunter, waiting patiently upon
the doorstep of those politically power
ful. Lt would seem to my feminine, and
therefore unseientific  mind, that the
wiy to answer such—a—eharge would he
to show, if possible, that everything
was heing done for eduecation that could
be done.

But that is not the way the party
newspapers  deal  with such  charges.
Viery often they don’'t make even' a
show of answering the argunfents raised
against their side, but, instead, open
up their whole voeabulary of insulting
lnnguage and pour it upon the head of
the oné Who dares to question the right-
cousness of their adherents. To be sure
we are not confined in jail for express
ing our ideas, and in that we are ahead
of Russia,

Yet, after all, this evil, like the poli-
tical corruption mentioned in this page
the other wegk, comes hothe to roost,
and it lies with us «¢he common péople

to say whether wg will countenance
this sort of thing or whether we will
demand a higher and more intelligent
treatment of political issues and of
those who support. them,

EXPERIMENTAL FARMS EXHIBIT

One of the feaures of the Calgary Ex
hibition this vear was an ingeniously
devised and excellently arranged exhibit
prepared and sent out under the super
vision of the Director of the Dominion
Experimental Farms, It is of a most
attractive character and shows what the
various Experimental Farms are doing
to help solve many of thesmost difficult
;rn‘ lems that confront the farmers of
Ganada,

The exhibit consists of a set of panels
included in a frontage of seventy:-two
feet., Two of the panels are devoted to
the work of the Experimental Stations
at Lethbridge and Lacombe, and the re
mainder to the general work of agricul
tural experimentation and demonstra
tion that affects the whole of Canada.
One of the sections shows very graphi
cally the great advantage of mixed
farming over one-crop farming. Anoth
er panel shows with telling emphasis the
advaptave Nrruing to the soil thru
mixed farming, which makes possible a
careful rotation of crops.

What has heen done in the way of in
troducing improved strains of grain is
shown by a very cleverly designed panel
showing the great improvement in the
wheat erop thru the use of Marquis
wheat, which was originated by the Fx
perimental Farms, The Prelude wheat,
4 new earlvoripening variety, also orig
inated by the Experimental Farms, is
also illustrated.  This variety will make
possible profitable wheat growing in a
vastly greateriarcea northward in Canada
than ¢an he done at present. To deseribe
all the excellent items of this spléndid
exhibit would take too'much space.
