I looked anxiously forward for no less 
A than thirty years. It was jüst thirty 

years since time and fate had made her 
dependent for a living upon her own ex­
ertions, without the least hope of aid from 
love or duty. Till then—that is, up to 
her twenty-eighth year—she had support­
ed herself, but with frequent hospitality 
of kinsfolk to make the efforts lighter. 
Now, at eight-and-fifty, she had received 
from her pupils’ parents, with all possible 
kindness of wording, the anticipated notice 
that after next quarter her services would 
be no more in request So it had come at 
last, and fervently she thanked Heaven 
for the courage which enabled her to face 
it with so much composure. That there 
was no possibility of another engagement 
she took for granted ; perhaps it was only 
out of delicate consideration that these 
good friends had kept her so long. She 
did not feel very old ; was not conscious 
of mental decay; but probably others had 
observed some sign of it At such an age 
as this who could expect to be retained as 
governess to young people? Doubtless it 
would be an injustice to her pupils. 
Moreover, she was ready for the change ; 
again, Heaven be thanked !

‘What will the poor old thing do?’

Beauty was never hers, nor much nat­
ural grace : nowadays she looked a very 
homely, but a very nice old lady, with 
something of austerity in her countenance 
which imposed respect She spoke with 
a gentle firmness, smiling only when 
there was occasion for it In education 
she knew herself much behind the teach­
ers of to-day ; her mental powers were not 
more than ordinary; but Nature had 
given her that spirit of refinement which 
is not otherwise to be acquired. Generally 
able to win the regard of wetFconditioned 
children, she had always been looked upon 
as an excellent disciplinarian, which

the wages of a middling cook ; yet the 

U importance of her trust through life was 
such as cannot be exaggerated, and the 
duties laid upon her had been discharged 
with a competence, a conscientiousness, 
which no money could repay. Her suc­
cess! At the age of fifty-eight she trem­
blingly calculated her hope of being able 
to live out the rest of her life with not less 
than twenty shillings a week.

And the life history which explained 
this great achievement Miss Hurst could 
not have written it; she possessed neither 
the faculty nor the self-esteem needful for 

. such a work ; but assuredly it deserved to 
be written. Reflect upon the simple as­
sertion that, from her twenty-eighth to 
her fifty-eighth year this woman had 
never unavoidably spent one shilling-piece 
She, with the instincts and desires of the

BeauThe parents of Gunner W. Towers, R. 
F. A., received an intimation from the 
War Offiice of their son’s death early in 
November, and a letter dated 'November 
4 from his commanding officer confirming 
the news, and giving such specific details 
that he was "doing gun laying” when 
killed. The date of his death was given 
as August 26 at Le Cateau. Towers was, 
however, not killed ; he reached England 
last week as one of the exchanged prison­
ers of war. He had been badly wounded 
—his right leg was practically shattered 
and was afterwards amputated, his left 
leg had 16 shrapnel wounds, both arms 
were injured, and there were other wounds 
in the chest and face.

A similar case is that of Private Alex­
ander Mangan, 2nd Manchester Regi­
ment, who was officially reported killed in 
action at Le Cateau on August 26. Later 
his mother received a post-card signed 
"A. Mangan,” stating that he had been 
seriously wounded and had received much 
kindness from a German Roman Catholic 
priest. He has now returned to England 
as an exchanged prisoner, having lost his 
right leg —The Times, London, Feb. 26.

GRAND MANAN ROUTE lSuit.Ottawa, March 21.—Colonel Francis 
Douglas Farquhar, D. S. C., commander 
of thé Princess Patricias Canadian Light 
Infantry, and late military secretary to 
His Royal Highness the Duke of Con- 
nought, Governor General of Canada, has 
been killed in action at the front. A 
cable to the chief of staff of the Canadian 
Militia Department conveyed the news 
late to-night. The late Col. Farquhar 
came to Ottawa in October, 1913, as mili­
tary secretary to his Royal Highness, and 
by his charming courtesy made himself a 
popular figure in official and social circles 
in the capital.

On the organization of the Princess 
Patricias he was chosen commander, the 
appointment proving a most popular one. 
He had a most distinguished career as a 
soldier and won the distinguished service 
order in the South African campaign while 
serving with his regiment, the Coldstream 
Guards. He married in 1905, Lady Evelyn 
Hely-Hutchinson, daughter of the Earl of 
Donughmore. Lady Farquhar is at pres­
ent in London.

Col. Farquhar’s death makes the third 
officer connected with Government House 
to fall in the present war, the others be­
ing Captain Rivers-Bulkley, Scots Guards, 
former comptroller of the Household, and 
Captain Newton, former A. D.1C., who 
was" the first Officer of ttfë ’ Pri (fcess"Pat - " 
ricias to meet death in action.

The messrge front the war office reads :
"Colonel Farquhar, Princess Patricias 

dead. Lieut. Martin of same regiment 
dead. Three killed, twenty wounded. ”

The message was communicated to 
government house, and the royal family 
was deeply moved on its receipt. The 
Duke and Duchess cabled a message of 
condolence to Lady Farquhar, and a sep­
arate message of sympathy was sent to 
the regiment by Her Royal Highness 
Princess Patricia, whose name it bear s.— 
Standard.

J. D. GRIMMERA MUOH MAI DEFICIT
A ST. GEORGE MANAccording to reliable statistics there are 

tied up at the present time about two 
billion 1>ushels of wheat, the production 
of the countries at war. This is in the 
vicinity of half the world's total produc­
tion of wheat A recognized authority 
argues that granting that the warring na­
tions produce a one-half crop in the com­
ing year, a defidt of one billion bushels 
will still bé shown. The "three countries 
upon which the filling of this defidt of one 
billion bushels will rest are Canada, the 
United States and Argentina. The com­
bined output of these three countries is 
only L249,000,000; their exportable sur­
plus would, of course, be much less, so it 
can easily be seen that the question is not 
one to be easily solved, and it behooves 
Qmada to increase her productions as 
much as she possibly can; for when the 
war is over and trade begins to re-estab­
lish itself and the nations undergo a pro­
cess of rehabilitation, the demand for all 
breadstuffs must be enormous.

CAPTAIN OF " MONGOLIAN ” KILLED 
AT HALIFAX PERFECTION

HEATER
FISH HATCHERIES

Halifax, N. S., March 17—J. W. Hath- 
erly, commander of the Allan Liner Mon­
golian, was instantly killed and Mr. Turn- 
bull, foreman at the dry dock narrowly 
escaped this morning. Captain Hatherly 
was in the forehold of the ship which was 
undergoing repairs. Foreman Turnbull 
was standing close to him, The wire hoist 
was being raised from the hold when a 
strong back fell. It struck the captain on 
the head and he died twenty minutes later.

He was struck on the back of the head 
and a strong back also grazed the 
shoulder and leg of Foreman Turnbull.

Captain Hatherly was one of the most 
popular and oldest commanders running 
to this port in the service of the Allan 
Line. He was in that service for fifteen 
years. His wife and three children reside 
in Glasgow. He was born in Portsmouth 
and was forty-eight years of age.

S. J. Walker, of the marine and fisheries 
department, Ottawa, arrived in the city 
yesterday to make an inspection of the 
dominion government hatcheries in this 
vicinity. Mr. Walker found the Little 
River hatchery in good shape and the fish 
are now beginning to spawn under favor­
able conditions. He said last night that 
he expected a very generous distribution 
of salmon and speckled trout from this 
hatchery this year. The shad hatchery 
in the Washademoak will be conducted as 
usual this year, beginning June 1. Mr. 
Walker leaves to-day to continue the in­
spection of hatcheries throughout the 
maritime provinces.—Telegraph, Mar. 18.

" The people have no excuse for talking 
of the high cost of living with fish so 
cheap and so plentiful. Not only fresh 
fish, including halibut, but frozen haddock 
and cod are overstocked on the Canadian 
market at the present time, and there 
does not appear to be much chance of 
shipping the surplus to the Old Country 
with shipping tied up and freights so high, 
it is true that the shipments to the United 
States have shown a considerable increase 
since the duty was lifted in 1913, but the 
war appears to have affected the Ameri­
cans and brought on a period of caution 
which has cut down their fish pqrphasçs 
along with other goods.”

During the last five years, Mr, Brittain 
said, the people have learned to eat more 
fish, but the consumption is still below 
what it should be in the interests of the 
fishing industry and of the people them? 
selves, When Lent is over in about two 
weeks, Mr. Brittain said, there would be a 
lull in the fish industry, as the fish eaters 
would turn to some other diet for a change, 
and the dealers would have sfill greater 
difficulty in getting rid of their stocks.

He would like to see fish on the bill of 
fare in every family once a day Qr at least
