The decision of the supreme zouirt
of the United States forbidding the
Northérn 'Securities company to hold
the stock of the Great Northern and
Northern Pacific railroads .as not
yet resulted in any disintegration of
the system of northern railroads and
the warfare between the original com-
yanies “which the majority “f the su-
preme court of the United States z0n-
sidered to.be so desirable and ¢f which
the shippers of the country wéré #o
fearful. 0 oaas

In fact, conditions seem: abou‘ the
same as they were before, save that
the uncéertainty ‘has been ' rewoved.
The stocks of the two big railroad
companies held by the Ncrthern Secur-
ities commpany will be distribute® to
the holders .of stock in the Sedurities
company, in proportion to their hold-
ings. The actual frol ‘'of the two
railroads will mmx‘ precisely the
same as it was before; for the su-
preme court hardly went so far as to
assert that the same individual could
mot” hold stock in two 'different rail-
roads at the same time. The Securi-
ties company will continue to hold
the stocks of other companies which
are not affected by the deéislon, so
even it will not go out of existence.

The Securiti¢s company, in its incep-
tion and operation, did not alter con-
ditions as they existed when it was
formed. Its sole purpose was to insure
permanence to those conditions. The
majority of stock in each of the two
rafiroad companies was owned br con-
trolled by a single group of men when
mesécmue. company was formed.
They will continue to hold the stock
and the control of both companies,
now that the holding company has
been deprived of the power to act as
thelr fiduciary agent.

Warious incidents of more or less in-
terest have occurred during the past
aweek in connection with the local min-
dngindustry. The advent of the spring
#haws has affected the mines depend-
ing upon wagon roads for shipping ore,
but in other directions fthe change of
wseason has exercised no ‘effect. The
outlook for a rapid extension of ac-
#wity in the local mining industry is
‘bright, and setbacks that may crop up
cannot be more than temporary.

The Jumbo ceased hauling ore dur-
ing the week, an inevitable result of
the breaking up of the sleigh road.
Prior to the suspension a large quan-
ity of timbers was taken up ‘to the
‘property for use underground and in
‘the construction of additional ore bins.
A crew of sixteen has been retained
permanently on development work.
The Kootenay also ceased shipping,
and thte mine is now closed down.

The Number One mine also went on
the closed list owing to a shortage of
‘timbers, and the same drawback has
affected the Josie. Both mines take de-
divery of mine timbers over the high
line railroad, and this has been snow-
ed up since the last heavy fall. A few
#ays longer will suffice to clear out
“the spur, and the delivery of materials
will then be facilitated. The reopen-
4ng of the Number One is fixed for
TPuesday or Wednesday.

The Le Roi Two concentrator will
shortly resume crushing after a close-
- down of nearly a-month. The consign-
ment of oil delayed in transit for this
period has now been en routs west
for some days, -and delivery is ex-
pected early this week. Arrange-
<mments are compieted for a prompt re-
sumption at the mill, and the future
operations will be conducted under
‘mpore propitious conditions in respect
to the moving of ore.

The statement that the White Bear

‘has or-
ders for ‘its concentrating machinery
. .indicates that the management pro-
poses to take advantage of the earliest
favorable ‘weather conditions to com-
mence construction. The order for
the timbers required for the large con-
centrator building has also been drawn
up, and matters are now practically
in shape for a start on the foundations
as soon as the snow goes off. Fortu-
nately the absence of frost in the
ground will render further delays un-
necessary.

The temporary closing of the minor
producers will affect the camp’s ton-
nage for the next few weeks, but the
big mines will continue to send out
mormal gquotas of ore, while consider-
able increases in the aggregate work-
ing crews of the camp are foreshadow-
ed in connection with the return to ac-
tivity of wvarious mines now closed
down.
