Washington, March 21.—President Wilson recognizing that Germany practi­

cally is making war on the United States on the seas, to-day called congress to assem­
ble in extraordinary session on April 2, to deal,with the situation.

The purpose of the session—now called two weeks earlier- than the date first 
set—as announced in the President’s proclamation, is to receive a communication
from the chief executive “on grave questions of national policy.” '

The president in his address to congress will detail how Germany practically 
has been making war on the United States by the ruthless destruction of American 
lives and ships on the high seas in contravention of all the laws of nations and hu­
manity.

St. Quentin, reputed headquarters of the German emperor and his general staff for the two 
years following the battle of the Marne, and scene of a great French defeat in the war of 1870, 
is today within sight of the French infantry, who are following fast on the heels of the retreating 
German army. Twelve miles to the south French troops are also looking down upon La Fere and 

within reach of the German heavy guns, if the invaders have_really elected to hold the famous 
Hindenburg line, running from Lille to Loan. So far there is no evidence that the German retreat 
has halted; indeed facts are known indicating the contrary. La Fere is supposed to be one of the 
cornerstones of the Hindenburg line, yet General Ni ville has been able to occupy Tergnier, less than| 
two miles from La Fere, apparently without encountering serious resistance.

Tergnier is an important railroad junction, from which three roads branch, one north to La 
Fere, a second southwest to Noyon, and a third northwest to St. Quentin. Even more signifi­
cant is the fact that the British advancing on the north against Cambrai, another vital point on the 
Hindenberg line, have seen incendiary fires blazing in the rear of that town- The only fact to off­
set these evidences that the Germans are stilKtetiring is that the advance of both British and 
French materially slackened yesterday. This is officially explained as due to an equinoctial gale 
which swept over the blackened wilderness in which the opposing armies are manoeuvering. The 
British, whose advance has been constantly slower than that of the hrench, are still an appreciable 
distance from Cambrai, their nearest outpost being about twelve miles from that city. The great 
importance of Cambrai lies in the fact that it is the prncipal barrier between the allies and the 
great French coal and iron fields around Valenciennes, twenty miles further on. These fields have 
been in posesssoin of the Germans since the first sweep through Beglium.

While uncertainty still reigns as to the outcome of the great drama being staged in Picardy, the 
Germans continue their efforts to create a diversion in the region of Verdun, but so far nothing 
has devloped to indicate that a major operation is under way. The most important fighting re­
ported from anv other theater is from the long quiescent Macedonian front. Here the fighting 
between the Bulgarian-Teutonic forces and Gen. Sarrail’s French troops has been steadily grow 
ing- in severity, with conflicting reports as to its result.

“Lord Kitchener was a masterful 
man, endowed with fo " idsbie per­
sonality and disposed by nature to 
keep his own counsel ” said Mr. As 
quith. “But it is a mistake to sug­
gest that he lived in isolatin'! and did 
not consult military opiait u as ta the 
conduct of the war. That is untrue, 
but it is true that during the earl'' 
months of the war he acted as iris 
own Chief of Staff.,

“When war broke out the General 
Staff was sent to the front. Their 
places were taken by officers who had 
been in retirement. The best and 
highest authority at that time was 
Lord Kitchener himself. Upon no 
man in history had a heavier burden 
been cast, and nothing fills me with 
greater indignation than the attacks 
made on Lord Kitchener, whose 
memory is in no danger, and will 
live.

Mr. Asquith said the Dardanelles

Col. Churchill Satisfied.
Winston Spencer Churchill, form­

er First Lord of the Admiralty, sev­
erely criticized the manner in which 
the Dardanelles Commission’s report 
had been prepared. “They built up 
the narrative by clippings and snip- 
pings from documents and by single 
sentences from the evidence of wit­
nesses,” said Col. Churchill. He add­
ed that this method was in direct 
conflict with accepted principles, and 
detrimental to public and personal 
interests.

Mr. Churchill admitted, however, 
that the Commissioners had swept 
away, directly or by Implication, 
many serious and reckless charges, 
and that the burden of responsibility 
which he had borne alone for the 
last two years was now shared with 
the most eminent man the - country 
had produced in generations. Ho 
therefore welcomed the report as an 
installment of fair play.

The speaker deprecated what he 
characterized as attempts to ascer­
tain whether the experts were en­
thusiastic toward the enterprise long 
after it had failed and at the time 
the search was being made tor a cul­
prit.

Warmly denying that he urged

self to the utmost, and even offered 
to go out himself and take charge of 
it. It was not until the new situation 
had arisen, and the Admiral on the 
spot was unwilling to go forward, 
that Lord Fisher said he would not 
press him.”

Then, Mr. Churchill added, 
differences between Lord Fisher and 
himself began for the first time.

Ottawa, March 21.—With a view 
to joining the Canadian Expedition­
ary Force, Hon. Pierre Edouard 
Blondin, Postmaster-General of the 
Dominion, has presented his resigna­
tion of his portfolio to Sir George 
Foster, the Acting Prime Minister. 
He has also written to Sir Edward 
Kemp, expressing his desire to be 
enrolled in the overseas forces. His 
letter to the Minister of Militia yes­
terday was as follows:

“Dear Sir Edward—I mus^ inform 
you that I have put my resignation aa 
Postmaster-General in the hands of 
the Acting Premier in order to offer 
my services in the overseas forces. I 
am willing to put myself at your or­
ders and consequently I apply for en­
listment in the overseas forces of 
Canada.”

Sir George Foster has cabled to 
Sir Robert Borden the news of the 
step which their Quebec colleague 
has taken. Sir Edward Kemp pro­
poses to ask Mr. Blondin to recruit a 
battalion for service at the front as 
part of the Canadian Expeditionary 
Force.

It is suggested that in the event of 
Mr. Blondin’s resignation being ac­
cepted, an acting Postmaster-General 
may be appointed to take his place 
during his absence.

Petrograd, March 20—The his­
tory of the last hour of Emperor 
Nicholas as ruler of Russia is relat­
ed by a correspondent of the Outro 
Rossii, of Moscow, as follows:

Two trains arrived at the station 
at Vishera (on the Moscow-Petro- 
grad railroad, 125 miles south-east 
of Petrograd) on the night of March 
14. One train carried the Emperor’s 
suite, the second the Emperor, Gen­
eral Baron Fredericks, Minister of 
the Imperial House, Rear Admiral 
Niloff, Gen. Zabel and others. Nich­
olas, called from headquarters by 
the Empress, was on the way to the 
Tsarskoe Seio.

None of the telegrams about the 
revolution, sent by President Rodzi- 
anko of the Duma, had reached the 
Emperor. Every effort was made to 
keep him in ignorance of these af­
fairs. Gen. Zabel protested, decla. 
ing that if the others refused to in 
form the Emperor he would do so. 
Nicholas, who had been sleeping, 
was awakened at two o’clock in the 
morning. He went to the dining 
car and demanded that Admiral Nil­
off tell him what had happened in 
Petrograd. He was told that a 
crowd of students, hoodlums and 
young soldiers had terrorized the 
Duma, but that a few detachments 
of troops would be able to put 
them down.

Just then Commander Voyekoff. 
of the Imperial train, entered with a 
telegram stating that 700 of the St. 
George cavalry were on the way to 
Tsarskoe Selo to present a cross to 
the Emperor, and had arrived at the 
nearby station of Dno, headed by 
Gen. Ivanoff.

Breaking it to Nicholas
“Your Majesty,” said Voyekoff 

“It is euough that you appear at the 
Tsarskoe Selo, in the midst of these 
heroes and. with the Tsarskoe Selo 
garrison, go to Duma. All the troops 
will remember their oath, 
be easy to overcome these young 
soldiers.”

“It is a lie, your Majesty,” shout­
ed General Zabel. “You are deceiv­
ed. Read these telegrams. Here is 
the Older: “To the Imperial train 
at Vishera: do not send the train to 
Tsarskoe Selo but to Petrograd.”

The Emperor arose and exclaim­
ed: “What does this mean? Is it 
revolution? Is Grekoff, (who sign­
ed the order to divert the train) 
commander in Petrograd?”

Then General Zabel spoke out 
saying: “There are 60,000 troops 
with officers backing the temporary 
Government. Your Majesty has 
been declared dethroned. It is im­
possible to go further.’’

Nicholas completely nonplussed, 
exclaimed : “Why was I not told be­
fore? Why tell me now when all is 
finished? After a moment he ad­
ded, with a gesture of helplessness: 
"Let it be so. Thank God. I will 
abdicate if that is what the people 
want. I will go to Livodia, (the es­
tate of the Russian Imperial family, 
on the south coast of the Crimea, 
to my gardens. I am so fond of 
flowers."

The train moved toward Rologoi. 
At Dno a telegram was received 
stating that Tsarskoe Selo had re­
volted and that the Empress 
appealed to the Duma for prote :- 
tion. Nicholas pondered the situa­
tion, then said: “I shall go to Mos 
cow. Mrozovski, (commander of 
the Moscow garrison) used to say 
Moscow always would defend me.”

Legislature yesterday wound up a 
slashing .fighting address by declar­
ing that the Mackenzie corporations 
at Niagara Falls—the Electrical De­
velopment Co.—had been caught 
stealing water and power that be­
longed to the people of the province. 
For some days it was known that the 
chairman of the Hydro Electric com­
mission. with his back to the wall in 
connection with the C. N. R. appli­
cation for a Hamilton radial entrance 
and the power crisis that will become 
acute once the great munitions plant 
on the Ashbridge’s Bay front de­
mands delivery of power, was pre­
paring to strike. It was expected that 
he would have something to say and 
would say it vigorously, but 
charge that the Electrical Develop­
ment Company was “stealing” On­
tario’s power took the Legislature by 
surprise.

Sir Adam spoke in connection with 
a motion placed upon the order pa­
per by T. Marshall of Lincoln, ask­
ing for a return giving full informa­
tion in connection with the Hydro 
plans for a radial from Toronto to 
Niagara Falls. He explained all the 
steps in connection with the proposed 
radial, and then proceeded to give 
the House his opinion of the men 
who are behind the C. N. R. and 
associated companies. His charge in 
connection with the use of water at 
Niagara Falls was simply this; that 
the Electrical Development Company 
restricted by its agreement with the 
government to a development of 125,- 
000 horse-power, under the pretext 
that they wanted to provide against 
breakdowns in their plant, had been 
permitted to instal additional units 
to develop far above the amount of 
power to which they were entitled, 
without saying a word about it to 
anyone. Their theft had been discov­
ered only when an inspector appoint­
ed by the commission had made an 
investigation.

Three killed and two others wound­
ed is the total to date of an attempt 
by the police to effect the arrest yes­
terday by a negro named Tait, in a 
house at the corner of Jackson Ave.

At 11 o’clock last night the police 
rushed the house and gained en­
trance only to find that Tait was 
dead, but a woman, Frankie Russell 
was uninjured. She was arrested.

After the gathering the writer had 
a long talk with him and when 
Gamey asked what the opinion was 
with regard to him hereabouts, he 
was frankly told that some thought 
that he had really intended to sell 
his vote in the Legislature and had 
only made his disclosures because 
matters had become too warm for 
him. He replied that he knew that 
such a view was held by many and 
no doubt always would be, but that 
it was not the truth. Continuing he 
said that as a youth, he had attended 
political meetings during an election, 
contest and had become fired with 
the ambition to one day become a 
member of Parliament. As he reach­
ed years of manhood the ambition 
was ever present with him, but he 
was not the possessor of means or of 
much influence.

That 
he said was the proudest moment of 
his life. A protest was entered ag­
ainst his return, which he stated did 
not bother him very much. Howevev. 
one evening after he had retired for 
the night he heard a knock on the 
door and looking out of the window 
saw a well-known emissary of the 
Ross Government (giving his name. ) 
He let him in and asked his business. 
The visitor replied that there was no 
use beating about the bush. As he 
(Gamey) knew the Government was 
on the ragged edge with regard to a 
majority and a good price would be 
paid if he would switch. Asked as 
to the basis on which such a step 
could be taken, the visitor replied. 
“The Government is willing to do 
something extra for the Island and 
you can give that as the cause.”

“What if I don’t consent?” asked 
Gamey. “We'll push the protest 
and unseat you.” Gamey remarking 
that he was not aware of irregular­
ities, the visitor laughed and said: 
“Oh we’ll get evidence, and person­
ally disqualify you into the bargain. 
No trick to do that.”

Mr. Gamey stated that he asked 
for a few minutes consideration, and 
then figured it out that he would 
possibly be unseated on trumped up 
evidence, that in a bye-election all 
the resources of a provedly corrupt 
government would be used against 
him and that the one aim of his life 
just attained would be shattered.

THE SITUATION.

The Allied advance on the West­
ern front, has now brought the
French forces very close to what is 
known as the “Hindcnburg line”— 
that is a demarcation, beyond which 
it is supposed the German command­
er made decision that there should 
be no further withdrawal without 
severe resistance. If this is the case 
a most sanguinary struggle will soon 

The British, forbe precipitated, 
their part, have also gained further 
territory and incidentally fourteen 
more villages. The warning needs to
be again and again repeated, that the 
idea prevalent in some quarters that 
the Huns are definitely on the run is 
not warranted by the facts, much as 
that may be regretted. The only de­
finite thing is that for reasons of 
their own, not yet made' manifest, 
they have withdrawn large bodies of 
troops with slight loss from a large 
area, and that the operation while 
yielding much fortified ground, has 
not lessened their fighting force. 
That the French and the British 
would keep so closely and effectively 
at their heels is an element however, 
with which in all probability they 
did not adequately reckon and is 
quite likely to embarrass their plans, 
although not in any sense to lead to 
their abandonment.

A correspondent of the London 
Times in Petrograd relates detailed 
evidences of the mismanagement of 
food supplies under the old regime 
in Russia and says mat the supply 
of rye bread to the soldiers had been 
cut forty-two per cent. It was the 
hunger impetus which made the re­
volution so successful as much as 
anything else, and if that is the case 
it may well be believed that things 
are simmering right now in the
Fatherland.

The unfortunate attempt to affix 
by report of committee the respon­
sibility for the Gallipoli operations, 
found a heated reverberation yes­
terday in the British Hduse. Ex- 
Premier Asquith and 
Churchill alike, hotly resented the 
effort to throw onus upon the 
late Lord Kitchener. That the ex­
pedition although a failure in itself, 
exercised other results of import­
ance, does not seem to be open to 
question. The whole affair might 
much better have been allowed to 
rest without rousing any post-mor­
tem disturbance. As Asquith very 
aptly said.Kitchener’s reputation and 
achievements rest on too sound a

Baker, a member of the Commission 
for the Relief of Belgium, states that 
a large amount of the energy of the 
Commission is being exhausted ap­
pealing for funds and explaining the 
terrible condition of the Belgian na­
tion so that help may be forthcoming 
to save them from wholesale death 
by starvation.

"We have worn out one good man 
after another," he states, “in ex­
plaining the appalling conditions and 
begging for help. One city sent us a 
ton of boot trees, for which the Com­
mission paid the freight, not know­
ing the contents of the cases, and 
thinking that they might contain 
sadly needed necessities. When the 
cases were opened our people were 
broken harted. Another consignment 
consisted of five tons of chiffon 
dresses and party shoes for peasant 
children to go to school in and peas­
ant women to use in their work in 
the fields.

“Incidents like these show how 
little the public realize the appalling 
misery from sheer want of food with 
which the members of the Commis­
sion are so familiar. People here can 
get some idea of what conditions we 
are facing in Belgium when I tell 
them that the Commission has to 
serve 10,000,000 meals per day. 
Scanty meals they are, too. compar­
ed with what people on this conti­
nent understand as meals. There are 
as many as 5,000,000 people out of 
those to whom we serve food every 
day who only get to keep them alive 
a hunk of bread and a bowl of broth 
per day.

“A short time ago the need of 
money was so urgent that Mr. Hoo­
ver, the chairman of the commission, 
had to appeal to the governments of 60.
