AN UGLY CAE.

A Father Charged with Incest Acquitted —
The Daughter Guilty of Manslaughter.

A Cornwall despatch says: Apgus Flaro,
a small farmer living near Bt. Raphacl’s,
was tried at the Assizes to-dwy for having
criminal intercourse with his daughter, &
girl of 156 years. The crime was said to.
bave been committed when Flaro and his

In him
all mankind, for as yet he had no
children born to him, -were repre-
sented and contained. Adam, further,
was the head of tho race, and. in the
corruption of the root thp branches
also shared. They who ate not of
the tree were involved in the gin ;
for death passed upon all men unto
condemnation ; and all hopes of res-
toration {0 God’s favor were sus-
pended until - reconciliation had been
made, and the corrupt naturg. re-
newed. Here, then, is the mystery of’
moral cvil naturaily engendered ; of
moral evil transmitted to those who
recvive it whilst they are in a state of
unconsciousness—with the very sceds
of their ‘being. ~Along with the flesh
and blood of our parents we recéive
their spiritual corruption, as they re-
ceived theirs from tEeir parents, and
they from theirs. Our first parent
Adam, in whose loins were all his pos-
terity, sinned, and 8o received into
his nature the seeds of corrupticn,
both moral and physical; and he
begat children in his own likeness,
not only with outward frames like his,
but with souls like his in their taint
of evil. And he transmitted to each
one that was engendered of him and
of his offspring the corraption which
he had received in a state of the
highest moral consciousness.  Thus
we are told by St.-Paul in his Epistle
to the Romans, that by one man sin
entered into the world, and death
passed upon all men.”  And in the
same chapter, we read that *death
reigned even over them that had not
sinned after tho similitude of Adam’s
transgression,” proving conclusively
that the sin is not eungendered .by
temptation or but- by
nature.
