Living during the same period 
the little' country of Belgium was de 
Beriot, a man of different habit*. .This 
talented violinist was appointed solo 
violinist to William I. King of the Nether­
lands. “De Beriot” received a New 
Year’s present of a dozen bottles of cham­
pagne from a wealthy friend. The violinist 
consumed the wine and returned the em­
pty case with his card, on which he had 
written “encore,” his patron did not re­
sent this , but sent a second lot with his 
visiting card! on which he had written 
the word “finale”.

Joachim was another great violinist who 
is known as the most distinguished teacher 
and greatest violinist of recent times.
Joachim insulted the Kaiser, for when the 
Kaiser asked Joachim to teach two of his 
sons the violin, Joachim replied. “Your
