The deputation of Sehool Trustees who
went to Toronto yesterday to see what
the Whitney Government was going to
do about establishing a Provincial Tech-
nical College here to make up for the
loss of the Ontario Normal College, are
satisfied that something has been accom-
plished as a result ‘of the gisit. The
Premier, they say, and Hon. Dr. Pyne,
Minister of Education, led them to be-
lieve that if a technical college is estab-
lished it will be built in Hamilton. That
Hamilton would get something substan
tial,. although what the something is
was not stated, in the event of the col
lege not being built here, was the belief
of the trustees. The Premier promised
that the Cabinet would take up the
question at once, and Hamilton would
soon know the result.
~ Mr. Whitney must have had a rather
unpléasant time with the “friends of the
Government,” of which the deputation
was composed. As the trustees express
ed it themselves they felt in a better
position to talk plainiy than if the depu- '

tation had been a mixed one. J. J. Scott
and others told Mr. Whitney plainly
that the Opposition was making material
out of the Normal College “steal,” and
that the Conservatives could not jus-
tify it.

“I will go to Hamilton and justify it
myself,” was the Premier’s retort. The
only excuse he gave the trustees was
that the commission had recommended
it, and that it was part of the scheme of
centralization. They did not think j
themselves that this was sufficient justi
fication.

The Premier until just before the con
ference closed seemed to be laboring un
der a delusion that what Hamilton
wanted was a grant of $150.000 or so
for a technical school. Then one
Jet @ remark drop, which caused Mr.
Whitney to say, “Oh, what you want is
for the Government to build, equip and
maintain a school.”

The deputation impressed on him very
firmly that was just what was wanted,
Mr. Whitney replied that the Cabinet
had not considered the matter of estab-
lishing a Provincial college yet. He was

If the trustees
had no better reasons to urge than this,
hie said, he did not think they were good
ones. He was not going to allow the
political phase of it to enter into the
question. Before they left he explained
that it was solely a matter of finances
as to whether or not the college would
be built. One of the trustees said the
board would give a site on the Collegi-
ate grounds if the Government erected
the building.

Hon. Dr. Pyne, Minister of Education,
seemed to feel hurt that the deputation
took so little interest in the building of
the Normal School here as not to make
any reference to it. He said he wished
he had Known this a year ago, as there
were a score or more of places hot foot
after it then.

STREET CAR INTO

A FREIGHT.

Walter Howell, Druggist, Had Leg Broken---Other
Passengers Shaken and Bruised.

Company Places Blame on Motorman, But He '

Says Brakes Would Not Work.

An accident which might have resulted
in serious loss of life happened about 3.30
o'clock yesterday afternoon at the cor-
ner of King street and Ferguson avenue.
The ‘Street Railway Company officials
blame the whole thing on Motorman
Mellwraith, who is alleged to have been
careless in not having his car under con-
trol so that he could stop it at Fer-
guson avenue, with the result that it
crashed into the side of a south-bound
freight train, resulting in more or less
severe injury to eight people.

Walter Howell, the popular druggist,
whose store is at the corner of King and
Emerald streets, was the most seriously
injured, sustaining a fractured leg, Sev-
eral other of the passengers were badly
bruised, and the motorman, who jumped,
had his leg slightly injured. The con-
ductor, J. Ryerse, also had his leg in-
jured. The passengers, who were bruised
and shaken about considerably, are: W.
W.\|Hesson, Toronto; Miss Pecne, 82
Blyth street; Miss Morris, John and
Robert streets; Miss Ireland, also John
and Robert streets; Mr. Rodgers, 1TY
Wilson street, the conductor, the motor-
man, and Mr. Howell.

The story of the accident, as told by
some of the passengers, is to the effect
that the car was bowling east on King
street at a good rate of speed and that
its speed was not slackened until it got
quite close to the railway crossing. Then
when the motorman tried to stop it he
found out it was uncontrollable. He
reversed the motor and jumped. The

ing very slowly. The vestibule and front
of the car were smashed to splinters and
the car was pulled off the tracks and
carried by the train clear over to the
south sidewalk. There it caught on the
curb and tore loose from the car which
was dragging it. The crowd on the street
rushed to the assistance of the passengers
and pulled them out. They were all piled
up on the floor in a heap, and several
of the ladies were almost dead from
fright. After being pulled out it was
found that Waiter Howell was suffering
with & broken leg. He had gone down
first and the rest of the pasesngers fell
on him. He was taken to a doctor’s
and given medical attendance, and Dr.
Arnott reduced the fracture. The rest
of the passengers were cared for in near-
by stores and offices and then sent home,
It is considered very lucky that a num-
ber of the passengers were not killed, as
the car was going at a fairly high speel,
It is thought that the forward move-
ment of the train lessened the force of
the contact considerably.

An official of the company stated that
Mellwraith apparently did not turn off
the motor in time, and so could not
steady the car down. Mecllwraith claims
that the brakes would not work, and
that he was forced to jump or he would
have been smashed. He has been sus-
pended by the company, and the conduc-
tor is also off duty, his leg being worse
this morning than was at first thought.
Mr. Hesson’s back is injured and may
turn out to be serious. He is well known
in this city, and is a traveller for a firm
in Toronto. Walter Howell is progress-
ing favorably. Besides the broken leg
he was otherwise cut and bruised. The

BIG-FIRE AT CALEDONIA
DID MUCH DAMAGE TO-DAY.

G. T.R. Station and Caledonia Milling Company’s
Elevator and Lumber Piles Destroyed.

Caledonia, Ont,, Nov. 13.—(Special) —
One of the most disastrous fires which
have taken place in the history of this
village occurred this morning when the
G. T. R. station and baggage rooms, to-
gether with the large elevator of the
Caledonia. Milling Company, the latter's
lumber and coal yards and a large barn,
the property of Wm. Secott, were burned
to the ground. The fire started in the
baggage room of the station, caused, it
is supposed from an overheated stove.
The night operator cleared a west bound
freight at 4.30, and everything was all
right at that time. About half an hour
later he noticed a roaring noise and up-
on leaving the ticket office to investi-
gate fOung the western end of the build-
g a mass of flames. The alarm was
raised as quickly as possible, but al-
though the fire brigade was on the spot
in quick order, it wis impossible to get
a stream from the hydrants, owing to
a break down at the pumping station
the day previous, there being only a
foot or so of water in the tank. It was

seen from the first that the station was
doomexd, and the firemen with the only
means at their disposal, the fire buck
ets, strove in vain to prevent the furth-
er spread of the flames. Just across the
tracks stood the large grain elevator of
the Caledonia Milling Company, and with
the strong northwesterly gale blowing
it was not long before the flames had
leaped across.

Buffalo, Nov. 13.—Harley Stuhlmiller
will be taken today to Auburn, where
he will be placed in the State Prison by
Criminal Deputy Harry Swith, Stuhls
miller pleaded guilty to murder in the
second degree on Monday, thus averting
a possible verdict of murder in the firsc
degree, the crime for which he waa
indicted because of his shootong and
kiling ‘of George Dittman, a North
Colling farmer,

Stuhdmiller spent nearly all of yes-
terday, through the kindness of Jailer
Hunt, in last "exchanges of greetings
and discussion of his affairs with s
mother, his brothers and with many
friends of his family and himseelf who
calied at the jail. The young man is
said to have said little concerning hiw-
self since he was sentenced by Jueties
Woodward on Monday afternoon to
Auburn Prison for a term which may
be not less than tweniy years, which
may be for his lifetime, 1 the discretion
of the State probation officers.

ELECTRIC POWER.
PRESIDENT. OF . CATARACT CO.
DISCUSSES THE PROBLEM.

Why Have We Not Definite Offers at
a Price Per Kilowatt Hour?—
Says His Company Are Uncon-
cerned, But the Public Should
Use Care.

The following letter from Col. J. M.
Gibson on the electric power question
appears in the Toronto Globe to-day:

To the Editor of the Globe: I think it
my duty to address a few words to the
public with reference to the proposals
which have been discussed for some time
past regarding the supply of electric
power in portions of the province through
the instrumentality of the Hydro-Elec-
tric Commission.

1 have no intention of questioning the
absolute honesty and sincerity of those
who have been engaged in the endeavor
to mature the schemes which have for
their object the suppiying of cheap power
to the public, nor the honesty or integrity

of the engineers or those who have been
advising with them in connection with
anv of these matters. So far as 1 have
observed, the subject has not at all de- |
veloped into anything like a pﬂlilim_\l
question, but it is one of large economic
importance and not much has heen given
1 out to inform or satisfy the public from
that point of view, Moreover, I question
the value, as a guide to action, of such
!figures as have been published by the
| commission. It seems to be assumed that
the main problem is ome of engineering,
| whereas the real problem is largely one
of average results and resembles that |
with which the life insurance actuary en-
deavors to deal. Engineers are not, with-
out some special training in the business,
in a position to predict a general result,
as many companies have found to their
cost.

Of what value to a consumer is it to
know what a horge-power would cost if
used continuously for the 8,750 hours in a
vear, when the actual use will be 3,000
hours for the factory, or 500 hours for(
the light consumer?

Of what practieal use is it to
the cost of a horse-power when at most
the consumer can use only an average of |
60 per cent. of it in a factory, or 25 per |
cent. in lighting? |

Of what use to a municipality is the |
information that a horse-power will cost |
it so and s6, when it ecan never really
know what percentage of the power paid
for can be used?

Of what use to a consumer is the in-
formation that the pawer will cost at
Niagara $10.40, when this price bears no
definite relation to what he will pay?

Jet me put it differently: Everyone
knows that public as well as private
lighting lasts but a very limited part of
the day of twenty-four hours. Everyone
knows also that there is at the present
period of the year, and for two or three
| months at least, what is known as the
“peak load,” when factory power and
lighting power overlap. This “peak” or
| “maximum” load has te be provided for, |
but who pays for the power provided for |
| the exigency of the thrée months when |
| this overlapping ceases? |
| Some manufacturers require a pretty
| steady load with slight variations for ten
ihnur-e per day; other manufacturers, ac- |
!

know |

cording to the nature of their industry, |
are very irregular in their use of power, |

varying possibly from a comparatively |
low minimum to a vey high peak or
| maximum; but this maximum must be at
their disposal or their power contract is
valueless.

Why cannot we be informed in the
only definite units of electrical power,
viz., the horse-power hour, or the kilo-
watt hour, what the cost to the consumer
will be? Can it he that these units are
too definite? You will do the public a
real service by insisting on a plain an- |
swer being given to the question, and a |
| plain answer will inform the public that |
power will not be supplied by the com-
mission more cheaply than it is being |
supplied at the present time, having re-
gard to the information made public.

Is it generally understood that the Nia
gara power, while good for long trans- |
missions, is not by any means what would |
| ordinarily be chosen for stationary mo-
tors, are or incandescent lighting, with- )
out transformation at considerablé cost
as well as loss? Is it not the case that |
the commission’s engineers are dealing
with questions in which they lack ex-|
| perience? It seems like that to me.

As President of the Cataract Company
let me say that my company feels quite
unconcerned regarding the propositions |
made, but, in spite of the position I hold, |
I must also say by way of warning that |
the situation to-day is fraught with prob- |
ability of very grave mistakes due m{
lack of appreciation on the part of the |
public servants of the fact that the real |
problems are being overlooked. !

Not long ago you published a load
e which had been furnished by Mr.
Wright, of the Toronto FElectric Light |
Company, showing an enormous differ- |
ence between the amounts of power used
at different hours throughout the twen- |
ty-four hours of each day, and you have |
informed the public that on the same |
basis as the Hydro-Electric Commission |
would for 817.75 supply power to Toronto, |
the Toronto Electric Company was get- |
ting power from its supply company at
| $8.75. |

Those who are responsible for leading
the Province and municipalities into ex-
penditures which will be far in excess of
the estimates, may treat these state-
ments with indifference, but they ought
not to be allowed to shirk the real pro-
blem which now plainly confronts them.
| Can they, and, if they can, will they, tell
| the municipalities what the rate is to be
| for power per horse-power hour, or per
|

The
committee had been informed by the
deputy that the Ministry under Nasi had
become the headquarters of the Cammari
and the Mafia,

The committee had examined certain
forged receipts for subsidies intended for
poor school teachers and had found that
many of these were signed with fan-
tastic names, such as “donkey,” “liar”
and “thief” etc., which showed the im-
pudence as well as the criminality of the
forgers.

Several  newspapers to-day declare”
that Nasi has in reserve some sensation-
al revelations which he will make at the
last moment. These consist of alleged
proofs that he gave the missing money
to the late Premier Zanardelli to assist
in the anti-Austrian propaganda in the
Italian provinces still subject to Aus-
tria.

These three, the
Hurona. the Regini, dnd the Bella, be-
longing to the Montreal Transportation
Company, were swept down into the ri-
ver, and collided with the wharf and
other bo:ts,

The Regina was caught in the huge
wave and swept into the river and
sunk near the Corsican, of the Allan

Line. The Regiga was-loaded with 25.-
000 bushels of wrc-ut. and had on board
Captain Malette, {his wife and four chil-
dren, but they ;managed to escape as
the boat sank under them. She is in
forty feet of water, and is damaged to
the extent of 5,000, in addition to the
value of the wheat.

The Hurona was caught against the
lock and dawaged to a congiderable ex
tent. She was loaded with 28,000 bush-
elz of wheat and flax, and has three feet
of water in her hold. Her damage will
be to the extent of £5,000. The Bella
was tied to the wharf, and escaped in-
jury, not being carried away by the rush

| of water.

There is $3.000 damage done to the
wharves and locks as well as the delay
and inconvenience to navigation. Ofii-
cials state that the damaged locks will
be fixed up inside of twenty-four hours,
and in the meantime the old locks can
be used by boats which do not draw
more than fourteen feet. The whole af-

PATTISON TRAGEDY.

VANCE THREW STONE THAT
CAUSED MAN'S DEATH.
Evidence Given at the Inquest at St.
Catharines Showed That Pattison
Had Been in More Than One
Fight—Finding of Coroner's Jury.

St. Catharines, Nov. 12—Very little

important evidence was brought out at
the evening session at the Pattison in-
quest. Thos. Beard, a bright lad, sware
George Tongley and James
Pattison, deceased, walking east along
Queenston street on the night of the
fracas, When near Hennessy's corner
they turned and walked back west to
meet, George Vance, who was coming
rapidly toward them.

Evidence
was also given by George Longley, John
Butler and Henry Fun to the effect that
there had been a fracas between Pattison
and an Indian named Henry Fun in the
Imperial Hotel, and that Pattison, Long-
ley and Fun were put out by the pro-
prietor. Longley and Pattison proceeded
along the street a short distance when
George Vance eame along and Pattison
and Vance engaged in a fight. Longley
separated them, and with Pattison con-
tinued along the street, when Vance ran
after them, threw a stone and hit Pat-
tison on the temple.

WIFE CONDUCTS RAIDERS TO
SUSPECTED HOUSE.

Divorce Suit to Follow—Mrs. A. W.

The raid was the culmination of one
of the most gensational affairs in the
histery of Pittsburg’'s etormy social world
Mrs. McMillan, who is a remarkably
handeome young woman, is the wife of
Mugistrate McMillan, of Carnegie. About
fourteen months ago the city was shoek-
ed by the report that MeMillan, returmn-
ing hame one evening, found State
rerentative L. B. Cook, a prominent a
termey of Pittshurg, in his home in com-
pany with his wife. In a short fight be-
tween the two men Cook was eeriously
atalilied in the back and side by MeMil-
lan, and for several weeks was in a local
hospital, while his life was despaired of.
He recovered, however, and soon after
that Magistrate McMillan instituted pro-
cecdings against his wife for divorece.

Ever gince that time, it is now alleged,
Mrs. McMillan has been doing some de-
tective work of her own, in addition to
having the services of a private detective
agency, which has been shadowing Me-
Millan.

SOME PENITENTIARY SHOWINGS

(Montreal Gazette.) £

The report for 1906-7 of the Minister
of Justice on the penitentiaries of Can-
ada takes ground in opposition to two
somewhat widely accepted theories.
There are those who think that with
the Jarge increase of immigration there
has come into the country an undue
number of the criminally  inclined.
Therc are others who have said that
the parole system of allowing liberty
to repentant convicts of good behavior
permits the letting loose on society of
men whose instinets fead them to com-
mit other criminal acts. The inspec-
tors of penitentiaries in their special
report in effect say there is no justifi-
eption for the first and endorse the
statements of the parole officer, who
contends that the parole system works
for good. The average daily convict
population of the six penitentiaries of
