MURDER IN 
TENDERLOIN.

Wemaa Fouid in Her Roem With 
Bullet io Her Heart.

One Mere of New Yerk's M««y 
Mysteries to Selve.

Felice Arrested the Italian Who 
Lived With Her.

New York, Aug. 16.—A murder in the 
heart of the old tenderloin district was 
discovered to-day when the body of Mad­
eline Vicco, aged 50 years old, was found 
on the floor of her room in a lodging 
house at 105 West 20th street. There 
was a bullet wound through her heart, 
and the furniture was thrown about 
the room, indicating that a quarrel had 
preecded the murder. The police are 
searching for an Italian known to them 
only as “Cirino,” who lived with Miss 
Vicco, and with whom she is said to have 
frequently quarrelled. The murdered 
woman was the proprietor of an estab­
lishment known as the Eastern Star 
manicure parlor. Excepting a barber 
shop in the basement the building is oc­
cupied mainly by young women.

Isidore Abrams, the barber, told the 
police that Miss Vicco, another woman, 
a man named Fernando and himself were 
in the barber shop until 4.30 a. m. To­
day when Abrams went to his room on 
the floor above and in the rear of that 
occupied by Miss Vicco, two hours later, 
he was awakened by groans in Miss Vic- 
co’s rooms, and, being unable to open 
the door ,summoned a policeman. Miss 
Yicco’s body was found seated on the 
floor leaning against the door opening 
into the room occupied by Abrams. 
There was no revolver in the room, and 
neither Cirino nor the other man or wo­
man win^were in the barber shop early 
to-day could be found.

Giuseppi Cirino, the Italian for whom 
the police had been searching in con­
nection with the case, was arrested dur­
ing the morning in his room a short dis­
tance from the building where Miss Vic­
co’s body was found. He told the police 
that he had been in his room all night.

Egansville Priest Now Named for 
London Vacancy.

Although rumor is still rife regarding 
the vacant Bishopric of London, it i« 
improbable that there will be any offi­
cial announcement of the appointment 
before the meeting of the Plenary Coun­
cil next month in Quebec, which will be 
one of the most important gatherings in 
the history of the Catholic Church in 
Canada. The feeling here is that the 

i choice will be either Rev. Dean Mahoney, 
of St. Mary's Cathedral, or Rev. Father 
Hand, of St. Paul’s Church, Toronto. 
Rev. Father Aylward. of St. Peter’s, 
London, whose name has l>een promin­
ently mentioned as the one likely to fill 
the position, and who, it is understood, 
has the support of Archbishop McEvav, 
according to a despatch* from Ixmdon has 
expressed an earnest desire that the of­
fice should go to another.

WHITE SLAVERY

Police Arrest Recent Arrival From Toronto- 
Girl Threw Note From Window.

Diverse are the temperaments of peo­
ple. Some could not be induced to sit 
and watch Police Court proceedings, 
while others could not be kept away 
with a galling gun; they seem to delight 
in seeing the sordid side of life. This 
morning there was a huge crowd of the 
curious in the visitors’ section. Many 
were standing and many had to leave 
owing to insufficient accommodation for

The police have reaped some results of 
assiduous surveillance of suspects. The 
iniquitous practice of the youthful white 
slave traffic has received attention, and 
the mystery of the bicycle stealing may 
be revealed. The tramps who have ter­
rorised the East Flamboro district are 
being gathered in slowly but surely, and 
farmers there are once again regarding 
their property as being safe.

P. C. Cameron has for some time been 
detailed on special duty to gather infor­
mation about the procuring of young 
girls for immoral purposes. His vigilance 
has already reduced the practice.

On Saturday night the police received 
word that there was a young girl at 198 
Princess street, being kept there against 
her will. Her name is Annie Merry. 
Ralph Rufus and Rose Bartlett were 
charged this morning with keeping an 
immoral house at that address. They

both pleaded not guilty, and were re­
manded for eight days, owing to Annie 
Merry, the principal witness, being too 
ill to be present. She is now in the 
City Hospital, presumably from rough 
treatment.

On Saturday night Fred Cullen and 
John Stephenson were walking along 
Princess street, when they noticed the 
girl Merry beckoning to them from an 
upstairs window with a note in her hand. 
They went over and she dropped the 
note, which they picked up and read, it 
said that she was in the bouse against 
her will. The men at once informed the 
police, and Constables Holland, Hodgson 
and Campaign, jun., were despatched in 
charge of P. CJ Cameron, and they raid­
ed the house.

Rufus came here from Toronto last 
Wednesday with Rose Bartlett. He is 
said to be an interpreter. Both the girls 
mentioned are Barnado girls, and when 
they first came to this country some 
time ago went to the Hazelbrae Home, 
Peterboro.

From there they went to Toronto and 
became acquainted with Rufus. Rose 
Bartlett, it is alleged, is a marv -.1 wom­
an. When she appeared in court this 
morning she looked a girl about 18 or 
19 years of age, rather slight, with a 
face that bore few marks of intelligence. 
She wept piteously when her name was 
called. The police have information 
that will likely result in more arrests.

MURDERED.

Shat Dawn an the Threiheld of 
Hi» Own Deer.

St. Petersburg, Aug. 14.—An explosion 
on board the submarine Dragon, which 
was lying in the Neva, injured fourteen 
persons to-da\', twelve Russian laborers, 
Engineer Joseph Meads, of Baltimore, 
ami n Russian naval foreman. One of the 
laborers died at the hospital of his in­
juries. The othe.rs are not thought to 
be seriously injured. Engineer Meads, 
who was in charge of the motors, and 
who was giving them a trial when the 
explosion occurred, was not seriously 
hurt.

The exact cause of the explosion is 
still a matter of «conjecture, but it 
would appear that it resulted from the 
ignition of the benzine supply, which 
was being taken on while the motors 
were working.

The accident caused a lively stir in 
the city, and there were all sorts of 
rumors, all tending to exaggerate the 
extent of the casualties. Simeon Lake, 
of Bridgeport, Conn., who is supervising 
the construction of four submarines for 
the Russian Government, made a thor­
ough inspection of the Dragon after the 
accident, and declares that no one was 
killed outright.

Several of the workmen were hurled 
into the water by the explosion, but 
were quickly picked up by boats, which 
came to their rescue. The fire follow­
ing the explosion burned for five hours, 
and destroyed the board floor over the 
batteries and other wooden work.

LIME TO SOIL.

Going on the assumption that progrès 
sive Jersey farmers and truckers are 
open for suggestions in ways of increas­
ing the productiveness of their land Dr. I 
Edward B. Voorhees, head of the New 
Jersey agricultural experiment station, 
ill a pamphlet he has just issued recom­
mends the yearly application of lime.

It is shown that through a lack of 
lime the growth of crops has become less 
satisfactory, clover has failed to be pro­
ductive in many instances, and even oats 
and corn have not given profitable re-

“Farmers arc puzzled at times,” he 
goes on, “as to the best way of supply- 
ing the needed lime. They have offered 
to them various kinds of burned and 
crushed limestone, burned or crushed 
oj’ster shells, by-products from factories 
and gas plants containing quantities of

“The subject of liming is made more 
complicated still by the chemical com­
position and market values of the dif­
ferent limes. Some limes can be bought 
for half the price of others, yet we know 
that the lime with the lowest selling 
price is not necessarily the cheapest, nor 
that with the highest selling price the

Following is a more detailed outline of 
his suggestions with regard to the use of 
lime:

“In reclaiming swamps or very acid 
clay- soils it may be necessary to apply 
three or four tons, at times even more, 
of water slaked or air slaked lime to 
make the land fit for the vigorous 
growth of cultivated crops.

“Under such circumstances it will al- 
waj’s be wise to add enough lime in the 
first place to correct the existing acidity, 
In other soils the amounts required are 
much smaller. In heavy clay soils, not 
markedly acid, 2,000 to 2,500 pounds ot 
water slaked lime applied once in five j 
jears will prove sufficient. Similarly j 
1,500 to 2,000 pounds may he recoin- j 
mende'à for loam soils and 1,000 to 1,600 , 
pounds for light sandy soils. Where air j 
slaked lime, crushed limestone or oyster j 
shells are used the quantities may he i 
safely increased by one-quarter or one- 1 
third, and where alfalfa is to be estah- j 
lislied by one-half or more.

“Instead of applying the quantities i 
just indicated once in five years we may | 
apply correspondingly smaller amounts 
once in two years, or even annually. The 
advantage of the smaller and more fre­
quent applications lies in the fact that 
the soil is not allowed to become so 
markedti deficient in lime, as it some­
times becomes in five or six years under 
intensive methods of cultivation. Fur­
thermore, the smaller quantities may be 
readily distributed by means of the fer­
tilizer drill without involving much ad­
ditional labor.

“As to the time of application, the 
farmer may consult his convenience in 
this respect. The lime may be spread on 
sod or on fall plowed ground in the late 
fall or winter, it may be spread and 
harrowed into the soil in the early

(By Lord William Cecil.
The Chinese gentleman has been 

trained in the philosophy, history, 
and culture of his race, and both in 
his speech and in his thought he bears 
the marks of the excellency of that 
training. He has now thoroughly 
realized his national weakness and 
his consequent humiliation, and the Rome, Aug. 15.—The Pope suspended 
whole mass of intelligent thought in audiences and to-day began his holi

The union can be accomplished, but 
it needs all thought and care.

First of all there must be no cast­
ing on the rubbish heap of all things 
Chinese because they are Chinese. 
The priceless jewels of Chinese wis­
dom must be preserved. Secondly, 
there must be built into the Chinese 
culture the higher and finer part of 
*mr social system.

POPE IN ANÀUT0.
Hit Holiness Takes His First Motor 

Car Ride.

Chinn, which was a few years ago 
conservative and obscurantism, has 
now become progressive, even revol­
utionary.

There are many outward and visible 
signs of this change ; wlierever you 
go you see vast efforts are being made 
to "westernize the institutions of 
China ; the vamen runner has develop­
ed into an imitation of the European 
policeman. Your ears are besieged 
with the sound of the military bugle, 
imitation of French uniforms and the 
German “parade inarsch” blend 
strangely with Chinese surroundings. 
Two motor cars rush through the 
streets of Peking, carving devasta­
tion among hie mule drawn Peking 
carts, and terror to their male and 
female occupants, who descend with 
a celerity unknown to Chinese custom. 
Tramways run through that most pro­
gressive town, Mukden.

China has postoffices, modern cur­
rency, telegraph offices, a school sys­
tem , in fact all the legacies of western 
civilization. And now she is inaug­
urating a constitution. At one mom­
ent she even ran at a feminist move­
ment, where, having apparently mud­
dled the whole thing and confused it 
with the rational dress movement, 
the girls turned out dressed as boys, 
for they understood that was what 
was done in the west.

No nation can now saw it does not 
matter what is happening to another. 
Movements are becoming more and 
more international. We may speak a 
different language to other nations, 
we may pride ourselves on our nation­
al individuality, but neverthless we 
all try to imitate one 'another. You 
may go from Vladivostok through 
Europe to Vancouver and you will 
find practicaly the same customs pre­
vailing, the same thoughts in fashion.

Up to a recent date China was ab­
solutely indifferent. Trousers, the 
garb sacred to masculinity, which 
even the most reckless suffragette does 
not don, was the common garb of 
women folk, and likewise men’s 
thoughts ran in different lines. Now 
all this is changing and China is fust 
becoming a member of our civiliza­
tion. When she does who will be hold 
enough to say that fashions origin­
ating in China will not spread to the

At present, I understand. Paris set­
tles women’s fashions, London set­
tles fashions for men’s dress, Berlin 
governs military fashions, whi\e New 
York is in a fair way to become dom­
inant with regard to mercantie fash­
ions. The question that naturally 
arises to the thinker is, what part of 
the future of the fashions of out civ­
ilization will China influence?

I think we may state with assur­
ance the general principle that when 
China joins the western civilization 
the influence of her thought will not 
be negligible, and what I want to 
impress is that for good or for evil 
China is fast becoming a member of 
the great western civilization. West­
ern customs, western thoughts, west­
ern vices, and western virtues are 
gradually but surely forcing their waÿ 
into China.

The cry for western learning goes 
up far and wide throughout her land. 
The old learning which has held 
China these thousand years is now 
being cast into the rubbish heap by 
enthusiastic progressives. Good and 
bad alike are being destroyed.

What one would like to see is a 
certain matter of moderation in the 
refortn party so that they should try 
to preserve that which is good in their 
own. The uniting of the good sides 
of the civilization of the east and 
west is of course a matter of much 
difficulty. But it is not an impos­
sibility.

PROMENADE FELL
Five Hundred People Drop Through 

to Floating Dock.

Montreal, Aug. 15.—There was a 
scene of great excitement at the St. 
Agatha regatta on Saturday after­
noon, when a promenade over the 
water collapsed, precipitating 500 
people to a floating wharf five feet be­
low, and throwing fifty of them into the 
lake, five or six feet deep at that point. 
To accommodate the crowd at the fin­
ishing line a promenade had been built 
over the floating dock, opposite the Ho­
tel del Monte, the dock 1 icing used by 
the competitors. At the conclusion of a 
race one of the onlookers fell out of a

Immediately there was a rush of five 
or six hundred people from the hotel 
verandahs to watch the rescue. The 
weight proved too much for the prome­
nade, whose snupports slipped into the 
lake, and the whole mass of people were 
precipitated to the dock, five feet be­
low. The guard rail broke, and fifty 
of the crowd were thrown into the lake. 
A wild scene of confusion followed, as 
the mass of frightened people were ex­
tricated from the wreckage of the 
promenade, while the boats were busy 
rescuing those thrown into the lake.

For a time it was feared that a ter­
rible catastrophe had happened, and it 
was some time before it could be deter­
mined whether any people had been kill­
ed or not. Fortunately the mishap had 
no more serious result than giving a 
number of people a good soaking, the 
people in the lake being rescuhL while 
none of those thrown to the dock were 
injured beyond a number of small cuts 
and bruises.

INCREASED INSANITY
Oninau Figures in Repert ef Brit 

itb Commiuieaert.

New York, Aug. 13.—A cable des­
patch to the Sun from London says: 
The report of the Commissioners of 
Lunacy contains ominous figures re­
garding the increase of insanity in 
Great Britain. There are now 128,787 
of the certified insane, an increase of 
2,763. The women exceed the men by 
10,000 The criminal lunatics have in­
creased 3.5 per cent, in the year. A 
noticeable feature is the high ratio of 
insanity among persons of the learned 
professions. Civil and mining engineers 
show the highest ratio. The commis­
sioners faVor farm colonics for the mild 
cases, and also an extension of the 
boa ring-out system under supervision, 
with observation wards.

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WATER RATES.
Engineer Macallum is naturally inter­

ested in economizing the capacity of the 
waterworks. Pumping water costs 
money, and while it is bad economy to 
stint the useful consumption of water 
by the people, it is highly commendable 
to prevent waste. The engineer is said 
to advocate the placing of meters in all 
private residences. But why stop there? 
The greatest waste is not in the private 
residences. True, at this season of the 
year considerable water is consumed by 
lawn sprinklers, but that is not compar­
able with the drafts made on the water­
works month in and month out by the 
great services whose large pipes are a 
constant drain. Moreover, the private 
residence rates in Hamilton are very 
high. Were all the water used paid for 
at prices charged for private residence 
supply, the waterworks would be much 
more of a gold mine than they now are.

But let Engineer Macallum go on with 
the good work. Metering all the supply 
will show just where the water goes. It 
will show, too, that John Smith, the pri­
vate residence ratepayer, is required to 
pay as much for a few thousand gallons, 
as William Jones, the specially-catered- 
to water user, has to pay for many 
times as much, every gallon of which 
cost equally as much to pump as did the 
water furnished to Smith. Perhaps a 
general realization of the inequity of our 
system of water rate charges will lead 
to something more just. Equity as well 
an economy may be promoted by the in­
troduction of meters and the abolition 
of the system of charging John Smith 
$10 for the same water service for which 
William Jones pays only $1.

VERY NEAR TO FRAUD.
The Canada Law Journal this month 

refers editorially to the Hydro-Electric 
Commission’s mode of securing right of 
way for the transmission line, the legis­
lation regarding which, it says, “has 
been well criticised by others of high 
authority as ‘monstrous,’ 'manifestly un­
just,' etc.,” and declares that it “is 
quite as objectionable as the legislation 
Itself.” This touches the matter which 
acting for farmer clients Mr. Geo. S. 
Kerr, K. C., has been seeking fiats to 
permit of being taken into the courts. 
The Law Journal points out that the 
acts of 1906 and 1907 gave the Commis­
sion power to buy land for the line, and 
made the Public Works Act of Ontario 
applicable, thus providing means of arbi­
tration. But it was subsequently decid­
ed not to buy the land for right of way, 
but to “do it on the cheap” by acquiring 
easements for towers and line. When 
this policy was decided on thé Govern­
ment did not make “The Public Works 
Act” applicable to these easements, and 
therefore it is not available to either 
Commission or land-owners. Whether 
this was deliberately done or was a 
blunder of omission the effect is the

Farmers refusing the small compensa­
tion tendered for a 30-year privilege in­
volving so much danger as an unfenced 
or unaafeguarded high, tension power 
line, have been served with notices that 
“the question will be submitted to arbi­
tration as provided in the act respecting 
public works of Ontario. And three days 
after the tender of this notice the Com­
mission will authorize possession to be 
taken of the said easement.”

The Times in dealing with the Com­
mission’s methods has referred to this 
matter in somewhat severe terms, but 
we did not, as the Toronto newspaper 
mouthpieces of the Commission alleged, 
charge the Commission with "practicing 
fraud” toward its farmer victims. The 
Law Journal, however, does not mince 
matters, but editorially declares that it 
"is a clear misrepresentation and sug 
gestio falsi, for,” it says, “there can be 
no such arbitration. The Commission by 
this notice pretends it has a power 
which it knows it has not, and the only 
reason for such pretence can be the seek 
ing to force a settlement which it had 
not been able to effect except by means 
of some such device as this. Would it be 
too strong language to call this a false 
and fraudulent notice?”

It is a shameful business. Were one 
private citizen to be caught trying such 
a trick of coercion upon another, the 
law would probably be invoked to pun­
ish him; surely, as the Law Journal 
says, the "Government of the premier 
Province of the Dominion “should con­
duct its business with at least as much 
regard to fairness and honesty as would 
be expected of a private individual!" 
When the matter was brought before 
Hon. Mr. Foy by Mr. Kerr the other day 
Mr. Lobb appeared to uphold the course 
of the Commission, but he had no word 
of excuse or apology for this trickery. 
True, Mr. Foy then said they did not 
wish to take the land for nothing; they 
were willing to arbitrate. The Law Jour­
nal says, “That would be fair and rea­
sonable. But that is not what is said. 
THE NOTICE CLAIMS THAT A HIGH! 
EXISTS, WHICH THE ISSUER KNEW 
DID NOT EXIST. Sure it is not unfair 
to suggest that THE REASON FOR 
THIS CLAIM IS TO MISLEAD AND 
DECEIVE."

“And,” concluding its strictures on tlie 
Shameful business, the Law Journal sig­
nificantly observes: “In effect agree­
ments thus obtained are obtained by 
fraud and duress and arc probably there­
fore voidable.” How much easier it 
would have been to proceed straight for-

CANASA IN JAPAN.
It is a fact worthy of more than pass­

ing notice that while the Government 
of Ontario is using its every effort to 
discourage the investment of private 
capital in the development of public 
utility enterprises, even to ^exhibiting 
legislative bad faith toward those al­
ready established in the Province with 
money borrowed abroad, British invest­
ors are organizing a company to be in­
corporated under the Dominiqp laws ;to 
carry on a great hydroelectric 
scheme in Japan, The Asahai, 
Tokio's leading morning paper, says 
a large loan for the - purpose of 
this Anglo-Japanese Hydro-Erectric 
Power Company is to be floated soon 
in London. When Marquis Kataura 
asked the financiers why the London 
business had chosen to organize in Cana­
da, Mr. Sonoda explained that in Eng­
land the registration fee was excessive, 
whereas in Canada, which encourages in­
dustrial enterprises, the various taxes, 
including registration fee, were insignifi­
cant, and moreover the Canadian law 
recognized the establishment of a com 
panv whose object it was to advance 
loans. These facts had induced the Brit­
ish capitalists to choose Canada for the 
establishment of the headquarters of the 
company. Marquis Katsura has express­
ed himself as favorably disposed toward 
the scheme, and Sir Edward Strassay, 
accompanied by an expert, will go to 
Japan, leaving London this month. 
They will inspect the Oigawa, the Kinu- 
gawa, the Azumagawa, the Katsura- 
gawa, and other rivers which are cap­
able of being utilized for the generation 
of electricity.

The alertness of the Japanese to en­
courage the investment of foreign capi­
tal to develop the country, and the con­
fidence of their statesmen in their abili­
ty to efficiently and justly regulate the 
workings of such companies are in strik­
ing contrast with the Ontario Govern­
ment’s hostility to such investments, its 
bad faith toward foreign capital already 
here, and its socialisitic war on it un­
der the guise of “public ownership and 
operation.” It is indeed well for (.’ana- 
da that better counsels prevail with the 
Dominion Government, and that at Ot­
tawa, at least, nothing will be done to 
increase the feeling of lack of confidence 
that the fatuous policy of the Ontario 
Government has aroused among invest­
ors abroad. But it is much to be re­
gretted that the millions of capital 
which Whitney repels from Ontario 
should pass us by and go to develop
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license commissioners should be placed 
in a position where his action may mean 
so much to the men whom they are sup­
posed to regulate. No license should 
be held to bo worth $1 of transfer value 
beyond the proportional part of the fee 
for the unexpired year. These £uge 
prices for license transfers require us to 
assume that the purchasers are marvels 
of folly or that they think there will be 
no doubt about their being able to in­
fluence the commissioners to continue 
the license. Why should any commis­
sioners be subjected to such influence? 
And what is its nature?

Stop this transfer business entirely 
and relieve the commissioners from the 
natural suspicion which it casts upon 
them. Let every license holder who, for 
any reason forfeits or wishes to surren­
der his privileges before the close of 
his term, return his license to the com­
missioners, and refund to him the am­
ount paid for the unexpired period. Then 
let the commissioners issue a new license 
if necessary. This would stop the spec­
ulation in government privileges and 
end a fruitful source of something very 
near to' corruption. Put it out of the 
power of any licence holder to transfer 
which he may coin into a fortune. The 
money accruing from these licenses be­
longs to the people.

CARE FOR THE MAPLES.
From several cities come reports of a 

“Might” having struck the maple shade 
trees, and much apprehension is mani­
fested in consequence. The trees af 
fected present blotched and streaked 
leaves, and parts of the tree appear to 
ha dying. Generally the blight appears 
to affect only certain portions of the 
tree, and as yet few trees are killed. 
We have thus far heard no great com­
plaint in this city, hut the blight has 
been reported as common in the East­
ern States.

The Assistant Director of the New 
York Botanical Gardens has given the 
matter some attention, and his state­
ment will go to allay the fears of those 
who have been puzzled to account for 
the cause of the trouble. According to 
Mr. Murrill the blight is the conse­
quence of insufficient supply of mois­
ture to the trees, and it is aggravated 
by attacks of plant lice or green flies, 
which suck the juice from the leaves. He 
says that the treatment, would natur­
ally be plenty of water about the roots i 
of the trees and through spraying of 
the leaves on the under side with a solu 
tion of whale oil soap, one pound to 
eight gallons of water, to kill the plant 
'lice. It may be a little late in the'sea 
son to attempt to save the present foil 
age on a large scale, but. persons having 
a few trees that are still comparatively 
green might take steps at once to pre­
serve them from further injury. It is 
to be noted that the parts of the leaevs 
most affected are those most distant 
front the veins, but if the drought is 
prolonged the entire leaf may die. 
Blotches may occur in any portion of 
the leaf and may vary in size from 
small spot around the puncture of an. 
aphid or a leaf hopper to the area of 
the entire leaf.

The hard or sugar maple requires con­
siderable water, and the laying of ce­
ment walks and pavements and careful 
drainage of the streets too often cuts 
off the supply of moisture to an injuri­
ous extent from the street shade trees. 
A well-shaped maple shade tree has a 
very large leaf surface, and the larger it 
is the greater the quantity of moisture 
with which it must be supplied to keep 
up the demands upon it. Some varieties 
of maples bear drouth better than oth­
ers, but city street conditions are severe 
on most of them.

Protect the shade maples from cater­
pillars and insect pests, and see that 
they get a sufficient water supply. The 
city would present a less inviting ap­
pearance were it deprived of its beautf 
ful maples.

The city of Toronto received in per­
centage of railway receipts in July the 
tidy sum of $65,963. Five years ago it 
received for July $36,404. Toronto has 
a gold mine in its street railway con­
tract.

Beiutiful Chinese Woman Murdered 

in New York.

New York, Aug. 15.—Chinatown boil­
ed over again early to-day on the dis­
covery of the murder of the most beau­
tiful of the few Chinés# women in New 
York, Bow Kim, *21 years 6f age, «ho 
came here from San Francisco about a 
.ear ago with an Americanized Chinese, 
Chin Len, 31 years old.

It was about 2 o’clock this morning, 
just as the usual Saturday night revelry 
was quieting down, that Chin Len dash­
ed out of a tenement house at 17 Mott 
street, crying: “My woman has been 
murdered!” The street, filled with loit­
ering Chinese and parties of American 
sightseers, all. of whom quickly recalled 
the sensational murder of Elsie Sigel, the 
missionary girl, was thrown into great 
excitement. A policeman and a detec­
tive hurried into the house under Lett’s 
direction.

In a bedroom the murdered woman 
lay on the floor, stabbed m half a 
dozen places. Her slender neck was 
ringed with bloody finger marks, indi­
cating a struggle with her assailant, and 
beside lier lav a crusted hunting knile.

It was evident the woman had been 
dead for two or three hours. On the 
stairs were found traces of blood, also 
ou a door leading to the store of Yuen 
Chin & Company, on the ground floor. 
Three Chinese were arrested, although

CURZON’S REBUKE.
To the Editor of the Times ;

Sir,—Mr. Parish, one of the editors ol 
the Statist, estimates the amount of 
money which the British people had plac­
ed in other countries at 2.700 million 
pounds, w’hieh obtained 5.2 per cent, re­
turn. These investments in the last six­
ty years had occurred simultaneously 
with an immense growth of trade and 
prosperity, and in his opinion this 
growth of trade and prosperity was 
largely the result of the investment of 
British capital in other countries. If 
Mr. Parish's deductions are correct, 
Great Britain is making the good show­
ing of which you write largely through 
the possession of accumulated wealth. 
The immense British shipping is largely 
manned by foreigners, and in many 
ways the investment of this wealth does 
not benefit the work people of Great 
Britain. Great wealth and decadence 
may increase side by side. In looking 
over old “Queen’s regulations’’ we find 
that fifty years ago the minimum 
height of the British infantry was 5 feet 
0 inches. Then it dropped to 5 feet 3 
inches, and during the Boer war it drop­
ped to 5 feet. The average British sol­
dier in the Boer war was two inches 
shorter, one inch less in cheat girth and 
fifteen pounds lighter than the British 
soldier in the Crimean war. Not only 
that, but about 40 per cent, of the ap­
plicants were rejected as unfit. It is 
impossible to read in Rowntree’s “Pro­
gress and Poverty” of the millions living 
either below or on the line of submerged 
poverty, the reports of the various Par 
liamentary commissioners, including the 
majority and minority reports recently 
laid before Parliament by the Poor Law 
Commission, and escape the conclusion 
that either the British people have lost 
many of the qualities of character which 
make for national strength, or that the 
existing social, educational and economic 
conditions are a disgrace and a menace 
to the British Isles. The cry is for 
wealth, wealth, wealth, but national 
wealth is not national health. The Daily 
Chronicle wrote, “The object of all na­
tional exertion, trade, commerce, learn­
ing. law and industry is nothing else 
than the production and extension of a 
noble race, and if the nation fails in this, 
it fails in everything. * * * The crea­
tion and preservation of a fine stock of 
mankind is the first and perhaps the 
only reason for national existence, and 
if the mass of the people are going down 
hill in physique, we may be quite sure it 
is going down hill in character and intel­
lect as well.” "Rome failed with the 
failure of her crops—of men.”

BEES THAT WORK ALL YEAR.

Indiana Apiarist Keeps Them Busy by
Sending Them South In- Winter.
A quaint method of working the bee* 

overtime was given by on* of the enthusi­
asts. who claims that the bees really en­
joy the “busy” life throughout the .rear, 
when they find themselve^ where honey 
producing blossom.- are plentiful.

“My bees now work overtime." he said. 
Xo hibernating for them. In the spring 

I send them down south, and they toil 
like blazes among fie southern flowers. 
In summer I bring them here to the east, 
working them till the honeysuckle and 
the clover are quite gone. The autumn 
season finds them in Florida, where they 
•make a peculiarly' rich and aromatic 
honey from the Florida flowers. Califor- 
nai gives them all they can do in the 
winter.

“It’s a splendid idea. I got it from 
those hotel keepers of Europe, who hwe 
winter hotels on the Riviera and summer 
hotels at Dinard or Trouvjlle. Mv travel­
ling bees vield thrice as much honey as 
stay at hoipe ones. Th 
there are no labor unions among these

The beekers who, on the other hand, 
are content to have their bees remain in 
the same place throughout the year and 
work during the blossom time of fruits, 
flowers, the barley and clover and way- 
side flowers, were consulted ns to the 
best methods of housing the bees during 
the winter.

Some experts are in favor of sheltering 
tlie colony by placing all the hives in a 
sort of open pen, snugly enclosed on the 
nojth and left open to the southern ex­
posure. These enclosures are preferably 
long and narrow and but little higher 
than the hives, which are set close toge­
ther in a straight line. Here the sum­
mer workers' hibernate during the cold­
est winter weather, and so cosey and 
warm are their winter quarters that 
they are strong and hardy and ready for

season, then returns to New York. It 
was a «special arrangement that enabled 
the management of the Grand to obtain 
this attraction.

A SHIPYARD FOR CANOES.
Where the Canadian Indians Built 

Their Birch Bark Vessels.
A party of New Yorkers hunting in 

the far Canadian wilds came upon an In­
dian shipyard where had been built and 
launched such craft as the xoyagers use 
in travelling the rivers and lakes of that 
region even as far as Hudson’s Bay. 
Noise of hammer and hiss of white hot 
bolt had never been heard in that ship­
yard and it had neither drydock nor 
high slanted and greasy ways. Hidden 
in the deep grass were long and wide 
rolls of birch bark treasured against fu­
ture need and all about were shavings 
of the cedar while the charred remnants 
of the -fires used to melt and purify j 
some of the shipbuilding material still 
shone black in a little pile.

Here the season before and perhaps 
for many seasons in succession the In­
dians had built their birch bark canoes. 
Bits of the long and pliant but tough 
root which the Indians pull from its 
shallow burial to make binding thongs 
were found here and there. This root 
when split has about the thickness of 
the cane used in weaving chair bottoms 
and the deft needlemen of the Indians 
make it serve to a nicely for sewing the 
scams of the birch bark with which then- 
canoes are covered. From strips of cedar 
two inches wide and hardly more than a 
quarter of an inch thick are made the 
libs. Over this frame is laid with nice 
fit the birch bark in pieces of suitable 
size and the joints are secured with long 
strips of the pliant root.

All this, however, is not sufficient V> 
•make* a canoe seaworthy, the seams 
must be made water tight. This is ac­
complished with a mixture of spruce 
gum and bear’s grease, though lard will 
serve nearly as well as the latter. The 
spruce gum is melted in a pot over an 
open fire and cleansed of its impurities 
by skimming. Then a sufficient quanti­
ty of bear’s grease is added to make the 
mixture at a moderate temperature of 
about the consistency of shoemaker’s

Thé whole craft remains measureably 
pliant yet sufficiently rigid to be han­
dled and carried without danger of col­
lapse. One thing, however, the Indian 
looks to, that his canoe shall not grate 
upon sand or shingle when he lands. In 
fact, he stops short of the shore and in 
shallow water leaps' out into lake or 
stream and unloads liis canoe before car­
rying it ashore and laying it in a shady 
place safe from the damaging effects of 
the mid-summer sun.

Small canoes are built in this fashion 
for the use of one or two oarsmen, and 
with proper strengthening of materials 
big canoes 35 feet long or more are built 
to be paddled by ten or fifteen oarsmen 
and to carry great loads all about the 
region upon the errands of business that 
keep these hunters and trappers afloat 
much of the time so long as there is 
open water in that far north.

Those who came upon the Indian ship­
yard had the pleasure also of encounter­
ing a company of the vo3-agers under 
pleasant conditions. As the white men 
were at breakfast one morning they sud­
denly heard from far" up the stream a 
noise as if some one were throwing 
every other second a gallon or so of 
water into the river. Then around, a 
bend came one of the great birch bark 
canoes, riding liigh because it was light­
ly loaded. Its ten or twelve oarsmen 
at the height at which they sat could 
not dip their paddles deep, but they dug 
away with energy and rhythmic regular­
ity, throwing obliquely behind them at 
eâcl) stroke a shower of foamy water 
that fell with the noise of a dozen little 
cataracts into the bosom of the stream. 
They passed with friendly hails and 
grunts, looking like a sudden vision from 
the sixteenth century.

Frog Industry in France.
It is in France that the frog was first 

generally used for food, and it is in that 
country that the industry of frog farm­
ing has been most largely developed. 
The green frog exists abundantly 
throughout France wherever there are 
marshes, ponds or sedgy margins of 
rivers or hays Chat contain fresh or 
slightly brackish water.

The best outfit for frog raising is one 
or more shallow ponds or reservoirs 
filled with grasses and other water 
■plants. Tt should be so situated that 
the water can be partially drawn off 
so as to facilitate the labor *of catching. 
If, as is often the case, the pond already 
abounds in frogs, they are simply pro­
tected and left for a year or two to 
propagate. If food does not prove 
abundant, the owner throws in live 
earthworms, as the frog is a cannivor- 
ous animal, and prefers the food, whe­
ther worms, larvae or insects, fresh and 
in normal, living condition. If n* frogs

Bgnifkent Celtic Cress Unveiled 
at Grosse Point

ggestion of Hon. Charles Marphy 
in His Speech.

Tribute to the Immigrants Who 
Were Cut Off bv Disease.

IMES, MONDAT- AUGUST 16 1909.

Quebec, Aug. 15.—A monument to 
the Irish immigrants who died in 
1847 was unveiled at Grosse Isle, 
twenty-seven miles below Quebec, to­
day. It takes the shape of a hand- 
Borne Celtic cross, erected by the An­
cient Order of Hibernians. Perfect 
weather attended the unveiling oere- 

: monies on Grosse Isle. A fleet of 
: six large steamers carried the crowd 

down the river. There were visitors,
: from Washington, New York, Boston, 

Toronto, Ottawa, Kingston, Montreal, 
and other places, 

i The Canadian Government steamer 
| t)ruid was at the disposal of the com­

mittee in charge, and the steamdlr 
; Alice had on board the Lieutenant- 

Governor. Chief Justice Fitzpatrick, 
and Hon. Charles Murphy, Secretary 
of State, with whom were Mgr. §>bar- 
retti and Archbishop Begin. The 
scenes on the island were impressive.
A small temporary altar had been 
erected on the flat ground back of 
Telegraph Hill, near the cemetery, 
and there a low Mass was said by 
Rev. Father Hanley, Redemptorist, 
rector of St. Patrick’s Church, Que­
bec. Mgr. Sbarretti and the Arch­
bishop in their robes attended, and 

' after the Mass the Archbishop sang 
the Libera, or prayer for the dead, 
assisted by a fine choir from St. Pat­
rick’s, Quebec. Under the blazing 
sun, in the swampy flat and up on 
the hillside the congregation knelt in 
rapt devotion. They listened to a 
sermon by Rev. A. E. Maguire, chap­
lain of the Hibernians, who, making 
no effort at all at eloquence told the 
6tory of the famine, but dwelt with 
reiterated detail upon the performance 
of the forty-two priests, most of them 
of French extraction, who, during the

firevalence of the disease, went fear- 
esslv among the dead and dying. 

Father Hugh McQuirk, of New Bruns­
wick, was another of those priests. 
The spirit of the French clergy also 
animated the French-Canadian people, 
who took into their families and rear­
ed as their own children six hundred 
of the orphans of Grosse Isle.

Mgr. Sbarretti having imparted the 
Apostolic benediction to the vast con­
gregation, Archbishop Begin, deliv­
ered1 a short address in English. He 
drew an affecting parallel between the 
French and Irish Catholics in Canada, 
who had both learned upon that spot 
the lesson of bitter hardship, and for 
whom the symbolism of the Cross had 
the same meaning.

THE MONUMENT UNVEILED.
The unveiling of the monument was 

then performed on top of the hill. The 
toajestic Celtic cross of Canadian gran­
ite occupies a most commanding posi­
tion, and can be seen at a distance of 
Ten miles from the river. To-day it 

: Was flanked by the banners of Ireland 
bnd Quebec, these being the only flags 
in the immediate vicinity, although Can­
adian and American flags were else­
where abundantly in evidence. On the 
three sides the stone bears the follow­
ing inscription in English, French and 
Irish : "Sacred to the memory of thou­
sands of Irish emigrants, who, to pre­
serve the faith, suffered hunger and 
exile in 1847-48, and, stricken by feva1 
eitkd here their sorrowful pilgrimage. 
Erected by the Ancient Order of Hiber­
nians in America, and dedicated at the 
Feast of the Assumption, 1909."

Present with Mr. Charles J. Foy, of 
Perth, Ontario, national president of the 
A. O. H., were the lieutenant-governor 
of Quebec, Sir Charles Fitzpatrick, Hon. 
Charles Murphy, Hon. L. A. Taschereau, 
William Power, M. P., C. J. Doherty, 
M. P., Montreal; Hon. Charles Devlin, 
E Devlin, M. P., M. Turcotte, M. P., 
Dr. Guerin, Montreal ; Matthew Cum­
mings and E. McCrystal, representing 
the national board of Hibernians.

Mr. Foy s opening speech was a mas­
terpiece, and when he called upon Mgr. 
Sbarretti to draw aside the veil from 
the front of the stone, the Apostolic 
Delegate spoke a few sentences prais­
ing the Popes for their love of Ireland. 

TO THE HEROIC PRIESTS.
The fourth inscription on -the stone 

read: "Memorial tablet to the priests 
who voluntarily miniaWred to the ty- 
phus-etricken emigrants: W. W. Moy- 
lan, B. McGauran, J. McDevitt, P. T, 
Sax, J. Nelligan, C. Z. Rousseau, A.

After Mr. Matthew Cummings had 
spoken, Hon. Charles Murphy made a 
fine plea for the erection of a tablet 
to the Canadian clergy, both Protestant 
and Catholic, who had died in 1847 by 
the contraction of typhus from the emi­
grants. He spoke with* reverence the 
name of Mr. Drury, the Presbyterian 
minister of Bytown. He offered $100 
to start such a monument fund, and 
suggested that the work be entrusted to 
the A. O. H., whose directors he thank­
ed for giving to him, and to the Govern­
ment of which he was a member, the 
privilege of assisting at the unveiling1 
of the monument. Continuing,-he traced 
the historical story of the emigration 
and settlement at Grosse Isle, where 
Maguire had declared that from 10,000 
to 12,000 of the Irish race were cou 
ligned to the grave pit.

QUAKE IN JAPAN.
A Severe Shock in the Ceatral 

Provacea.

Tokio, Aug. 15.—A sevens earthquake 
occurred in Central Japan yesterday 
afternoon at 3.30 o’clock. The shock 
was particularly hard around) Kyoto, 
Osaka, Lake Biwa and Nagoya. All 
railroad communication with those dis­
tricts has been interrupted. Many 
houses collapsed, and it is feared that 
many people were killed or injured. 
Nagioÿa, -which was badly damaged, is 
one of the principal cities of Japan. It 
is located 170 mi lee w»t of Tokio, and 
has a population of a quarter of a mil­
lion. Osaka, which a too suffered, was 
viaited only a fortnight ago by a very 
destructive fire.

The deaths at present are said to 
number 30, though it is feared the 
fatalities will be greatly increased when 
the outlying districts are heard from. 
The number of persons injured is 82. 
Thus far 362 buildings, including many 
temples, are reported destroyed, and 
more than 1,000 others badly damaged. 
The Aock occurred at 3.30 o'clock in the 
afternoon, and affected a wide area in 
the Shiga, arfd Gifu prefectures. The 
town of Osaka in Gifu suffered terribly. 
The banks of the Hid River there broke 
and the surrounding country was in­
undated. The people of the district fled 
to high ground and remained in the 
open all night. Intermittent shocks 
were felt throughout Saturday night 
and early this morning.

The Mountain Ibuki, an extinct vol­
cano, a short distance west of Gifu, 
emitted smoke in the earlier stages of 
the earthquake, and then collapsed with

thunderous roar. The shock at Tokio 
was slight.

ICEBERG TOPPLED OVER.

The men on the 
berg clung to it, but one man was wash­
ed off and a boat had to go to his res­
cue. The lightened mass then floated 
and was towed to sea. It took 600 feet 
of cable to go around the iceberg.

CKEAi.UY FUHJUKN.
The Adirondack guide who each night 

brought to the camp-fire before the kin- 
to a dishpanful of the creamiest popcorn 
any of the guests had ever tasted was 
coaxed for days before he would tell how 
it was made.

A deep preserving kettle was placed 
over a hot flame and a tabtespoonfoil of 
lard put in for every double handful of 
shelled com. When the lard is hot the 
com is added and the lid shut until pop­
ping is heard, when occasional stirring 
is necessary. After each stir the lid is 
immediately replaced.

The corn is salted when hot. It is en­
tirely free from a hard kernel.

PEANUT ECONOMY.
When peanuts are done in quantities 

it is better to buy them by tne bushel 
unroasted.

As it takes too much time to blanch 
the nuts as well as shell them, they can 
be salted as they come from the shell, 
using plenty of butter and salt.

The skins become brown and^are eas­
ily removed when the peanuts are cook­
ed. They taste almost as good as when 
done in the ordinary way, but more but­
ter must be used.

WATERMELON RIND PRESERVES. 
After the rinds are cut off of the slice* 

of melon pare off the soft white inside 
and green outside. Gut the piece* left 
into any shapes desired; put in a pre­
serving kettle; more than cover with 
water, and boil until tender. If there is 
not as much syrup as desired add more 
water. Put in three-fourths of a pound 
of granulated sugar to one pound of 
fruit and cook. Flavor with extract of 
lemon or boil ginger root with the rind 
Children are fond of it when flavored 
with lemon.

• JELLY BAG HINT,
s Now that the jelly making season is 
nearly at hand a few hints that will 
make less work for the housekeeper will 
not be amiss. Your jelly bag, of course, 
is perfectly clean to start with. After 
ricking over and washing the fruit put 
it right into the bag, put the bag into a 
large kettle and add whatever amount 
of water you desire. Boil it in this way 
a little longer than you would without 
the bag. This way of doing saves one 
the awkward task of dipping up the hot 
fruit into the bag and often scalding 
one’s self in so doing. When boiled suf­
ficiently the bag can be lifted out and 
set in a porcelain colander, on top of 
the kettle, to drain, and left there till 
the next day, if necessary. This is all 
quickly done and one is saved the trou­
ble of hanging the bag up to drain, foe 
there never seems to be any place to 
hang it out of the way. Before this plan 
suggested itself to me jelly making was 
a much harder task, while now I do not 
dreed it at all. I would say, however, 
tliet T have not tried it for currant» or 
berries, because those fruits do not need 
much water or boiling, but for green 
gooseberries, grapes, rhubarb, or any of 
the larger fruits it is an excellent plan,

STRANGERS IN 
CITY PULPITS.

Reix /. D. Cunningham Preached 
in Knox Mission.

Dr. Harris, of London, England, 
iti First Congregational.

Scotch Preacher Speaks on Sal­
vation by Households.

Rev. J. D. Cunningham, a former as­
sistant pastor of MacNab Street Pres­
byterian Church, at Knox Church Mis­
sion yesterday morning preached from 
Isaiah xxxii. 2: “And a man shall be as 
an hiding place froqt the wind and a 
covert from the tempest; as rivers of 
water in a dry place; ae a shadow of a 
great rock in a weary land.”

A man, said the speaker, to thor­
oughly understand the full significance 
of the verse must be fully acquainted 
with the circumstances. In the desert 
are parching winds and burning sands 
which keep drifting along, covering up 
what little vegetation may spring up, 
but when a great rock rears its mon­
strous form above the surface, it gives 
a shelter from the wind and sand, and 
casts a shadow from the burning sun. 
So we find sometimes, where we might 
expect trouble and care, comfort and 
joy. The words of the text are one of 
the many proofs of God’s graciousness; 
we find grace and goodness where we 
might expect judgment. He never for­
gets us. and when He speaks against our 
sins His prime aim is to bless us and 
bring us to Himself. ■ We believe the 
world is becoming better, and this is 
only true because God is making men 
rocks in a desert land. He first calls 
one great man as He did Abraham and 
Moses, then makes them shadows from^ 
the burning sin from xx-hich power each* 
draws thousands more around him. 
Thus every^^n who is drawn to Christ 
becomes a'pipneersof some great work, 
as a shelter 'frqnv tïïftvburning sun, the 
parching wind wfting sand. We
of ourselxes cannot T^nst these forces 
until we have taken shelter behind 
Christ, xvho must first save us; we 
should give Him a chance in our lives, 
and He will save us from the besetting 
sin; our lives could then be summed up 
as shadows and shelters of mankind.

One way of fulfilling this function 
is by kind and gracious words, ns Christ 
to the sinner on the cross. There is a 
power and potency in kind words which 
cannot be estimated. Also by our very 
goodness we become sympathetic. When 
we become enamored of righteousness 
we are filled with sympathy for the 
sinner. In looking over our past life 
we can only conclude that xve have made 
mistakes, and our only salvation is find­
ing rest and peace in Christ.

REV. DR. HARRIS HERE.
Rev. Henry Harris, M. A., of Txmdon, 

England, occupied the pulpit at First 
Congregation Church yesterday. In the 
evening service#he selected for his text 
Luke xv. 7: “Î say unto you, that like­
wise joy shall be in Heax-en over one 
sinner that repenteth, more than over 
ninety and nine just persons, which need 
no repentance." The great joy spoken 
of tn Heaven is not oxer the great 
things xx-hich occur there. In thq celes­
tial city is no monotony, for there the 
praises of God are continually sung. It 
is a city of great joy and delight, but 
the eestacy of feeling spoken of in the 
text is not over those heavenly pro­
ceedings. Heaven takes a great interest 
in the things of earth, and there are 
events which transpire here which send 
thrills of joy through the corridors of 
that home on high. The greatest de­
light of heavenly beings is not over a 
great movement of sobriety nor a great 
biblical truth, but over one sinner that 
repentet-h—not ox*er his salvation, hut 
his repentance. What great joy must 
there have been in Heaven when John 
Wesley and Martin Luther saw the 
light and in spreading it over the world 
led thousands to repentance. So the 
repentance of one often means the re­
pentance of many, and althought the re­
pentance of one obscure person is 
ignored in our daily newspapers, while 
murders, drunkenness and robbery is 
written in large letters yet in Heaven, it 
is looked upon as the greatest of all 
things that happen.

We have in our society a class of peo­
ple whom we call the self-conscious ; they 
believe they need no repentance, that 
they are not in God's debt and believe 
when they die they have an unques­
tioned claim in the kingdom of Heaven. 
No appeal ever goes home to them, no 
call to the higher life, the cap never 
fits, they always place it on some one 
else. Little hope can be entertained for 
these, they are not the good referred to 
in the words of the text.

To understand why there should be 
more joy over one sinner that repenteth 
than ninety and nine righteousness per­
sons, we must suppose a case in our own 
family. If one were to go astray while 
all others remain true, thdre would be 
great anxiety over the lost one and 
great joy over his recovery, which joy 
could not be entertained by the parents 
over those who hal not gone astray. If, 
then, in the moral sphere there is such 
joy over the repeutence of one, why not 
all go astray that we might make the 
joy in Heaven over our repentance so 
much the greater? The explanation is 
this, that while there is great joy over 
the recovery of the sinner, still there 
not the satisfaction in his life that 
exists in the case of the righteous one, 
who needs no repentenoe—be has given 
the greater satisfaction and the least 
sorrow. The cross is the measure of 
Christ's love for us. By His death He 
made clear the value He placed on the 
recovery, of lost souls. In His presence 
is life, and that for evermore."

HOUSEHOLD SALVATION.
The services at St. John Presbyterian 

Church yesterday were well attended, to 
heatf the sermons by Rev. James Smith, 
of Tilliecoutrie, Scotland. In the morn­
ing he preached about “The Crisis of 
the Cross," and to bear out the mean­
ing, he quoted "God forbid that I should 
glory, save in the cross of Jesus Christ.”

In the evening he spoke on "House­
hold Salvation," and selected as his 
text Acts xvi., 34 "And they said, be­
lieve in the Lord Jesus Christ and thou 
shalt be saxred, and thy house.” He 
said the relation of the members of the 
family had a great deal to do with the 
bringing of one another to see Christ 
in the true light. The Lord has made 
provision whereby families might be 
saved and in numerous- places in the 
bible examples may be seen of where 
the households was brought to the cross 
by one of the members. At the time 
of the ark, Noah said, "Go, thee, and all 
thy house into the ark.” Another way 
in which the responsibility of one to 
another was shown, was where the high 
priest made atonement for the sins of 
his household. In closing, he said every 
member of a household should realize, 
the part they should take in directing 
every other member towards Christ.

MAN WITH GUN.
TRIED TO SHOOT UP EDMONTON 

AND WAS CORRALED.

Fired at Mounted Police-Bullet Pass­
ed Near Sergeant's Head—Chased 
Through Main Streets and Finally 
Surrendered.

Edmonton, Alta., Aug. 15.—A Hun­
garian desperado with a loaded re­
volver and a daugerous-lookiug knife 
dashing east down Grierson street, and 
tiring oack as he ran at Sergt. Nichol­
son and other members of the Royal 
Northwest Mounted Police, who were in 
pursuit, was the thrilling sight which 
gave Edmonton all the pictured appear­
ances of the wild and woolly west for 
a tew minutes ou Friday afternoon. The 
man who created the trouble, and who 
was eventually landed in the cells at 
the R.N.M.W.P. barracks without kill­
ing or wounding any of his pursuers or 
spectators, is named Milan Obernovitch. 
He told the police yesterday, through 
an interpreter, that he came to Edmon­
ton a few days ago from Calgary, and 
that he has been in Canada about four­
teen months. z

He has all the earmarks of a gen­
uine bad man, and he is being held 
by Inspector Worsley till further en­
quiries are made with reference to his 
antecedents. In the meantime the charg­
es that have been laid against him are 
of carrying concealed weapons, and 
breaking windows on Jasper East. On 
his person, in addition to the loaded 
revolver and knife, were found a num­
ber of bullets.

The revolver had the appearance of 
having been loaded for some time. The 
Hungarian appeared at the corner of 
Jasper and Nanaimà avenues on Friday 
afternoon shortly before two o’clock. 
He first attracted atention by approach­
ing the music store at that corner and 
demolishing the glass in the door. He 
appeared to be lender the influence of 
liquor, but was able to move about 
without trouble.

The occupants of the store immediate­
ly 'phoned the city police, but before 
an officer arrived the man had disap­
peared down Jasper east and along 
Grierson. When nearly opposite the 
'Royal Northwest Mounted Police bar­
racks he again attracted attention by 
discharging his revolver carelessly in sev­
eral directions. The Royal Northwest 
Mounted Police heard the commotion, 
and Sergt. Nicholson and Constables
Hays and Peters rushed out. By this 
time he has passed the barracks, and 
the officers started in hot pursuit.

As the man ran he turned und shot 
at Sergt. Nicholson, who was in the 
lead, the bullet passing close to the of­
ficer’s head. Nothing daunted, how­
ever, the men continued the chase and 
finally ran their victim to earth on the 
flats. Here he surrendered, and after 
the revolver and knife had been remov­
ed, he was led back to the barracks.

A BORDER SALOON
Raided by Canadian and United 

State» Excise Mea.

Ogdensburg, N. Y.. Aug. 14.—Acting 
in concert by prearrangement, Ameri­
can and Canadian excise officers in 
automobiles sxvooped down to-day from 
opposite sides of the border on John 
Overton, xvho for years has straddled 
the line near Rouse's Point xvith a 
saloon that has long lieen an annoyance 
to officers of both countries.

Overton and hi* wife were arrested 
after a stiff fight in the Canadian wing 
of their house, and nearly a wagon load 
of whiskey was confiscated. In two 
other raids on line saloons much liquor 
xxas seized, but no arrests were made.

MEETING IN AIR.
PUn to Have Orville Wright aid 

Cent Zeppelin Meet.

Berlin, Aug. 16.—A meeting In the 
air between Count Zeppelin and Or­
ville Wright is to-day being planned 
as one of the features of Wright’s 
visit to Berlin to give a series of 
aeroplane flights.

Wright is expected in Berlin the 
latter part of tne month, by which 
time Count Zeppelin will have com­
pleted his newest airship, the Zeppe­
lin III. It is planned to have the 
Count sail his ship from Friedrich- 
shafen, and for Wright to fly out in 
his aeroplane to meet him.

CONTROL OF 
THEFLEETS.

Peint Under Discutien it Imperial 
Defence Cenference.

Admiralty Want» All tbe Vessels 
Directed from Leiden.

Canada Demand» Absolute Control 
ef Her Own Ship».

London. Aug. 15.—The final meet­
ing of the Imperial Defence Confer­
ence will be held on Thursday to re­
receive the report of the miltary sub­
committee and the results of the 
various conferences between the re­
presentatives of the oversea domin­
ions and the Admiralty. The naval con­
ferences xvith Australia and New Zea­
land, have been completed, but some 
technical details with regard to Canada 
remain, referring chiefly , to the local 
disposition of Canadian ships and ser-

A despatch from Melbourne says 
it is believed there that instead of a 
Dreadnought. Australia will provide a 
squadron of fast cruisers, capable of 
being used in local and Pacific waters, 
and will also be responsible for the 
maintenance of a large federal naval 
base.

THE FLEET IN THE PACIFIC.
London, Aug. 14.—While the Imperial 

Defence Conference had little difficul­
ty in elaborating a scheme for the army, 
the delegates found the naval question‘a 
hard proble mto solve. All the colonies 
readily agreed to pay a fair share of the 
cost of the navy, but discussion as to 
the particular form of the contributions 
disclosed a sharp difference between the 
Admiralty and the Canadian and Aus­
tralian delegates. This was particularly 
true with respect to Great Britain’s re*- 
cont policy in the Pacific. When the An- 
glo-Japanese treaty was concluded Great 
Britain withdrew the greater part of her 
fleet from the China coast and entirely 
abolished the North Pacific fleet, both 
of which could be used in conjunction 
with an Australian squadron to protect 
British trade and British possessions in 
all parts of the Pacific.

The home Government sees no dan 
ger in that part of the world, and 
has full confidence in her eastern ally. 
The colonial delegates, howex*er, per­
sistently pictured Japan as a rival 
which might some day become possess­
ed of a desire for more territory. They, 
therefore, while agreeing to* contri- 
mute to the maintenance of the main 
fleet, declared that the greatest ener­
gy should be exerted to provide defences 
for their own coasts and trade.

THE CANADIAN FLEET.
Australia already is building tor­

pedo boats as a nucleus of the fleet, 
and Canada, it is believed, will do the 
same. The Admiralty believes that 
these fleets will pro\-e of greater use 
if controlled from London, but to this 
the Caandians do not agree. The 
fleet, they say, would come to the as­
sistance of the mother Country in a 
time of need, but it must be absolutely 
under the control of the Federal 
Government. Canada’s first ships 
will be modern cruisers, and the 
Canadians think that these should be 
placed in the Pacifie. The home au 
thorities, on the other hand, want 
them in the Atlantic, whence they 
could join the main fleet in the North 
Sea on the shortest notice.

The delegates are in daily conference, 
and the Admiralty hopes that a scheme 
will lie completed and ready for presen­
tation in the conference on August 10. 
New Zealand, South Africa and the 
smaller colonies have agreed to make 
direct contributions to the British navy 
and to depend on it for their protection.

TO DEFEND CANADA’S COAST.
London. Aug. 14.—The-Canadian Asso­

ciated Press learns that one result of 
the Imperial defence conference will he 
the provision of the sum of 2 1-4 mil­
lion pounds for the further development 
of the coast defence of Canada. It is 
undersoood the Canadian delegates sub­
mitted to the Imperial delegates a 
scheme in this regard.

On Thursday next the First Lord of 
the Admiralty xvill present bills to 
amend the colonial naval defence act of 
1885, and to make better provisions re­
specting naval establishments in the 
British possessions.

Petawawa Camp, Aug. 15.—Follow­
ing the accident to Baddeck No. 1 
aerodrome on Friday evening, Messrs.

DUE TO MAYOR.
Perl William Striker» Agree to Re­

tira to Work.

Their Grievances Will be Inreiti- 
gated by Board of Conciliation.

Fort William, Aug. 15.—To-morrow 
morning should see the end of the 
strike of the Canadian Pacific dock 
laborers. After having been away 
from work for exactly one week, the 
men will, ’if they abide by their own 
promise of this afternoon, at 7 a. m. 
be again moving freight from boat 
and train in their accustomed places, 
while the machinery of the Lemieux 
act will be under way to bring about 
a settlement of the wages difference 
betxveen them and the company. The 
promise to return to work was made 
?v the men of the three nationalities 
involved—Greeks, Italians and Hun­
garians—this afternoon at a mass., 
meeting held in the coal dock sectioii.

At this meeting Mayor Peltier, who 
has spent the last couple of days en­
deavoring to persuade the company 
to agree to submit the dispute to ar­
bitration, presented the situation to 
the men, telling them he had procur­
ed an agreement from the company 
to arbitrate. He explained the Le­
mieux act, at the same time advising 
them to return to their positions.

The situation appeared eminentlv 
satisfactory to the men after it had 
been explained by the Mayor with 
the aid of two interpreters,, and im­
mediately on being asked if «they 
would go back to the sheds they ac­
claimed their willingness to do so, 
with cheers and hand-clapping, which 
was later confirmed by the various 
leaders among the men who were in­
terviewed by your correspondent.

The effect of the agreement under 
which the men will return to-mor­
row is this;—They will return on the 
old scale; the company, despite the 
former declarations of General Mana­
ger Bury that no Greeks would he 
used again, will give work to all ex­
cept those under arrest, who may be 
convicted of having actually commit­
ted violence in connection with the 
strike.

This agreement was secured yester­
day afternoon by Mayor Peltier from 
General Manager Bury and General 
Superintendent Arundel, after a series 
of letters in which the Mayor show­
ed no hesitation in stating that he be- 
liex'ed the men had grievances which 
were worth consideration.

Material assistance was afforded by 
a telegram to the Mayor front Mr. 
W. L. Mackenzie King, offering the 
assistance of a conciliation board un­
der the Lemieux act.

Yesterday afternoon eighteen men 
who will be charged with violence on 
the occasion of the riots were ar­
rested by the police, and remanded 
to the district jail at Port Arthur for 
trial. Solicitor A. E. Cole has Teen 
engaged on their behalf, and he ex­
presses his intention of asking that 
the cases be sent to a jury.

TORONTO, SCORE Ï4-6.

Shamrocks and Montreal Win Their Respective 
Games on Saturday.

INDIAN FIVE MILER 
WINNER AT SEATTLE.

Ralph Re»e Rut» the 16 Lh. She! 
50.26 Feet at A. A. U. Games.

Seattle, Wash., Aug. 16.—The annual 
senior championship meet of the Ama­
teur Athletic Union," held at the Alaska- 
Y’ukon-Pacific stadium Saturday brought 
to the front a little Indian from Ari­
zona, who defeated the pick of the coun­
try’s five mile runners.

Seattle carried off first honors in the 
meet. The track team under the colors 
of the local club, came out with 46' 
pdînts to its credit, while the Olvmpio 
Athletic Club, of San Francisco, was 
second, with 30 points, and Chicago 
third with 26. The winners fattened 
their total by taking all three places 
in the 100 yard dash.

One of the sensations of the day was 
the establishment of a new world's rec­
ord in the 16 pound shot by Ralph 
Ross, of the Olympic Athletic Club. Al­
ready holder of the title of this even 
—his previous record was 49 feet 10 in­
ches, made in New York Sept. 7, 1908- 
to-day he hurled the iron ball a dis­
tance of 50.26 feet. Rose won further 
distinction to-day by securing the 21 
points to his own credit, the greatest 
number secured by any athletic during 
the meet.

- In the 120 yard high hurdles Forest 
Smitherson, of the Multomah Club, of 
Portland, Ore., defeated Shaw, of Chi­
cago, and equalled the previous record 
of 15 1-5 seconds. The race was run 
against a strong head wind.

The most spectacular event of the day 
was the five mile race, in which Harry 
McLean was pitted against the pick of 
the country’s runners. The fleet footed 
red man, who was smaller than any of 
his competitors, took the lead in the 
fourth lap, and set a gruelling pace, 
that soon played havoc with the field. 
F. G. Bellars, of the New York Athletic 
Club, proved his most dangerous com­
petitor, and soon succeeded in taking 
the lead from the Indian. He endeavor­
ed to slow down the pace, but McLean 
forced the issue by pressing his man so 
be could not stand the final spurt, 
which began as the shot was fired for 
the twentieth and last lap. Bellars made 
a game effort against his Indian oppon­
ent, and with a brilliant burst of speed 
gathered a good lead. He could not 
hold it, however, for McLean wa% at 
his heels at the* half, and as they enter­
ed the stretch they Arizona ’runner de­
veloped a burst of speed that sent him 
across the line several yards the winner.

When have the world’s chief workers 

and thinkers performed their greatest 
achievements? What is the age of men­
tal virility?

Prof. Osier, not long ago, in his not­
able address, said: %

“Take the sum of human achievement 
in action, in science, in art, in litera­
ture; subtract the Work of the men 
above 40, and while we should miss 
great treasures, even priceless treasures, 
we would practically be. where we are 
to-day. It is difficult to name a great 
and far reaching conquest of the mind 
which has not been given to the world 
by a man on whose back the sun was 
still shining. The effective, moving, vit 
alizing work of the world is done be­
tween the ages of 25 and 40.’

W. A. Newman Dorland has made pro 
longed scientific investigations, and finds 
no 40 or 50 year “dead line." He abol 
ishes the “dead line” and establishes n 
“live line” with undreamed-of possibili 
ties still ahead. He produces abundant 
. idence for the conclusion that it is 
the mature genius that has revolution­
ized the world.

Mr. Dorland points to the records of 
40 men famous in all lines of intellectual 
activity. They fall into two main 
groups, the thinkers and the workers. In 
the first rlass are found philosophers 
and natural scientists; in the second, 
those whose intellectual activities cul­
minated in some practical and visible 
application of their lines of thought 
im enters and warriors.
MERE ENUMERATION AN INSPIRA 

T!ON.
Merely to enumerate the names of 

Ithcse distinguished men,” says Mr. Dor- 
land, “becomes an inspiration. Involun­
tarily we doff our hats and with rever­
ent mien note the procession as it passe.4 
before us, a magnificent array of genius 
and mentality.”

The records give an average age of 50 
years as the time for the performance 
of the master-work. For the workers 
the average age is 47 years, and for the 
thinkers, 52 years.

Chemists and physicians average 41 
dramatists and playwrights, poets and 
inventors, follow at 44 years; novelists 
give an average 48 years; explorers and 
warriors, 47 years; musical composers 
and actors average 48 years; artists and 
divines occupy the position of equilibri 
um at 50 years; essayists and reform 
ers at 51 years; physicians and surgeons 
line up with the statesmen at 52 years 
philosophers give an average of 54 years 
astronomers and mathematicians, satir­
ists and humorists reach an average of 
66 years; historians 57 years; and nat­
uralisas and jurists average at 58 years.

This average age of 60 years for the 
masterwork is seen to be misleading 
when it is remembered that the 400. lives 
analyzed include many that were snuff­
ed out prematurely. Byron, Shelley, 
Keats, Poe, Mungo Park, Christophe 
Marlowe, and Thomas Chatterton, and 
many more, completed their life work 
before the age of 40 years.

Mr. Dorland concludes that had these 
men rounded out lifetimes of 50, 60 or 
7'1 years, they would have dune even 
better work than that already accom­
plished. He believes that these men had 
only begun to show the wonderful possi­
bilities of their minds, and had they 
been permitted to live longer, doubtless 
still greater and more brilliant achieve­
ments of mentality would have lieen 
placed to their credit. " It is probable 
that then the average age of the mas­
terpiece would be nearer 60 than 50

FORTY YEARS THE AVERAGE. 
The figures regarding the duration of 

mental activity in these 400 records are 
most interesting. The average is found 
to be 40 years. For the thinkers it was 
39 years, and for the workers 41 years.

For the poets, satirists, and humorists 
reformers, novelists, dramatists and 
playwrights show a duration of 35 years 
and essayists 40 years. Musical compos­
ers show 41 years, while actors and trt- 
ists average 42 years. Historians and 
divines average 43 years. jurists 44 
years, and naturalists 45 years. • Physi­
cians and surgeons strike an average at 
46 years; astronomers and mathemati­
cians 47 years, and inventors 49 years.
