It is not doubted that there may yet be
heavy fighting, but the genius of Lord
Roberts is lavked to for victory over all
difficulties. His grim reference to the

No person is allowed to have i his
possession intoxicating liquors with in-
tent to sell’ the same in violation
of law, or with intent that the same may
be sold by any person, and upon search

and seizure process the premisesof any
person believed to be used for that pur-
pose may be searched; and if liquors are
found, and the court finds that they were
kept and intended for unlawful sale by
the person named in the complaint, or by
any other person with his knowledge or
consent, he is found guilty, and sentenc-
ed to a fine of one hundred dollars and
costs and in addition sixty days’ impris-
onment. In default of payment of fine
sixty days additional.

If liquors are poured out or destroyed
when premises are about to be searched,
for the purpose of preventing their seiz-
ure, they may be held to have been in-
toxicating and intended for unlawful sale,
in which case the results are the same as
‘if they were found. If a person uses
pockets instead of premises for these
purposes, he is subject to the same pro-
cess and penalty.

WasmNarox, D. C., March 13, 1900.

The Smte Committee on Foreign Rela-
tions hasagreed to report an amendment
to the Hay-Panncefote canal treaty pro-
viding.that United States may take such
measyres to ‘‘defend” the canal as its
safety may make necessary, except that
it shall not ““fortify” it. It is probable

that the treaty will be ratiied with this

amendment, and it also seems probabe
that it will be so accepted by Great
Britain., Whether other nations, whose
consent is necessary to neutralize the can-
al, will also agree, is more doubtful.
As a matter of fact, the United States
seems to have overreached itself in this
matter. To reserve the right to *‘de-
fend,” while expressly disavowing the
right to “firtify” is to give up all the ad-
vantages of neutralization and gain little
or nothing in return. If the United
States goes to war with any nation and
takes measures to defend the canal, the
other nation will of course be entitled to
take measures to attack and capture it.
Without fortificatior it will become the
prey of the strongest fleet, which it would
not if protected by the agreement of the
powers. Of course, if the United States

proposes to build a fleet which will rival
any combination of the powers, it will be

Ronald Morrison, United' States Con-
sul at Dawson City, reports as follows to
the State Department: Business in Daw-
son this season has been very quiet, chief-
ly because the population is nearly 6,000
less than last year. Prices, however, re-
main firm, and an inquiry at several of
the leading stores shows profits of from
50 to 400 per cent are still obtained. The
flooding of many of the mines on the
various creeks, as the result of the con-
tinuance of the mild weather early in the
season, may have an effect upon the out-
put for the year. It is still rather early
to venture upon a forecast; but, taking
into consideration the improved methods
now employed, a conservative estimate
places the figures at.from $25,000,00 to
£30,000,000. Nineteen expeditions have
left Dawson for the Nome district since
December 4, 1899, 'and as the days length-
en and the weather moderates many more
will start. It is reported here that seven
hunared are now on the way from Skag-
way. Late news from Nome by wmail
from St. Michaels confirms the reports
of the richness of the district, and als,
announces new finds in the interior; but
lack of fuel prohibits these being worked
in winter. Typhoid fever has made its
appearance, and the mortality from this
disease is increasing.

Farm and ousehold.

Orchard Work.

There is plenty of orchard work in the
winter if one has many trees. There are
the borers to hunt for, and if they are
found and killed it will be time well
spent. If hone is found the owner may
consider himself so very fortunate that
he need not regret the loss of the time.
There are the bunches of eggs of the tent
caterpillar in a little silvery- looking ring
arcund the small twigs near the ends of
the branches. "They show :very plainly
when the sun is shining on them, and if
they are cut off and burned now there
will be fower foes to fight next spring.
Then there are dead limbs, leaves, weeds
and piles of rubbish which may be har-
boring insects or their eggs or the germs
of fungous disense which should be col-
lected together and burned as soon as
they are dry enough, and Jast, bat not
least, before the leaf buds. open  spray
every tree and every branch of the tree
80 as to wet it well with the strong cop-
per sulphate solution, using one pound of
the sulphate to 15 g«llons of water for all
but the peach, for which use one pound
to 25 gallons. Do not fail to do this if
you would be free from blight, scab or
cracked fruit or from anthracnose or rust
onm the blickberfy and raspberry or the
grapevines. This is, however, proper
work for early spring. :

The American Cultivatér, in which the
foregiing occurs, also says: We fully
agree with the theory that the best time
to trim fruit trees is in May or early
June, as the bark will immediately begin
to grow over the wound, so as to cover
the space between hark and fhard woed if
it does not entirely cover the scar. We
do not know so well about the shade
trees, excel.ting that we would not tiim
a maple in the spring or any coniferous
evergreen At any, time excepting early
winter. T

We hare, however, cut limbs from
apple trees in both fall and winter, leav-
ing a stump about a foot long to be
taken off in May. We always cut large®
limbs to leave such a stump, and the se-
cond cut we can handle that ®o that it
will not split back beyond the cut, as it
sometimes does when a heavy limb is
sawed off. Ry making this first amputa-
tion at a lejsure time we had much less
to doin May, when we wanted to be
planting or sewing seed, and if the
branches cut in winter were taken away
it was little work to carry off pieces a
foot long. If limbs to be taken off were
not larger than a man’s thumb, we cut
them at any time, though it might be bet-
terto doitipn May.

Care of Finger Nails.

A disagreeable trick, and one that chil-
dren esasily fall into, is biting of nails.
If not promuptly checked, it will eontinue
into adult life and ruin the shape of nails
and finger tips. Extreme nervousness or
excitement generally causes the child to
bite the pails in the first place, awd if not
checked it quickly becomes a habit. Help
the child to overcome the nervousness,
und, if the fingers still find their way to
the mouth, t'hey must be dipped into a
solution of something bitter, until the
little culprit has learned bettéer manners.
As early as possible tcach the child to
trim and keep the nails in order aud en-
deavor to make him take a pride in them,
which will greatly remove the temptation
to bite them.

Planning Meals.

The average housekeeper finds that her
meniory is shortest when it comes to the
daily planning of meals. Her frequent
cry that she cannot think of anything to
order never seems to be suggestive to her
of its own remedy. She has ordered and
does order overy day the round of family
living, and if, when the process is over,
she would arrange » little bnok kept for
the purpose the chief dishes that have
appearegd on the table during the twenty-
four hours, she will find that she quickly
accumulates a valuable memorabila. In-
stead of cataloguing these dishes under,
Sunday, Monday and Tuesday it is sim-
pler to classify them breakfast, luncheon,
dinner; substantials and desserts.
