'Urging Employees - to

With the idea of encouraging’the
greater production of food, {he Can-
adian Government Railways is urging
all employces who are in a position
to do so, to apply for tracts of land
along the right of way in various sec-
tions, and raise rops of yarden veg-
egtables, hay, oats, potatose buck-
whoeat or grain.

Hitherto in several favorable local-
ities convenient to stations, it has
been the practice for agents and sec-
ticn men to utilize the land to a lim-
ifl2d extent for farming purposes.
Near many of the country 'stations
will be seen the small vegetable
parden, and belween _stations the
s{vips of lind growing potatoes, or
longar strétches with quite luxur-
fan ¢rops of hay. Last year, in res-
ponse to the call for greater produc-
tion, there was o very considerable
incroase in- agricultursl activilty a-
long the right of way, sufficient at
any rate ‘o show that there are tre-
mendcus possibilities if only more
of the land available for cultivation
is ut'lized. It will easlly be seem|
ihat thoré* are miles upon miles of |
good land whore gool crops can be,
raised. In many sections the land
#4s distinctly favorable

Last year 182 permits were grant-
ed to pcrsons - who culifvated sec-
tions of land varying from small
garden plots to stretches of over
two acres, in Distnict! No. 2 alone.
In No. 1 District one hundred ' and
forty perscms took advantage of
the opportunity to raise crops. In
a comparatively small secion of
No. 5 Distriet 41 permits were issu-,
ed and some really good crops were
raised. In District No 3 only 26
permits were issued, and only ‘18
on District No. 4. Prince Edward
Island be'ng such a fine farming dis-

ie “Lord Moctrley's Recollections,”
as emboedied in his autobiography.

It is with deep regret
that I ‘write to inform you of the
death of your son Frank, who died
of wounds ¢n the 7th inst

Frank was out with a patrol along
with three Bat'nm Scouts, and - was
bombed by the ememy An 'enemy
patrol had evidently allowed our
patrol to pass them, and then closed
up, with the intention of cutting
our .patrol off In the exchange of
bombs Frank was wounnded Mr
Rowling, who was close by at the
time, had Frank carried back to our
lines There he was dressed, and
sent to the Dressing station, where
he died I was present in the trench
at the time and Frank was perfectly
conscicus and talked to me at the
time, we were dressing his wounds
I £1s0 stayed with him until he' leit
our dressinz station

He was wounded in the back, and
we think that a plece of chrapnel en-
tered his lung We did not count
the wound as very scrious and were
shocked when the news came, that
he had died on his way out 1 feel
safe in saying that Frank did not
euffer very much, as he was very
cheery cll the time

Frank had been in my Ccmpany
since he join us, was decrly be-
loved by 2all, 4nd was fideed very
dear to me His platoor thought the
world of him, and were all wishing
him the besq of luck as he passed by
their dugzout on his way out

I considcred Frank my bect Officer
and ome of my besi frends = Always
80 cheery, even in the worst of con-
ditions The memory of him will
never be forgotten by me

He w13 given a Christian burial,
and no doubt you will' be notified as
to the location of his grave
