FREDERICTON FAIR.
The Cream of the Different Depart­

ments — The Prize Lists — The Fire­
men's Procession.

Iu spile of the inauspicious weather the 
agricultural show was opened to the public 
on Wednesday last. Quite a number of 
entries had been made, and although the 
attendance was small, there was quite a fine 
display made in the horse and cattle'de­
partment. Thursday’s proceedings opened 
up in fine weather, and the York county 
farmers came to town in large numbers', 
and soon the grounds presented a scene of 
the usual activity attending county exhibi­
tions. The sun shone out grandly,and visitors 
began to- pour in rapidly. In the horse, 
sheep and cattle departments were some 
good exhibits. John A. Edwards, of the 
Queen hotel, showed a fine one-year 
old colt and a dark brown Wilkes Stal­
lion. D. F. Smith had a three 
months colt Bismarck, sire David Bis­
marck, which was a very promising looking 
colt. The Suffolk punch stallion, Star of 
East, entered in the Suffolk stud book ; the 
beautiful Hackney mare, and the two Suf­
folk punch mares, Belle and Ruby, shewn 
by Mr. Sewell, of Springfield, were gems of 
the exhibition, the latter having been pur­
chased by G. H. Ketchum, of Wood. *ock. 
James Campbell,v of Kingsclear, had in 
the stalls a three-year-old mare, sired by 
Angus Chief ; a three-year-old gelding, 
same sire ; which were useful farm animals. 
Robert Anderson had a Gladstone moigan 
mare, and a three year old colt from a 
Suffolk punch sire. This mare is a perfect 
beauty, and weighs 1340 lbs. John Murray 
shows an Edmunds horse, and Judson 
Dunpliy a 3 year old grey mare, sired by 
Sir Cha rles. Owen Shortell of Douglas, a 
Hackney colt; and L. Goodspeed of Penniac, 
a sucking Alley bÿ Duke of Cleveland ; D. F. 
Smith of Sunbury, a Percheron colt by 
Zephyr ; and J. D. Hanlon, a fine sucking 
colt by Harry Wilkes, M. Tennant, a two 
year old stallion by Harry Wilkes ; W. P. 
Flewelling exhibited a Wilkes colt and mare, 
and close by was a beautiful Hackney s tal­
ion, Lord Bardolf, exhibited by Mr. Sewell. 
A. Stevens of Douglas had on view a 2 year 
old colt sired by Sir Charles; Mr. Coleman 
had on exhibition a fine Jersey bull. A 
Berkshire sow 4 months old shown by F. 
Goodine attracted attention. The Berk- 
shires shown by B. D. Sewell were from 
imported registered stock, and were 
fine bred animals. Mr. Sewell also exhibit­
ed three fine calves. The Ayshire cow 
shown by the Hon. A. G. Blair was much 
admired. A. D. Thomas had two milch cows 
on view, and taking all in all the display of 
animals was a creditable one.

Entering the main building the visitors 
would at once be struck with the remark­
able display of apples made by James E. 
Camber, of Berry Hill. The apples, whic^ 
were neatly arranged in a show case, con­
tained thirty distinct varieties, chief of 
which were Fameuse, Alexander, St. 
Lawrence, Pecks Pleasant, Bishop Pippin, 
Ben Davies, Duchesse, Nonpariel, Golden 
Russet, Faucy Grey, and New Brunswick. 
This was a fine evidence of the fruit grow­
ing capabilities of New Brunswick.

In the butter department the thirty 
pound specimens on show by C. Estey, 
Springhill ; James Grey, Kingsclear; A. N. 
Goodspeed, Penniac; Judson Dunpliy, 
Kingsclear); J. E. Camber, L. Sloat, Spafford 
Wade, and T. Douglas were much admired. 
Spafford Wade’s print butter, and the mag­
nificent displays by T. Douglas and C. E. 
Murray also received much praise.

Passing on to the roots, the visitor would 
be struck with the melons by M. S. Hall, 
and the pumpkhis and squash shewn by B. 
N. Goodspeed, T. B. Winslow and M. Wade 
Mr. Winslow shewed some fine heads of 
celery. The potato display was really ex­
cellent, Messrs. A. D. Thomas, John C. 
Murray, Dr. F. M. Brown, and J. B. Camp­
bell, shewing fine assortments of rocks, kid­
neys, snowflakes, hebrons, early rose and 
early Ohio.

The display by C. B. Harrison of Mauger- 
ville with Egyptian beets, yellow globe 
mangolds, and white Belgian carrots were 
the subjects of special comment. The 
wortzells by A. D. Thomas, the red short 
horns carrots by J. A. Campbell, and the 
white carrots by Judson Dunphy were of 
fine quality. A. F. Woodbridgc shewed 
good specimens of intermediate carrots, and 
8. Wade some grand assortments of beets. 
Potato onions were shewn by S. M. Wade, 
John A. Campbell, and A. D Thomas, the 
latter showing yellow dan vers. C. Leese 
showed a large display of corn and eschallots.

In the fancy work department B. N, 
Goodspeed, of Penniac, has on view lace 
samples, colored quilts, fancy knitting, etc. 
Mark Conway, of this city, shewed six very 
neatly designed matts. C. E. Estey, a 
colored quilt ; J. Barker, a white quilt ; 
and Robert Belyea some fine fancy work 
very beautifully designed in flowers and art 
work ; also a colored quilt. Judson Dunphy 
shewed homespun cotton, and other 
samples of home industries.

In the grain department the four rowed 
variety of barley shewn by S. M. Wade ; 
the Russian buckwheat by John S. Camp­
bell, and the white oats by Messrs. T. 
Douglas, S. Wade, and C. E. Murray were 
good exhibits. Mr. Murray also shewed 
some grand red fife wheat ; Judson Dunphy 
showed white fine v heat, and the beans and 
peas shown by L. Goodspeed attracted a great 
deal of notice, as did the large white peas 
shewn by John C. Murray.

The poultry display, though small, was a 
magnificent exhibit. Mr. J. A Edwards of 
the Queen hotel had on view some monster 
specimens of Cochins imported from Scot­
land. The silver spangled Hamburghs 
and bantams shewn by R. W. L. Tibbitts 
were choice birds. A. D. Thomas had quite 
a display of Plymouth | rocks, bantams, 
turkeys, and geese. The pair of Pekin 
ducks shewn by Mr. Thomas were much 
admired. B. D. Sewell shewed some fine 
goslings, which were specially'recommended 
by the judges.
The awards in the various departments are 
as follows :

In Class 17 — Poultry.
For silver spangled hamburghs, recom­

mended for 1st prize, R. W. L. Tibbits : 
cochins, 1st prize, .1. A. Edwards ; plymouth 
rocks, 1st prize, A. D. Thomas ; also recom 
mended 1st prize for bantams, second for 
common turkeys, and second for Toulouse 
geese. Forpekin ducks, 1st, A. D. Thomas ; 
for bantams, R. W. L. Tibbits, 1st,; turkeys, 
Luther Goodspeed ; chickens, 1st. A. D. 
Thomas, 2nd game bantams, A. D. Thomas 
specially recommended for 1st prize ; Ducks, 
C E. Murray, first ; A. D. Thomas Ply­
mouth Rock hens, favorably recommended.

In Class 6-Sheep and Swine.
C. B. Harrison, of Maugerville took first 

prize for two ram lambs ; first and second 
for two ewes over two years ; and first and 
second for two shearlings ; Mr. Harrison 
also took first and second prizes for two ewe 
lambs ; D. B. Sewell was first and second 
with four shearling rams, Suffolk and down ; 
Thomas Douglas was second with one ram 
lamb and second with two rams over two 
years ; C. E. Murray was first with rams of 
two years. Judges T. F. Barker, James 
Grey, and David 15. Sinclair.

In Class 8—Grain and Pulse.
The four rowed barley of S. Wade took 

second prize, and for beans colored the first 
prize, went to S. Goodspeed; John C. Murray 
took four second prizes for oats, wheat, 
grey buckwheat, and colored beans. The 
second priye for white peas went to Robert 
Sloat ; J. Dunphy, second for white fife 
wheat ; Tlios. Douglas taking four first 
prize for peas and white oats. C. E. Murray 
for red fife wheat, and four rowed barley 
took first prizes, and was second for rough 
buckwheat; John S. Campbell for Russian

buckwheat was first; and C. E. Murray first 
for black oats.

The judges were James E. Camber, H. E. 
Harrison and C. Estey.
In the Horses for General Purposes.

Class L
R. H. Grimley, for two-year-old stallion, 

2nd prize ; B. D. Sewell, for stallion Star of 
the East, second ; also first for stallion Lord 
Bardolf ; and second for mare Cigarette. 
James Sutherland, for suckling Alley, was 
first, and Robert Belyea first for pair 
draught horses ; John C. Murray first for 
three-year-old mare, and Robert Adams 
first for a carriage pair. Isaac Peabody was 
second for mare three-year-old ; first for a 
two-year-old Alley, second for a suckling 
colt, and second for a pair of draught 
horses.

C. E. Murray for carriage horses was 
second ; and John Campbell for a two-year 
old filly second.

In the cattle department A. D. Thomas 
was honorably mentioned by the judges for 
a very fine milch cow. William Kinghorn 
took two firsts for three-year-old Jersey 
bull and a two-year-old heifer. B. D. 
Sewell was first with his cow “ Gem,” and 
W. Cameron first with a grade Holstein 
bull. J. A. Morrison was second for two 
heifers ; first for heifer calf; first for two 
Jersey heifers ; also second for a year old 
bull.

The judges of cattle were : T. F. Barker, 
James Gray, and Thos. Douglas.
The Produce of Standard Bred Trotting 

Horses. Class 2 and 3.
James D. Hanlon first for suckling colt

IN A PANTHER’S CLUTCH.

The Narrow Escape of Two Cattle
Hunters In a Florida Hammock.

Jim Duke and Ben Pittmore were out 
the other day after some stray cattle, in 
Sweetwater, Fla., and about noon sat down 
in a little cleared spot in the hammock un­
der an immense oak tree. The branches 
were thick over-head, and the cool shade 
made them drowsy. After getting their din­
ner they stretched themselves at full 
length under the branches, and soon were 
snoring lustily.

Ben ! ” 
he cried, “ this infernal she cat is diggin’ 
me. ” Ben rushed up, and, putting his 
rifle close to the beast’s head, pulled the 
trigger and she rolled over dead. Both 
men were pretty badly handled, but they 
were well compensated they thought, by 
the glory gained in giving such a feroc­
ious cat its quietus.

MYTHS OF HALLOWEEN.
Origin of some of tlie Legends that 

Attach to Oet. 31st.

From its first organization Halloween 
has been invested with a peculiarly mys­
tic character. It is an almost universal 
superstition that supernatural influences 
then have unusual power ; that devils, 
witches and fairies are abroad ; that all 
spirits are free to roam through space, and 
that the spiritual elements in all living 
humanity can be detached from corporeal 
restraint and made to read its own future 
or to reveal to others what fate may have 
in store for them. As there is nothing in 
the church celebration of the ensuing day 
of All Saints’ to justify these singular 
ideas and customs associated with Hallow­
een, and as none of them are of a religious 
character we may justly regard them as 
relics of pagan times.

READING THE FUTURE.

In all ages and countries Halloween has 
been deemed, as it still is, the occasion 
par excellence for divining the answer to 
that momentous question which absorbs 
so large a share of the thoughts of roman­
tic young men and maidens. “Who is to 
marry whom ? ” The means employed to 
gain this much desired information are 
as quaint and curious as they are numer­
ous and varied. For this purpose every 
time and every country — almost every 
district of every country — has had its 
own charms and spells peculiar to itself, 
and they have furnished an almost inex­
haustible theme to folk poets and com­
pilers of folk-lore.

Those of Scotland have been most 
graphically described by the greatest of 
all poets of the people, Robert Burns. In 
his poem of “ Halloween ” he has given us 
a most vivid account of more than half a 
score of Halloween charms and spells 
peculiar to the Scottish peasantry. „

In a very old book of folk-lore called 
“ Ye True Arte to Reade Ye Future,” is 
found the following ;

If a maid would know ye name of ye man 
she is to marry let her on All-Halloween 
steal out to a lime kiln and throw therein 
a clue of blue yarn, still holding to ye other 
end. Presently ye end in ye kiln will be 
sharply pulled. Then ye maid must say 
“ Who holds ? ” Whereupon ye voice of 
her future husband will pronounce his 
name — both ye Christian and ye surname.

The only obstacle to the successful per­
formance of this spell is the difficulty of 
finding an old lime kiln, but as lime kilns 
will be in great demand among our women 
when the important statement made in 
the above paragraph becomes generally 
known, and as a demand for any article 
in this country is speedily met by an

abundant supply, the number of lime 
kilns will doubtless soon he largely aug­
mented, to the great delight of anxious 
match-making mammas and their dutiful 
offspring.

YE MYSTERIES.

Water, nuts and apples hear a promi­
nent part in the spells and charms of 
Halloween. A quaint old hook of charms 
published in Edinburgh in 1670, entitled 
“Old Father Time’s Bundle of Faggots 
Newly Bound Up,” declare that an in­
fallible means of getting a view of your 
future husband or wife is to go to bed 
Halloween with a glass of water, in which 
a small sliver of wood has been placed, 
standing on a table by your bedside. In 
the night you will dream of falling from a 
bridge into the river, and of being rescued 
by your future wife or husband, whom 
you will see as distinctly as though viewed 
with waking eyes. This charm is thus 
alluded to by the English poet Gay :
Last Halloween I longed my love to see,
And tried a spell to call her up to me,
With wood and water standing by my side 
I dreamed a dream and saw my own sweet 

bride.
In a folk-lore book, called “Ye Mys­

teries of Wytchcraft,” there is given a 
charm “ by which a maid may know if ye 
man she loves be true.” To perform this, 
the maid is directed to pluck at [midnight 
on All Halloween two monthly roses with 
long stems, naming one for herself and 
the other for her lover. She must then 
go directly to her sleeping room without 
speaking to anyone, and kneeling beside 
her bed must twine the stems of the two 
roses together and then repeat the follow­
ing lines, meanwhile gazing intently upon 
the rose named for her lover :

Twine, twine, and intertwine ;
Let my love be wholly mine.
If his heart be kind and true 
Deeper grow his rose’s hue.

If her swain be faithful, the color of the 
rose representing him will grow darker 
and more intense. Of all the many Hol- 
loween spells and charms associated with 
nuts, one of the oldest is that which pre­
vails in some of England’s northern coun­
ties, and which is to the effect that if a 
young man or woman will go at midnight 
Halloween to a walnut tree and walk 
around it three times, crying out each 
time : “Let him (or her) that is to be my 
true love bring me some walnuts,” the 
future wife or husband will be seen in the 
tree gathering its fruit. The poet Gay 
thus refers in his “Pastorals”to this custom: 
Last Halloween I sought a walnut tree 
In hopes my true love’s face that I might 

see;
Three times I called, three times I walked 

apace
Then in the tree I saw my true love’s face.

MASONIC INCIDENT.
The first Masonic funeral that ever oc- 

cured in California, took place in the 
year 1849, and was performed over the 
body of a brother found in the bay of San- 
Francisco. An account of the ceremony 
states that on the body of the deceased 
was found a silver mark of a Mason, upon 
which was engraved the initials of his 
name. A little further investigation re­
vealed to the beholder the most singular 
exhibition of Masonic emblems that was 
ever drawn by the ingenuity of man upon 
the human skin. There is nothing in the 
history of Freemasonry equal to it. Beauti­
fully dotted on his left arm, in red and 
blue ink, which time could not efface, ap­
peared all the emblems of the entered 
apprenticeship. There were the Holy Bi­
ble, the square and compass, the 24-inch 
guage and the common gavel. There were 
also the Masonic pavement representing 
the ground floor of king Solomon’s temple, 
the indented tassle which surrounds it, 
and the blazing star in the centre. On his 
right arm, and artistically executed in the 
same indelible liquid, were the emblems 
pertaining to the fellow craft degree, viz., 
the square, the level and the plumb. 
There were also the five orders of archi­
tecture— the Tuscan, Doric, Ionic, Cor­
inthian, Composite.

In removing the garments from his 
body, the trowel presented itself, with 
all the other tools of operative Masonry. 
Over his heart was the pot of incense. 
On the other parts of the body were the 
bee-hive, the “Book of Constitutions,” 
guarded by the Tyler’s sword, the sword 
pointing to a naked heart, the All-seeing 
eye, the anchor and ark, the hour-glass, 
the scythe, the 46th problem of Euclid, 
the sun, moon, stars and comet, the three 
steps emblematical of youth, manhood 
and age. Admirably executed was the 
weeping virgin, reclining upon a broken 
column, upon which lay the “ Book of 
Constitutions. ” In her left hand she held 
a pot of incense, the Masonic emblem of 
immortality to the soul.

Immediately beneath her stood winged 
Time, with his scythe by his side, which 
cuts the brittle thread of life, and the 
hour-glass at his feet, which is ever re­
minding us that our lives are withering 
away. The withered and attenuated fin­
gers of the destroyer were placed amid the 
long and gracefully-flowing ringlets of the 
disconsolate mourner. Thus were the 
striking emblems of mortality blended in 
one pictorial representation. It was a 
spectacle such as Masons never saw before, 
and in all probability such as the fra­
ternity will never witness again. The 
brother’s name was never known.

MAMMOTH BUTTERFLIES.
One day, when off the savage island of 

Malaiti, of the Solomon group, Mr. AVood- 
ford and others, under the protection of 
sentries, went to bathe in a pool. AVhile 
in the water he saw a huge butterfly 
coming slowly along the beach, and hur­
rying out as he was, he seized his net, 
dashed off, fell over the stones, rose again, 
and just in time to catch the fly. What a 
picture ! “ I leave it to many ardent 
entomologists,” he says, “ to imagine my 
feelings.” He had rediscovered the long 
lost Ornithoptora Victoria*, and why 
should he not feel like Alexander or the 
Granicus or Hannibal at Cannael. These 
bird winged butterflies are some nine 
inches across the wings. One is blue with 
a yellow body, another is velvety black 
and metallic green. They excel in size, 
but other kinds wear equally magnificent 
raiment and make glorious forest beauti­
ful. ________________

A SMUGGLER’S RUSE.
Early the other morning inspector Au- 

sinder, who was watching the steamer 
China, heard a splash in the water astern, 
then the cry of “a man overboard.” 
Hurrying toward the spot whence the 
sound proceeded he saw a man lying on 
the surface of the water. He was not 
drowning though, but was accoutered in a 
complete Paul Boynton swimming suit.

BOSTON MARKETS.
Butter—The market is firm. The de­

mand for fine table grades is fully equal 
to the receipts, and stocks sell readily at 
full prices. Fancy western creamery sells 
at 25 to 26c, the latter price being for well- 
known brands. Northern creameries 
creamery butter is in small supply, choice 
lots selling at 26 to 26Jc. The very firm 
feeling in these finer grades has caused a 
stiffening in the extra and extra first 
grades, and sales are made at prices rang­
ing from 18 to 20. The supply of choice, 
well-kept June creameries is small and 
sales are readily made at 20 to 22c for 
common. There is a fair amount of poor 
June creamery here, which has a slow 
sale. Choice imitation creameries are 
firm and steady at 17 to. 18c. There is a 
good, fair amount of dairy butter here, 
choice lots selling as high as 22c. Most 
sales are made at 18 to 20c. There is 
very little doing in ladle goods. We 
quote : Extra to fancy Western creamery, 
soft wood, 25 to 26c ; hard wood, 22 to 
24c ; firsts and extra firsts, 18 to 20c ; 
extra to choice Northern creamery, 26 to 
26jc ; first and extra firsts, 21 to 24c ; 
Eastern creamery, fair to good, 20 to 24c ; 
extra imitation creamery, 17 to 18c ; com­
mon 13 to 15 ; ladle-packed, 13 to 15c ; 
Northern dairy, choice, 20 to 22c; com­
mon, 14 to 18c. These quotations are re­
ceivers’ prices for wholesale lots.

Eggs—The market remains in the 
same firm position as last reported. Per­
fect eggs are scarce, and bring full figures. 
The tendency is upward, and AVestems 
and provincials are expected to sell at 25c. 
The receipts are only fair. Ice-house eggs 
are steady at about 20 to 21c for well kept 
stock. AVe quote: Near-by 27 to 30c; 
Eastern extras, 24 to 26c ; Western, 22 to
23 ; Michigan, 23 to 24c ; Canadian 23 to
24 ; Islands, 23 to 23£c ; Nova Scotia and 
New Brunswick, 23 to 24c.
Poultry — The market is quiet. Fresh 
killed lots are steady, with a fair amount 
selling, hut ice lots are plenty, dull and 
weak. We quote : Vermont turkeys 20 to 
23c; fresh-killed northern and eastern 
chickens, fancy, 20c ; choice, 17 to 18c ; fair 
to good, 12 to 16c ; fowls, 13 to 14c ; green 
ducks, 11 to 13c; western iced spring 
chickens, 10 to 12c; ice-packed fowls, 
choice, 10 to 11c; ice-packed turkeys, 17 
to 18c ; old cocks, 8 c. Live fowls are steady 
at 8 to 10c, with chickens at 8 to 10c.

Potatoes—The market is in a good, 
steady position, and choice lots, the sup­
ply of which is not large, sell at full prices. 
Dealers are firm in their views, and ask­
ing higher prices. We quote : New 
Hampshire Rose and Hebrons, 60c per 
bush ; Averment, 60c per bush ; Maine Rose 
and Hebrons, $1.75 j?er bbl ; Nova Scotia 
and New Brunswick Rose and Hebrons, 
$1.75 to $2.00 per bbl ; New York bur- 
banks, 60c per bush ; Houlton Rose, 60c 
to 65c per bush ; AroostooK Rose, 60c per 
bush ; Houlton Hebrons, 65c to 68c per 
bush ; Aroostook Hebrons, 65c per bush.

Flour — The market continues very 
firm for flour, and prices are tending up­
ward. There are no really choice spring 
wheat patents that are selling at under $6 
per barrel, and millers are not anxious to 
sell even at that price. The continued 
firmness of wheat and the strong outlook 
generally keep the market very strong.

“ Of course. ”

winked slyly once more at the interested 
spectators.

“ How do you keep from failin’ off the 
darned thing?”

“ All you’ve to do is to climb on, start 
it going, and keep going.

The gawky chap climbed down from 
the dry-goods box, shut up his jack-knife 
and put it in his pocket, took hold of the 
bicycle awkwardly and trundled it out to 
the middle of the road.

I can 
start it and keep it going. It’s only four 
miles to the next town. I’ll be waiting 
for you at the pump.

RUSSIA IS IRRITATED.

The irritation aroused in Russia by the 
cordial and closer relations between Austria 
and Germany is being felt in its effects in 
the Baltic provinces of the Russian Em­
pire, where the Czar’s officers are making 
every effort to stamp out the German senti­
ment and substitute Russian for German 
education, both secular and religious. The 
latest move is to deprive the Lutheran 
pastors of their stipends on the pretence 
that some of them are not sufficiently loyal, 
throwing the pastors for support entirely 
on the contributions of their flocks and in­
suring the abandonment of many of the 
poorer and more remote churches, where 
the congregations would be unable to sup­
port a minister among them.

The German language is also prohibited 
on public signs over shops and its teach­
ing forbidden in the schools. One Luth­
eran pastor, named Grimm, having been 
twice convicted of reflecting on the 
Othodox religion in his sermons and now 
convicted a third time, has been sentenced 
to deportation for an indefinite period to 
Siberia. Notwithstanding all these 
measures, the people continue strong in 
their German attachment.

WELL DONE, YORK.

The county of York and the province 
at large are to be congratulated upon the 
splendid result of Thursday’s contest. 
York has maintained her position and 
prestige ; the province has been spared 
the evil consequences of a change of 
government and the advent to power of a 
combination —we cannot call it a party— 
which has no common motive except a 
desire for office and patronage. The result 
of the contest must greatly enhance the in­
fluence of the government in the house 
and the country, Thereby strengthening 
the hands of its members in their 
efforts to promote progressive and whole­
some legislation.

It was a great triumph for the leader of 
the government. Mr. Blair has encount­
ered the penalty which success has al­
ways to meet, His commanding position 
in the legislature, his growing influence 
in the country, his acknowledged qualities 
for leadership in the broadest field open 
to a Canadian politician, have evoked the 
jealousy of some, and the intense hostility 
of others. These have assailed him as no 
other public man in New Brunswick ever 
was assailed, and he has triumphed over 
them grandly. To the men who have at­
tacked his personal reputation he can say, 
as another once said, “Cease vipers, you 
bite against a file.” To those who attack 
his political record, he can point proudly 
to the repeated vindications of the elector­
ate. The late contest was not of his seek­
ing ; but he comes out of it stronger than 
ever. He is a leader whom men are 
proud to follow. His enemies have done 
him a grand, if unwilling, service.

Mr. George Colter did not prove the 
tower of strength which his friends fondly 
hoped he would. Right at home, that is at 
the Keswick poll, his brother Thomas H. 
led him twenty votes, which shows that 
The Herald was right when it said that 
if George did absorb the family fortune he 
did not monopolize the family brains and 
popularity. Yet he undoubtedly gained his 
ticket many votes. Mr. McFarlane added 
strongly to the opposition ticket and prob­
ably did not detract in the least from it. 
Undoubtedly he gave the opposition a 
number of votes in St. Mary’s, Douglas 
and Bright. Had it not been for his ean- 
diture and the local issue raised in St. 
Mary’s front, the government majority in 
this county would have been double what 
it was.' The strength which Mr. Allen 
added to Mr. Gregory was well demonstrat­
ed in January last. In fact, a critical ex­
amination of the returns will show that 
Mr. Gregory, standing alone, is one of the 
weakest men who ever contested York 
county. He leads the opposition ticket, it 
is true, but it is safe to say that not half 
the votes he received were due to his own 
personal popularity or influence.

It was a splendid endorsement of the 
attorney general’s colleagues on the ticket. 
Mr. Wilson has been before the people as 
their representative since 1885. Mr. 
Anderson has had a year’s experience and 
Mr. Colter by reason of his close identifi­
cation with the affairs of the municipality, 
was well known to the constituency. All 
these gentlemen have records as public 
men, and those records have received the 
approval of their county. The electors 
were voting for men, whom they have 
had every opportunity of knowing, and 
notwithstanding all the canvasses that 
enmity could devise, they have chosen 
these men to represent them.

Blair, Wilson, Anderson, Colter—who 
shall say that these men will not honor­
ably and ably represent this constituency? 
Now that the contest is over, will any 
man calmly and soberly state in what 
way our representation would have been 
improved by the substitution of any one 
or all of the opposition candidates for one 
or all of the quartette named above ? Has 
not the county done its duty by itself? 
The calm judgment of the people of this 
province will ratify the choice of this 
constituency.

The opposition made a tremenduous 
struggle. From the first it was more than 
a local contest. Opponents of the gov­
ernment in all parts of the province felt 
that if they could defeat Mr. Blair or 
even reduce his support from this 
county, a change of government would be 
inevitable. Hence they left no stone un­
turned to accomplish their object. They 
swarmed into the county and stumped it 
from school house to school house ; they 
subscribed an immense corruption fund. 
Mr. Gregory and his local organ had pro­
claimed that this county had been bought 
up by the government, and believing it 
the oppositionists all over the province 
hoped to be able, by deluging York with 
money, to obtain a verdict which their 
arguments could not win. At every poll 
they had very' large sums and offered for 
votes prices such as never were before of­
fered in this country. But all in vain. 
They might as well have kept their 
money home ; for the great mass of the 
people of. York are too true to the 
county’s interests, too well informed as to 
the political condition of the province ; too 
manly and independent to be influenced 
even by the most lavish expenditure of 
money. If York could have been bought 
the opposition would have owned it on 
Thursday night. But this county was 
not for sale, and the vast bribery fund, 
raised in St. John, Westmorland and else­
where was useless. That the result of the 
election on Thursday was the expression 
of the opinion of the unpurchaseable, 
honest vote of York cannot be truthfully 
denied.

Comparing the election with that in 
January, the fact will be observed that 
Mr. Blair does not lead Mr. Gregory' by as 
great a number of votes as he did then. 
This is altogether due to the fact that 
a full ticket was run by the opposi­
tion, a good many of the votes which made 
up Mr. Blair’s majority in January being 
from divided ballots. On this occasion, as 
the returns show' — both tickets ran very 
squarely, the slight differences between 
the candidates being what might be called 
accidental. The only marked opposition 
gain in the vote of any locality 
was in St. Mary’s front. It is 
not difficult to account for this 
change, which politically has no significa­
tion whatever. The causes for it are to be 
sought within the parish itself and have 
no relation to the manner in which the 
government has administrated affairs or 
the consideration it has extended towards 
the interests centering on that parish. It 
is somewhat singular that a locality like 
Marysville should have been eager to 
second the political labors of Mr. Haning- 
ton, a gentleman who has never failed to 
oppose legislation or expenditures in its 
behalf. The trivial reasons which are 
given for this make the action appear 
more surprising than ever.

The opposition are congratulating them­
selves upon what they' call a reduction of 
the government majority from what it 
was in January. This is an unfounded 
claim. In January the opposition had 
only two candidates in the field and many 
of the ballots for Gregory and Allen bore 
the votes of one or more of the govern­
ment candidates. Hence it is hardly i>os- 
sible to make a comparison between the 
votes at the two elections, which will 
fully represent the relative strength of 
the two parties then. Undoubtedly all the 
government candidates received in Jan­
uary more or less votes from persons who 
voted for the opposition. An examina­
tion of the returns will show that the 
average majority of the government ticket 
at the late election, 353, is a greater victory 
than Mr. Bellamy’s lead of 357 over the 
opposition in January. The St. John 
Sun’s editorial correspondent who was in 
Fredericton all election day, expressed 
himself thus in a dispatch to his paper :

It was a square defeat for the opposi-

PERSONAL.

Concerning People Known to Most 
Readers.

It is the desire of every one, so far as 
can be learned, that this constituency shall 
be spared another contest until it comes on 
in the regular course of events. The party 
of malice must by this time be satisfied 
that this county does not want to have 
anything to do with them ; the dissatis­
fied clique in this city, who aim on all 
occasions to punish Mr. Blair for ousting 
the old government, must know now that 
the country takes no stock in their re­
vengeful ideas. George Colter must be 
satisfied that the short experience this 
county had of him as a representative of 
the government of this country was more 
than sufficient. York county has to re­
present her three of the gentlemen chosen 
in January last and another who takes 
the place in the government ranks 
vacated by the fourth gentleman then 
elected. Under these circumstances we 
think we voice the sentiments of every 
right thinking man in the community 
when -we say : “ Let us have peace ” — not 
merely a temporary cessation of hostilities, 
but a peaceful acceptation by the van­
quished of the position in which their 
mistaken policy has landed them. Surely 
there are better issues to discuss in this 
county than those raised by the opposition 
during the recent contest. Surely an end 
has been reached in the campaign of 
calumny. Surely the time has come when 
the public men of this county can address 
themselves to questions of public interest 
without being assailed by a jealous opposi­
tion with indiscriminate abuse.

Among those who opposed the govern­
ment there were doubtless many who, for 
reasons of one kind or another, were con­
scientious in taking the side they did. It 
does not follow that a man’s motives and 
principles are all wrong because he does 
not think as you do. Party affiliation, 
local prejudices, disappointed expectations, 
hastily formed conclusions, purely per­
sonal considerations and other causes lead 
men sometimes to attach themselves to 
politicians, with whom they have nothing 
whatever in sympathy. To such as these 
we put the question squarely : Why 
should you any longer lend your aid and 
encouragement to the enemies of York, 
and to a local faction which is inspired 
wholly by hatred and jealousy ? Is not 
the hour ripe for a new departure ? Shall 
the strength of this grand constituency be 
expended in useless quarrels ? If there 
are those who think that the emoluments 
of office and representative positions repay 
those who hold them for the loss of 
business, hard work, turmoil and abuse, 
not to speak of the expense, attending 
public life, they are greatly mistaken ; 
but when a constituency honore men by 
choosing them as its representatives, it 
would ill become those so honored to allow 
themselves to be thrust aside and the 
constituency trodden upon by men whose 
mainspring of action is personal malice or 
sectional jealousy.

THE INVASION OF YORK.

The invasion of York was a failure. 
The whole fighting force of the opposition 
was turned into this county. They made 
their supreme st effort. They have given 
us the full measure of their strength ; but 
the home friends of the government stood 
up manfu lly and defeated them. While 
their stumpers from other counties were 
infesting the back roads of the country, 
not a single speaker from other parts of 
the province was invited to come or did 
come to the help of the government. The 
contrary has been charged by the opposi­
tion press ; but the only foundation for 
such a charge was that Hon. Messrs. 
Mitchell and McLellan, chancing to be in 
the city, dropped into the govern­
ment committee room and said a few en­
couraging words to the friends there as­
sembled. The candidates and a few of 
their home friends were able to cope with 
the invadinglhost. Like “ the thin red 
line ” which at Balaklava turned the 
charge of the Russian heavy cavalry, so 
the boys of York stood up against the 
great opposition artillery and routed them. 
We shall mention no names, lest even one 
should be omitted out of the gallant band 
of workers who helped win the glorious 
day, but we all know who they were, and 
we say : Three cheers for the “ boys,” 
to whose hearty and enthusiastic co-opera­
tion so much of the success was due.

The opposition organs have pretended 
to be vastly indignant over the alleged 
fact, that the government did not appeal 
to the electors of York upon any but sec­
tional issues. Three answers may be 
made to this pretence. One is that it is 
unfounded. The general policy of the 
government was vigorously defended, 
both by the press and the government 
speakers. The second is that for the last 
ten months the government press in this 
county has kept its readers thoroughly in­
formed upon local issues and answered 
over and over again every assault made 
against the policy of the administration. 
The third is that the so-called sectional 
cry was a perfectly legitimate canvass and 
was called forth by the course taken by the 
opposition themselves. The opponents 
of the government in outside counties 
took a hand in the fight solely because 
they thought they saw a chance to crush 
the influence of York.

The Gleaner alleges that the magnifi­
cent vote of the government candidates 
was obtained by the “extravagant use” of 
“unlimited funds” and the open purchase 
of votes. Such a declaration is worthy 
of the party which placed upon the re­
cords of the Supreme Court a statement 
that over eleven hundred voters in this 
county had sold their franchise in January 
last : but it is a gross and infamous libel 
upon the electorate. This is George F. 
Gregory’s fourth defeat, and on each oc­
casion he has libelled this constituency 
by assertions similar to the aforegoing. 
Such wholesale allegations of corruption 
would disgrace the party making them if 
it were capable of further degradation.

The Salmon Spawn.—Alex. Robertson, of 
Upsalquitcli, is the fishery guardian of the 
head waters of the main Rcstigouche to the 
head of Kedgewick. He reports large num­
bers of salmon on the spawning beds, and 
he and his men are busily engaged keep 
ing a sharp look out for poachers.

The First Railway in Canada.— Dr. S, 
T. Gove, of St. Andrews is the only living 
director of the first railway company in 
Canada, viz.: the St. Andrews and Quebec 
line. He has spent thousands of dollars in 
his life time to benefit the town, and is 
firm believer in St. Andrews.

A Touching Tribute. — At the morning 
service at Christ church last Sunday, the 
rector referred in touching terms to the 
memory of the late A. S. Straton. He said 
that deceased had a desire and purpose to 
serve the divine Master, that he was a reg­
ular attendant at church, a useful lay read­
er, and a diligent teacher, and that he lived 
and died a true Christian.

The Free Baptist Church. —The Rev, 
Fred Hartley, of Sussex, began his ministry 
here on Sunday last, and in his intro 
ductory sermon commented upon the 
duties of a pastor, and what is required of 
him by the congregation. He hoped to 
know them all in time, and to work well 
with them. The reverend gentleman’s dis 
courses drew large congregations.

Building a Hall. — The temperance 
people are erecting a hall at Kingsclear re­
serve for the amusement and instruction of 
the young people of that place. They pur­
pose holding a prize drawing in connection 
with the building fund, and offer some very 
handsome prizes consisting of ladies and 
gents’ snowshoes, canoe paddles, and 
fancy- baskets. The tickets are only 25 cents 
each.

The Northumberland Teachers.—Sixty 
six teachers attended the fourteenth session 
of the Northumberland teachers' institute at 
Chatham last week. Several interesting 
papers were read by Misses Ullock and 
Miller on composition and science teaching 
C. H. Cowpertliwaitc, A. B., gave a lesson 
on mensuration, and inspector Mersereau 
shewed to what extent Kindergarten work 
could be done in primary schools.

A Delicate Operation.—The five year 
old daughter of J. Meahan, of Bathurst 
swallowed a cent a few days ago, which 
lodged in the gullet an inch above the 
stomach. Dr. Duncan, who was called in 
put an instrument down the child’s throat 
When he felt that the instrument had come 
in contact with the cent, he manipulated 
spring, caught hold of it, and dexterously 
drew it out, much to the satisfaction of the 
parents.

The ÜNivERSiTy Sports.— A fine pro­
gramme of sports, consisting of thirteen 
events, are taking place this Saturday after­
noon, on the university grounds. Mrs

FOREIGN NEWS.

Football. — The college team played the 
Infantry school contingent on Monday last. 
There was some remarkably good playing on 
both sides, and at the conclusion of the 
game the score was one goal to none m 
favor of the collegians. Next Saturday the 
university team have arranged to play the 
St. Johns, on the grounds of the latter. The 
retujn match will be played in this city on 
Thanksgiving day. These should be inter­
esting events.

The Chatham Clock Cask.—The charge 
against D. G. Smith of the advance, of 
fraudently taking and holding a clock be­
longing to Lieut. Col. McCulley, was heard 
before judge Fraser, at Chatham on Mon­
day last. The learned judge said the 
prosecution had entirely failed to establish 
their case, which was dismissed. Robert 
Murray, stipendiary magistrate, was counsel 
for Col. McCulley, and Hon. L. J. Tweedie 
for Mr. Smith.

Big Insurance.—A man named Reed, 
representing a new insurance company, has 
been making enquiries at Moncton in regard 
to the death of James Lear. Mr. Lear, a 
commercial traveller, died suddenly in his 
room in the Commercial hotel in Moncton, 
some months ago. His life was insured for 
about $20,000 in New York companies, and 
the insurance people are not satisfied. It is 
said Mr. Reed got very little information in 
Moncton beyond the facts already published.

The agent of a St. Andrews ice shipper 
in New York advises him that $2 per ton 
weighed out is the best that can be got for 
ice. This will not pay freight.

It is understood that Minister’s island, 
Charlotte county, has been bonded for the 
sum of $20,000, some western people hav­
ing fancied it as a site for summer cottages- 

Deer and caribou are reported as very 
plentiful at Canaan Queens county. The 
other day a deer was chased by some sports 
at Palmer’s wharf. The animal took to 
the water and escaped.

A French Canadian laborer working on 
one of the Montreal transportation com­
pany’s barges was accidentally shot by a 
gentleman in the pursuit of duck. The in­
juries will probably prove fatal.

Henry Newcombe' of Stratford, Ont., an 
old man seventy-five years of age, struck 
his young wife, aged twenty-five, over the 
head with an iron bar on Sunday night. 
She will probably die from the effects. 
Jealousy was the cause.

Following close on the late lamentable 
accident at St. Stephen, whereby George 
McLaughlin lost his life comes news from 
Campbelltown that three barrels of black 
arnish exploded in the I. C. R. store house 

there on Monday .severely injuring several 
persons and nearly killing one.

There are residing just outside of St. 
George, under one roof, a family of four 
persons whose combined age foots up 374 
years, as follows ; Miss Lizzie Mann, 100 ; 
Robert Mann, 90 ; Deacon John Mann,95 ; 
Miss Catharine McBeon, 92. These four

The rumor which gained currency some 
weeks ago that an English syndicate was 
about purchasing all the flour mills in Can­
ada has gained new credence. The three 
principal mills are Ogilvie’s, Lake-of-the- 
Woods and Hudson bay, and they have 
already been secured. The output is 7250 
barrels per day, and the price named is 
nearly $3,000,000.

The Kentville Chronicle says : There is 
an immense boom in the West India trade. 
Nearly 10,000 bbls. of potatoes will be sent 
from Kingsport this week. The steamer 
Odin sailed on Monday night for Havana 
with 5017 bbls. The schooner Resolution 
with 1800 bbls. is ready to sail ; Donocona, 
which will take 2400 bbls. is ready to load 
These are all bound for Havana, Cuba.

Louis Terreault.aged nineteen,got up on 
a circular saw table at t he Ross estate mills 
Three Rivers and fell across the saws, one 
of which cut off his two feet, the other 
severing the body in two diagonally. The 
body of the poor fellow presented a fear­
ful sight. He died an hour after the acci­
dent. Some say he was thrown down by 
a piece of wood which struck him on the 
legs.

It is now 12 years since a ship has left 
Montreal for England in ballast, but the 
“ Ruby ” is in that position. Her agents, 
Messrs. Carbray & Routh, have been un­
able to obtain a cargo which would pay 
for loading and unloading either in 
Montreal or Quebec,and she will,therefore, 
have to go back in ballast to Bristol chan­
nel, -where she will load coal for the river 
Plate. The outlook for the shipping is 
very unpromising.

Advices from London say there has 
been an outbreak of influenza among the 
horses of the western peninsula of Ontario. 
In some cases dangerous symptoms are 
developed, and quite a number of animals 
are laid up. If attention is not paid at the 
outset the cases are liable to turn into a 
form of heaves and other troubles of the 
respiratory organs. In Chicago and other 
western U. S. cities a number of horses are 
reported to have died.

The first test consignment of Canadian 
eggs reached the London marxet in excell­
ent condition. They will bear comparison 
with many of the Normandy eggs. The 
packing was satisfactory. Several cases 
found buyers at 10 shillings per hundred. 
The top price for the best eggs in on the 
market was 11 shillings. If anything is to 
be done with this trade this consignment 
should be followed up at once, as prices 
will be high from now till after Christmas.

The St. Andrews turnip is “ getting 
there,” despite the heavy additional duty 
imposed by the new tariff bill. Up to date 
this season twenty-four cars of turnips 
have been billed to the United States from 
St. Andrews. Last year, the McKinley 
bill was unknown,yet but fifteen cars were 
shipped up to this date. It is evident that 
our American friends know when they 
get a good thing, and are willing to pay 
for it. They can’t get along without the 
St. Andrews turnip.

Four members of the Anglican sisterhood 
known as sisters of the church, from Kil- 
burn,London,arrived at Montreal en route 
to Toronto, where they will open a home 
on Grange avenue. If successful,they may 
establish a branch in Montreal. The sis­
ters, who are dressed in the customary 
habit of nuns, with large bronze crosses 
hanging from their sides,were met by Rev. 
Mr. French and given a cordial welcome. 
They are accompanied by eight young 
girls, whom they will train. The party 
left for Toronto.

Rev, M. L. Pearson chairman of the 
Orangeville district Rev. H. W. McTavish, 
of Shelburne ; J. W. Caldwell, M. A. B. D., 
of Horning’s mills, and Wilson McDonald, 
of Rosemont, met at Honeywood on Mon­
day afternoon to investigate charges of 
heresy preferred against Rev. James Thom­
son, Methodist minister of that place. The 
accused pleaded guilty to having taught 
the objectionable doctrines of “Conditional 
Immortality” and the “Annihilation of 
the Wicked,’’and was accordingly suspend­
ed from the Ministry of the church pending 
final action in the matter by the next an­
nual conference.

Professor Goldwin Smith declares that 
Canadians should not be led into talking 
retaliation, as the McKinley act was not 
framed with any unfriendly feeling toward 
Canada. He says : “ Let Europe and
Canada wait for the result of the autumn 
elections to congress, which are now at 
hand. The result of these elections will 
show, so far as protectionist corruption 
will allow free voting, what is the real 
tendency of American opinion. There is 
strong reason to believe that even among 
the Republicans in congress who gave a 
party vote in favor of the bill there are 
many who thought it a false move. Mr.

During a recent journey, Baroness 
Alphonse Rothschild was robbed of jew­
elry-worth 60,000 francs.

The Czar is troubled with excessive 
corpulency, and, like a second Gladstone 
has taken to chopping down trees on,the 
Royal domain.

Dr. Koch has ceased to make experi­
ments in the cure of consumption, and it 
is presumed his method of treating the 
disease has been a failure.

The North German Gazette, of Berlin, 
appeals to England not to endanger the 
monarchy of the Iberian peninsula by too 
exacting demands on Portugal.

The first locomotive of the Manitou- 
Pike’s Peak Cog railway reached the sum­
mit of Pike’s Peak on Sunday and the 
last spike was driven on Monday.

Sir Samuel Baker, the African explorer, 
started for Egypt Wednesday night. He is 
commissoned by Lord Salisbury to advise 
the government in regard to the Soudan.

An Italian topedo boat, which left Naples 
some time ago for Spezzia, is missing. 
Nothing has been heard of her since her 
departure, and she is believed to have 
been lost.

The Sultan of Zanzibar has surrendered 
to Germany, for four million marks, his 
sovereign rights over that portion of the 
East African coast which is leased to the 
German East African Company.

The Czar has privately intimated to the 
Servian government that he has no desire 
for a change in the Servian dynasty. This 
is intended as a warning to intriguers on 
behalf of Prince Nicholas of Montenegro, 
and Prince Karageorgevitch.

It is stated in Paris that negotiations 
have been reopened between England and 
France for the surrender of the French 
rights on the shore of Newfoundland. 
England proposes a pecuniary indemnity, 
while France demands, in addition, a con­
cession of territory in West Africa.

General Booth, commander-in-cliief of 
the Salvation Army, speaking of the pro­
posals set forth in his book for the allevi­
ation of the physical distress of the masses 
before close attention is paid to their 
moral and spirtual wants, says he requires 
£1,000,000 to’carry out the scheme.

At Raleigh N, C. a woman named 
Creech dropped dead from fright yester­
day on account of a rude and boisterous 
entry to her house in search of fugitive 
moonshiners. One of the fellows who led 
in the abuse of the woman fled, and a 
lynching party is now in search of him.

The Times publishes an interview had 
by its Paris correspondent with the Irish 
fugitives. Mr. O’Brien will he accom­
panied to the United States by his wife. 
Mr. Dillion said to the correspondent that 
he hoped to raise £100,000 in the United 
States. On his return home lie expects 

.a year’s imprisonment.
A bill is to be introduced at the coming 

session of the Imperial Parliament enab­
ling clergymen in Holy orders to sit as 
members of the House of Commons, from 
which they are now excluded, although a 
large number of prelates sit in the House 
of Lords. Lord Coleridge declares him­
self opposed to the change.

Important communications have passed 
within a few days between Lord Salisbury 
and Rustem Pacha, the Turkish Ambas­
sador, on the subject of the proposed 
Anglo-Italian convention, relating to 
Africa. The Sultan is understood to have 
repeated his protest against the alienation 
of any part of Egyptian territory, by ces­
sion to Italy or otherwise.

Dom Pedro during his recent visit to 
England assured the Queen that he had 
no intention of seeking his restoration to 
the throne of Brazil and that the Republic 
w'hich had been established would be a 
permanent form of government. It was 
in consequence of these Statements that 
the British government determined to 
recognize the Republic of Brazil and in­
structions were accordingly issued yester­
day to the British Minister at Rio.

Primus Jones (colored) was killed Sun­
day morning at Sumter, S. C. The testi­
mony showed that in a perfect frenzy of 
fanaticism Jones was killed by Rev. A. II. 
Durent, a negro pastor, and one Richard 
Campbell, a prominent member of the 
church, because the deceased had ex­
pressed doubts about the supernatural 
power of Durent to kill and destore to life, 
and that it was a test case, but the experi­
ment failed. Durent and Campbell were 
jailed.

There is a singular conflict going on at 
this moment between the coroners of 
Shropshire and South Staffordshire. A 
farmer was killed by a train on the Great 
Western Railway passing over him. His 
body was found the next morning near 
the scene of the accident, but the head 
had been completely severed from the 
trunk and carried by the engine over into 
Wolverhampton, Staffordshire. The body 
and head being in different counties, the 
coroners are wrangling as to which of 
them is entitled to hold the inquest.

Advices received by British vessels 
which have arrived at Zanzibar from the- 
Zambesi River state that the British 
gunboats entered the river on Oct. 8 de­
spite the protests of the Portuguese 
authorities. In their company was a 
steamer belonging to the British African 
Lakes Co., which had in tow a flotilla of 
lighters and canoes laden with stores and 
munitions of war. The entire native pop­
ulation lined the banks of the river shout­
ing dancing and, clapping their hands. 
The Portuguese made a verbal protest 
against the gunboats entering the river.

The Dix-Neuvieme Siecle publishes 
Boulanger’s account of his personal ex­
penses. After declaring that he lost the 
whole of his savings after paying his 
father’s debts, besides 100,000 francs for 
his book “ The invasion of Germany, ” he 
says he sacrificed the retiring pension and 
an offer of one million francs for a lecture 
tour in America. He denies that he ap­
plied to the Duchess D’ Uzes or Baron 
MacKan for money, but he is vague as 
to the origin of his resources. He chal­
lenges his accusers to give an account of 
how they secured their riches and to 
show that they have made such sacrifices 
as he has made.

The Parliamentary election in the Eccles 
Division of Lancashire to-day, resulted in 
a victory for the Gladstonians. Mr. Roby, 
the Liberal candidate, received 4,901 votes, 
and Mr. Egerton, Conservative, 4,696. In 
the preceding election, the Liberal candi­
date received 3,985 and the Conservative 
4,277. The News says that the result of the 
Eccles election will make the demand for 
a dissolution of Parliament louder then 
ever. The Chronicle says the election 
was fought on the eight hour and not 
on the Irish question, and that the result 
is a great triumph for the new Unionism. 
The Post^says that when the real moment 
for a national decision is reached, the dou­
ble issue by which Eccles was won will be a 
very small item in the general result. The 
Times admits that the result was due to 
the return of the Gladstonians to their 
allegiance, coupled with Mr. Roby’s ac­
ceptance of the eight hour and teetotal 
vote. The Standard says ; “ It is futile to 
deny that the result of the Eccles election 
disappoints the Unionists. We regret 
that although the Conservatives main­
tained their ground they failed to emulate 
the Gladstonians in securing new votes.’

The 
judge and counsel have engaged Miss Risteen 
for the remainder of the term.

Disturbance at Gibson.—Constable Bar­
ker in attempting to arrest a man named 
Cole at Gibson on Thursday last, wras pushed 
aside, hustled, and pretty roughly handled 
by the boys. The culprit in the confusion 
made his escape, and has not been heard of 
since.

Mowatt of Fredericton. The value of the 
pastorate is $3,500 per annum.

Holiness Convention. — The convention 
which took place at the Temperance hall 
this week attracted large audiences to hear 
the Rev. J. Gill of Boston, and Messrs. A. 
Hartt, G. McDonald, B. Colpitts, and G. B. 
Trafton. Three services were held daily 
and most instructive addresses delivered.

The Salvation Army.— Memorial services 
were held at the army barracks on Sunday 
last, when Capt. McLean gave an interesting 
address on the life and labors of the late 
Mrs. Booth, and spoke of the energetic work 
of the deceased in bringing home the truths 
of the gospel to the indigent poor of London.

The R. S. I. string band 
discoursed an excellent programme of dance 
music, and a most enjoyable evening was 
spent by all present.

The Late Captain Powys.

Death on Saturday last removed one of 
the best known, and most highly esteemed 
residents of Kingsclear, after a long and 
most trying illness. The news of captain 
Powys death was received with feelings of 
profound regret by all ; as only a few of his 
most intimate friends knew that he was in 
a very precarious state of health. Many 
will remember that about eleven years ago, 
he had the misfortune to meet with a very 
serious accident on his farm at Garden 
creek, from which, though he seemed to 
have made a perfect recovery, yet it is 
thought to have laid the seeds of the dread 
disease to which he has just succumbed. 
Captain Powys entered the army at a very 
early age, and was gazetted to Her Majesty’s 
22nd regiment in 1858, which he joined at 
Parkhurst, and in which his promotion was 
most rapid, he having obtained his com­
pany in 1865. After serving six years with 
the regiment in Malta, he came to New 
Brunswick with the 22nd in 1866 and was 
in garrison at Fredericton until the regi­
ment was ordered home. After thirteen 
years service he left the regiment, and 
having decided to make his home in this 
country, he, in 1875, returned with his 
family, and purchased the property at 
Garden creek on which he has since resided. 
The funeral took place on Tuesday last, 
and was attended by a very large number 
of friends from Fredericton and residents of 
the parish who followed the remains to the 
parish church of Kingsclear near which, in a 
beautiful spot, they were laid to rest by the 
loving hands of four of the pall-bearers. 
The services in the church was conducted 
by the rector, the Rev. H. Montgomery, and 
by the Metropolitan of Canada, who read 
the lesson in a most solemn and impressive 
manner ; the Rev. Canon Roberts, rector of 
Fredericton and the Rev. Mr. Hansen were 
also present. Hymn No. 399, A. & M., was 
sung, after the lesson the Nunc Dimittus 
was chanted ; and at the grave just before 
the final grace was said hymn No. 231. By 
the death of Capt. Powys the community at 
large loses one of its most highly valued 
members, and the church one of her most 
loyal and active sons. He leaves a widow 
and six children, who have the heartfelt 
sympathy of all in this sad hour of their 
affliction.

The pall-bearers were Major A. P. O’Mal­
ley, John Lee, Charles Murray, George 
Maunsel, Alfred Street, and DeLancy Rob­
inson.

The Trap Story.

Most of the readers of this paper will re­
member the story of the attendant at the 
Queen, who used the old English expression 
of the trap, a vehicle much used for driving 
expeditions. It is related that one of the 
waiters was sadly taken in through order­
ing a vehicle instead of bringing along the 
trap, which was a common snare for mid­
night prowlers. The gentleman who figur­
ed in this anecdote, and who was staying 
at the Queen a few days ago says that the 
trap was a most unfortunate article. After 
getting the midnight snare safely home to 
his diggings in the country, the trap was 
set in the usual manner, and the result was 
two valuable dogs were caught in it, and 
the animals seriously disfigured. After these 
misadventures the gentleman deemed it 
expedient to hang the trap up in the barn 
for a week or two. Imagine the surprise of 
the narrator when on going to the barn for 
the “blamed thing” the dog catcher had 
disappeared. “Well, whoever has got it 
will be sorry, that’s all, if it dont bring the 
possessor misfortune I’m a Dutchman.”

Indeed, so easy is the study, that Volapuk 
can be readily learned in one month, so 
that after a few weeks’ application, it would 
be easy to converse with residents of Ger­
many, Italy, France, Spain, and other 
European nations. The language is destined 
to revolutionize the world.

One of the most exciting elections ever held in York county was that of Thurs­
day last. For the first time in many years two square tickets of four each faced each 
other before the electorate and the result was a contest of remarkable keenrifcss. In 
the city it was hot work from start to finish. Very early in the day the opposition 
began to bid high for votes, and before the polls closed they had paid out a very large 
amount of money, without, however, being able to affect the majority which the 
government committees estimated upon. With all their great outlay they were un­
able to make a break in the government ranks. There was no serious disturbance of 
the peace during the day, in which respect the election passed off in most exemplary 
fashion. At the Gibson poll very much hot work was done. The Marysville in­
fluence was actively exerted for the opposition, with the result of changing about 
sixtv-five votes over, and bringing the government candidates in a minority of one 
hundred and fifty in a district that gave the opposition a majority of twenty in 
January. Money and other influences were lavishly used to accomplish this purpose- 
Nashwaak Village gave a splendid account of itself, however, and so did Stanley, 
and they so offsS the vote in Gibson, that whereas in January the average vote for the 
government candidates in the Nashwaak parishes of St. Mary’s and Stanley was 342 
against an average of 487 for the opposition, on Thursday the average for the govern, 
ment ticket was 666 against 653 for the opposition, a very substantial and gratifying 
gain. Fredericton, Marysville, and Stanley gave the government ticket on Thursday 
an average of 1364 votes as against an average of 1122 for the opposition. 
In January, these same polls gave the government 991 votes and the opposition 968. 
that is the majority for the government on Thursday was 242 in the districts named, 
where in January their majority was only 23. It is not detracting from the import­
ance of other sections of the county to say that the district named has hitherto been 
considered the great battle ground — the debatable section — hence this greatly in­
creased majority for the government is very gratifying, and all the more so in view 
of the tremendous influences brought to bear at the Gibson poll. The opposition 
made a considerable gain at Canturbury station. Here they had a great brigade of 
canvassers with more money than they knew what to do with. O. Crockett an­
nounced publicly there on Friday that they had bought 161 votes. This was 
Mr. Gregory’s vote. Mr. McFarlane got 162, and Messrs. Colter and Allen 163 each. 
According to Crockett the one vote in the one case and the two votes in the other 
were not bought. We give this man’s statement for what it is worth, believe this 
young man’s libel on Canterbury. In Temperance Vale the opposition also made 
a considerable gain. In the other parishes the changes were not very material and 
call for no special comment. The average vote for the government ticket in the 
whole county was 3097 ; that for the opposition ticket 2741, giving an average 
majority for the government ticket of 356.

On Friday morning it was nearly impossible to find a man in town, who con­
fessed to have voted the opposition ticket.

George Colter has not been seen in town since his defeat. He is understood to 
feel it very keenly.

Mr. Allen was around as usual on Friday. He tried to make the best of his 
second defeat ; but lie was a good deal like the little boy who, when he hurt his toe, 
said “ he was too big to cry and it hurt too awful to laugh.”

Mr. McFarlane was the only opposition candidate who was visible when the re­
turns were coming in. He bore the discouraging reports about as well as could be 
expected.

Mr. Gregory is mad all the way through. Four consecutive defeats are a pretty 
hard dose, and he has the additional burden of his own company. Others may de­
ceive themselves as to the object of the late campaign and the real motives of its 
instigator. He cannot. He knows, as he alone can know, how richly he deserveg 
his repeated defeats.

Messrs. Blair, Wilson and Thomas Colter were on hand all Thursday evening, 
and received right royal welcome from their friends. Mr. Anderson lives too far 
from the city to be able to be here to get his share of the congratulations. But they 
are all ready for you, John Anderson, my Jo.

It is pleasant to be able to record that hardly a harsh word was exchanged be­
tween the several workers in the city on election day. Every one worked for all he 
was worth, but all parted good friends at night.

A great many people wanted to know why the friends of the government did 
not celebrate their victory. That is not their way of doing things. Besides, if they 
celebrated every victory, the thing would get to be monotonous.

The opposition did not have the heart to pull their huge banner in, and it hung 
across Carleton street all Friday and Saturday like a canopy over the graveyard 
gate, and the names it bore were Gregory, Allen, Colter, Macferlane.

The amount of money expended by the opposition was enormous. A St. John 
man, who went up to Canterbury in their interests, freely stated that he took “a 
barrel full” with him. Two St. John men, who were at Harvey under the pretence 
of buying partridges, had more money than they could use at the polls. The same 
report comes from all quarters and there can be no reason to doubt that the opposi­
tion spent fully $20,000 on election day, which our advices from various quarters 
indicate was about the amount of their campaign fund.

Thr Gleaner prints some idiotic stories about prices paid for votes by the gov" 
ernmeni and the giving of orders on the attorney general for money. Of all drivell­
ing nonsense ever perpetrated in print, these statements of the Gleaner’s are the 
worst.

“ To be sure it did, squire ; and haven’t I 
logged it as a shift ofwind?”

“ j don’t see where, Benjamin-----”
“ Don’t see ! ” interrupted the steward, a 

little crustily ; “ an’t there a mark ag’in 
east and-by-northe-half-northe, with sum’- 
mat like a rising sun at the end of it, to 
show ’twas in the morning watch ? ”

“Yes, yes, that is very legible ; but 
where is the change noted ? ”

“ Where ! why doesn’t it, see this here 
tea-kettle, with a mark run from the 
spout straight, or mayhap a little crooked 
or so, into west-and-by-southe-half-southe? 
now I call this a shift of wind, squire. 
Well, do you see this here boar's head 
that you made for me, alongside of the 
compass-----”

“ Ay, ay—Boreas—I see. Why, you’ve 
drawn lines from its mouth, extending 
from one of your marks to the other. ”

“ It’s no fault of mine, Squire Dickens ;

The wind has
been at all them there marks this very 
day ; and that’s all round the compass, ex­
cept a little matter of an Irishman’s hur­
ricane at meridium, which you’ll find 
marked right up and down. Now, I’ve 
known a sou-wester blow for three 
weeks, in the channel, with a clean driz­
zle, in which you might wash your face 
and hands without the trouble of hauling 
in water from alongside. ”

“ Very well, Benjamin, ” said the sheriff, 
writing in his journal ; “ I believe I have 
caught the idea. Oh here’s ! a cloud over 
the rising sun — so you had it hazy in 
the morning ? ”

“ Ay, ay, sir, ” said Benjamin.
“Ah! it’s Sunday, and here are the 

marks for the length of the sermons — one, 
two, three, four — what ! did Mr. Grant 
preach forty minutes?”

“Ay, sum’mat like it; it was a good 
half-hour by my own glass, and then there 
was the time lost in turning it, and some 
little allowance for leeway in not being 
oversmart about it. ”

“ Benjamin, this is as long as a Presby­
terian ; you never could have been ten 
minutes in turning the glass ! ”

“Why, do you see, Squire, the parson 
was very solemn, and I just closed my 
eyes in order to think the better with my­
self, just the same as you’d put in the 
dead-lights to make all snug, and when I 
opened them ag’in I found the congregat­
ion were getting under weigh for home, 
bo I calculated the ten minutes would 
cover the leeway after the glass was out. 
It was only some such matter as a cat’s 
nap.”

“ Oh, ho ! master Benjamin, you were 
asleep, were you ? but I’ll set down no 
such slander against an orthodox divine. ” 
Richard wrote twenty nine minutes in 
hie journal, and continued — “ Why,
what’s this you’ve got opposite ten o’clock

A. m. ? A fnll moon ! had you a moon 
visible by day? I have heard of such por­
tents before now, but — eh ! what’s this 
alongside of it? an hour-glass? ”

“ That ! ” said Benjamin, looking coolly 
over the sheriffs shoulder, and rolling the 
tobacco about in his mouth with a jocular 
air; “why, that’s a small matter of my 
own. It’s no moon, squire, but only Betty 
Hollister’s face ; for, d’ye see, sir, hearing 
all the same as if she had got up a new 
cargo of Jamaiky from the river, L called 
in as I was going to the church this morn­
ing— ten a.’m. was in it?—just the time 
—and tried a glass ; and so I logged it, to 
put me in mind of calling to pay her like 
an honest man. ”

“That was it, was it?” said the sheriff, 
with some displeasure at this innovation 
on his memoranda ; “ and could you not 
make a better glass than this? it looks 
like a death’s-head and an hour-glass. ” 

“ Why, as I liked the stuff, squire, ” re­
turned the steward, “ I turned in, home­
ward bound, and took t’other glass, which 
I set down at the bottom of the first, and 
that gives the thing the shape it has. But 
as I was there again to-night, and paid 
*or the three at once, your honor may as 
well run the sponge over the whole busi­
ness. ”

“ I will buy you a slate for your own 
aflairs, Benjamin, ” said the sheriff ; “ I 
don’t like to have the journal marked 
over in this manner. ”

“ You'needn’t — you needn’t, squire; for, 
seeing that I was likely to trade often 
with the woman while this barrel lasted, 
I’ve opened a fair account with Betty, and 
she keeps her marks on the back of her 
bar-door, and I keeps the tally on this 
here bit of a stick. ”

As Benjamin concluded he produced a 
piece of wood, on which five very large, 
honest notches were apparent.

“ What have we here ! Saturday, two p. 
m. — Why here’s a whole family piece ! 
two wineglasses upside-down ! ”

“ That’s two women; the one this-a-way 
is Miss ’Lizzy, and t’other is the parson’s 
young ’un.”

“ Cousin Bess and Miss Grant ! ” ex­
claimed the sheriff, in amazement ; “what 
have they to do with my journal?”

“ They’d enough to do to get out of the 
jaws of that there painter or panther,” 
said the immovable steward. “ This here 
thingum’y, squire, that maybe looks sum’- 
mat like a rat is the beast, d’ye see ; and 
this here t’other thing, keel uppermost, is 
poor old Brave, who died nobly, all the 
same, as an admiral fighting for his king
and country ; and that there-----”

“ Scarecrow,” interrupted Richard.
“ Ay, mayhap it do look a little wild or 

so,” continued the steward ; but to my 
judgment, squire, it’s the best image I’ve 
made, seeing it’s most like the man him­
self ; well that’s Natty Bumppo, who shot 
this here painter who killed that there 
dog, who would have eaten or done worse 
to them here young ladies.”

“ And what the devil does all this 
mean ? ” cried Richard, impatiently. 

“Mean! echoed Benjamin; “it is as true
as the Boadishley’s log book-----”

He was interrupted by the sheriff, who 
put a few direct questions to him, that 
obtained more intelligible answers, by 
which means he became possessed of a 
tolerably-correct idea of the truth. When 
the wonder, and wo must do Richard the 
justice to say, the feelings also, that were 
created by this narrative, had in some de­
gree subsided, the sheriff tumed'his eyes 
again on his journal, where more inexpli­
cable hieroglyphics met his view.

“ What have we here? ” he cried ; “two

“ Yes, it’s so indeed, squire,” returned 
the steward ; “ I’ve known a smart chase, 
and a fight at the tail of it, where less has 
been logged than I’.ve got on that there 
slate. Howsomnever, they didn’t come to 
facers, only passed a little jaw fore and 
aft.”

“ Explain ! explain?” cried Bichard ; 
“ it was about the mines, ha ! — ay, ay, I 
see it, I see it ; here is a man with a pick 
on his shoulder. So you heard it all, 
Bepjamin?”

“ Why, yes, it was about their minds, I 
believe, squire,” returned the steward ; 
“ and, by what I can learn, they spoke 
them pretty plainly to one another. In­
deed, I may say that I overheard a small 
matter of it myself, seeing that the win­
dows was open, and I hard by. But this 
here is no pick, but an anchor on a man’s 
shoulder ; and here’s the other flute down 
his back, maybe a little too close, which 
signifies that the lad has got under weigh 
and left his moorings. ”

“ Has Edwards left the house ? ”
“He has."
Richard pursued this advantage ; and, 

after a long and close examination, he suc­
ceeded in getting out of Benjamin all that 
he knew, not only concerning the misun­
derstanding, but of the attempt to searefo 
the hut, and Hirman’s discomfiture. The 
sheriff was no sooner posessed of these 
facts, which Benjamin related with all 
possible tenderness to the Leather-Stock­
ing, than, snatching up his hat, and bid­
ding the astonished steward secure the 
doors and go to his bed, he left the house.

The nod of the sheriff brought/two of 
his deputies to the door, who in their 
turn drew off six or seven of the con­
stables. With this force Richard led the 
way through the villiage, toward the 
bank of the lake, undisturbed by any noise, 
except the barking of one or two curs, 
who were alarmed by the measured tread 
of the party, and by the low murmurs 
that ran through their own numbers, as 
a few cautious questions and answers were 
exchanged, relative to the object of their 
expedition.

Yon will form yourselves 
in a complete circle around his hut, and at 
the word “advance,” calledaloud by me, 
you will rush forward, and, without giv­
ing the criminal time for deliberation, en­
ter his dwelling by force, and make him 
your prisoner.

LONDON’S RIPPER SCARE.
The Whitechapel scare has been thor­

oughly revived again. Everybody is 
waiting now to hear of another murder. 
Very little heed was paid by the public 
to the three or four letters “Jack the 
Ripper ” sent out last week, saying that 
he was going to begin operations again, 
but the police are evidently acting on in­
formation of which the public is kept 
ignorant.

A number of these 
outcasts, of about the same age and char­
acter of those murdered, have practically 
been engaged by the police to aid in the 
endeavor to capture the ripper. They 
have been converted for the time being 
into female detectives, for which work, 
provided they can be kept sober, the 
police consider them well qualified. They 
are assured that they will be followed and 
that there will be help near at hand 
should a companion attempt to harm 
them.

Women have unrestricted license to go 
just where they please, a privilege strange­
ly contrasting with their treatment by the 
police at the periods of former murders. 
Then the police were persistent in their 
efforts to clear the streets of the women 
as early as possible.
