THE TEMPERANCE OUTLOOK.
Among those who attended- the recent
Prohibition convention an Toronto was
Rev. T. M. Cawmpbell, of Goderich, who
is reqarded as one.of the foremost advo-
cates of temperance reform in the west.
In compliance with's request from the
editor of this paper, Mr. Campbell has
given us the foliowing impressions re-
garding the convention and its 'work :—
It was our privilege to attend the con-
vention of temperance workers held in
Toronto last week by the Ontatio Branch
of the Dominion Prohibition Aliance,
and we would like to recurd & few of our
impressions received there. '
The convention was very largely at-
tended; all sections of the province being
represented there. '

The highly representative character of
the convention was to us a matter of
surprise. Never before have we seen.or
heard of such numbers of business men
leaving their business, and giving time
and thought to hélp te work out -the de-

this question is to the front in this pro-
vince at least.

The convention was marked with great
unanimity of thought. This great num-
ber of men from all parts who came to-
gether had been for months considering
this' problem, and for the most part had

formad their conclusions alone ; but now

when they came te compare notes they

found one common spirit had led them

all, and it became very easy to frame a

platform for action.

The spirit of business evergy and de-

termination to suppress the liquor traflic

which prevailed in the conveation was

something uncommon. To hear a lot of

irresponsible people talk gush is quite

frequent, but to listen to a large number

of oool headed business men, who con-

trol vast monetary interests, with hun-

dreds of thousands of dollars behind

them, and large and large and intelligent

communities backing them up, pledge

themaelves and their substance and their
communities for the overthrow of the
liquor traffio, is something mot quite so
common, and which will tell immediately
upon this country.

The resolutions 'published in last
week's SIGNAL represent the platform of
the temperance party, but as everybody
knows there are always in overy party
undercurrents of thought and feel-
ing and purpose, which for various
reasons are not overtly expressed. Evi-
dently it is the purpose of the temper-
ance people to enter upon a system of
vigerous enforcement of the Scott Act in
the counties whnere it has been passed,
and there is a further quiet purpose to
prosecute for perjury those who give
false testimony in cases of prosecution.
This course has already been tegun in
the county of Halton.

The convention was eminently calcul-
ated to intensify the feeling throughout
this- province against the liquor trade,
and more thoeroughly to rouse the advo-
eates of temperance to the vigorous en-
forcement of all existing laws for the
limitation or prohibition of the traffic.

GODERICH OB CLINTON !

We haye repestedly pointed out that
Mn John C. Detlor is occupying an
apamolous positien by remaining Chair-
man of Goderich school board while he
resides in the town of Clinton, where he
is giving all his business energy and his
closest attention in working up a pros-
pevaus dry gnode business.  One of the
teoubles arising from  this ynhsppy
state of affuirs is that report of the achool
inspeotor, ,which was sent from Toronto
in time to reach Mr, Detlor tweolve hours
before the school met had he been »
resident of Goderich, did not reach him
at all. This is Mr. Detlor’s explagation,
as reported by the Star:—

We are zlad this statement has been
made by Mr. Detlor. 1t is a strong
argument why he should not live in
Clinton while he attempts to perform
the duties of Chairman of the Goderich
school board. The envelopé enclosing
the report bears the Toronto post-mark
Aug. 1, 3 p. m. and must have left by
the western mail train 45 mwinutés later,
arriving at Clinton at 9 p. m. on Sator-
day, ready-for distribution on Monday
morning. The envelope shows that it was
made up in Toronto post office in ample
time for that evening’s mail. But even
admitting that it did not come west
until the Monday afternoon train, that
proves simply this: That had the
Chairman of Goderich school board been
a resident of our own town (as indeed, he
should be), a letter by the afternoon
mail addressed to him here would have
reached him at 4 p.m., or four hours
hefore the meeting. But, judging by
the Toronto postmark, he would have
got it at 8 a. m., or twelve hours before
the board met. The Chairman of the
board, however, may excuse himself in
the language of Sir Boyle Roche :—*“I'm
not a bird, I can't be in two places at
once.” Tbe inspector, some will say,
should have telegraphed the Chairman,
as to where he would be for a day or two
before the board met !

The chairman’s declaration that the
report sheuld have beeun sent earlier than
the isat day is absurd. 8o long asit
could reach his hands before the board
met there was time enough. The se-
quence has proved that it is not prudent
for any person to leave a communication
in the hands of the officials of the public
school board, if they wish it to be kept
inviolable until the board has first had
it read to them. The inspector evident-
ly knows his men, and did not wish the
report to arrive too early and be canvass-
ed on the streets in language not the
most elegant or refined (as 1ndeed was
done) before the board and the general
public had heard a word of it. Members
.of the board may blame the leoretty

for permitting the pres:

read pupliely at their last. ‘meeting, but
they have nothing to say abont any one
giving away the contents of the docu-

There have been one
or two ocoasions when I received the
work without tender, but on these oc-
casions no other mechanic was ayailable,
and the work was imperatively needed.
One of these occasiotis was last spring
when H. W, Ball came to me and re-
3nutodl ll)ntl to put :p o;nvrniﬂnt l‘tu"l,-
itional buildings to the school property.
I did the work, and when it was done
met Ball, and said that the chairman of
the contingent committee would nos give
sn order for payment until the board
met, and thnt?vould like to have the
money, as I had been at the expense of
payiog hands, . Ball, at once assum-
ed ﬂn% patronizing and lordly air peculiar
to him at times, and said : **The money
sheuld be paid as soon as the work was
done. Mechanics had no right to be
kept waiting for their money when the
work was finished, &c.”” He thett wrote
out an order for the amount, (althoigh
he was neither chairman of the board
nor of the contingent committee), and
instructed me to have it cashed. I cash.
ed the order, because 1 wanted the
money, but I couldn’t help thinking that
H. ‘J Ball took a great desl of suthor-
ity upon himself sometimes. With re-
gard to the job at which this man Ball
cavilled last meeting, I need ouly say
that last year I was instructed by the
board to get lumber for. sets of black-
boards for the town achools. There was
no suitable kiln-dried lumber in town,
and I had to order it from Buchavan,
Lawson & Kobinson’s planing mill. This
year Mr. Buchanan informed the contin-
gent committee that the lumber wae
ready, and it hed better be secured at
once or it would be placéd owsale. I
was .then instructed to thé lpymber
and briog it to the schools until the
board met. At that time I was working
at Mr. Seager's residence, and I st ence
proceeded to the school, - placed the
lumber there, and left my tools so that I
could go on with the work after the board
ve tinal instructions, and .with as little
elay as possible. Between the time of
delivering the lumber and ing
work at the central school I wus
at work at Mr. Thos. McLean's a r.
William Watson's residence, and had to
use some of the tools,and was so éemploy-
ed until the Tth of Aug. at which time I
began the work at the aghool. This was
four days after the school board meeting,
which was held on the 3rd uf Aug.
said at the last meeting that I went to
work before the board met. This is
another of his lies, ss I have already
shown, and caretaker McDougall proved
it to be false at the meeting in question.
I did not start to work on the black-
boards until some days after the board
met at that time. While I was working
on the blackboards it was intimated to
me that work was required on the central
school roof, and that as my tools were
there I might as well complete the re-
irs. I went to Ball and asked him
about it. He said he was willing that I
should do the work if the other mémbers
of the committee were agreeable. I
Morton and the chairman
and ssked them avout it. The chairman
of the committee asked Ball about the
matter, and that person again expressed
a desire that I should go on with the
work. I did so, and sent in my account
at the last meeting. This is the true
story of the whole affa’r. With the dis-
graceful wranglings at the board I have
nothing to do, save as a ratepayer 1 be-
lieve that such presumptious and lyi
upstarts as Ball sheuld never be allow
to sit there, and that I hope St.
Andrew’s ward will rid itself of his
presence and put in some man with
character, intelligence, trutkfulness and
honesty next New Years.

honers who was not a known prohibition-
ist, If neither party brouq,bt oyt a pro-
hibitign candidate, then the temperance
people shaquld pominate apd support a
man of their own, Mr. Ross. was op-
pused to the original report because he
argued that if the practce of supporting
only prohibition candidates were carried
into,the minor elections for mpnici al
officials, school trustees, etc., = thqrd
party would be formed. His views were
supported by several speakers, all of
whom were 1n favor of what they rather
indefinitely expressed as a party which
would vote fur a prohibitionist irrespec-
tive of his political views. Tf both
parties brought out temperance candi-
dates each elector should vote according
to his political views.
