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Local Loans.

In discussing the Resolution tc
raise a loan of $250,000 for Light-
houses and Telephones, Mr. Clift or
March 28th last made a strong point
which is to be found in the official re-
port of his speech published in the
Daily News to-day. The argument h«
advanced was not met at all either b;
the Prime Minister or the Minister o

Finance in speeches they made subse
quently. He said, in part:

“I would like to draw the attentiol
of the Committee to the fact that al
though there has not been any differ
ence of opinion in this debate as fa
as | can see as to the desirability o
extending our lighthouse system, 0
as to the desirability of extending ou
telephone system, yet we come.in herc
and sit down and vote for the raisin:
of a loan of $250,000 without askin;
ourselves any questions as to the pos
sibility of getting that money withh
the immediate future.”

“We come jin and vote authority t
raise loans without asking ourselve
whether we are justified as legislator:
in increasing, even for necessary ser
vices of lighthouses and telephones
our obligations in the way of loans
Now at the present time there is a:
authority for a loan of $520.000 whic!
was passed in the session of 1911. O
that loan only $295,000 has been tak
en up, and there is a balance remain
ing to be taken up of $225,000. Thai
loan has been advertised for some
time and there still remains that bal
ance to be subscribed. Of that $295,
000 taken up, $200,000 was taken uj
by the fund set aside for old age pen-
sions. That would leave $95,000 tak-
en up by the public.”

“The Minister advertised - $520,00¢
in 1910 and only $95,000 has beer
subscribed by the public; and now w«
are going into the local market ask-
ing for $250,000. I think we ought t¢
pause and consider this matter before
we place more loans on the market
As a matter of fact there is a 191(
loan of $400,000 that still appears on
the Statute Book. There is a 1911
loan of $520,000. 1 presume it was
intended when passing that loan bill
in 1911 to repeal the previous author-
ity, but I do not think the 1911 act
repeals it. It is all well enough for
us to talk about expending money for
aids to navigation and in other ne-
cessary work; but we should first of
all make sure that we know where
that money is to come from, and
should make sure that we are in a
position to pay the interest.”

General Booth
at 83 years

SPEECH T0 AUDIESCE THAT HE
COULD NOT SEE.

“Day by ,day, week: by week, my
sight has beén failing ‘me, until now
I have tp talk to immense audiences,
as I do to-night, without being able to
sce the countenances of any one of my
hearers.” Standing bravely erect,
General Booth in calm, even tones
which contained no note of eomplaint,
made this pathetic’ confession of
affliction  to 10,000 of his people gath-
ered in the Albert Hall, London, last
night to celebrate his 83 birthday.

For upwards of forty minutes the
general addressed the vast gathering.
“1 regret,” he said, “that ' while my
friends can see me I have not the
privilege of se€eing them. The inspir-
ation that would have been derived
from looking into their faces is denied
me.” Then was evincéd the splendid
optimism of the man. “However,"”
he exclaimed in a voice of triumphant
conviction, “I am thankful 1 have
been able to keep to the fight, and in
a few days, as is pretty well known,
I am to undergo an operation which
is to restore my vision and make me
a young man once more.” (Cheers.)

Never once did he allow the shadow
of his ailment to cast a gloom over
his speech. Confidence breathed in
every syllable he uttered. He told of
the great progress made by the Sal-
vation Army; how the army was now
operating in 61 countries and preach-
ing the Gospel in 40 different lan-
zuages; and how every week 1,000,000
1omes were visited and 270,000 hun-
sry men, women, and children fed.

Then in a voice still strong, still
aim and hopeful, the aged general
*encluded his address with the words,
“l am going into dock for repéirs."
