The democratic leaders in the Sen­

The 
nations protesting allege that five per 
cent, reduction violates existing 
treaties: John B. Moore, Counsellor 
of_ the State Department, iti a letter 
to the President which accompanies 
the message, interpreted the treaties 
in question to mean that neither con­
tracting .party shall charge lower 
rate duty on merchandise imported in 
vessels of other contracting parties. 
Secretary Bryan! lit another letter 
said that beyond the filing of formal 
protests the nations interested had 
not pursued their contentions. Fj-ance 
however, announced that if provision 
was adopted she would adopt one, 
and like action is expected from 
others.
