For Those in Distress.
Much publicity has been given dur­

ing the past five or six weeks to the 
collection for the Marine Disaster 
Fund, but little publicity has been 
given to the way the Committee has 
dealt with the urgent needs of those 
in distress. People know of the pil­
ing-up of the fund, but few know any­
thing of the aid that has been render­
ed. We have before us now a let­
ter, the writer of which thinks some­
thing should be done, “at once, imme­
diately, without delay,” to deal with 
cases, where “people are patiently 
suffering untold agonies, for want of 
the money that is piling up and yet 
no assistance is afforded.” The fact 
is that the Committee in charge has 
been making strenuous efforts to get 
in touch with all cases of urgent dis­
tress, for which the money is being 
subscribed. The committee obtained 
a list of those who had perished or 
were injured, belonging to the New­
foundland crew. A list of those who 
had signed on the Southern Cross was 
also obtained. Difficulties cropped up 
in regard to the latter list, which we 
will detail presently. The assistance 
of the clergyman, magistrate or oth-1 
er person who could get in touch with 
each particular family was invoked.
This assistance was sought to find out 
what aid was needed immediately, 
and secondly what persons would come 
on the fund for a period of years.
The sum usually sent out for imme­
diate relief was Twenty-Five Dollars.
In no cases was a smaller sum sent.
In- some few cases, however, where 
the distress was intense and the fam­
ily of young dependants many, a lar­
ger sum was sent. Every case also 
which was brought directly to the 
committee, was Immediately dealt 
with. The circumstances were inves­
tigated and aid afforded at once 
wherever needed. The committee is
doing their best to find out every ___
case of distress, but they are not om­
niscient, and there may he a few ca­

The strife 
has brief spells of disorder, and the 
battles, if they are obstinate, are also 
restricted. In itself the profound 
ignorance of the people is an . ele­
ment of peace; the masses are in the 
dark as to the development of events, 
and continue their indifferent and 
apathetic existence. And the ‘gento de 
rezon' amuse themselves as if nothing 
were happening.

In this indifference there is a re­
flection of the Indian soul. Two 
races do not live together for 400 
years without exercising an influence 
upon each other. That there should 
be a revolution, that the revolution 
should develop as it docs, may as­
tonish a foreigner, but not a Mexi­
can. The Aztec proceedings in this 
matter have an aspect which is per­
fectly -well known. If the Indian 
blood contains certain globules of 
ferocity, the Spanish blood is not al­
together mild. And a few drops of 
the former are to be found in many
Creole veins.

Mexico has not received from Spain 
great currents of immigration, bring­
ing labor and peace. The Mexican ar­
istocracy descends cniefly from (he i 
Conquistadores, from soldiers and j 
the army of domination. If the Mexi­
can has Inherited from the Spanish 
warrior a noble courtesy, an exquisite 
sense of dignity, a chivalrous sus« ;i- - 
tibility, an engaging pride, a generous 
nobility of soul, he has also inherited 
the Spaniard’s combative spirit, his 
intolerance, his contempt "for death, 
his indifference to suffering, his swill 
passion, his disdain for material labor. 
And to all this is ceded an instinct 
for Indian tactics, formed by contact 
with the natives amidst the dangers ! 
of an incompletely civilized country.
