To get the higher figure
a man “must be totally incapable of
earning a livelihood as the result of
wounds or injuries contracted in ac-
tion or in the presence of the ene-
my.”,

If the injury is such as to require
the constant services of an aitend-
ant, such as the loss of both legs or
both arms or the loss of sight of both
eyes, or where the use of both legs or
both arms has been permanently lost,
the pension may be increased by one-
third or to $352 per annum.

Several cases of total incapacity
have been noted, and before th2 war
is over hese may be expected to be
considerably augmented. Tg such,
the proposed fund will mean much.

WHAT WOULD HAPPEN TO THOSE

EMPLOYED BY THE LIQUOR
TRADE?

(By Charles Stelzle, in Lidies’ Home
»Journal.)
If we had nation-wide - pr¥hibition
one million workingmen would per-
manently be thrown on to the labor
market, say the defenders of the sa-
loon. Also, the entire capital invested:
in the liquor business, amounting to
nearly $1,300,000,000, according to the
liquor men themselves, would prompt-
1y disappear. This states the case for
theé liquor men and their employees.

1Both groups are stoutly declaring that

nothing short of economic and finan-:
cial ruin would result if all men andi
women in the country should sudden-
ly stop drinking beer and whiskey—

1and all the while a good miany of us

Héve supposed that beer and whiskey
have béen the direct cauge of every
kind of disaster that has beset their
users!

Now, what are the facts with refer-
ence to men losing their jobs when
the saloon is abolished? In the first
pldce the figures given by the liquor
interests as to the number of men
who will be affected are grossly ex-
aggerated, The census report for
1910 tells us that. in all manufactur-
ing industries there were employed
6,616,046 persons. The ligucr-induf,
try employed 62,920, or just about one
of every hundred persons. But of this
number only about one-fourth were
brewers and maltstérs, distillers and
and rectifiers, according to the United
States Census figures. The remainder
of the 62,920 were employed as en-
gineers, carpenters, machinists, team-
sters, Dbottlers, etc., occupations
which are not at all peculiar to the
liquor business. There were more
teamsters than brewers and maltsters
distillers and. rectifiers.

Furthermore, the above figures re-
fer only to the manufacture of intox-
icating liquor—many more were em-
ployed in the sale and distribution of
liquor. It is contended that theses
too, will lose their jobs. We need
not enumerate the various groups
which the saloon defenders insist will
be thus affected, only to say that there
are included in this list all those who
are in any way concerned withs the
manufacture and sale of all the vari-
ous kinds of materials used in mak-
ing or disposing of liquor—as, for
example, the farmers who grow the
grain and the railroad men who haul
it across the country to the brewery
and the distillery. It also
the men who make glass bottles, bar
fixtures, barrels, automobiles, signs,
as now used wholesaler and = retail
liquor dealers.

At this rate it will not take the pop-
ulation long to catch up with the far-
mer. Méanwhile the valué of these
ceredls increased 78.8 per ceat.

There has been a steady deécrease
in the amount of cereals sent abroad,
eompareéd with what the farmer pro-
duces, because of the increased de-
mand in our own country for the
farmers’ produc¢ts. The percentage
of all agricultural imports has Tre-
mained practically the same during
the last forty years, but the percent-
age of exports has greatly increased.
Meanwhile the output per acre has
remained practically stationary. The
introduction of labor-saving machin-
ery has enabled the individual farmer
to care for more acres, but he has not
produced more per acre.

In round numbers there are 10,000,-
000 farmers in the United States. The
value of their annual products is
about $10,000,000,000—that is, about
$1,000 for each farmer. The liquor in-
dustry purchases each year about
$100,000,000 worth of produce from
the farmers—at least, so the liguor
men themselves declare—nobody
knows exactly how much is purchas-
éd. Therefore the Iliffior industry
consumes just abou§ 1:per cent. of all
tliat the farmer produces, or about
ten dollars for each farmer in the
Ulitten -States v

Now, the question is; what will the
“poor” farmers do with his+gn dol-
lars’ worth of produce which “tae
liggor industry = cannot purchase |
when it is put out of business? He
may have to feed some of it to his
horses, or cows, or pigs; but even in
this case, it would not be a loss to
him-—even a city man knows this,
It is absolutély certain, that he will
never be compelled to throw - away
this ten dollars’ worth of material
which is troubling the liquor man so
grievously. The chances are that
somebody else Dbesides the liguor
men will find use for it. Anyway, the
farmers are voting out the saloon
every time they get a chance, fully
realizing the force of whatever there
may be imr the argument of the liquor
men so far as they are concerned.

The railroad men are another group
of workers to. which the liquor men
are devoting themselves. They are
saying that transportation companies
. would be seriously crippled were the
liquor business deéstroyed, and that
the loss to the railroad companies
could not possibly be replaced.

As a matter of fact, without going
into the detafls of the stdtistics fur-
nished both by the Iliquor industry
and by the Interstate Commerce
Commission, it is easily demonstra-
ble that the railroads sécure only
about 2 per cent. of their Tfreight
business from the liquor imdustry;
and an unprejudiced person would
not doubt for a single moment that
the railroad men will gét ‘as much
i business and as much money from the
transfer of a given amount of graim,
whether that graih is shipped to a
brewer or a baker.

As for the transportation of the
finished product, as weld as of the

been led to this step by his disap-
proval of the silence of the American
Government on the conduct of the
Germans in Belgium. His own. rea-
sbn given in his petition is sufficient-
ly clear—+=namely, “his desire to throw
his moral weight and allegiance, for
whatever they may be worth into the
scale of the contending nations’ pre-
sent and future fortune.” Mr. James
has shown himself whole-heartedly
on the side of this country in the war,
and everyone remembers  the lettor
which he wrote to an American friend
expressing his admiration of the
strength and unity of spirit of Great
Britain. His sympathy with Belgium
is known to the public from the
touching account he wrote recently
of the work of the American Ambu--
lance Corps. The latest expression
of his lifelong love of France was
the preface to “The Book of France,”
published about the third week in
July. All the world knows from his
books fhat Paris  and London . have
been the twin homes of his spirit.
The fruit of the last of his infrequent
visits to America was the singularly
detached, not to say acidulated, im-
pressions contained in “The Ameri-
can Scene.” Most of his friends and
interests are mow .in England. He
spends his time here between his
fiat in <Chelsea . and his S beautiful
eighteenth-century house in Rye—the
sort of house haunted by gracious
associations he has so often lingered.

In
recent years the novelist’s powerful,
hrooding countenance has become
fairly familiar to those who attend
sneh literary events as the meetings
of the Royal Society of -Literature.

zene is a -source of synthetic phenol
or carbolic acid, used to such a large
extent as a local antiseptic in sur-
gery and also as the parent substance
of the high explosives trinitro-toluol.
The main source of supplies of these
essential substances has been coal
tar, from which by fractionation ben-
zol is obtained and then separated
into benzene and toluene. Now, here
is the important point with which the
German writers are apparently un-
familiar. Recently American chem-
ists have been experimenting on
various substances with a view to
widening the source of these highly
important products,, and¢ it has been
found possible to. obtain them from a
hitherto unknown and, fortunately
for the Allies, an extensive class of
substances. Crude petroleum .and
petroleum residues when heated t»
high temperatures undergo what is
technically known as ‘“cracking,” that
is to say, complex substances are
broken down. By carrying out the
process under high pressures these
simple -substances recondense and
form new products. ¥From the ma-
terial thus formed experiments have
shown that about 10 to 15 per cent. of
benzene and toluene and lesser am-
ounts of naphthalene and anthracene
can be separated.

INTEREST IN RUSSIAN NOVELS.

I find that there is a considerable
demand for works of fiction’ by Rus-

tween the two . countries. The pub-
lishers are doing all they can to meet
the demand. The Russian novelists,
with the exception of Tolstoi, were
very inadequately placed before the
English public. The Vizitelly trans-
lations, which once had a vogue; had
gone out ‘of print, and no serious ai-
tempt had been made to replace
them. Now, however, Messrs. Heine-
mann have an interesting collection
of Turquenevs novels on the market
at two shillings a volume, including,
of course, “Virgin Soil” and “Fathers
and Sons,” which are the best known
here. . Of the older writers Dostvieff-
sky, the brilliant, but gloomy author
of “Crime and Punishment,” is being
republished and even Gogol is bought
now. Gogol’'s “Dead Souls” is almost
as gloomy as Dostvieffsky’s great
novel. Intensely interesting as.these
Russiaf books are, the English read-
er must often deplore the morbid ten-
dencies of the Slhv temperament as-
expressell through the medium of let-
ters. Several publishers: are bring-
ing out fresh editions of. Gorky’s
books, among them “The Man Who
Was Afraid,” “The Outcasts,” and
“Three Men.” Messrs. Hodder and
Stoughton are publishing a Russian
library at two shillings and sixpence
a volume,’in which Gorky figures, as’|
well as Lermontov, Turgenev, and
Pushkin., A still more recemt writer,
Anton Tchoff, is being produced by
Messrs. Duckworth, and other novel-
ists as yet unknown to the English
reading’ world are promised to us.
The public are buying these books
and Tolstoi no longer rules supreme
among our readers of Russian fiction.

BELGIAN SIGHTSEERS.

Flames Swept
The Allies Back.

Shrub Caught Fire, Turks and Brit-
ish Alike Fleeing for Safety.

London, Aug. 26.—Ashmead Bart-
lett, who represents the London pa-
pers at the Dardanelles, describes in
a despatch the operations of the Aus-
tralians and New Zealanders, which
began on August 6th, with a view to

| seizing the Kojachema Heights, run-

ning northeast from the “Anzac” po-

| sitions,

The New Zealanders, including the
Maoris, using bayonets only, drove
the Turks before them throughout
the night of August 6th, through dif-
fieult ravines. The death toll of the
invaders was severe.

“The struggle,” says the corre-
spondent, “continued on August 7‘
Much ground was gained, but the ad-
vance was ultimately held up by the
Turks’ rifle and machine guns. The
fighting was renewed on the following
day at close quarters and was desper-
ate: The Turks finally fled, leaving
the New Zealanders in position of the
highest point yet gained on the pen-
insula.

“Counter-attacks were repulsed by
the military and naval artillery. From
August 8th to the evening of August
12, the landing and advance at Ana-
farta Bay, supported by artillery, was
successful, occupying a wide front on
‘the hills beyond the Salt Lake. The
enemy’s position on the Anafarta
ridge, however, remained untouched.
The problem was how to take it.

“The Turks made most skilful use
of the broken country. Their artil-
_lery sought the British reserves and
shelled the road leading round the
‘lake, pushing f&rward the majority of
their men as tirailleurs into the brok-
en ground front. These men, many
of whom were_ local peasants, know-
ing every ineh of the ground and
carrying no kit except rifles and a
large supply of cartridges, skilfully
used the cover that offered itself to
them and prgceeded to snipe our lines
from all angles. They fought with
the greatest courage.

The British, however, continued to
gain ground. About mid-day on Aug.

COAL STRIKE SETTLED.

LONDON, Aug. 31.

An official announcement was made
to-day that the dispute which threat-
ened another coal strike in the Welsh
coal fields has been settled. The
agreement provides that the award
made by Walter Runciman, President
of the Board of Trade, after the pre-
vious strike shall stand. The mine
officers undertake to conclude a sup-
plemental agreement which will give
engineers and other surface workers
who were not included in Runci-
man’s award, the same bonus as the
miners. The exclusion of the surface
workers was the chief source of dis-
satisfaction. The men have obtained
their demands under to-day’s agree-
ment. This has been accomplished
without the necessity of upsetting the
ministerial award so that ostensibly
Runciman’s decision has not been
reversed.

BIG FORCE ENG.\(.’EI).‘

BERLIN, Aug. 31.

The British employed one hundred
thousand men -in their attack on the
Turkish positions! on the Gallipoli
Peninsula last Saturday. According
to a despatch from Constantinople
their losses were extremely heavy.
The correspondent estimates that
since August 6th the British losses
have been in excess of fifty thousand
men.

VILLA WANTS PEACE.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 31.

A Pan American Peace Appeal has
now been delivered to 'all military
and political leaders in Mexico. Sev-
eral leaders in remote sections have
just been reached by courier. In or-
der to give them time to reply there
probably will be no meeting of the
Pan-American Conference until next
week. General Carranza’s reply is
still lacking. The conferences will
proceed irrespective of his attitude.
Major General Scott, Chief of Staff of
the army, conferred with Secretary of
State Lansing to-day and - reported
the result of the conference with
General Villa and other northern
Mexicans. Scott said Villa and his
adherents are sincerely anxious for
peace.
WANTS FACTORIES AND RAIL-
ROADS DYNAMITED.

ST. LOUIS, Aug. 31.

Fifty handbills, calling on German
and Irish patriots in America to help
end the European war by dynamiting
the factories and railroads engaged
in the manufacture and transporta-
tion of supplies for the Allies, were
turned over to the postmaster here
to-day by G. A. Holhn, editor of a
labor paper. The bills were wrapped
in copies of the Handover Anzeiger,
and were postmarked Blonberg, a
small town near Handover. The post-
al authorities here do not take the
handbills seriously. The bills were
written in English, and signed “Ger-
man Committee.” They contain a
pretended offer of one thousand to

'ten thousand patriots who will help

us to annihilate our enemies. Certain
factories and railroads were designa-
ted by the handbills for destruction.

LONDON BUDGET.

LONDON, Aug. 31.

The Russians thus far have pre-
vented the Germans and Austrians
from carrying into effect their efforts
to force back the two extreme wings
of the armies of Grand Duke Nicho-
las. At the northern extremity -of
the front that portion of Field Mar-
shal Von Hindenburg’'s army com-
manded by General Von Buelow, is8
still fighting for the bridge head
south of Friedrichstadt, while the
Austro-Gérman forces under -General
Bothmer, who broke through the
Russian lines on either side of Ga-
licia, have been checked at some
points on the Stripa River. - Along
the rest of the front the Germans
claim to be gaining headway, al-
though some who got through in the
forest region east of Bialystom, suf-
fered a reverse at the hands of the
Russian rearguard. The two points
of most interest at the two wings of
the Germans near Friedrichstadt,
well to the east of Riga. Military
experts here say that unless the Rus-
gians can dispage of considerable
forces so a$ to threaten the Teutonic
flank, it appears improbable .that
Friedrichstadt can < be held much
longer without grave danger. The
‘threat against the other wing is not
so serious, as it is more _dmxnt,;and
the difficulties of the country are t_og

THE DROP IN STERLING EX-
CHANGE CREATES GREAT SEN-
SATION—MAMMOTH LOAN THE
REMEDY.

NEW YORK, To-day.

The tremendous export trade from
the States for the first time is imper-
illed to-day by the alarming drop-in
foreign exchange rates, notably in
sterling. At the close of business to-
night, the English pound fetched but
$4.551 American money. This is a
drop from its-normal value of 313%
cents. From its'- value  August  1st,
20% cents and from its quotation the
day before of 53, cents. This twenty
four hour break values is without
precedent, marked the lowest value
yvet recorded in the excited market
where every day recently sets a new
record in depreciation. It indicated
that Sterling was headed downward
with a momentum and velocity which
promised to take it lower, unthought
of ten days ago. In fact this rapid
lepreciation set bankers here won-
dering how much longer the British
would pay the premium and buy the
goods from this market which she
can get elsewhere where value of her
money is greater. The English pound
becomes depreciated, bankers say,
because London failed to provide a
method here of paying the big bills
now coming to American shippers.
The remedy would be, they thought,
‘o establish quickly, very quickly,
inless Sterling should become
till further debased a mammoth
redit loan in this market. America
loes not want British gold to pay for
supplies. On this point opinion is
unanimous. The vaults in Wall St.,
and banks are already choking with
gold, more gold tends _to -ereate
a period ‘

What New York bankers want to
do is to lend Britain an enormous sum
of money te be spent in paying bills
herz on approved collateral and high
class American railway, industrial
stocks and bonds. This it is believed
will restore conditions. The deputa-
tion of British bankers réaches New
York on its mission to -straighten
market.
