The war creed of
“Germany over all” was constantly re-
peated and no devotee of religion ever
said his Credo with greater faith tha.'n
did the German people chant their
belief in the might and power of them-
conquerors of
the universe. And theirs is th2 creed
which glorifies war and idealizes bru-
tality. Theirs is the doctrine which
sanctions the destruction of churches,
the spoliation of towns, the batchery
of innocents, the cold blooded murder
of men, women and children wh> stand
in their path to conquest. No cne bul
a German, would glorify war as 2 holy
thing, yet that is what alleged nrofes-
sors ang ministers of the Gospel of
Christ did in 1915. Here is one char-
acteristic expression:

“It scems to us (Germans) who
arce filled with the spirit of militar-
ism, ihat war is a holy thirg, the
holiect thing on earth, and this high
estimate of war, in its turn, makes it
an essential ingredient of thz mili-
tary spirit.”

And yct another from the militant
apostles of peace and mercy:

“Must Kultur rear its domes ovur
mountains of corpses, oceans of
tears and the death rattle of the
conquered? Yes, it must. The
might of the conqueror is the high-
est law before which the vanquish-
ed must bow.”

This is the spirit in which the Ger-
man made war for the subjugation of
mankind, for the rivetting of chackles
of bondage on the free races of the
earth, for the exaltation of Kultur over
all other virtues, and for the inculca-
tion of that spirit of barbarism which
left the slime of its mark on every-
thing touched by the cnemy hordes in
their devastating marches, during the
whole period of the war. Whether ad-
vancing or retreating it was the same.
The impure Prussian beast ravaged
and destroyed relentlessly, sacrificing
to his newly set up Moloch all the fair
things of earth. The shells from his
great guns offered up the cathedrals
and churches of Belgium and ¥rance
to his war gods Odin and Thor. His
smaller arms laid on the altar of sac-
rifice human victims, and the smoke
of the plundered and burnt citizs were
as incensc in their nostrils. All the
horrors that could be perpetrated on
land and sea were theirs, and 10t once

during the conduct of the war did!

priests tongue from pulpit protest
against the atrocities committed by
the armies of Germany. Not one of
the professors of all their Uriversi-
ties lifted his voice in condemnation
of decds which startled and horrified
the world. And now, now that they
stand arraigned before the bar of that
civilization of Christianity which tkay
did their worst to kill out and erase,
waiting for the verdict of the nations
which they despised in their arro-
gant hour they with swinish whine
implore mercy. No mercy shall be
given them, but justice swift and re-
tributive shall be their portion. The
Almighty power of God has broken
down, by human instruments, the
graven image that Germany would
have set up in His place. “He hath put
down the mighty from their seat and
hath exalted the humble and meek.”
The answer of the Archbishop of
Canterbury is the answer of Christi-
anity to heathenism. It is tha only
answer, which could be expected. The
guilty shall not evade just punish-
ment, nor shall they be allowed to
escape the sword of justice. The truly
German appeal has received its an-
swer, not mercy but justice, and
the woras of the English Primate will
touch a responsive chord -in every
British heart. .
“We cannot forget the tarrible
crime wrought against humanity and
civilization when this stupendous war
‘with its irreparable agony and cruelty
was let loose in Europe. Nor ¢an we
possibly ignorc the savagery w

amined the track, I put the gauge on’
and I found the e all rigltlt.u".'l‘hi!s1
was all around where the  accident
happened, except where the rails was
torn up, and that was about 30 feet
from where the truck left the rails,
The gauge was all right up to where
the rail was torn up, At the point
Where the wheels of *he truck mount-
ed the rail, the gauge was all right.
The joints were all right and the
spikes were all right, not one atarted.
I put the elevation board on it over
the same curve and found the elevation
all right. When I arrived at the scene
of the accident, all the cars were off
the track, but the leading truck of the
second class car was on the road bed,
and about 30 feet west of where she
left the track. I picked up a brake
shoe from the centre of the track
where it was lying. I hove it over the
dump and about two days afterwards,
I found it down in the hottom of the
dump and I sent it on to St. John’s
along with the truck. Mr. Hall, Gov-
eérnment Engineer, asked far ' this
brake shoe and I got it from the bot-
tom of the dump for him. I cannot
te]l.if, the brake shoe was right or left,
as it is not in mv 1line of business.
Speaking generally, the engines now
in use on the road, are heavier than
they used to be.
the engines were too heavy for the
rail, they would bend the rail. That
is it would press the top nearer to the
flange. The web of the rail would
t?vlst. The web of the rail is the por-
tion which connects the base of the
rail with the top. We have not had
any cases of injured rails due to heavy
engines. After my examination of the
track, I started to repair to enable
trains to pass. We put ic one new
rail on the lee side in the middle of
the dump, and. put in about 30 new
sleepers. The rail that was tipped
was on the lee side opposite the last
s}eeplng car. There were two rails
tipped. In my opinion * when there
was only one car left on the track,
and no other car to hold the rails
down, the last car tipping and turning
over, turned the rail with it. A ecar
falling slowly is more apt to tip a rail
than one going fast. ‘I did not €xam-
ine the second class car in the dump.
I am not much acquainted with the
mechanism of railroad cars and there-
fore I did not give any close exam-
ination to the cars nor their parts.
There are four brake shoes on every
truck, one for each wheel and' the
shoes are attaché¢d to the brake beam,
some are 2head-.of the wheels and
some are behind, the wheels. Tem-
porary repairs were made in time to
let a train come through at daylight
the next morning, and since that per-
manent repairs have beer made to the
track. I got to the sceme of the acei-
dent about 5 o’clock in the afternoon
and ghortly after that the relief train
came along from Humbermouth. A
wreckage train came from West—
Port aux Basques direction—came
about 9 o’clock at night

Cross-examined by Mr. Higgins, K.
C.—From my experiénce, as a railroad
man, and from the particular know-
ledge I had of the locality where this
accident happened, and from the ex-
amination that I made on the spot im-
mediately after my arrival. I could not
find present, any of the causes as re-
gards condition of track, roadbed, rails
and ties, that would explain a runoff. I
can give no opinion as to what caused
the accident.
