At least forty-two persons perished
and it is estimated that six or eight |
thousand people are homeless in
Temiskaming Conuty, while over ten
million dollars’s worth of property has
been destroyed. Haileybury, the
county seat, is wiped out, and Heaslip '
Charlton, North Cobalt ‘and other
places are also in ashes, while New
Liskeard and Englehart have been
partly burned and a wide stretch of
country has been laid waste. |

The people of the North have been
tried by fire in a very literal sense
of the term. Many of them have been
burned out more than once. The aw-
ful fire of 1916, in which a hundred
lives were lost is still fresh in their
memory.

The life of the pioneer is no pleas-
ure trip. The ordinary hardships

; which new settlers have to endure in

Northern Ontario would seem to be
enough for them to contend with. The
periodical invasion of the devasting
flame would almost daunt the daunt-
less. It is hard to see a home vanish
in a few minutes which it took years
to build, not to speak of the death of
loved ones. ' But the people have no
notion of giving up. They will begin

'all over again and already plans are

being made for rebuilding, while food,
clothing and funds are being sup-
plied by generous-hearted citizens in
other parts of the Province to relieve
the distress and suffering of men,
women and' children.—The Sentinel.

For Their Bread and
Butiter..

The fishermen of the North
have very patently lost faith in
their one-time Joshua, who
promised to lead them out of
the wilderness into the promised
land. Trie, for a time he did
beguile them with specious
promises, and when the price of
fish soared, due to abnormal
conditions abroad, he claimed
all the credit for it and declared
that “the price of fish is what
Coaker makes it.” To-day with
prices away down and fish going
abegging for purchasers, the
same Joshua does not arrogate
the credit for a low rate to him-
self, neither will he make any
advance over the figures that
others are offering. Therefore
the people have seen through his
transparency, and will no longer
have him lead them around.
Nor do they now fall for his
boasting that he is the greatest
man Newfoundland ever pro-
duced. They have weighed him
. in the balance and found him
wanting. Hence they are strik-
ing out for themselves independ-
ently of Mr. Coaker’s guidance.
The messages from Wesleyville
and Greenspond as published in
the Telegram show that a new
spirit animates the men of these
places, no less than throughout
the whole district of Bonavista.
" Empty promises and blatant
boastings have not been the
means of their receiving any-
thing from their quondam bene-
factor. Now they have rebelled
against his authority and raised
their own standard. And there
is no reason why their revolu-
tion should not be successful.
They have the pluck and deter-
mination to carry out their own
wishes and desires, and the man,
or body of men who stand in
their way will meet with short
shift. The resolutions passed
at a meeting of Wesleyville fish-
ermen last week were confirmed
at Greenspond on Monday night.
That these struck terror into
heart of Coaker and his St.
John’s following, yesterday’s
Advocate offers ample testi-
mony. But there is more to
come. The men of the North
are fighting for bread and but-
ter for themselves and their
families.

Lord ‘Salisbury has had a
wide and adventurous career, having
been present at two of the greatest
Peace Conferences of the last cen-
tury, when yet a boy, having been
brought along by his father, while as
a soldier, he has fought with distinc-
tion on many fields and is-a Brigadier-
General. He held the office of Lord
Privy Seal and was Under Secretary
for Foreign Affairs in his father’s last
Ministry. He was President of the
Board of Trade in 1905, under Camp-
bell-Bannerman. Lord .Salisbury is
60 years of age.

NEW LORD CHANCELLOR.

Lord Cave, the new Lord High
Chancellor, cannot lay claim to the
same brilliancy which characterised
his predecessar, Lord Birkenhead,
better known as “Galloper Smith”
Born in 1856, George Cave was edu-
cated at Merchant Taylor’'s College
and Oxford University. He practised
law with great success and was an
M.P. from 1906-18.

with Britain just about as muech as
Britain needs to be on friendly terms
with Amaricd’ But Britain certainly
so much needs the friendship of
America that she would never enter-
tain any notion of attacking or block-
ading the American coast. It must
be perfectly apparent to every Ameri-
can who will take the trouble to think
about it, that Bermuda is not main-
tained “with relation only to the Unit-
ed States.” If that were the only use
for Bermudg, Britain would abandon
the Naval base there. It doesn’t seem
to occur to the Chicaga Tribune that
Bermuda is conveniently located with
respect to almost any naval operations
that Britain might have to conduct in
any war that it might be her {ll for-
tune to get mixed up in. That is no
doubt fully understood by all but
American jingoists and no doubt there
is no place where the Chicago Trib-
une’s article will seem more silly than
in the Navy Department at Washing-
ton.

As to whether or not there is any
honest. reason why “the Bermudas”
should be British, we should like to
ask the Chicago Tribune if the fact
that Bermuda has been British for
three hundred years {is not good
enough. The people there are British
to the core and have no disposition to
have their allegiance sold over to the
United States.

Another Record
Broken.

Kharkov, Russia.—Students were
paid by the Soviet government last
year to attend classes at the Univer-
sity of Kharkov, but this season they
are paying their own way, and the
enrollment is larger than at any time
since the war. The unusually large
attendance for the beginning of the
fall term 18 attributed to the fact that
many of the old professors have been
reinstated to their university positions.
Last year many of the regular profes-
sors were replaced by Communist pro-
fessors. As a result the attendance
fell off materially, and eventually
there was a governmental investiga-
tion. It was finally decided to try the
scheme of paying the students to at-
tend school, the scale of compensation
being 6,000 Soviet rubles a month. The
average government employee was re-
ceiving at the same time 4,000 rubles a
month. The majority of the university
spudents here are not Communist sym-
pathizers. They objected strenuously
to being taught by Communist profes-
sors, even though paid for it. So
when the students threatened to strike
other plans were thought out, it being
evident that the Communist professors

VHAT HE IS DGING FOR THE
* HARDY FISHELEMEN OF IN-

The following letter taken from the
New York Times, under the above
caption, is republished for the in-
formation of all those who have
knowledge of the work of the Gren-
fell Mission, as well as for the benefit
of others who are not so well in-
formed on this subject.

To the Editor of the New York Times.

On Aug. 17 THE NEW ' YORK

needy fishermen and their families in
the North.

PART IIL
THE 1922 HUMBER PROPOSITION.

Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir.—In part II of these notes
we discussed the 1921 “Humber Pro-
position, Messrs. Armstrong Whit-
worth and the pros and cons of gnar-
antee. We know nothing authentic
regarding the new Humber proposi-
tion, except from the press and ru-
mour, but sufficient data has appear-

" ed, to enable the formation of opinion.

Last January the 1921 Proposition
was shelved, apparently, for two rea-
sons, (1) Because the Reid group

. already involved in the railway tangle,
¢ sought the guarantee, and (2) Be-
! canse the contingent liability of $20,-
', 00G000:00 with interest thereom, was
L considered beyond the Colony’s capac-
i#ty. Yt.appears, however, that Messrs.
Armstrong Whitworth were so im-
' pressed with the project, that they
;j were prepared to go a long way in
" bringing about its development.
It would seem that renewed ne-
' gotiations between the parties con-
cerned, led up to the arrival of a re-
presentative from London in June, in
the person of Major Jennings. In
July Major Jennings returned to Lon-
don, and forthwith Messrs. H. D.
Reid, Powell and Conroy represent-
ing the Reid group, and the Prime
Minister and Minister of Justice re-
presenting the Government, departed,
presumably to continue and, if pos-
sible, finalize negotiations in London.

In consideration of the assis-
tance offered, the British Trade
Facilities Board requires that
the plant and machinery.' be
manufactured in Great Britain,
and that the project to contr»ll-
ed by British interests.‘

THE PRESENT RAILWAY SITUA-
TION.

In May last Messrs. Reid refused
to continue operation of the Railway,
and several truces were arranged to
find a way out of the deadlock. Final-
ly a pro-tem arrangement for opera-
tion until the autumn was effected
under the management of Mr. R. C.
Morgan and Mr. R. G. Reid. It was
understood then, that Messrs. Reid
pressed for a settlement of the Rail-
way dispute, and were willing .to re-
linquish operation to the Government,
and settle all claims on payment of

ENGINEERING AND INDUSTRIAL
FEATURES.
