NEW HAVEN MAINTAINS GOOD
: EARNINGS.

BOSTON, May 21.—The New Hav-
en Railroad will report its earnings
for April within a week. Indications
are that another substantial ‘surplus
after charges will be shown although
it will be up to the March surplus of
$454,179. It will probably approxi-
mate the $303,720 reported for April
1924.

If this proves to be the case New
Haven's surplus after charges for the
first four months of 1926 will be
around $1,400,000. This would con-
trast with a surplus of but $315,263
in the first four months of 1924.

Traffic so far this year has not been
fully up to expectations, but there are
indications of business improvement.
‘While there is no immediate prospect
of any large increase in comparison
with the volume handled by the New
Haven last year, it is believed that
traffic will be well sustained, with the
usnal seasonal upswing in the late
summer and fall. The fall months al-
ways produce the largest earnings for
New Haven.

Based on results for the first half

of May it is probable that the road |-

will report a fair surplus over charges
for ‘this month as well as for April.
In May, 1924, itjdropped down to $93,-
027. It should do better than that
this year.

In the.first two weeks of May freight
revenues were about $114,000 ahead |
of the corresponding period of last |
year, but passenger business continu-
ed to show a ioss. This is calculated
to be due'in large measure to increas-
ed use of motors and busses.

known as the photo-electric cell,
which enables the radio engimeéer to

transmit light waves in the form of |
electric hnpulses, thmnsl the other,

1t 1= now possible to take a  photograph
and reproduce it in the form ‘of a
newspaper illustration a thousand or
more miles away, in very little more
time than it would take to do it on the
spot.

The new method of imi transmis-
sion not only allows ‘of photographs

béing ‘reproduced, but by means of a
specially consiructed fountain pen, !
the transmitted picture can be repro- |
duced ink.- It will thus be possiblc
for néwspapegs to illustrate: events
happening hundreds or thousands of |
miles away within an hour or so, do-
cuments can be reproduced in facsi-
mile, either in handwriting, typewrit-
ing or printed words, and actual sig-
natures can, be placed on them. Banks
in various parts of the world will be |
able to verify signatures in the course |
of a few minutea, and police’ depart-
menta can send and obtain finger-
prints and photographs of suspects
and criminals withcut the delay caus-
ed by therpost.

The rapidity of the process can be
realized when .it is noted that quite
recently a picture was transmitted
from New York, 3,000 miles across the
Atlantic, to the Marconi Station in
London, relayed back to New York,
and reproduced there in picture form,
while the last portion of the picture
was still be{ng sent. Thus the first
portion of a picture was being repro-
duced in a visihle form while the last
portion was being transmitted ,and
meanwhile it had travelled over 6,000
miles.

The picture to be transmitted by
radio is photographed on a positive
film; that is, a print is made from the
negative en a film instead, of on paper,
thus forming a semi-transparent med-
jum which is attached to a glass cylin-
der. In intensé beam of light from a
lamp inside the cylinder is focussed to
a minute point and directed on to the
film. The cylinder is rotated and
travels along in the same way as a
cylindrical photograph record, fo that
the point of light gradually moves
over the whole of the surface. The
light, in passing through the film,
will vary in intensity, naturally, ae-
cording to the density of the film. The
high lights, being nearly transparent,
allow’the full power of the light ray
to penetrate, but the portions of the
picture in deep shadow offer suffigient
resistance to decrease materially apd
even cut off the light entirely. The
considerable range of light and shade

in an ordinary photograph will give a
corresponding range of light inten-
sity where passing through the flim,
The beam of ligit ,after passing thru'
the film, is foecussed through a lens
on to the sensitive surface of a photo-
%léctric cell which +transforms the
variation of the light into a series of
impulses or waves; these variations
of electrical energy follow exactly tke
the -variations of the light.

The photo-electric cell is dependent
for its action on a pecularity of potas-
sium for d.scharging, under certa:n
conditions, minute particles of elee-
tricity, called elecirons, when subject-
ed to light. The cell consists of a
pear-shaped vacuum bulb coated on
the insid: with a highly-reflecting film
of metal which prevents light enter-
ing except through a window. A de-
posit of potassium is eoncentrated on
the metallised surface, so that the
light from the window can come into
contact with it, and when a beam of
light is directed on this inner sur-
face, which acts ds a negative elec-
trode or cathode, a flow of electrons
is produced. The electrons are attrac-
ted by the positive electrode or anode,
and thus form an eélectric current and
complete a circuit. The number and
the frequency of the flow of eléctrons
depend on the intensity of the light,

and on the flow of electrons depend |
the pulsations or waves of the electric |

current.

Landmark to Disappear

Montreal, Que., May. (By Cana-
dian Press).—An ancient landmark
in Montreal is being sacrificed to the
residentialy nee_ds‘?t the city. The
gection of the ‘anfient Mountain do-
main, the property of the Seminary of
St. Sulpice since 1663, will be cut
up into sub-division lots, and seold for
the use of dwelling house builders.

Here, in 1669, a township was es-
tablished for the converted Indians,
and in 1676, the Gentlemen's Fort
was started there, which was still
standing in 1857. The Two Towers,
which date back to 1694, are the only
remaining vestage of the old fort.

On the spot where the St. Jean the
Evangelist School stands there was
a stong house built towards the end
of the eighteenth century, known as
the Farm. Between 1840 and 1857
pupils of the Grand Semingry wused
this place as a country house. La-
ter it was used for the same purpose
by pupils of the college, and still la-
ter by the priests of Ndtre Dame
Seminary.

A Push PullAudio Frequency Amplifier
EDITEP BY JOHN M. CLAYTON.

Quite often we receive requests for
{ there is no B battery in the loud-

data on amplifiers .of the push-pull
type. People don’t keem ' to under-
stand wheén a push-pull amplifier is
desirable or necessary. In our draw-
ing above we show the connections
of one stage of straight” transformer
coupled audio frequency amplifica-
tion together with one stage of push
pull amplification, in the second
stage.

The first stage contains nothing
unusual and is similar to all other
amplifiers of the transfofmer coupled
variety.

Econemic

Committee

A Paper Read Before the Board of Trade,

at St. John’s, May 29th, 1925.

Mr. President, Your Excell.enc,v, and
Gentlemen.—The Imperial Economic
Committee is an organization recent-

Iy constituted by the British Govern-
ment, with four members represent- !

ing the Mother Country, two /repre-
senting each of the Dominions, two
representing India, and two represent-
ing ‘the Crown Colonies and Protec-
torates as a whole. Its work will be
to promote the import of Empire food-

stuffs into the British Isles and to

assist in this the Baldwin Cabinet has
decided to allocate one million pounds
a year to be applied to such methods

i of stimulating this trade as the com- |

mittee and the Cabinet approve. This

policy has been addpted as an alterna- !

tive to the actual preferences in im-
port duties granted to certain Empire

foodstuffs by the Mother Country the :

past six years, but which can no long-
er be retained because Mr, Baldwin,
in the General Election campaign last
fall ,pledged himself and party to take
no steps that might tend to increase

the price of the people’s essential

foods.

My observations now are somewhat
of a review of the circumstances
which led to this policy of the British
Governmena, based upon my know-
ledge of the matter as a result of hav-
ing been associated with the Imper-
ial Economic Conference of 1923.

Viscount Peel, First Commissioner
of Werks in the Baldwin Ministry,
speaking in the House of Lords of
March 26th last, on the subject of
this vote of a miilion pounds, stated
I'that “it was to be devoted to encour-
.agement of the consumption of Empire
'produce«:l food supplies in the United
{Kingdom in preference to those pro-
:duced in foreign countries.” He ad-
i1ded that “the idea of the Government
was not to encourage competition
against the home producer but to en-
courage competition, between the Im-
perial producer and tke foreigner, so
that a much larger proportion of im-
ported foodstuffs should be produced
by, and brought to tkis country from
| the Dominions.”

Mr. Winston Churchill, Chancellor
of the Exchequer, in his Budget
Speech of April 28th, last, described
it as part of the Government’s policy
ifor the restoration of Imperial Pre-
ference. This was to take two forms:
the non-levying of food duties, with

tion in regard to the taxation of the
necessary foods of the people.”

Attempts to improve trade between
the different portions of the British
Empire by means of preferential tar-
iffs or simiTar agéncies go back many
years. The first really practical step
was taken in 1898, when Mr. Fielding,
the Canadian Mnister of Finance, pro-
vided that goods imported into Canada
from the British Isles should enjoy a
tariff rebate or preference of 25 per
cent. off the regular duty. Australia
followed in 1908, New Zealand in the
same year, and South Africa did the
same in 1914.

The movement in the Mother Coun-
try for a preference-to the Overseas
possessions, took a vital aspect in
1902 when the late Joseph Chamber-
lain, then Secretary for the Colonies,
(as a result of having visited South
Africa on a pacification mission after
the Boer War), advocated a policy of
tariff reforms, a feature of which was
to be a tax on foreign wheat to stimu-
late the development of Empire-grown
wheat and its consumption -in - the
British Isles.

Students of political history of 20
years ago will remember that the de-
feat of this policy was largely effect-
ed by the cry that “your food will
cost you more!” illustrated by car-
toons showing the big loaf, which the
British workingman was pictured as
then enioying ,and the little loaf which
it was suggested would be his portion |
if Tariff Reform ‘became the law ~of
the land.

The war produced new. conditions
and in 1916 what became known as
the McKenna duties (from the then
Chancellor of the Exchequer) were im-
posed, a rate of 33% per cent. being
ievied on imported motor cars, clocks
and watches, musical instruments,
movie films, etc. These duties were
devised for conserving space on
steamers for more necessary articles,
and promises were given that after
the war they would be repealed, but
from the start they were regarded by
many as the thin end of the wedge of
protection. They were followed after
the close of the war by the Safe-'
guarding of Industries Act, a measure
designed to prevent foreign countries,
notably Germany, from dumping
goods into England. !

At successive Imperial Conferences .
the question of Imperial Preference
was discussed and favorable resolu-y
tions were adopted and in 1919, Mr.
Austen Chamberlain, then Chancellor
of the Exchequer, intimated a small
beginning of Imperial preference, but
one which, he claimed, offered oppor-
tunities for trade development. On
the McKenna duties on manufactured
articles, he proposed a ‘preference of
one-third, and on consumable com-
modities, apart from alcohol, -a pre-
ference of one-sixth, in each case to
be given by a reluction of the exist-
ing duties. Thus, on tea, .on which the
duty was 1s. the preference would be
2d.; on cocoa it would be 7s. a cwt.;
on sugar 4s. a cwt, and on. dried

In the endeavour to attain the first
of these results he decided to convene
an Economic Conference, and this
was held in the autumn of 1923, in

! conjunction with the Imperial Con-

ference, fixed for the same time. Mr.
Law died meanwhile and was suc-
ceeded -by Mr. Baldwin, the present
Premier, and it was by him that the
Conferences were opened.

Anywhere on the ocean will be her
destination, and it is expected that
she will cover over 50,000 miles. She
will carry special whaling gear, and
on board will be a number of prom-
inent scientists, including Dr. Kemp,
who has made a life-long study of the
habits of whales,

A redoubtable but modest explorer,
Capt. J. R, Stenhouse, D.S.0., who
has sailed with Shackleton, will be
her captain, and his officers and
crew of twenty-five are all experienc-
ed voyagers,

The Discovery is at present in dry-
dock at Portsmouth, She has been
feeling the effects of her hardships
in the frozen seas, and they have left
their marks on her timbers.

She had developed dry rot in some
portions, it has been difficult work to
replace the havoc. Wooden vessels
of her type are not common to-day,
and timber of a suitable size and
strength has been hard to obtain.
Most of the work, however, has .-been
completed, and it is anticipated that
she will be ready in a few weeks.

To the Great Ice Barrier.

Then off ‘she will sail into the com-
paratively unknown portions of the
Antarctic Ocean, along the West
Coast of Africa, to South Georgia,
Graham’s Land, and practically to
the Great Ice Barrier.. The explorers
and famous scientists will face many
dangers, and may experience great
hardships.

Whales are curious mammals, and
have some baffling habits which the
expedition will endedavour to eluci-
date. It is going to be tough work
to get this data, and may necessitate
following the whales in their migra-
tion from the recognized summer
haunts.

Only scanty material is available at
present as to what the whales do
when summer is over in these Ant-
arctic regions, and little is known
about where they breed.
