He said he might explain very briefly
the object of this change. Hegaid it had
been found that many parties who had
gone on the public lands, and who had
sons of 106 years of age and under,
were very desirous of obtaining,in the in-
terest of their children, a larger quanti-
ty of land than 100 acres. It had, in
fact, been the rule, in former years, that
parties who went on public lands, did get
in consideration of thejr children, an in- |
creased quantity of land. Under the pre-
sent Act, children under 16 years were
not entitled to land, and it had been con-
sidered desirable that the head of a fami-
ly should under such circumstances, be
entitled to draw 200 acres. In the sec-
ond place, it had been considered that
there were portions of the country where
the land might be so inferior that the
person who got 200 acres would really
et no more than 100 acres of good land.
The proper remedy in such a case was to |
allow the man to draw 200 acres.

" THE AMERICAN WATCH,
; ITS MERITS AND DEMERITS.

To Messrs. Robbins and Appleton, Gene-
val Agents of the American Watch Oo :

Gentlemen :—In a former letter I prom-
ised to submit an exposition of the merits
and demerits of the American Watch,
therefore proceed atonce to state first,

WHAT ARE ITS MERITS,

"It has one unquestionable redeemin, fea-
ture, viz, its escapement is English, being
what is termed the lever or detached escape-
ment—its invention in England dates as far
back as a century and a half. It would be

quite superfluous here to enlarge ufwu the

nucnple of the lever escapement. It is suf-
gcu.nl. to admit that it is & merit, and that
its adoption | by the Americans is a splendid
testimonial in favor of the LuEhuh by whom
it was first applied, and by whose watches it
was first illustrated. It has another merit—
1t is made by mnchmery But every watch
iblg to make
H wntch wnimut the md of mlchmefy.mdeod
it is to do the thing 1n a
wn(ch without machinery. l’lnchmery may
be extensive or limited in its application ac-
cording to the amount of work required to
be produced; it does notrollow that because
itis extenmvely used the character of the
work is, therefore, enhanced or made more
erfect To say that a watch is more perfect
han another, because made by machinery,
is sheer nonsense, All watches areproducud
by machinery under skillful human direction
A watch may be regarded in the light of a
mathematical problem—every step taken to-
wards its proper construction or solution
must besupported by mathematical truths.
The method of applying these truths are va-
rious,but that they cun%e applied in watches
mthuut the aid of machinery is an_absolute
ossibility. The evidence, as furnished
‘L glish watches, establishes the fact that
the machinery used in their construction is
the best and most perfect in the world, tho’
not 8o extensive as that at W ullham, Mass,
I am not aware that a * microscope ”” is used
in any other part of the world, bvt at Wal-
tham, to detect defects ; but it must certaine
be confessed that the genii that produced
t{e machinery to repair defects that cannot
be seen but by the aid of a microscope,mnst
border on the infinite. Surely the t ought
ful tendencies in that particular locality
must be materialistic since perfection there
is demonstrated to be an attribute of matter
peculiarly organized. This tendency, how-
ever, may be fully counteracted by the ortho-
dox influence of the Canadian agency. In
deference to that influence I come now to ex-
pose

ITS DEMERITS,

They are many notwithstanding the *“ mi-
croscope.” They are nearly as numerous as
the falsehoods employed by unscrupulous
vendors to impose them on public credulity,
I will endeavour to state them in plain terms.

1st. The method of communicating the
power of the mainspring. It is defective bes
cause it will not allow the power to be uni-
formly transmitted. The fusee, or variable
Jever, the object of which is to equalize the
power of the inainspring is not used in the
American watch, consequently when it is
wound up or the mainspring at its greatest
or maximum tension, the force exerted on
the wheelwork is greater than at any other
time, and gradually diminishes as it runs
down or approaches its least tension.

Itis an axiom, with which every school-
boy is familiar, that like causes produce the
same results when governed by like circum-
stances. Now the object of a watch isto
measure time. The regular indication of time
is the required result, but if the motive pows
er or force isim arted unequally, which it
must be in the absence of the fusee or any
compensating medium irregularity of time
must be the inevitable result.  Nor is this
all.

THE MAIN SPRING IS MORE l.l,\HLl‘,f) BREAK.

Unassociated with the fusee,”the main-
spring is more frequently broken en-
tailing far more serious consequences
than it otherwise could. For example,
when the main spring breaks the
teeth of the great wheel, the centre
pinion, and !hinl’ wheel pivot are broken in
consequence. The reason is clear. Force
is strong or weak in proportion to the dis-
tance it has to travel. Ina watch without
8 fusee and chain, the force of winding is
immediately and uucrcnl_y applied to the
mainspring, hence its liability to break;
then again the immediate connection of this
force of breakage with the teeth of the great
wheel, centre pinion, and the third wheel
pivot, is certain to produce injury, expease
trouble, and rapid deterioration. These ob-
servations will apply to Swiss Watches, be-
cause the American Watch is an exact copy
of them in these partieulars, the only differ
ence being that for a third ot the price of thc
American Watch a good Swiss one
obtained.

The absence of the fuss and chain, there-
fore, is to procure cheapuess at the expense
of principle; but in regard to the various
qualities of Swiss Watches, as-compared
with those of American m.uluhu!uw I posi

rt without fear of contrs uhuum,
cannot approach the former. for
cheapness, beauty, Jelicuuy and accuracy of
workmanship. -
SOFT BRASS.

Tke brass of which the Americun Watch
is made, especially the cheaper class, is ex-
ceedingly soft;this n:eans simply rapid wear
It retuins the gilding but a short time ; the
oil soon corrodes, a glutinous and gritty
substance forms, pivots are cut, and the
watch very soon becomes n subject for-Pe-
pairs.

LARGE PIVOTS.

A remarkable defect of the American
Watch is the largeness and conrseness of the
pivots. This greatly increases the friction
and demands "a stronger main-spring
than would be required under more favour-
able circumstances, Overcoming a difficulty
of this kind by iucreasing the power destroys
the watch.

These are the most glaring faults of the

American Wut:h and have been verified as
such in my own expeiience asa practical
watchmaker. Having mauipulated every
grade of them I can speak with coufidence
concerning their defects.
’l‘lm Americanh Wautch is poj ular with Am-
ry day, this astounding popu
is pataded in redeubtable advertise-
ments. During the past six years 1wo
things have served to make them popular in
the States only—1st, a very high prote 2
tarifi’ excluding fnxup. competition d
2ud, an enveterate hostility to everything
h(wh\h In this conncction I eanno
bear to repeat that the history of watc
ing ascribes to England, the highest possi
position attainable. The names of Reid,
Arnold, Carnshaw, Adams, Harrison ana
Russell prove this. Now when it is consid-
ered that the highest reputation for manu-
facturing watches has been acquired in Eng-
land, and that it is still being maintained
and perpetuated, it may be very safely con-
cluded that the people of the Dominion of
Canada will cling firmly to thut which most
deserves their confidence, viz.a veritable
Russell Watch.
