Changes in -our Schools.

The following remarks from the Water-
loe Chronicle will, we fear, apply also to
the state of things in Guelph, and are
well worthy the attention of our School
Board

“ We understand thut Miss Morning.
star, who has taught the third division
of the Waterloo Oentra! School very
creditably for a number of years past,
hes resigned her situation here, to mc-
oept one-elsewhere at a higher salary.
Last year we lost a very efficient lady
teacher in a similar way, though our
Trustees were fortunate enough to get a
competent substitute. The Board of
Examiners, in fulfilling their duties as
defined by law, are gradually weeding
ont the profession and, of ocourse,
diminishing the supply. The result is a
parallel riss in wiges, a rise that must
be continued at its present rate for seve-
ral years before the compensation of
teachers reaches the level of that of
other professions of equal rank. If under
these circumstances, our School Board
persists in allowing trustees of rural
schools to oull out our lady teachers by
offers of higher wages, it does not require
a prophetic vision to dieeover our posi-
tion in the near future. Even if the
new comers were guaranteed equal to
theold teachers in every respect, a change
of teachers is in itself an evil, other
things being equal. Let us not be ‘ penny
wise and pound foolich.’

Mesmerism and Biology.

Miss de Monuford, a distinguished
mesmerist and biologist, commences a
series of entertainmerts in the Town
Hall on Thursday evening. A person
who came under her influence in Barrie
thus gives the result of his rather strange
experience in the celumns ot the Advance,
pablished in that town :—

* On going into the hall to see Miss de
Montford's ¢ntertainment, I had no con-
tidence or belief in her theory of mesmer-
ic bivlogy,—no belief whatever that she,
or any one, could have the power of act-
ing upon one's will against there own
power of resistance ; therefore, it was
witli feelings of perfect confidence in my-
self that I tried the experiment of shut-
ting my eyes. Ten tines in four nights
I shat them without feeling any effects
whatever. Once again I shut them, at
the time being some 20 feet from the
biolegist, and standing in among the au-
dience, This time, after holding my
eyes closed for about a minute; Iattempt-
ed to open them, but in vain. The eye-
lids were perfectly powerless, and they
remained so. Thep a rush of dense wir
seemed to fill my whole system, or to be
drawn from me from the feet to the
shoulders, and thence to be altogether
drawn into snd through tho right arm,
which produced in that member equally
the same effect that would be received
from a galvanie battery, yet with this
differenes, that added to the feeling of
electricity, there was one of as if I was at
the end of a large tabe, from which the
air had been exhausted, and I was being
drawn up by an elastic foroe,—that is, as
if I was at the endof a shsft of dense air,
which was so thick that I was fastened (o
the one end of it, and that some one be-
fore me was drawing in the other end, of
course, forcing me to walk up step by
step. Several times I threw mysell, stag-
gering back, but of no avail ; I would be
drawno upon my feet again, and either
have to- fall forward or walk up. My
senses were all just in the same state as
when I had first entered the. hall, but
the faculties of speech and of sight were
completely taken away for sowe ten
minutes, I felt no surprise nor fright :
but once (during the first night) I put my
hand on a brass key, which had the el-
| feot of gending a very dissgreeable shock
in the right arm. This was the only
disagreeable feeling during the whole
time I was under the influence. The af-
ter effects were nothing more than those
one would receive from a very steady and
strong galvauic battery shock.”

The Goodrich Case,

Lucette Myers has been discharged on
& motion to that end by District-Attor-
ney Brittan, who remarked in making the
motion that she was “‘an outlaw from the
realms f cradibility ;” and on her dis-
charge she walked gaily out of court,
laughing immoderately as she reached
the street. “ Yesterday,” remarked the
district-attorney to an Kagle reporter,
I recewved a letter from her.. The hand-
writing of the letter struck me at once
It was the same as that of the Beach
letter. I sent for her immediately, and
she at once said : * I never knew Goodrich.
I did myself write the Beach letter; and
all I have said about this murder case
was a series of lies. I don't know what
made we do it, I told nothing hut lies.
I know nothing about it. I don't know
Kate Stoddard.” Now, resumed the dis-
trict-atiorney, “‘after such an'open avowal
as that, with the hand-writing of the
two letters before me, and the nuamber of
lies I knew her to have told, I could not
honestly put that woman on the staud
to testify in my case. On such woman's
oath no counsel, much !ess a district-at-
torney, would jeopardise the life of a
fly.” The reporter remarked that her
lies seemed motiveless, ‘‘Precisely,”
said the district attoruey ; “and for that
very reason the more puzzling. Never
before did I see a person whose motives
in the case before me I could not in some
measure divine—not always correctly, of
course ; still some appearance of motive
would be there—with her was none.
She lied for the mere love of lying, and
I think with her it may be the mania of
a mind oddly constructed, unbalanced by
a love of notoriety and unchecked by any
moral principle whatever.”

Eight Persons Poisoned.
Montreal, Nov. 28.
An appalling tragedy happened yester-
day in Tabb’s Yard, behind No. 15 Her-
moine street, by whieh eight persons lost
their lives.  This locality bas long been
known as a nest of low, drunken charae-
ters, and the tenements are of the worst
possible deseription, being two story
wooden houses with a baleony all round,
and reached by sickety stairs—the whole
formning three sides of a zeotangle. A
great many of the inhabitants have come
nto collision with the police for drunken
ness and aesaults. It sppears that om
Monday or Tuesday, Ewans, Mercer &
Co., wholesale druggists, sent out by an
express sleigh 8 Winchester blue bottle
containing kalf a gallon of vinum ocol~
chigi,or colohicum wine—a deadly poison.
It was either stolen or lost from the
sleigh, and fell into possession of the
denizens of the ruokery 1n question. The
stuff smelt like sherry, or, as several of
the men said, like port wine, and pouring
some of it out into an old tea-cup, 1ts
colour proved as rvich as its smell. Dure
ing Wednesday mapny ‘‘treats ' were
handed round, some drinking as much
as two or three gills. Eight persens
have died already; and it is feared that
move will follow. The symptoms of the
poison were eonstant vomiting and purg-
ing, and the pulse was weak but high,
going up to 120 and 130. There was a
eonsciousness nearly all the time up to
the point of death. The primary effect
of the atiack was to paralyze the musocu-
lar structure of the heart. Thereis intence
excitement and an inquest has been held.

Changesin Manitoba.

The Bill recently passed through the
Manitoba Legislature for the purpose of
«t g fair and equal redistribulion of the
electoral divisions in the Province of
Manitoba” appears likely to have impor-
tant effects. The Nor-Wester speaks
very hopefually about it. It says:—Since
the passiog of the Manitoba Act the
Province has been ruled by a combination
of the French and Hudson’s Bay Co. in-
terests. These two powerful parties—
one with the astute Governor of the
Company—Mr. Donald A. Smith—as its
exponent, snd the other headed by the
Catholie Archbishop—acting together in
a strict alliance, were easily able to con-
trol both the Local and Domiunion elections
and to place their own nominees in every
place of trust and influence. For the
Tinglish speaking population to object to
anything, however unjust, was idle in
the extreme, and no means were cen-
sidered to dishonorable to punish those
who were bold enough to appear in the
front of any movement of the kind.

But the French party had not caleu-
Jated upon the immensity ot the loss
t) oy had sustained in the death of Car
ticr—and sti!l thought they were suffi
ciently strong to have everything their
own way. Foolishly enough they com-
mitted themselves to the support of a man
accused of murder, and 4 refugee from
justice. They even went so far as to
eommit a grave breach of the commonest
decency, by obtaining the election of an
outlaw to the Dominion Parliament,
thinking they could force Lim on the
Ottawa Commons in spite of the disgust
guch an election would be sure to give
rise to. And they openly threatened the
authorities with disorder and rebellion be-
cause, at the eleventh hour, they did
what should have been done years ago—
viz.—issued warrants for the arrest of the
men who were openly accused of being
jmplicated in a dark 'and disgraceful
orime.

Hitherto their power rested chiefly in
the unfair and unequal division of the
eleotoral districts, by which the English
speaking districts were carefully excluded
from the counties in which they,by right,
should have been entitled to vote, and
were congregated in & most incongruous
manner together, mn o.der to avoid the
possibility of a French minority being
outvoted by their majority. In thia way
the French inhabitants, safely under the
sontrol of the Priesthood, were enabled,
in spite of the great increase of English-
speaking emigrants, to keep the majority
of the memters in the Local House under
their influence. But the Bill brought in
by Mr. Clarke was calculated to entirely
upset this arrangement, and it has been
earried in spite of all the influence
brought to bear againsi it by the oppos
ing party. It was broughtin as a private
bill of Mr. Clarke's, and the opposition
voted with him fer it. Ths factious ef-
forts at procrastination of the otherside
were dofeated or treated with contempt ;
the Bill has actually passed, and has been
assented to, and the French and Hudson's
Bay Co’s control ot the Province is at an
end. The elections will take place im-
mediately after the adjoarned session has
been held, and then we shall have a new
1.ocal House with new blood, and a farer
represcntation of the people.

Canadian Cheese in British Markets.

From Scotch papers of recent date we
18 pleased to learn tihat Canadian cheese
are not only attracting some attention,
but begianing to occupy a high position
in the markets of Great Britain. This
was particularly noticeable at the great
annual cheese fair held lately in the west of
Scotland. The number of entries was
unusnally large, upwards of thirteen
hundred of the most famous dairies ol
Scotland and England being represented
The judges were selected from the most
experienced cheese factors of the King-
dom. Thus the specimens of Canadian
cheese were placed alangside of the very
finest cheese produced in the world, and
were tested by those who are most capa-
able of forming an opinion as to their
merits. It is interesting, therefore, to
notice the remarks of Mr. Copeman, of
the firm of Yeats, Acocks & Copeman, of
London, who, with the concurrence of
the other judges, expressed himself as
follows : —** The general quality of the
cheese showa was as good as he ever saw.
As a stranger to the aistrict, coming here
quite unprepared to see such fine cheese,
he thought there was the mucleus of
this becoming the finest cheese producing
district in the United Kingdom, because

|it was well known that the making of

cheese in a number of dairies in Bomer-
setshire was decreasing every year.
T'here was some Canadian cheese as fine-
ly flavored as any shown.” As we have
already said, the other judges concurred
in this opinion. It must be exiremely
gratifying to cheese manufacturers in
this country to learn that in the produe
tion of an artiele of such extensive do-
mestic use, they can not only compete
with their neigtbore across the line, but
also with the most famous makers of
Britain, whose reputation was world-wide
before Canadian makers had turned their
attention to this branch of agricultural
industry.— Berlin Telegraph.
