Attack on a WNeaith OMece—The City Coun-
cil Reduces 1§ Vaccination Grant by
more Than a Hatfh

MONTREAL, Sept. 28.—This evening s
most disgraceful anti-vaccination riot broke
out among the French Canadian popula-
tion. For some time past there have been
mutterings against the stringent measures
enforced by the board of health, and this
afternoon at the meebing of the city
council the grant for vaccination was ocut
down from $5000 to §2000. Three Frenoh
Canadian aldermen announced that the
oity was on_the eve of a riot. This proved
enly too true, for about 7 o'clock a
howling mob surrounded the east end
branch health office and completely
wrecked the building. The police on duty
were powenui; and the mob gathering
strength from this marched upon the
central office in the city hall, By this
time, however, the riot alarm had been
gounded and a strong force of constables
were gathered inside the ‘building, but for
some time the constables were like dumb
driven sheep, as there was not one to com=
mand them,  After the mob smashed the
central health office, they turned their
attention to the central police station and
soon had all the windows there reduced to
atoms. Revolver' shots were freely fired
at the police, and to scare the people the
officers fired over their heads, only to be
receiyed with jeers and laughter. Things
now looked 8o bad'that the men were armed
with rifies and fixed bayonets, but happily
it was not deemed necessary to use them.
The constables chal the mob, clubbing
tbem right and left and succeeded in dis-
persing them, but not before they had
managed to wreck the greater portion of
the court house windows, which are cppo-
site the city hall, The mob broke up into
diff-rent bodies and proceeded to wreck
the windows of the Herald office, the win- i
dows of the medical health offices, the |
chairman of the finance committee and the
public vaccinators, A number of arrests |
were made and the city is in a state o
great excitement, It is thought that the |
riots will be continued to-morrow night. !
The police will patrol around the public

‘buildings all night, while the military to-

morrow will be held in readiness to puta

stop to a repetition of such scenes,

After the rioters left the Herald office
to-night. they proceeded againet the east
end of the city. The rioters set fire to the |
residence of Dr. Laparte, one of the public
vaccinators, on Plessis street, but the fire
was extinguished before any material
damage was done. The house, however.
was badly wrecked by the stones fired by
the mob. Dr. Laberge, medical officer,
snd Ald. Grenier, chairman of the finance
committee, also had their houses damaged.

Another attack was made on the east
end health office; the policemen on guard
being overpowered and the chief, who
went in to protect the building, was
clubbed and kicked about the face. They
cleared out all the placards and disinfect-
ants in the office and did other damage.
They also tore down the placards |
marking the vaccination stations in several |
places. While the chief of police was

at the health office he noticed a man |°

trying to koock down & stové to set fire to
the place, whon he gave the fire’alarm
sid when the firemen came to put out the
fire some men caine up with axes and
threatened to cut the hoee as soon as
water was turned on, The chief of
olice was rescued and taken home.
%-tou were used with vigor, and many of
the rioters were badly cut about the head
and face. Several arrests have beeu made,
Including the ringleader of the rioters,
The health officé returns -to-day show
that there were 48 desths in the city
yeaterday, 3 in St. Henri, 2 in St. Cune
gonde, and 3 in ‘Cote St. Louis.

BIRTH OF THE IRISH NATIONAL

LEAGUE IN TORONTO.

e

Meeting at Albert Hall—J. P. Sutten’s
~ Speech—A Beclaration for Home Rule
—Three Resolutions FPassed.

Albert hall was last night fillel with a
gathering intensely Irish, and sympathetic
with the oppressed sons of Eria. They
were gathered for the purpose of forming
a branch of the Irish national
league of America, and raisibg @
fund to assist Parmell and his
colleagues in their fight for home rule,
Irish-Canadian Boyle presided. On the
platform with him sat John P, Sutton,
Quebeo, orgsnizer of branch leagues in
Canada; Phillips Thompson, Chas. Burns,
Chas. McManus, Jos. Mulligan, M. J.
Tracy, Barney Lynch and other sympa-
thizers with thé-cause.

Mr. Boyle explained the nature of the
meeting and introdpced Mr. Sutton. Mr,
Suttonisa youngIrishman from Quebec, with
the country of his race deeply at heart, A
slender man, he wore a deaconal coat and a
pair of black kids, which gave great effect
to his gestare. He said Ireland got her
right of nationhood from God. That power
saved- her from annihilation, and that
power would place her among the queen
of nations, She was mow in the rising
dewn of & grander future, No
nation ever trod go sublime & path, Yet
she was told she had not the genius to
govern herself. She was the only pation
to break the barbarism of the north and
save Earope from Scandinavianism,  She
was a victim of internecine wars, and dur-
ing those clannish struggles England mus-
tered forces for her obliteration. The
poets declared her to be a place of destiny,
and she was destined to be the free home
of her own noble sons, The famines of
1847 and 1851 had done much to subdue
her, The English took everything from
her except the potato, and that failed. At-
tempts were made. to cow them with
coercion, Pure Irish' women had been
imprisoned on a law made for the annihil-
ation of English prostitutes, Some of her
teuest patriots had been gonvicted on the
evidence of perjured villains and Sodom-
ites. Queen Elizabeth, whose career was
like unto a harlot, did much to persecute
and oppress Ireland’s lpeople. After 700
years of  persecution the  green
isle stood erect for her rights,
and with some assurance, The Glad-
stone government had been driven from
power by Irishmen, The time had come
when Irishmen must show .their colors.
He respected a Britop, but hated a British
Irishman, He then read the plat-
foorm of the league, and said
its object was to hurt the enemy where he
would: feel it most ; destroy sectionalism,
and give the governed right to say
who shall govern them and where they
would be governed, The league recognize
no distinction of creed and embraced
anybody anxious'to restore Ireland to &
nation,  He appealed to her expatriated
sons to assist her, and to return Mr, Par-
nell and his ocolleagues to parliament.
They would make a government of either
whig or tory an impossibility. Mr, Sutton
resumed his seat amid cheers.

Chas. Burns hoped to see the time
when the members elected for Ireland.

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Raltway Discrimination.
The question of railway discrimination
against home interests and in favor of
_ foreign producers has received & good deal
of attention in England of late; and it
. would probably have received much more
but for the excitement incident to the
great political struggle. American cheese
is carried from New York to Liverpool by
steamer, thence by rail to London, at &
less rate than is charged for carrying
Cheshire cheese, made aear Liverpool, $o
London. That is to say, the English
dairyman pays more for carrying,
by rail only, than his American com-
petitor pays for carrying the same distance
by rail, and the three thousand miles of
ocean voyage besides, And this is but one
instance, taken trom among many more of
the same kind, It is & most outrageous
discrimination against the home producer;
and it is vigorously condemned by the
London Times, the Economist and: other
papers, that cannot be suspected of any
leaning towards protection. But there
are so many railway directors in parliament
that the most eloquent and nnanswerable
exposures of the wrong done have so far
failed to bring about a remedy. Possibly
the new reformed parliament may do
something, but that remains to be seen.

But on this continent railway discrimi-
nation is an evil of far greater magnitude
thap in England, For instance, the rate

“ on » barrel of flour from Goderich to Mon-
treal is, or mot long ago was, 45 cents;
while from Chicago, some hundreds of
miles'farther away, it is 46 cents, Owing
to discrimination by the railways in their
favor, the millers of Minneapolis and St.
Louis are able to send their flour to Cana-
dian ocities, pay the fifty cents duty on the
barrel, and still undersell Canadian millers
who ( grind western wheat, either from
Minnesota or Manitoba. The fact is that
the fifty cents duty is held of mo account
by the American millers, as the railways
virtually pay it for them, and ‘‘take it
out” of the Canadian miller, on wheat from
the west to Goderich, Guelph, or Paris, for
example, and then on flour thence to Mone
Sreal,

Nor does this unjust discrimination hit
the millers only. The farmers are hit by
it too, for, tothe extent that the millers
sre handicapped in the struggle with their
American competitors, they are compelled
to keep down the prices’ paid to the
farmers, It is most emphatically not the
fair thing that as much should be paid for
carrying a car load of grain five hundred
miles as for carrying it a thousaod; but
this is about what the railways are doing
all the ¢ime, The Canadian people have
built railways, or given great part of the
money to build them; and now these same
railways carry foreign freight cheaper than
our own.

We are likely to have new light on this
subject ere long, The half-yearly Grand
Trunk meeting takes place next month,
and already it is known that a huge deficit
has to be faced. On its Canadian business
the Grand Trunk is making money, but its
American business is the sink hole where
the money made in Canada is lost, If the
chiefs‘of both our political parties could be
got to sgree on this matter, for the good
of the country, there would be a sudden
end to discrimination by Canadian rail-
ways against Canada, and in favor of the
United States.

An Electric Raflway for Torento.
Some,of our public-spirited citizens are
going to put an electric railway where it
will do most good, for a beginning, at all
events, A meeting is about being called
of all the property owners from the
Humber river and frontage on the lake
shore, including owners of land around
High Park, the Bolt works, the Indian
road, and the municipality of Parkdale,
for the purpose of taking steps towards
building an electric railway from the
Humber to the Union station, going
through the Exhibition grounds. Among
the owners indicated are some of the
wealthiest capitalists of Toronto and
Montreal, and it is intended to have the
cars running before the 24th of May next,
if power oan be had from the city council.
It'is proposed that in the city the line
" shall be an elevated one along the principal
streets, The electric railway has these
advantages— it makes no smoke or puff-
ing of steam to scare horses; and, there
being no heavy locomotive, a light road-
way amply suffices, The citizens generally
should wish all success to the pnblic
spirited men who have the enterprise in
hand, The electric railway forecasts a
great future for real estate in and around
Toronto ; and that the recent nfarvellouns
expansion of the Queen, City is to be
further oontinued and improved upon,

crime! We do not believe that Canadian
statesmanship has come to such a pass,
and the public will refuse to believa it.

In an attempt to strengthen its position,
our contemporary recalls the faot thata
Catholic lawyer was employed to prosecute
the assasein of T. D, McGee, It did not
suit its purpose to add that Whelan was
defended by the most prominent Orange-
man in Canada, and that in both instances
the engagements, were purely prqfenioml,
and possessed neither religious nor politi-
oal significance, The organ’s endeavors to
embarrass the government by dragging in
irrelevant matters of this sort shows how
little it cares for, the impartial administra-
tion of our Iaws and the peace of our people.

The Battle of the Tomgues.

antipathies  of the excitable, the
better minds and more generous hearts,
Latin snd Teutonic, have so far remained
unmoved by such machinations ; but onoce
let societies of the sort alluded to be
started and no man can tell what the con-
sequences may be. We understand our
contemporaries to say, and the saying of
it does them credit, that it takes two to
make & quarrel, and that in this quarrel
peither side is entirely blameless, Their
voices are for peace, and they are entitled
to » hearing from the people of this
province.

Our ocontemporarics are needlessly
alarmed, It is true that there prevails in
Ontario a nataral and justifiable feeling
shat the French Canadians are
overdoing the race and religion
role. The hunger of their politicians for
office and perquisites appears phenomenal to
the people of this province, although our
own office seekers are“not by any means
withont rspacity o devonraad capsoity to
contain anything that gomes. in their way.
But the French Canadian’s manner of
asserting his clsims, rather than the claims
themselves, is what gives most offence to
our people. When the influence of a
compaoct nationality is quietly exercised it
often passes nnnoticed, but when those
who wield it are full of fuss and feathers,
continually prating of their race, their
language and their creed, in season and out
of seagon, they make even moderate men
tired, and arouse the most indifferent.
Nevertheless the proposition to organize
the anti-French sentiment in this province
only fails to be wicked because it is puerile.
It is not the proposition of any man
wd of strong convictions upon the
race.question, It does not rise to the
digaity of a manifestation of prejudice. It
is the emanation of designing minds that
geek to cultivate the prejudices of others,
and hope to float into popularity upon the
waves of a tempest in a teapot.

The difference between Montreal and
Toronto is that in the former city such
disreputable tactics receive the coux-
tenance of French - Canadians  of
standing and influence, while here
they are given the cold shoulder
by every intelligent citizen who is not in
the little demagogue ring in erested in the
bigotry beom. Let us repeat, however,
that the French Canadians have themselves
to blame for the most of the feeling against
them in this province, and that their
politicians and organs must moderate their
tone if the pleas of honest, patriotic news
papers for harmony between the two races
are to have their proper effect,

The Berlin News regrets that so many
oitizens of that town, young and old,
should wear eye glasses, and thinks that
in some cases they are worn for appear-
ance’s sake, The Waterloo Chronicle,
upon the other hand, regrets that beer
glasses are so popular in that district.

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G@XORGE ELIOT’S PRIVAIE LIFE.

The Train of Circumstances That Led to
Hev Union With George Lewes,
From the North American Review.

What some liberal oritios would call the
great mistake of her life, If not, as both
England and Amerioan matronhoed assers,
the great bles on her oharacter, was her
marriage with George H, Lewes. Accord-

ing to English law the marriage wae
iliegal, Tbe wife of Mr, Lewes abandoned
him after committing adultery ; she felt,
or pretended to feel, remorse for her
conduct, snd was received back into
the house she had dishonored, Then
some new seducer tempted her to fly
away from her husband ana children, The
home became homeless, By a techntosli
of English law, Lewea had forfeited his
right to be divorced from his faithless
partner, because, in & moment of com.
on, he had recelved her back as his
“lawfully” wedded wife. In this condition,
a8 & twice-dishonored husband, he met with
Miss Evans, He was fascinated by her,
and she graduslly became fascinated by
him. There was no outward beauty on
either side; Lewes was one of the home-
liest mea in Great Britain, and Miss Evans
had no personal attraction, if we except
the sweetness of her voice and the singular
beauty of expression in her eyes. KEach
saw the vision of she other ‘‘in the mind,”
Miss Evans, repudiating the techni-
oality of the En lish law, consented to
be united to Mr. Lewes, went abroad with
‘him, was married to him, we think in
some foreign oity, and returned to England
» kind of a social rebel, frowned upon by
all women except those intimate friends
who knew her motives and never faltered
in their friendship.,  As she never sought
“goclety,” and rather disliked it, she bore
with exemplsr gstlenoo all the social dis-
advantages of her illegal . rather than
immoral conducs. Seven years before her
union we find in one of her letters this
remark about the novel of “Jane Eyre,”
then the literary sensation of the season:
«All self-sacrifice is good, but one
would like it to be a somewhat nobler
cause than that of a diabolical
law which chains s man, soal and body, to
a putrefying carcass,” After her marriage
she wrote to her friend Mrs. Bray that
“‘any unworldly, unsuperstitious woman
who is aufficiently aocgusinted with the
fealities of life can pronounce my relations
t Mr, Lewes immoral ; I can only under-
stand by remembering how subtile and
complex are the influences which mould
opinion.”

Whatever may be thought of the legality
or morality of the connection, there can be
no doubt it led to the happiest regults to
both parties. Lewes had been practically
homeless for two years, here was
danger that = his  children  would
grow up uneducated and uncared for,
He’was fast drifting into Bohemian habits,
Four years after his new marriage Mre.
Lewes states in her journal that their
s*double life is more and more blessed —
more and more complete,” A few weeks
after Lewes writes in his journal that he
owes an intellectual debt of gratitudy’to
Herbert Spencer, He says:

“My acquaintance with him was the
brightest ray in a very dreary, wasted
period of my life. * * * I owe him
another and deeper debt. It was through
him that I learned to know Marian—to
know her was to love her—and since then
my life has been a new birth. To her I
owe all my prosperity and happiness, God
bless her !”
