silver They Wan't Take,

*The Canadian banks some time ago dis-
cussed thoroughly the question of taking
Amnerican currency,” replied Mr. Byron E.
Walker, manager of thé Bank of Commerce.
%“Canadian banks do not, unless in excep-
tional cases, take American silver at all, and
American notes are immediately shipped to
New York, so that the risk of our being
caaght with notes of that kind on hand is re-
duced to two or three days.

“Now thatedoes not touch the fact,” be
continued, as he quietly arose from his seat
as if to lay down the law more easily, “that
In some parts of Canada there is a large
amount of American silver afloat, bat we
pelieve that 1t circulates chieflyin the border
towns and in the Canadian Northwest.

60,000,000 Silver Dollars.

The
amount of actual silver dollars afloat
ijs not large. It is about $60,000,000,
I think, but I am not for the moment
sure. The real danget is from paper money
based on siiver. Under the Bland Act silver
was coined te the extent of 25 or 30 million
dollars a year, and the treasurer issued certi-
ficates ot deposit for the silver . dollars, thus
enabling the paper on silver to
get into circulation. TFor any of
these nmnotes the holder would be
entitled toreeeive the depreciated silver dol-
lar. bit on the otber hand notes are receiv-
able for all duties and taxes due the United
States Government, That is really what
keéps them at par.

Provisions of the Silver Act,

«Under the Bilver Act passed a few years
ago important changes were made. Amount

of silver tébe purchased by the United |

States Government was about doubled. . It
- was DOb necessary, however, to be
coined into dollars, iat to be held as bullion,
against which the United States issues its
promise to pay in coin. Congress hasex-
“ pressed its opinion that the United States
should remsin on a gold basis, and has given
the secretary of the treasury discretion to
pay those notes in gold, authorizing him to
pledge the credit of the United States for
that purpose if necessary. So that the ques-
tion of remaining on a gold basis depends ou
the strength of:the United States treasury,
Wherein Lies the Danger.

“If the people o‘f the United States become
alarmed and the“duties and taxes due to the
United States were paid in' silver notes in-
stead of gold the treasury might be power-
less to observe the gold basis. The most
serious danger ecomes I[rom foreign-
ers who bave invested in United
States securities~ and who, Irom fear
of silver tromble, might A sell out
these securities. “%his is going on to a con-
siderabie extent st present. As they sell in-
dividuals in the United States will buy, and

Tt has been impossible to conceal the ar-
rangements made for Sir William Vernon
Harcourt at vhe Exchequer, and for Mr.
John Moriey as Irish Secretary, but. Mr,
Gladstone’s  intentions ing other
Ministers are not known, even to some de-
finitely appointed members of his Ministry.
He has  received queries of aspirants
for office and has discussed the disposition
of the Cabinet with his chief advisers with-
out definitely commuuicating to anyone, his
final selections. Béing & punctilious ob-
server of official precedent, he will upot
formally offer a place to anyone untilhe
has actually received the Queen’s command
to form a ministry. Surmises are rife re-
garding aew Ministerial combinations.

Among the most striking reports finding
credence in official legal quarters is one to
the effoct ‘that Lord Herschell will become
Governor-General of Iadia; that Lord Chief
Justice Coleridge will become Lord Chan-
cellor, and that Sir Charles Russell will
become Lord Chief = Justice.

GRANITE SETTS USELESS.

Asphalt Makes the Best Toe-Hold for
Blorses, Says a Citizen,

The proposal to aspbalt Yonge-street from
Hayter to Grenviile and, as the grade is
heavy, pave the railway, track in the centre
with granite setts to give toe-hold to the
horses is not meeting with approval among
citizens qualified to discuss the question.

“The plan is not a-good one,” said bae citi-
gzen to The World yesterday. *“I do
not see the benefit in encouraging traffic on
the street railway lines, especially now that
the electric cars are coming. If they wunt
to use the setts let them put them on the
side, so that the vehicles passing on them
will be clear of the cars on the one hand, and
of other vehicles standing at the side of the
pavements.

“But [ do not see any great good in those
setts anyway,” be continued. ‘‘They do not
give the best of toe-holds, for the interstices
are apt to get filled up with dirt and ice, and
the edges get rounded off, so that they get
very deceptive and slippery. The asphalt
itself, when propsrl% made, 1s really far bet-
ter than they are. It becomes slippery only
in the eveut of certain hoar frosts, and these

Crude Political Logic.

The Montreal Star declares that there
must be a reduction’ cf the tariff ‘on farm
necessities, and gives as a proof the allega-
tion that the farmers of Quebec are leaving
for the New England manufacturing towns,

ers. We have been noticing .of late a lot of
false reasoning iu this direction in otir Mon-
treal contemporary, and for its edification
we would point out that if the farmers of
Quebec are going to the New England
manufacturing towns they are going to a
country the most proteciionist in
the ,world; and 'it" ‘does -look strange
that the class which is comparatively
lightly taxed in . this ,country ‘should
be going to a land ¢o enormonsly taxed as
they are in the States. As to the farmers of
Ontario, we.would just ask The Star to state
whether it is o fact that the farmers of the;
United States'are “better off or: as'well off as
are the farmers of Ontario.. We_know that
our farmers of this province are better off
than farmers of the States, and if the farm-
ers of this province‘are desirous of annexa-
tion—which - we “utterly deny—it is“patent
that they are seekiug to reduce their present
condition to the lower level of that of the
American farmer, for it is a foregone con-
clusion that once annexation is brought
about the condition of the OUntario farmer
will be .at the same level of the Yankoe
farmer, and that level is certainly higher at
the. present time on this side of the line
than on the other. We are sorry to see such
a crudity in reasoning as we have obsefved
in The Star of late, and we think a course in
juvenile logic would do the writers of that
paper no substantial damage.

Asphalt the Best Toe-Hold,
The proposal of the engineer to pave the
centre of the street railway tracks in Yonge-
street between Hayter and Grenville with
‘granite satts does n ot commend itself. Apart
from the fact that to adopt this plan wouwld
be to encourage vehicular traffic on the
street railway lines—a thing more especially
undesirable since the electric cars bave been
introduced—the granite setts are inferior to
asphalt. The interstices are apt to become
filled-with dirt-and ice, rendering -deeeptive,
the tee-hold of the horses. The asphalt it-
self, as is pointed out elsewhere, properly
attended makes the best pavement.

A MISSING BOX,

Supposed To Be in Canada—Wanted in
Eugland,

In 1888 Dr, Barnardo received into -his
home a young lad named Harry Gossage,
who had been found wandering in Folke-

poor to keep the boy, and said she would be
pleased if her son would be kept in the home,
Two months later Mr. William Norton
adopted the lad and brought him to Canada.
Dr, Barnardo did not keep a memorandum
of Mr. Norton’s address.

A sbort time after the Doctor received a
letter from the lad’s mother, desiring bis
transfer. to a Roman Catholic institution,
She was notified that this could not be done,
as ber son had left the home.

In November 23, 1889, a writ was issued
by the Lord Chief Justice and Lord Justice
Bowen, ordering : Dr. Bargardo to produce
the child within three thonths. 'lphe case
was appealed to various courts reuyﬂ July 26,
when it was brought before~the House
of Lords and was again heard before the
Lord Chancellor, Lord Watson, Lord Hers-
chell, Lord Macoagkten, Lord Morris and
Lord Haunnen. The judgment was unani-
mous and-dizmissed the appeal with_costs,
‘three-months’ extension of time for meking
the return to the writ being given.

‘Wool, butter, potatoes and garden pro-
duce formed the staple of the commodities
offered. For the wool there is a large stone
shed, and a similar one “for the butter, The
other produce is sold in the'open air in the
main street, which before noon presented a
very animated sight. Geese bad been driven
in ready for fattening in the stubble flelds
for the English markets; whole droves of
oxen and not a few horses Then most of
the small farmers brought sither pig or ealf
for sale, whilst continued crowing and
cackling told that the poultry supply was
adequate.

Humors of the Fair,

Everyone knows how excitable the genu-
ine Irishman is under . ordinary - circum-
stances, but many of ‘the readers’ of’ THe
‘World never saw the striking of a bargain
for an ass or a pig, nor how many poipts
pro and con could be advanced from the
standpoint of seller and buyer.

But with J:rivate customers,
this competition is avoided. .
In my own personal experience—and
rgeak om that, and not merely fr
theory—I have been able to raise broilers at
a very low figure and sell them at a high
one. I had a brooding house of 2,500 chic!
capacity ; the incubator held 1,008 eggs,
and I could average. evén' in" cold weather
800 chicks out of 1,000 eggs. The building
was heated by natural gas, and the brooders
were arranged on each side of the building
over the pens. Everything was kept clean
and neat.' With . such arrangements,
broilers can'be produced ready for market
at eight cents per pound; they can be
raised at seven cents. Ihave heard of a
large breeder at Sponk, Long Island, who
claims that he rears them at five cents per
pound. Much depends upon the a e-
ments one makes for this business. By
ing advantage of the best appliances, by
groﬁtln? by favorable local conditions, and
especially by wisdom in marketing the stock
veared, there is no reason why one cannot
make a handsome profit in rearing - even a
small flock of broilers. It is in making
savings, savings in the purchase  of egin,
savings in the%mtching and brooding of the
chickens, savings in the food consumed in
rearing, and savings in the max'ketin% of
the products, that -the: profits -of this
business consist, and the man who .makes
these savings will be the one who can Fut
to the credit side of his profit -anwd’ loss
account the largest figures.
