CHICAGO'S MAMMOTH EXPOSITION
OPEN 70 THE WORLD,

President Cleveland Delivers the Opening
Oration and Then Sets in Motion the
Milesjot Shafting and the Labyrinth of
Machisery—A Notable Procession-—
™h ds of Enthusiastic Sightseers.

Cuicaco, May 1.—Grover Cleveland,
President of the United States, surrounded
by the members of his Cabinet, by high
officials of the various States, by a numer-
ous and distinguished representation from
lands across the seas, and by o mighty
throng of American citizéns, to-day pressed
the electric button which set in motion the
miles of shafting, the innumerable engines
and mechanisms and the labyrinth of belt-
ing and gearing, which make up the ma-
chinery of the World’s Columbian Exposi-
tion. At the same moment a national salute
pealed forth from the guns of the Andrew
Johnson, lying off the exposition grounds in
Lake Michigan; seven hundred flags releas-
ed from their stops at a concerted signal
swung loose and streamed out uader the
sky in scarlet, yellow and blue; over in ma-
chinery hail a great roar arose, and the
turrets of thebuilding nodded as the wheels
began to turn. :

-Testing the Transportation Facilities,

Nine o’clock saw every available means of
transportation to the Fair grounds tested to
its full capacity and in “some cases bevond
it. Owing to the small part taken by the
military in the day’s ceremonies there was
marching and counter-marching, and the
streets were left free from the great body
of civilians.

The full course of the province reversed
that judgement. The Supréme Court
confirmed the original judgment of
$9161 against the sheriff with costs

In the case of McArthur v. McDowall,
the appeal was dismissed. This was na
action against Mr. McDowall, M.P, for
Saskatchewan, to ‘recover $3000, the
amount ot a promissory note made by him
for the accommodation of one Joseph
Knowles. Mr. McDowall has been success-
ful in defending the case in every court,
first before Justice McGuire of the North-
west teritories, then before the Supreme
Court of the territories, and now before
Supreme Court of Canada.

The case.of Moore v. Jackson was taken
under the Married Women’s Property Act.
In this case the appeal was allowed, restor-
ing the judgment of the Queen’s Bench
Divisional Court and reversing the judg.
ment of the Court of Appeal. Court then
proceeded to give judgments in several
Quebec cases.

In the case of Toronto v. Gillespie the
appeal was dismissed with costs, Chief Jus-
tice Strong stating that there was no use of
preparing a judgment since the Court of
Appeals covered the case, :

The appeal in the case of Howland v.
Dominion Bank was dismissed with costs,
Chief Justice Strong stating that the rea-
sons given by Justice Osler in the Court of
Appeal covered the ground.

Mr. Marter’s Bill Will Get the Six Monthe’ |

Despite the watery weather that has per-
sistently followed every appearance of the
Marter bill, the Legislative galleries were
fairly filled with its supporters yesterday
afternoon, who went home to’ supper griev-
ing that the measure had received two black
eyes in as many hours. But they came back
again at night'only to sse their protege re-
new the contess and come up from each
round—badly disfigured, but still in the ring.
Although a victory for the Government was
assured from the outset, although from the
first the Opposition were in the position of

the unfortunate cobbler whom the eccentric.

Of course the Government attitude was
doubt as to their jurisdiction, the necessity
for a plebiscite and the informal announce-
ment that such a vote would be taken in six
months from the present session and during
the next municipal elections. The arguments
pro aud con regarding the Marter bill have
already been expeundea fully 1n deputations,
and the Government answers thereto. Noth-
ing startliugly new was said upon the sub-
Ject, stock phrases being largely the cur-
rency.

The Guvernment Amerdments.

In accordance with their new-born method
the Government announced their policy in
two amendments. Mr. Balfour first tonched
of? his little petard, giving the Marter billa
three months’ hoist. Then came the Hon.
Mr. Ross with the Cabinet arsenal bsbind’
him. He blew up the magazine aund ‘comi-
plsted the annihilation of the Marter forces
by moving a resolution whigh in ndditic_n to
killing the matter for six n?nt,bs coptained
the following points: ;

1. That the extent of the Legislature’s power
to enact a prohibitory law is uncertain and
doubttul.

2. That this question of even the limited power
of the province is now pending before the Su-
preme Court. - i

3. That the extent of the Provimcial jurisdic-
tion should first be ascertained by, reference
to the judicial tribunal of last resort.

4. That the law passed befors this was ascer-
tained would militate against the intarests of
temperance and the public, and would result in
the indiscriminate and unlicensed trafic in
liquors.

5. That the House has con(idence that the
Government will without delay take all necessary
and proper steps to secure the judgment of the
said judicial tribunal as to the extent of any of
the jurisdiction of the Provincial Leyislature to
enact a law for the total or partial prohibition of
the liquor trafiic.

6, ’?na House would be prepared to take action
when such decision was reached.

7. The House would not deal with the matter
during the session other than to prepare and
enact all necessary provisions for securing a pro-
vincial plebiscite on prohibition. 4

8. That the bill be read this day six months,

Mr. Marter’s Address,

Mr. Marter spoke for an hour, occasionally
moistening the organ, as Silas Wegg would
say, with the prohibition fluid that filled the

tumbler on his desk. Both sides of the House,
he said, were anxious to see the matter thor-

oughbly discussed, The A:wmz-(kmul
hlg m’kan exception that his bill' did not go
far enough, that it sbould include wholesale
as well as retail traffic. When the bill reach-

ed committee he was prepared to incorporate
any amending clause which would make it
more stringent. He would address himself
to two points, **Is it desirable?” and “Have
we the power?”

evasion of a direct . issue. Other

resolutions of the London Synod, the

Methodist, Baptist and other religious bodies

were quoted by Mr. Marter, who also point-

ed out that a large number of petitions in

the House were for prohibition as well as

for a plebiscite. Many plebiscite petitioners

would have been for his measurs had they

koown that it was coming up. Bince the

submission of the measure temperance bodies

in the County of York had endorsed it.

Mr. Marter then took up the moral aspect
of the case, He contended that 4-5 of all
erime and misery wus due to liquor, and that
drunkenness was on the iucrease. Quoted
copiously from the Police Court committals
for Turonto from "85 to '91, from the report
of jails and prisons for 1892, the Central Prison
records, the testimony of Dr, Clarke, F. 8.
Spence, Judge Green, Dr. E. C. Wise and
other authorities, the prison reform report
and other sources of prohibition argument
and information. The last report mentioned
had recommended the erection of inebriate
asylums. An inconsistency surely for the
Government to create the disease and make
the people pay for its cure. Under the Scott
Act drinking had decreased 50 per cent.
What would result from total prohibition?
The Government Partners im the Liquor

Tratiie,

Mr, Marter quoted from Sir Oliver Mowat,
who nad said that three-quarters of all crime
and misery was due to liquor. Who, his
lengthy experience as a lawyer considered,
should know better;” As long as the
Government  legalized the infamous
traffic they were  partners in the
business. The drink habit was contagious,
Gladstone had said. it was more disastrous
than was famine and pestilence combined.
The Government protected the trout in the
streams, the deer in the woods, everything,
in fact, but the sons and daughters of the
people. The great bulk of liquor was con-
sumed in the bar-room, which his bill would
destroy. ‘Remove these tippling shops, you
remove temptation from your soms,  Yon
destroy the treating systewn, which is the
bane of sociable young fellows,”

Then Mr. Marter spoke to the question,
‘“Have we the power?’ He quoted
the opinions of J. J. McLaren, Q.C.,
Justice Burton and other gentlemen learned
in the law that the province had the right to
deal with the retail wsale, altbough its right
to interfere with importation and manufac-
ture was questionable. The Dominion Al-
liance, too, had several times given a like
op:nion. The law preventad the sale of
liquor for a part of the time, Saturda
nights for instance, and all day Sunday. If
this partial power was possible, so was the
total power.

It would leave the whole
liquor trade without control for two or three
years. The Dominion Government, the
friends of the Opposition, bad emasculated
the Scott Act by the province by tarowing
its enforcement om the province. The
officials of the Government had been
blamed for not enforcing the act.
The wember for Muskoka
Dominion House had said that public
sentiment did not support the officials in
doing so. :

“Why dou’t they enact a prohibitory law

at Ottawa, when they have the power?’
asked Mr. Balfour. “They are afraid to
face it. The Hon Mr. Foster has said that
public sentiment on the matter is doubtful,
and has appointed & commission on whose
advice the Government will aet. Sir Jobn
Thompson has much the same view.” Mr.
Balfour then indulged in &n elabor-
ate comparison between potent Ot-
fawa apd impoteut Ontaric. He quoted
the recommendation of the Minister
-of Education tor the Provives as far back as
1875, when he recommended to the Domin-
ion House a prohibitory law regarding the
importation, mavufacture and sale of in-
toxicating liquor. He compared the vacil-
lating course of the Hon. Mr, Foster, an
avowed temperance champion, at Ottawa
with the straightforward course of the good
Sir Oliver. He praised the frank utter-
ances of the Attorney-General to the tem-
perance deputations and gave a resume of
temperance legislation fronrghe birth of the
present administration to 1883. It bad re-
duced the number of licenses from 6815 in
T7 to 8414 in '92.
The very bodies qitoted by Mr. Marter as
supporting bis measure were the ones who
wanted the Goveramen: to take hold of the
licensing system, which inconsistently enough
the Opposition wanted given back to the
municipalittes, Then Mr. Balfour instanced
the failure and confusion resunitant upon the
MoCarthy Act, local option bylaws, the
Scatt Act in Ontario, the probibitory law in
New Brunswick, whose failure had retarded
temperance half a century, and in other
ways impressed his hearers with the ‘“Festina
lente” policy of the Government. Then he said

new light. The position of affairs is this: In
the spring of 1892 the Railway Act was
amended to meet the case of an electric
Line crossing a steam railway. The conver-
sion of our horse car system into a trolley
line brought the latter under the act and
subjected it to the provision as to improved
gate protection at the railway crossings in
the East End, The electric railway is not
legally entitled to cross the stéam railway
tracks at the Don until it has obtained per-
mission so to do from the Railway Com-
mittee of the Privy Council. Such permis-
sion has nct been applied for, and con-
sequently has not been granted. Hence
the deadlock. The contest, for the present
moment, is reduced to a set-to between the
City and the Toronto Railway Company.

The latter maintains that it purchased
from the city a right of way for an electric
service over all the street car lines in the
city, the Queen-street east line included;
that it has not now such right. in‘ Queen-

street, and that the city . is bound
to provide it. The city, ‘on ' the
other hand, answers that at the
time of the transfer it handed over
to the railway company all the rights it
then possessed in regard to the street rail-
way; that it didn’t giarantee to provide a
right of way for an electric service over the
tracks in the cast, and that the Toronto
Railway Company must provide such right
of way itself. The question in dispute was
not discussed at all at the time of the trans-
fer. There was no law at that time as to
elecric cars crossing steam railways, and
consequently the agreement is silent as to
such a contingency.

It is held therefore the Street Railway
has little logic to justify its contention. It
certainly was not the intention of the city
when it sold the franchise to assume re-
sponsibility for anything comnected with
the operation of the line. The city hand-
ed over the franchise and the plant and the
company undertook to operate it. The
latter in undertaking to operate an electric,
railway undertook all the risks pertaining
to such an enterprise. If it is dangerouns
to operate an electric line they undertook
to be responsible for the danger. We think
the City Solicitor was perfectly justified in
refusing to commit the city to any respon-
sibility in the matter. ~ The Toronto Rail-
way'’s business has been interfered with by
Parliament just the same as any other indi-
vidual’s business is apt to be interfered with
when such interference is demanded in the
public interest. Parliament might take it
into its head to prohibit the use of electric
power by trolley wire as- being dangerous
to the public. We only use the supposition
for argument’s sake, as nothing of the kind
is probable. -~ But if such a supposition be-
came a reality, does the railway company
maintain than the city would be bound to
give the former the right tc use trolley
wires independent of Parliament? The city
certainly committed itselftono such liability.
The traffic on Queen-street east is very
heavy during the spring and summer sea-
son. With a good electricservics the busi-
ness this year would tar exseed that of past
years. The increased revenue from an
electric service over the horse car system
would pay for the extra cost of the more
expensive crossing many times over. It
seems, therefore, to be wise policy on the
part of the Toronto Railway Company
to face the matter at once and have done
with it.

The Man for the Oceasion,

Every emergency brings forward its
great man. Mr. E. 8. Piper is the one in-
dividual who is able and willing to solve
the difficulty connected with the railway
crossings at the Don. Mr. Piper is the
owner of a patent interlocking switch and
signal device, and (with a view to have his
device adopted and tested) he is willing to
erect his apparatus at the two crossings in
the East End at his own expense, and
to rely upon getting payment therefor from
the company which shall finally be adjudg-
ed liable by the Railway Committee at
Ottawa, Mr. Piper is the man for the oc-
cagsion. He alone can raise the blockade.
We hope that Mayor Fleming and the rail-
way companies will let Mr. Piper go ahead
with his work, Give Mr. Piper a free hand
and he will have his apparatas in working
order on May 24.

The éélmnne{lt Solution,

Auy action that may be taken to have
the Queen-street electric service resumed
will ouly bea temporary solution of the
railway question in the East End. In
every step that is made the city should
have in view a final settlement of the mat-
ter. What The World briefly pointed out
the other day seems to be the best solution
of the several points requiring attention
within the next few years. Our proposal
was for the Grand Trunk to keep north of
Gerrard-street until it reaches the Don; to
cross the Don north of that street by a low-
level bridge and to come down the river
under the (errard-street bridge, and under
» new high-level bridge to be erected in
Cing-street. This scheme has the follow-
ag points in its favor: The present Grand
rank bridge at the mouth
he Don would be removed and
n obstruction to future river navi-
ation thus obviated. There would
© no occasion for the building of an
xpensive subway at the easterly railway
rossing.

absence of Mr. Bell. I wish, therefore,
you would inform those attending the meet-
ing, in case some of them may not be ac-
quainted with the situation, precisely what
the position of matters is.

In 1892 the Railway Act was amended
by the provision that no electric railway,
whether constructed under Dominion, pro-
vincial or municipal authority,or otherwise,

This being so, you will of course see that
any ‘electric ' railway company at-
tempting . to. « ‘cross  without
made such application would be so
doing - in- direct contravention of
a_public statute; and in caseof any fatal
accident happening where such application
had not been made, and permission granfed
by the RuilanCommisbee for the cross-
ing, there can be no doubt that every. offi-
cer of the Electric Railway Company who
directed or authorized such breach of the
statute designed for the public safety would
be guilty of manslaughter. TN

And you ‘will observe the Act does not
provide that the steam railway company
may permit the crossing. It is powerless
in the matter, £ }

A street railway company proposing to
run electric ears: across such crossing must
apply to the Railway Committee, which
committee will théen make such provision
for the public safety as the case calls for.
It is not 1n the power theréfore at all of the
steam railway company and the electric
railway company to agree to any such
crossing, - becanse they might agree toa
crossing without proper care being taken
for the public saféty, and such triendly ar-
rmgement. might cost many lives. And if
to-day the GLT.R. were to consent to
& crossin it would in no sgense
relieve . the  Street Railway 'Company
from the consequences of the breach of the
statute, and the Railway Committee would
be compelled to enforce ‘the provisions of
the statute, if statute law is to be of any
effect.

This being the situation when in Novem-
ber last the Street Railway Company, in
stringing their wires, etc., trespassed upon
the G.T.R. and even cut gates, All that
Mr. Bell did was to write a letter pointing
out to the company the effect of what they
were doing, and drawing their attention to
the statute, and telling them they should
make application to the Railway Com.
mittee. The G..T. R. were most
willing w0  accommodate in any
way - they could, so long as ithe
Railway Committée perinitted the crossing
and gave the necessary directions for the
protection of the public.
ment was forwarded to Mr. Grace, permit-
ting the Street Railway Company to go
upon the lands of the G.T.R. to execute
any works necessary for the crossing so
that they might not be delayed, and might
conform with the requirements, as required
by Mr. Schreiber, the Government engineer,
acting for the Railway Committee,

Owing to the dispute between the city
authorities and the street railway authori-
ties, these offers have been overlooked or
treated with neglect.  The street railway
claim,as I understand,that the city is bound
to make the application. The city contends

that as the Street Railway Company intro-

duced the electric service, and therefore
camé within the statute of 1892, . they
and not the city are bound to make appli-
eation,

The whole delay and gublic inconvenience
have arisen simply because these two
authorities would not settle this question
as between themselves, and although the
law of the land expressly provides that if
they desire to cross they must .in the in-
terest of the public safety first obtain the
sauction of the Railway Committee, they
bave failed to make the necessary applica-
tion.

It was not the G.T.R. that stopped the
crossing of their track by the Street Rail-
way Company, but the Railway Commuttee
of the Privy Council, upon their attention
being called to the violation ot the statute,
called the parties before them, and Mr.
Grace, representing the Street Railway
Company, at once conceded that crossin g
by an electric car was illegal and in con-
tempt of the statute; but nevertheless re-
fused to make the application for the neces-
sary leave, claiming the city was the proper
party to.do so.

As a matter of fact, a horrible catastrophe
nearly happened during the day or two the
electric cars were running. The plug bav-
ing burnt out, the car sgopped right on the
track of the G.T.R., and but for the fact
that the engine driver of the approaching
train was signalled in time to stop his
engine within a foot of the -electric
car ladened with passengers, the resuit
would have been that the violation of the
statute would have cost many valuable
lives.

The writer of The World article can
therefore see that, if the G.T.R. and the
C.P.R. consented to electric cars crossing
either of their tracks it would be of no
avail,

The G.T.R. authorities have always been
and are now willing to allow either the city
or Lhd street railway authorities to enter
uponitheir lands and execate the works
which the Railway Committee have hereto-.
fore ordered in all such cases.

I hope you will see that the real attitude
of the G.T.R. in this controversy is - ex-
plained; so that every person interested
may understand that not only has no ob-
stacle been placed by them in-the way of
electrical service in~ the East End of the
city, but that they have by every means in
their power endeavored to facilitate the
crossing of their track by the Street Rail-
way Company in a lawful manner, and that

In conclusion the Engineer says:

While there are aiso other highly deserv-
ing employes in the department, who are by
1o means overpaid, I regret that the present
does not seem an opportune time to recom-
mend further advances,

Regardiog decreases, I may say that my
effort has been to reduce the number of em-
ployes rather than to reduce wages.

I believe the ouly right policy is to pay
every competent man a fair or even aliberal
remuneration, so long as he performs his
duties faithfuily; and to dispense with the
servicesof any who .can be convenieatly
spared without impairing the efficiency of
the department. .

Since I have had charge of the Works De-
partment I have dispensed with the services
of a number of employes whom I did not
think were actually needed, and latterly,
since the amalgamation of the Works and
Waterworks Department, the reduction in
the staff has been considerable, coosisting of
the following, viz: One private drain inspec-
tor, two assistantsin the Roadway Depart-
ment and five handsat the main pumping
station. Previous to the amalgamation one
clerk in the gemeral office was dispensed
with. Imay say that I expect in a short
time to effect further reductions by dispens-
ing with another assistant in the roadway
office, and one or perhaps two assistants in
the surveyor’s branch of the debartment.

Ald. Burus averted what would have pro-
