Forest, Ont., Aug. 21.—To-day, while 
threshing was iu progress on the farm 
of William Hayward, in Plympton Town­
ship, the cylinder shaft broke aud caused 
a friction which set fire to the straw. 
In an instant the interior of the barn 
was a mass of flames. Three men were 
at work in the mow, vie., Neil. McPhe- 
dran, Stephen Searle and William Greer, 
and their escape was cut off by the roar­
ing flames, which filled the manhole to 
the mow. McPhedran jumped through 
the fire and escaped alive, haviug his 
hair, whiskers and shirt burned off. In 
a short time the baru was a smoulder­
ing ruin, and the charred trunks of Searle 
aud Greer were dug out of the still 
blaring embers. Their heads, arms and-' 
legs were completely burned off, and the 
only means of identification was Greer’s 1 
brace buckle. Searle leaves a wife and 
seven children, and Greer a wife and three 
children. Both were highly respectable 
farmers. The double funeral takes place 
to-morrow to Wyoming.

Commis-Strikethe Neglect to Shorten Sail for a Foreseens A Wo mam Married to Her Uncle Found In 
Central Park, Few Fork, With a Form­
er Lover-Bolls Had Written letter. 
Stating That the Deed» Were Commit­
ted With Clear Mind».

New York, Ang. 21.—Inline de Marcns, 
aged SO, of this city and Juliette Four­
nier, aged 20, of Brooklyn, committed 
enicide by agreement in Central Park 
last night. Marcus had a bullet wound 
through the centre of hie forehead. He 
was lying prostrate across the woman, 
who was shot directly in the centre of 
the breast Marcus held a revolver in 
his hand. Two of the chambers were 
empty and three were still loaded. The 
blood from the man's head had run down 
and stained the face and clothes of the 
woman.

A letter in French, written by the dead 
woman to her father dated Aug. 20, 
1894, reads: Dear papa: I make bold to 
give you this letter once more because 
it is the last time you will hear from 
me. When this reaches you I will be 
dead. I die happy. It’s no one’s fault. 
Forgive me the misery I have caused 
you, also the last Mow. Your little daugh­
ter who loves you. Juliette Fournier. 
A precisely eimildr letter to the above 
was written by the suicide to his mother, 
dated Brooklyn. Aug. 20, 1894.

A letter addressed to the authorities of 
the city of New York, which was evident­
ly written by De Mg reus and was signed 
by both, read as follows: ‘We die in 
perfect health and with clear minds. We 
die for love, and happy. We wish that 
no autopsies be held over us, as it is our 
last request that no knife be put on our 
body and that both of us be buried in 
one grave, if possible. We are both free 
thinkers and don’t care which cmnetery 
we will be interred in. I wish that my 
beloved parents will favor me with my 
last request and bnry Juliette aud my­
self in one grave. I die for her and she 
dies for me. We don’t wish to be parted 
dead or alive. We beg all and from all 
forgiveness and are as happy as ever. 
(Signed) Julius de Marcus, Juliette Four­
nier.

Two newspaper clippings were found on 
the dead man’s person. They were dated 
April 14, 1864, and related to a pro­
posed attempt of Julius Marcus to tra­
vel around the globe. He was to under­
take the trip for a wager, starting 
from New York penniless and returning 
with $500 in his pocket. Robert Inger- 
soll’s lecture on "Suicide not a Sin” was 
found in a pocket. _

The girl, it was learned this afternoon, 
was Mrs. Juliette Fournier of Williams­
burg. She was 17 years old and was 
married to her uncle, who is 40, ten 
months ago. She told her neighbors she 
was unhappy with her husband because 
of the disparity in their ages.

Recently De Marcus came from Utica, 
where he acted as an insurance agent. 
They had been lovers before Mrs. Four­
nier’s marriage. Yesterday Mrs. Four­
nier left her home and did not return 
last night. When her husband was in­
formed this morning of her death, he be­
came frantic and requested that 
one kill him. “it* can’t be that Julia 
has deceived me,” he moaned. He is 
being watched so as to prevent him do­
ing violence to himself.

b fall report to be made on the system 
of paternalism practised by its million­
aire owner, and, if necessary, that a 
report be made censuring Mr. Pullman 
and his methods. Only one side of the 
question has been heard so far, and 
representatives of the railway have yet 
manifested the desire to give testimony 
before the commission.

Thomas W. Heathcote, chairman of the 
Pullman strike committee declared that 
the Pullman employes had no other al­
ternative but to strike.

Rev. M. H. Wickmanu, the Swedish min­
ister at Pullman, told of the reduction 
of his parishioners’ wages. He said the 
Swedish laborers at Pullman were, maue 
to pay more rent at Pullman than at 
Roseland or other places in the neigh­
borhood.

“Why then,” asked Chairman Wright, 
“do the mea not live in Roseland or vici­
nity?”

“They are commanded to live in Pull­
man on pain of dismissal. Even where 
men own homes outside of Pullman, if 
work becomes slack these men are the 
first laid off.”

Mr. Wickmanu told of the case of an 
employe who was injured in the Pull­
man shops and obliged to stay at the 
hospital for nine weeks. During this 
time, the company charged him rent for 
hie house in Pullman, refused to pay him 
any damages and cut down hie wages 
when he returned from the hospital, be­
cause his Injury prevented him from do­
ing as much work as formerly.

Several reporters testified that the 
rioting crowd was composed of roughs 
and not of railroad men.
- Chief Deputy Marshal Donnelly testi­
fied that he had about 4000 deputies un­
der him during the strike. He acknow­
ledged that some of his men were inef­
ficient, but denied that as a whole they 
were as worthless a body as represented 
by the reporters. He did not recognize 
any strikers among those whom he saw 
commit violence.

The commission adjourned until to­
morrow.

A Husband Returning Front Vacation

Pittsburg, Pa., Aug. 21.—Two weeks 
ago Thomas Harper ol Esplenhorough 
left his wife and two children, aged 4 
and 2 years, in their comfortable home 
to spend hie vacation at Mount Clemens 
Springs. His wife, intending to visit her 
mother in Pittsburg, had told her neigh­
bors on Thursday that she would leave 
early Friday morning.

Last night Mr. Harper returned home. 
The house was found locked and Harper 
came to Pittsburg. His wife had not 
visited her mother’s home. Supposing she 
was at his father’s, Harper remained all 
night. Early this morning he visited his 
father’s house and was again disappoint­
ed. Harper returned to Eeplen, and with 
hie father forced an entrance to his 
house. The house was filled with a ter­
rible stench. Upon reaching the family 
sleeping room, Harper was horrified to 
discover, lying upou the bed, the bloated, 
decomposed body of his wife. The eyes 
were bulging fromtheir sockets and the 
face was distorted ae if she had died in 
great pain. The bedding and her cloth­
ing were saturated withblood.

Lying upon the bed with their faces 
smeared with blood and in the arms 
of the mother, the two children were 
sleeping. The latner almost fainted at 
the horrible sight, but 
children from the bed. 
to the house of a neighbor. The child­
ren had been without food since Thurs­
day and-were in a starving condition. 
Their eyes were sunken and hollow, and 
they were reduced to skeletons. In their 
blood-clotted hair were thousands of 
maggots.

A physician said their condition was 
very serious. He feared that having been 
so long in the room with the body their 
blood had become poisoned.

Harper who is well-to-do, is over­
whelmed with grief. The cause of Mrs. 
Harper’s death is unknown.

A College-street locksmith Deserted By 
His Better Half.

A Kingston despatch says: For two or 
three days past a Russian Jew, hailing 
from Toronto, has been in the city en­
deavoring to find his wife in order to 
recover possession of his child. The name 
of the anxious husband and father is 
Paul Lapatuikoft, a locksmith at 551 
College-street. It appears that Mrs. Lap- 
atnikoff and her child came here about 
two months ago on a visit to friends. 
The husband heard that his wife did not 
intend to return to him, so he wrote ask­
ing her to come back to Toronto. Mrs 
Lapatnikoff however, had other ideas and 
she wrote to her husband stating that 
she intended to go to New York or else 
back to Russia. Lapatnikoff immediately 
started for Kingston. A search warrant 
for the child’s clothing was secured and 
the boose where Mrs. Lapatnikoff was 
supposed to be staying was searched on 
Saturday evening last, but the bird had 
flown. Another house was to have been 
visited yesterday but in the meantime 
the runaway wife secured a ticket for 
New York and left the city, taking the 
child with her.

The death occurred yesterday at 436 
Jarvis-street, of Sir James Lukin Rob­
inson, baronet, in the 77th year of his 
age. L-

Sir James Lukin Robinson, Bart., was 
born in “ Beverley House,” the Robi 
homestead, at yfohn and Queen-streets, in 
1817. He was the oldest son of the late 
Sir John Beverley Robinson, from whom 
he inherited his title and baronetcy.

He) was educated at Upper Canada Col­
lege, as were all of his brothers, there 
being no universities in those days. Sir 
James was afterwards admitted to the 
bar, and served under Sir Nicholas Tyn­
dall, as clerk in Lincoln’s Inn, London, 
Eng. After three years’ residence in Eng­
land he returned to Toronto, rnakiqg hie 
home here and again practising his pro­
fession. Being a great friend of the late 
Sandfield Macdonald the latter se­
cured for him the position of Registrar 
of Court of Probate in Osgoode Hall, 
which he retained till death.

Sir James was a deeply religious man, 
being a devout member of the sect 
known as the Plymouth Brethren, and 
was most charitable. From 1851 to 
1857, during the real estate boom In 
Toronto, he built a large number of 
buildings. Prominent among his enter­
prises in this direction was the hotel 
which bears his name—Robinson House. 
He never took any part in politics, but 
was, in his younger days, a clever crick­
eter. He was the first secretary of the 
Toronto Cricket Club.

Sir James leaves one son, who succeeds 
him as baronet, and two daughters, 
one of trhom is married. He was a 
brother ol Hon. John Beverley Robin­
son, Q.C., and also a brother of Charles 
Robinson, now commandant of the troops 
in the Mauritius. One sister survives 
him—Mrs. James Strachan, who occupies 
the homestead at Queen-John-streets.

The'- funeral will be from his late home, 
486 Jarvis-street, and will be private.

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Japan Vindicated In the Row-Shung 

Affair.
Washington, Aug. 21.—The House ad- 

Legation has received a telegram, stat­
ing that it has been reported in Tokyo, 
on reliable authority, that the finding 
of the British Naval Court of Inquiry, 
which was held at Shanghai to investi­
gate the facts of the sinking of the Brit­
ish steamer Kow-Shung, when acting as 
a transport for Chinese troops to Corea, 
by the Japanese cruiser Nauiua-Kan, is 
favorable to Japan. It is also reported 
that the British admiral has officially 
stated to his Government that he con­
siders the sinking of the Kow-Shung 
under the circumstances as equivalent 
to the sinking of a Chinese vessel, * and 
that he has consequently advised the 
British Government to make no claim.

The, only reference made to the depart­
ure/ of D. G. Stephenson vîtes by Mr. John 
Richardson, who regretted the circum­
stance that made the election of a reeve 
necessary. He further stated that there 
was a widespread feeling that the finan­
cial affairs of the village have not been 
conducted as they should have been. He 
assured the ratepayers that if elected an 
itemized statement of the accounts of the 
village would be presented at the pro­
per time as provided by the statutes.

Mr. Dudley was given a good recep­
tion, and apparently had many friends 
in the audience.

Both admitted that this opin­
ion was based upon statements made by 
Mr. Cleveland before leaving Washington, 
and not upon any information from Gray 
Gables. So far as can be learned the 
President has not written t6 any of his 
Cabinet since his departure. In the ab­
sence of official advices 
President’s intentions, this opinion of the 
members of the Cabinet furnishes the 
only indication of how Mr. Cleveland felt 
on the subject before going away. He 
has recovered from his malarial attack 
since then, and he may have decided on 
an entirely different program. If the 
President has decided to allow the bill 
to be engrafted on the statute book with­
out his approval the Government will 
lose in revenue between now and Mon­
day next not less than $8,000,000 for 
whisky receipts alone. The loss to-day 
approximated $800,000. In the meantime 

*the Sugar Trust is also reaping a rich 
harvest. If the President signed the bill 
it would go into effect at once.

The 10 days will expire at 1.15 o’clock 
on next Monday, and Secretary Car­
lisle, in his instructions to the customs 
collectors, states that the present law 
will remain in force up to that hour 
and minute.

Chairman Wilson of the Ways and 
Means Committee said to-day that in 
his opinion the bill would probably be­
come a law without the President's sig­
nature.

Bichard Davey, 92 Elm-street, purch­
ased a box of the pills for his wife, who 
was subject to female weakness, brought 
on by neuralgia..

Arthur Thompson said he went to Ha­
zelton’s store on the morning of Aug. 13, 
and told Hazelton he wanted something 
which would procure an abortion on his 
wife. Hazelton told him he would guar­
antee the pills to procure an abortion 
on any woman from one to five months.
Thompson doubted their efficacy and Ha­
zelton fissured him that some women were 
careless and that was the 
pills did not do their work, 
then recommended him to go to Davey 
and enquire how ,the pills had worked on 
his wife. He did so, and Davey told him 
they were ail right and would do what 
was advertised, as his wife had tried 
them and found them successful.

Hazelton’s counsel drew the attention 
of the Magistrate to the fact that the 
witnesses for the Crown had been paid 

-> go to Mr. Hazelton and ask for these 
pills, that the evidence thus procured 
might be used against his client. The 
Magistrate did not think the objection 
a serious one, and fined the defendant

it is impossible to protect agriculture by 
the tariff, because agriculture produces 
a surplus for export, and protection is 
of no avail in regard to any product that 
has a surplus for export. The price of 
wheat, for instance, all over the world 
is governed by the price of that article 
ih the Liverpool market. In a country 
like the United States, where there is al- 
•wteye a surplus of wheat for export, no 
tariff wall in wheat, however high, could 
raise its price within the United States. 
As the staple agricultural products of 
the United States, wheat, cotton, corn, 
etc., cannot be protected in the regular 
way, Mr. Lubin proposes another form of 
protection. He proposes that the Govern­
ment of the United Stats should reduce 
the cost of transporting the staple agri­
cultural products from American sea­
ports to foreign seaports, 
hie theory the author says :

The enhancement in the price of staple 
agricultural products in the United 
States would tend to compensate the 
producer for the cost he is now put to 
in paying for the protection of manu- 

It would be a protection to 
staple agricultural products in the only 
way in which au export can be protected.

How a reduction in cost of transporta­
tion from American seaports to foreign 
seaports can advance the price of pro­
ducts in the United States may be clearly 
shown by the following illustration :

Taking the wheat crop of 1892 as an 
example, we find that the total pro­
duction in the United States was 611,- 
780.U00 bushels. Of this there was ex­
ported 255,665,812 bushels, leaving for 

consumption 886,114,188 bushels.
On a reduction of 1 cent a bushel on 

cost of transportation the outlay by the 
Government would have been $2,556,- 
658.12, and the producers tvould have re­
ceived iu enhanced value $6,117.800. On 

reduction ot 5 cents a bushel on cost 
of transportation the expense to 
Government would have been $11,283,- 
290.60. The producers would have re­
ceived in enhanced value $30,689,000.

Were it deemed necessary examples 
could be given of other agricultural 
staples.

The pamphlet produces abundant evi­
dence to account for the present low 
price of wheat. According to statistics 
furnished by The Minneapolis Tribune 
Great Britain imported in the first three 
mouths of 1894 nine million bushels of 
wheat from the United States and twelve 
millions from other countries. During 
the same period of 1893 the figures for 
the United States were sixteen millions 
and for the other wheat-growing coun­
tries five millions. The present low 
prices of wheat obtain because of in­
creasing competition with Chili, Argen­
tina, British India and Russia. The gene­
ral impression seems to be that 
tendency of the price of wheat is rather 
downward than upward. The American 
farmer most expect to make his profit 
i wheat, not from increased prices, but 
from economy in production and trans­
portation. Cheaper agricultural im­
plements have already reduced the cost 
ot production, and wet may look forward 
to still further economy in this direc­
tion. The question of transportation is 
an equally important one for the farm­
er.
