§6<ttg. Fruit Notes from Nova Scotia.

BV PROP. K. B. PA VILLE.
Year by year most wonderful develop, 

mentsof the great fruit belt of Nova .Sootia, 
known as the “Annapolis Valley,” may be 
observed. This large fruit section extends 
a distance of over a hundred miles in length, 
with thirty milw at ite greatest breadth, 
located between two ranges of mountains, 
which serve as protection from ocean influ­
ences, the winters being mild, with the ther­
mometer seldom below zero. In addition, 
Nova Scotia has great facilities for the mar­
kets of Rnrope, as well as the American 
markets, making the commercial side of the 
question easily solved. Thousands of aoree 
of orchards in bearing may be found. Dur­
ing the put season hundreds of apple^and 
plum trees have been planted in the prov­
ince, not only in this favored portion, hot in 
other equally u favorable localities in other 
countries. The planting of so many trees 
and the extension of the work hu brought 
out different methods of planting, and it is 
of interest to call attention to one of those 
most successful orchards, owned and 
aged by J. W. Bigelow, President of the N. 
8. Fruit Growers’ Association. In carrying 
out this project, President Bigelow hu de­
monstrated to be a profitable success what 
wu supposed to be impracticable, viz., that 
of converting into valuable orchard land the 
rough uplands densely covered with woods 
of hemlock, spruce, etc., planting the orch­
ard trees among the stumps and clearing the 
land while the young trees are growing. The 
plan pursued wu u follows: Fifty acres of 
rough land were purchased at twenty dol­
lars per acre, the land being naturally well 
drained; thirty-five acres were cut off and 
apple trees planted thirty feet apart, with 
plum trees between the rows, removing the 
first season sufficient stumps to plant and 
cultivate about the young trees u far u the 
roots extended, the remainder of the 
being spent in clearing beti 
As soon u possible rows of root crops, in­
cluding beans, were planted, extending the 
rows each year u the trees developed, the 
remainder of the space being utilized for hay 
land, cutting hay at the rate of one and a- 
half tons per acre. Commercial fertilizers 
only have been used, applied lightly, which, 
with the virgin soil, hu proven sufficient for 
the trees and annual crops, bone meal, muri­
ate of potash, and wood uhes being the fer­
tilizers used. By correct estimate, with the 
plantation set oat seven years, the average 
cost per apple tree hu been three dollars, 
with crops grown on the ground between the 
rows sufficient to pay for the plum trees now 
coming into bearing.

The prospecte for the coming 
that the young trees now beginning to bear 
will carry the running expenses. In apples 
the following have been set: 200 Graven- 
stein, 400 Kings, 300 Ribstons, 300 Golden 
Russets, 100 Baldwins, 300 Nonpareils, 300 
Ben Davis. The plums are of two sorts: the 
Lombard and Moore’s Arctic. Among the 
former list will be observed only thou varie­
ties that bring the best prices in the London 
markets. In the latter the early and late 
kinds are to be found which, by experience, 
have proven the sorts for highest market 
prices. All the varieties in the plantation 
are carefully intermixed. The trees are 
carefully sprayed, thoroughly pruned and 
cultivated each year. By the end of ten 
years from time of planting, large dividende 
may be anticipated. There are t housands of 

all along this valley equally u well 
suited, which afford any young Hi>q aw 0p. 
portunity with scarcely any capital, in a few 
years to have a paying investment A num­
ber of fruit growers are profiting by the ex­
perience of Mr. Bigelow, and several plan­
tations upon the same plan are doing nicely. 
Where but little capital is at hand, a 
her have grown small fruits between the 
trees, more upon the plan of intensive fruit 
culture, thus bringing in revenue almost at 
once. One of the methods is as follows:— 

Plum trees are planted fifteen feet apart, 
with gooseberries and currants 5 feet apart. 
The partial shadows afforded by the grow- 

( Ing trees are beneficial to the fruits. In all 
instances strong fertilizing of the soil is prac­
tised, which is of great importance, and the 
knowledge of the application of commercial 
fertilizers judiciously is one sought for by 
the Nova Scotia fruit growers. A number 
of companies have been formed of capitaliste 
who are setting out large plantations of trees 
on speculation. Two of the largest are the 
“ Wolf ville Land Improvement Company,”

■ and “ Yarmouth Orchard Company.” Cran­
berries have not been lost sight of, there be­
ing large tracts of cranberry bog land suited 
for the production of immense crops. Over 
300 acres of cranberry bog has been prepared 
in the Valley during the last five years, and 
a large number of bogs will be set this sea­
son. There is not a county in the province 
but what bog land may be found. In 
ly every instance sand pockets may be found 
upon the edges or in the bogs, in quantities 
sufficient for sanding. These bogs have been 
known to bear as high as 100 barrels to the 
acre, and in the rough may be purchased from 
five to ten dollars per acre. The fruit crop 
as a whole in Nova Scotia promises to be the 
largest ever known.

J. ANDREW COLEMAN, M.D.
The death of Dr. J. A. Coleman occurred 

at his residence, Granville Ferry, on Satur­
day evening at six o’clock, and notwith­
standing the fact that it had been daily ex­
pected for several weeks past, it nevertheless 
cast a deep gloom over the town in which he 
had practised his profession for the last 
seventeen years, and was otherwise received 
with deep regret by his many acquaintances 
throughout this and the adjoining counties.

Almost a year ago Dr. Coleman proceeded 
to Halifax to obtain the advice of experts as 
to his declining health, and at their sugges­
tion he went to Boston shortly afterward, 
accompanied by Dr. Sponagle, of Middleton, 
where an operation was performed which for 
the time being afforded temporary relief and 
did much toward prolonging his life; but for 
the past few days a decided change for the 
worse was apparent to his attending physi­
cian, Dr. Smith—who had assumed hie 
practice during his illness,—and on Saturday 
he succumbed to cancer of the stomach. Dr. 
Coleman was born at Lakeville, Kings Co., 
to 1840, and was a son of the tote John R. 
Coleman. In 1868 he graduated at Harvard 
Univerity, and returned to the provinces, in 
different parts of which he practised his pro 
fession, finally settling at Granville Ferry, 
where he remained till the time of his de­
mise. Some ten years ago he was united to 
marriage to Annie, daughter of the tote Wil­
liam Webster, of Kentville, and a sister of 
Barclay and Dr. Henry Webeter, now resid­
ing in that town, who still survives him, as 
does also one little daughter. Dr. Coleman 
was looked upon by the profession to which 
he belonged as a very successful practitioner, 
and the large and lucrative practice he en­
joyed bore evidence that his services were in 
demand among the sick and afflicted. He 
was a prominent Oddfellow and was also a 
member of the Masonic fraternity. The re­
mains were taken to Waterville on Mon­
day’s express train, from which station the 
funeral took place.

Dressing the Hair.

IT SHOULD ALWAYS BK DRESSED TO SUIT 
THE FACE IT SURROUNDS.

A woman should try to make the very best 
of what hair she possesses, and always dress 
it to the best possible advantage. The dress­
ing of a woman’s hair has a great deal to do 
with the charm of her appearance. An un­
tidy, unkempt-looking head will spoil the 
prettiest face, and ruin the general appear­
ance of the most daintily attired maiden.

Hair should always be dressed to suit the 
face that it surrounds, and the color and tex­
ture must also be considered. Many women 
fellow the dictates of fashion without consid­
ering whether it suits them or not. This is 
a great mistake if they would like to look 
attractive. What a woman should aim at is 
to ldok pretty, not to be a walking fashion- 
plate. However, if we are able to combine 
fashion and beoomingness, so much the bet­
ter. Some faces require the hair curled over 
the forehead, others, again, look best with 
it waved smoothly back. The hair should 
not be drawn too tight or be plastered down, 
or too much twisted. If it is strained back 
it looks as if it were being treated as an en­
cumbrance, instead of a^ornament. A cer­
tain amount of freedom must be allowed to 
the hair, not only being right from an artis­
tic point of view, but for the good of the 
hair itself. People with high and prominent 
foreheads should on no account draw the 
hair tightly off the face, or it will have a 
very ugly effect Very small women should 
be careful not to dress the hair in a manner 
which tends to increase the size of the head, 
or it will have the effect of making the head 
loo k too large for the bedy.

A dry shampoo saves the time of the busy 
woman and removes dust aud dandruff al­
most as well as washing.

The hair should be loosened, then every 
inch of the soalp should be gently rubbed 
until all the dust and dandruff are loosened. 
The hair should be parted in different parts 
of the head, and brushed with a rather stiff 
brush until the scalp is clean and the hair 
also. Then it should be rubbed with alco­
hol or some hair tonic and the tangles gent­
ly combed and brushed out.

Flour will clean white hair admirably. 
The head and hair should be thoroughly 
rubbed with the flour and then carefully 
brushed.

To Wash a Piano.

Having been told repeatedly that the best 
way to clean a piano was to wash it with 
soap and water, writes Mary M. Ward, in 
“Good Housekeeping,” I somehow never 
could quite make up my mind to try it after 
ill, for it seemed as though the soapy water 
must surely spoil the brilliant polish in spite 
of all assurances to the contrary. But when 
<>ur beautiful piano began to look dull and 
milky, and I realized that tke time had come 
when something must be done if I would 
have it restored to its pristine splendor, 1 
determined to find out if possible all about 
it, and then to make the experiment reso 
lately if I became convinced that it really 
was the best way.

Accordingly, the first opportunity which 
presented itself was taken to ask the piano 
tuner about it, knowing that he was sent ont 
by one of the oldest and most reliable firms 
in the country.

“ Certainly,” he replied, in a tone so con. 
vincing as to quite diminish doubts. “Just .. 
let me have a dish of tepid, soft water, a 
cake of soap and three pieces of clean, sleazy 
Canton flannel. ”

When I had brought the articles designated 
he at once proceeded to show how it was to 
be done.

“ Take the first piece of cloth and wet it,” 
he said, suiting the action to the word; then 
rub it over the cake of soap and apply it to 
the piano—a small portion of the surface at 
a time. Next wet the eecend piece, and 
with this rub off the soap as thoroughly as 
possible. With the third piece dry the part, 
rubbing it till it shines brightly, and do it 
all as quickly as possible, that the soap may 
not remain too long upon the polished sur­
face.”

I was delighted with the result, and no 
longer felt any hesitation about continuing 
the work that he had begun. If one is very 
sure to get a thin, cheap quality of Canton 
flannel, and is careful to follow directions as 
here given them, success is certain.

Virtues of the Apple.

The apple is such a common fruit that very 
few persons are familiar with its remarkably 
efficacious medicinal properties. Everybody 
ought to know that the very best thing they 
can do is to eat apples just before retiring 
for the night. Persons uninitiated in the 
mysteries of the fruit are liable to throw up 
their hands in horror at the vision of dys­
pepsia which such a suggestion may summon 
up; but no harm can come to even a delicate 
system by the eating of ripe and juicy apples 
just before going to bed.

The apple is excellent brain food, because 
it has more phosphoric acid in easily digest­
ed shape than any other fruits. It excites 
the action of the liver, promotes sound and 
healthy sleep, and thoroughly disinfects the 
mouth. This is not all. The apple helps 
the kidney secretions and prevents calculus 
growths, while it obviates indigestion and is 
one of the best-known preventives of disease 
of the throat. Everybody should be famil­
iar with such knowledge.

—lor salads use a wood spoon and silver 
fork. Keep the ingredients as cold as pos­
sible. Cream or softened butter is a good 
substitute for oil, but should always be add­
ed last. Serve salads in a salad bowl or on 

platter, not in glass, they give it » 
smeared ” appearance.
A mixture of eggs and cheese makes an 

appetizing salad. Cut in thin, even slices 
six hard boiled eggs. Pat a layer-in a salad 
bowl, grate over a thick layer of rather dry 
cheese, then another layer of eggs, alternat­
ing with cheese until .the eggs are used; 
sprinkle the top with a layer of finely chop­
ped cucumber pickles; pour over a mayon­
naise dressing, and cover with cheese. For 
the mayonnaise dressing, beat a raw egg 
with half a teaspoonful of salt, add a tea­
spoonful of mustard mixed to a thick paste 
with vinegar, beat well, add a little at a 
time, half a pint of olive oil or melted but­
ter. If cooked, this dressing keeps well

Serving Fruit

The hollowed-out blocks of ice which are 
used to hold the raw oysters of the dinner 
course now appear as supporters of the fruit 
at luncheon or breakfast

At a recent luncheon one at each end of 
the table held respectively hothouse grapes 
and pears and peaches. They stood in ob­
long shallow tins several sizes longer and 
wider. These tins were painted green and 
hidden in moss, into which ferns were plen­
tifully thrust, producing a beautiful effect of 
crystal embedded in greens.

A more artistic fruit dish could scarcely be 
devised.

Hanover Sandwiches.—Beat together a 
teacupful of soft butter, the yolks of two 
eggs, three tablespoonfuls ef prepared mus­
tard, a teaspoonful of salt and half a tea- 
spoonful of pepper. Spread this mixture on 
thin slices of bread baked in long, not round, 
tins. Place between the layers very finely 
chopped ham and corned beef (equal parts) 
moistened with a little hot water.

Work for Rainy Days.

Farmers should so arrange their business 
that during showers or rainy days there will 
be work in doors for themselves and men. 
There are always plenty of odd jobs that 
should receive our attention, such as putting 
in new floors in place of those badly worn in 
the stables, or perhaps the mangers and feed 
boxes need to be repaired, enlarged or 
changed. The hay rack may need some new 
pieces, or the wagons may need a coat of 
paint. Some of the farm implements may 
require repairing or overhauling, or new 
bolts in certain places. New castings may 
be added where needed.

On reapers and mowers, the sections and 
guards should be always kept in good order.

The oiling places should be well and thor­
oughly cleaned from gum and dirt, and if 
they are not provided with a cap a wooden 
plug can easily be fitted in, and we will then 
be quite certain that in applying oil it will 
lubricate the part intended. To do all this 
a few common tools will be needed and a 
work bench on which to do a great deal of 
work. A large window should be located 
near the bench, preferably, directly in front 
of where the vice is placed, as a vast amount 
of the most difficult work is helped by that 
tool.

Every farmer should have laid away under 
shelter a supply of well seasoned timber suit­
able for whiffietrees, and other parts of im 
piements liable to break or wear out, for it 
does not pay to run to the shop to get anew 
whiffletree made every time one is broken. 
The bill at the shop in one year would en 
able one to purchase all the tools necessary 
to do the work at home besides it Will save 
many hours and perhaps days of valuable 
time. The feeling of independence and the 
discipline the working with tools will give 
is a very important consideration. If you 
have sons let them work with tools, show 
them how to use and properly care for them 
thus making farm life pleasant and useful.

Getting Rid of Stumps.

We take the following from Hardwood : 
“ It often occurs in logging operations and 
in laying out lumber yards that troublesome 
stumps have to be removed, often at the ex 
pense of a good deal of time and money. 
To dig and chop them out is a tedious process, 
and to use a stump puller is not always 
practicable, and in any event costly, besides 
leaving large holes to fill and grade over. 
The English and French have commenced 
using a method not only cheap, but exceed 
ingly simple and effective.

“The only appliances necessary are a 
shovel, a little dry kindling and a sheet-iron 
cylinder large enough to slip down over the 
larger stumps, the top cone shaped and ter 
minatiog in a collar in which one or more 
lengths of six or eight-inch common stove­
pipe may be fitted. A hole is dug between 
the roots on one side of the stump and par­
tially under it, large enough to start a fire 
with the kindlings. After the fire is once 
fairly started the iron cylinder is slipped 
over the stump, the stovepipe is added, aud 
the whole arrangement acts as a stove, burn 
ing the stump ont completely.

“ It is said that if the stumps are old and 
anyway dry, and the weather is dry, they 
will burn easily without the cone shaped top 
and stovepipe. It is also claimed that where 
the stumps are green, a half gallon of kero­
sene or crude petroleum poured over the 
stump an hour or so before lighting the fire 
will facilitate matters greatly; but in this 
case the top and pipe do vastly more, making, 
as they will, a strong draught that will burn 
well down into the roots. It is claimed that 
one man with three or four cylinders, large 
and medium, to fit over different sized 
stumps, can do more and better work in a 
day than a dozen men with axes alone.”

Ball Bearings on Wagons.

Thj improvements which have become 
common on bicycles are not to be confined 
to them alone. Carriages are fitted with 
pneumatic tires, and now ball bearings are 
to be pat to practical use in all manner of 
vehicles.

A firm in Connecticut is devoting all its 
time in manufacturing ball bearings for 
wagons of all descriptions. They guarantee 
that a wagon so equipped will run smooth 
er and be > etter in every way and that the 

* bearings will last for twenty years. For $25 
they fit a carriage with ball bearings, while 
placing the same improvements on a heavy 
wagon costs $10 more. Sulkies are fitted 
with bearings for $15. The firm already has 
more orders ahead than it can conveniently 
attend to.

Preserving Fence Posts.

The best thing to do with unseasoned fence- 
posts is to immerse them, specially the lower 
end, for three feet in strong lime water. 
This will be an inexpensive treat that will 
prolong, the life of the posts somewhat. 
Posts should be cut either when the sap is 
all up or all down. If cut in August, the 
logs should be peeled and left to get hard if 
it is desired not to split them in hot weather, 
but perhaps the best time for cuttibg posts 
is in January or February. They should be 
piled cob-house fashion, under shelter if 
possible; if not, in the open where the sun 
and wind can get at them freely. They 
should not be set for a year at least after 
they have been cut and if kept under cover 
they will be better at two years of age than 
at one.

Fattening Turkeys.

Those who have turkeys to fatten can 
make good use of some of their surplus po­
tatoes, for cooked potatoes and cooked corn- 
meal mixed make an excellent fattening 
ration if whole grain is given freely at night 
and plenty of milk at all times. Stuffing 
the turkey for two or three weeks before 
killing is a common practice but during that 
process, and, in fact, during the whole fat­
tening period, charcoal should be provided 
so that it can be eaten at will, and of course 
plenty ot sharp grit to aid digestion, must 
not be omitted, especially while the stuffing 
process is going on.

—There are greater difficulties in maketmg 
fruit successfully than in marketing any other 
farm product. Even the best keeping apples 
will waste enough under ordinary care be­
tween fall and spring to more than offset 
their increased price at the latter season. 
Most farm cellars are too warm to store fruit

The Philadelphia Press says: “ Flying is 
solved. The principle is known. A me­
chanical expedient is all that is now needed 
to make it snooeesful. Practical flight is to­
day not more than five or ten years off.

Vaoom illumination without incandescence 
is already in full operation, and in a year or 
two should cat down the price of light to a 
sixth of its current cost, and in five or ten 
years light in a city may be, like water, 
turned on in every house at will

“ Compressed sir has long been known to 
be the best way, theoretically, to store force 
for use in transportation. There is no waste 
and no deterioration. The need is a cheap 
and efficient motor to apply compressed air 
to city transportation. If this can be done, 
first the trolley poles and wires will 
down, next the horseless, air-compressed 
motor carriage will do all the work of city 
delivery.

“ When these changes come the only use 
for gas will be for cooking—if this is not 
done by electricity. Factories, also, before 
many years, will be ran by transmitted 
electric power. This has begun to be done 
and in five or ten years will be completed, 
and the factory fire and boiler will be a thing 
of the past.

“ The city of the future, and no very dis­
tant future, will have no trolley poles or 
wires and no horses. All movements will be 
on rails by silent air motors or by horseless 
carriages equally silent. All pavements will 
be asphalt. Unlimited light will be as cheap 
as unlimited water is to-day. No coal will 
be delivered at private houses and no ashes 
taken from them. With no horses, no coal 
and no ashes, street dust and dirt will be as 
pure in the city as in the country. Trees 
will have a chance. Houses will be warmed 
and lighted as easily and as cheaply as they 
are now supplied with water.

NOVA SCOTIA Making War on the Cigarette.

The crusade against cigarette smoking in 
the public schools of New York has formally 
begun by the distribution in all the grammar 
schools of copies of the constitution and 
pledges of the Anti-Cigarette League. The 
object of the league is to suppress the amok-, 
ing of cigarettes by all the boys in the public 
schools and by all the other boys in the city. 
It is intended to carry out this reform 
through the boys themselves. There is to 
be a league organized in each grammar school, 
its members signing a pledge to refrain from 
smoking cigarettes till they are 2L 

The organizations are to be governed by 
the boys themselves. The constitution pro­
vides that any member who violates the 
agreement shall be dropped from the rolls 
and shall be required to surrender his button 
or badge to the council of ten, before whom 
he is tried. But any member who has been 
dropped has a chance to reform, and after 
six months’ probation, during which he must 
refrain from smoking cigarettes, he may be 
reinstated, and have his button returned to
