A magic wand seems to have been waved 

over Cape Breton, with surprising results. 
A handful of people have become twenty 
thousand; a stagnant district, which seemed 
without hope, has become a centre of activ­
ity; where the dollars have been painfully 
counted one by one, millions have been peer­
ed out ; an unknown district, which never 
promised anything, has become famous, and 
Sydney is destined to bulk as largely as 
Pittsburg.

Mr. B. T. A. Bell, secretary of the Mining 
Institute, has just returned from a three 
weeks’ trip to Cape Breton and Newfound­
land, having acted as guide, philosopher and 
friend to some two hundred and fifty mem­
bers of the American Iostitule of Mining 
Engineers, who desired to see for them­
selves the work which had been accomplish­
ed through the instrumentality of the Do­
minion Coal Company, and the more recent­
ly formed Dominion Steel & Iron Company, 
of which the great American capitalist and 
promotor, Mr. J. B. Whitney, is the guiding 
and controlling genius.

Mr. Bell, to give even a faint idea of the 
change which has taken place, has recourse 
to superlatives. One must see it for him­
self, he says, for nothing that could be said 
by another would give an adequate idea of 
what has happened. The other day there 
were a few people in Sydney; there are 
twenty thousand of a population to-day. 
Yesterday North Sydney was an insignifi­
cant place containing a few hundred people; 
to day there are twelve thousand. And 
yet the cry is for more labor. Labor is 
scarce, and the managers of the great con­
cerns do not know what to do. The coal 
mines cannot be worked fast enough. There 
is an unceasing hum of activity; there are 
tine vessels in the harbor; there are opera­
tions going on in connection with the Do­
minion Steel k Iron Company which involve 
an expenditure of thirty five million dollars; 
there is one man on the spot who has in­
vested a cool million himself.

The American gentlemen were much im­
pressed with what they saw at Sydney. They 
said that Sydney might become a great ex­
porting centre in the steel and iron trade. 
It might rival Pittsburg. It was better 
situated; it was nearer and mote convenient 
for exporting purposes. Sydney might 
build steel ships; might become the great ex­
porting centre for this continent. And the 
coal, Mr. Bell thought, might go as far as 
Lake Superior yet, and from Lake Superior 
would come iron ore in return. Much of the 
coal at present went to United States, 
although a considerable quantity went to 
Ontario.

The party visited I^wfoundland. Mr. 
Bell thinks the place feaifully slow and 
antiquated, the only signs of life and activity 
being those which Mr. Reid introduced into 
the colony. The latter might ultimately be 
justified in the outlay in connection with the 
railway be built, but Mr. Bell could not see 
where his profit would ever come in. The 
party was chitfly interested, however, in 
the Wabana iron mines, which have been 
sold by the old English company to the 
Nova Scotia Iron and Steel Company for » 
cool million dollars, and which was one of 
the most wonderful things the party had 

in the way of ores. These iron ores are 
found in unlimited quantities about a foot 
and a half from the surface. TftejP 
shipped at the rate of sixty centa/a 
Sydney, which gives a great advantage to 
the new steel and iron industry.

Mr. Bell remarked that the visit of the 
party would be worth more to Canada than 
the exhibit at the Paris exhibition, as each 
man going to hie home after seeing with his 
own eyes the resources of the country, would 
be a constant advertisement for the Domin­
ion. A few specimens of mineral in a glass 
case at an exhibition, which might be hur­
riedly glanced at, accomplished but little, 
but personal observation was of the greatest 
value. The Dominion has mineral resources 
of incalculable value, which were just begin­
ning to be appreciated. The output was 
steadily increasing in value, jumping from 
twenty millions to fifiy millions per annum, 
but this was only the beginning. The change 
wrought in Cape Breton by the introduction 
of capital was simply marvellous, and it 
would well pay prominent newspapers to send 
representatives to the spot to make, ade­
quate record of what had been accomplished.

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Fumigating Fruit Trees.Local and Special News.Local and Special News.Established 1#7S. Ottawa, Sept. 28.—The Hon. Sydney 

Fisher, Minister of Agriculture, has now 
completed all the necessary arrangements 
for the fumigation of fruit trees at the ports 
of entry, where, under the San Jose scale 
amendment act, nursery slock may now be 
imported into Canada. These points cover 
all the important places in Canada where 
fruit trees are brought in from the United 
States and other countries, from which such 
importations were formerly prohibited. 
Superintendents have been appointed and 
fumigating chambers built at S:. John, N. B ,
St. Johns, Que., Niagara Falls and Windsor,
Ont., Winnipeg, and one point in British 
Columbia. The duration this Autumn dur­
ing which the importation of trees will be 
permissable is from Oct. 15 to Dec. 15. It 
is not safe to import before October, and by 
the middle of December all shipments can be 
completed. The treatment of all trees is done 1 '
completely at the government’s expense, and 
although the gas used—hydrocyanic acid 
gas—is intensely poisonous, it can be applied 
by experts, such as the government superin­
tendent, with perfect safety, to the total de­
struction of all insect pests.

Nova Scotia is taking a step in the right 
direction in the establishment of the Mac­
donald Manual Training School in Truro.
Sir William MacDonald has equippe * 
school of this sort in every province of the 
Dominion, and if properly conducted the re­
sults of such a munificent act should be 
very pleasing to educationists.

Not long since one of the Southern city 
councils Withdrew the amount granted to 
colored schools, for the purpose of opening a 
so called Manual Training School instead;

That it is 
possible to do this, and yet leave the brain 
entirely undeveloped is proved every day in 
the scores of skilled yet ignorant workmen
W What we want is not the education of the 
hand alone, or the brain alone, but the hand 
sud the brain. The establishment of such a 
school m this is the agency needed to unite 
the so called “higher education” and labor, 
the philosopher- and the artisan. It will 
elevate and dignify labor, and render 
useful a great deal of the university training 
that hM lain dormant. The boy (and girl, 
too) who is privileged to attend a properly 
managed Manual Training School, will not 
grow up to look upon the laborer with 
tempt, or attach undue importance to the 
“isfca” and “isms" in this work a-day world 
of ours. He will have a much better idea 
of the distribution of labor, and will respect 
the workman for his work.

SALISBURY’S STAND
New York, Sept. 27 -1 have strong 

reasons for believing that both the Berlin 
and the London press have been misinform­
ed says the Tribune’s Loudon correspondent, 
and that Lord Salisbury will not support the 
German demand that certain leaders of the 
anti foreign movement in China, to be 
designated by the Powers, shall be sur­
rendered or punished before negotiations 

entered into for permanent peace. He 
has remained in the background, brooding 
in silence over the whole subject, and will 
deliver his answer after all the other powers 
have expressed their views. I do not be­
lieve that he will use phrases identical with 
those employed at Washington, but I am 
convinced that hie position will not be far 
removed from that of the State department, 
with the single exception that there will 
not be any intimations that British troops 
will be withdrawn from China.

Philadelphia, Sept. 30—An offer of an in- 
of ten per cent in miners' wages was 

today inaugurated by the Philadelphia & 
Reading Coal and Iron,Co., and this move, 
ii is stated, will be followed on Tuesday by 
similar notices at every colliery in the 
anthracite region.

It is expected by the operators that this 
increase in wages will be satisfactory to the 
men, and they believe many of the strikers 
will take advantage of the offer and return 
to work. Mining operations will, in this 
event, be given an impetus and the operators 
expect there wilt then be a gradual resump­
tion until the collieries will again have their 
full complement of employes.

The Philadelphia & Reading Co. operates 
39 collieries. Of these 27 have been shut 
down owing to insufficient working force.

Whether the miners will accept the proffer 
offer of the company and return in sufficient 
numbers to operate the mines cannot be fore­
told. Reports received from several points 
in the Schuylkill region where the Reading 
collieries arc located rather indicate that the 
mine workers will follow the instructions of 
their organizations' officials and remain away 
from the mines.

The transportation system, which is a 

large concern in itself, is in full operation so 
f^r as the condition of the works will allow. 
Four steamers will be employed, all under 
charter. Two of these vessels are now carry­
ing ore from the mines at Bell Island. Fif­
teen thousand tons have already been landed 
at Sydney, and piled up close to the furnaces 
ready for the opening blast.

Seven locomotives and 300 cars are con­
stantly employed on the construction work, 
transferring materials from ships and rail­
way yards to the various points where con­
struction it in progress. One locomotive is 
employed on operation work, and when the 
plant is completed ten locomotives will prob­
ably be constantly employed.

In addition, eighty horses and carte are 
also kept at work in hauling and transferring 
the lighter materials.

One large wharf has been built just south 
of International Pier. This is Pier Ne. 1. 
Another large dock and pier, known as No. 
2, for the receipt of ore, is also in course of 
construction, and will be completed in sixty 
days or sooner.

The company has also built a large num­
ber of hotels and lodging houses, which in 
the vernacular of Muggah’s Creek are called 
“shacks." They are rough-looking, but are 
clean and comfortable. They comprise sleep­
ing rooms, dining rooms, hospitals and read­
ing rooms—the Whole built at a cost of prob­
ably forty or fifty thousand dollars.

These shacks are the homes of an army of 
laborers, who probably make up the most 
cosmopolitan village in Nova Scotia.

The company is also building thirty houses 
and a hospital, which will be completed by 
the end of the year.

The works will have a complete water and 
sewerage system, which is already near com­
pletion. The water supply will be obtained 
from Sydney River, five miles up the stream, 
where a dam is being constructed, which will 
be capable of supplying three million gal­
lons of fresh water a day. The whole length 
of the water mains will be eight miles.

The grounds and works are lighted by 
electricity, and when the whole plant is in 
operation electricity will be employed for 
lighting, traction and hoisting purposes to a 
larger extent than in any private enterprise 
in the Dominion.”

RUSSIAN OBJ BUT APPARENTLY IS TO SWAL 

LOW THE NORTH OF CHINA.
New York. Sept. 27.—A special press des­

patch dated Shanghai, Sept. 26, says :
The situation in China is now more serious 

than ever before for those who are interested 
in preserving the integrity of tlm Empire.

The Chinese Government is in' the power 
of Boxer leaders who are not likely to sub 
mit to the Dowager Empress propositions 
unfavorable to them.

The friendly viceroys of the south 
still loyal to the throne, and any foreign 
aggressions in southern China will precipi­
tate an armed uprising.

Already the Governor of Nganwhei prov­
ince has addressed a memorial to the Dowa­
ger Empress, declaring that his signature to 
the viceroy's agreement with the foreign 
consuls in Shanghai was forged.

There is danger that the friendly viceroys 
will be replaced. Shen, the friendly taotai 
of Shanghai, has been ordered north, and 
that practically means his death.

Russia is holding all the forts and strategi­
cal points from Taku to Pekin. Her pos­
session of the railway shows by the perman" 
ent arrangements which her officers are mak­
ing that she intends to swallow the north of 
China. No one here believes that] Russia 
will ever move out except under overwhelm­
ing pressure from other powers.

Germany’s assurance that she does not 
desire territory in China if the latter be 
able to pay an indemnity is misleading. Her 
demand for the punishment of the leaders of 
the B >xers as a condition precedent to peace 
negotiations means continued war and per 
haps the complete disruption of the Chinese 
government.

WITHDRAWAL OK TÉOOP9 FROM PEKIN.
Pekin, Sept. 25, via Taku, 28, via Shang­

hai, Sept. 30.—At the conference of generals 
to-day the Russian Commander Gen. Line- 
vitch announced the immediate withdrawal 
from Pekin of the bulk of the Russian troops 
and the Legation. He will leave on Thurs­
day, Sept. 27, and the legislation will follow 
on Saturday. There will remain a mixed 
force of about 2,000 to resent Russia.

Tien Tain, Sept. 26, via Shanghai, Sept. 
30.—Orders from Washington directing the 
withdrawal of the bulk of the American 
troops received this afternoon preparations to 
comply began immediately. General Chnflee 
is here directing the movement, which will 
commence at the earliest moment. It is 
understood that the plan contemplates leav­
ing a regiment of infantry, a squadron of 
cavalry, and a battery of artillery in Pekin 
to protect American interests and that the 
remainder of the troops will proceed to 
Manilla.

The news of the American withdrawal 
created a sensation among the representa­
tives of the other powers here.

NEWS FROM PEKIN.
London, Sept. 28 —The only despatch of 

special interest from China this morning is 
the following from Dr. Morrison to the 
'Times,' dated Pekin, Sept. 21 : —

•The recent punitive expeditions have had 
an excellent effect in increasing security and 
facilitating the entry of supplies; but noth 
ing can be counted as effective until 
Paotingfu has been razed, and the foreigners 
and the refugees at Chengtiog and other 
places known to the generals are reached.

“M. de Giers has addressed a memorial 
to the Empress Dowager, offering her the 
protection of Russia, and requesting her to 
return to Pekin. Forty chief Chinese (ffi 
cials have sent a memorial to the Emperor 
and Empress Dowager, beseeching them to 
return.

The conflicting interests of Russia and 
Great Britain prevent a systematic attempt 
to reconstruct the railway although restora­
tion would be easy.

It turns out that Cheng Yin Huan, whose 
death was recently reported, was executed 
under an Imperial degree at the same time 
with the other pro foreign ministers who 
were executed.’

Bubonic Plague.

Ottawa, Sept. 27.—Dr. Momiztmbert, 
director general of public health, has re­
turned from the west. In an interview to­
day he spoke of the bnbonic pest, aud the 
probability of its invading Canada. He 
states that a good strong defence has been 
made and that Canada will escape. There 
is more danger from the west than from the 
east. There seems but little doubt that 
the disease is in San Francisco in a large 
degree and that the health authorities are 
keeping all news of the calamity quiet.

The disease is confined to the Chinese and 
if it is extended it will be by means of the 
Chinese. No Chinamen can enter Canada 
without meeting an officer of detention and 
now that officer will hold all San Francisco 
Chinamen, or any other Chinese will be held 
until the days of incubation are past. The 
doctor says that arrangements are being 
made so that the quarantine regulations 
while effectively enforced on vessels coming 
from Glasgow will not bear so harshly on 
the vessel owners. Only two freight lines 
run from Glasgow to Montreal. By the time 
that these vessels arrive from Glasgow to 
Montreal the period of incubation is over. 
The vessel will be examined at Glasgow, but 
will not be detained lest there be sick 
on board. The captain will report all cases 
of illness. In this way as great precautions 
will be taken and three days will be saved 
by the vessels.

Denied in Germany.

Berlin, Sept. 27. —The German press and 
foreign office continue to deny that Great 
Britain has rejected Germany’s proposal.

London, Sept. 30.—It is officially an­
nounced that Lord Roberts has been appoint­
ed Commander-in-chief of the British army.

The lack of sociability in places remote 
from towns aad cities is to be deplored, all 
the more because every home in the country 
affords the origin of pleasant, congenial so­
ciability that could be made to grow into pure 
helpful social intercourse that would cause 
the cheap attractions of the town, such as 
greased poles, sack races and the like, to 
be left to the fate they deserve. Our very 
lack of social effort in the country makes 
our young people victims of these cheap 
amusements which the town people arrange 
to attract a crowd, relying upon the ver­
dancy of the country people's taste to fill their 
streets, and incidental!, their pocketbooks, 
and then to laugh at our lack of culture in 
these matters. The farmer's club is a fac­
tor for good, but it cannot be wholly depend­
ed upon to remedy the deficiency. Society 
in the country is in the hands of the ladies 
almost exclusively. Social pleasures mean 
extra work for those already heavily bur­
dened, perhaps, but still it is work that Is a 
recreation, accompanied by pleasant thoughts 
and many benefits, personal and otherwise. 
One who remains upon the farm, and digs 
year in and year out, becomes selfish, morose 
and miserly; his mental capabilities dull, 
and he lacks the poise that contact with hu­
manity In society is sure to engender. God 
gave us a social nature that demands com­
panionship. In society there are often many 
trying difficulties to be met and overcome. 
We must learn to be generous and tolerant 
of the opinions of others. A quick temper 
meets with a wholesome restraint. We are 
taught unselfishness, for the truly polite al­
ways put others before self. These virtues 
may all be promoted in the home, and should 
be but, strange as it may appear, we are 
more successful in these attempts in the 
larger sphere which society opens to us, and 
there we form habits which are carried back 
to the home circle. We are always at our 
best in society, and there is no place where 
society may be purer and more wholesome 
than in the country. Generally greater 
morality prevails, with fewer temptations 
than elsewhere. Why not then plan harm­
less social diversions that tend a little toward 
the instructive (not enough to become irk­
some but to sharpen wits and give savor to 
the occasion) in every neighborhood! A 
child has a social nature not satisfied with 
that found in grown up society. Give them 
little parties with companionship of their 
own age. Sow t^e seeds o’f unselfishness 
early by teaching/them to look after the 
welfare and pleasure of their guests. Good 
society will do more towards keeping the 
young people on the farm than is generally 
supposed.

A Glimpse of the Japanese.

Mrs. Hugh Fraser, the author, widow of 
an English diplomat and sister ef Marlon 
Crawford, says of her life in Japan, to which 
her husband was Minister from Great Brit­
tain :

The absence of snobbishness and kindred 
vices In Japan impresses itself very clearly 
upon one. There are two characteristics of 
the Japanese which stand out very boldly. 
Home life is a paramount, and the pos­
session of money is but lightly regarded. 
Anyone who would pretend to be richer 
than he is would b® calmly avoided as a 
fool. Money is not spoken of, the absence 
of it is not apologized for. A person liv­
ing in a poor way gives a guest all he has 
to offer, and is not humiliated at having to 
show his poverty. The rich man does not 
overwhelm you with hie riches; he shows 
you one beautiful object from his collection 
at a time in an empty room, only beauti­
ful through its perfect proportions, color­
ing and cleanliness. These people travel 
through life so lightly weighted, their re­
quirements are so few in the material order 
that they seem as independent as the swal­
lows, and fly where we, weighted down by 
the commissariat for our artificial wants, 
can only creep. But they hold invisible 
things very precious; honor and self-respect, 
the love of their children, the harmony of 
the family, the privileges of patriotism, the 
commonwealth of learning—these are the 
things for which they will sacrifice much.

BAKED SWEET APPLE PIE.

Wipe and core the apples and bake them 
until tender. Cut them in small pieces and 
remove all the tough skin and any hard 
pieces. Spread them on a crust which has 
been baked for the purpose, cover with 
thick ertam, lay on the upper crust, and 
sprinkle powdered sugar over the top. To 
make the cruet, roll out rich pastry very 
thin, line the plate, sprinkle lightly with 
flour, then cover with another thin crust, 
and bake them till a delicate brown. Re­
move the upper crust and cover the lower 
one with the prepared apples.

CHOCOLATE PIE.

Melt one Equareof chocolatewith two table­
spoonfuls of water and two of sugar and stir 
constantfy until thick and smooth. Add 
gradually half a cup of hot water and one 
cup of milk. Melt in it one heaping table­
spoonful of butter and half a cup of sugar, 
add half a cup of cracker crumbs, the beat­
en yolka of three eggs and one tablespoon­
ful vanilla. Line a plate w ith paste, put on 
two rims and till with this u ixture.

What is the effect of exercise on egg pro­
duction? The results for three years in 
favor of feeding grain in a box averaged 1474 
eggs a fowl a year for three years. A like 
pen having the grain fed in a litter of straw 
averaged 132 eggs. During the first year 
as pullets the results were in favor of the 
exercise, the pen fed in a box averaging 158 
eggs a fowl, against 182 eggs for the pen fed 
in the straw.

The three years’ results from Leghorn 
pullets show an average of 162 eggs a fowl a 
year at a food cost of 4 6 cents a dtzen. 
These results are not from selected, or “ped­
igree” layers.

The record of weights of fowls shows that 
Leghorns weigh about 10 per cent more dur­
ing their second year than daring the first 
year as pullets. During the third year there 
is practically no increase in weight.

The largest egg production was during 
the period of greatest food consumption. 
The smallest egg yield was when the food 
consumption was least. The hens attained 
their greatest weight immediately preceding 
the periods of greatest egg production. Af­
ter the periods of heavy laying they showed 
a loss in weight.

A test of wheat against corn gave result? 
In favor of wheat for egg production.

In the case of Leghorn pullets the addition 
of dried blood to the ration considerably in­
creased the egg yield. With Plymouth 
Rock pullets no effect was noticed on the 
yearly record. With both, the bene having 
dried blood began laying earlier than the

The discarding of corn (except the little 
used in the mash) and substituting a small 
quantity of sunflower seed did not material 
ly effect the egg yield, there being but a 
alight increase. Owing to the greater cost 
of the sunflower seed the financial results 
were in favor of the corn.—From Utah Ex­
periment Station Prêts Bulletin.

water; place the apples and water over the 
fire; add the thin peel of one orange, cover 
and boil till tender; do not stir them; put a 
sieve over the bowl; pour io the apples and 
let the liquid drain off without disturbing 
the apples; put a sieve over another bowl and 
lay a square piece of flannel in the sieve; 
pour in the apple juice and let it drain again 
to have it perfectly clear; then measure the 
liquid. Allow for each pint one pound of 
sugar, and place in a preserving-kettle. 
Veel four large oranges, remove all the 
white part and seeds, cut the pulp in pieces 
and set aside. Place the kettle with the 
apple-juice over the fire and boil till it flakes 
from the spoon; then add the oranges; stir 
and cook till a drop put on a plate will re­
tain the shape of a bead without spreading, 
fill in small glass jars and close when cold. 
The apple-pulp may be rubbed through the 
sieve, sweetened with sugar and used for pies 
or sauce.

Another way is to pare off very thin the 
skin from two oranges and cut in small strips 
like straws and boil half an hour, changing 
the water three times during that time, then 
drain and add with the orange-pulp to the 
apples. A good plan, when oranges are 
used in preserving, is to taste them; some­
times they are bitter and spoil everything 
they are put with.

—Tact is a treasure that never loses lus­
tre. That indescribable art of saying or do­
ing the right thing in the right place and in 
the right way is an instinct rather than a 
cultivated grace, though it can be artificial­
ly encouraged by a little forethought and 
consideration for others. It is the oil that 
makes social wheels run easily, and will of­
ten do more to make a cumbersome political, 
social or religious machine move than the 
greatest mental, physical or moral strength. 
Tact might perhaps be also described as a 
delicate invisible nerve that feels and is felt 
by everybody and everywhere, and yet is 
never obtrusive.

But holiday makers and invalids must not 
be put into the same category. The holiday 
makers I am thinking of are those happy 
mortals who do not take a holiday in order 
to recover from illness, but because they 
would preserve their health—the ones who 
are wise enough to impose upon themselves 
in the way of work, that honorable stop, 
not to out step discretion.

—Apple fritters are a delicious entree, 
and arc a suitable accompaniment for any 
kind of roast, or they may serve as a dessert 
with a sweet sauce.

Make a batter as follows: Put into a small 
bowl one-half cupful of flour and add to it 
the well beaten yolk of one egg and one- 
quarter cupful of cold water. Beat this 
thoroughly. Then stir in one-half teaspoon­
ful of melted butter, or better still, olive oil 
and one quarter teaspoonful of salt. Then 
fold in carefully the stiffly beaten white of 
the egg. Stand on the ice for two or three 
hours. Just before time to serve the fritters 
peel three large sour apples and remove the 
cores with a corer. Cut them in round 
slices three eighths of an inch thick, dip 
them one by one with a fork into the batter 
and drop into deep, very hot fat. When one 
side is a golden brown turn and remove as 
soon as the other side is the same color. 
Place on soft brown paper to drain and dredge 
with powdered sugar.

If too many afe put into the fat at one 
time it will cool the fat, and the consequence 
will be that the slower cooking will cause 
them to soak fat.

In turning them <wer be careful 4 not to 
puncture them with the fork, as that will 
have a tendency to make them heavy.
