S o we should seek Goa with all our
hearta, and have no higher aim than to serve hum
lf we are thus living for God le wiUl care for us,
and.we may trust fully ini lim. We need flot feel

ianxious nor troubled about oux liue, if we have put
oui trust in God. Just as the birds in the air have
no fear for the future, so should we be free from
anxious cares, for God who watches over thexu will
care for us, since we are of far greater value, Nor
should we feel anxious about house or clothing, for
if God clothes the fiowers in beauty he wMl also
supply ail our needs, if we try to do his wi]l. Let
us, then, take the service of God as our flrst and
greatest aixu, and we wiUl find ail olir real wants
supplied. 0f course, this does flot mean that we
should do no work-, but that whvlile work-ing our beast
we should trust in God, ana flot let ourselves feel
worried or anious.
