The Publication Committee have much pleasure in reporting
to the Grand Division that since the commencement of the pre

sent volume, the position of the d&statner has been considerably
improved. At that time about one hundred names were struck
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off from the subseription list, leaving 928 subscribers; 197 sub-
seribers have since been added, making the whole number 1120.
Fresh orders are constantly coming in, and letters from all
quarters express satisfaction with the manner in which our.paper
is at present conducted. The Committee indeed eannot bub
congratulate the Grand Division on the happy results which
have followed the induetion of the Grand Scribe into the editorial
chair, aud they trust that our difficulties with regard to the es-
tablishment of the .Adstainer on a permanent footing are nearly
over. They would, however, carnestly solicit the friends.of tem-
perance in all partsof the Provinee, to use every exertion to pro-
cure more subseribers:  The efficiency of the paper would be
vastly increased by its being published every week. This change.
it is hoped, may be made at the close of the present volume, if
the circulation is sufficiently increased, and this can only be ac-
complished by the zeal and activity of its friends.

The following report was read :—

The Committee on Deputies’ Returns heg leave to report that
they have had submitted to them forty-three returns from which
they have prepared the following synopsis.

To the first six questions the answers are_generally favorable,
excepting in a few instances in relation to the second and sizth,
and which your Committee believe may in most cases be reme-
died by the judicious aetivity of the Deputy. -

To the scventh question it is to be regretted that the universal
answer is in the negative, with the exception of one in Pictou
and one in Halifax.

To the eighth question thirty-three only—of the forty-three—
admit females.and pronounce their admission wherever ithas been
fairly tested to be most beneficial. Two of the others report as
having the matter under consideration.

To the ninth question several suggestions have been'made, and
your Committee would recommend that in those Divisions, work-
ing associations be formed similar to the Aid Association “of
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Halifais.  No less than eleven localities have béen pointed ot as
suitable for the establishment of Divisions, in all of which sueh
agsaciations should render good service.

To the tenth question the answers arve not so favorable as could
be desired ; in some Divisions the Adstainer is not taken at all;
to such your Committee would recommend its introduction as a
duty they owe to the Order and the Cause. .

To the eleventh question the answers are varivus, but in very
many instances the desirableness of Publie Lectures and the free
circulation of Tracts are insisted on. Why do not all such eir-
culate the Abstainer? o

To the guestion regarding Intemperance, with a few Zappy
exeeptions, the answers are painfully unfaverable and strongly
remind us of the duty of increased vigilance and greater activity.

Your Committee are delighted to learn that clergymen are
taking a more- active part in the work, although in some locali-
ties, their iniluence is still adverse to the cause.

Among the most remarkable fects brought out in these Re-
turns, is the ~mall number of physicians who are practical Total.
Abstainers. Have they an eye to their business?  As one De-
puty says, * Have no doctor—not much required in a sober com-
munity.””

Your Committee are happy to learn that i many localities the
teachers of youth have identified themselves with this cause.—
May others of them leamn to do likewise.

The information regarding other Temperance Organizations
hesides the Order is vague aud unsatisfactory, and your Com-
mittee are led to believe that the effort in that direction bears no
proportion to the flood of Intemperance which. so largely flows
around us. » ,

In conclusion, your Committee regret the limited amount of
information placed before them, including not much over cne-
fourth of the whole jurisdiction, and your Committee trust that
the Grand Division will feel it their duty to call the attentionof
Deputies to their obligation in the matter of furnishing the in-
formation so requisite for the proper knowledge of the state of
the Temperance cause. K

To tnr Graxp Divisron or tHE Soxs oF TEMPERANCE ov
Nova Scotria. ‘

Officers and Brothers,—

Permitted once more ** to interchange the greetings of an ex-
alted friendship,” and to deliberate upon the means best caleu-
lated to promote the object we are united to perpetuate, let us
gratefully acknowledge the Divine Goodness in our mutual pre-
servation, and resolve to labor with increased devotion in the
ennobling cause of Temperance.

But o brief period has elapsed since the annual session of this
Body, yet during the interval many have completed the journey
of life, among whom, it is sad to reflect, no inconsiderable num-
ber have been seathed by the trafic which we aim to suppress.

If any incentive is needed to urge us on in our benevolent
operations, surely this thought should dissipate all lethargy, and
nerve to the contest before us. .

Since the institution of our Order in this Provinee, unceasing
efforts have been made to stay the desolating tide of intemper-
ance ; but as yet, with only partial suecess.

Enough, however, has been done to afford encowragement in
well-doing, and in this, as in matters of. even higher moment, in
due season we shall reap, if we faint not.

T4 all moral reforms the amount of good accomplished, scems
disproportioned to the labor performed, and, whilst our own his-
tory may be somewhat illustrative of this theory, few will, I
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think, be disposed to deny to our Order the highest meed of
praise for what it has achieved in connection with the Temper-
ance reform.

In view of the deep seated and aggravated nature of the evil
which we seek to remove, the immense power and influence .of
the liquor traffic, and all the opposition and difficulties with
which we have had to contend, ang taking a calm and impartial
survey of our present position and the prospect before us, we
have upon the whole, perhaps, more eause for eongratulation than
discouragement. -7

In despite of all opposition, our Order has now for nearly
twenty years held its position, and acquired a breadth and per-
manence which forbids the fear of extinction or decay. But
much still remains to be done.

Upon us, rests the task of still further educating the public
mind upon points of vital moment, in connection with our mds-
sion, not the least important of which is the subject of

PROUIBITION.

‘Where freedom of thought is fully enjoyed, some diversity of
opinion must ever exist, and it should not, therefore, be a matter
of surprise that a difference of sentiment has arisen upon the
propriety of pressing too strenwously for Prokibition. To some
of those who have long laboured for the suppression of the evil
of Intemperance, and become deeply impressed with its enormity,
any delay in passing prohibitory enactments,~—or doubt as to their
entire and immediate eflicacy, seems unreasonable and evén
absurd. R

But strong as may be our belief in the 7ight to prohibit, we
are compelled, in common prudence, to take the public sentiment
as our guide in this allimportant matter.

That the Word of God, and every humané sentiment, con-
demns the countenance of the traffic by law, but few exeept
those immediately interested or engaged in the demaralising busis
ness will deny, and yet it must, I think, be conceded that the
mere abstract right will help but Little, if the popular fecling
does not give it support. oo

Some mode of testing the public upon the * Prohibitory ques-
tion ” previous to the final passage of such a law, has.for a Jong
time' seemed a great desideratum among a number of the friends of
the cause. The recent action of this Body at its annual session, -
was, as you are aware, somewhat to that effect. The Govern-
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ment will, therefore, be applied to at an early-day to respond to
our wishes as then expressed, viz :—to include in the antieipat~
ed census of the Province, 2 census of the people upon the subject
of Prohibition. Should this proposal be earried, into effect,. we
shall then have a criterion for definite action.

OUR ORDER.

The primary objeets of our order are to save mankind from the
fearful scourge of Intemperance, and to put down the Traflic in
intoxicating drinks ; but these form only a part in the benevolent
scheme, and include, not by any means, all the advantages flow-
ing from our widely extended Brotherhood.

1t is o matter for deep regret that a. Division of the Sons of
Temperance should ever be allowed to go down. ‘Thereis, in
the whole Province scarcely a locality where a Division might
not.be worked to. advautage, not only to those engaged iu it but
to the community generally. T see no reason why the Division
Room should not be the centre of attraction in almost every
loeality.

Much bas been said about the exelusiveness of the Order.—
The means of meeting this complaint are easily found. ‘Let the
doors be opened occasionally to the publie, and the mivilege ac-
corded of free participation in discussion, or whatever exereises
and enjoyments the oceasion affords, and thus sympathy might be
won, and attention excited among those who may be inclined to
regard our operations with coldness or suspicion. In many Di-
vikions, Entertainments might occasionally be given, and means
of a kindred nature resorted to, calculated to infuse new vigor,
and lead to inerease of numbers.

THE PRESENT CONDITION AND PROSPECTS OF THE ORDER.
~ Tamnot in a position to afford as general particulars as T
eould desire, owing to the absence of reports from some of the
County Dephties ; but from reports that have come to hand, and
from personal, and other sources of information, am led to cherish
the belief that the Order, not only in. this Province, but else-
where, and generally, is progressing.
NEW DIVISIONS. -
I am happy to inform you that since our annual meeting four
new Divisions have been organized, and a Charter granted for
“a fifth. For particulars I would refer you to the Grand Seribe’s
Report. : : : :
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LUNENBURG COUNTY.

Deputy Diniock’s report includes the following Divisions,—
Watford, Pheenix, Kinburn, Siloam, Oliver, Chester, Lunen-
burg, and Evening Star, all of which are spoken hopefully of..—
In addition to this he reports no Licenses recommended by the
Grand Jury, and of course none granted, which in itself is an
indication of determined spirit and encrgetic action,

CUMBERLARD.

Députy Rogers states. that he has received no reports from
Divisional Deputies in the Western part of the County ; but that
Brother Fluestis reports quite encouragingly of * Wallace Divi-
sion ”’—members determined and active, and goed prospects in
view,—are bringing the Law to bear upon the illicit sale ; deter-
mined, if possible, to root out the traffic.

Bro. Wells reports ¢ Temple Division ”” much more flourish-
ing than it was three months ago, with encouraging prospects—
six members added during last quarier, and 2 number of lady
visitors. Hureka Division still prospering, and Pugwash, since
the comm&ncement of the present quarter *looking up,” -ten
having bean initiated on one evening, and three another, with the:
probability of many ' more additions during the winter. The
Division in excellent working order. Bro. Rogers attributes the
present favorable condition of the Order ‘in that part of the
County, largely to recent, labors of Bro. Rev. J. A Davidson,
and the religious element, so largely mingled by Bro. D., the
secret of - his great success, in which opinion, perhaps all readily
coneur. .

' KING’S COUNTY.

The Rev. Dr. Cramp regrets imperfectness of his rei)ort in

consequence of but little. opportunity for.personal inspection, and
absence of some reports from Deputies. . ,
-. Bro. Rounsefell reports twelve additions to Wolfville Division,
No. 112, during the last quarter, and speaks of laudable efforts
on the part of its members to. sustain an interest, and increase
their numbers, On the other hand regrets that those efforts
largely fail to-enlist the sympathy and co-operation of ‘persons of
influence ‘in the community. C C

Rev. Dr. Tupper réports no addition to Tremont during the
last quarter, but trusts-there are some indicationsof réturning
vigor, He states, there are four Total Abstinence Societies in
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his field of labor, containing 500 members, over which he exer-
cises a general supervision. Dr. T, is an indefatigable laborer
in the cause. Would that we might indefinitely multiply the
number of such laborers !

Enterprise, 149, under Deputy Van Buskirk, is in a very un-
satisfactory state, and Waterloo suffering for want of a suitable
place for meeting—hopes, however, soon to obtain one.

By the foregoing Summary you will perceive that after deduct-
ing withdrawals, expulsions, and deaths, there has been a nett
inerease of membership in the Divisions heard from of 181. Ts
is a painful duty for yonr Grand Scribe to report that the viola-
tion of Art. 2 of the Constitution, during the last quarter of
1860, were greater in number than in any other quarter of the
year; and that expulsions for the same offence were also larger,
and exceed the expulsions for non-payment of dues, while the
contrary was the case in the first three quarters.

I feel compelled, once more, to complain of the

NEGLECT OF OFFICERS

in réference to official documents. Ever since I was first clect-
cd to this responsible office, it has invariably been my custom to

. -
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© exercise great care in the forwarding of Journals, and other offi-
cial documents, to the Deputies and Divisions. With a very few
exeeptions these have always reached their destination, and in
due time ; but they have sometimes been put away too carcfully
by some officers : forgotten by others, while many neglected to
submit them to the Divisions. A month or two have been al-
lowed to clapse, and then the question asked * why such docu-
ments have not come to hand 7 Blame would then be attached
to ““ Head Quarters” ; and it is only then the negligent officers
would think, and find, that the long-looked for (by the Division),
documents were in their possession. This neglect, Grand Wor-
thy Patriarch and Brothers, has given your Grand Scribe no
little anmoyance, on several occasions—although it subsequently
turned out that his duty was attended to. 1 need not adduce
better proof of the neglect of the officers referred to, than the
fact of their not attending to the instructions given in the printed
quarterly Returns, and in the Appendix to printed Journal of
last Aunual Scssion, where everything is stated as plain as
need be.

I have been induced to make the foregoing remarks in conse-
quence of a number of the Retwrns,, Credentials, and other
papers, reeently received, being imperfectly filled up, and for-
warded to me without seal, signatures, dates, names or Nos. of
the Divisions, &e. Tn some two or three instances I had diff-
culty in making out the Division from which I received Returns
and Credentials, and was only enabled to do so by the names of
Brethren which appeared in the Credential papers. I sincercly
trust more care will he exercised in the future.  Ignorance can-
not be pleaded in excense, as the blank forms (copies of which
are here submitted for inspection, ) issued from this office, are so
plain that they can he filled up without difficulty ; and neglect
to do so properly, is, to say the least of it, culpable.

AGENCY.

The answers given by the Deputies throughout the jurisdie-
tion, to the question, * Fave you anything to propose for the
good of the Order in your distiet 77 are, most generally, *“ We
want a goed lecturer.”  Leeturers ave asked for by many of the
Divisions, but they cannat he employed, for want of means to
pay them.  Various suggestions have heen made, time and again,
as to the hest mude of raising funds for this object.  Nealy, if
not quite all, the suggestions referred to have proved to be use-
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less, not heeause they were impracticable, but because they were
not taken up in the right spirit by the hrotherhood,—the efforts
recommended not being generally acted upon.  Pieton has set a
commendable example to other counties in this paticular; and
by acting, instead of losing time 1 considering what weos best
to be done, has tendered good service to the cause by employing
a lecturer, whose labors have been very successful.  Cumber-
land, I am happy to suy, is following the example of Pictou,
having now in the ficld Rev. J. A. Davidson, who laboved so
efficiently in the adjoining county.  Although but a short time
in Cumberland, he has met with success. ' Why not other coun-
ties do the same ?  Surely it is not beeanse they have less love
for the cause? No! 1t may be wrong, perhaps, to say they
Iack encray; but one fact is palpable, they have not gone to
work with & will!  Unless they do, we must content ourselves
with listening, for a long time yet, to the old ery— We want
a lecturer.””  Awmong the modes suggested for raising funds for
agencey purposes, were: contributions from treasuries of Divi-
sions, (some have been very liberal and others rather niggardly) ;
bazaars ; tea-meetings ; collections from individuals and temper-
ance socicties, &e., &e.  To my mind ‘«ll these suggestions conld
be acted upon by the friends in each cdunty. It ouly requires
an cffort, and the work ean he done.  Each county conld em-
ploy its own lectarer, therely continning the system infroduced a
few years since, aud by which our Order was much henefitted,
viz., district leciuving. T commend this all important uestion,
brethren, once more to your serious consideration.  The people
require to he stil better educated in temperance matters: lec-
turers are needed to do this work, therefore it is necessary to tax
owrselves and owr friends, in order that the people may he sup-
plied with the necessary information.  Can these things be done ?
Shall they be accomplished 2 Tt remains for you, brethren, to
answer these questions.  One thing you must remember—the
time for action has arriyed, do not miss the opportunity !

- THE CENSUS.

At the annual mecting it was decided that the Legislature be
petitioned to instruct the Government to take the subject of pro-
hibition into account, when taking the anticipated census during
the present year, and take a census of those in fivor of a pro-
hibitory Taw—of those opposed to it, and those indifferent. to the
subject. Some friends feav if such census was taken, under pre-

sent circumstances, it would be damaging to the eause, inasmuch
thut some portions of the Province are not thoroughly educated
in reference to the principles of such a law; and the census
takers may be unfavorable thercto, and prevail upen many per-
sohs to give an answer in the negative,—when, it properly in-
structed cn the subject, their answers would be in the affvmative.
It will he well for the Grand Division to consider this matter
(l:m-efully at the present session, in order that no false step may
1e taken.

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T'he committee appointed to take into consideration the pre-
gent state of the Order, beg leave to report as follows :—They
have carefully examined the able and interesting reports of the
Grand Worthy Patriarch and Grand Seribe, together with those
presented by the Publication committee, and the committee on
the answers to the statistical questions transmitted to the varions
deputies since our last annual meeting. That the materials for
making our own report full and satisfactory, are not more ample,
*is certaihly not the fault of the brethren by whom these materi-
als have been furnished. The blame rests with those of our
Order, in various parts of the country, to whom they applied in
vain for the necessary information. Lo the statistieal questions
addressed to the divisional deputies, but forty-three answers have
been returned, where nearly scventy ought to have been ‘re-
ceived. The carefully prepared statement of the Grand Seribe
shows that the returns for the last yuarter from about a fourth
part of our divisions have not been forwarded ; that several have
not transmitted their retwrns for the previous quarter, and that
some are still further in arrcars; and that of those which have
been received, some have been prepared in a manner so careless,
slovenly and inaccurate, as to be nearly uscless. These facts
present a feature in the state of our Order which is excessively
amnnoying, and which, if of only recent origin, would be a most
discouraging mark of retrogression.  Your committee believe,
Tiowever, that from the earliest period of our history it has been
one of the greajest barriers to our progress. We cannot believe
that the negligence thus evinced by so many of our Lretbren, in-
dicates want of all interest in the progress of our great cause,
but we certainly think that they do not permit themselves to see
the extent to which their want of punctuality and attention
weakens the band and discourages the hearts of those xho look
to them for information, for sympathy, and for support. We
cannot but believe also that the apathy thus displayed extends to
other things, that the Divisions thus failing in their duty mani-
fest similar want of energy in the management of their weekly
meetings, and that the discase whose symptoms are thus pain-
tully apparent, if not cradicated by timely remedies, will lead
cventually to their dissolution. Would that the faithful and ju-
dicious admonitions of the Grand Scribe may supply that remedy
and hinder a result so painful.

Your committec cannot bup rcjoiee that our Order continues to
present decided evidences of improvement. TFour new Divisions
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have been established during the past guarter, and another ig

* now in process of formation. While we have still to regret the
continnance of defections from our ranks, some from the power
of the great tempter against whom we are contending, and others
from the apathy which males the contribution of even our small
monthly dues a burden, we can rejoice that more than an equal
number of young reeruits, in many cases as we hope more zeal-
ous and active, ure pressing on to fill their places. One Division
has ceased to exist, and three others, some of which will prob-
ably be revived, have ceased working ; but these events occurred
previous to the annual meeting of the Grand Division, and ought
not therefore to be taken into account in the present quarter. A
number of localities have been' pointed out as suitable for the es-
tablishinent of Divisions, and your committee hope, and indeed
firmly believe, that ere the next quarter shall have elapsed, these
sections of the land which remain to be possessed, shall have be-
come ours, never to be surrendered.

A cause of encouragemerit is also afforded us by the improve-
ment in the position of the Abstainer. That improvement in- -
deed is trifing in itself, but we may regard it as the precursor of
better things, as the end of a long period of declension, and the
commencement of decided and permanent clevation. The pre-
sent management of our paper is nearly all that could be de-
sired, and we may reasonably expect that it will rally around it
the affection and energy of every true-hearted abstainer. -

The traveller through an unknown and trackless wilderness,
arriving at an elevation whence e can look down on the path
over which he has wandered, discovers many variations from the
straightest course. The traveller on the journey of life, who
looks back from sowe standing point in time, is conscious of equally
frequent and more sad departures from the path of prudence and
of virtue. These quarterly meetings of our Order are halting
places in our Temperance course, which afford equally painful
and quite as salutary prospects of our errors aud our short com-
ings. To some of these we Rave alrcady alluded, and others
may be easily discovered. All of them may be traced to one

and cause—apathy on the part of a majority of our members.
%E:my of our Divisions are badly attended : there is evidence of
dpathy on the part.of those who stay away, and probably on the
part of those who, though they attend, do mnot labor sufficiently
to make the meetings interestig. - Only two of our Divisions
have paid any attention to the temperance education of children.
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'Fhis is a department of our work of unequalled promise and im-
portance. If temperance principles are instilled into childven at
an early age, and the purity and docility of childhood receive our
prineiples implicitly and invariably, they are safe from the power
of the destroyer. Your committee do not hesitate to assert that
every Division ought to act as missionaries among the young,
and might casily gather up all the children within their reach;
for even the slaves of intemperance would rejoice in the salvation
of their offspring. Our principles would thus become pait of
the mental constitution of the young, growing with their growth
and strengthening with their strength ; and as the army of ineb-
riates died out none would arise to take their place.

Our Divisions are the battalions of an army—an army which
ought not to be always in winter quarters, always waiting to be
attacked. always oceupying a fortress.  'We ought to be invading
the enerhy’s country, cutting off his supplies, destroying his mu-
nitions of war, making prispners of his men. How are we sue-
cesefully. to camy on this great warfare? Partlv by laboring
each in his own sphere for the dissemination of vui principles
and the salvation of the perishing. Partly by sending mission-
aries through the length and breadth of the land-to cry and spare
not—to lift up their voice like a trumpet. Apathy prevents us
from discharging both these duties, and the apathy of others is
the consequence of our neglect, To those who are saying to
us from all parts of the country, send us lecturers, we are bound
to confess that we have failed in our duty, but we bave also a
right to say help yoursclves. See how nobly Pictou and: Cum-
berland have distinguished themselves. They have organized a
system of lecturing throughout their bounds, which bids fair ere
long to exterminate infemperance altogether. To other eounties
we would say go and do likewise, where you are able; and to -
those who are not able we would say we will give you help.
And what we do in this respeet we should do quickly. The
census of the Provinee is soon to be taken, and the Grand Di-
vision have decided to request that the opinions of the people on
the subject of prohibition may be tested at the same time. Be-
fore this is done we should strain every'merve to enlighten our
population on this great question, and able and earnest leeturers
should be in the field in every county. Your committee believe
also that it should be stipulated that women and all children
above ten years of age, shauld be permitted to give their opinion
as well as men. If this be done they do not fear an vusatisface
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tory result.  Still they would insist on a permanent system of
lecturing over the whole Provinee, as indispensable to the sue-
cess of our cause, and on a constant and permanent supply: of
noney as indispensable to the establishment of such a system.
In accordanco with this view they have prepared a resolution, .
which they will submit at the close of this report.
All of which is respectfully submitted in Love, Purity and
Videlity.

APPENDIX.

Tue following copy of the act incorporating the Grand
Division of Nova Scotia, and such subordinate Divisions
as may wish to avail themselves of the act, is published
for the information of the Order :—

Be it enacted by the Licttenant-Governor, Council, and
Assembly, as follows :

I. The Hon. James W. Johnston, the Rev. John
McMuwrray, John Campbell, Lawrence E. Van Buskirk,
the Rev. Alexander Hichborn, Benjamin Zwicker, Eben.
S. Cowling, the Rev. James C. Cochran, William M.
Brown, Robert Noble, and James D. B. Fraser, and
their associates, members of. the Grand Division of the
Order of the Sons of Temperance in this Province, and
such other persons as shall become members of such
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Division according to the rules and bye-laws thereof,
are hereby ereated a body corporate, bv the name of the
¢« Grand Division of the Order of the Sons of ‘Temper-

ance of Nova Scotia,” for the purpose of managing the
pecuniary aflaizs of the Grand Division.

II. The corporation may hold real estate not exceed-
ing the value of two thousand pounds.

TIL. Every subordinage Division now instituted, or
which may hereafter be instituted, within the Province,
may,in the manner her onmftor specified, become a body
cor pomtc by the name, number and Jocation, by which
it 1s or may be designated in the Order; but no subor-
dinate Division shall hold real estate of a greater value
than the sum of onc thousand pounds.

IV. Every subordinate Division which may be desi-
rous of becoming incorporated, may, by a vote of two-
thirds of the members present at any regular meeting,
(of the intentlon to propoese which vote two wecks’ no-
tice at least shall be given in regular meeting of such
quaordivmte T)ivisiou, n wutmo-,) decide to bccomc 50
incorporated 3 and upon a copy of the vote of such de-
cislon, specifving also the name, number, and place of
loeation of such subordinate Division, and the names of
not less than ten members thercof, under the scal of
such subordinate Division, and the signatures of its pre-
siding ofiiccr and recording scribe, to%th“r with .a cer-
tificats of the Grand Division under its corporate seal,
and the signatures of the presiding officer and scribe,
that such subordinate Division is in full standing in the
Order, being filed in the office of the Secretary of the
Province, the members of such subordinate Division
whose names may be included in such vote, and their
associatc members of the Division, and such other per-
sons as may become members thereof, shall be, from the
time of filing such certificate, a body corporate for the
purposes before mentioned, by the style or name, num-

ber, and place of location thexcof.
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V. Upon the passing of this act, the property of the
Grand Division, whether real or personal, and all debts
due thercto, shall vest in the Grand Division as hereby
incorporated ; and upon the incorporation of any subor-
dinate Division, the real and personal property tbereof,
and all debts due thercto, shall vest in the corporation
so established.

VI. No member of any subordinate Division so in-
corporated, shall have power to assign or transfer to any
person whomscever any interest which he may have to
or in the funds ox property in the Division, but the same
shall xemain at all times under the control of the Di-
vision ; and no property or stock of any kind belonging
to any such incorporated subordinate Division shall be
subject to the private debts of any of its members, nor be
liable to be taken in execution by any judgment or cred-
itor against any individual member of the Division.

VIL. The property of every subordinate Division
when incorporated, shall alone be responsible for the
debts and engagements of the Division.

VIIL Upon the dissolution of any subordinate Di-
vision so incorporated, the property held by it at the
time of the dissolution, which shall not have been dis-
posed of by the Division in accordance with the bye-
laws, shall be forthwith, vested in the Grand Division,
to be applied thercby, first to the payment of any, debts
or liabilities of such dissolved subordinate Division, and
the balance, if any, in such manner as the Grand Di-
vision may deem best for the general interests of the
Order in this Province.

IX..The eighty-scventh chapter of the Revised Stat-
utes, passed during the present session, except in so far
as inconsistent with this act, shall extend to the Grand
Division hereby mcmporatcd, and to such subordinate
Divisions as may hereafter become incorporated under
this act.
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Forms of Notice, Resolution, and Certificate, for the guid-
ance of subordinate Divisions wishing to become
ncorporuted.

1.—Tory or NoTicE.

Take notice that on the day of next (or
instant), at the regular meeting of this Division a reso-
lution will be therein proposed that this Division be-
come incorporated, according to the statute in such case
made and provided.

2.—TFonry or ResoLuriox.

Whereas, notice in writing was given by a member of
this Division, being one of the subordinate Divisions of
the Order of the Sons of Temperance in this Province,
at a regular meeting thercof, held on the day of

last (or instant), of his intention to proposc at
this meeting that the said Division become incorporated
pursuant to the provisions of the act of the Legislature
of this Province, entitled, An Act to Incorporate the
Grand Division and the Subordinate Divisions of the
Order of the Sons of Temperance of Nova Scotia.

And whereus, more than two weeks have expired since
the time of giving such notice:

Resoled therefine, 'That this Division become incorpo-
rated, and that A. B. (here nane ten members at least)-
and their associate members of this Division, and such
other persons as may become members thercof, be a

body corporate, by the style or name of Division,
No. , Sons of Temperance, located at in the

Province of Nova Scotia.
