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THE YOUNG BRITONS.

We do not set ourselves up spe-
ciallv to champion the cause of the
“Young Britons;” but, as a fair-
minded “Protestant Journal,? zeal-
ous for everything that appertains
to the good and welfare of the cause,
we cannot allow to pass unnoticed
the despicable, unscrupulous and
scurrilous attacks which have been
made by some of the public journals
(professedly Protestant) not only
agaiust this body, but aimed also for
the destruction of the entire “Or-
ange Society,” striking over the
shoulders of the *Young Britons.”
If we as Orangemen, in a quiet and
peaceful mauner, celebrate the anni-
versaries of the glorious events
which preserved to us our Civil and
Religious liberty, we are immedi-
ately hounded down as disturbers
of the peace—reckless men who wish
to introduce into this country fac-
- tion feeling, which should remain
buried in the motherland. We are
told we should have no public
demonstration whatever, and what
our brethren is the mighty fact ad-

duced in favor of this position, that
perchanee, we may suffle the too
tender feelings of our ‘ Roman
Catholic” fellow-citizens.” What
a damnable insult is this to the
memory of our forefathers, to the
memory of those who suffered and -
bled at Enniskillen, Derry, Augh-
rim and the Boyne, to ask us their
children to forget them—to forget
all that should be near and dear to
the heart of every good Protestant!
the Orangeman who would forgei
tisem, his memory should become
paralyzed, and his tongue forever
forget its office. But let us view
the other side of the question, and
then “look on this picture, and on
that” The Roman Catholics have
their celebrations; and, if the slight-

.est attempt is made to interfere

with them, we are told that they are
entitled to them, that it is their
right as British subjects to hold
their demonstrations, when and
where, and how they please, either
private or public, so long as they do
not transgress the law; they may
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meet upon the 17th of March, pa-
rade through the public streets, con-

regate in some public place, spout

isloyalty, disunion, and rebellion
by the hour, breathe venom and
vengeance against everything Brit-
ish; and yet these same journals
will publish full reports of their
proceedings, without ,one word of
comment—no flaming, furious arti-
cles against these “dullies and ruf-
Jians”—no, on the contrary, they
encourage them if in no other way
by their silence. These are the
journals, and these arc the men
whom Orangemen expected to de-
fend them, but by whom they have
been sadly betrayed. These are the
journals, and these are the men who
ook to Orangemen in all parts of
the country for succour and support ;
and, in passing, we would suggest
to Orangemen in cll varts of the
country, that, if ever these same
parties put in an appearance, they
shall receive a due amount of sup-
port, accompanied by the smaliest
possible damage to some person’s
rail fence. When some short time
ago the highest dignitary of the
Roman OCstholic Church in this
Province uttered his protest against
the occupation of Rome by the
troops of King Victor Emmanuel,
which protest contained the start-
ling fact that Roman Catholies were
loyal, not from conviction but from
poiicy—that it they had the num-
bers, they would rise in rebellion

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to-morrow, and upset the cntire
machinery of the existing form of
government, and substitute in its
place one entirely subservient to the
interests of their Church; for svzh
is the plain inference to be deducted
from the langnage of Archbishop
Lynch. This protest, we say, was
published in full by two of these
papers; then, nor since, to our
knowledge, has even a paragraph
appeared containing the smallest
word of condemnation for this policy
loyalty of the Rcman Catholics,
openly avowed by the head of their
Church in this Province. We ask
when will this thing cease—when
will Orangemen learn to know their
friends from their foes, and prevent
scheming, artful members, from
using the order to serve their own
ulterior designs? If Orangemen
would unite as a body, sinking theix
differences as Conservatives or Re-
formers, Grits or Tories, and form o
purely Protestant and Canadian
party, voting only for those in whom
they can place the most imnlicit
confidence, they could sweep cvery
constituency in the Ontario Pro-
vinee, from Essex to Prescott. By
this means they would become the
controling power upon the floor of
Parliaraent, and thus bein a position
to set at defiance the machinations
of the annexationists of Nova Sco-
tia, the disunionists of New Bruns-
wick, and the Jesuits of Quebec.

GRAND ORANGE CSMONSTRATION IN TRENTON.

* Rememb: r, remember,
The fifth of November,
The gunpowde- treason and plot:
There is no reason
Why the gunpowder {r. ason
Should ever be Torgot ™

This day is remarkuble for several im-
portant cvenis in English bistory, the
chief of which are the Gunpowder Plot,
the lancing of William Iil. at Torbay, and
the glorious victory ol the Britisi over the
Russians at tho battle of Inkerman, (the
soldier’s battle) in the Crimea, in 1854.
‘the day. however is chiefly remembered
for the first of thesc events, which occurred
in the year 1605; and in Trenton this year
it was duly honoured.

Saturday, 5th November, 1870, was a
proud day for ‘Drenton. At carly morn
waggons and vehicies of every description
were yeen coming into the village Ly the
dezen, cach ove beivz well filied by
Orapgemen, who came hither to join
the grand Orange procession which was
to take place there that day. Orangemen
were presert fram all parts of the surroun-
ding connizy—iicto  Belleville,  Sidrpey,
Frankicrd, Campoelliord, Stitling, Sey-
monr, Muriay, Prince dward, Brichton,
Colborue, Mastivgs and other places, so
tkatthere could not have been less than
4000 Orangemen ana  their friends in
Trenton at noon.

About 11 cclock the procission was
formed on the Market 8guare, and, hecded
Dy the Band of the 40th Battalicn, marck ¢
through the principal sirects of the
village. Eich Jodge frem the country Led
its own hand - fife and drum—which, with
the gaily attired men in the processien, at-
tracted the attention of the huadreds of
people wio thronged the sidewalks ard
sireets.  Afier havingz made 2 circuit of the
village, the precession was marched back
to the Market Square, ard after a few re-
marks by the County Master, Bro. John G.
Moore, and three cheers for the Queen, this
pavt of the celebration ended; when
neaniy all those present immediately re-
paired to the Drill Shed, where the great
event of the day was to take place. Tables
were spread for about 500, and in a short
rime every seat was cceupied and hundreds
lefs standing. Scon the large ox which
had been reasted whole began to disappear,
and Bros. Lewis and Galbraiti, who were
the carvere, and to whose ¢sertions is
mainly owing the success of the celebra-

tion, had s lively time of it, but notwith-
standing the greal run on this speciality
there was crough left tofeed 500 more.
Besides the roast ox, the tables were well
supplied with roast fow), bam, und other
meats, and of cowrse a liberal supply of
pies, cakes, &, &c. After all had been
satisfied, Bro. B. 8. Lewis, W.M. Lodge,
No. 160, Trenton, ascecded the platform
and asked thoze who had been requested
to speak to come forward and take their
seats. Among those we observed, on the
platform were Rev. Mr. Cobb, Rev. Mr.
Norman, Hon. Billa Fhut, Brothers M.
Bowell, Esq., M.P., Grand Master British
America, Wm. Anderson, Esq.. M.P.P,,
Grand Treasurer British America, Geo. D.
Dickson, E q., Dr. Geo. J. Potts, Dr.
Oronhyatekha, District Master, John G.
Moore, County Master, George Young,
Trenton Courier, Alex. Galbraith and a
pumber of others. The chrirman called
upen Bro. Galbraith, the Secretary of ihe
Committee, to read the letters of apology
from those who were naot able to take part
jn the festivities of the day, viz: Hon.
Robt. Read, James Brown, Req., M P., and
the ¥ev. Joseph Wild. Our space will not
permit of a report of the speeches made;
suffice it to say that e¢xcellent and impress-
ive addresses were made by Rev. Mr. Cobb,
Hon. Billa Flint, Rev. Mr. Norman. Dr.
Oronhyatekh-, Geo. Dickson, Esg., Wm.
Anderson, Esq., M.P.P.,, and M. Bowell,
5:q., M.P. The speccbes occupied about
two lhours, after which votes of thanks
were given to tho various speakers, three
chcers for the Queen, and the large assem.

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NAPOLEON’S PRISON,

Dr. Max Hirsch, editor of the Gewerkeerein,
has (November 4) just been tried at Berlin
for having published an article in his paper
complaining of the manner in which the
ex Emperor has been treated at 'Wilhelns.
hohe. The article stated that Lounis Napo.
leon, who was the chief cause of thLe war,
had been received by the Prussian govern-
ment with all the honours due to a ruling
sovereign, and that it almost locked as it
the government intended to bring him back
to Parig, adding that such a proceeding
would deeply offend public {feeling in Ger-
meny. The govermment prosecutor char-
acterized this article as ap insult to the
King, who had personslly ordered Napo-
leon to be sent to Wilhelmshohe, snd
directed all the arrangements for his treat-
ment there. The defence was conducted by
Dr. Lasgker, ons of the most eminent mem-
bers of the *“national liberal ” party in the
Prussian Chamber. He said that it was
notorious that the subject discussed in the
article had been unfavourably commented
upon in various classes of society, and 2
newspaper was evidently justified in ex-
pressing the opinions of men as to whose
patriotism there could be no doubt. No
allusion was made to the King in thearticle,
which wassolely directed against the policy
of Prussia and her government. Its chief
objest was to oppose the alleged plan of
restoring Napoleon to the throne, and this
was an act for which, in a constitutionsl
State, the government, and not the King,
must be made responsible. As for Dr.
Hirsch, he had, as a member of the North
German Bund, suppcrted the government
in every question that related to the present
war, and his sewspaper showed that he
was an ardent patriol

THE DESCENDANTS OF EixnGS. — What
has become of the children of all the ex-
tinct Houses? If we suppose—which is not
very unreasongble—tio children to every
man, we get 3 geometrical progression in
the number of descendants. Taking the
Carlovingian dynasty for example, which
oot sent about their private business in the
year 987: the twolast sons found an asylum
in Germany. FEach of these may have been
the father of thirty generations; and, ac-
cording to my hypothesis, there might ba
now, had not wars end famine interposed,
upwards of # thousand millions—as any
one may calcolate—of linesl descendants of
the last Carlovingian king. In other words,
under peaceful conditicrs, it would take a

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single pair only thirty-onec generations or
less than a thousand years, to peoplo the
whole world as it is now pcopled. Of
course, all these calculations arc upset by
war, famine, pestilence, and ignoranec of
hygiene. Still, with all deductions, is it
not obvious that the blood of any given
man maust, after many generations, be flow-
ing in the veine of millions of people?
Another way to look at it is Southey’s. He
said, erroneously, that since every man has
two progenitcrs, four grand-progenitors,
eight alari, sixteen abari, end so forth, he
himself must have bad in the reign of King
John all England for his ancestors. As a
matter of fact, from Southey to King John
there were twenty generations; which give
2 million as the number of his ancestors at
the time, or akout a third of the whole
}oopulm‘.lon of King John’s England. It is,
however, quite obvious that, while the
blood of the two Carlovingian princes may
possibly be found in every German soldier
now before Paris, it takes an immense num-
ber oi ancestors,evan correcting for kin-
ship, to make one mab, after twenty gener-
ations or so. And itis a copnsoletory reflec-
tion, to those who unfortunately have for-
gotten their onn grandfathers, that, among
all their countless ancestors, some at least
must have been Kings; and among their
countless descendants, some at least will be
known to the world. How pleasant, after
spending a lifetime in searching among
mute, inglorious village registers, to find
yourself ¢ escended from a brother of Shak-
speare, or & cousin of Milton, or one of the
many children, say, of Charles II.! And,
quoting your own case, how it would fortify
your belief in the bereditary nature of
genius!—O0Once 4 Week.

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THE ORANGE ASSOCIATION.—CoNTINTED.

In closing the session of parlie-
ment of 1698, King William made
the following observations (July 5):

Matters being thus settled to the
sutisfaction of Protestants in these
countries, they enjoyed peace and
rosperity for many years, until in

reland from 1757 the most fearful

to the British crown.  In 168S the
Protestants united together to stick
firm to the Protestant cause, 10
William, and 1o one another; and
iever to depart from doing so until
their religion, laws, and liberties,
were so far sccured to them that
they =should be more be in danger

of falling under popery and slav ry .
This was a noble resolution o.1 the
part of our iHustrioux {orefuthers.
and a mighty foundaticn laid, upon
which it was by Heaven orlained
that their posterity should construet
a temple.

Two centuries have almost passed
away, and we find ourselves sur-
rounded with conspiracies and
disaffection to a Protestant govern-
ment—living in time fraught with
danger to our religion, laws, and
all that is dear to us as Protestants.
In associating themselves together,
our forefathers laid down a good
example, and true to the letter, their
sons have availed themselves of tlie
many advantages ariging therefrom
Aftiliated branches of the parent
society have been established in
every clime and in every land wherc
a British Protestant hasset his foot.
Alikein all its details to the original
confederation, is constituted the
Orange association of the present
day, having for its object the main-
tenance of the Protestant religion,
Protestant succesion to the throne,
civil and religisus liberty, and
mutnal protection in times of per-
secution. Tlad snch an institution
existed in 1640, the awful massacre
of Protestants which then occurred
would have been impossible. Uni-
versal vigilance, immediate com-
munication, preparation and devoted
union on the part of the Protestants
would have rendered such a catas-
trophe as that which merciless Rome
then inflicted, even beyond the hope
of malignant and murderous super-
stition.

As Mr. Rogers alludes so particu-

larly to the Act of the 6th and 7Tth

of William the Third, chapter 27,

it is deemed most satisfactory to

quote at length all such parts of the

Statute as refer to the matters now

under consideraticn. We copy from

the Journals as preserved in the

Library of the Commons of Canada.

The Statute is intituled,

‘‘ AN ACT FOR THE BETIER SECURITY
OF HIS MAJESTY’S ROYAL PERSON
AND GOVERNMENT.” (6t and Tth
of William the Third, chap. 27)

Whuereas the welfare and satety oy

this kingdom, zud of the Reformed

Religion, do, next under God, en-

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tirely depend upon the preservation
of His Majesty’s Royal Person and
Government, which, by the merci-
ful Providence of God, of late have
been delivered from the, bloody and
barbarous attempts of traitors, and
others, Ilis Bajesty’s encinies, who,
there is just reason to believe, have
in a great measure been encouraged
to undertake and prosecute such,
their wicked designs, partly by His
Majesty’s great and undescrved
clemency towards them, and partly
by the want of 4 sufficient provision
in the law, for the securing of offices
and places of trost, to such as are
well affected to His Majesty’s Gov-
ernment, and for the repressing and
punishing such as are known to be
disaffected to the sawe. Tor remedy
whereof, it is hereby enacted by the
King's most cxeellent Majesty, by~
and with the advice and consent of
the Lords, Spiritual and Temporal,
and Commonsg, in this present Par-
liament assembled, and by the au-
thority of the same.

Sectzons 1 and 2, then go on to
cnact, that all persons refusing to
take the Oaths prescribed by the
1st of William and Mary, Session
1, chapter 8, shall be liable to the
penalties inflicted on Popish Re-
cucants. -

Section 3. “ And wherea for the
better presc rvation of His Majesty’s
Royal Persor. and Government,
against the aforesaid wicked and
tiaitorous designs, upon a full dis-
covery thereof, grcat numbers of
His Majesty’s good subjects have
entered into and subscribed AN
ASSOCIATION, in the words fol-
lowing, viz.: ‘VWhereas there has
*been a horrible and detestable con-
< spiracy, jormed and carried on by
* Papists, and other wicked and
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“traitorous persons, for assassina-
“ting His Majesty’s Royal Person,
“in order o encourage am Invasion
¢ from France, to subvert our IRe-
“ligion, Laws and Liberties. We
¢ whose names are hereunlo sub-
¢ scribed, do heartily, sincerely, and
¢ solemnly, profess, testify, and de-
“clare, that his present Majesty,
¢ King WILLIA M, is rightful and
“lawful King of these Realms.
¢ And we do further mutually pro-
s muse and engage to stend by and
¢ ussist each other fo the utmost of
- our power, wn the support and de-
sfence of His Majesty’s most sacred
© Porson and Government, against
“the late King Janes and all his
> adherents. And, in case His Ma-
¢ jesty come lo any wviolent or un-
“timely death (whech God forbid!)
‘we do hereby further freely and
¢ unanimously pledge ourselves to
¢ unite, assocrate, and stand by each
¢other, in revenging the same upon
‘his enemies and their adherents,
“and in supporting and defending
¢ the succession to the Crown, accord-
“ing to an Act made in the first
Cyear of the reign of King William
‘and Queen Mary, intituled, An
¢ Act declaring the rights and liber-
‘ties of the Subject, and settling
¢ the Suceession of the Crown.”
Sections 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9, 10and 11
dec.are THE ASSOCIATION to remain
z-od and lawful—that Commission-
ers of accounts, and Officers under
the King, &c., within thirty miles
of Lon(fon, shall, in Easter term,
subscribe the Association, or do so
before the 1st of August, at the
Quarter Sessions—that all persons
admitted into office, must join the
said Association—that persons ne-
glecting or refusing to subseribe the
Association, shall be declared in-

The Orange Assoctation
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capable of holding office—and that
a penalty shall be inflicted upon all
persons executing office after neglect
or refusal to join the Association.

Sections 12, 13 und 14, enact
gundry provisions relative to Qua-
kers—to servants in the Royal em-
ployment—to persons on board the
ﬁeet, or in service beyond seas.

Section 15 provides that the King
may pardon penalties for not taking
the Oaths.

Sections 16, 17 and 18, after re-
citing the 3rd and 4th of William
and Mary, chapter 18, provides that,
after this Parliament, all members
must subscribe the Association, or
be disabled from sitting; and tl.t
if any member of the House shall
refuse or neglect to join the Associ-
ation, a writ shall issue for a new
election in lieu of such member.

Section 19 enacts provisions for
persons refusing to take the Oaths
preseribed by the 1st of William
and Mary, the 1st Session, chapter
18—and that they are not permitted
to vote as electors.

Section 20 authorizes the deten-
tion in custody, of persons accused -
upon oath of High Treason.

Section 21 continues in force all
Commissions for six months after
the demise of the Crown.

Section 22 declares the Act does
not make void any office of inherit-
ance, if a Deputy thereto shall be
appointed, who will join the Asso-
ciation, and who shall be approved
of by His Majesty.

Particular reference having been
also made to the Speech with which
His Majesty closed the;Parliament
in 1698, we have here inserted it
entire. The copy is taken from the
Lord’s Journals, vol. 16, page 844.
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CLOSING SPEECH

OF King William IIL., to the Pay-
biament of England, 5th July,

1698, '
* My Lorps AxD GENTLEMEN

#I cannot take leave of so.good
¢ Parliament, without publicly ac-
tnowledging the sense’ “have of the
great things you have done-for my
safety and honour, and for the-sup-
port and welfare of my People.

“ Every-one-of your Sessions hath
made good this chargeter. The
happy uniting-of us in an Associa-
tion for our mutual .defente=the
remedying of the corrnption, of the
Coin, which higd been: so-long-grow-
ing on the Nation—the restoring of

wards-gatisfying the-debts-contract-
ed in so long a war, with as little
