2. Deucribe the crowd
that came out to taire
Jesus, and tell that the),
camne in thse nigisi, be-
cause they feared the
people. Sn tries to hide,

btoting can b. bld
tromn God. Ask children

wrhat they think they would have donc if they
hiadtbeen the disciples, and tell what the dis-
ciples did do-ian away from, or forsook
jesus. Teacis that it is self in tihe heart that

makes people afraid to do right, and ask
what must be in the heart Io make us brave
and true. Speak of the terrible state we
should be in if Jesus had forsaken us, and
show that as he stood by us ini our sin and
misery, we ought to stand b>' him.

3. l'rint " Follow," and tell how Peter fol-
lowed "afar off." Thatis the way wefollow
when we obey a part, flot ail, of the words
of Jesus. Some do this because they are
afraid, some because they are selfish, and
sorte because they do flot think. Peter was
afraid ; therefore he followed Jesus at a dis-
tance, hoping to keep him in sight. and yet
flot to bie known as hi s follower. Teach that
ail who truly follow Jesus mst be williig to
bie known as his disciples.

In closing, recaîl soine of the kind thingu
J esus was constantly doing, and compare bis
arts of blessing with the treatment he was
nous reî.eiving. Teach that sin is blind, and
this lu why men couId treat Jesus witb sucb
cruelty.
