The following Chapter details the blessed
consequences of this coming of the Re-
deemer to Zion, upon both Jews and

Isaiah Ixvi. 15, 16, “For behold, the Lord
will come with fire, and with his chariots
like a whirlwind, to render his anger with
fury, and his rebuke with flames of fire:
for Jy fire and by sword will the Lord plead
with all flesh: and the slain of the Lord
ghall be many.” ‘

establishment of the heavenly kingdom, will
follow this glorious, but fearful coming of
the Lord. This passage is in keeping with
2 Thess. i. 7.

Zech. xiv. 8, 4, “ Then shall the Lord go
forth, and fizht against those nations, as
when he fought in the day of battle: and
his feet shall stand in that day upon the
mount of Olives, which is before Jerusalem
on the east.”” * And the Lord shall be king
over all the earth: in that day shall there
be one Lord, and his name one.” Ver. 9.

Luke xix. 11-27, #Aund as they heard
these things, he added and spake a parable,
because he was nigh to Jerusalem, and be-
cause they thought that the kingdom of
God shonld immediately appear. He said
theretore, a certain nobleman went into a
far country to reccive for himself a kingdom,
and to RETURN,” &ec. &c

You are aware, my dear Sir, that in the
days of our Lord, tributary princes had to
visit Rome to be invested with authority
over their provinces. When this was ob-
tained, they returned and assumed the
government of their respective States.  In
allusion to this fact, our Lord deseribes, in
this parable, the mode in which his own
Lkingdom is to be obtained and established.
He is now on his journey to that fur country,
to receive the investure of the kingdom.
Gifts, described Rom, xii. 8-8; 1 Cor. xii
4-11; Eph. iv. 8~16, ave distributed among
his servants to be duly improved and ac-
counted for. But his citizens, instead of
owning his authority, declare that they will
not have this man o rvign over them.
Notwithstanding this he will return, reckon
with his servants, reward the faithful, punish
the slothful, destroy his rebellious cifemies,
and establish bis authority and his kingdom.
It is remarkable here, that the rebellious
citizens of this prince say, “We will not
have this wax to reign over us” Here is
no mention of any objection to a spiritual

jection is to the personal reiyn of the man;
to this they declure they will not submit;
and they are destroyed in consequence.
Our Lord’s return to the earth is here
placed by himself, anterior to the establish- .
ment of his kingdom.

2 Tim. iv. 1, “I chavge thee therefore
before God, and the Lord Jesus Christ, who
shall judge the quick and the dead at his
appearing and kingdom.”

2Thess.ii. 8, “ And then shall that wicked
(one) be revealed, whom the Lord shall
consume with the breath of his mouth, and
shall destroy with the brighiness of lis
coming.”

The first of these passages teach us, that
the coming of our Lord and his kingdom
arc simultancous; they take place at the
same time. The second shews us that the
wicked one, the man of sin, the fruit of the
roystery of iniquity working in the days of
the apostles, shall be destroyed by the visi-
ble appearing, and personal presence of our
Lord Jesus Christ.  The rise of this raan of
sin, the apostacy which he would occasion,
and his destruction, by the coming of our
Lord, are the only great ecclesiastical events,
which the apostle places between the time
in which he lived, and the establishment of
the kingdom of our Lord in the earth. You
will obtain clearer light on this subject by
comparing Isaiah xi. 4; Ezek. xxxviil. 18-23;
Dan. vil. 11; xi. 36-45; Zech. xiv.; Rev,
xiil; xiv. 19-21.  The words in this last
passage 2 Thess. ii. 8, rendered brighiness
and coming, properly signify visible glory
and personal presence. This glorious coming
of the Sariour is named in every chapter in
both Epistles to the Thessalonians; and, in
the passage under notice, we are bound
down to the fact, that this glorious coming
precedes the destruction of the man of sin.
Whether we take this party to signify
Popery, or some other opposer of Divine
truth, is immalerial to the argument; bis
destruction will be cffected by no other
meauns than the glorious appearing of the
Son of God.

Other pussages might be adduced, and
other arguments used to demonstrate this
blessed fruth; but I conceive it is already
established. I would beg to remark, that
a spiritual millennium was not known in the
church until about the year of our Lord
1718, when it was fabricated by the Rev.

Daniel Whitby, D.D,, for the purpose of
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shewing that the words of God in Rev. xx.
4-0, were not to be taker; in their “proren
sexse”  This was the origin of the popular
notton of a spiritunl millennium antertor ty
the coming of the Lord Jesusin glory. And
the same thing is the cause of all the dis-
putes upon this subject. The opponents of
the premillennial advent will sometimes
frankly acknowledge, that if the lunguage
of Scripture is to be taken in its proper
gense and meaning, the question is decided.
Because if we take it in this signification, it
teaches the doctrine so clearly and plainly,
that successful contradiction is impossible;
but we take it spiritually, they add, That
is,as I understand them, they take these
prophecies to convey to the mind of the
reader no definite idea whatever,  Strango
use this to make of the Book of God.

V. When our Lord comes to establish
his kingdom, his saints shall come in glory
with him, and reign in that kingdom over
the earth,

Zech. xiv. 5, “And the Lord my God shall
come, and all the saints with thee.”

Col. iii, 4, “When Christ, who is our life
shall appear, then shall ye also appear with
him in glory.”

1 Thess. iii, 12, 13, “And the Lord make
you to increase and abound in love one to-
wards another, and towards all men, even
as we do towards you. To the end he may
establish yourhearts unblameablyin holincss
before God, even our Father, ac the coming
of our Lord Jesus Christ with all his saints.”

Chap. iv. 14, “For if we belicre that
Jesus died and rose agnin, even to them
also which sleep in Jesus will God bring
with him.”

1 John iii. 2, “Beloved, now are we the
sons of God, and it doth not yet appear
what we shall be: but we know when he
shall appear, we shall be like him; for we
shall sec him as he is.”

Rev. xvii. 12-14, “And the ten horns
which thou sawest are ten kings, which
have reccived no kingdom as yet; but re-
ceive power as kings one hour with the
beast. These have no mind, and shall give
their power unto the beast. These shall
make war with the Lamb, and the Lamb
shall overcome them: for he is Lord of
lords, and King of kings: and they that with
him are called, and chosen, and faithful”

Now taking these plain passages in their
roper sense, they teach us clearly and de-
cidedly the delightful truth, above stated,
that when our Lord comes to make the
earth his kingdom, his saints shall come
with him, and appear in glorious resurrection
bodies. They come with him; they take
a part in the final conflict, which determines
the sovercignty of the world ; Rev. ii. 26, 27;
xvit. 14, 19; xix. 14, 19; and then share
the triumph and the glory of their Lord.
"There can be no mistake respecting their
identity; for they are particularly described

A~~~

as the “called, and chosen or eleet, and
faithful;” terms, which me commonly used
in the New Lestament to designate believers
in the Lord Jesus Christ. They are now
raised from the dead, and experience the
blessedness of the IFirst Rescankcrios.
They are now partakers of the Saviour’s
slory, and have entered into the joy of their
ord.  They are no longer” known merely
as servants, but are distinguished as kings
and priests, and are appuinted to reign with
Christ and with God forever.

Proper views of this great subject enubles
us to understand a lwrge part of the Holy
Scriptures, which otherwise are unintelligi-
ble; and not only so, but they causc us to
understand the Divine dispensation.

1. Under the former dispensation, God
made choice of Israel to be a peculiar people
beside; and his purpose was to place them
at the head of all nations of the carth.  This
purpose will yet be fulfilled. Isaiah Ix. 12.
In spiritunl blessings Jews and Gentiles are
one, they share alike; but in their political
state, Isracl is destined to have the pre-
eminence.

2, But for their unfaithfulness, Israel is
overlooked for a time. God in mercy visits
the Gentiles to take out from among them
a people for his name. These are called
to be witnesses for Christ while heis absent
from the earth; to suffer for his sake now;
and receive the reward of their fidelity in
reigning with Chuist in his kingdom. This
elect church is not the aggregate of those
who will be saved through Jesus Christ;
but a kind of first fruits of his creatures,
James i. 18, distinguished from the nations
of the saved, over whom they will reign,
Rev. xxi. 24, and xxii. 8, 4; and destined
to be joint heirs with the Lord Jesus Chist.
Rom. viii. 17.

3. When God has accomplished the
numbrr of his eleet, he will hasten the
coming of his kingdom.  Christ will veturn.
Phe cliurch will be raised from the dead;
the living members translated; and both
be caught up into the air to meet the Lord in
the clouds. The faithful servants will ren-
der their account, and the marriage of the
Lamb will take place. Rev. xi. 15-19; xix. 5-9.

4. When the church is removed, and is
for a short time separated from the earth,
that wicked one will be revealed; 2 Thess.
ii, 3-12; Isaiah xi. 4; xiv. 5-27; Ezek.
xxxviil, and xxxix; Dan. vii. 7, 8,11, 21-26;
xi. 36-45; Rev. xiii. And the earth will
sink into the state deseribed. Lnke xvii.
26-30; Rev. xiv. 17-20; xvi, xvii, xviii,
and, with little exception, idolatry will .be
the order of the day. The Jews, probably
the last witnesses for God left in the earth,
are sighing in their last affliction, because
crushed by the rod of the ruthless con-
queror, who demands their religious worship
as well as their political allegiance. The
two witnesses, especially raised up to with-
stand that monster of iniquity and blasphe-

my, will have finished their testimony, and
suffered martyrdom.  And, with the ex-
ception of onc conquest, already half won,
the triumph of the beast is supposed to be
complete.  But judgment hastens; a fearful
sign is scen in air, the sign of the Son of
man, which strikes the blusphemer and his
hosts with terror, Another moment, and
heaven opens, the Saviour, with his gloritied
church burst, upon the gaze of un astonished
world, Jsracl is delivered, the cnemy is east
into the burning lake, and his army, with
the exception of a small part, is miserably
destroycd. The small part, that are merci-
fully spared, will then be sent throughout
the earth to proclaim the Saviour's glory,
and to bring to the land of their fathers,
the residue of the dispersed of Israel. Now
the humbled Israelites will look upon him
whom they have pierced and mourn; a
general repentance and turning to him will
ke place; and with one heart and voico,
they will now say, “Blessed is he that
cometh in the name of the Lord.” The
Lord Jesus will now take the throne of his
father David, and reign over the house of
Jucob for ever.

5. But though the kingdonm® will first
come to the daughter of Jerusalem, and be
established uwpon mount Zion, it will not be
limited to the Jews. The fiest work of the
Messiah, after his descent to the earth, will
certainly be to deliver, humble, and bless
them. These things being done, God says,
# And it shall come to pass afterwards, that
T will pour out my Spirit upon all flesh:
and your sons and your daughters shall
prophesy, your old men shall dream dreams,
your young men shall see visions: and also
upon the servants and upon the handmaids
in those days will I pour out my Spirit.”
Joel ii. 28. The knowledge of the Lord
will now cover the earth, as the waters cover
the sea; the glory of the Lord will be re-
vealed, and all flesh shall see it together;
and all flesh shall see the salvation of God.
‘The mystery of clection will now have ter-
minated ; and the dispensation of universal
merey, grace, and righteousness, will be
established.

6. With the reign of universal righteous-
ness, meany collateral blessings and advan-
tages, will be enjoyed. The state of the
inferior creatures will be ameliorated, and
greatly changed. Atthetime of the creation,
one creature did not live by preying upon
another; another mode of sustenance was
divinely appointed. The Creator’s original

nt runs thus: “And to every beast of
the field, and to every fowl of the air, and
to everything that crec;icth upon the.earth,
wherein there is life, I have given every
reen herb for meat: and it was so. And
ijod saw every thing that he had made:
and, behold, it was very good.” Gen. i. 80,
Under Messialy’s reign, the Crention will be
brought back to its first condition.

The prophet Isaiah teuches us, that at the
coming of the Lord, “The wilderness and
the sofimry place shall be glud for them;
and the desert shall rejoice and blossom as
the rose. It shall blossom abundantly, and
rejoice even with joy and singing; the glory
of Lebanon shall be given unto it, the ex-
<ellency of Carmel and Sharon, they shall
see the glory of the Lord, and the excellency
of our God.” And God says, *“Behokl I
create new heavens and a new earth: and
the former shall not be remembered, nor
come into mind. Psal. civ. 30; Isa, xxxv,
i 2; Isv 17, In this renewed state of the
earth and ‘creatures, peace, safety, plonty,
comfort, and longevity will be enjoyed; ard
these blessings will be connected with the
most happy intercourse with God, and
striking manifestations of his presence and
approbation. Isa. ii. 43 Ilosea ii. 18, Amos
ix. 13, Isa lxw. 20, iv. 5, 6.

%7. But these beautiful revelations of the
Messiah’s reign, delightful and enchanting
a3 they are, do not contain the consummation
of the believer’s hope. The period of the
millennial reign, is only the period of putting
down all ruTc, and authority, and power,
that are not of God; and of restoring crea-
tion to its first e..ate. When this great
work is done, the Son will deliver up the
kingdom to the Father, or present it to him
for his approval.  Then God, himself, in all
the glory of Godhead, comes to dwell with
man; and at his approach, the heavens and
earth are again renewed, and raised to a
still more glorious and exalted state: the
orderis from glory to glory. The prophetic
revelation is now realized, “And I heard a
great voice out of heaven, saying, Behold,
the tabernacle of God s with men, and he
will dwell with them, and they shall be his
people, and God bimself shall be with them,
and be their God. And God shall wipe
away all tears from their eyes; and there
shall be no more death, neither sorrow, nor
crying, neither shall there be any more pain:
the former things are passed away. And
he that sat upon the throne said, Behold I
make all things new. And he said unto
me, write: for these words are true and
faithful” Rev. xxi. $-5.

&« From the tirst mention of him that sat
upon the throne, Chap. iv. 2, this is the
first speech which is expressly described to
him;" and this is commanded to be written,

upen thee; that thou mayest give them
thejr meat in due season.  What thou
givest thel they gather; thou openest
thine hand, the, are filled with good.  Thou
hidest thy face, they are tl'uublu(}, thou
takest away their breath, they die, and
return to their dust.  Thou sendest forth
thy Spirit, they are created: (lieb. yibba
renn, created ayain) and thou renewust the
face of the earth. The glory of the Lord
shall endure for ever: the Lord shall rejoice
in his works.” We are here taught, 1st.
That the inferior creatures wait upon God,
and receive their meat from his hand: 2nd.
That by the hiding of his face they are
subjected to trouble: 3rd. That he takes
away their breath and they die, and they
return to the dust: 4th. e sends forth his
Spirit, and they are again created: 5th.
He renews the fice of the earth: €th. This
glorious work stands for ever: and the Lord
will rejoicein his wotks, Do not the words,
“they ure ercated again,” as plainly declare
the resurrection of these creatures, as those
“they die,” declare their death? The sacred
text does not say that God raises up other
creatures to fill the place of the dead ; but
it clearly speaks of the same creatures dying,
turning to the dust, and created again.
And, in confirmation of this truth, He that
sits upon the throne says, “ Behold, I make
all things new.”” These Divine sayings,
taken in their proper meaning, teach us
that the whole “creation shall be delivered
from the bondage of corruption, into the
glotious liberty of the sons of God.”  Raised
to the state in which God beheld the work
of his hands, and pronounced it good, very
good; and not only so, but richly compen-
sated for the privations and sufferings of
the present time, the creatures will be con-
summately happy. God willagain pronounce
them good, very good, and rejoice over them.
And they will rejoicein bim, In one great
burst of gladness, thanksgiving, and praise,
s«gvery creature which is in heaven, and on
the carth, and under the earth, and such
as are in the sea, and all that are in them”
will be heard “saying, blessing, and honour,
and glory, aud nower, be unto him, that
sitteth upon the throne, and unto the Lamb,
for ever and ever.”

When this great and glorious work is
done, the heavenly Jerusalem will appear
in all its glory. The throne of God and of
the Lamb shall beinit. The church of the
present dispensation, will be also the in-
habitants of that divine abode. And here
in union vith their Saviour, and his heavenly
Father, the church, as the ransomed bride
of the Lord Jesus Christ, will reign over
TIstuel, the nations of the saved, who walk

IS STRICT COMMUNION AN OCCASION OF
DIVIDING GOD'S CHILDREN ?

We admit the fact, but refuse the blame,
We freely admit that there are multitudes
of God's dear children unenlightened as to
baptism; many of them kave nevee at-
tended to the subject; and others, through
the influence of custom and false instruction,
have seriously taken up with infant sprink-
ling in its stead. It is also a fact, that
whilst they and we continue in our present
sentiments, we must remain divided as to
visible church communion. But the ques-
tion is, Who are to blame? those who ob-
serve and stand to the Scripture rule, or
they who do not comply with it? And
whether should Chiistians unite in observing
Christ’s institutions, or in dispensing with
them? The very state of the question is a
sufficient answer to such as lhold the insti-
tutions of Christ of indispensable obligation.
We are grieved to think that so aany of
the real children of God are living in the
neglect of the very first ordinance of the
gospel; we endeavour to hold it forth to
theun consistently by our example, doctrine,
and separate communion: we cordially in-
vite them to fellowship with us in this and
all the other institutions of Christ, according
to the order in which he has placed then;
and we carnestly pray to their Father and
ours, that he would dispel their ignorance,
remove their prejudices, and subject their
consciences to this and every other part of
his revealed will; but while they remain in
their present mind, we dare not meet them
any nearer, nor step over the sacred boun-
daries which Christ has marked out in his

word, in order to give them the right hand
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of fellowship. Indeed, the great body of !

*edobaptists themselves act upon this prine
ciple; for they will not receive any to com-
munion at the Lord’s supper unless they
consider them as having Lccn baptized in
some way or other.

Thig, you will say, is contrary to charity,
Christian forbearance, and the npostolical
exhortation to “reccive one another, as
Christ also s received us to the glory of
God:” Rom. xv. 7.

It is, indced, very opposite to that pro-
fane, compliant charity, so much cried up
in the professing world, which has neither
the word of Gog for its rule, nor the truth
for its object; which esteems conscientious-
ness in crror equivalent to soundness in
the faith, and legitimates a kind of Chris-
tianity which stands independent of keep-
ing the commandments of God and the
faith of Jesus; but it is perfectly agreeable
to true charity, which consists in love to
the truth, and to those whoare of the truth
for its sake, as perceiving it dwelling in
them by its genuine cffects.  If we esteem
all the commandments of the gospe! to be
plain, important, and indispensable; if we
sce them to be the effects of divine wisdom,
benevolence, and love; if we are persuaded
that men’s interest lies in observing them,
and that thereis danger in neglecting them,
then regard to the divine authority, love to
the truth, and charity to men require that
we dispense with none of them.

Ifby Christian forbearance you mean an
agreement to differ quietlr about the com-
mandments of Christ, as not essential to
church communion, there is no such thin
cnjoined in thé Scripture. It would be
absurd to suppose that Christ would give
ordinances to his church, and at the same
time a command to dispense with any of
them.  The mutual bearing with each other
insisted on, Rom, xiv.and xv. has no respect
to any of the precepts of the gospel, but to
the peculiarities of the Mosaic law respecting
meats and days.  We are exhorted to for-
bear one another in love, but this does not
respect any sctiled difference as to the
common rule of our faith and obedience,
but a just allowance for one another’s weak-
nesses and imperfections in coming short of
the acknowledged rule, with the exercise
of meekness, tenderncss, and long-suffering
towards each other in this imperfect state.

The exhortation, “Reccive ye one another,
as Christ also received us to the glory of
God,” does not signify that they should re-
ceive one another into church fellowship,
disagreeing  about the institutions of the
gospel, or that they should receive any to
their communion without baptism; the
parties exhorted were believing Jews and
Gentiles, who differed not about baptism,
but about the peculiarities of Moses® law,
as has been noticed.  Christ had received
the Jew, observing that peculiar Jaw, and
iodulged him in 1t for a time; he had ako

received the Gentile, who was never under
that Jaw, and now forbid to observe any
such thing. In these peculiar circumstances
they are exhorted to imitate the exatple
of Christ in receiving one another as he had
received them both to the glory of God,
without making any difference of Jew or
Gentile.~trelabuld M’ Lean.

AN EDUCATED MINISTRY.

It has been often said, that the first
teachers of Chiristianity were illiterate men.
So they were at first.  But the discipline
they received from their Lord, and the
diligence with which they !aboured, made
them peeuliarly wise in the work of the
Lord. " They understood the doctrines of
religion, the principles of virtue, and the
way of merey most perfectly. It is won-
derful when reading in the original Jangunge
the epistles and writings of those who were
the least instructed, o seo the perfeet ac-
curacy with which they describe, the duties
to be performed, the hopes to be cherished,
the sius to be forsaken, and the motives by
which the saints must be actuatedin secking
the kingdom of heaven, They seemed to
to know how to persuade better than any
man that ever lived. They could find the
place of tears, of hope, of fear and shame,
and scemed to possess every avenue to the
heart of man. 'They used the greatest
plainness of speeeh, but they never mistake
in describing the thing they intend to teach
aud enforce.  But some were more emineut

€lthan the rest.  Luke was more elegant in

his writing, but perfectly accurate.” Paul
was a mighty man both as a scholar and a
saint. He had studied all the depths of
learning in the Hebrew school, and scemed
as though he had imbibed the very spirit
of Moses and the prophets. He wus so
learned in all the books of the Grecian

S tschool, that he quotes them with the great-

est case and elegance. It is not possible to
find a single error in all his writings, either
in the statement of duty, or the exposure of
falsehood, or in painting the feelings of the
mind. He uses the very words which the
best authors in his day would have used,
and which they did use, to describe the
exercises and virtues of the heart. Al
human nature scenied to be Jaid out before
him like one vast scenc exposed in the
clearest light of day. The intricate phi-
losophy of Asia, and the cofd infidelity of
Atheng, were alike unable to stand before
his mighty reasoning. is exposure of sin
made the wicked tremble, though they
were seated on a throne; and his exhibitions
of heavenly glory stirred up the courage of
the saint on a throne; and his exhibitions
of heavenly glory stirred up the courage of
the saint even in the furnace of affliction.
In the church and in the world he was the
greatest man that ever formed the wir of

heaven into sound articulate; excepting
only the person of his Lord. Besides this,
the npostle John has shown in the 1st
chupter of his gospel n perfect knowledge
of the learning that then, and for many
ages, prevailed in Asia, so that the apostles
cannot be propetly called illiterate.  They
were nost deeply learned in all that clates
to religion and God.

It is very plain that none of thesu advan.
tages are naturally possessed by Christinns
in the world now. ‘They have to study the
sacred Scriptures through the medium of
transhitions.  These, though they deserve
great confidence, can never give the spiti¢
and force of the original. They teach us
much of divine truth, and none who read
them attentively, and obey them honestly,
will ever Jose their reward.  But they have
been so transkited, as to give support to
systems which men have not been nble to
justify by asimple appeal to divine authority.
Besides, the distance of time, and place, and
the entire destruction of all that state of
society which then prevailed, have rendered
it diflicult to trace the beauty of those allus
sions which are made by the sacred writers:
to things that existed when they wrote.
The knowledge of those books, and systems
of learning, which Paul and the other
apostles studied, is not to be possessed by
men now, nor have the churches any inspired
interpreters by whom these deficiences may
be supplied. God has given to the nations
his word, and he is pleased now, having
shown its value by the expericnce of so
many ages, to exercise the diligence and
faithfulness of his servants, both in studying,
and practising, the truth which it contains,

From hence may be seen the duty to be
observed ii. preparing the men who may
be called by God to discharge the Christian
ministry, Their education should not be
worldly, but spiritual. They must be placed
a3 nearly as possible in the same situation,
with respeet to the people which they have
to teach, as that in which the first teachers
were placed, in respect to the people they
taught. The disadvantage of the time in
which they live must be done away by the
study of history, so that they may under-
stand the things as they were when the
Saviour lived, and the apostles laboured,
‘The disadvantage of speaking another lan-
guage must be surmounted, by studying
carefully the languages in which the Serip-
tures were written and studied in their day.
Their knowledge in these things, should
be intimate and profound, so that they
might, with ease to themselves, and with
comfort to their hearers, state the facls
which lighten up the sacred page, and make
its beautiful solemnity manifest. Besides
this, they should be trained in all the prac-
tical duties of their office. They must be
taught how to divide the word of truth
rightly; to administer a word in season to
him that is weary. The government of the

churches should be fully explaired to them;
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and the best means of instructing the young,
tho ignorant, and those that are out of the
way. As physicians teach their pupils how
to treat the diseased bodies of men, so these
should be taught how to deal with the di-
seased souls of men, The precious balm
of Gilead is the medicine they have to ad-
minister,and they must be taught its healing
virtues, aod how to administer it with the
greatest advantage, The school of these
prophets, should be the place of deep devo-
tion, where their hearts may be often filled
with the purifying influence of God’s own
Spirit. Every offort must be employed to
make the period of their retirement from
the world supply them v th the same dis-
cipline and benefits which Jesus gave to his
apostlesin the citics of Judea, and the plains
of Galilee.

THE PARIAHS, OR OUTCASTS,

Except the Brahmins there are few who learn
to read; and among the Pariaks, or outcasts, [
have never seen even one reader unless in some
mission school. The Brahmins have always
taught that they canuot learn, but there are now
so many proofs to the contrary as to make the
proud Brahmins almost ashamed,

The other day I was talking with a learned
Brahmin, who saud contemptuously,  What can a
Pariak iearn 3°  #Just as much,” [ replied, *as
a Brahmin;” adding that I knew of a classin a
certain mission school, of which the &ead hoy was
a "ariah and the foot boy a Brahmin.  After some
miore conversation he said indifferently, ¢ Q, they
can learn if they have practice.”

Some of the brightest children in our bourding
school are of this class. Amoneg them a lovely
httle gul named Juha was baptized last month.
On coming up out of the water she shed abundant
tears of joy. I should like to be baptized too,”
said one of the children the next day, “but T am
afraid my faith is not strong enough.?” ¢ So shonld

dear friends, who have heard the gospel from -
fancy, is your faith strong enongh to reccive bap-
tism? :

I often take one or two of these children whose

hearts have been touched by the truth, tad go to

Pariahs quite near us. Theugh these ignorant
penple do st unde rstand the Hindoo religion hko
the lngher classes, the dificulties in the way of
their recetving the gospel are about as great. They
are so pour aud degraded, st sometunes tahes a
long time to get their attention to what we have 10
say, unless we talk about money ; and when they
do listen it is hard to make them uaderstond, they
are so jgnorant of the meaning of religious wonds,
Some are more intelligent,

Money, jewels and idols are things of which the
Hivdoos genernlly are very fond,  “They will walk
fity or even a hundred miles to attend the festival
of some favorite idol,  One of these fustivals was
held in Nellore a few weeks ago, when the god

tun-ga-nai-ga-swa-mi was drawn on a beavtifully
ornamented car by two or three hundred men
pulling at topes.  ‘This car is in uharc like that of
Juggernaut, of which you have undoubtedly scen
pictures. bnt much smaller.  We had tents pitched
near the temple, where we daily taught hundreds
the way that leads to etenial life.

EVUROPE,

The Papers which for wecks have found a rich
vein in the memory and death of Arthur Wellesley,
have reached the closing scene of all—the pageant
of his funeral, and now the advanring wave of
active life will roll over the empty place of the
hiero of & hundred fights, the counsellor in a hundred
public emergencies. Another, without his merits,
will wear his honors. And the thousands who
prudently count that a living ass is better than a
dead lion, will pay their court to another Duke of
Wellington. This is human glory—it passeth away.

Ere this, an eventful campaign has opened in the
British House of Commons, in which much, very
much, is to be decided for the British Empire, for
us therefore,and the world, It would be impossible
to anticipate the strength of parties in a house
composed of such material as'the present, as it
would be toanticipate the courseof such a ministry,
with no other principle, but to keep themselves in
office.

Every rumor and report speaks of unwonted
prosperity amongst all classes in England.  Those
who have been for a few ycars absent fiom their
native land, and who have revisited it durmg the
last season speak of the improved aspect of things
as being very striking,

S:ill emigration procceds with unabated eager-
ness for which the improvement refered to, fur~
nishes the means.

From Ircland we seceive tidings of yet extending
conversions from Romanism. The priests and
their party arc employing the most violent measures
they dare to arrest it Jtis said that Sir H. Bulwer
has obtained from the Pope and his ministry an
expression of their decided condemnation of the
line of action adopted by the priests.

It is more grievous than surprising to leara that
among the followers of Father Matthew, intems
perance is alarmingly on the increase, A corres-
pondent of the London Dasiy News says, ¢ Every-
where we are told that the temperance movement

hegun in superstition, and political enthusiasm was
maintained only by the destitution of the famine

time:  And everywhare we sce but too plainly
that the restraint was artificial and temporary.”

Men are alow to fearn and cften need to be taught
agnin the utter delusion that these most be in ot
haman devices to make men holy and good.
‘This has been expericnced & thousand times, and
will be found invariably tine.  The best scrvies
the fricads of temperance ean rendder tha victims of
this vice is, to press on the passage of a law
which will placc the trade in ligoor on a fevel with
the sale of lottery tickets and otber demoralising
traffics.  But for the present elevation and the
future salvation of man, we have no confidence in
any thing but that swhich is the power of God and
the wisdom of God.

Tue Mebprars.- -We have again and again ade
verted to the case of these intetesting victims of
Popish cruelty. And those of our readers who
have access to old country papers must have obe
served the deep interest it awnkens all over Europe.
They were at one time servants in an English
family, Rosa, the wife, was very assiduous in her
attentions to a member of the family throughout =
dangerous illness, and was consequently presentin
the sick room during the frequent visits of a pious
clergyman, the reading of the Scripturcs on these
occasions wos blessed to her conversion, and she
was the means of leading her hmsband to the
acknowledgement of the truth ayitis in Jesus,
They bave recently kept an English boarding house
in Florence; and probably on that account were
placed under the suspicions of the pricsts and the
police.  On their arrest, there wwas no proof even
of the alleged crime of reading the Scriptures.
But when the magistrate said, “you have often
read the Bible, and you mean to do so again, they
were silent ; for they could not stoop to duplicity.
And on this honest silence they are condemned to
a long, and ignominious imprisonment. At a
recent meeting in London, Mr. Herschell stated
that, ¢ Legnora Madiai was now confined in «
small cell, enduring the most degrading and insult-
ing inflictions”, And all this, in the boasted nine-
tcenth century, for reading the Word of God !
little wonder if sympathy for the victim and indig-
nation against the priestly porsecutors, should
thrill the heart of Christendom. An eloquent
speaker, at oneof our many gatherings in Great
Britain, which that sympathy has prompted, thus
expressed his sense of the enormity :—

% Can anything exceed this? Declare it crimi-
nal for a man to look on the sun, which his Creator
has given to shine on the just and on the unjust—
say that the common air must be the monopoly of

pe and priest, or can only be permitted to be
E?cathcd by their special licence—and you really
say something less preposterous and wicked than
in saying to a human being that it shall be an un-
lawfut thing for him to read the Seriptures. You
ston the message of Heaven on its way to man;
and whether, in doing this, is the impiety to God
or the'inhumanim;o man the greater? The sub~
sequent stepa in this process are tertibly in keeping
with the first,”?

Nor is it sympathy alone which moves men.
There is a sense of common danger in the undis-
guised revival of persecution by a church which is
insiduously penetrating the ears of freedom, with
the name of liberly on its lips, and the pro-
fession of an entire reformation of the old blood-
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thirsty spitit. Itis well that we have fair warning of the signs of the times, in the light" of Divine have supposc:] n'mt the pulpitof » Baptist chu{ch,
at the hands of the Sorceress, long dsunk with the truth, that we call upon the children of t.hc day' 10 whese only Christ and lum crucified wos ‘\mm\sc.d
Llood of Gedd’s saints, that her abstinence has been ' awake, and make seady 5 for the time is coming to be known, c?uhl have been chunged into a tri-
constrained, and that it only wants the opportun‘ty, ' to try the faith of them that dwell on the eath,  bune, from which he, who was bound to warn

&ad the fiendish thirst inflamed by that abstinence,
will again be slaked by martys’sblood, Wensk the
sympathy and prayers of Christians for these suffet~
ing disciples. But may we not ask formore? A
voice from Canada would be welcomed by the
Cliristian (ricnds of the oppressed at home. And
why might not our communitics assemble and
utter that voice? There is much in every act of
Christian love: * it blesscs him that gives and him
that takes.” Our own hearts would be the better
for it, and, it may, be ous own liberties would be
safer.

We are not, certainly, ont of danger, when our
Parliament is voting taxes to bud Popish Cathe-
drals; and throwing the sanction of law over Jesuit
institutions,

It isa singular proof of the length to which
Jesuitical duplicity dares to go, that in the very
papess which bring us tidings of the sentence of
the Madiais,~the failure of Sir H. Bulwer’s Mission
to Rome, on behalf of Edward Murmy,~the
aggressions on populac rights by the priest’s party
in almost every country in Enrope,~and the mur-
derous declamations of the incensed priest-hood of
Ireland, we have reports of Bishop Heagh’s ad-
vocacy of his church us the bulwark of demiocratic
institutions ; and Priest Cummings standing up in
the face of America, and proclaiming: that the
only means by which American rights can be
protected,—the country purificd,—and social re-
form secured, would be, the influence of the Roman
Catholic Church! Yes, it will give such purity
as bachelor confissors have given to adulterous
Italy,~such social reform as that church has given
to Ireland,—such liberty as Florence has givento
the Madiais,—such protection as the vulture gives
the lamb.

And is there no real danger to mankind, and es-
pecially to the church of God, in the fierce strug-
gle of the man of sin in the death throes?  Look
at the arrogance with which his emissarics are
pushing forward their claitns on this continent,
Popish mobs have attempted to put down public
discussion in America. Violeace has attempted to
silence Dr. Gursteweun in Cincinnati—Popish
craft, tampering with corrupt politicians, is creep-
ing into the legislation—perhaps influencing the
Executive of every govetnment on this continent.
Look at Europe: the priest and the t, rant are
every where cementing a league for life aud death,
against the people. The Jesuits of France, sub-
verting an ill-constructed republic, are even now
hatching a superstitious, sensual, aud unprincipled
Emperor, who will be a mere puppet in their
crafty hauds, to nod assent to their enactments,
And the heads of the Romish hierarchy in Ireland,
are waiting in France to congratulate—nominally
that miserable usurper, but actually, their own
allies, whose creature he is. In Belgium, the
priests, in concert with their brethren in France,
are plotting to Letray thetr country into the hands
of the new Emperor ; while the Irish league may
be used as a means of awing Great Britain into
silence. It is not rashly, but after a careful study

UNITED STATES,

The presidential election, which has terminated
in the success of General Pierce, by an almost
unexampled majority, has passed over with unusnal
quiet. The result of i, in which Canada is most
interested is, that the party inpower will be opposed
to protection. And their influence may sccure us
the reciprocal free trade which will doubtless
benefit both countries.

The abolitionists are manifestly discouraged by
the results; although they have succeeded in re-
turning to congress one of the ablest and best of
their number, Gerrit Smith, His success is due
rather to his personal character than his panty
conncetions.

‘Tne memory of Daniel Webster has been treated
in the United States with demonstrations of respect
and affection as hearty, if not as expensive as those
with which the memoty of Aithur Wellesley has
been treated throughout the British empire. “That
men possessed of such qualities, and who have
rendered such services should be honoured by
their ccuntrymen is, to say the least of it, natural.

we could have supposed that they would eagerly
lay hold of a subject that promised to vary the
cold harangue of an ideal virtue with something
like the warmth of human sympathy, But hud
not the blasphemous panegyrics of Kossuth, been
yet sounding in onr cars, who could have dared to
think that Baptist ministers would have been found
catering to popular taste, and bidding fornotoriety,
by prostitutiug their place and office to the purposel

men to flee from wrath W come, pronounced ont
the evening of the Lord’s day, an intlated oration
in honour of the lawyer, the patriot, aud the statess
man——canonizing his gemus, and even justifying
an unbounded ambition. Nor could we have be-
licved beforchund, that a Dapust newspaper,
avowally the staunch advocate of pure and uncor-
rupted Christianity, would be found qnoting the
harangue with approlation—telling its readers,
that Me, Armitage * did ample justice to the great
metite of the departed statceman,”’ and * concluded
with an elogaent prayer??

Is the same
order of oratory to be transferted frons Unitarian
to Baptist pulpits 7 and the eame style of eriticism
to be trunsplanted from Boston to New York 7

We could very well conceive of a Christian
winister nproving the occasion of Dunicl Wel-
ster’s death ; but it must be in very different lan-
guage from that of which we *ave a * beautiful
extract,” in the N. Y, Weekly Chronicle—the fast
paper in which we cither expected or desired to
find such criticism.  And we still hope that it has
found its way there unwittingly to its editors,

BAPTO AND BAPTIZO.

We find in T%¢ Echo, (an Fvangelical Episcopal
Paper published at Port fHope,) an article, culled
from the speeches of Mr. Rice, in his debate with
A. Camplell, on the subject of Baptism, in which
Dr. Carson is made to sustain the praciice of
sprinkling as Baptism! A greater outrage thaw
this could not be perpetrated against the m:mory
of a Christian scholar, Carson might as casone
ably be brought to sustain infidelity or Yopery
as Rantism, No man cver proved with greater
clearness, none with such consummate ability,
that without immersion there was, there could
be no baptism. This point Dr. Carson has suse
tained by an amount of evidence and a tucidness
of induction, more extensive aad more brilliant
than was ever before brought to bear on the settle-
ment of any merely philological question in any
ficld of controvessy, and yet the writer in the Echo
has the hardihood so to present his teaching as to
make him appear to contend that Baptism does
not always mean immersion. We can and do
respect the sentiments of an intelligent honest man,
however widely we may differ from him, but the
man who it the name of God would seek to sustain
a sectarian dogma by perverting the teachings of
an opponent, we despise most heartily,

Thearticle in question,after giving from classical
authors quotations which Carsan with much labour
discovered aud produced to establish the meaning
of the primary word Baplo, closes thus :—

¢Carson says, a word may come to enlarge,
50 as to lose sisht of its origin.” This fact must be
obvious to every smatterer in Philology. Had jt
Ucen attended to, Baptists would have uio necessity
to prove that Bapto, when it significs to dye, always

properly signifies to dye by dipping; and their
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opponents would have seen no advantage by pro-;

ving that it sigaities to dye in any manner.  Again,
Bapto signities to dye by sprinkhng, as properly as:
by dipping, though uriginally confined to the latter, |
Auuin, nor itee stich up‘)Iiralions of the wonl to be,
uccounted for by metaphor, ns Gale asserts,  They |
are as literal as the primary neaning. It is by ex-
teasion of literal meaning, and not by figure of any
kind, that wonls come to depart so fur fromn their
original siguification.  Bapto, and Baptezo, siguty
the same tTling, according to the Baptists.”

IF the compiler of the above quotations read Dr. !}
Carson’s argument, he could not fail to know that!
such a mode of quoting him would assuredly mis-
lead especiully the unlearned reader us to his’®
(Carson’s) conclusions respecting the action iu:
baptisn.  Carson never sail, never intimated,
never gave the remotest hint from which the idea !
could be interred that baplo weant to sprinkle, or
pour. He has proved the woud to have two, and
only two significations: first, to dip; second, to dye.
His ground is that bapto originally mcant only to
dip, but that as dying was performed by dipping,
the word gradually assumed this as a secondary
meaning, first with eference to the siguification
of the word, and ultimately without any reference
whatever to mode.  Baplo never appears in any
writing siacred or profane, where it does not indicate
to dip if cosployed in its primary scuse, or to dye
if cmployed in its secondary, It never means to
drop, or pour ot sprinkle.  But if it did, it would
notaffect the Laptismal coutroversy ; for the primary
word is never employed to indicate the Christian
ordinance. Baptizo, and not baplo, is the oriyginal
of baptism. ‘The writer of the article in question
obviously understood this, and hence’ he says,
« Baptoand baptizosignify the same thing according
to the Baptists,” This is a grand mistake Mr,
Echo—a grand mistake ! You have quoted Carson,
have the wanliness, have the justice to give the
following from the very beginning of the next
section of his work succeeding your quotations, he
SaysI—

« Haviag viewed baplo in every light in which
it can assist us on this subjeet, I shall now proceed
10 exhibitihe exarples of the occurrence of baplizo

fteelf; which, fo the utter cxclusior of the root, is
applied to the Christian rite.  Bavro, the root |
have shown to possess two meanings, and two only,
to dip and to dye. BarTizo 1 have usserted has
hut one significaion.

What now becoines of the reckless assertion that
Baptists belicve bapto and daplizo to signify the
same thing? Here is the testimony of a Baptist
who gave more attention to this point than did any
other man on cither side of the controversy, and he
praves that the derivative agrees with the root in
its primary meaning namcly to dip, but never
means to dye, so that the resultof Carson’s iuves-
tigations iz, that Christ has commanded his disciples,
not to be dyed buttobedipt. Why did not the Ecko
give us a few examples from the classics wheee
baptizo meant tn pour or sprinkle T Perhaps he
will yet dooneof two things in the premiscs, cither
produce the cxamples called for, or frankly 1ell his
readers that he cannot.  Such 2 conlession woull
at least sustain the old Liturgy of the Church of
Eungland,

Baptist Theological School in
Canada.

At Hamilton, on “Thursday, the 1th instant,
theie was held a meeting of the Committee ap-
pointed by the Regular Baptist Missionary Society
of Canuda, to make arrangements with Dr. Maclay,
or otherwise to provide some means to raise an
endowment for a ‘Theological School in the Pro-
vince. ‘The Convener stated, that in accordance
with the desite of the Socicty, he had written to
Dr. Machy, soliciting him to devote a few weeks
to visit the churches in Canada, witha view to
raise, if possible, the sunmof £10,000 for the above
important objeet; und that Dr, Maclay, in reply,
hiad not only expressed his willingness to comply
with the wishes of the Society, but had intimated
that he would give his services gratuitonsty ; and
that he intended to make 2 donation of $100 to the
fund—a like sum to which he has recently sub-
sceibed to each of the Thealogical Schools of
Acudia and Rochester; and having fmther sub-
scribed $200 to Madison.

Dr. Maclay, being present, further expressed his
high scnse of the importance of establishing an
stitution, that would rendes the churchesot Canada
independent of all other countrics foc a supply of
well-trained and faithful ministers of the Gospel.
He stated it to be the firm conviction of his miud,
ater a long experience and extensive and varied
observation, that it was through such an institution
olone that such a supply could ever be obtained.
In the Uuited States there wo= a growing demand
for many more laborers than ¢ 1 their institutions
conld futnish, And though it were not so, no
laborers would so well occupy the field as those
who were Canadian in feelings, habits, attaclunents
and education, He claimed that his past course,
as well as his recent contributions, would shew that
he said all thiswith a suillcient appreciation of the
value of Madison and Rochester 1o the State in
which his own home lics, He assured the Com-
mittee that he had long looked with interest and
affection to the Bapuists of Canada.  And that
such was his sense of the importance of this object
to their bestinterests that,tosecore it, he was willing
1o undergo any labor which his constitution would
endure.  And if it should prove the last scrvice of
his old age, he would consider it well 2ad worthily
devoted,

The Commitice, impressed with the disinter-
csted, philambropic, and judicious sentiments of
our venerable father, felt that his course established
the strongest ciaim upon the gratitude of the bre-
thren ; and that the best expresston of it would be,
a hearty and carnest cffort. to attain the contem-
plated end.

A communication was read, and suggestions
were made regarding the location and armange-
ments of the iustitution for which an endowmeat
was to be sought ; but on mature deliberation, the
Committee decided that it was not their place to
determine upon the details of the enterprise; that
their business was only provisional and prelimi.
nary ; and that the whole management and direc-
tion of the fund should be vested in an Education
Society, to be organized through subscribers to the

{endowment ; and 1o be composed of members of
Regular Baptist Churches in Canada,

Dr. Maclay accordingly was encouraged to pro-
ceed on his mission 3 and to procure subscriptions
+to the following object, and on the following terms,
; which are designed to protect the interests of the
‘institution, and the rights of subscribers s

¢ Being desirous to promote the proper education
and scriptural training of young men, members of
Baptist Churclies, who may be called of God to
the work of the Christian ininistry among us,
we agree to pay to the Rev. A, Machy, D.D., for
the purpose of establishing a Theological School
in Canada, the respective sums sct opposite our
namies, at the time also specified, on condition ¢

1. ‘That an amount not less than five thousand
pounds be subscribed, to be applied to the endow-
ment of one or more professorships in eaid Theo-
logical School, for the payment of incidental ex-
penses, and the purchase of a library.

I1L. That in the organization of the said Society
and in the adoption of its constitution, subscnbers
shall have the righc to vote as follows:—Every
subscriber of $100 shall have one vote—of $200,
two voles—of $100, three votes—of $700, four
voles—of $1000, five votes: with an additional
vote for every $300, until the number of votes held
by any one subscriber shall amount to ten, which
shall be the largest number held by any one sub-
scriber: subscribers of smaller sumsamounting in
the aggregate 1o $100 may associate together, and
confir their joint vote on uny one of their number,
who shall, as repicsenting such association of sub-
scribers, have one vole.

IV. Any subscriber entitled to vote who may
be unable to attend this meetng, shall have the
privilege of votng in the adoption of the Constitu-
tion through any other subscriber he may appoint.

INDIA.

The state of society, as well as the attitude of
Christian issions, intimates plainly enough that
the hoary superstitions of Hinduism—waxing old
—decay, and are ready to vanishawuy. A leamned
Brahmin has recently published a defence of the
system, in which, after stating some recent facts
in the progress of Christianity, he says, « ‘The an-
cient and noble edifice of Hinduism is now on all
sides stoutly assailed by the adherents of a hostile
faith; and we are filled with dismay at finding
that there isalso treason within,  Hinduisin is sick
unto death. 1 am fully persuanded that it must
perish.”

Among the most faithful and efficient of the no-
ble leaders of the Christian cohort on that great
battle-ficld, we always greet with unmingled de-
light the name of Johm Awderson, of the Free
Church Mission College, at Madras. It may not
he regarded as out of good taste to recall that gal-
lant man. e wasa son of poverty; and in his
boyhood led a Wind father about the rural districts
of Scotland.  In that unpromising lot he attracted
the attention of a Cluistian lady, who charged her-
self with his cducation, A charge which he well
repaid,  On the completion of his studics, when
everything seained to promise success and honour
at home, as well as distinguished usefulness, he
gave the whole of his great heart and intelleet to
the service of the General Assembly’s mission in
Tndia; and has conducted the institution at Madias
with a zeal amd success not inferior to those with
which Dr. Duif has conducted the kindred institu-
tion at Calcutta. There is sowething truly re-
freshing in the tone, as well as the matter of his
letter.  Indeed, his recent communications, in their
exalted spirituality, almost awaken the suspicion,
that he must be near the end of his course:—
#*Though my outward man is perishing, my in~
ward man is renewed day by day; and 1 get
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these light afllictions are working out for me ; and
which Jeave me caln and satisfiecd?  Afterspeuks
ing of the success of some of hus spiritual childien
and pupls as evangelists, and of all his sorrows
and joys in hus other converts, he adds ;—

“ As to the affairs of this world of change and
death, and the machwiations of Autichrist, [ am
wlad that the Lovd reigneth, and that, whether
things are dark or bright in his church or in the
\\'orfd, und whether judginents are impending over
an unbelieving and  guilty woild o5 not, the go-
vetnment is on the shoulder of King Jesus § his
will shatl carry the day, The sceptre of his king-
dom is a right sceptre, aud his throne for ever and
ever.  Letus Jook through the mists of sense to
the srand catastrophe, when the Great King sits
on his judument throne, and the kings and mighty
ones of the carth becomelittle men in his presence,
and mourn and wail before hitn whom they have
preteed ! May we be found fathiul in that day,
brother, our loins girded, and onr kunps hurning 17

We remetnber that brother Day of the Baptist
Mission at Nellore, with cyes brinming over with
emotion, attributed the saving of his life to the
unstinted kindness of John Andesson, at Madras.

MESHULLAM AND THE JEWS.

It may be within the recollection of some of onr
readers, that some eighteen months ago, we gave
in the Qbscrver, some account of the establishment
of an Agricultural Manual Labour School on the
plaius of Bethlchem, by Meshullam, a converted
Jew. ‘The facts were derived from a little volume
entitled ¢ Tidings from Jewnsalem,” hy Mrs,
Minor, of Philadelphia. That lady, with her fa-
mily, have since gone to settle in Bethlehem, dev
voting their lives and all they possess to the good
of Gol's ancient people in Jerusalem.  She has
wrilten an interesting account of the journey of the
femily, and their arrival at the home of Meshullam.
The establishment they found prospering. The
Lenevolent labours of Meshullam are becoming
extensively knowanand appreciated,  The Turkish
government, English residents, the Arab sheiks,
and the inhabitants of the surrounding country,
seain to wnite in befriending him and forwarding
his object. The Sultan himself has been interested
in it, and offers the site of Casarea, if the enter-
prising Jew will undertake fo rebuild it. This
offer, however, Meshullam declines.  Even the
wild Jordan Arabs, the terror of travellers, are his
friends, and protect his cattle.

The Ametican party are now comfortably sct-
tled, and have fairly entered on their Jabours.
Their design is, “ to stimulate the poor Jews, by
2 quict, industrious example to cultivate their own
land ; and to win them by deeds of humility and
charity to the knowledge and expericnce of the
divine love of Jesus.” We can scareely doubt
that the blessing of Isracl’s God will be on them.

We have had “ paragraphs gaing the round,”
intimating the probability of some successful nc-
gotintions by the Rothschilds to establish the inde-
pendence of Palestine. We attach far more im-
portance to these unpretending practical labours ;
and regard it as a noticeable sign of these timvs,
that a great varicty of efforts are being made in the
direction whither Meshullam’s enterprise points.

CENTRALIZATION OF EFFORT.
To the Editors of the Christion Observer.

Messrs, Eptrons~+Baptist piinciples in Ca2
nada are making progicss, and swelling the num-
bers of the Baplist denomination. This will be
secn by reference to the last census of the Province,
and comparing it with the previous census. The
fact itsclf is gratifying, as evidencing that the
principles and precepts of God’s word are being
more attentively regarded aud practised. Butwhile
there is an increase of numbers, there is also a
lamentable deficiency in the putting forth of the
cuergies of the Baptists—a lack of centralization
of effort, not merely in a Pravincial point of view,
but also in a local,—~an indifference to the interests
and advancement of the caase of Christ, which
looks very much like ennui.  How different from
the example of Him, who while on carth, went
about doing good !

There are a great many Baptist churches in the
Province, who mzke little or uo efforts in their own
locality to win souls to Christ; and they excuse
themselves by saying, ¢ We are few in number,
and we can’t do much;” and there are, in the
neighbourhood of those very churches, who telt us
that therr numbers are few, and that they can’tdo
much, individuals calling themsclves Baptists,
standing aloal, satisfied to pursne their worldly
occupation, and scemingly satisfied that these
chuiches should cither prosper, or be designated
by * Scobie’s Canadian Almanac,” as * vacant
charges i

Now, Messrs. Editors, I desire to call upon
those churches and those individuals, before al-
luded to, # to lat their light shine, that others scc-
ing their good works, may glorify their Father
who is in heaven.” There is a responsibility
resting upon them to do their duty——s Tesponsibi-
lity from which they can never be relieved.

Poverty is ¢fien pleaded by Baptist chorches
and individuals ag an excuse for not prosecuting
the work of Christ vigorously. But, it appears to

me, there is a great distinction between a man
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calling himself ¢ poor,” and another telling him
he is # poor.”?  FPhere are very niany, who, with-
out the slightest change m their citcumstances for)
the worse, would be exceedingly offended if it
wus told them they were * poor 3> and yet when
called upon to give of their substance 10 support
the gospel, they are not slow to call themselves
4 poor.” It is true, there are many inthe Baptist
denomination that are really poor. ‘The widow
that cast into the treasury her two mites, which
avas all she had, was poor, very poor; and yet she
did not attempt to plead that she was poor.  She
brought her gitt and cast it into the treasury ; and
Christ said of her,  She has cast in more than
they all.?

The poverty that exists in Canada, and is com-
plained of, is after this wise :—A man buys a faum,
and subsequently snakes the necessary improve-
ments; his family grows up ; this son must have
a farnn to set out in lite with, and so must the other
son 3 whilst provision must he made for the rest
ol the faaily ; and scarcely before one heavy debt
is paid, another is contizeted, And all this is
for the purpose of providing for the future, which
tay yet be some dozen or twenty years in the dis-
tance; or perhaps the parties for whom the pro-
vision is being made, may be taken hence, and
consequently never need it. But he is very poor,
notwithstanding, when appealed to give of his
means to sustain the cause of Christ ; and yet he
adds house to house, farm to farm, and is con-
stantly increasing his wealth. How very little
faith in God, and how muck selfishness there is in
the heast of mant I have never seen the righte-
ous forsaken, nor his seed begging bread,” is the
declaration of holy writ; and therefore neither
poverty. nor the fear of becoming poor, can eter
be pleaded as an excuse for not prosecuting the
work of Christ diligently.

A vast field in Canada is open to the Baptists
of Canada to cultivate. Fitst~In their own lo-
calities ; for there sinners are ready to perish, and
there they should set about their work with zeal
and promptitude ; and let those Baptists thatstand
aloof remerber, that isolated effort (if they make
any), is not approved of by the Word of God—the
disciples of Christ, in the days of the aposties,
acted together in the work of the Lord. No dis-
ciple of Christ has a right to stand aloof from the
chusch of Christ, Christ’s family is one, though
port is in heaves and part is on canh ; and who is
the Chuistian that will dare be found in a position
where he will not labour with the children of
God? Fecondly.~The Missionary Society will
afford the Baptists of Canada an excelient medium
of communicating of their abundance tosupply the
spirital destitution which does now solamentably
pevail in the Province; and Thirdly.—The
Theological School (for the endowment of which
the vencrable Dr, Maclay is now proceeding
through the Province to rite the necessary fund—
£10,000), in which young meu, decidedly pious,
filled with the Spirit of God-—their souls overflows
ing with love to souls—young men whom God has
cadowed with the necessary natural qualifications,
will go through a course of education to fit them
for the glorious and responsible duty of preaching

nada will now have an opportunity of detertiting
whether the school shall be permanently endowed
by the Liberal amount of their subscriptions ; aud
also of evincing whether they approve of estab-
lishing a Theological School in Canada, in which
their talented young men ay be teained in their
midst for the gospel ministy ; or whether they
will send these young men to be educated in Theo-
lngicul Schools in the United States, and luse thew.
Let the eflorts of De. Maclay be heartily seconded
by the denomination, and Canada will have the
means within herself of supplying many of the
now uestitute aud faungnishing Baptist churches
with not only pious bat efticicnt pastors.

One thing is certuin, thete is.a gieat work for
Canadian Baptists to do in Canada, three sectons
of which has just been referred to,~many more
sinners might be bronght to the knowledge of the
truth as it is in Jesus, by the instrumentality of
Baptists than there are.  + “They that honour me,
1 will honour,” Jehovah says ; but if Baptists wil)
not work for Christ, or ounly do a very little, God
will honour others in doing his work, and leave
the Baptists covered with shame. Remember
Meroz, and the bitter curse that rested upon himn.
“ for he came not up to the help of the Lord, to
the help of the Lord aguinst the mighty.”

Lapins AND DEAR SI1STERS 1IN Cirtst —~[ am
again permitted to address you in 1eference to what
ever forms the subject of our intercourse ; the work
of our God, and the welfare of our dear Canadians.

Since writing you my last letter, I have had the
pleasure of attending the examination of our girls®
schoot at St. Pie, with which I was fully satisfied.
The pupils were examined in Reading, Writing,
Arithmetic, Grammar_and Geography, together
withneedlework, washing, ironing and other house-
hold employments.  Assutedly, if we consider
whence they started, the progress has been con-
siderable, and we are most happy in realizing the
tesult of our efforts with these &cnr givls,

But my gratitude was not called forth for the
pupils alone on this interesting occasion, I was
tllccply moved by the appearance of the young
t;:achcr, who had done his part towards instructing
them.

Up to_the age of twelve years, he had been
plunged in 2 most unfortunate position, whence he
wassnalchedasabrand from the burning.  Adopted
into our family, he there reccived his education
and found his Saviour. And now, he has for more
than two years honorably filled the post of a good
teacher. In seeing him so well act his part, iny
heart, filled with the liveliest emoticns, recalled
with gratitude the way in which God had led him
to the present moment,

The possibility of being received into our house
pleased lang much, but he was kept back by one
thought, the fear of losmy Ins schigion,  Fially
the love of instruction tnumphed over his fuws,
aud hie juined us some sixteen months since, but
quite derteranned to keep his iehigion. By degrees,
the light of the Gospel penctiated his mind aud his
hcart, and he said unto me one day with a jovous
expression: ¢ § have lost my religion, but am very
ulad, for God by given me that of the gospel
wstead,,?  lis sohicitude for his parents is very
great, he ardently desirgsto see them as happy as
he ishimselt. T give youanextractof the lastletter
he wrote them,

“Dean Parexts.—I wish to write yon to ox-
press ray sentunents, and to make you el the
woodness of God towmds you, wnd with whin
patience he awaits your repentanee and your cone
version,  Dear parents, do not remain fonger jn-
ditferent, you kunow too well the way of life to
continue in so dangerous a state.  Since Cod in
His godness has given His Word, pray be attentive
to its voice, especially you, my dear mother, who
can read the Bible, h'ou should know wmore thay
one supyose you do by your conduct.  And you,
my dear father, you greatly need his Holy Word
which rejoices lKe heart, have it often read to you
by my dear mother, or by my brother, meditate
upon 1t in your heart, compare the road in which
yow are walking with this Ilolf' Word and you
will see the great difference. My dear parents it
is not to grieve you, that I write you this, nor 1o
render you unhappy; on the contrary, it is to pro-
cure you 10y and cternal bliss.  You do not know
the hoppiness you will experiezc when you are
catirely the Loid®s.  Hasten to give yourselves up
to this Father so tender to His children, for he has
for a long while said: # Give methine heart,* and
I fear youhave not yetanswered Himance,  Glve
(vour.sc ves up eniirely 1o Him from this moment,
cave behind you aft hat will hinder your ap.
praaches te Him, leave all error, all superstitios ,
keep aloof trom ail those whn would entice you 1o
evil. The Lord Jesus says in the 7th verse of the
Gth chap. of Matth: « When ye pray, use rot vain
repetitions as the heathen do, for they think they
~hall be heard for their wmch speaking.”  You
have also read what God says to us all in"the 20ih
chap. of Exodus, v. 4. 6. thou shalt not make to
thysell any graven imase, &c., Dear parents, let
these passages smk deeply into your hearts, and
show you "the numerous ertors, in the midst of
which you are living.  Let your hearts be often
raised to the Saviour, and then weshall no longer
have sorrow and tears in our dwelling, but joy,
pleasure, and holy peace shall reign in our dear
family. When you shall be seated around the door,
you will read the beautiful passages of the Bible 1o
my dear little brothers and sisters, who will sorround
you listening attentively, and having their young
hearts filled with the love of God. You will not
perhaps give much heed to this, because you will
think that I have had it written by some one, but
1 assure you that these are my own words that [
write with my own hand. I desire that these few
words may soften yous hearts, for you know that
the good words of a child are still more sweet and
precious than those of a friend.”

We are more and more_convinced of the neces-
sity and duly of instructing youth, and prepating
men capable of labouring in'the great work that
God hrs commenced, 2 work which should extend
throughout the country. But we have only 10om
to receive 32 pupils, und it is with regret that we

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pupils of which are principally from Rowmish fumi-
lies, we should gain room o5 10 scholus more,
the expense of the house would be at the mogt
$2)0, a small owtlay for the good which would
accrue, It is therefore with liverty and confidence
that we ask this sum of whe fricnds of hight and
vducation,

Now, dear sisters, acconding to my practice, 1
will not close these lines without reveriing to the
subject, upon which I am so incessant. Money,
still money! ‘Fruly it seems to me that after fasth
and love. money is the object of my life, and T am
often very wemy not undec its weight, lnt nudw
ity want.

As you will sen, our last quarter’s receipts have
heen extientely small, too little to meet our ex-
penses, which catises us much sohertude and difli-
culty, especially at this scason, which incrcases
our necessity.  More than cever do we depend upon
vour efforts to obtain the meaus to cover the ex-
peases of our work. None of the ausstonaties
can quit his post tus aotumn to raise funds, and
for myselt, § must give ap ke thought of such an
ctlort, beeanse 1t has pleased my God to render it
impaossible, by dimmishing my bealth and strengih.
Dy then, dear sisters, remember us and labor for
us, while we ave Inborsng  the vmeyard of our
common Master, and sk hun 10 grant you the
grace to do it always with the courage, that faith
and love impart.

In bidhing you adien, dear sisters, 1 pray our
Heavenly futher to facilitate your task and o fill
your hearts with his love,

He had some
teligious hooks in which he found extracts from
the Holy Scriptures 5 in these he took delight, Ly
especially the passages fiom Holy Wutstiuck him
toreibly aud leit nupressions that he did not quite
understand.  After several months he returned to
the unssiouary, and bought 2 New-="Tectament 5 he
took 1t mmaediately to lus priest, who atter having
examined it, said that it was a good book, but that
he must not keep it. ¢ But why, sir, said he, can
{ not heep ity sinee it 1s a good book 77 You
live had this book from the protestants,” said the
priests “they ate 5o plessed when we tahe ther
books, that youmustnotgive them thissatisfaction ;
ave it baek.”  In returning, the man sard to hum-
self; it is the word of God, it is a good book, why
then may I oot read it and notwathstanding the
advice ot the priest, he deeded to keen it. Lvery
day, after his lahours, he read it with delight,
several neighbours joined him in his readings and
they were led tosay; The Roman Catholics are
wrong., The poor man's wite, at this avowal,
lent the Testament, that her husband might cease
to yead it, and burned his tracts. The man was a
day-labonrer, his employers threatened him, and
having but little light and being deprived of his
Testamnent, he was overcome and sunk into a state
+f mdifierence, 1 not infidelity., He scemed to
have forgotten all his good impressions, for during
a lime of areat excitement, against the protesiants,
while Mr. Chiniquy was holding foith, he several
times attacked some of our brethren with the
miention of beating them.  About this tme one o1
his nesghibours was converted and knowing what
had at one titue been his interest in the Gospel, he
spent much time with our triend, showing him his
folly in having left the truth for the woild and sin.

These words in scason touched his heart, hesaw
his folly and began to read and meditate upon the

He suffered much fiom a brother-in-law who
was a school-master.

Food was scarce; woler could pot be
obnained exeept from a distance of from six to ten
miles, 5o thit youns plantain suckers had 10 be cut
down, to extract the mostuie from them: and even
vow, where the discase is, we hope. subsiding, there
is much suflering.  In many cases those numbers

supported, ave unable to work,

under my care, Withsome exceptions, the numbers
have, daring my absence, walked accordmy to the
gospel. A few ofthose who wereawakened during
the cholera have tumed back; but the gicater
nubier have been faizhlul to their profession, There
are 2 goodly number of candiudates for baptism, but
1 have not yet been able to converse with them.
The attendance at our schools has falleq off, in con-
sequence of the sickness and distress, but they will
soon Lhape, be sestored to their former state.

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PROTESTANYE MISSIONS AMONG THE
CHINESE,
From the Londor. Missionary Magazine,

A recent number of Zhe Chinese Reposilory
contains an elaborate article, under the above title,
embody:ng much raluable wformation regarding
the number of agents,the date of thewrappomiments,
thetr sespectve spheses of labour, and the changes
that have fiom tite to time ocenrred, . We are

than a Lriel slun:uar‘y of this analysis; but the
subjoined extracts will, we ate persuaded, be -
teresting to many of our readets.

The writer of the article, after Ziving a carfully
prepaced schedule of the inisswnaries of the d!ﬂcrvm
socteties, who have beeu eagrged i the Cluuese
ission, from the arrval ot Dr. Morrison, in 1847,
until the close of bust year, comprising a total ot
150, proceeds to observe i—

“ Ofthose one hundredand fifty persons, seventy-
three are wow it China, aud five wte abseat oun
account of health or other reasons.  Lwenty-five
died in the field of labour, or on their passaue
home ; of these, thice wewn Killed by violenthands
ameng the natives; four were drowned 5 tive dsed
during the voyage taken for the restoration of healthy;
the remaming thiteen died at their stations, o
when absent n the prosecution of their misstonary
Jabonrs.,  Twenty-five revisuted ther natave fand§
forty-esght have retired, most of whom did so on
account of their own ill-health, or that of their
families. One hundred are, or have been married,
accouding to this list, but satisfactory data in all
cases have not been obtainable on this point 5 eleven
of this number married again after entering the
service of their Missionary Society. Nineteen of
the whole num! er were physicians, and eight of
these were clergymen at the same time.  Four
are printers. (I the hundred who were married,
Ltwenty-four lost their wives whileat their stations,
or in forcign lands, showing a far grealer per-
centage of deaths amonyg females than wales, being
nearly one-fourth to onessisth, including the seven
males who died by caxualities or violence.  Of)
these twenty-four ladies, Mrs. James is the ouly
case of casualty. In addition to the list of mis-
sionaries and their familics, eighteen unmarried
females have been sent out assistants to various
misstons, sevea of whom have marricd after their
arrival,

“'The total number of years of labour of the
twenty-five who have died in the field is oue
hundred and thirty-four or an average of five aad
a half years to each ; but four of this number age

regated seventy years, Jeaying an average of onl
tghrcc years to the remaining twenty-one. Thy
total number of years of the forty-eigiit who have
retired from the service of their society, or from
the missionary labours among the Chinese, is two
hundred and two, or an average of about four and
one-fifth years to each. Some of these have been
induced to retire, in addition to other r-asons, b
the little progress they made in lcarning the Chinese
language ; and {ully three years may be deducted
from the period of serviceable labour of every
missionary as time spent in learning the lanzuaye,
Most of those persons in the employ of the London
Missionary Society are Congregationalists; and in
that of the American Board they are Congregation-
alists or Presbyterians, except the members of the
Mission ta_Amoy, all of whom belong to the
Reformed Duteh Church,  Most of those from the
continent are Lutherars,

¢ Of the whole number, forty-seven were Eng-
lishmen, eighty-cight were Americans, and fifteen
were from the continent; of those now in China,
including the five absent, forty-four are Americans,
twenty-three arc _Englishmen, and five are from
the continent. The London Misstonary Society
has sent from the commencement thirty-four la-
bourers; the American Roard of Congregational
Foreign Missions, twenty-six; the Board of For-
cign Missions of the C(American) Presbyterian

Church, twenty; the American Baptist Mission-
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ary Union, nine; the Boawd of Foreign Missions
of the Baptist Southern Conveuntion, uine, two of
whom were originally nuder the preceding So-
ciety ; the American Fpiscopal Board of Forergn
Misswons, teny the Church Missionary Society,
cleven; three other American Secicties, tendn ull;
two othier English socicties, four; and tive missiou-
ary societics ou the continent, fourteen in all; two
are enumensited in the list who were supported in
China by the Morrison FEducation Society 3 and
three who supported themselves,

been longest established, Reve Dr, Mordison having
oveupied it alone from 1808 nutil l-’ohm:ug', 1830,
with the exception of about a year, when Rev. Dr,
Milue was with him.

#The Mission al Aoy was commenced in i8i1,
and since that e the station has been constantly
occupivd,  Sixteen missionaries inall, couneeted
with live socseties, have resided there, of whom
eizht are now residing at the station.

«“The Mission at Ningpo was permancntly com-
menced i 1844 by D. J. Macgowan, M D, of
the Awerican Baptist Missionary Union, thoush
Rev. W, dilne had resided thete seven months
during the two previous yecars. There are row
fourteen missionaries stationed at the city, and one
tady, Miss Aldersey, engaged in female education.

“Qhe Mission al Fuh-chau was permanently
| commenced in Jan,, 1817, by Rev. S. Johnson, of
. the American Board of Congregational Foreign
Mission, thiough Rev. George Smith (now Bishop
of Victoria) haid made an explorisg visit to the city
in Dee., 1815, There have beensixteen mission-
aries labouring at this place, eleven of whom are
now resident at the station, and one is absent for
the restoration of health,

s The Mission at Shanghae is the Inrgest at any
of the five ports, there being now twenty-ane
missionaries, with their wives and four female
assistants, residing at this place.”

THE “FOUNTAIN" AND THE ‘QIL"

“Inonc of my carly journeys,” savs an excellent
nuissionary to South Africa, ¢ we came to a heathey
village on the banks of the Orange nver,  We had
trevelled far, and were hungry, thirsty. and tired,
For fear of lions, we thought it best to o into the
village aud tarry for the night, rather than on our
Journey; but the people seeing us, roughly bade
us stop at a dstance. We asked for water, but
they would give us rone. I offered the three or
four buttons still lefion my jacket for a little milk
this also was refused, and vze had the prospect of
auother hungry night at a distance from the water,
though within sight of the nver. Our lot looked
hard, especially when in addition to these rebuffs
the manners ot the villagers aroused our suspicions,

“When the twilight came on, a woman drew
near from the height beyond which the village lay,
She carried on her head a bundle of woad, and had
a vessel of milk in her hand.  Without speaking
she handed us the milk, laid dowa the wood, and
went away,  Soon she came back with a cooking-
vessel on her head, 2 leg of mutton in one hand,
and water in the other,” She then kindled a fire
and put on the meat.  We asked her azain and
again who she was,  She said not a word until we
bezeed to know why she showed this unlooked-for
kindness toward strangers, A fear stole down hes
black check as she answered, ¢ love Him whose
servant you are, and surcly it is my duty to give
you a cup of ¢old water in'his name, My heart is
full, therefore I cannot speak the joy I feel 1o see
you in this out-of-the-world place.?

#:0n leaming a little of her history, and finding
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she was a Christian, a solitary light burning in o
durk place, I asked her how she ept up ll\cﬁife of
God 1n her soul without Christian Society, She
drew (rom her bosom a copy of a Dutch New Tes+
tament, which she received from a miissionary
while dt his school many years since, before hex
relation took her away 1o this distant region.
“*’Lhis,’ she said, ¢is the fountain whence I
drink; this is the 0iZ which makes my lump burn,?
1 looked on the piecious volume, tnd you may
conceive bow we felt when we met with this dis-
ciple, and mingled together our sympathics and
prayers at the throne of our hcavcufy Father,”

This ¢ fountain” and this “oil” is ows, the
blessed word of God, How it softencd the heart
of this poar heathien, brought her to the knowledge
and friendship of her Redeemer, and filled her with
brave yet tender love for all who bere his name.

A——wus an eflicient business man, of up-
right ond honorable deporttment, and in comfortable
circirnstances as to property.  In May, 1819, his
intelligent and amiable wife was removed by death,
and he was Jeft with the care of their only child.—
He had beea brousht up “in the cougregational
order,” and in the Autamn succeeding his wife’s
death, as he was one day caressing his little daugh-
ter, who was nestling affectionately in his arms, the
¢thought occurred toTxim, ‘1 am the only surviving
parent of this chiid, and it behovves meto do what
1 can for her benefit? A train of reflections was
now awakened, whichhe thus pursued: ¢ Accord-
ing 1o the instructions I have received, and the
usages of the chuech I attend, this child ought to be
baptized, and it becomes my duty to secure for her
the benelits of that site.  But where is the authority
for infaut baptiom? 1 will examine the Bible to
satisly myselt on that point.”

“This rationai and noble resolution was faithfully
performed. He rcad the New Testament very care-
fully, and with prayer to God for the guidance of
his Sphit; but instead of finding a command enjoin.
ing the baptism of lis chidd, as ke had confidently
expected, he discovered that he had not been him-
self baplized, although sprinkled in infuncy, as he
Lad been informed ~He continued to read God’s
Holy Word, aud ask light from on high, and hebe-
came satisficd that according to the tenchings and
evident meaning of the Bibie, penitent believers in
Clrist arcthe only subjects, and immersion in water
in the name of the Father. Son, and Holg' Spirit,
the only mode of Chiristian. baptism. He then rode
into the adjacent town, to communicate his views
and feclings to the writer of this sketch. . Disap-
poiuted iu finding [ had removed, but not discour-
aged he commenced a correspondence, which prov-
ed ofa very gratifying churacter, and led to his
making us a visit in Junc following. In that visit
he gave still clearer proof that he had been born
again, and was, indeed, “led by the Spirit of God.”
‘The relmion of his Christian exercises, and views
of Bible doctrine was very satisfactory tothe church
and on their unanimous vole of approval being com-
municated to him, hearose and expressed his warm
gratitude to God for his kind reception by the
brethren, and the encouragement and aid he felthe
was receiving from them in his Christian duties,
though he had come among them 2 stranger.  He
had never scen a person immersed, and was practi-
cally unaquainted with Baptist usages; but havin
Yearned from personal conversation, and the perusa
of chuzch articles, our general views of Bible faith
and practice, he now appeared with the humility,
teachablencss, affection and ingenuousness of the
litte child, ready to pursuc any course iecommend-
ed by his bretheren, that would assist him in obey-
ing Christ. How solemn, and yet how iuteresting
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at such a season!  The next marning witha couns
tenance indicating the heavenly peace within, he
was buried with his Lord in baptism, and like the
Ethiopian eunuch who had journeyed from adistant
land to Jerusalem to wait upon God, he, “cameup
out of the water,” and ““went on his way rejojcing.”

1n a communication addressed to me a few
weeks aflerwords, he says: I reflect with much
pleasure on the time passed at your place. So
Sar, especiully, as baptism is concerned, I have an
abiding satisfuction.” Or = visit the next year,
when asked how he wae getting along in his
Christiun course, he replicd, 1 fee that I am on
the right roads? C.W. w
