Our
contemporary says that a good deal of nonsense has been written on this
subject. Any advocacy of the abomination certainly comes under that cate-
gory.

Is there not a considerable amount of common-sense in an enactment
which has recently gone into effect in Minneapolis, providing that whoever
becomes intoxicatng by volunta:ily drinking intoxicating liquors shall be
deemed guilty of the crime of drunkenness, and upon conviction shall be
punished as follows :—For the first offence, a fine of not less than $10, nor
more than 840, or by imprisonment for not less than ten or more than forty
days; for the second oftence, by imprisonment for not less than thirty nor
more than sixty days, or by a fine of nat less thau 820 nor more than 850 ;
for the third and all subsequent offences by imprisonment for not less than
sixty nor more than ninety days? The fault of American legislation on moral
questions is a crude and extrems severity, but, though this might be suscep-
tible of modification, the principle of this law geems to be sound.

The * rapid transit” so long promised ~as put in operation on Monday
last, and trains are now running between Halifax and Montreal, covering
the distance in twenty-six hours. Tbat is for passengers. As to freight, its
expedition will depend upon whethey sufficient rolling stock is supplied to meet
the demand. OQur experience does not lead us to be over-sanguine on this
point. Canadian railways arc notoriously under-equipped, and we are
scarcoly justified in expecting much better now. Still the forwarding of
freight is practically as important as the transit of passengers. . ¢ have no
information as to what will be done to keep the tracks clear of snow and ice
during the winter. A considerable portion cf the short-cut passes through
the uninbabited wilds of Maine, where it will be decidedly unpleasant to be
snowed up for cven a few hours, to say nothing of days. There is time,
however, between now and the snow 1o make efficieat provision agamst it,

At the worst, it is to be hoped that the example wili not be lost on the
truculent tramp,

The unfortunate deceased wife's sister bill having been again treated
with contumely by the lordly obstructives of the Upper House, a good deal
of comment has been naturally clicited. 71'he Liberal Press natuorally takes
the common-sense view, and intimates that that which has been legalized in
the greater Colonies must eventually be conceded in the mother country.
The T¥mes, we arc rather surprised to sce, goes against the principle. In
the recent division it appears that only 15 Bishops voted, the remainder of
the adverse majority must therefore have consisted of prejudiced and unin-
telligent lay peers, concerning some of whom there is some evidence to show
that they understood but little about the matter. The attitude of the House
of Lords on this question, and that of the Upper 1louse in this Province on
Imprisonment for Debt strike us as somewhat analogous.

Admiiral Porter, an accomplished officer of the United States Navy, has
been writing lately on the “ Naval War of the Future.” He comes to the
conclusion, in which many will agree with him, that the modern fleet has
not fulfilled its promise, while the dynamite principle as applied to projec-
tiles is gaining ground, and gives evidence of a probable revolution, as he
thinks that two or three small craft armed with long-range dynamite guns
would be more than a match for the most powerful iron-clad afloat. The
experimonts of the Vesuvius have not been conclusive, and there are many
considerations which may tend to minimize the certainty of dynamite pro-
jectiles, yet sufficient has been accomplished tn indicate a considerable mea-
sure of probable success, and the launch of the Vesurius with its Zalinski
gun equipment may fairly be considered a new depsrture in naval affairs
and one which will be watched with the closest interest.

A contemporary had the following a week or two ago :—* Rev. G. M.
Grant and 'W. Dalton McCarthy spoke in favor of Imperial Federation at
Hanmilton, Ontario, recently, to a large audience. They both spoke well
and cloquently, but neither of them advanced any rew arguments. They
received respectful attention, and their references to the *old flag’ evoked
the customary and conventional enthusiasm. It is the lobster that crawls
backwards, and this Imperial Federation movement scems to have the same
method of locomotion. It started out pretty fairly, but it is safe to say
that hardiy anyboedy with a practical head takes any stock in it now.” This
illustration reminds us of Cuvier's reply to certain savants who had been
discussing the properties of the lobster. They respectfully informed him
that they had decided thus:—* That the lobster was a fish, that it was red,
and that it crawled backwards.” The reply was:—“ Very good! but the
lobster is not a fish, it is not red, and it does not craw! backwards.”

The covert Amzrican pretensions to exclusive jurisdiction over Behrings
Sea savor of sheer candid arrogance, and look like deliberate trial of how
much Great Britain will put up with. It is certain that these pretensions,
for which there is not 2 shadow of ground, cannot be put up with much
longer without all the world coming to the conclusion that John Bu!l will
meekly knuckle down to any extravagance it may please Brother Jonothan's
active mind to invent. It is devoutly to be hoped that anything like colli-
sion may be 1voided, but even the Toronto Qlobe, facing possibilities which
we can only hope may not be probabilities, says :—* We believe the Wash-
ington author..es will back down if firmly resisted. But what if they do not
vack down? Then Canada would have to face the worst. What then ?
Well, the Qlole has always been very well disposed to peace and friendship
with the United States. But we say with the utmost deliberation that it
would be far better for Canada and Great Britain to face the worst than to
submit much longer to unreasonable, uncndurable American pretensions.
Patience has in this case ccased to be a virtue.”

The practice of virtually unlimited credit compels business men to carry
a very large amount of dead weight, which measurably handicaps them in
the race with those who buy and sell for cash. The sooner that parties who
do not ecither pay cash or within a very short period are weeded out the
better for all concerncd. Good customers, as a rule, would as readily pay
on the spot as at any other time. No dependence can be placed on the
business element which is composed of persons who promise to pay and dis-
appoint. They form a factor that most tradcsmen will be well prepared to
do without, unless they continue their business under a sort of financial
shaving, and make their other customers pay for the delay., Absolutely bad
payers are of course not wanted by any one, and the withdrawal of their
custom would not be regretted, as it would entail no loss. Another clement
of dead weight in business 18 the carrying of too heavy stocks. Many busi-
ness bouses buy more than they can dispose of and the surplus remains
stored upon their shelves from month to month and from year to year—
atticles that constantly deteriorate and scarcely ever can be realised upon.
More conservatism in these matters is necessary if a healthy trade is to be
prosecuted.

A preat deal of dodging goes on from time to {ime in the endeavor on
the part of political wire-pullers to make capital out of the Militia, but hap.
pily it is an open secret that this sort of thing is kept in check by tho staff,
There 1s not now, we believe, a single ineflicient officer or political hack in
that bedy. They are all soldiers and gentlemen, and their 1nstincts as such
will not permit them to acquiesce in proposals detrimental to the efficiency
of the national Force, or which entail us.less expense. The Militia is the
onc public service on which men of all political opinions can meet on neu-
tral ground, and every Militia officer and man’ought to consider it one of
his first duties to see that it is nut made subservient to the great curse of the
country—party politics,

It is said that perhaps the revival of brilliant costumes for gentlemen is
nearer at hand than the general public imagines, We are told that at most
of the balls and receptions in these closing weeks of the fashionable season in
Paris the gentlemen, by ~rrangement, all wear dress coats of gay colors, °
rivalling the lsdies in costliness of attire, as of old. No one appears in
black. Knee breeches are very generally worn in society. And now the
edict has gone forth at the German Court, the most splendid at present ia
all Europe, that ordinary full dress shall ‘be discarded at all Court festivi-
ties, and that gentlemen shall return to the laces, the silk stockings and the
rich satins and velvets of Louis Fourteenth's time. The dozen or fifteen
smaller courts which take their tone from Germany are very likely to follow
suit. There is of course no saying what may be the next freak of fashion.
able folly, but such a return to old fashions would, we think, be a matter of
regret, as it would necossarily lead to extravagance in dress, which is now so
easily avoided by the present sober modes.

No better . vidence that the South has accepted the issu s of the great
s ruggle, and is determined for the future to luyally support the Union, is
needed than the remarks made by Senator Wade Hampton, at the unveiling
of 2 monument to the Germans who fought on the Southern side during he
war. In th course of an eloquent dedicati.n spezech the gallant .x-Sou
thern General said :—* The questions which brought about that unhappy
war have been set led, and he is no rue patriot who wou d strive to kindle
the fires of sectional hate or reopen the wounds which the hand of time has
heale . No hgher duty can i pire the heart of every patriot than that
which impels him to cevote all his energies of mind and body to make this
country worthy of the admiration and respect of the world, the fit home for
all time to come of America. freemen. This duty devolves on us of the
South as urgently as upon any other citizens of this broad1 nd, for whatever
may have been the issues which brought about civil war, wo must remember
that now all, Nonh, South, East and West, ha.e but one country and Con-
stitution, to both of wh:ch ur allegiance is due.”

sentation, are just now talking a great deal of nonsense about the C. P. R.

ways. Canadians have a foolish belief that weC, P. R. is a lino constructed
at the (very considerable) cost of the people ~f Canada to unite the Domin-
ion and promote its scttlement. That it may now and then serve an
Imperial purpose is incidental, and we are glad that it should whenever the
occasion may arise. It is run in the interests of its managers and of no one
else, and it is a sarcastic comment on the British subsidy idea our American
friends have got hold of, that the Imperial Government had, we believe, on
one occasion to relinquish the accommodation of transport over the line on
account of the high rates insisted on by the company.

Amecrican capital hes found a new field for investment in the far east.
Owing to the care which bas to be taken in Persia to maintam
a nice balance between British and Russian influences and interesls,
the Persian authorities, though desirous of improving and develop
ing their country, have found themselves precluded from soliciting
the aid of either country without causing dissatisfaction to the
other. American capital is of course free from political objection, and
offers a clear way of escape from the dilemma. A number of Maine capital-
ists have therefore secured incorporation under the name of tho * Persian
Company,” and have concluded negotiations with the Shah, who has con-
ceded to them the right to build and operate railways, to supply cities with
clectric light, and irrigate the country by means of artesian wells, on condt
tion that a certain portion of the profits be paid into the Royal Exchequer.
The syrdicate is also 1o establish a National Bank. These operations will
completely revolutionize Porsia, and everyono interested in the amelioration
of the conditions of humanity must regard the prospect with feelings of
satisfaction.

Hippolyte,
the insurgent leader in Hayti, saying he has defeated President Legitime,
captured Port au Prince, the capital of the country, and proclaimed himself
provisional president,

The union seamen and firemen are on strike at Liverpool.  Many ves-
sols unable to hire experienced men have been compelled to ship arusans
and yokels as firemen,  Strikers are using every effort to prevent vessels
from securing new men.

{ Fears are entertained that the DBritish steamer Danish Prince, which
: sailed from Swansea May 20th for Montreal, bas foundeted. The coast

guards at Skibberen, Treland, have pi ked up the log book of the steamer,
the latest entry in which was made in. 2y.

Intelligence from Tahiti states that French suzerainty has been proclaimed
in the islands of Rurutu and Rimatara, in the Anstral group. It 1s added
that the French war vessel Volage procceded to Rotohunga and Manaluki
to annex those islands, but found that the natives had howsted the British
flag.

Russia is making military preparations on a scale that suggests war at
no distant date. It is genorally believed that this warlike attitude of Rus.
sia is partially due to King Humbert's visit to Berlin, but it is quite likely
that other causes contribute quite as largely to this activity. Tho riots
reported from Belgrade are undoubtedly cutting out work for the Russian
soldiery, and it is only a questioh of time when active Russian ivterference
in the affairs of Servia will supplement the intrigues of Russian diplomatic
agents, and Russian influences are at work to bring about a state of anarchy
in Servia with a view to making this pretext for open interferonce.

LETITERS TO COUSIN CARYL.

Dear Cousin Caryl,—"Twas over thus from childhood’s hour (not onig.
nal,my dear !) I remember perfectly well “starting out” (o tell you what Dolly
Codman gave us to eat that was appetizing that hot night, and to think | |
got “no farther than the salad”—woell, you sce my memory gots worss
instead of better. :

For one thing sho had sowe reed or other small birds that cost nothing
but ammunition for Jack’s shot gun. Theso she picks and cleans, and then
puts a lump of butter the size of a hickory nutinside each one. They are
rolled in beaten egg, usivg only the yolk, then in fino bread crumbs. These
crumbs Dolly brushes from the cutting board, whonover sho slices bread,
into o tin can that has a closo fitting cover, and is kopt in a cool, dry place.
Theo little birds aro then tied, truesed on o bird spit, and broiled over a clear
hot fire until tender and well browned. They are garnished with thin slices
of lemon, and served on slices of delicately browned, slightly buttered toast,
Or theso dolicato morsels may bo roasted by basting frequently, and sprink.
ling with bread crumbs,

Then thoro was lemon sherbet, made from one quart of water, one and
a half pounds of loaf sugar, and nine lomons, or in that proportion. The
lemons are wiped cloan, and rubbed with lumps of the sugar to oxtract the
zest.  Tho rubbed sugar, with the rest of the sugar, is thon put into the
water and allowed to dissolve. Tho lemons are cut in halves, the juice
squeezed into tho swoetened water, and it is all strained and frozen just as
for ico cream. These water ices are much oasier prepared than ice croam,
and are a nico chango for hot weather. If you have or can get ice, do buya
freezor, (thoy aro inexpensive now, and lighten your work,) and treat the
famsily to shorbets and ice creams in place of puddings and pastry.

To eat with the sherbet there was White Mountain cake, a delicate light
cake made from three quarters of & cup of butter, two cups powdered sugsr,
half a cup of 1ilk, two and a half cups of pastry flour, white of six oggs
beaten to a sufl’ froth, a teaspoonful of almond extract, and one of good
baking powdor. Rub butter to a cream, add suger, then milk and the flour
into which the baking powder has been sifted, and beat it all smooth. Add
the oggs and flavoring last, and bake in large jolly-cake pans in a modorate
oven. Grate a cocoanut, and add threo beaten whitos of eggs, two cups of
powdered sugar, and a tablespoonful of lemon juico, Spread this between
tho cakes, reserving part for the top, afterward sprinkling it thickly with the
grated cocoanut.

* All simple enough?” I know it, and that is just whore the charm is.
It is astonishing what aids to appetite dainty serving and good cooking are
oven to tho commonest food. By tho commonest I mean tho plainest.
There ought, as you say, always to be varicty. It costs no moro than ever-
lasting samoness, and is much moro wholesome, not to say inviting.

Do you know brothor Leo’s wifo is turning out to be a capital house-
keeper. 'Wo hardly oxpected it, as she was little moro than out of schaal,
with a winter in society thrown in between graduation and wedding day.

Most ewphatically I am not going to tell you how to make
‘some new tidies,” Tho abominable things—the most untidy articles in a
room, always! Mako chuir-back *covers* instead, Caryl. Thoy aro newer,
and keep in place, and really are serviceable, and may be genuinely decora-
tive. Tso pongee or rusk silks. For squaro backed chairs tako a width
that fits across, allowing for seamns, and let it. bo long cnough to come woll
down in front, and far enough at the back to keep it in place. Sew the sides
firmly togothor, finish their and the ends with tiny silk tassels that are sold
for the purpose, or may be made from ombroidery silks, and embroidera
spray of blossoms if you like across the front of tho cover. These covers
wash well, and look as good as new if they are ironed on tho wrong side
when perfectly dry, with a hotiron. For chairs with fancy backs, irrogularl
shaped, make saddle-bag-like covers, with a thin layer of sheet wadding
betweon the outside and the lining, both of which may be of silesia. Then
mako dotachable cases of tho wash-silks and slip over these covers that are
then tied togother across the top of the chair with ribbons, lotting ono cover
fall ovor the front of the chair, one over the back, tho sides boing free. Tho
fragrant fir necdles mako most agrecablo filling for saddle-back chair covers,
putting them in the back cushion alone if they threaten to be uncomfortably
hard in the front portion.

Why pot stain the windows that have an unpleasant outlook, if thoroare
others in tho room to give sufficiont light? Use Vitrie, I balieve it is called
in the English market, or olso a transparent paint, which is a kind of caloted
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varpish.  Paint the lowor panes a medium brown, and the upper ones a wino
red. Thore is a palo violet, too, in this transparent paint that is agreeablo
in tone, and vory like stained gliss in effect  Simply paint the glass and
sashos—both in tho same color—or you can put in geometric designs if you
please, This colored varnish makes a good finish for the glass in front
doors.

I am hoortily glad thet you are agitating the idea of a women's club.

INDUSTRIAL NOTES,

The Chambers Wood Working Co., Truro, employ fifty hands in their
business. The building whore the furniture is constracted is 100 by 80 feot,
the lower floor being used to prepare the wood, which is then sent up-stairs
10 be meda into parlor and bedroom furniture. Puassing from this building
you enter tho varnishing and finishing departmont, which is ovor the electric
light station, and from there to the warchouse. All the work is done by
machinery, and three kilns heated by steam aro used to dry the wood. The
upholstering is done in the second story of the warchouse, which is vary
commodious, and lighted throughout with the incandescent electric light.
The largo show room on the first floor is ono of the finest in the Province.
Wo noticed in particular a vory handsome walnut extension dining table.
The leaves fold inside in a very convenient mapner, aud the table may be
oxtended from 8 to 12 feot. ‘Lo legs aro beautifully carved, and wo think
wo are safo in saying it is tho best extension dining table manufactured in the
Provinco. A very large rotail and wholesale business is carried on, most of
the gouds being sold in Nova Scotia and New Brunswick. Tho designs for

tho furniture are made by the foreman of the factory, and many of them aro
vory artistic.

S. G. Chambers’ olectric light station, Tiuro, is well worlh a visit,
Thoroe are five dynamos runniug, one for the arc lights, of which there aro
thirty in the town, and fonr supplying the power for 1100 incandescent lighta,
New lights are c-nstantly being put in in tho towy, and another dynamo
will probably be imported in the antumn to supply the necessary power for
the over-increasing business. TFour Westinghouse engines are omployed to
run the five dynamos, and these are supplied with steam power from thres
boilers. The engines and boilers aro down stairs below the ground level,
and the dynamos are ou the ground floor. 'Tne annatures of tho dynamos
which supply the current for the incandoscont lights make 1660 revolutions
per minute, and so fast do they turn that it is hardly possible to tell that they
aro not still. The current from these is not strong enough to hurt a man, and
may be touched without fear by hoth hands at once, but the large one sup-
plying tho current for the arc lights is death to anyone who touches it with
both hands on an expesed part. Of course the wires leading from it are
insulated and not dangerous. Five hands are employed in the station, and
it is an interosting place to visit in the evening, when the dynamos are in
operation. Most of the hotols and stores in Truro are lighted with the
incandescent light. It is said to be about throo times as exponsive as para-
fino lamps, but saves much in work, broaksge, and tempers. It is always
there, clean and bright, & pleasure to read by, and no such thing as blowing
out by vexdant people can happen. If it is not turned off, just as gas is
mm}mgcd, it will continua to burn even if tha ¢ verdant should blow all
night.

8 A new iundustry is, we understand, about to bo started in Windsor,
which will be moreover, the only ono of the kind in the Maritime Provin-
ces. It is that of the manufacture of every description of Rattan Goods,
which takes a wide scope, embracing children’s carriages in all styles, fancy
chairs and rockers, parlor, drawing room and library suites, rattan work for
carriage builders' use, etc. The prospects for such an enterprise ought to be
good, from the fact that the nearest rattan factory is at Toronto. IProperly
conducted, a factory horo should bo able to control the trade of tho Maritimo
Provinces, and oventually oxtond its operations westward, Tho firm will
consist of 2 master workman in tho West who has had many years expori-
ence in this business in the United States and Cineda, and Mr. Arthur J,
Lawrenco, a young man well and favorably kuvown to Windsorians, who
during his connoection with the Windsor Foundry Co., as bookkeoper and
traveller, has gained tho confidenco and esteem of all who have had dealings
.with that establishment,  This enterprise will furnish employmont for a
number of hands when fully established,

The Truro Waollen Factory mnufactures yarn, hamespun and cloth of
an excellent quality for country wear. Thery are two buildings, each two
stories in height. The cloth and yarn manu .ctory is 100 by 30 feot and
tho knitting factory 50 by 25. Cardigan jackets and men’s uuderclothing
are thoe principal articles made in the knitting factory, but some business is
aleo dono iu stockings, socks, ete. ight power machinoes are used besides

soveral hand machines, Thoy employ neually ~™ub tventy hands in the
woollen aiid knitting factory combined,
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Canapa Evzcinio Co.—~The compapy which until lately did businesa
under this namo has amalgamated with tho AmRerst Light Co,, and taken
the name of The Canada Eloctric Co. With the managors of the C E. Co.,
Mossrs, Blisaand Casoy, at the head of tho mechanical departmodt of the
concern, its facilities havo beon greatly enhancod. )

Dry Goopns,.—A fair amount of orders for fall goods has been recoived,
ond the improvement in remittances has boen woll maintained. Merchants
in textilo lines aro mostly engaged in filling sorting-up orders, which are in
very good volumo, Manufacturers and dozlers in both cotton and woollen
goods appear to bo very confident of further advances in prices as tho season
wears on, and they hold stocks very firmly at unchanged quotations.
Advices from Anetralia indicate a probable shortsge in the yield of wool
this season. If these reports are confirmed, an increass in the values of
wools is to be anticipated.

IxoN, HarpwaRe axp Merars.—Thoe iron snd hardware trade has
undergone little or no change during the past wack, save a decline in war-
rants at Glasgow, which has been about 2s. Tin in Londoa is cabled firm
at £93, with Chili coppor bars at £41 23, 6d. In the United States the
iron and steel ms 'ots aro vory firm and steady. Most of the mills in that
country are wor' ovor-timo to fill ordets in hand. Steel rails are quoted
at §23 to 824 p.. wn, and orders already in are sufficien. to keep manufac-
turors busy for some mon.hs to come. The sbnormal position of iron
manufactursrs in Germany and Belgium, arising from the recent extcnsive
strikes of coal miners, is such as to praclically debar them from producing
their usual quantities, and this makes more work for foundries in other
ceuntries that are not thus troubled.

BreapsturFs.—Tlere has boon no change in the local flour market,
Business has continued very quiet and of a jobhing character, on account
of the slow domand, and but fow sales have been offected. Tho offerings
have been large, and though holders, in order to transact business, were
willing to shade prices, buyers held off. Valves have been nominally
unchanged. Cable advicos from Eogland show *hat nothing is doing in
wheat, and that corn is quiet. L'Echo Agricols, Paris, France, gives tho
statistical position of wheat in that country, from which i appears that
France will only require to import about 16,000,000 bushels betweon tho
15th and 31st of July to feed her peoplo and give her a stock of 25,710,000
of bushols with which to enter the new cereal year. At the same timo it
does not follow that Franco will find it a nocoessity to close the current year
with stocks of the size indicated. Sho might easily do with 8,000,000 less,
especially as the coming crop promises a large yiold, which will make the
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country moro indepondent of foreign aid. Tho Unitod Statos markets have
boon quiet and unchanged.

Pnovisions.—Tho local demand for provisions hag been slow, and the
market was quiet, with only a small volumo of busincss at steady pricos.
Tho movomont of pork was light, only a fow small eales being effected.
Lard has beon quiot and steady. Ewglish, European, and Amorican markets
are quiet and unchanged. .

Burren.—Tho condition of the butter market has not vndergono avy
vigible alteration, trado having continued quiet, and pric+s eusy, with a
downward tendoncy, ns the only outlet offsred is ov local account It
would socom that produotion so far this yoar hia exceedod that of last yoar to

this dato, which is doubtless duo to the season boing several werks earliar, | 4

but, as the market has boon botter than then, there has been no percoptiblo
accumulstion of stock. Tho make of crcamery throughout Canada promises
to be largor, ns tho factories that wore clused last yoar havo rosured opora-
tions, but, so far, littlo busivess hss boon done excopt in a jobbing way.
In the country prices havo a tendoncy to decline, but farmers havo not as

yot beld back. . .
Cngess.—A btottor feoling in yogard to cheeso has obtained in tho local

market, and about all tho goods offored found takers. The situation, how-
over, undoubtedly favors n lower raugo of prices, as private advices
universally impress the opinion on operators that speculation will recoive no
oncouragemeont from abroad. The conditions for a heavy make throughout
Canada could not well be more favorable than they are; in facr, 1t ia
believed that the last half of tha May production is th - largest on record,
At the same time, the volumo of gouds presanted fur silo is cousiderably less
than that of Jast yoar at this date [ven though the svazon has been so
much earlier, tho market shows no animation. It may, howaover, bo notad
that tho trade has not developorl that ehort-solling fever that provailed ia
somo quarters a year ago, and, so far as reported, nothing has boen accon-
plished in the way of solling goods ahead. This is all tho better for a
healthy trado.

Frore.—Tho domand for fruit may ba classified as fairlv good, and the
market has ruled activo with a counsiderablo volums of busineas  Orangos,
lomons and pine-apples have been prasented in good condision, and have
met salo at firm prices. Strawberrivs were imported per S 8. Halifaz by a
fow fruiters, but they spoiled on the passags and wore not offered for sale,
Plums, peaches, and small fruits and berries of the various kinds promise a
largo yield this season. It is the ** off yoar” for apples, pears, ete., and small
crops of them are now looked for, Much, however, depends on the weather
during the coming six or cight weeks, which if favorable may develop a very
respectable crop of good fruit. Valencia raisins have contivued quiet and
stoady under only a small jobbing trade. Currants are unchanged. A fair
amount of business has transpired in nuta.

Sugar —The market is firmer for buth raw and rofined sugar.
ated has advanced about 3c. per pound.

Morasses —The position of mnlasses has unquestionably developed gro it
strength both at consumptive and at productive points. Advices fiom Bar-
badoes quote an advance of fully le. per gallon. Itissaid that thoro are
limits at the islands at 20c. to 203c. without any business being reported.
A Montreal paper says:—¢ As rogards this market, all the Birbadoes
molasses 80 far known to be purchased is about 3,600 puncheons, against
10,000 puncheons at this time last year French houses which last year
bought freely in the islands have done litlle or nothing thisyear. Wehear
of no transactions since tho sales wo roported lost weok at 433¢ to 44c., but it
is doubtful if Barbadoes could bo hought even in cargo lots at under 45¢.
The general impression now is that a high range of values wili rule duringthe
coming season. The sharp advance in the prico of raw sugar at the com
mencement of the season had the effect of turning less of the product into
molasses than usual, and both importers and dealers here do not expect to
seo lower prices in Barbadges this year. It is not expocted that tne usual
quota of Porto Rico, St. Kitts, St. Vincont, St. Croix, Antigua and Trinidad
grades will be avaiiable this year, as the supply is belioved to be short.”

Fisu.—Roceipts of fish of all kinds contibue nil. In consequence
holders of old stock are considerably firmer in their figures. The market,
though not active, is very firm, snd stocks that were thought a few weeks
ago to bo oxcessive, are being rapidly depleted by shipments to the West
Indisn markets. No new codfish havo as yet reached this market. Our
outside advices are as follows :—Montreal, Juno 4.—* There is nothing uew
in this line, the only busjness reported being in dry codfish, which has bean
sold in lots at $4 to $4.25 por qtl.” Gloucester, Mass, Juno 4 — We
quote new (3arges codfish at $4 perx qtl. for large, and small ot 83.5). Bank
8275 to 53 for large, and §2.50 for small, Shore $3.75 and 33 25 for large
aod srall. New Western Bank £3.50. New Kench cured Bk 34.12,
Cured cusk at $2.62 per qtl; hake §2 26 ; baddock $2; heavy silted pol-
lock $2.12, and English cured do. 83 per qtl. Labrador hurnng $6 bbl.;
medium split 36 ; Nowfoundland do. $5 ; Nova Scotiz do. 36 - L stport §3;
split Shore $4.75 ; pickled codfish 86 ; haddock 85. llahfax silmon $25 ;
Newfoundland do. $25. No number 2 or 3 mackerz] in first hands. We
quote Bay 1’s §22, and Bloaters $29 per bbl."” Port of Spa. Trinidad,
May 10— The Florida from Yarmouth direct, Josephine irom Lockeport
via Barbadoes, and Annis A, from Halifax vie St. Kitts, have all appeared
during the fortnight ; besides which a quantity of Newfoundland cure has
come on from Barbados. The two former cargoos were sold outright at $23 11
for large and medium fish in drums, 85.77 boxes, and 313 haddock, and
$33.06 tierces, 824.06 drums, 35.77 boxes, and 313.10 haddock, respectively.
The small assortment por Anmis 4 turned out soft, and was sold at 319
tierces, §5.25 boxes, and $10 haddock. These iwports have given our
market 8 very smple supply, and anything like Jiberal receipts would cause
asharp decline. For pickled fish of all kinds there is now but a very
limited enquiry.”

MINING.

Tho mining outlook is vory bright.  In iron tho operations of thoe Nova
Scotia Midland Railway & Iron Company, (Ltd.), in Pie . givo assuranco
that tho large iron deposits at and near East River uro to be opensd up, and
lurge smelting works erected, giving omployment to graat numbers of wmen,

The New Glasgow Steol works havo also onterod the ficld and hive pur-
chased for cash sovorsl farms in tho samo district. In coppor the purchase
by the Eastern Dovelopment Company of the Ontario Coal Mins at Big
Glaco Bay, gives assurance that copper smalting works will soon he in opar.
ation in Capo Braton. “Tho opening of the Short Line to Montreal should
muterially reduce tho froight by rail on coul to Montreal and the eastorn
counties of Quabeg, and it is probubly for this reason that Mr. R. G. Ceckis
has formed a syndicato, with Hon. Alex. McFarlane at its head, and has
already purchased the Joggins aud adjoining wmines. The Capo Broton and
Pictoun collieriss are actively omployed, and 1889 scoms destined to bo »
groat yoar for tho coal miners of this Province. Tho groat attention that is
being paid to thu developmant of large leads of low grado ore, bids fair to
givo to-gold mining the permancncy that has hithorto net been reached, the
small rich leads, although paying handsomely whon carofully mauaged, in
most instances soon giving out. To tho westward, especially in Queou's
County, mining operatiors are being vigorously pushed, while tho older dis-
tricts in Halifax County, viz., Oldbam, Cariboo, Montague, Lake Catcha
and numerous others, aro through the efforts of competont managers yielding
large and steady gold returns. Jn Hants County thero are some phenomen-
slly rich wines, notably the Gould-Northup and Withrow, and great things
aro expected from tho Ardoise Hill District. DBright as are the prospects in
gold mining, great care should be exercised by sollers as well as purchasers
of gold propertice. Tho former sbould be careful not to over-estimate the
valuo of their propertics, and the latter should omploy only thoroughly ex-
perienced and honorable mining men to investigtte and report on the mines
they intend purchasing. 1Itis a fact well known here that some of the mino
promoters of this Province have resorted to most dishonorable means to dis-
pose of really worthless properties, In fact somoe of the salos have simply
been * confidenco” oporations of the most diegracoful character. Every
successful swindle tends to throw discredit on Nova Scotia as a gold mining
country, to drive capital to other ficlds, and to handicap the efferts of honest
men to disposo of good proporties. In gold mibing as in everything olse,
“ honesty is thoe best policy.”

WaverLy Distrior.—At Waverly on American Hill a large amount of
devolopment work is being dono under the management of Mr. A. A. Hay-
ward, who is widening and deepening the 360 foot shaft. The mine is being
fitted up with a splendid plant of hoisting and pumping gear, air compressors,
&e. Tho extensive buildings make s decidedly imposing appearance on the
top, of the hill.

Opo another property, near the bridge to the cast of the Lako, a tunnel
has been started froro just above water level, and has now been driven some
360 feet into tho hill, with tho intention of cutting the rich loads of barrel
quartz and draining the shaft sunk from the hill top.  This work is boing
done by an English Company. The Tudor leed i3 also being worked. Thero
is Dot a pretticr drivo around Halifax thao that from Dartmouth to Waverly,
at times skirting tho shores of tho brautiful lakes, then passing through
patches of wood louds only to emerge again on the lakes, the shores of
wkich are in many places lined with trees. On a bright sunny day tho road
will be found delightfully shaded, and the glimpses through tho trees over
the sparkling waters furnish an ever changing panorama.  The drive way
bo oxtended past the Powder Works to Bedford and thenco to Halifax around
the Rockingham sido of the harbor, or before reaching Waverly a diversion
may be mado and the rich leads at Montaguo inspocted. Gold mines will
often be found most romantically situated.

In the May number of the Canadian Mining Review, Mr. B. C. Wilson,

Presidont of the Gold Minors Association of Nova Scotia, has a well written
articlo on * smalgamation.”

A properly in which Dr. Cowie and some other Halifax parties aro

interested at New Elm, Lunenburg County, is boing doveloped and a tost
crushing of 15 tons quarlz is to bo made.

The Stewiacke Valloy and Lsnsdowne Riilway taps a tich minoral
country, large doposits of barytes—loid and iron lyingalong its course. Tho
freight furnished from this sourco alone will make it pay haudsome divi-
dends.  Mr. McKwy, who has been indefatigable in his efforts to securo the
building of the road, may now rest contented, as the work has beon bogua

by Mr. Wm. McDonald, who sccured tho comtract, and will bo rapidly
pushed to completion. :

Mr. Douglas L. V. Browae, who a fow years ago conducted mining oper-
ations at Mount Uniacke, JLako Catcha and Swithfield, is now managing the
Honduras Gold Placor Co., and has lately been in London, where the com-
paoy was successfully floated. A corrozpondent of the Financial News,
(London), thus iwrites of the property and the manager : ~*¢ Great things are
expected from the Guyape River this year—that is about October, when tho
rainy scason closes. The Honduras Gold Placor Company have built quite
a small towr at Bueno Vista, on the Guyapo, and havo a large force of men
at work making all the necessary preparations lo get at tho river-bed as soon
as tho river commences o fall.  Their pack-traine are on the road all the
timo between Truxillo and their camp, bringing up machinery and wimng
vlonsils, and it is thought hera the first cloan-up from that famous river-bed
will astonish ovon the most sanguine of the many belioversin its great riches.
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Mr Douglas L. V. Browne, the vory energetic mansger of this enterprise, is
at presont in your city, (London), and his suporintendent, Mr. DPhillips, is
hard at work on ono of tho old bars of gravel in a former bed of the river,
and oxpects soon to bo uble to ship results.  Iu one shaft in this gravel ho
is down 15 feet, all in pay dirt: so there iu no lack of material for sluicing
It is undorstood that Major Burke will commenco work in the adjoining
portion of the Guyape, o s to roach results as eoon as the llovduras Placer
Cowpany, sud with that object in viow has already shipped somo of his
machinery tc the ground.”

Moose River.—DMr. D. Touquoy brought to tewn with him a handsome
gold bar woighing 81§ ounces, Leing the result of work for tho month of
May.

NEew Brusswiok Minivo ITens.—A considerable amount of money has
been latoly expended in opening up the Grand Lake Coal fielde, and with
tho completion of the Central Railway, it ix to be hoped thut Grand Lake
Coal will take quito a boom in the New Bruwswick and Upper Provinee
markets. .

It is said that some further prespecting is being dono in Albert County
in the hopo of finding o fresh deposit of Albertite. Silver and lead projeitie-
are being tedted below St. John and with appascnt promise of gooed 1csults
in tho near future.

Nova Scotia Goup Fierns.— My, Freeman, M. P, on Gold Mining in
Queens Counfy—Previous to the departure friom Ottawa of Mr. Freeman,
M. P. for Queens County, N. S, tho Empire had au intercsting conversation
with him relative to the discovery and develcpment of tho gold miving
jndustry in Queens County, which is just now wtiracting the attention of
capitalists from England and the United States. On being asked for sume
ivforimation ot the subject, Mr. Freeman said @ ** As nearly as | can reco deet,
the first practics) develupment of the gold mining of Queens Connty
commenced in 1884, since wihach time it has made wondertul srid-s. Only
last week, 1 am informed, upwards of one hundred areas wero applied for
in ono lozality for the purpose of prospecting.

The geld-bearing leads, which are situated in the central part of the
county, some thirty miles from the sea, extend over a large arer.  The first
to bo praciically doveloped was that kuown as the Winteburn district, where
two crushers are erected and ahout 200 men employed.  The yield frow one
of the leads hus been remstkably large, and after throe years counstam
working skows increased ovideuce of richness. West fiom these mines a
short distanco is another valua'lo property with a ten-stamp mill, which an
English company is negotiating for, and which will shortly he worked on a
largo ecale.  An American company fiom Philadelphia is also commencing
operations at a placo called West Czledunis.  North of this, at Westficld, i«
2 wining propetty which sold lust all for 330,000, on which a Londen syu-
dicate i3 erccting buildings, and placivg m «chivery for a forty stamwp crusher,
which is intended to crush 100 tons of quuttz for cach 24 hows.  THY lead
is over 80 feet wide 21l pay ore.  This company will employ oxer 200 men,
All atound this locality valuable boads Lave been discovered which will be
developed during the coming summer,

At Brookfield, about four ard a Laif miles east of this, a Philadelphia
compapy is runniog a ten-stamp mill. They employ about 60 miners. and
the Just month’s clean-up was over 6,000, Next in the samo loeality is tho
Pleasant River properly which covers about 460 areas, A ten-stunp mall is
in course of crection, and wili bo runping by the st of July. It will
crush about 20 tons duily. The Mol-ga Mines aro a few iles from
Pleasant River. The Molega company has a swenty-stamp mill, which
crushes 25 tons of ore per dav, and the monthly cloan-up is about 27,000,
They employ 125 mev, and have a preperty which promises grand results.

About a wilo from the Molega is the Parker Douglas property. They
are running a fivo stamp mill, and employ about forty winers, East from
Parker Douglas is the Minneapolis Co. They have a twenty stamp crusher
and have had over 100 men in their employ for some wonths.  Adjacent to
thisa now company is just putting up machinery. It has a capital of §500,-
000 and will cmploy about 160 men. It is composed of Americar and
Nova Scotian capitalists.  As carly ag July, I : m inforu.ed, there wil be 125
slamps at work in Queens County, csushing at least 260 tous of ore per day,
which will avolage §15 per thu, a daily yield of $3,900, or n yearly output
of §1,142,350. By the latest advices 1 earn that & new load recontly pros-
pected has yielded an output of §25 1o the tou. From these few facts you
can easily understand how it is that the Queens County gold ficlds are
acquiring prominence, and why, as a Nova Scutian, I havs great coufidenco
in the future of the country. There ig, however, ono drawback to the rapid
developmout of this rich gold ares, sud that is the want of ilway commun-
ication with the seaport towna of Liverpool and Annapolis. At present all
machinery and supplics have to bo hauled over rough roads, s distance of
from 30 to 40 miles.  When this difticulty is overcome, 1 can, I think,
safely assert that tho future of Queens County as a rich gold field is assured,
and that it will becomo ono of the best gold producing portions of the
Dominion.”

OxTario, Port Artiiur DisTRicT.—Notwithstanding tho recent constant
heavy rains and bad roads, travel into and traffic to aud from the silver min-
ing region is stoadily increasing. Several heavy New York capitaliste are
now hero in tho interests of the railway, and tho result of the conferenco of
tho combined companies is almost certain to tosult in a rapid rush of the
work for tho first fifty miles at least. The shipping of ote from the present
rich workings on Silver Mountsin Esst rescmbloes towing in mud scows.

Suveral intorests in the Silver Mountain regron have recently changed
haunds at figures roslizing handsomo profits to tho settlers.

HOME AND FARM.

Profossor Golff says: Wholo potatoes are the best to plant, as they give
moro gain in the crop than the oxtra amount of seed required. Tho strong-
ost oycs aro on tho eoed ond. Novor use sprouted seed, No particulur
differonco whoro you put tho fortilizor. Potash is the best fertifizor, and the
best soil & gravel loam with clovor sod.

Oats aro ono of the best egg-producing foods known, says the Southern
Fancier. Oats would be moro extensively used wore it not for the rough
hull, Now that a hulless oat can bo rised the problem of cheap egg-
producing food has beon solved. It should constituto three-fourths of tho

dict of tho large breeds, whose inactivity causes them to take on more fat
than isdesirable.

A complete change of tho soil in flower pots is sometimes necessary, aud
will enable o plant to securo moro food and grow better.

Peathor eating hons are best broken of this habit by plenty of exercise
and a varioty of food, including raw meat or other animal food.

Tue BreanN Cror.—Beans grow best on a light, warm or sandy soil. For
fiold culture the white marrow is a standard Now York and castern varioty,
large, oval in form and upexcelled in quality, and brings the highest price
in tha market. It developes a large amount of foliage and is inclined to
throv. out a goed many running vines. Tho white navy, medium, or pea
bean, is smaller, round, oval in form and woll adapted to thin soils; pro-
ductive under good cultivation and a standard commeraial sort. Baans ure
planted in rows about three feot apart, either in hills or drills, after all
danger of frost is over, and should never be worked when wet with rain
or dew, They should be harvested bofore frost.

Farmera' boys, and girls also, should be encoursged by their parentstoa
study of nsture, birds, animalsand plants. It is one of the best, as it it
the most natural mothod of training the faculties. A wide-awake boy will
wapt to investigate tho various objects of nature around him. Let him do
s0 and study them, not to the exclusion of books, but in addition thereto,
Take the boys fishing occasionally. What they learn by such jaunts will be
valuable through life, 1specially the love of rural scones and sports.

Youxa Turkeys.— Youung turkeys are subject to two special dangers—
(1) a peculiar suscoptibility 10 wet and (i less degren) to cold., and (2) a
great liability to diarrhw1.  For the first week, dmerican Poultry Journal
says, tho young bi1d should have little beyond hard boiled egg minced up
with dandolion leaves, or a little bread crumbs may be added.” All through
dandelion leaves mako far tho best green food, but if they cannot be had,
chepped boiled nettles or enions chopped fine are tho next best. As they
get older, they are fed on good barley meal or oatmea}, and may also have
almest ad libitum, fresh curd squeezed dry from the whey, buttermilk is
about ag likely to cause Lrouble as anything.

Tho egg for a week is of very great importance to provent a slight
tenaency to diarrhcca from the first which often sots in, and gets worso, and
carries them off later on.  While young turkeys roquire the utmost care
when very young, and should bo confined for awhile, let it bo known that
they will not thrive unless thoy havo the benefit of a range as they become
larger. They are active forsgers, and must have a chance o oxercise that
peculiarity, but in so doing they will pick up the greater part of their food.
Those who grow tobacco should always kenp a flock of turkeys, as they are
very destructive to the Jarge green worms that do so muck damage to that

crop. Ifallowed arange and fed on grain at night, thoy can casily be taught
to come up at regular hours,

Considering that no opportunity should be lost of stimulating our
farmers and stock-raisers to the improvement of their stock wo have pleasure
in reproducing the following circular publishod by the Government of Nova
Scotis, in order to contribute to its wider circulation. Tho action of the
Provincial Government is both timely and commendable.

* Olfer of Lonuses to encourage the importation, and use in the Province,
of improved breeds of horses, specially suitablo for general farm work, and
for raising a suporior atylo of carriage horaes.

Notice is hereby given that it is considered desirable to promote the
improvemont of tho breed of horses in the Province, by encouraging the
importation and use of stallions and mares specislly adapted for the raisiag
of a useful class of working horses, suitable for farming, lumbering, teaming,
and such genoral heavy work 2s is required in connection with thoe various
industries of the Province ;—and, also, to cncourage farmers in the raising
of animals of sizo snd style suited for a suporior class of carrisge horses,—
the production of which, it is belioved, would prove a romunerative indus-
try in Nova Scolis. As the result of careful enquiry, it appears that the
kind of horse whoso use will be most likely to load to tho realization of the
objects desired, is tho Cloveland Bay, if oxamples sufficiently woll bred can
bo secured ; or the English hackney, or Norfolk trotter, if of sufficient size.

In order to give effect to theso viows, and oncouragoe the carrying out in
an cfficient wnpuer, of the objects contomplated, n limited number of
bonuses are heroby off-red, for the present year, for the importation, and
mainienance in the Province for breeding purposes of stallions and mares
of the class indicated, viz.:

A bonus of teu per ceut. on the original purchase price of stallions ; and
of fifteen per cont. upon that of mares and a stallion, if imported together
by the samo ownor, No bonus will bo given to any stallion of loss weight
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than 1200 lba,, when in ordinary condition, or to a mare of loss proportional
weight. Bonusos will bo given only for animals that shell ho found on
careful examination by compotent judges, 1o bo of a decidedly superior charac
ter, and likoly to accomplish the objects in viow.

Owing to the difficulty of sscertaining tho suitability of euch aunimals
bofore actual importstion, the mactice of granting special permission to
import is now disponsed with. Importers will take the whole risk of
obtaining bonuses, the granting of which will depond upon the animls
proving, on oxamination, to be suflicieutly meritorious, and of tho character
specially required,

I all cases where honuses shall be allowed by the Governmont, satis-
factory bonds will be takon, as hitherlo, to secure tho miintenance and use
of tho animals in tho Province for a period of five years, under such rogu
lations as to servico fees, and facilities of uso to the public, as may be sane-
tioned by the Governor-Genaral. Importers will be required, furthor, to
roport annually, during such period, to the Scerotary for Agriculture, the
extent and nature of sorvices rendered. . .

Applicants for bonuses are required to furnish patticulars of animals
imported, with pedigrees, and evidence of prices paid.  All applications to
bo sent to tho Secrotary for Agriculture.”

OUR COSY CORNER.

Wo are in receipt of the Delineator for June, and quote from it as
follows :~—* Green is all-pervading in tho wotld of honnets—sv mueh so
that if the woman of fashion leaves the decoration of her new bovnet to the
taste of her millinor somo such garniture as 7 monture of leaves with a
cluster of green oats is almost suro to be chosen. The shades of green ato
this season as numerous as the flowers of the lield ; the leaves just now su
popular soem to have been gathered at every seasvn, so thit every tlint,
deepenod by tho sun or rain or dulled by time, may be obtained. Amouy
tho leaves that ono recognizes as old acqueintanzes are forn, pawsley, ivy,
roso, gerapium and smilax. ‘The ferus that grow in shady nouks are
perfectly imitated, showing that curiously fresiy, cool shade peculiar to them.
"The rose leaves aro scen in overy siz: and bolong to every variety of ruse,
from the great American Beauty to the small but delicately scented wild-
rose.

Green garnitures are cespecially favored on black, brown and dark-blue.
The gouuino capote shape, and also the shaps with o ciwpote crown amd
flaring brim, aro particularly woll adapicd to decorations compused of leaves,
with, perhaps, the addition of some berries, wheat or oats. A simple
bonnet of this kind that not ouly has tho unmistikable cacket of good form,
but may be worn with almost any teilelte, is of fine black straw, and the
brim, which fits the head, is faced on each sido with black velvet A mon-
ture of ivy leaves and berries is arrangod about the crown and oxtends well
over tho brim ; and just in front the leaves aro raisod a liule to permt the
adjustment of a nodding bunch of green oats that stand out from amonyg the
loaves—not 8o high, however, as it would have been a season ago.  The ties
are of black velvet ribbon ond kunotted a little to one side.

If green does not appear in the materials of a gown, 1t is pretty certain
to be displayed in ils trimmings, especinlly in velvet or pisscmenterie.
Green pazsemonteries are shown in intricate floral patterns, with koots of
silk cord forming tha buds and blussowms ; aud they are offered in .every
shade from Geranium-Greon (which looks like greon scen through a thick
coating of dust) to the docpest Lincoln and tho brightest Empire. This
garniture is effective on black, gray, mode, pivk and a faiot, dull shade of
blue. Much caro is observed in its plicing, for it is ne longer thought
desirable to apply such a trimming in stiaight lines or as outhning for s pans]
or plasiron ; usually it is arranged in the form of cuffs and gilet, oras a
covering for a yoke. All other colors are also noted in passem-uterie, but
green seems to be given preforence by general consent.”

A pice little dis; ute bas srisen be-
tween Mr. Wiilism Fleming, of Mark-
bam, Oant., aud Mr. E Kolly, of
Winaoipeg, Man., from wiom the for-
mer won the title at a match in 1887.
The point in dispute is as to the ex-
penses to he alluwed. Mr. Kelly
offers to giveor tu take §50 for ox-
penaes, which money st be paid to
the visiting party whither ho wins or
loses. To this propositivn Mr. Flem-
ing dewurs, claiming that the side
which we may call the residunt purty
has woder that urraugement to pay
3850 whother ho wins or whether he
has the ¢ privilege of heing dofeated,”
—as the Turf puts it. Fleming pro-
pusts to put up 300 agsiust $250 of
Kelly’'s  Tho winner to keep tho co-
tiro stakes but werther to goi any al-
lowanco fur expenses. Tue West
Lothian Courier suggests in amond-
mont th t the expenses bo made a
portion of the stakes Thus if they
play nt Markham for say $300a side
snd Flemiong wins ko hands over to
Kelly $50 «f the srakes for his ex-
penses in going there to play Flem-
ing It, ou the other hand, Kelly
wins ho simply puckets tho whole

stakes and pays his own exponses.

Mr. Kolly's plan is unquestionably
the one that has hithorto obtained in
such matches, but there is much io
the W. L. C's, ruggestion to commend
it to tho consideration of chockerists,
aud it appoars to be really tho faireat
method. Wo note that the Turf,
Field and Farm favors tho adoption
of a rule of the line suggested, and
wo cortainly cudorse their opinionson
this point. Tho W. L. Courier fur-
ther alvocates a rulo, that allowanco
for oxpenses should nut oxcoed one-
fifth of the stake put up on each side,
with which we al-o agreo. As Mr,
Floming justly obsorves 350 expenses
on 4 stake of 3100 is absurd.”
