If the United States advocates of reci- ba Commissiners beld on the preceding Railway or the Trent navigation improve-
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mente. Since confederation the expen-
diture on the river and lake improve-
ments bas been, including plant, 61,780,-
000, and the estimated cost of completing
the work, so as to give 21 feet more depth,
is $900,000. Mr. Robertson entered into
saie calculations, the result of which was
that at 4 per cent. interest the entire
annual charge for obtaining a channel of
27à feet ivould be $100,000. The charge
for the Intercolonial at the saine rate
would be S180,000. Since confederation
$22,000,000 have been spent on the canais,
entailing an annual charge of $880,000
besides cost of maintenance and working,
which the tolls do not cover. Mr. Robert-
son put the case fairly when he said that
the commissioners ask nothing for the
harbor, but they feel that the liarbor of
Montreal should not be burthened ivith
the deepening of the channel, which is for
the benefit of the whole country.

Another veryjust ground of conplaint,
which we should imagine only required ta
be stated ta ensure its removal, ils that
the Montreal Harbor Commissioners have
had ta bear the cast of maintaining the,
buoys and beacons between Montreal and
Quebec. This expenditure vas formerly
defrayed by the Trinity Board, which was
merged in the Board of Rtarbor Commis-
sioners without any grant for maintenance,
although. the charge is borne on the
public funds in ail other places. Mr.
Robertson bas entitled himself ta the
gratitude of his fellov-citizens by the
clear exposition which he made of the
case of Montreal against the Govertiment.
The improvement of the St. Lawrence w'as
one of the public works designated in the
first Act passed after the Union in 1841,
and the Harbor Commissioners have really
been acting as Trustees of the Govern-
ment in regard ta that worlç. It w'as
doubtless intended, as in the caseof the
Canals and of the Intercolonial Railway,
that tolle or dues should be levied, so as
ta recoup the interest on the expenditure,
but the tendency of modern opinion lias
been ta reduce ta a minimum aIl charges
on the transport of goods, and we have non'
ta compete with the Erie Canal with ail
tols removed.

After the conclusion of Mr. Robert
son's remarks Mr. Bateman, a civil engin-
eer employed by those interested in what
is generally known as the Shearer scheme
of Harbor improvements, entered into an
explanation of the new scheme. It ils
proposed ta construct an embankment,
starting from a point near the Victoria
bridge at the saine height as the Grand
Trunk railivay, and running from thence
ta St. Helen's Island, and crossing from
thence by a bridge ta the south shore of

the St. Laivrence. The bridge would be
60 feet above summer ivater level and
would have connection with all railroad
lines and highways in its vicinity. The
embankment would have a highway and
footpath, and a double track of rails.
There would be harbor controlling sluices,
enti 'e]y under the contral of the com-
missioners and milling sluices for manu-
facturing purposes. On the latter the
promoters of the scheme rely for a con-
siderable revenue, as well as on the tolls
obtained for the use of their tracks. After
the conclusion of Mr. Bateman's speech,
in which lie entered in great dotail into
his scheme, saine observations were made
by gentlemen present, including Mr.
Thomas White, M.P., and Mr. Cramp,
fornierly chairman of the Harbor Board,
and thoroughly acquainted with the sub-
ject. We infer fron the report of the
remarks made by bath gentlemen that,
while the improvement of the harbor is
recognized as niost desirable, ià is thought
ta he most expedient that the works
should be constructed by the harbor
Commissioners and not by a private coin-
pany. Mr. Hlenshaw, wlio put a number
of questions ta Mi. Bateman, stated that
lie had a scherne of his own which he de-
sired to have subjected ta as severe a test
as possible. Mr. Robertson stated that
the Government were asking the Harbor
Commissioners for a report through their
engineer. The subject is one of the
deepest interest ta the commerce of Mon-
treal, and,before the proposition to entrust
such a work ta a private company is even
entertained, there ought ta be a certainty
that the necessary capital would be forth-
coming. 'We are far from;meaning ta
advocate such a mode of accomplishing
the work, but iwe feel that the iniormation
yet belore the public as ta the practica-
bility of sucb a mode of proceeding is of
the vaguest kind. Mr. Kennedy's report

on the Sliearer Scheme has been sent ta
the Board of Trade. IL is on the whole dis-
couraging. The Harbour Commissioners
could ihardly undertake the wiork, in view
of the risks that would have ta be run i and
on the other land there are many ajec
tions ta its being entrusted ta a private
company.

The aggregate liabilities and assets of
the banks do not exhibit nmuli.cliange.
There is a slight. falling off in the circula-
tion and a further.reduction in the Domi
nion Governiment deposits w'hich in two
montls have fallen off over five millions.
Tliere lias been a consequent reduction
in the leading items of loans. The avail-
able assets show a small increase which

is satisfactory. The issues of Dominion
notes have slightly increased, but as they
are chiefly held by the banks, the circula.
tion in the hands of the public is stil
under $7,000,000. It ils a fact worthy of
notice that the banks are holding a larger
amount of notes under the denomination
of $50. This may be owing ta the issue
of Government $4 notes, which will in ail
probability be leld chiefly by the banks:

THE PECENT QUEBEC FIRES.

The frequently destructive character of
fires in the city of Quebec, involving sucl
heavy losses ta the citizens as well as ta
the insurance comipanies, lias become a
serions matter ta all concerned. It is

onily a few weeks ago that a considerable
advance in rates was signed by the under-
writers, but scarcely had the ink dried on
the paper ere anotiher heavy fire took
place, and lbis w'as followed in a few days
after by a still greater destruction and
loss of property, This determined several
companies ta w'ithdraw entirely from the
city, and the remainder ta sign an agree-
ment advancing rates again saie 50 per
cent, over and above the recent rise.

The diificulty in the way OF coping wit1
fires in Quebec and preventing their
spreading ite a conflagration les chiefiy
in the irregularity of the ground. Sa great
is this that the inhabitants of the Upper
Town and I<wer Town cannot be supplied
with vater at the saie time, it being im-
possible ta force water ta the higher level
until it is turned off from the lower part
of the city, se tiat for about lone-half of
every 24 iours the city is ut the mercy of
any fire that may break forth. Of course
the water can be diverted ta that part of
tie toiv vhere most required, but, as was-
shoint by a recent case, it some times takes
fully three-quarters of an hour before
the pipes are filled, and a fire may become
amost uncontrollable in that space of
tune, should it not aready have devoured
all it had ta feed upon?. Should a fire occur
is both parts Of the city at the saine time,
one at least must have headway for all the
service that can be iad friom the fire
engies. The rocky nature af the graund
absove the low'er level is another diffi-
cultyt and forIns a great obstacle in the,
laying of water mains, making the excava-
tion most dillicult and expensive. It is
probably owing ta this circuistance that
tie cily has not laid special mains ta be
employed only in case af fle as was sug-
gested sanie years ago in this journal, and
by the insur'ance compaies.

But those remarks do not apply vith
ImuchI] force te the latter of the two recent
destructive burnings in Quebec. Tie
factory of HEossack, Woods & Co., in the
second storey of which the fire began, was
se near ta the harber that there was in
tie minds of most persans concerned no
dOubt that in case of need a plentiful
supply of water could be had. A former
insurance manager in this city, who, if
such an ofliee eaxisted, should be made
general superintendent of fire brigades,
stsonsgiY argused ms favor of large tanks at
intervals in or neai' the wharves, knoving
tist if alire occurred while tie tide w'as

out, there would be some difficulty in
getting the requisite supply of water. The
spread of the lata lire sufficiently proves
the wisdom and foresight of Mr. Perr-y in
this respect. At ail events, there was
littie excuse why the fire was not confined
ta the block in which it originated,-w'hy it
should have been allowed ta cross a street
42 feet wiide, envelop the second block,
and threaten the total destruction of the
third block also.

But there is still less excuse why the
salvage was se small. The greater part of
the stock in the Renaud warelouses
should have been saved. The remedy
for sueh a state of things is an efficient
saivage corps. The additional expense
may he pleaded, but the $50,000 Ioss an
stock in the storehouses would alone sup-
port such a corps for saine years. Such
an adjunct te the preventive force might
render considerable service aiso in pro-
tecting moveables froi being carried off by
soine of the mob, whichab large sea-ports,
and someatimes elsewvhere, usuaiiy gathers
around a fire, and lias a tendency ta pre-
vent the savimg of goods from tie fliames.
There is in saine instincts a natural argu-
ment lu such cases: We mighit as weil
take it as let it bu aud the insured
Osenersl mind

le ë5clIied o'er wtths tse pale nest of thouglt,
and his energies

withi tIs resect tîseir currents tu awry,
Ansd luse the.n1ame or actis."

Another incident of the late fire per-
haps worth mentioning concerns another
Wholesale warehouse in which was a con-
siderable quartity oispirits in bond. Tiree
or four ba-rels had been removed when
some one in autnlsority forbude further
interference, alleging that if the goods
were moved they wotild be obliged te pay
the duty. It is evident that much of the
property was well insured, or, as remarked
by one who was there, the amount o
insurance on sme of the property recent
ly destroyed in Quebec was enough ta
burn down any building.

Tlere appears ta be sanie hitch in the
settlement of the loss on the boot and
shoe factory destroyed in the former of the
recent fires, The building was formerly
occupied by the Upper Town Woodley
shoe firm. After their collapse the pro-
perty was sold for about $12,000 ta
Fortin, Contant & Co., who held it'but a
short time, and it was boughlt in at some
Sll,000. The building nas af brick, and
the four floors were not built into the
walls but were sup.ported by poste one
over the other. One insurance agent who
took a $3,000 risk on the building gave
pemission te insure it for $20,000 addi-
tional. The arsount of the insurance at
the tlme of the lire Was $17,000.

There were much more to note concern-

ing the recent fires in the ancient capital
but we must forbear. It remains tobe
seen what effect the recent heavy rise in
rates may have in leading the citizens to

adopt more effective means for dealing
with fires. The salvage corps is an abso-
lute necessity, which we trust that those
who have the largest stake in the pros-
perity of the city vill have influence
enougli to force into an accomplisied
fact.

ONTARIO AND QUEBEC.

It is rather unfortunate for those, who
evince ou ail occasions a determination to
msake Dominion political questions the
test, by which support or opposition ta
the local Gavernments is ta be regulated
that the financial condition of Ontario
should be so muci superior ta that of
Quebec. We learn from the discussion
on the address that during the current
yasr $500,000 will be added ta the Ontario
surplus, which wvil then be about $5,000,.
000. iMeantime Quebecis not only heavily
lu debt but literally unable .to find ways
and means without resorting ta a system
of taxation vhich is believed by many ta
be unconstitutional, and which, if not
open to that objection, is indefensible on
other grounds. There are some strange
anomalies which deserve notice. 'lihe
Province with a handsome surplus pays
ta the members of the Legislature a
smaller sessional allowance than the one
which is overwhelmed with debt. The
wealthy Piovince contrives to perform ail
its Legislative and Executive functions
without the addition of a second Chamber,
which adds materially ta the public ex-
penditure. The contingent expenses of
the head of the Executive Government in
the Province with the largest resources
are materially less than those in the im-
poverished Provinces. These aresubjects
for cain reflection, and have no bearing
on what may be termed Conservative or
Reform principle. ''he late speech from
the Throne in Ontario contains riothing on
vhich Conservatives and Reformers sholùld
differ. The chief party questions are the
Boundary Award, the Rivers and Streams
Bill, and the Liquor License question. A
Protectionistand a iree-trader might take
the saine view on all or any of these ques.
tions indeed it is far from improbable
that sone of the supporters of the Ontario
Administration may be favorable ta the
Protectionist policy of the Domninion
Govermnent. The National Policy and
the Pacifica ilwilvay seem ta be the prin
cipal issues in Dominion politices, and-
they certaiPly are entirely out of the do.
main of local politics.. The railroad ques-

tion is the one of absorbing importance
in Quebec, and, as fari as can be judged
from the tone of hLie press, there are wide
diflerences of opinion regarding it among
those who call themselves Conservatives.
It ils well worthy of consideration how far
it ils desirable to carry Dominion politics
into the local assemblies. The chief
merit in a local ministry is the economical
administration of the finanes, and the
failure to place thein on a satisfactory
footing should be visited with the con-
demnation of the Legislaure. It is clear
that the Ontario Administration can stand
the test, and we Bhall soon be in a better
position te judge whether there is any
hope for amendmient on the part of that
in Quebec. We have noticed with much
satisfaction that the Ontario Administra-
tion is about te propose legislation Ef a
general character for public corporations.
T'here is to be a bill for the construction
of street railways in cities and towns,
anthaier to facilitate the erection of gas
wYorks by muunicipalities, and a third te
provide public parks, where desired by
the rate-payers and their municipal repre.
sentatives. These are all progressive
ineasures, which imiglit, with advantage,
engage the consideration of the Legisla-
ture of Quebeo.

THE COMMERCIAL TRAVELERS' ASSO-
CIATION.

The eighth annual meeting of the Dominion
Coniercial Travellers' Association was lield in
the Mechauics' Hall, this city, the 16th inst., Mr.
.A. Gowdey, president, in the chair, and Mr. R.
C. Simnpson as secretary. Tiere was a large
attendance of mtembers, among then several of
oui' prominent and risinig and embryo mer-
chants, ieu wh'bo hadl disutiguished theiselves
on lte roaitl in former deys, or verestill doing se.

The minutes of the last annual meeting having
been read and submiitei the Presidenit sub-
enitted (the followving report:

The Directors, in presenting tli eighth annual
report of the, work of the Association, hanve
again to congratulate the inembers on the sitc-
cess attelding it, ils the following figures wili
low :

bers have as usual been promptly compensalted
by the Accident lisurance Company of North
Amiierica. Duriug the year lie Association bas
lost tires of its metibers by death-one by ac-
cideut; the others fron ultural cautisses. The
ieirs of the latterI have been paid out et' the
,ssociattioi the stins due themt uider the new

benîefit sciemte, and the ortneir received front
Accident luisuratice Company ite sut of S1,100.
A inmber of claimes for sickuess under benefit
scheene have been paid, tind the benetits from
this fund bave been of great assistance te the
members thus claiming. The Directors bae
again renewei the arrangements 'or the insur-
auce of its meumbers against accidents with the

Accident Instrance Company of North Anerica,
this company nowr makin tie aotiot in event
of death $1,200 instead et $1,100, as in li past
tire years. The Directors are piLased to ba able
te say that the relations between lie Associa-
lion and the comtpaînies granting concessions
have throtghout tie year remaitted in every way
satisfactory.. As you tre io douit aw-are, a
uteeting of getteral passenger agents of the rail-
way companies was held ii Toronto duîring last
month, te discuss the privilege gratitei to coin-
mercial travellers. Titis Association was re-
presented I thit meeting, as also the etiher
Associations in Canada, and ater ait interview
of considerable length it wats decided litat the
rate fer commercial travellers bo increased on
and alfter Jan. lai te 2: c per mile. Soie abuse
of' the lay-over privileges having occurred, the
railway comlipanies decided to do away with
liat ticket and issue only fromt st:tion to station.
As this would auedt the baggatge raies, a cot-
mittee of the railway agents was appointeld te
consider ibc matter, and prepare a new schedule
of rates and report. On their report being re-
ceived and discussed by tIe varions Boartds, a
deputation of this Association, iccompaied by
a deimtation frot the Toronto Association
waited on the rhiay' tilorities and obtintel
their consent to issue a througi excess baggage
ticket. The railroad arrangement, for 1883 will
therefore be 21c per nile. Tickets to be issuetd
ai all stations, and good only from date of issue
and through excess baggage ticket. 'Tie ques-
lion of commercial travellers' licenses has
occupied tihe attention of lie Directors during
the year, but they regret not being able to re-
port nty sticcess. The Quebec case was decided
against the Association, and in such a manner
ns to prevent an appettl to the Suprene Court.
Tue suit against Three Rivers was thrown out
by the Supremte Courtt at Clala, they claimintg
not to have jurisdiction in cases origimtting in
Circuit Court. Tue latter caise wvas, htowever,
decided wvithout costs against tus. It is li
intention of te Board to pursiue this matter
util a final test case is arrivei ai A suit

against Woodstock, N.B., is tow' in lie Coutirts,
and will be pushed on wiita theutmostdispatch.

The financial staitements, andited bY Messrs.
Riddel and Stevenson, are tow' subllitted for
lite inspection of tli meibers. li closiug this
report the Directors are glad to b able ti coii-
grttulate the iembers on, tie continued pros-
lerity uf the Association, and trust that noitting
may' arise te disturb the present barnionious
'werking of the Association. Their relations
w'lit sister Associations have beei of tlie iost
cordial nature, and the Directors ire confident
that, wiit ite coitiitied co-operation and good
feeling existiung imnongsl the musemibers, lthe
Association ill go Ur frot yotr le year with
the Most gratifying success. The Directors
trnst lthe tmemibeis wvil tuite in mîtak itg li
aninal dinner tiis year' lie most stccessftil of
auy we lite yet hadl.

TîtURsDAY, 21st Dec., 1882.

As is ustial towrards Christinas Eve, there is
an apathetie feeling in wlolesaile circles this
week and business partakes largely of a holi-
day character. Stock-taking and balancing
