MY plan is that the Government issue and sell tax receipts ; that
these be drawn to bearer and issued at regular stated periods,
those of one period to be worth mare than those of the preceding
period by the amount of a reasonable interest, and sold either before
the first of the period for which they bear inferest, at a fair discount
when purchased in quantitics, or after the fifst and until the close
of such period at their. full value. They simll begin to bear interest
from the first of the fiscal year when the tax is dve, and may con-
tinue to do so if desired until the end of the year, or, in other
words, may be purchased at any time during the year, the land
being held as security in the meantime. When presented to the
collector in lieu of cash, they shall have 2 paying capacity of their
face value.
